IVgnoses Suiear That Inspector

Delhy Smith Found Not Guilty of 
False Pretence.

-Sot guilty” w«s the verdict ol the 
jury in the cnee of Delby J. Smith, tried 
yeeterdn-y in the tien irai Sessions of the 
County Court on a charge of obtaining 
incandescent mantles from the Star 
Manufacturing Company, Toronto, on 
false pretence, by claiming he owned a 
house on Herkimer street, which was 
registered in his wife's name.

When the Court was opened in the 
afternoon Linton J. Tamlin was the first 
witness caJled. He said he had. met East­
man in Toronto a very short time alter 
lie had moved to hhat city from New 
Ontario. He had bought oil stock from 
him, which was supposed to have been 
paying a good dividend, according to the 
representations made. Witness said he 
would not beliçvc Eastman on oath. 
The witness said he knew about ten who 
had made similar statements, and gave 
the names oi four.

“Well, you can't say this man isn’t up­
right if you have only heard four speak 
against him in a city with a population 
of 400.000." said Mr. Washington.

Delhy J. Smith, the prisoner, corrobo­
rated what Mies Snyder and Mr. Bnck 
had said at the morning session regard 
ing the conversation between himself 
and Kastmaq. He said he had been a 
resident- of Hamilton aJl hi» life. He 
had l*oen employed as a traveller, but 
had secured a couple of good “lines” Mint 
he could work a round the district and 
settled down.

jury said it did not make any difference 
xvhet-her the money had been paid or not, 
the question they had to consider was 
whether Smith had bought the goods 
making misrepresentation, such as had 
been claimed, knowingly. The ease was 
not between the two men, so they would 
not have to consider that, but only true 
facts which related to the charge for 
which defendant was being tried. If 
they found he had not made any misre­
presentations then the prisoner would lie 
given liis freedom, but if they found 
c.therwise^hc would have to be punished. 
If they were in doubt the prisoner should 
lie given the benefit of the doubt.

The jury were out but a short, time, 
when they returned with their verdict, 
and the prisoner was given liis liberty.

A case of deep interest to the fisher­
men on the Beach and a^png the lake 
shore, as well as numerous others, was 
next taken up, it being that of Cory vs. 
Kerr, for damages for illegal seizure of 
fishing nets. The case will decide as to 
the right of a fishery inspector to allow 
a fisherman to fish outside his boundar­
ies providing the fishing is poor in his 
own district.

William Cory, the plaintiff, who lives 
at Van Wagner's Beach, said he fished 
for a living and had a license for the 
current year. During his 18 years as 
a fisherman he had frequently fished 
outside of the boundaries described in the 
license when given permission to do so 
by the fishery inspector. The fishery in­
spector had told him that what he said 
was law and if he said a fisherman could 
occupy certain boundaries the Govern­
ment accepted his ruling. He had no 
trouble until July of this year, when 
1,400 yards of his nets were seized a few 
weeks after the fishery inspector, Mr. 
Kerr, had given him permission to fish 
on the north shore, which was outside 
the boundaries mentioned in his license.

BRUSSELS MOURNS LEOPOLD.
Belgians’ King Passed Peacefully Away—Regency Council Ap­

pointed—Royal Condolences-His Daughters Leave Palace.

Brussels. Dec. 17.—All Brussels mourns to-day. Flags on public buildings are at half mast and private 
houses are draped with crepe.. The body of the King, clothed in the uniformof a lieutenant-general, remains in 
the chamber of the “Balms,’’ where death entered last night, surrounded only by those who in life had won and 
retained his close friendship. The expression on the dead monarch's face is peaceful and it is now known that 
the end was painless. The body will be placed in a casket this evening, when a period of mourning officially

Dr. Thiriar said to-day: “1 knew that the King was suffering from a malady of the heart* This was our 
chief anxiety when operating, but we decided to resort to surgery In older to save His Majesty from terrible 
suffering. As a matter of fact, he died without suffering at ail.” *

Immediately following Leopold’s death two nuns laid out the body, but it was not at once removed 
from the bed. The obsequies will take place at the Collegiate Church of St. Ouidaloupe.

This morning early President Schollert proceeded to the palace and under liis direction the Official Moni­
teur published a special number announcing the formation of a regency council, composed of the council and 
ministers, which will nominally hold the reins of government until tin* heir to the throne. Prince Albert, has 
taken the oath of accession.

After much persuasion to-day. Baron Goffinet. Brivlte Secretary to King Ijeopold, who is greatly affected 
by the sudden termination of His Majesty’s illness, described the scene at the palace.

“The King’s body.” said the baron, “rests on his bed. His expression is peaceful. All of the household 
are in tears, gathered about the body. Wc have informed the ministers of the sad event.”

The newspaper correspondents were prohibited strictly from entering the palace this morning and were 
correspondingly disappointed. Meagre details of events transpiring within were made known officially.

It is said that Leopold’s will constitutes a good-sized vdlume. The Princess Clementine and her sister 
Stephanie, with the Countess of Flanders, left the palace at an early hour. They were followed by His Maj­
esty’s intimate friend. Baroness Vaughan. The latter proceeded to Balln Court, "refusing to be interviewed.

This forenoon M. J. Davignin, the Minister of Foreign Affairs, .of/ici allly notified the sovereigns and 
chiefs of state of Europe of the death of Leopold, King of the Belgians. Telegrams of condolence were early 
received from Kind Edward and Queen Alexandra. Emperor William, King Alfonso, Emperor Francis Joseph, 
King Victor Emmanuel and Queen Helene. President Fnllieres of France, and Pope Pius N. The Pontiff has or 
dered a Requiem Mass for the repose of Leopold’s soul.

Hundreds of other messages of sympathy and regret have reached the palace. The sittings of the courts 
have been suspended until the new King shall have received the -crown.

LICENSE REDUCTION. \
'lo the Editor of the Time#:. . .

Some very excellent ladies and gen­
tlemen in Hamilton desire to secure a 
further reduction m the number or liq­
uor license# m this city, awl will put up 
aiuermauic candidate» ot their own way 
<‘i tnmking, or wm seek pledge» from 
canoniales put into the fn-.u oy oiner 
agencies. Inv nuinner of licenses to Ue 
cm oil it these ladies aud gentlemen 
nave their way ha» not been officially 
stated, but one authority » peaks oi la­
teen, ana other# thinx Jtue number 
should lie greater.

In approaching a consideration,^ this 
question i thins three things may be 
stated as unquestioned fact# ;

1. fhe great mass of the people of 
Hamilton de#ire that the evils of drunk­
enness should lie reduced to a minimum.

2. A large majority of the people of 
Hamilton uo not desire absolute prohibi­
tion of the sale of liquor. Whenever the 
question has been put before them, they 
have voted against it.

3. The great mass of the people de#ire 
to be honest in their dealings with their 
fellowmen. They wish to be just.

Now, sir, with your permission, I 
would like to address a few words to my 
fellow citizens on that laat point.

A few years ago the license commis­
sioners said, in substance, to certain ho­
tel keepers: “You hold hotel licenses, 
and you have not hotel accommodation. 
Unless you provide that accommodation, 
uuless you put- your houses in good con­
dition to furnish rooms and meals to 
travellers, your licenses will be cut off. 
We will not license a mere bar to sell 
liquor; and if you wish to keep your 
hotel licenses you must put yourselves in 
shape to keep hotel.’’
* Whereupon the hotel keepers provided 
the needed accommodation. They spent 
many thousands of dollars in making 
their sleeping apartments comfortable 
and suited in every wav for the accom­
modation of guests; and they provided 
more- comfortable and better dining­
rooms, with proper appliances for serv­
ing meals. Then, when they had proved 
their ability to keep hotel, their hotel 
licenses were continued. The demand for 
this change and this expenditure was 
made by the very people who now say 
that the licenses should be cut off and 
the expenditure made valueless.

The hotel man was justified in think­
ing that, while his license would be cut 
>ff if he failed to provide good accom­
modation, it would be continued if he 
did provide the accommodation, and if 
he should obey the law. To tell a man 
that his license will be cut off if he 
does not provide accommodation, im­
plies that it will be continued if he 
does as he is required to do. On the 
faith of that implied contract the hotel- 
keepers, as has been said, spent a great 
many thousands of dollars.

Now the ladies and gentlemen of 
whom I have spoken, demand that the 
expenditure of all that money shall be 
made valueless. They ask that the li­
censes of fifteen of those men shall be 
cut off. They demanded that the money 
should be spent now they ask that it 
shall be confiscated. They propose that 
these fifteen hotel keepers shall be de­
prived of their means of subsistence, 
and that, in addition, their capital shall 
lie destroyed.

Is it just, Is it honest?
I am not addressing these questions 

to fanatics or extremists. I am address­
ing reasonable men and women. I am 
addressing those who wish to be fair and 
just. I am addressing those who desire 
to do to others as they would desire 
others to do to them. And to such I re­
peat the question, Is it honest to compel 
those hotel keepers to spend many thou­
sands of dollars and then rob them of 
t,he money?

Three More Arrests Made by 

Toronto Detectives.

Mr. Wilkinson M akes a Statement 
—Not Gudty Please.

'Ioronto. Uni., Dec. 17.—Following the 

arrest of John E. Wilkinson, and Alex­
ander Littlejohn, alia# MacFarlane, on a 
charge of receiving stolen silver ore of a 
very high grade, three more arrest* have 
been made this morning. Detective Mur­
ray met the Cobalt special at North 
£arkdale and arrested Nicholas Zovotz, 

and Dmytâs \ miras, a Hungarian end a 
Swede, the Iiétter of whom carried a load­
ed automatic revolver. Two other men 
got away, as the detective was alone. 
I hey put up no resistance. In the court 
this morning all the men pleaded not 
guilty and were remanded till the 24th.

In a statement issued to the Times this 
morning Mr. Wilkinson stated that he 
was entirely ignorant of the amendment 
in the Criminal Code compelling written 
authority for the selling of ore. He also 
said that his books had been open for in­
spection at all times, ami that his 
smelter in Chippewa was not-carried on 
clandestinely, but had. been established 
there because Toronto would not allow 
it here.

About noon still another arrest was 
made, Jacob Cohen, 78 Agnes street, ntar 
the City Hall, by Detective Typton. A 
search of his house revealed a series of 
melting oots. and in the hand# of the 
detective# a large series of cheques from 
Wilkinson, showing a total of ovr $500 
for November. The detective department 
is of the opinion that the investigation 
of the ease# will show one of the biggest 
schemes, resulting in a most wholesale 
robbery of Cobalt mines. Other arrests 
will probably follow.

HYDRO ROUTE 
DECIDED ON.

Sothman Directly Reverses Ad­
vice of a Fas Months Ago.

Which Will Add lo the Cost City 
is Put To.

City Knew Exactly What 
Was Getting at Beach.

It

The route for the Hydro power line 
through the city was practically agreed: 
upon yesterday afternoon at a confer­
ence in Toronto between Engineer Mac- 
allum, Secretary Brennan, of the Beard 
of Works, and the commission’s en­
gineers. The line will run along the 
main road from Dundas, coming in King 
street to a point near Garth street, 
turning nonth and crossing via Locke 
street, to Stuart: along the north side 
of Stuart to Burlington, and straight 
over the base line to the Beach pump 
house. Wooden poles, 45 feet high, will 
be used to carry the wires, while steel 
towers will be erected at the inlets. “

The Fire and Water Committee will 
meet to-night to make a recommenda­
tion to' the Council about the electric 
motors. City Engineer Mata Hum has 
received the specifications for the trans­
formers and a letter from Engineer 
Sothman, of the Hydro Commishioluÿ'in 
which he states that it would not be 
wise for the city to use the power at 
13,200 volts. He recommends the in­
stallation of motors for 2.200 volts, with 
stepdown transformers. This is rather 
a stiff jolt for the Hydro aldermen, 
who have been screaming that the ef­
forts of Mayor McLeren and the other 
members to have transformers used was 
a scheme to run the cost of Niaxara 
pdiwér Up.

The waterworks officials to-dav char­
acterized as foolish the storv in'a local 
paper yesterday that the city was not 
getting as much land as it expected in 
the transaction for the purchase of 220 
feet of property, north of the riltering 
basins, because the Electrical Develop­
ment Company had a right-of-way, 60 
feet wide, in front of the land. Every 
one who followed the negotiations be­
tween the city and the power company 
at the time it was trying to get a right- 
of-way over the filtering basin property 
was aware that the company owned the 
sixty-foot atrip north and south of the 
baeas.

Instead of meeting to-night the Sewers 
Committee "will have a session at 11 
o’clock to-morrow morning.

Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

ANY person who Is the sole head of a fam­
ily, or any male over 18 year* old, may 

homestead a quarter-section of available 
Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear lu per­
son at the Dominion Lande Agency or sub- 
Agency of the district. Entry uy proxy may 
be made at any agenoy on certain conditions, 
by father, mother, son. daughter, brother or

Brussels, Dec. 17.—King Leopold died 
at 2.35 o'clock this morning, his aged 
and wasted body being unable to stand 
the strain upon it. The collapse occur­
red suddenly, and at a moment when 
the doctors seemingly had the greatest 
hopes for his recovery

The public at large was satisfied that 
the King was on the road to recovery, 
but within the pavilion where the King 
lay there was a feeling of anxiety, chief­
ly because of Leopold s great age. After 
a restful day, the patient was able to 
sleep for a brief period early in the even­
ing and the night passed quietly, until 
2 o’clock, when alarming symptoms ap­
peared. Suddenly the King turned and 
called to Dr. Thiriar; “J’etouffe, docteur, 
j’etouffe’’ (I am suffocating).

Dr. Depage was summoned and the 
two physicians did everything possible 
to prolong life, but without avail. The 
end came quickly, and, after a spell of 
weakness, peacefully. Prince Albert ar­
rived at the deathbed about 25 minutes 
later, lie was accompanied by Princess 
Clementine. Albert kissed the dead 
King and left the chamber weeping. Bar­
on Goffinet, the King’s secretary, started 
immediately for Brussels to notify the 
members of the royal family.

Two Men Arrested Charged With 

Receiving.

One of Them.

Toronto, Dee. 17—On charges of re­
ceiving quantities of stolen high-grade 
Gobait silver ore, Dr. John E. Wilkinson, 
President of the J. E. Wilkinson Com­
pany, Limited, gold refiners, 69 Lom­
bard street, anil Alexander Littlejohn, 
alias MacFarlane, a miner from Cobalt, 
were placed under arrest yesterday af­
ternoon by Detectives McKinney, Guth­
rie, Murray, Tipton and Wallace. Ur. 
Wilkinson was later bailed out for $20,- 
000 by Mr. Ü. A. Dunlop, .Secretary Trea­
surer of the La Rose Consolidated

Complaint had often been made that 
ore was being stolen, and in the par­
ticular case involved in the arrest it 
is alleged that the plan was for a 
miner or some one in Cobalt to secure 
tlie ore and bring it to Toronto for 
treatment. The Cobalt man either 
sold out or shared with some one, and 
it is now alleged that Wilkinson se­
cured the ore in this way. The . ore 
alleged to- hove been stolen is very 
high-grade, and is said to have been 
secured by dishonest workmen in small 
quantities at a time of particularly 
choice ore being mined. Upon the 
complaint of certain officials of some of 
the Cobalt mining companies, the de­
tective department has been watching 
suspects for some time.

The charge against Littlejohn is of 
receiving the stolen ore, and bringing 
it to Toronto to dispose of. During the 
past few days the detectives have been 
watching the arrival of the trains from 
Cobalt, and yesterday morning Little­
john arrived at the Union Station and 
was followed to 43 Simcoe street. He 
wo s a patently suspicious that he was 
being watched, for he, it is alleged, en­
tered the house and slipped out immedi­
ately by the back door, proceeding 
straight to the J. E. Wilkinson Com­
pany’s premises.

The 
clergyman is quoted as saying: “I assur­
ed myself beforehand that the King’s 
position with regard to the church was 
perfectly satisfactory. I never would 
administer extreme unction to anybody, 
not even a king, if his life was not in 
accordance with the church’s com-

This is taken to prove that King Leo­
pold and Baroness Vaughan were regu­
larly married. It is held, however, that 
their marriage does not establish any 
claim of their two sons to the throne, 
although it may determine the destina­
tion of the King’s private fortune.

l>eopold II. was bom in 1835. the son 
of Leopold I., former Prince of Saxe- 
Ooburg-Gotha, and Princess Louise, 
daughter of King Louis Philippe of 
France, and succeeded to the throne in 
1865. on the death of his father. At the 
age of eighteen he married Mark Hen­
riette. daughter of Archduke Joseph, of 
Austria. She died in 1892, leaving him 
with three (laughters, the Princess 
LouifiP. Stephanie and Clementine. From 
the two former he had long been es­
tranged.

The King’s long-standing feud with 
his second daughter. Stephanie, who 
was once the Crown Princess of Aus­
tria. but who is now Countess Lonyay. 
liâtes l>ack to I^opold’* ill-treat men i of 
Iris wife. Stephanie took the mother’s 
part and was driven out of Brussels. She 
came back to the palace to attend 
Queen Henriette’» funeral, but the King 
would not permit her to enter the death 
chamber, and she was forced to attend 
a Requiem Mass ordered by heroelf.

Ilis eldest daughter. Prince»» Lou­
ise. was unhappily married to Prince 
Philip of îSaxe-Ooburg. and scandalized 
the courts of Europe by eloping kith a 
young Austrian officer. Count von Mata- 
*iCh-Keglevitch. King Leopold’s agents 
seized her on his orders and foi>k time 
she was confined in a French Msane asy­
lum. A commission of French physicians, 
after a lengthy examination, pronounced 
her perfectly sane, and she was released.

King I^opold’s exploitation of the 
Congo bought down on him in his 
lifetime the bitter criticism of the 
whole civilized world, a criticism which 
he is said to have felt more keenly than 
lie admitted. When he undertook the ad­
ministration of the affairs of the Congo 
Free State in 1885, he was a poor man. 
He kept up a great establishment, but 
was always in debt. At first the Congo 
only increased his expenses, but before 
many years returns began to come in; 
and though the rubbergathermg natives 
suffered torture and death, I^eopold 
reaped a bountiful harvest. At the 
time of his death his private fortune 
was v aviou ri y estimated at from twenty 
to sixty million dollars, while his per­
sonal expenditure during the last few 
years was not less than five mill ions 
annually.

The total revenue produced by taxes

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TRAGEDY OF 
OCEYSNEAD.

Mother eed Two Amt* of Bathtib 
Victim Now Older Arrest.

Hiihrnd of Ocey Slid to be in SL 
Catherines.

Prosecntion Believes Suicide Letters 
Fera Strong Link.

New York. Dec. 17.—Three sisters— 
the mother and two aunts of . Ocey 
Snead—have one by one come within 
the reach of the law, until to-night 
separate cells hold them all, charged by 
the authorities of East Orange, X. J., 
with murder.

Of Ocey Sneads immediate relatives 
only the. bedridden grandmother, Mrs. 
Martha Wardlaw. 83 years old, and 
Fletcher Snead, the cousin she married, 
are now at large.

Shortly after the arraignment to-day 
of Mrs. Caroline XV. Martin, Ocey 
Snead's mother, who was arrested last 
night, there followed the third arrest in 
the case—that of Mrs. Mary XX'. Snead. 
Mrs. Martin's sister, who is both aunt 
and mother-in-law to Ocey Snead. She 
was taken from her lodgings in*New 
York charged with being a fugitive from 
New Jersey, where a warrant was sworn 
out to-day. charging murder.

Mr. Martin was committed to live 
Tombs to-day. pending the arrival of ex­
tradition papers from Governor Fort of 
New Jersey. One of the many curious 
coincidents is that Governor Fort's son. 
Franklin Fort, jun.. should be her coun­
sel. Mrs. Martin is 64 years old and 
feeble, though resolute and alert of 
mind. She had nothing to say to-day.

Mrs. Mary Snead, when taken to 
police headquarters to-day. was more 
erect in her bearing than Mrs. Martin, 
but equally reticent.

Mrs. Martin's pitful infirmity- saved 
her the indignity of being measured and 
photographed, but Mrs. Snead escaped 
none of the humiliating details of police 
routine.

The three notes fourni yesterday 
among Mrs. Martin's effects, all simi­
lar in handwriting and wording to the 
suicide note found pinned to Ocey 
Snead's clothes beside the bathtub in 
which she was drowned, were deemed 
sufficient evidence against Mrs. Martin 
for extradition. The poiiS made against 
Mrs. Snead is that she was a party 
with Miss" Wardlaw fo the renting «if 
the unfurnished house in East Orange 
in which Ocey Snead was found dead. 

OCEY SNEADS HTSBANE.
Rt. Catharines. Dec. 15.— Fletcher XX'. 

Snead, husband of Ocey XX". M. Snea<l, 
the East Orange, N. .1.. bathtub murder 
victim, was seen here to-night. Pending 
an answer to a message to the New 
Y orw police, the police authorities will 
not make an arrest in the matter. Snead, 
who is known here as John Lucas, has 
been working as a dishwasher in a local 
lintel since .March la<t. XYhen accosted" 
n^ Snead he staggered and nearly fell.

At midnight a reporter had a talk 
with the man. who readily admitted 
his identity, but then suddenly grew 
reticent and almost absolutely refused 
to give any further particulars. At first 
he was extremely nervous and agitated, 
and his eyes were swollen and watery. 
He gradually grew calmer, however, and 
slowly answered some questions. He de­
clared that he had been in St. Catharines 
since March, having come here direct j 
from New Y'ork. As to the hou-e ! 
where the dead body of his wife was 
found he knew nothing, never having 
lieen in East Orange. lie could give no 
reason for his wife’s suicide, but wa> 
absolutely positive that it was a case of 
murder.

He affirmed that the dea«i woman 
was the daughter of Mrs. Caroline 
Martin; at least he had always been 
led to believe so. Snead refused to 
give any reason for leaving New York, 
and said he would under no circum­
stances be willing to go to East Orange 
or to New York. ,

SUICIDAL MANIA.

Defence of the Woman Charged With 
Ocey Snead's Death.

New York, Dev. 17.—The “suicidal 
mania'* ot Ocey Snead is apparently the 
defence relied upon by the three sisters 
of the Wardlaw family, arrested in con­
nection with her mysterious death. !>**- 
sipite the fact that prison Imrs now hold 
all the womeu members of the family in 
which the bathtub victim lived, wlie.i 
she was either slowly grieving hersoli to 
death over the disappearance of her hus­
band. as Mrs. Caroline B. Martin, h»r 
mother, insists, or were being systemat­
ically starved and mentally influenced 
into a state of helplessness, as is ove 
of the police theories, the mystery of the 
affair seemed to-day little nearer r.ctudl 
solution than when the first discoveries 

I were made io the ease.
"XVe starve her!"’ exclaimed Mrs. Mar­

tin, Ocey Snead"» mother, in cpmment- 
ing on the police suggestion. “We ail 
loved her more than our lives. Tnat 
was one of the ways in which she in­
tended to do away with herself, if no 
other fashion offered.”

Mrs. Martin, who was arrested and 
yesterday held to await extradition to 
New Jersey, insists that the suicide 
notes found in her hotel room were ail 
written by Ocey Snead while she was 
grieving oxer the disappearance of Flet­
cher Snead, her husband, and that she 
had to be constantly watched to prevent 
her taking her own life. The thought of 
suicide became a mania with the girl, 
her mother asserts.

Mrs. Mary Snead, who was taken into 
euetody late yesterday, maintained a 
reticent attitude in her cell in the Tombs 
prison, where @he spent the night, and 
a statement from her cannot lie had un­
til her arraignment, which has been set 
for to-morrow.

Fletcher Snead, who has been located 
in St. Catharines. Ont., aside from ex­
pressing an opinion that his wife was a 
suicide, had nothing to reveal in helping 
dear up the mystery. Prosecutor Mott, 
of Essex countv. declares that he does 
not seek Snead’s apprehension.

Handwriting experts are expected to 
play a considerable part in the solution 
of the puzzling ease, and to-day were giv­
ing careful scrutiny to the mass of doru- 
•nentarv matter unearthed during the in­
vestigation. particular attention being 
^id to the “suicide” and other notes

nd letters found in Mrs. Martin's apart- 
nents.

You 
xrill be surprised to see with what little 
labor all oil and dust are removed. 

DEFACED TABLE.
A table of beautiful wood, which had 

lost its beauty by haxnng hot things set 
on it, burning through the varnish and 
down to the xx-ood, xvas made to look as 
good as nexv by this treatment: First it 
was washed with a strong solution of 
lye put on with a brush, as it. is bad for 
the hands. This loosened the varnieh, 
which then was scraped off entirely with 
a piece of glass. The boards, being bare, 
were rubbed smooth with coarse sand­
paper. and when in good condition were 
rubbed*- xvith crude oil. This leaves a 
dull finish, which pleased the owner bet­
ter than one that shone, but. if the pol­
ish is preferred it could be given with 
varnish. All the marks of service will 
disappear from a table or other piece of 
xvood treated in this manner, and the 
labor necessary to produce the result ia 
not great.

BLACK LEATHER BINDINGS.
Buy some top dressing. ‘It is used for 

finishing leather carriage seats. Apply 
with small brush. This is excellent for 
black bindings of books, purses, travel­
ling bags, and is fine for regenerating 
faded black hats. The chief merit along 
with the good results is the lasting oval­
ity. There is no danger of it rubbing 
off and soiling tilings.

WHITE FEATHERS.
Make a thin batter of flour and gaso- 

Immerse feather in this, bring it 
up and down until clean, and if soiled 
lay on hand and rub gently with other 
hand. XX’hen perfectly clean (and it will 
get white as snow) rinse in clear gaso­
line and shake till dry and all flour has 
left. It may lie necessary to take a 
coarse comb to clean out flour more ef­
fectively. This is excellent and one need 
have no fear trying it with expensive 
plumes.

CLEANING LIGHT COATS.
Y'ou can make a light coat look like 

new for exactly 6% cents. Here is hoxv 
to do it; Buy *25 cents’ worth of fuller’s 
earth at any drug store. Spread the. 
coat on a sheet, sprinkle it plentifully 
with fuller’s earth, rubbing the powder 
well into the coat xvith a soft cloth or 
brush, allow the coat to lie for forty- 
eight hours. Then shake the fuller’s 
earth off on to the sheet, brush the coat 
with a stiff brush, and shake well. The 
coat will look like new and there will 
be no odor as with gasoline. Put the 
fuller's earth back into the box and use 
it three times more. Cleaners charge 
$1.50 for exactly the same process.

Canadians Ignorant of Their 
Danger, Says Northdiffe.

'London, Dec. 16.—Reginald McKenna, 
First Lord of the Admiralty, is the 
latest victim of suffragette violence. 
After addressing a meeting at South 
End last night Mr. McKenna was sur­
rounded by several women. The police 
Weceeded in getting the First Lord 
into his motor car, but one of the suf­
fragettes jumped on the footlxxard, and 
it was necessary to stop the car and 
forcibly remove the woman. Several 
other women then chased the car to the 
railroad station and managed to catch 
the paiiK train and again molested Mr. 
McoKti na when lie alighted at the 
terminus. A scuffle followed, in which 
Mr. McKenna receives! a blow from a 
feeding tube.

"The waylaying of ministerial auto­
mobiles seems to l»e the newest plank of 
the suffragette platform. Two women 
gave Mr. Lloyd-George, Chancellor of 
the Exchequer, an experience to-night 
Similar to that of Mr. McKenna. As the 
Chancellor's automobile was nearing the 
door of the hall where he was going to 
Stoke a speech, a woman jumped on the 
footboard and entered the car. A com­
panion slammed the door behind her and 
Stood by the footboard to prevent the 
door from being opened. The intruder 
jpetantly started milling at the Chan- 
oellor, who watched and listened amus­
edly, until, according to the suffragette’s 
subsequent statement, the woman inside 
became 90 exasperated because he kept 
fmiling that she seized him by the 
Shoulder and shook him.

The car then reached the hall and 
the women were removed.

Austen Chamberlain, ex-Chancellor of 
the Exchequer, at a meeting of hie con­
stituents at Bromsgrove to-night was 
compelled to end a speech before he had 
t*lf fûU»hed, on account of interrup­
tions.

The meeting broke up in disorder. 
Similar heckling, jeering and disorder 
ere the common experience of the 
Unionist peers who venture to address
meetings.

Chancellor Lloyd-George, at a great 
free church demonstration in Queen’s 
Hall to-night, complained that Non­
conformity had no access to or cham- 
pipn in the House of Lords.

The United Irish League of Great 
Britain has issued an election mani­
festo, practically in the terms of John 
Redmond’s speech, in which the Irish 
leader called on the partv to vote for 
the Liberals.

WHEAT TAX DANGEROUS.
London, Dec. 16.—-Sir Edvard Grey, 

addressing a meeting at Berwick, said 
* duty on colonial wheat was not a step 
towards free trade within the empire. 
“Once we begin to do that,” he added, 
“we should have embarked on a system 
of bargaining with the colonies that 
would lead to retaliation with all 
parts of the empire.” and that, he 
thought, would lie a most dangerous 
thing to introduce.

Mr. T. A. Brassey. speaking at Bexhill. 
favored a three-shilling duty on corn, 
▼ith a shilling preference to the colo­
nies; 5 per cent, on other agricultural 
{produce, and 10 per cent, on manufactured

NORTHCLIFFE CRITICISES. 
London, Dec. 16.— Lord Nortbcliffe, 

•peaking of naval defence to a represen­
tative of Canada illustrated, said he 
did not believe that the average Cana­
dian knows anything about the danger 
in which his overseas trade stands. 
Hundreds of thousands of Canadians 
have never seen the sea at all and are 
never likely to. “I found the people 
of Vancouver who had seen warships, 
and those of the Maritime Provinces 
anxious, but the fact that the whole of 
Canada's export overseas trade could be 
hold up by one or two modern fast 
foreign cruisers is quite unknown to 
the people, who are extremely busy 
getting their country into shape for resi­
dence and trade.”

Lord Northdiffe said he found a dis­
tinct prejudice against Englishmen in 
Canada. This was due almost en
tirely to the fact that Englad during 
the last twenty years had made Gan 
•da a dumping ground for the surplus 
Cockney. “This prejudice deters,” he 
•aid, “a great many people from going 
to Canada to reside on invest money 
there. The fault is a little on the side 
of the Canadian immigration authori­
ties. I found,” he adds, “young men 
from the hop and fruit growing dis­
tricts of Kent and Worcestershire set­
tled on the prairies, when their knowl­
edge would be invaluable to British 
Columbia. The American immigration 
authorities are much wiser. They put 
the right men in the right place.”

New York. Dec. 16.—“That was sim­
ply one of the moods to which the Latin 
race is heir.

“Such fanciful moods attack a young 
man in the spring of life," explained 
Zelaya xvith a xvaxe of the hand.

“I do,” responded Zelaya.
The witness said that he was born 

in Managua 27 years ago. His father 
was a farmer, but was for ten years 
governor of one of the Nicaraguan 
states. He is related to President 
Zelaya very distant^- on his mother’s 
side, and is not his son or nephew as 
has been reported.

While he xvas a medical student here 
and during his courtship of Miss Hero 
he said that he lived on an allowance of 
$69 u month sent by his father. At 
present he is an interne at the French 
hospital here, and his allowance from 
home has been reduced to $30 a month.

The fervent quotations that filled his 
letters to Miss Hero, he continued, were 
all copied from books and magazines 
he Jiad read.

Steel Cerperatiee Preparing le 
Leave Pittaburg Diatricl.

Sheet and Tinplate Plants to be 
Meved to New Site el Gary.

Official* Say They Have Barred 
Deer Against Uni* Men.

Pittsburg, Pt., Dec. 1Î.—A he United 
States Steel Corporation to-day began 
the first real move in carrying war to 
the labor unions, which on Tuesday de­
clared. open war against the corporation. 
In the offices o< the American Sheet * 
Tinplate Company heie, the drawings 
of plana for tne new 190 mill Unplate 
plant at Gary, Ind., was begun, and xvill 
tie rushed, i ue American Sueeet A Tin­
plate Vompany is Inal urancu oi the 
oieel Corporation that has had a big 
atnke on lor six months, the strike be­
ing indirectly tne cause ol the war de­
claration by combined union labor. 
Work will be begun at once on tbia 
great plant, aevoruing to an official 
statement made by President Eugene W. 
Parguey, of tbe company here, after he 
conferred witn the head» of the corpora­
tion at New ïork. About $4,590,90u has 
been set aside for immediate use. The 
work will be pushed night and day. Al­
most the entire ofnve lorce was placed 
on the work to-day.

It ia the evident intention of the cor 
potation to abandon each mill in the 
iitteburg district as quickly as possi 
ble after being satisfied that the union 
will continue to interfere writh its suc­
cessful operation. The Aetna-Standard 
mill at Bridgeport, O., where there has 
recently been so much trouble, is one 
oi the first booked for abandonment 
when the Gary (lnd.) plant is finished. 
President Pargney, speaking of this 
plant now, said:

" Tbe Aetna-Standard will not be 
abandoned until after the Gary plant Is 
completed, at least. W hat will be done
then is not certain. It is possible that 

we may abendonf all the troublesome 
plants and concentrate them at Gary.”

This is taken as an indication that 
the Pittsburg district, as a district, is

spend much time and money working 
among the ore miners of the North- 
xxeat this winter, attempting to unionize 
the ore handlers and all connected with 
the movement of ores, so that the mines 
may not lie opened in the spring.

The Pittsburg officers of the corpora­
tion smile at this idea and the infor­
mation has been permitted to come 
from these officers that every door has 
been barred against union labor in the 
Northwest, so far as the corporation 
interests are concerned, that for the last 
six years the corporation has been 
working hard to perfect a non-union 
path from the ore mines to the Pitts­
burg furnaces, and that they have been 
completed. It is claimed there are 
enough non-union men in the employ 
of the corporation handling the ores to 
insure that there will not be sucessful 
warfare xvaged by the unions. From

XX’hen he took 
up the ceremony yesterday lie spoke for 
half an hour on the life of Harry Thom­
as, eulogizing the latter as an intelli­
gent, worthy young man.

Mr. Powell asserted that after work

Football men are wondering, in the 
event of changes being made in the rules 
and tackling and scrimmaging much 
modified in the American game, if the 
English association (soccer) game will 
ever win the popularity here that it en­
joys in the United Kingdom.

But soccer has 
grown wonderfully in San Francisco and 
other coast cities during- the past few 
years. The games in 'Frisco for the city 
championship in both the junior and sen­
ior leagues draw crowds of 6,000 or 7,- 
000 people, which shows that the game 
is gaming a strong footing out there 
says the New York Times.

.TJ1.01, the soever gem, features 
which get a firm grip on the sport-loving 
public is shown by the phenomenal pop 
ularlty of the game in the United King 
dom. Last year at the annual match 
between hnglaml and Scotland, plaved 
at Glasgow, a crowd of 121,452 paid ad 
mission to see the battle.

Saturday during the football season is 
given over almost entirely to the game 
It is surprising to note what great 
crowds these week-end matches draw. 
For example, in the games played in the 
First League of 1,0mini', on the* first Sat­
urday in November, the Chelsea Kverton 
match drew 40.000 people, the Woolwich 
Arsenal-Bradford City match drew 10,- 000; Newcastle and Tottenham, 28000'■ 
Blackburn-Sunderland. 20,000; Liverpool 
end Bury, 20,001; Nott, Preston. 10,000. 
These teams will play every week until 
April, when the season ends; in every 
city in the United Kingdom the condi­
tions are similar.

Whether the English game could ever

win such popularity here, of course, is a 
question. Among American colleges 
which play both games, the rougher Am­
erican game completely overshadows the 
English game. . However, the English 
game is gaining a foothold here, as was 
shown in the interest taken In the re­
cent visit of the Pilgrims of England, 
where much enthusiasm and interest 
were shown in the clever work of the 
British kickers.

“BEST FIGHT OF MY CAREER
WAS AGAINST FITZSIMMONS.”

(By Jas. J. Jeffries.)
To my mind, the best fight I ever 

made was against Bob Fitzsimmons, on 
June 9. 1899, when I knocked him out 
in eleven rounds at the Coney Island 
Athletic Club and became champion of 
the world.

Previous to this fight I had met Bob 
Armstrong, the giant negro, in the East, 
and had been criticised because I did 
not knock him out in a hurry. When 
I trained for the battle with Fitzsim­
mons I determined to go into the ring 
faster and better than 1 had ever been 
in my life, so I could do myself justice.
I had never been in perfect shape, as I 
had carried too much weight. j

When I faced Fitzsimmons I believe 
I was in the best condition I could 
possibly reach. For 30 days previous to 
June 9 I did not drink a drop of water, 
so anxious was I to take off weight. 
When my throat became parched I sim­
ply gargled.

The conditions under which I fought 
were discouraging. I xfelt that some of 

| #iy backers did not think I could defeat 
the champion, and incidents of my train­
ing had been discouraging. As a matter 
of fact, however, I regard ray battle 
with Fitzsimmons a* one of the easiest 
of my career. At the end 1 was not 
even breathing deeply.

The impression has prevailed in the 
minds of some that my stomach was 
invulnerable, but if this was true that 
blow Fitzsimmons landed under my 
heart in the fourth round would

hard as any man in the ring at that

I outgeneraled Fitzsimmons in this 
battle by forcing him to lead. His strong 
hold had always been countering, but as 
I kept after him continually, he had to 
lead or back away, and when thus forced 
he was non plussed.

I knocked Fitzsimmons down in the 
second round with a straight to the 
mouth and he actually looked surprised. 
He did his best work in the fifth round, 
and shot his bolt, for Ins heaviest blows 
failed to prove as effective as they had 
against other men. In the eighth 
round, after I had knocked him down, 
Fitzsimmons came up looking scared. 
He realized then, I think, for the first 
time, that he was a beaten mau. I 
knocked him out in the eleventh with

CORY CASE 
AGAINST KERR.

(Continued from Page 1.)

He had set the nets, on July 8, near 
Port Nelson, but when he w*nt to get 
them they were gone and he sought to 
have the inspector help him find them, 
but was notified they had been seized. 
He knew of no reason why Kerr should 
have seized the nets unless angry be­
cause he (witness) could not supply him 
with some timber he had promised. He 
was summoned to appear on a charge 
of illegal fishing, but when he got to 
the court found out there was, no one 
there to prosecute the charge. ‘When he 
later met Mr. Kerr he told him he want­
ed to make a settlement. The settlement 
•vas made before Game Warden Tinsley, 
whereby he was to pay $25 awd be given 
his nets. Tinsley offered hvn a receipt, 
which called the $26 a fine, but Kerr 
said “fine” was not the wotrd, and wrote 
across the back “money in settlement.” 
The nets were not delivened, and he re­
ceived a letter from Mr- Kerr a few 
weeks later, asking for $25 more as he 
had communicated with the department 
and they had set the fine. The total 
value of the nets at the time he pur- 
chased them was only $71, but they had 
decreased in value until they were only 
worth about $35.

Robert Cory, a brother of the plain­
tiff, said he worked with his brother 
at the fishing bnsinees, and had heard 
Mr. Kerr give him permission to fish 
outside his boundaries, promising to 
give him notice of any change. Mr. Kerr 
had said that whatever he said went 
with the Government.

“Did you hear a conversation at a lat­
er date between Mr. Kerr and your bro­
ther?” asked Mr. Bell, of another broth­
er, Louis Cor/.

“Yes, I heard my brother, speaking to 
Mr. Kerr, after the seizure had been 
made, and he told him he thought he had 
treated him pretty mean, whereupon Mr. 
Kerr replied he did not think he "had 
treated him any worse than he had 
treated him.”

Abraham Hand, also a fisherman, said 
he had been told by Mr. Kerr he could 
fish on the north shore providing he did 
not intrude on the grounds used by the 
Cory boys. Kerr had promised him he 
would notify him of any change.

Mary McGillivray, sister-in-law of 
Abraham Hand, said she had heard the 
conversation between her brother-in-law 
and Mr. Kerr, and the agreement had 
been that he might fish on the north 
shore any plane they liked providing 
they did not molest the Cory boys.

The ease was unfinished when court 
adjourned.

When the ease of (Jury vs. Kerr was 
resumed this morning at the County 
Oourt, J. G. Farmer, acting for the Fish­
ery Inspector, asked that the,action lie 
non-suited, on the ground that Mr. Kerr, 
being a public official, was entitled to 
notice of action, which had not been 
given.

C. XV. Bell, for the plaintiff, contended 
that the notice of action was unneces­
sary, as the defendant was not acting 
in his official capacity when the seizure 
of the fishing nets whs made. His Honor 
held that notice of action was not neces­
sary, and the examination of the wit­
nesses for the defence was proceeded 
with.

Inspector Kerr, the defendant, said he 
had been fishery overseer for five years. 
The licenses issued to the fishermen stat­
ed the locality in which they were a I 
lowed to fish. The lots the Cory boys 
had were 21 and 22, which were in Snit- 
feet, but they were allowed to fish in 
front of their own place. XX’hen he had 
found Cory’s nets in the wrong locality 
he seized them, and as they had been 
confiscated he could not return them 
without the consent of the Department. 
XVhen he asked the Department to allow 
him to return the nets they informed him 
that it could be done if Gory would pay 
$25. He asked Cory for the money but 
was refused.

“I didn’t, and I was justified in seizing

The witness produced a diary from 
which he read a warning he had given 
Corey to “stick to his own lots.’’ He 
said Hand had made a complaint to him 
about Cory intruding on his section. 
There had not been a conversation be­
tween himself and Corey sm*h as had 
been stated by previous witnesses, but 
Cory had suggested to him that the rea 
son the nets were seized was that he was

Mrs. Kerr and Ernest Kerr told of 
conversations overheard lietween Cory 
and Kerr, and contradicted the evidence 
of the witnesses for the plaintiff.

His Honor, in addressing the jury, said 
the ease needed careful attention. The 
charge was that the tishery inspector 
had maliciously trapped Gory for the 
purpose of seizing his nets, but the In­
spector denied it. The important ques­
tion for their consideration was not as 
to whether the fisherman was guilty of 
illegal fishing, but if the seizure hail 
lieen done maliciously. * He instructed 
them to bring in a sealed verdict:

“Men more commonly frequent vilely 
ventilated and therefore grossly unsani­
tary places, than women—such as smok­
ing cars, the air of which is reeking 
with tobacco smoke and the floors are 
soaked with sputum that swarms with 
the germs of disease.”

“Men are more prone to insist upon 
‘nice, warm, sleeping quarters, at the 
expense of proper ventilation and pure 
air.

“Men have the habit of overeating to 
a greater extent than womeji. and of 
then going into the cold air with their 
systems choked in an effort to dispose of 
overloaded stomachs. Congestions that 
arise after overeating are fertile soil for 
the development of the germs of pneu­
monia.

“Men much more frequently suffer 
from the ill effects of over indulgence 
in alcoholic drinks. The harmful effects 
are much the same a scome from over in­
dulgence in food.

"Men are more generally exposed to 
the dangers of employment than women 
—employment that subjects the worker 
to sudden and pronounced changes of 
temperature.

“Men—more often than women—are 
‘draught cranks." They demand warm 
quarters and insist upon having them at 
the expense of pure air to breathe. In 
other words men coddle themselves more 
than women do.

“The rules of health that male* must 
follow more generally than they do now 
are:

“1. Avoid ill ventilated and foul smok-

"2. Keep your bed room windows open 
at night.

“3. Don't overeat. This is a particular­
ly dangerous practice in winter.

“4. Avoid over indulgence in alcoholic

“5. Don't go into the cold air iu an 
overheated condition.

“6. Don't be a draught crank. You 
need all the pure air you can get. If 
you wouldn't coddle yourself so much 
you would get purer air to breathe and 
your chances of avoiding pneumonia 
would be much better.”

CANADA AND 
THEJMPIRE.

Dr. Sproole a»d Mr.W . F. Maclean 
»■ Nary.

South York’s Member Willing te 
Spend MiOion.

Mr. F. L Fewke and Mr. Stratton 
Also Speak.

Ottawa, Dec. 16.—That the Opposi­
tion are heading towards a policy of 
naval defence which will include the 
gift of a Dreadnought to the Imperial 
navy or a contribution of money was 
the impression created by a speech by 
Dr. Sproule in the House of Commons 
to-day, and strengthened by an appeal 
by Mt. W. F. Maclean for the adoption 
c 1 a more elaborate naval pro 
gramme than that foreshadowed by the 
resolution of last session and in the bud­
get address of the Finance Minister. Dr. 
Sproule quoted the words of Mr. Foster, 
that if the Government were prepared 
to make a gift of Dreadnoughts or of 
money the Opposition would support 
them, and affirmed his belief that that 
was the sentiment of the country to-

Much *jnore emphatic was the pro­
nouncement of Mr. Maclean. Seizing 
upon the statement m Mr. Fielding*» 
speech that the Government proposed 
to meet the naval expenditure out of 
revenue, he drew the cbnclusoin that 
a policy was intended which wouhl be 
utterly ^inadequate to meet the situa­
tion or to fulfill Canada's obligations 
to the mother country. “Canada should 
show to the world that she is behind 
Britain not only in words hut in 
deeds,*’ he said, "and that she is pre­
pared to vote ten millions or twenty 
millions of the people's money for the 
immediate construction of one or two 
Super-Dreadnoughts.” He proposed 
that Canada join with the other over 
sea States in imposing a tax against 
the products of foreign nations, a per­
centage of the proceeds to be devoted 
to completing a joint system of n*va.l 
defence.

DOWN ON THE PREFERENCE.
Dr. Sproule, who resumed the debate 

on the budget, first admitted that the 
country was in a prosperous condition, 

result he attributed not to the ad­
ministration of the Government, but 
to an abundant crop and to the enter­
prise and resource of the people, and 
then he. illogical! y proceeded to paint 

picture of a nation, some of whose 
most important industries were lan­
guishing and decaying because of the 
Government’s preferential tariff policy. 
The British preference, he declared, 
bad swept away the capital invested in 

woollen industry, had destroyed 
machinery, closed the mills, de­

prived the Canadian farmer of his best 
market or wool, and ruined sheep- 
raising and diminished the country’s 
exports. Dealing with the question of 
naval defence, he complained of the 
Government's delay in introducing 
their bill. “I have only to hay,” he 
continued, “that in my judgment what 
Canada expects is that something shall 
be done immediately and effectively. I 
am not going to pretend to say what 
it will be, but it did occur to me at 
the time, that the observations of Mr. 
Foster pointed directly to what wns 
perhaps the sentiment of the country 
on the question then. “Mr. Foster’s 
worth were, he recalled, as folio.vs : 
“To-day peril stand sait the gateway; 
it m not for me to say hoxv grave it is. 
but 1 cannot, brush it aside. I Ad me 
say to tile Premier that if, after care­

Dr. Sproule added: “I lyelieve the 
sentiment of the country remains to­
day the same a* when these observa 
tioiiii were made ; that what Canada 
desires is immediate aod effective .ac­
tion. whatever that action may be.”

MR. F. L. FOWKE.
Mr. F. L. Fowke, in an exeeedingh 

able speech, which aroused the Liberal 
members to .enthusiasm and even evoked 
the admiration of his opponents, after 
pointing out that the British capitalists 
regarded the budget, presented by Mr. 
Fielding with favor, claimed that the 
prosperous conditions which prevailed in 
Canada to-day were due largely to the 
wise and honest administration during 
the past thirteen years of the present 

l Government. As one indication of the 
change which had taken place since the 
Conservatives went out of power, he 
pointed to the fact that two hundred 
and twenty-six and a half million dollars 
of American capital has been invested 
in Canada. While Dr. Sproule had criti­
cised the Government's tariff policy lie 
had suggested no alternative. The Op­
position's policy was simply one of 
fault-finding and of unsubstantiated 
statement. Drawing a comparison be­
tween the conditions prevailing now and 
those when the Conservatives were in 
office, he showed that, whereas then 
wheat brought fifty-eight cents a
bushel, to-day it brought a dollar, while 
eggs which sold at ten cents a dozen be­
fore 1896 were to-day commanding the 
price of twenty-five cents a dozen, and 
butter a shilling a pound, compared with 
twelve cents fourteen or fifteen years 
ago. He asked Dr. Sproule whether he 
was prepared to recommend to his 
party that the British preference be 
withdrawn. Dr. Sproule was one of 
those who waved the flag and shouted 
loyalty on the 12th of July, and yet 
refused to give any practical expression

to his loyalty. Dr. Sproule had com­
plained of the decay of the woollen 
industry. That was not universal iu 
Canada. In some places the woollen 
industry was flourishing. In his own 
constituency there was a mill which 
had been established only a few years 
ago, and which was now a prosperous 
concern, and his view was that the 
manufacturer who could not live and 
thrive and flourish under the present 
tariff deserved to perish, and that 
sentiment had been applauded by the 
manufacturers themselves. By the 
development of transportation facilities, 
by the creation of a portfolio of Labor, 
by the institution of a system of an­
nuities, and by the erection of a true 
national spirit the Government had 
more than justified the confidence 
which the people had placed in them 
on four successive occasions.

MR. W. F. MACLEAN,
Mr. W. F. Maclean noted that in 

the speech of the Finance Minister 
the announcement was made that the 
Government intended to meet the pro 
posed naval expenditure out of revenue.
He regarded that as an indication of 
a policy which, to hte mind, would 
altogether insufficient, Canada wae an 
integral part of the empire, and it was 
her duty to do something substantial in 
the aiding of the empire to maintain her 
supremacy at sea, which was threatened, 
Canada had received a direct invitation 
from the mother country to join in the 
defence of the empire, and as loyal 
Canadians and Britishers they were 
bound to give a better answer to that 
invitation than that outlined in the 
resolution of last session and in Mr. 
Fielding’s speech. England was to­
day busy preparing to strengthen her 
naval defence. Both parties were be­
fore the people with programmes, each 
of which was designed to increase the 
revenues for the purpose of strengthen 
ing the navy. The whole country real­
ized that there was a peril imminent.
It was not a nightmare. In these cir­
cumstances he asked whether " the 
programme outlined by the Minister of 
Finance was consonant with Canada’c 
duty to the empire. “What i» it Can­
ada ought to do at this time of peril? 
We should first of all declare by < 
unanimous resolution that "we are be 
hind the mother country in her hour 
of peril, and that we are prepared to 
spend the resources of this country 
generously in the maintenance of the 
naval supremacy of the empire. We 
should express ourselves not only 
words but in deeds, and be prepared 
to vote ten or twenty millions of the, 
people’s money for the construction of 
one or two super Dreadnoughts, and 
that immediately. Canada should say 
that she is prepared to join with the 
other overseas dominions with the estab­
lishments of a tariff against the pro­
ducts of foreign nations, a percentage 
of the proceeds to be applied to the 
development of a joint system of naval 
defence. That would not interfere with 
the idea of building a Canadian navy, 
The people of Canada were not par ai- 
moniousî and he believed that all that 
was needed to induce them to respond 
generously to the call of the. mother 
country was an intelligent leadership.

HON. J. R. STRATTON.
Hon. J. R. Stratton, in a telling 

maiden speech, noted that the Op­
position critic seemed to be stfil 
“looking backwards" and rehaehinj 
old issues, on which the people h*< 
already pronounced. He dwelt 
many evidences o^^he growth and 
prosperity of the country declaring that 
no other country" in the world 
could show relatively as great an in­
come or national undertaking in im­
proving transportation facilities with 
so small a population. Mr. Stratton 
advocated a national policy of the 
conservation of the natural re­
sources and their transformation into 
finished produce within the Dominion. 
He emphasized the advantages that 
would accrue from taking steps to 
have Canadian pulpwood, Canadian 
nickel and Canadian iron and steel 
exported in the form of manufactured 
and finished commodities rather than, 
as at present. exported largely as raw 
material. The export of pulpwood 
last year totalled 794,986 cords, valued 
at $4,966,391. Had this been manu­
factured into paper in Canada the 
value would have been approximately 
thirty-eight millions. On the ques­
tion of the Government's naval poliev 
he claimed that there was no valid 
reason why it should not be made 
concomitant with the building up in 
this country of a great steel ship­
building industry.

The debate was continued by Messrs. 
McCall, Martin, Barnard and Roy.

amend the act establishing the com­
mission for the conservation of the 
natural tresources by providing that 
no member or official of the commis­
sion shall purchase or acquire the 
franchise of any lands, water powers 
or fishery rights which they may be 
called upon to examine, and that any 
member or official so doing shall be 
liable to certain penalties.

Mr. Armstrong explained that the 
bill was not. intended to reflect upon 
the members of the commission, but 
was in the public interest

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LATE YOUTH 
AND MATURITY
Last of Prof. Earl Barnes' tine 

Series of Talks,

Giotn Under Auspices of the 
Teachers’ Association.

A Study of a Critical Time in 
Human Life.

The last of the series of lectures giv­
en under the auspices of the Hamilton 
Teachers' Institute, was given last 
night in the Centenary Church school - 
Toom; by Professor Earl Barnes. of 
Philadelphia. Mr. E. S. Hogarth was 
in -the chair.

The lecture was entitled “Late Youth 
and Maturity” and was in part as fol­

lies with it a theology, which is a phil­
osophy, fixed ideas in religion tend pow­
erfully, to» fix mental processor. Ortho­
dox clergymen seldom think new 
thoughts in fields outside their theology.

Morally, men and women owe it to 
themselves to keep alive. More abund­
ant life is the greatest blessing. It 
ts immoral for a man to let his pow­
ers atrophy through disuse: A change 
of occupation is often a great quiekener 
of life. Man owes it to himself to work 
hard, but he must also play hard. The 
compromises of this period always lead 
to blunting of moral feeling. . Few, if 
any, men arc wrong by nature; they 
drift into carelesanesa and then wrong 
habits become fixed. The soul is more 
subject to recuperation than we have 
generally believed. This may come 
through definite choice and determined 
will, through quick conversion, because 
of emotional conditions, or thro ugh f 
change of circumstances, which dhanges 
habits of life and thinking. Such change 
seldom comes to' the drifter.

In his relations to society a man must 
be constantly helpful. The only war 
to save one’s soul is to lose it for oth- 

I ers. Modern charity tends to emphasise 
~|the intelligence at the expense of the

The years from fourteen ;o twenty 
are a time of personal and social blos­
soming. Some freedom from the abso­
lute dependence of childhood has been 
gained and the yoeth has the joy of 
wrkibg out his personal relations to 
himself and to society.

Physically, this is the concluding per­
iod of growth and adjustment. The 
girl grows steadily up to eighteen and 
the boy goes on for two years longer. 
Eighteen is a time of retardation and 
sensitiveness to disease. It is in this 
period that skill js developed in the use 
of the finer muscles. Deftness of hand 
with instrumental music and control of 
• singing voice must be acquired in the 
final period of growth. Later, thev 
ran be gained only at very great ex­
pense of time and effort.

Mentally, this is a time of reasoning.
•nd of organizing knowledge. Methods 
of observation may be perfected, but all 
work should lead up to large generaliza­
tions and to philosophy. Later vears 
will correct points of view, but * the 
habit of thinking and the foundations 
of belief go back to this time. Stand­
ards of mental excellence must be ac­
quired and taste, must be cultivated. 
Literature, music and the drama must 
i* approached from this point of view.

Socially, the youth now becomes a 
part of the larger whole. Social powers 
blossom ; societies grow up for the sake 
of making societies. Sex attraction plars 
a powerful part and clothes become verv 
important. 'Hie rules of deportment seem 
as significant as the decalogue. Exces­
sive self-consciousness drives social ex­
pression inU extremes of shvness or of 
demontratnm. flenuine living relations 
of all kinds with intelligent elders are 
now of greatest value, festivals, dare- 
cs, clubs, politics. business. travel, 
games. Social recreation centres in ci- 
,le* 4rf imperative at this age.

In religion, anthropomorphism disap 
peyW m theology and the conceptions 
are ’P'ntua lied. The simple loves and 
fears of childhood pass over into adora­
tion and worship Youths dream of chi- 
valroua service to God and maidens look 
ow.rd. convents. Social life carries 

these feelings over to humanity and re- 
»'g»o«yi .organizations flourish.' Epworth 
Uague. Youug Men s and Young Wo- 
m*n s Christian Associations.

The youth '* moral obligation to him- 
“elf “ Jo Ooutjnu* clean and honest, and 
to aapire. Cyniciam or any other form 
of aubjectiv, servility i, , crim. jn 
yontb. It robs ita possessor of the en- 
thnstaam. which belong to this period 
and on which mature yearn must large- 
ly subsist. 6

His duties to society embrace the 
whole range of active participation. Self 
subjection and self-sacrifice are the fine 
finish of his life, which he must bring to 
others. His enthusiasms and devotions, 
his radical views and impossible dreams 
are all needed to correct conservatism 
and to balance the caution ami coward 
ice of age. There he must give, and he 
must back them with untiring service 

For this period the theatre of life 
should be broadened. Some travel is 
nec*RMrv in order that different sort* of 
work, varieties of people and all the 
opportunities of life mav make their 
impress on the youth before he settles to 
his final beliefs and practices. Assoei- 
«tes of his own «ge «re indispensable 
• nd those « year or two in advance have 
a powerful influence. Juniors the
keepers of the freshmen's souls For
teachers, or leader», adult, w ith depth of 
character are indispensable. Vain 
ripe egotistical and weak charactered 
teachers are far more dangerous than at 
earlier ages. If „,eh leathers are ,1,0 
brilliant, learned or skillful in anv direc­
tion. they Iteeonte doubly harm fui. There 
must he a wise combination of givinghi* h,:d p'"'"'* hi,* 
down to hard work. There must !>e 
reverie, hut much definite work.

In adult years physical growth it 
largely completed, and changes are not 
marked as in childhood. Still it re­
mains true that tire body is alw.v, 
being torn down and replaced, so that 
every few years we have what is reallv 
a new body. .Sound mental and moral 
action depend in large degree on the 
nature of the body, and so attention
T > Î? o" 1° ■‘"P™* it alive and vital in all ita functions.

Mentally, mature year, are marked 
V specialization and by compromise. 
Work narrows our Interests and we 
tend to give up our care for nature for 
society, and for the arts, except as our 
work compels us to follow them. Habits 
became fixed in the mind as in the 
body, and the tendency in all towards 
conservatism. The need of carrying our 
thinking into practice, in connection with 
other people leads to compromise in all 
directions, so that observation and rea 
soning lose their former values, beiniz 
blunted by self-interest.

On the social side, men substitute for 
the spontaneous gregariousness of chil­
dren, relations resting in custom o* 
advantage. One man lives with one 
woman and lie associates with hi* co- 
workers. his class, his profession, oi 
with those who share his views in poli 
tka. religion, art or life. The demand, 
of work on energy, and fixed conditions 
of daily living, make the adult inereas 
inglv opposed to going out into new 
social relations. Constant attention and 
effort ate necessary to prevent life nar­
rowing to a small group with fixed ideas 
and lo*s of vitality. Kven the relation 
of man and wife run this dsnger.

On the religious side, mature Tife tends 
to accept a dogma in place of a belief 
and some sort of ritual in place of wor 
ship. Everyone should be eons cried 
every morning. Dogmes, being fixed, be. 
come habits of mind, end falling Mew 
tha control of higher centres, become 
mere regexes of thinking. A developing 
mea or woman with grossing powers 
munt base new revelations of the mean-

i emotions, but both must act.
Old age is hastened by fixed ideas and 

narrow interests. To keep young, keep 
all parte of the nature alive. Old age 
tends to become sedentary, but life 
never stands still; it gow ahead or it 
goes hock ward. Selfishness .lanineas and 
gluttony arc the special enemies of this 
period. “ Consciousness of danger helps 
one avoid it. Old age should cultivate 
generosity, daring and abstemiousness. 
The beat aid to this is constant associa­
tion with youth. Youth needs the guid­
ance of age. but age needs the quicken 
in.g contact of youth.

LITERATURE 
OF CANADA.

Fine Address by Mr. SedgeWick 
lo Central Men.

The regular meeting of the Sodales 
Club of Central Presbyterian Church 
was held in the club rooms last evening, 
with Frank Hunter in the chair. After 
routine business, an intensely interest 
ing address was given by Rev. W. H. 
Sedgwick, on “Canadian Literature 
Literature, he said, was the art 
which the inner life of man sought ex 
pression, and lasting influence through 
written words. No great nation had ever 
existed without literature, and it was 
the duty of every citizen of a nation to 
acquaint himself with the literature of 
that nation. Canadian literature com­
prised, in its wide acceptation, three 
phases of French and English literature, 
which had developed during and since 
the period of Canadian colonisation and 
settlement. It included not only authors 
of native birth, but also certain writ­
ers of other origin, who had come to re­
side in the Dominion and had enriched 
the Canadian literature by their con­
tributions. The most outstanding in­
stance of this was Gold win Smith, who 
settled in Toronto in 1871, and was 
known as the greatest literary man of 
hi* day. In its earliest stages Canadian 
literature consisted -pf the recitals of 
the discoveries of the early French ex­
plorers and missionaries, the earlies 
these being of Champlain.

The greatest of these early French 
writings was “The Relation of the Jes­
uits,” a work of seventy-one volumes. 
In 1763 when Canada came under Bri­
tish rule there arose an Anglican Can­
adian literature, fostered by the early 
British settlers, and the United Empire 
Loyalists. After 1841, the date of the 
union of Upper and Lower Canada, par­
ticularly after 1867, the date of the con­
federation, the two literatures found a 
common interest in the newly awakened 
sentiment of nationality, which had 
become so important a factor in the 
political and general life of the Domin­
ion. Since literaluift', he said, was 4he 
expression of people’s lives in written 
form, and since the Canadian life had 
received so great a quickening since 
Confederation, it- was natural that the 
development of Canadian literature was 
more pronounced during the past thirty 
years. The first native to achieve a dis­
tinction was Judge T. C. Haliburton, 
of Nova Scotia, who in 1835 published 
“The Cloe.kmaker, the Sayings and Do­
ings of Sam Slick.” In concluding. Mr. 
Sedgwick referred briefly to the works 
of many 'Canadian writers, including 
Francis Parkman, Goldwin Smith, 
Kingsford. Lampman, Roberts. Con­
nor, Drummond and many others.

Mrs. Mary Blair 
Brokaw, as evasive in her answer* as 
ever, was on the stand part of the time 
for the seventh consecutive day. She 
uraa followed by her brother, J. Bullard 
Blair, who sought to show that XV. 
Gould Brokaw had treated the plaintiff 
oruerfHy, ^nd that she wna justified in 
asking for a separation with $60,000 a 
year alimony. 'Jlie case will go on to­
morrow.

According to figures compiled by her 
husband’s laywers, the woman has dur­
ing the hearing evaded 1,248 important 
questions thus:

’J don't remember,” 293 times; “I 
can t teil,” 118 times; “I could not tell,” 
137 times; “I don’t believe,” 81 times;
“I don’t know,” 184 times; “I think so,” 
125 times; ~l believe,” 198 times ; “1 
thought,” 63 times, and “I won’t swear,” 
49 times.

It developed during* the trial that 
Walter Byford, Brokaw’* private secre­
tary, much sought by the plaintiffs 
lawyers, is in Europe and cannot be 
subpoenaed.

The list showing how Brokaw spent 
$30,000 on his wife the first year of 
their married life which Mrs. Brokaw 
had promised was read at Mineola to­
day. According to her figures the 
amount exceeded $30,000, but some of 
the item» Johp F. McIntyre, counsel for 
Brokaw, disputed.

Car Repairer Gets Demeges Frem 

the Per* Marquette.

(Special Wire to the Times.)
Ottawa, Ont., Dec. 16.—The Supreme 

Court pronounced judgment this morn­
ing in the case of Pcre Marquette Rail­
road vs. Waddell, dismissing the appeal 
With costs, for reasons given by the 
court below. The plaintiff respondent 
woiked as a car repairer for the com 
panv. and while at his work was scald­
ed bv steam from the boiler in the en­
gine room. At the trial of this action 
for damages the jury found that the 
company was negligent in not having the 
boiler tested by hydhaulic pressure at 
stated intervals, and that the defection 
in the boiler was not discovered because 
of neglect in not adopting the system of 
boiler inspection. The plaintiff recovered 
a verdict, which was sustained by the 
Court of Appeals for Ontario. The com­
pany. in appealing, contended that hav­
ing supplied all materials necessary, to 
have the boiler kept in proper condition, 
if it wasn’t used it was not liable, as it 
had fulfilled all its duty and the plain­
tiff was obliged to prove affirmatively 
the want of system.

ELECTRIC FANS IN WINTER. |

They Can be Made to Halp to Heat 
a House as Well as to Cool It.

Even though it’s winter electric fans j 
should not lie relegated to the store­
room. says the Edison Mbnthly. as they 
may serve many purposes during the 
winter months. They may be used to 
advantage for obtaining forced draught 
in the furnace, which materially aids in 
the time required to heat the rooms of 
a house.

The breeze from an electric fan blow­
ing through a radiator circulates the 
heated air and gives a more even dis­
tribution. Fans are also largely used 
in show windows to prevent the accumu­
lation of frost. There are many other 
purposes, ineluding ventilation, for 
which electric fans can be used in cold 
weather, and they should not be con­
sidered merely a hot. weather necessity.

When quick additional heat is wanted 
in a room it can be obtained -by means 
of electric radiators. They are,clean, 
convenient and economical in operation. ! 
They may be carried from room to | 
room, as convenience dictates, and it is | 
only necessary to attach a cord to the j 
nearest lamp socket.

In cold winter night# an electric j 
heating pad in tlie l»ed adds greatly to j 
the comfort of the sleeper. If properly ; 
managed no accidental burning of bed . 
ding, such às has been known to occur, i 
need beJfeared.
