PROTECTION IX ENGLAND.

(Mail.)
ManyEnglish journals.in con­

sequence of the new French 
taritf, admit that the time is 
drawing nigh when thelmperial 
Government will have to deal 
with the question of foreign 
bounties. Mr. Hughi.irley, ihe 
Conservative member for Man.. 
Chester, observing the perils the 
British manufacturer is being 
forced into by reason of the 
adoption elsevv here of protective 
duties, intends to move in the 
Commons for a committee to in­
quire into the influence ol 
foreign tariffs on the trade and 
commerce of the United lxiiig.. 
dom; and it is not at all impro­
bable that free-traders will favor 
the policy which some have al­
ready propounded, of “correct­
ing the ideas of foreigners by 
weighting their products with 
imports sufficient to countervail 
illegitimate advantages secured 
under protective tariffs and 
bounties.” This, of course, 
though a high-sounding sen­
tence. simply means retaliation. 
There is a difficulty in the way 
of offering France concessions 
which will induce the Govern­
ment of that country te reduce 
its tariff. It is this: The new 
French tariff imposes .specific 
duties calculated to give the 
French manufacturer a protec­
tion of twenty-five per cent, 
against English goods. If Eng­
land was in a position to make 
concessions to France, France 
mi'dit in return make conces­
sions to England. But England 
has no concessions to mate in 
order to purchase the compli­
ance of France to the principles 
of free trade. Great Britain has 
given already every tariff ad­
vantage she can give to 1* rence, 
and in asking for a reduction ol 
the French tariff, she is suing 
France, as ai' English journal 
points out, rn'furma pauperis.

AX ELOQUENT FREDERIC­

TON DIVINE.

A despatch of the 26th inst., 
says that “There is a well- 
grounded rumor to-night that- 
Mr. Forster, who had come to 
Ireland iu^, very bad temper,has 
determimljKo suppress, for a 
time at least, all land meetings 
in Ireland. Five meetings ol 
first-class importance are an­
nounced for Sunday, and the 
attitude of the authorities is 
watched with some anxiety. 
Although protected by six hun­
dred troops and police,a process- 
server at Uangoslin, county Leit­
rim, was foiled in the attempt 
to serve processes on some of 
Lord Atniesley’s tenants by the 
threatening attitude of the 
people. All is quiet in county 
j imerick. The authorities have 
not yet intimated when they 
will renew the attempt to carry 
out evictions at New l’allas and 
Killmailock.

The following is the language 
with which a minister station­
ed at Fredericton regaled his 
hearers the other night :—“Life, 
my friends, is a great river, 
abounding in rocArs and shoals, 
eddies and sudden shoots, about 
which the waters whirl, lie mo­
tionless, or madly rush. Each 
form of life is a drop, born in the 
heavens, cradled in the clouds, 
nursed by the loving sunlight, 
launched upon this charming 
stream. Some slumber ’neath 
quiet banks of ease,others sweep 
along fast and furious in the full 
current of fame ; some ripple 
merrily away in the light of 
joyous hope and youthful fancy; 
others are left wasting away on 
the highwater rock of waning 
fortune; some dash swiftly on, 
foaming and roaring away in the 
su ge of wanton power and 
pointless existence, wasting 
their strength on the shoals of 
useless experiment, others glit.. 
tering in the gaudy, blind moon 
of fashion, fretting at the gen­
eral burders they should help 
to float ; some hurrying bacA:.. 
ward and downward in the un., 
dertow of foiled ambition—all, 
my friends.sooner or later,reach­
ing the salt-salt, misty sea of 
death, thence passing upward 
to the common source of all.”

THE IRISH AGITATION.

The words used by Brennan 
in his speech at Killoscully, 
previous to his arrest, were :— 
"We see now the landlords prov­
ing true to their past traditions 
as eneinie# of the people by the 
way in which they are shower­
ing notices of eject ment through 
out the country. 1 ask you if 
such proceedings took place 
in any other country, say Eng., 
land ! if two huudren thous­
and people in England were 
threatened with extermination 
trom their bornes, what do you 
think would be the result 7 (A 
voice, ‘ Revolution !” Mr. Bren­
nan: “Yes; revolution.” cheers.) 
The very ground would be 
stained with blood, and theEng- 
liih people would hurl from 
power any Government that

permitted it. (Cheers.) Let us 
have no more nibbling with the 
question, but let every man 
in Ireland who pays rent only 
pay rent when he is forced to 
do it at the bayonet’s point. 
Let them bring their bailiff’s, 
sheriffs and soldiers—those hir-1 
ed mercenaries who are recruit­
ed from the slums of England 
and brought here to shoot down 
the Irish people. (Groans.) Al­
low rent only to be collected 
when they have put all their 
machinery in force. You should 
do this with regard to all writs 
for the recovery ol possession 
and notices of ejectment you 
should treat them in just "the 
same way. ”

AMERICAN ARISTOCRACY.

Blackwood's Magazine.

“ In all the larger cities of the 
United States there is a class 
which openly calls itself, and is 
openly called by others, the aris­
tocracy ; and the more modern 
members of it are endeavoring 
as much as possible to adopt the 
manners and customs of aristo­
cracies in other countries, to con­
tract matrimonial alliances with 
them, and to bow down before 
them.

•J lih. REVISED BIBLE.

Ten ytaisngo. about 40 gentlemen 
nl culture, Christianity, and know» 
lodge in divinity, some on one side 
the Atlantic, and some on the other, 
set to wotk to collect all tl.e ancient 
manuscripts they could find, bearing 
upon that portion ot the Bible,known 
as the new testament. They like­
wise began a tianslation of the Whole 
woik from Genesis to Revelations. 
They contended that, as the old bible 
stood, it was not sufficient ; that many 
ol the texts said to be flie Word ol 
God wete spmions—claiming at the 
same lime that lire bible was of di­
vine inspiration !—that many of the 
Hebrew and Greek texts were mis» 
i lunslated, that many of the passages 
were expressed in ambiguous turns, 
ami finally that the Anglo-Saxon 
w as not pure. For the last ten years 
they have worked very hard, com­
paring manuscripts and comparing 
notes, and the result of their labors 
was given to the public less than a 
toi l night ago. In a late issue, w e 
gave some extracts from the new 
book,setting them opposite to counter 
passages of the authorized protestant 
bible.

The revised edition by no means 
finds catholic favor in the Protestant 
world. Thousands of pious protes­
tant Christians, are shocked at 'lie 
changes made in passages,some words 
of which were dear to them. Not 
can they find in any of the altered 
passages in any sense an improvement. 
Others again are joylul over « lie 
changes made, and hail them ns a 
flood of light let in npou the Word o1 
God. The ministers have spoken 
much of the book from the pulpit, 
some giving it a warm welcome, and 
some a chilling reception enough. In 
rclcrring to the book, we do not. look 
at it Irum a denominational poïnt of 
view, but merely compare it witli 
the protestant bible it comes to su­
persede.

We do not think it an improve 
ment by any means upon the old pro­
testant bible. Some of the changes, 
it is true, may in a literary sense be 
an improvement, but a very great 
many of the changes are not an im­
provement, and taken all for all, little 
has been done for the christauity ol 
the protestant world, or the literary 
excellence of their Word by the “im­
provement and revision.” If i ndecd 
the revisers have made clear any of 
the passages, upon which so many of 
the protestant denominations differ, 
and split, and separate ; if they re­
concile the doctrine of Predestination 
with Free-Will, andCloseCoinmunion 
with FreeCommnuion.so that neither 
uf these denominations will hold its 
own belief absolute in the future; oil’ 
show that the Greek preposition tin 
in the case of Philip and the Eunuch 
meant in the water, or to the water, 
or by the water; or that the authority 
to rule the church is vested in the 
bishops in assembly, at the same l'me 
that it is vested in a confraternity of 
laymen ; that while the claims to 
apostolic succession can only be prov­
en by holy orders, that any man may 
preach without tnc Holy G Host having 
breathed upon them, and be in the 
line of the npcstolic succession ; it, 
we say, all these different protestant 
doctrines have been reconciled ami 
bridged over, we take back what wc 
have said, and in a large sense pro­
nounce the revised book "a success.

But even though upon examination 
it be found—which alas is not likely 1 
—that such a federation of faith t has 
been accomplished in the revisionf 
there me a lew points still, which 
might be argued With serious force 
against the clarified innovation. All 
pious Protestants, who do nut believe 
with Mr. Henry Ward Beecher, and 
other excellent divines, Unit there is 
no hell, must deplore the use ol the 
word “Hades” in the new book, for 
hell iu the old. Hades was the hel1 
ot the Greeks: now the revisers have 
made it the hell of the Protestant 
Christians. There is little it indeed 
any diflerence between Hades and 
Tartarus of thePagaus—unless indeed 
that- Tartarus was the hell of wicked 
spirits, lJudcsoi the good. Both were 
the unseen wot Ids whither spirits 
winged their way after death. Round 
about the unseen world flowed the 
abhorred riv.r Si\x. When the soul 
reached this dismal r.ver, it found the 
ferryman ULutvti waiting, who took 
it jji lils wherry across to the region 
of thet'es. Pluto was the god ot these 
diCi ÜÀri*legions, at.d the passage tu 
his abode was gnat ded by the hideous 
dog Ueiberns, the three headed— the

in Greek or Latin, or read"nay of the j 
books on mythology, or even open 
their dictionaries will find that (lades 
is the hell of the Pagans, created not 
by God, but liv the o'd Greek or 
Egyptian roinanecrs. When the bible 
student i'ea.1» that the ric'i imni'Uitied 
up Id- ejes from Hades'' he in.ns to 
i lie diciinmirv t<> find I lie meaning of 
“that word.” and l e is told it i* “the 
unseen \yoild ot the Greeks'"—read­
ing further lie finds it described to be 
as we have pm I rayed it above. To 
be a Christian and believe his bible, 
lie must first be n Pagan and believe 
ill the Pagan hell.

Now the word hell has a signifi­
cance to I lie chii-tiaii mind that no 
other word can ever have ; and this 
significance is not so much due to the 
original meaning of tlie word, us to 
I lie associations with which the Chris­
tian idea and cliristis n failli have in­
vested it. Hell means to those Chris­
tians «ho do not believe with Mr- 
Beecher, and several otliets, a place 
of eternal torments, where the pc-r_ 
verse and unrepentant wicked shall 
suffer through all eternity. To put 
any oilier word in the bible, in 
its place, is to shake the belief in hell, 
and eventually to lead to its disbe­
lief.

In ilie appendices to the revised 
hook ilitre are “or's” and “differ­
ences” enough to bewilder any 
christaiu save one who would strain 
at the gnat and swallow the camel. 
When the nexv book is authorized, 
the appendices with their multiplicity 
of “or’s,” ami I lie various renderings 
tl.e revlsors give ot some passages, 
will also be authorized, so that the 

Ci illusion spoken ol iu Hie Old Bible 
was order itself compared to the 
Sphynx* riddles presented to the 
bible student in the appendices of the 
new. They recommend in the Amer­
ican appendix, the substitution ol'ilie 
word demon for devil, pointing to the 
Gieek word daimon in ilm t< xt. 
Now : ccording to any Greek lexicon 
wu have ever scvu,daiinonia is a term 
lor all si coud class divinities,—some­
times gods ot the rank Dii Majoium 
—good and evil. They may be per­
fect enough to sit at the council u* 
Olympus, while they may be depriv­
ed enough to lake the lowest seat in 
Pnndæinoninm. Homer used the 
term to distinguish any being 
superior to man ; lienee even the gods 
were called demons someiiuics and 
the adjective • daimoniakos meaning 
divine was derived from it. Bui-there 
was a division made in alter ages be­
tween the good and the bad demons. 
The good were called agatho-demons 
the bad caco-dcmons;so that when die 
appendix woqid have the elision of 
devil, it ought to have suggested caco- 
detnon iu its place !

When, die Evangelists wrote, the 
Christian mind had given to the words 
hades and demon an interpielaiion 
quite different from what the Greek 
had given them ; indeed die meaning 
the apostles ascribed to them wu8 
precisely dial which orthodox chris- 
tains give them today, while die die- 
tionaiics to wliioh the bible student 
will look lor the explanations of these 
words give not the Christian but the 
Pagan interpretation.

EDITORIAL GLEANINGS

THE JEW IN WINNIPEG.

There are tea Jewish families living in 
Winnipeg, and the first case of circum­
cision took place there lately. Rabbi 
Freedman, of the St. Paul Synagogue, 
performed the cerennTny in presence of a 
mixed assembly of Jews and Gentiles. 
At the conclusion of the ceremony the 
father of the circumcised child entertain­
ed liis guests in wine and cake, after the 
ancient Hebrew custom, when th- health 
of the child was proposed and enthusias­
tically honored.

YORKTOWN.

The commissioners of the Yorktown 
centenary have just, returned in Wash 
ington from 4-lieir visit toYorktown, where 
they I lave had a conference with the 
committee trom Virginia, and have in­
spected the location of the place selected 
lor the commemoration. Two hundred 
acres of land have been bought and a site 
for the erection of a monument has been 
chosen which embraces an extended view 
of the river and the town. The old 
Moore house in which Lord Cornwallis 
signed the capitulation is undergoing re 
pairs so as to serve for the general quar­
ters of PresideivtGarfield during the teles. 
The country around is well wooded and 
provided with water in abundance and 
offers all the facilities desirable for the 
vast encampments of troops, as well as 
for military manœuvers. The committee 
of Virginia is engaged now iu providing 
all possible conveniences for the landing 
of visitors and guests who may arrive by 
water at Yorktown. On the 18th Oc­
tober, the Freemasons will place the 
corner stone of the commemorative monu­
ment. It is believed that 4,000 Masor.s 
will participate ill the ceremonies, 
the programme of which has been ar­
ranged by Grand Master Cole auUGrand 
Scribe Isaac. The same day Governor 
Halliday of Virginia will pronounce an 
address. On the 10th the Pre­
sident will receive the monument in the 
name of the nation: this reception will 
be followed by dedicatory exercises—an 
oration, poem and ode. The replies re­
ceived by ihs committee indicate that 
the number of troops present will be at 
least 10,000 of whom one part will camp, 
and the other will be lodged on board of 
the transpot ts. The thirteen original 
Slates will be represented by their Gov­
ernor and a detachment of their respec 
live militia. It is decided that the State 
of New York shall send the 13th regi­
ment. A delegation of the Congressiona1 
Commission of Yorktown held on the 
10th, a conference at tlte office of the 
war department with Secretary Liucoln, 
Geneial Sherman and Colonels (Jruighill 
and Casey, relative to the Yorktown 
commemorative monument. I*, has been 
decided that this monument shall be of 
Virginia granite and shall occupy a con­
spicuous position commanding the York 
river.

VNIIXPPY IRELAND.

A serious affray look place in Milch- 
el Istowo, Cork, on Friday,in consequence 
que nee ot the attempt of the sheriff to 
evict five tenants on the estate of the 
Countess of Kingston. The s leriff was 
assisted by 250 pol ce and military, in­
cluding a troop of dragoons, but the re­
sistance of the people wus so determined 
that the work was only partly accom­
plished. The bells of Mitchells- 
town began ringing in tile morning to 
warn the country that evictions were 
about to begin. " The bells ten 
miles around took up the refrain, calling 
the population to assemble. The police 
attempted to stop the bells, "but did not 
succeed. Ten thousand persons assem­
bled here is less than an hour. A large 
number gathered around the police and 
military. While the first eviction was 
proceeding, eggs, stones and other mis­
siles were thrown at the sheriff and hie 
assailants. Three evictions were 

parried out, but to execute the 
next two it was necessary to 
pass through the town. The people ob­
structed the street and sent showers ot 
stones into the constabulary. Then the 
cavalry charged and drove them back, 
but they only returned in greater force 
and witli new daring While passing a 
yard behind which a large number ot 
rioters were concealed, a heavy volley of 
stones was delivered and one of the cav­
alry horses was killed. The polive 
charged through the yard and dispersed 
the assailant! at t ie point of the bayonet. 
Several were wounded. One man s jaw 
was cut open. Twelve soldiers were 
struck and many pol fee were injured. The 
Riot Act was read twice without effect, 
and in consequence ol lue resistuuce it 
was decided not to proceed further with

The past week Inis been of grave 
anxiety and alarm to die authorities of 
Ireland. The police are rapidlv becom­
ing demoralized. Every limns hand is 
against them. After a Inn.; and fatigu­
ing march they find in some eoi.nlrv vil­
lage that the wells are defiled witli mud 
and rubbish, so that tio one <ai, quench 
his thirst. No patrol can venture far 
except in great force.

Several of the leading English papers 
denounce tile policy of the Government. 
They say if the government want to cure 
the grievances in Ireland they must begin | 
at the root. The root of the evil is the 
system which as it were makes the land­
lord the arbiter of the fate of the tenant. 
Speaking of the Coercion Act, says 
the

That fan.»as tiump card has been 

placed, with the result ptedicled by some, 
that it lias done no good at all, and how­
ever tightly the practice of coercion may 
be braced up it will do no good. So long 
as we confine ourselves to this method 
we shall inevitably drift, as we are drift­
ing mure and more rapidly every day. 
toward a state in which the troops will 
have oilier work to do than merely to 
collect rents. The affair the other day 
of the band of peasants ensconed with 
arms in the mined castle in county Lim­
erick means that we are in full sight of 
at least a sputter of insurrection, and if 
the Land Bill does not pass the House of 
Lords the sputter will blaze into a con­
flagration. Why is it that, things have 
got worse? Is it because that very policy 
has been pursued by some landlords 
against whom the Disturbance bill of last 
year \yas expressly designed. The num­
ber ol evictions is declared to be increas­
ing, and it has been admitted by Mr. 
Forster to be deplorably large. ^ Mr. 
Gladstone spoke of the considerable 
number of persons who, though able to 
pay their rculs, are under sinister sugges­
tions compelled to avoid payment.1 Mr. 
Gladstone is, no doubt, perfectly coned 
in this. There arc always rogues ready 
to take a dishonest advantage of disturb­
ed times, but there is something besides 
this. The sight of one unjust eviction 
engenders a furious resentment in a whole 
district. Sinister suggestions would tail 
powerless if the population were not pre­
pared for diem by the sight of injustice, 
admitted to be injustice by the English 
Government itself,. perpetrated before 
their eyes on members of their own 
class. England is now witnessing a 
vio.ent snuggle between the two great 
conflidiug classes. If the Land League 
were suppressed to-morrow the struggle 
could not come to tut end, because it 
breaks out locally under the provoca­
tion of local evictions. It is these 
evictions that ought to be suspended in 
the interest of public order. If that 
course were to be taken we should have 
doue the best that can be done to meet 
the very real danger di the moment."

On Sunday tile news reached here that 
a labor riot had taken place the evening 
before, on the premises of Messrs Stewart 
in Newcastle, and that one of the bosses 
there had fired a revolver among the 
men. "We sent a Star reporter Monday 
morning to ascertain the facts which are 
as follows : —

On arriving at the Stewait premises, 
on Monday, our reporter found all the 
carriers employed by the firm, sitting 
around the wharf. Two Norwegian 
barqaes, the “Ailette ’* and “Cala a," 
lay there, but there was nothing doing 
aboat them. He enquired of the men 
why they sat about the wharf, and they 
said they had struck. On asking their 
reason they said they struck because they 
had not received square treatment. One 
of the men then told the story for the rest 
to our reporter.

“From the first we expected to have 
onr pay cut down this summer because 
from the first bftlle manoeuvering going 
on, it was plain to see that something 
like it was intended. We talked among 
each oilier about it, and concluded that 
if we were paid anything decent or serv­
ed like other men, we would not strike. 
‘You know,’ said be to our reporter, ‘it 
does not suit a man with 7 nr 8 mouths 
"to feed, to lose two or three days, or 
nne^tay, by a strike ; and it is only when 
we md we are regarded as mere slaves 
who ought to have nothing to say aboui 
the wages we should get, that we think 
of resisting. Depending us we are upon 
the ship work to support our families,we 
cannot be too independent : and our 
employers see this, and take advantage 
of it. However, we have all strong 
arms, and though we did lose work for a 
time, we were determinrd on standing up 
for our rights. Ou Saturday morning, 
therefore, we went to the office and said 
we wanted an increase on the dollar and 
forty cents a day we were getting, and if 
we did not get more wh would stop work­
ing. We were told that was our pay and 
we w ould get no more.”

Rep—“la the $1.40 below the wages 
given to ship laborers by other firms?"

“ Yes, — if other firms paid only this, 
we would not have complained. We 
demanded the same as they pay at the 
Ritchie concern, and that is from $1.60 
to $1.80 a day. Down at Chatham 
they pay $1.80 a day. Why should we 
get less. Are we not as well worth 
$1.80 as other men? We again made 
the demand, it was again refused, and 
we said then we had struck. This was 
early on Saturday. Later in the day we 
were all standing on the deal wharf, and 
made another demand for a raise. This 
was done in a quiet but firm manner. 
There was no disturbance, no noise, 
and no one made any threats.-- 
Frazer then, who is the boss here, came 
down swinging a revolver in his band, 
and swore he would shoot the first man 
who would go down to the ships. One 
of the men said he did not care for him 
or his revolver, whereupon the fellow, 
Frazer,fired his pistol three times some 
tbiuk among the feet of the men. The 
men felt some pity, and no little con­
tempt for Frazer, who has only 
to do as he is told, or they 
would have pitched himself and his little 
pistol over the wharf. Such a person 
is not fit to have charge of a revolver, 
much less of a lot of men. I suppose he 
will be arrested in a day or two for the 
offense which is pretty serious. A spit­
fire like him is not fit to tiave a pistol, 
and he ought to be fined, and his shoot­
ing iron impounded; and both will hap­
pen, if the authorities only do their duty.
I hope policeman Cassidy will not forget 
this. The shots did not harm any­
body"

“Rep.—Why I thought the Stewart 
firm never had any trouble with their 
men."

“We have no fault to find with the 
Stewart firm; aud if the Stewarts them 
selves were here, this kind of thing would 
not be going on. We always believed 
and believe yet, the Stewart film is out 
of the veiy best in the Province, hut itie 
the agency of the firm we cumpluiu 
about. Why doesn’t the Star show up 
the management of the firm lien, that 
the Messrs. Stewart’s may have their 
eyes opened?"

Rep.—The Star will do what is just 
and right hi tw een both sides. I am here 
now to get a report of what you say and 
puhl^sli it. Speaking for the Sf-T now, 
l may say to you, that I think the time 
bus come when both sides of the story 
s'-ould be heard, and the rights of the 
workingmen be reeogniz d. Where the 
workingman ie oppressed, believe ine the 
Star will uot be sileut. We do not 
counsel strikes.but just demands,and fi un, 
lawful and uncompromising resistance to 
oppression. The scute has too long been 
uneven,—the workman accounted as 
nothing. It is time now it were bal­
anced.

“1 know theSfar has not hesitated to 
speak in the interests of the workingmen 
—and none of them is unmindful of 
it."

Rep.—Well what do you propose to 
do now?"

"To hold out till our demand is grant­
ed Joyce says he will send men from 
Nelson andChiitbam lo oppose the strike. 
Why did he not send to Chatham or 
Nelson lor men last spring? He adver­
tized fur iniUineu all through Prince Ed­
ward Island,aud if lie could get strangers, 
he would not give a cake to a Miramichi 
man. He thought when he got the Is­
land men here,they would work for any 
thing he felt inclined to give then Oughu't 
Miramichi be proud of Mr. Joyce, aud 
ougbn’t the Island men be - thankful to 
him i t think the Chatham men and

Nelson men will think better than tv 
come hete, as Jacks of the pinoli."

Our reporter at this juncture had to 
respond to the “Inst whistle,” and come 
away.

It is reported that Hie ship men of the 
same firm working at Nelson will also 
strike. It is a pity at this season of the 
ye-r, with times good, and men making 
only what seems reasonable demands, to 
have strikes octuring. A strike is so 
much time lost. The strikers suffer by 
a loss of pay for the time, nnd the em­
ployer likewise suffers. It is to ba re­
gretted that a firm so widely respected as 
Mi ssi s Stewart's should through the 
mismanagement of subordinates, fall into 
evil repute.

More “Exodus."
Mr. Chas. Smith,a large lumber oper­

ator for Guy, Bevan &Co., has also left 
this country, on account of the “cruel 
N. P I" Mr. Smith left suddenly,taking 
with him $5,000aud leaving all his men’s 
wages unpaid. Smith had a contract 
with Guy, Bevan & Co. to get out logs 
by the thousand, and he drew upwards of 
$5,000 to pay driving wages. On Sun­
day last he left Fredericton, his wife be­
ing very ill at the time, and drove to 
Woodstock, where he, it is said, sold his 
horse and wagon to Mr, Glidden,and took 
the train for the West. Mrs. Smith died 
on Tuesday. Their son was at work on 
the drive, and on hearing of his mother’s 
death, he went toNewcasile to get money 
to come heme, but on finding his father 
had drawn it all, he was obliged to bor­
row enough from his fellow wtorkmeo to 
eoiue home with. Mrs. Smith was 
buried yesterday. Nobody suspected 
anything was wrong until after Mrs. 
Smith’s death, when enquiries were made 
as to her husband's whereabouts, and the 
aforegoing facts came to light. Mr. 
Smith is probably now in Leadville, and 
the grim chronicler of Exodus once fhore 
sharpens his pencil and tallies one against 
the N. PI

T1IE EARL OF ENNISKILLEN 
AND HIS TENANTS.

A WICKED AG ENT-ONE SMITH.

SPREAD OF THE LAND LEAGUE- 
AND SAMPLE GRIEVANCES.

Honor to whom Honor is Due.

(From Cor. Montreal “Witness.”')
It seems a great-pity that the attach­

ment beftveen the Earl of Enniskillen 
and his tenants should suffer interruption 
or be in danger of passing uwny. The 
Earl, now an old man,was much beloved 
by his people, until, iu a day evil like 
for him and his tenants, he got a new 
agent from the County Sligo. Since this 
agent came on the property,re-valuation, 
rent raising, vexatious office rules have 
been the order of things on the estate. 
The result of this new state of things has 
been that the Land League has spread 
among the tenants like wildfire. To hear 
of the Land League spreading among 
Enniskillen Orangemen, among theEarl’s 
tenants, of dissatisfaction creeping m be­
tween these tenants historically loyal and 
attached to a family who had been their 
chiefs and landlords for centuries was 
surprising to me. To convince me that 
such was the case I whs requested to lis­
ten to one of the Earl's tenants reciting 
the story of his grievances at the hands 
of the Earl’s agent. It- was a sample 
case, I was told, and would explain 
WHY THE PEOPLE JOINED THE LAND 

LEAGt'K.

It was pleasant, enough to have an 
opportunity of going into the country and 
to have an opportunity of seeing the 
farms and the style of living of the Fer­
managh farmers, us compared with the 
Donegal highlands. The Salvation 
Army has occupied Enniskillen fur a 
time. It is said they have doue sonn- 
good among the lower classes. What 
with the Land League and religious agi­
tation, I should say that Enniskillen litis 
as much excitement as is good for it. 
Crossing the market place I heard one 
of the lady officers of the Salvation Army 
address a crowd who listened very atten­
tively and seemed much impressed. Her 
address was a passionate appeal to*the 
fears of her audience. Tile country out 
of Enniskillen is very pretty, the hedges 
hove leafed out and the trees are begin­
ning lazily to unfold their leaves. The 
roads are not near so good as tile roads 
in Donegal, which are a legacy from the 
dreary famine time, being made then. 
The hedges are not by any means so 
trim and well kept as tile Ledges by the 
wayside iu Dowu or Antrim. The roads 
up to the farm houses are lanes, such as 
I remember when I was a child. The 
nuisances of dunghills near the doors of 
the farmhouses are utterly abolished for 
sanitary reasons, also whitewashing is 
an obligation imposed by the Govern­
ment. For these improvements I have 
heard the authorities both praised and 
thanked. In these times of discontent 
it is well to see the Government thanked 
for anything. The country is hilly and 
the hills have a uuiform round topped 
appearance, marked off into fields that 
run up to the bill tops and over them aud 
down the other side. There are of 
course mountain» in the distance, wrapped 
in a thick veil of blue haze. The house 
to which I was bound was, like most of 
the farm houses, long, narrow, white­
washed, a room at eaeh end and the 
kitchen in the middle. I will now let 
be farmer tell his grievance in 

His OWN WORDS.
He is about sixty years of age, a profes­
sor of religion ot the Methodist persua­
sion, an Orangeman, and a hereditary 
tenant of Lord Enniskillen, and now an 
enthusiastic adherent of theLandLeague. 
“In lf}44 I bought this farm—two years 
before I was married. There is 17 
acres. I paid £184 as tenant right—that
is, lor the gqod will of it. The rent was 
£19 7s 4d. I should have gone toAm- 
eriua then : it would have been better tor 
me. I have often rued that I did not. go, 
but, you see, 1 was attached to the place. 
My forebeais kindled the first fire that 
ever was kindled on the land I live on. 
1 held my farm ou a lease for three 
lives; two were gone when I bought
it. I have been a bard-working man, 
aud a sober man. There is nota man 
in the country has been a greater slave 
to work lliau 1 have been. I drained 
this place (letches down a map of the 
little holding to show the drains). I- is 
seamed with drains ; 11 acres out of 17 
actes are drained, the drains twenty one 
leel apart aud three feet deep. Drew 
stone for the drains two miles. £100 
would not at all pay me for the draining 
I have done. I built a parlor end to my 
house, and a kitchen; also, a dairy, barn, 
byre, stable and pig house. Every year 
I have bought aud drawn in from Ennis 
killeu from sixty lo one hundred loads of 
manure for my farm ; this calculation is 
mside of the amount. I have toiled here 
year alter year, ar.d raised a family iu 
credit aud decency. Wheu the last life 
in my lease died,my rent was immediately 
raised to £27 10s. I paid this fora few 
years, and then the seasons were bad, 
and 1 tell behind. It- was not a fair rent 
that was the reason I was unable to pay 
it. I complained of the rent. 1 wauled 
it fixed by arbitration; that was refused. 
1 asked for arbilrution to decide what 
compensation I hid a right to,and I would 
leave; that was refused too. I was 
served with a writ of ejectment. The 
rent was lowered a pound at two different 
times, but the law expenses connected 
with the writ came to more than the 
reduction given. I had the piivilege, 
along with others,of cutting turf oil a bog 
attached to the place at the time I held

the lease ; 1 lint was taken from us. We 
Imd then to pay a special rate for cut­
ting turf, called turbary, in addition to 
our rent. So that really I am struggling 
under a higher rent than before, while I 
have the name of having my rent lower 
ed. I once was able to lay by a little 
money during the good times; that is all 
"One now. I am getting up in years. 
If I am evictid for a rent I cannot pay I 
cannot sell my tenait right; I will Le 
left on the world at my ago without any­
thing. I joined the L ind League. At 
the time of an eh ction it was cast up to 
Lord Enniskillen about taking from us 
the bog. It was promised to us that we 
should have it back, in these words : — 
“If there is turf there you will get it." 
After the election we petitioned tor the 
bog, and were refused. We were told 
our petition had a lie on the lace of it. 
It is the present agent,

MR. SMITH,

that has done nil this. He is the cause 
of all the ill-feeling b-tween the Earl of 
Enniskillen and Lis tenants. He has 
raised the rents £3,000 on the estate, I 
am told. He gets one shilling in the 
pound off the rent; that is the way 
in which he is paid : so it is little won­
der that lie raises the rents ; it is his in­
terest to do so.” I listened to this man 
tell his story with many strong expres­
sions of feeling, many a band clench,and 
saw he was moved to tears ; saw the 
hereditary Enniskillen blood rise, the 
heart that once throbbed responsive to 
the loyalty felt for iheEuuiskilleu family 
now surging up against them passionate­
ly. I thought sadly that the loss was 
more than the gain. Gain, £3,000— 
loss,the hearts that would have bucklered 
the Earl of Enniskillen, and followed him 
as their fathers followed his fathers to 
danger and death. I decided in my own 
mind that Mr. Smith's agency had been 
a dear bargain to the Enniskillen family. 
“ The beginning cf strife is like the lett­
ing out of water; therefore, leave off 
contention before it be meddled willi." 1 
heard that Mr. Smith had been a cruel 
agent in Sligo before he came to Ferma­
nagh . I was a Killed amused at an 
anecdote that I heard about him. The 
foot bridge (culled a foot slick) across 
n stieam was rotten and dangerous for 
the children who crossed it to school. 
Mr Smith was asked lor same timber,out 
of the plantation, I suppose lo make a 
new one, and refused. “ If one of the 
children would be drowned, the blame 
would rest on you," they said. “ It 
would not be a great loss, for there are 
loo many of theui,” retorted Mr Smith. 
“If the smallest child we re drowned,there 
would be more sorrow for it than was 
felt in Sligo when you left it," rejoined 
the provoked petitioner. After I had 
listened to the farmer’s wrongs and heard 
of others who had also a complaint to 
make, I was obliged to think that their 
case was not yet so hard as the case ol 
those who suffered from the eccentricities 
of Lord Leitrim. Still, it is a hard case 
when we consider that the man s whole 
life an! so much money also sunk in 
rent, purchase, improvements, and wheu 
unable to pay a rent raised beyond the 
possibility ot paying, to lose all and be­
gin life again without money or youth 
aud hope, at sixty years of age. People 
with exasperated minds are driven to 
join the Land League, in hope that union 
will be strength and ears deaf to petition 
of right will grant concessions to agita­
tion.

The “ landlords,” said a gentleman to 
me, “ are the only link that binds Ire - 
land to England." Well, I should think 
if this is so, it is a I nk that needs 
strengthening. I do not see any signs or 
bear any sentiments directed specially 
against England or the English Govern­
ment. The landlords,-and not the whole 
of them even, are found fault with. The 
most severe denouncer of bad landlords 
xvill pull up iu the midst of a tirade to 
except such a one, or such another one, 
who is a good'man aud a good landlord, 
and an Englishman.
