Weask at the hands of oar readers
an attentive examination ‘of these
figures—they are the parties most
interested, and we shall indeed feel
surprised it they do not accord to the
present Governméht the credit of
baving fulfilled their promises of
economy and rotrenchment. In
some cases the reductions are very
large, notably in the Administration
of Justico. The reason for this
arises from two causes—first the
reduction of the Petit Jury from

From April 1872 g0 April 1873,
the preseat Opposition were at the
head of affairs and among the mem-
bers of the Governmeut during that
period we find the names of three
gountlemen who ave now seeking the

fid of the people, viz.: Messrs,
Peter Sinclair, Heary Beer and
James R. McLean. Did they then
exhibit such an extraordinary spti-
tude for business that they should
again be entrusted with power ?
Wo think not. Their first st was to
contract for the construction of some
fifty miles of railway at a cost of
$750,000, withbut making any pro-
vision for the payment of the inter-
est on this large amount of money.
The natural consequence was that
our oredit was depreciated and our
bonds would not sell at any price.
Instead of being able to borrow
money from our local Banks at the
usual rate of six per cent, they were
rofused advances entirely and were
compelled to go abroad and pay one
per cent a month, as well as give eol
lateral secarity for the loan This
was certainly fine financing. At
last matters became so desperate

that they were obliged to seek
relief from the Dominion, and the
rest of the story is well known.
When the contraet for the main
line of Railway was let by the pre-
decessors of this incomparable ad-
ministration, large security was
demanded and taken for its fulfil-
ment, but whon . Mesars. Sinelnir,
Beer and McLean came to let
the branch lines, they allowed them-
selves to be hoodwinked by the
contractors who cleverly managed
to obtain from them a complete
surrender of the security on the
main line, 8o that until the Railway
was finished, the Government did
not possess one cent of guarantee
for the proper fulfilment of the
contract. This was business with a
vengeance.

Of this administration of whose
competonce we bhave adduced two
such conspicuous instances, Mr.
Louis H., Davies was the legal
adviser und Mr, David Laird one of
its chief supporters. Mr. Laird, it
is true, was not a member of the
Cabinet at the period to which we
have referred, but he took matiers
very coolly, probably as he found
it tp be his advantage to do so.

This was a sample of
their political honesty.

Mr. Louis H. Davies, who gave
such valuable counsel to his party,

Our Fisheries.

By the courtesy of Col, Hunter Duvar,
we are favored with a copy of the An-

nual Report of the Department of Figh«
eries for 1885. We make the following
extract therefrom relative to the Island
fisheries, which contains a recommend-
ation of the greatest importance to the
Province :
