‘The aggrigsto cost of the four
expositions which we demolished
wae aboat $100,000,000, the cost of
the 8'. Louie Expositive slone being
$50,000,000, Thie wae the greatssl
world’s fair ever beld, both ae regurds
tbe namber and sizs of its buildings
and the extent of ground covered
It was & cily in itself, covering over
600 acres of grounds snd taking four
years o cons'rac’. It bed beildings
that cxoeeded in size the emUrmous
Maoufactares Building st the Obi-
oago World's Fair, and all ite baild-
ings in proportions and vesa(y com. -
pared favorsbly with those at
Coicago, Wood emtered movre
largely into their construetion thas
it did into those of the Obicago
buildings, bat that was solely because
the 8t. Louis buildings were erected
at & time when tbe steel mills of the
couniry were being rushed to thei
capacity oo other lines of work snd
evuld not prodace the vast qusatity
of structaral materisl that was re-
quired. The builders were therelore
forced to resort to lumb:r, and over
100,000,000 feet of lamber was ased
in the cometraetion.

At the close of the exposition oe
Dacember 1, 1904, we took complete
possession of tbe fair. BEverytbing
came into cur possession just &y it
was, the iroes, the flowers and the
shrubbery, the fisb in tbe lagouoe,
the gondolas, the sirest railways, the
ferpiture in the baildings snd the
offl 3o equipmeut, the fire department
sod the uniforme woro by the
guards.

We paid $450,000 for everytbiog
within the grouads, inclading tbe
fenoce, which was sbogt fiftesn miles
long. For some of the atsis spd
foreign buildings we msade roparate
ernirac's, as lhey were notl the
property of tbe Exposi loa Com.-
paoy, For inetsoos, we peid 9600
for tbe OYio baildieg, tbe original
cost of which was $175,000, sed
$3,300 for the Penneylvania beild
ing, whioh cost §300,000, We sleo
oblsined sll the fursiture, carpels
and otber cquipment, We paid $600
for the Gormsn building, which eost
over $100,000, and were moch dies
sppointed when we fcund that all of
the boautifal decoratiors on the
walls and oeilings were psinted oo
canvss and bhad been semt besck to
Gorm oy However, there wae
over $600 worth of copper on the
voof and dome, sod so it did not ture
out such a bad bargein, We bought
most of the other siate buillings ot
morcly nominsl prices.
