Act Introduced at Ottawa!

0dd Numbered Sections Will b¢ Thrown Open---Pre-Emptions

Offered Homesteaders at $3.00 an Acre--Eight
Years Allowed for Pawment--No Liens on
Unpatented Land Will be Recog-
nized---No More Reserves

Ottawa, Jan. 24—The new Dominion
Lands. Bills applies to lands in the
Dominion of Canada, Provinces of
Manitoba and Saskatchewan, Alberta,
Northwest Territories of Canada to
the railway belt in British Columbia
and to the three and one-half million
acres of land in the Peace River dis-
trict of British Columbia,  lying east
of the Rocky Mountains and adjoin-
ing the DProvince of Alberta. The
bill was iniroduced some time ago
by Mr. Oliver, but it has not yet been
discussed or explained in the House.
It provides that no lands shall be
open for homestead entry or for sal€
until surveyed. Homestead entries
may b> granted for all unoccupied,
surveyed agricultural lands. Thisin-
cludes both odd and even numbered
sections. Heretofore homestead en-
tries could only be made for even
numbered sections, Entry for land
valuable for. merchantable timber,
watar power, harbor or landing may
be cancelled by the minister within
six montas of such entry. No home-
stead entry conveys right to salt, coal,
petroléum, natural gas, gold, silver,
coppir, iron er other minerals, or to
water righ€s or privileges within, bor-
der or passing tnrough the land cov-
ered by such entry. Any person the
sole head of a family or male eigh-
tecn years of age ma ~take up a
hcmestead not exceeding one -quarier
section. If a woman is not clearly
the head of a family the minister may
decide. whether from the circumstanc-
es of the case she may be granted a
nomestead entry by a male of seven-
teen, years, on certain conditiens,
viz., provided he lives on a homestead

with his father, mother, brother, sis-’

ter or guardian; that he shall make
ntry wien he attains the age of eigh-
teen; that ten acres of the land snall

| be cultivated during sucéa period of

reservacion; that failure to comply
vith these conditions shall cancel
the reservation.

ficult class of claims. Homestead en-
try must be perfected within =six
months ‘by actual occupation, failing
which it becomes liable to cancella-
tion. The minister may for suffi-
cient reason extend the time for a
further six months, but no entry shall
be protected“twyon’d the 12 months.
Under the old act an entry migat be-
come automatically void if not per-
fected within six months. The con-
ditions under which duties may be
perfected are set forth in sections 13,
14, 15, 16 and 17 given below,

No Ranch Homesteads.

Section 13—Every person who has
obtained entry for a homestead shall.
except as hereinafter oOtherwise pro-
vided, be required, before the issue of
letters patent, taergfort (a) to have
held such homestead {or his own ex-
clusive usg and benefit from the date
of entry, (b) to have resided upon the
same at least six moonths in each of
the three years from the date of en-
try, (¢) to have e:rected a habitable
house thereon, and- (d) to have cul-
favated such an area of land within
such homestead ag may - be satisfac-
tury to the minister, This. simplifies
and -makes “cled: AWiit-1s regan g ot
a homesteader, It will be seen that
the substitution of stock for cultiva-
tion is now done away witn.
Squatter Dates from Time of Locating

Secjton 14—The period fixeds by
this act for the performance of the
requirements prescribed for obtaining
letters patent for a homestead shall,
in tae case of a person who has ob-
tained entry for a homestead on lands
occupied by him before survey there-
of, be reckoned from the date upon
which he entered into occupation of
the land. This provides for accept-
ance of residence .bcfore on unsar-
veyed laads, g practice which was
previously adopied:though not in the
old act.

Within Nine Mil2s is Residence.

15—If a person who has obtained
entry for a homestead under this act
hes his permanent residence upon a
tarm of an area of at least eignty
acreg situate within a distance of nine
miles from the homestead and owned
and occupied by him, or has his per-
manent residence on a farm of such
area and situate as aforesaid, owned
and occupied by his father, mother,
son, daughter, brother or sister orr
who in the event of the death of such
father, mother, son, daugater, broth-
er or sister continues to his perman-
°nt residenee on such farm, such res-
idence shall be reckoned as residence
upon the homestead, provided that,
if it is shown to tl.e satisfaction of
the governor in council that a perscn
who has obtained entry: has become,
through physical disability, unable to
comply with the residence require-
ment hereunter, or under section 13
of this act, such residence require-
ment may be dispensed with by order
of the governor in council. This
differs from the old act by requiring
the area of the farm owned by a
homesteader to be at least 80 aeres in
extent and extends the privilege of
residence with other members of the
family instead of with parents only.
Provision is also made fok dispensing
under tha authority of an order in
council -with residence altogether in
certain cases.

In Case of Deah.

Section 16—In the event of the
death of a person who has obtained
entry for a homestead before the com-
pletion of the requirements for the
obtaining of letters patent therefor,
his legal representative or representa-
tives shall only be required to fulfil
conditions set forth in' section 13 of
this act as to the erection of a habit-
able house and gs to cultivation to
be entitled, after the expiration of
three years from the date of the en-
try for the homestead, to letters pat-
ent therefor; or the legal representa-
tive or representatives may assign
the homestead, and the assignee shall
after (a) the expiration of three years
from the date of entry for the home-

stead, (b) holding the homestead for
his own exclusive use and benefit
from the date of the assignment, and
(c) completing the residence and. cul-
tivation requirements as set forth in
section 13 of this act, in the same
manner as the person who made the
entry would have been required to
have completed them, will thereupon
be entitled to letters patent for the
homestead. Under this clause the
legal representatives of a deceased
homesteader who - has' died before
earning patent, are relieved of resid-
ence duties. The old act required
that all the duties should be fulfilled.
It also vests certain powers in the
legal representatives not previously
held by them,
IN Case of Insanity,

Section 17—In the event of any per-
son who obtained entry for a home-
stead becoming insane or mentally in-
capacitated, and by reason of such
insanity or mental incapacity being
unable to complete the requirements
necessary for the obtaining of letters
patent, therefor, t:e guardian or com-
mittee of such person, or any person
wio, in the event of his death, would
be -eutitied as his legal repregefidative
to do so, shall only be required to ful-
fil the conditions set forth in section
13 of this act as to the erection of a
habisable house and_as to cultivation

before the iszue of letters patent,pro-

vided that the same shall not issue
until the expiration of three / years
from the data of entry. This facili-
tates the action of the legal represen-
tatives of an insane homesteader in
the matter of duties exempting them
from residence, as in the case of ‘a de-
ceased homesteader.

Section 18—After entry for a home-
stead has been perfected by the per-
son who obtained the same taking in
his own person possession of the
land and beginning residence there-
on,the minister may in case of calam-
ity or illness vouched for by satisfac-
tory evidence or in the case of immi-
grant settlers to their native land to
bring their families to their home-
steads or in other special cases, and
en ext:nsion of time during which
such settler may be absent from his
homestead, without prejudice to his
right, therein, but the time so granted
shall not be reckoned as residence.
This differs from the old act as it re-
stricts the privilege to perfected en-
try. The provisions relating to home-
steaders engaged on active service ss
members of a military force, remair
unchanged. The time so spent max
be reckoned as residence as well a;
a period of three months after dis
charge. Further, if any such settles
80 engaged is incapacitated by wounds
or illness resulting therefrom and un
able to resume hig homestead duties
a patent may be issued to him for tim
land. The privileges allowed settle:g
of perfecting homestead duties by
living together in a hamlet is abok
ished, as is also the plan of co-opera
tion | farming, the present condition
of the country rendering such pro-
vision unnecessary. Those settlers,
however, who previously were allow-
ed these privileges and were also per-
mitted to substitute stock for culti-
vation will b2 allowed to complete
their duties in this way. ' Entries

granted through error, misrepresenta- |

tion or fraud may be cancelled, Also
in cases where the duties are in de-
fault, it is provided that the person
obtaining re-entry may be required to
pay in cash for any improvements
thereon, which may be refunded to
the homesteader who made the im-
provements. This provision now plac-
ed on the statute has been in prac-
tice for some years. An entry obtaii
ed through personation shall’ be can-
celled. This is a new provision. Some
changes have been made regarding
application {for patent, making it
clear to the settler exactly how it may
be done. No certificate of recommen-
dation will henceforth be issued ns
under existing arrangements i is un-
necessary.

Section 24—A person who has ob-
tained entry for a homestead, or in
the event of his death, his legal re-
Qresentative or representatives, or
hig or their assignee or in the event
of his becoming insane or mentally
incapable, his guardian or committee
or any person wno, in ‘the event of
death, would be his legal representa-
tive, may, after the expiration of the
period fixed by this act for the com-
pletion of the requirements, obtain
letters patent for g homestead, make

application for the same and upon
proving, to the shtisfaction of the
agent, or the officer acting for him,

| that such requirements have befn

fulfilled, if such proof is accepted by
the commissioner of Dominion lands,
the person who obtained the entry, or
in the event of his death, his legnal
representative or representatives o1

i his or their assignee, hall be entitled
i to letters patent.
| Section 25—Proof under this sectin

I<hall be in the form of a sworn stat:-
{ment by the applicant corroborated
by the sworn statements of two dis-
irterested parties resident in the wr
cinity, which statements shall b2
made before the local agent, or the
officer acting for him or such other
person as is thereunto authorized by
the minister. Provided that on any
application for letters patent by the
legal representative of the person
who.died or by his assignee or by the
guardian or committee of a person
who became insane or mentally in-
capable, or by one who in the event
of such person’s death would be
his legal representative, the minister
may receive proof of the facts in such
manner as he sees fit to require, and,
upon being satisfied that the claim
has been proved, may allow the same
and cause letters patent to issue ac-
cordingly.
j Bection 26—Letters patent for a
homesiead shall mot issue to any per-
son who is not a subject of His Ma-
jesty by birth or naturalization, pro-
vided that, on completion of the re-
quirements for the obtaining of.let-
ters paterit for a homestead in -ac-
cordance with the provisions of this
act, the same may issue to an alien
who obtained the entry and became
insane or mentally incapable or to
the alien’s Iegal representative or re-
piesentatives of a person- who had
obtained entry and who died. Any
settler who fails to apply for patent
within five years of date of entry
renders his right to the homestead
liable to forfeiture.
Pre-emption.

Pre-emption is an entirely new
provision. The old pre-emption priv-
ilege expired .on th 1st January,1890.

Pre-emption, No. 27—A person who
has obtained entry for a homestead
and who continues to hold the land
included therein, but who has not
acquired or does not hold a pre-emp-
tion, may pre-empt any available
quarter section lying alongside such
homestead or separated therefrom by
only a road allowance, and upon the
payment of a fee of ten dollars, such
quarter . section shall be entered in
the books of the land office’ and
in the returns of the agent as apper-
taining to the homestead, and the
agent shall issue a receipt for such
fee in the form O, in the schedule to
this act.

Pre-Emption Duties.

Upon (a). completion of the require-
ments requisite to obtaining letters
‘or his homestead, (b) residing on his
homestead or on the land so apper—
taining thereto for at least six months
in each of six years subsequent to the
date of entry for his homestead, (c)
cultivating in addition to such culti-
vation as he may be required to make
on his homestead, fifty acres either
on his homestead or on the land so
appertaining thereto and (d) paying
for such land on the terms hereinaft-
er set forth, such person shall be en-
titled to letters patent therefor. Pro-
viding that right to pre-empt a quar-
ter section lying alongside a home-
stead or separated therefrom by ‘a
road allowance, shall not apply to any
quarter section lying alongside or sep-
arated by only a road allowance from
a quarter section taken as part of a
land grant by any railroad company
or ificluded in any tract of land re-
served for the purpose of there being
selected therefrom land for a_railway
land grant.

Terms of Pri:-Emntion.

Section 28—A person who, previous-
ly to this enactment obtained entry
for a homestead but did not acquire
or .does not hold a pre-emption, and
lying alongside whose homestead
there is not a quarter section avail-
able for pre-emption under subsection
I of this section, may after the issue
of letters patent for hig homestead, or
upon completing the requirements re-
quisite to obtain letters patent there-
for, pre-empt any quarter section for
entry as a homestead in the manner
set forth in this section, and upon
the payment of a fee of ten dollars,
for which a receipt shall be issued
as aforesaid, such quarter section
shall be entered in the books of the
land office and “in the returns of the

Isiding upen the quarter

agent as so” pre-empted and after re-
section . 80
pre-empted six months .in each of
three yeara subsequent to. the idate
of pre-emption, cultivating fifty acres
thereon, erecting a house of a value
of at least $300 thereom and .paying
for such on the terims hereipafter get
forth, he shalll bz entitled: to letters
patent for the quarter section, Pro-
vided that if the quarter section so
pre-empted is situated within a dist-
ance of not more th&n nine miles
from the homestead, residence upon
the homestead ynay be reckoned as
regidence on such quarter seotion;
and provided further that when it is
shown to the satisfaection of the gov-
ernor in council that the conditions
ébtaining in any townskip or group
of townships are such as to make the
requirement of fifty acres of cultiva-
tion excassive he may fix a lesser
area.

Form of Apbplication.

Section 28—Applieation to pre-empt
shall be in the form L in the sched-
ule to this act and ghall be support-
ed by affidavit in either of the form
M or N in the said schedule; and the
provisions of section 10 of this act.as
to the time and place of making ap-
plication for entry for a homestead
and as to the making of the same to
a sub agent shall apply to the mak-
ing of an application to pre-empt;
and when such application is made
to a sub agent. he shall give an in-
terim receipt for the fee in the form
K in the same schedule.

Minimum Rate $3.

Seetion 20—The minimum rate pay-
able for land under this section shall
be $3 an acre and the amount to be
paid shall be payable one-third on
the expiration -of three years from the
rate of the receipt for the fee for pre-
emption and the balance in five equal
annual instalments; and interest shall
be payable at the rate of five per
cent. per annum at the end of-each
yar from the time, provided that on
the completion of the requirement re-
quisite under this section for -obtain-
ing letters patent for a pre-empted
quarter section payment in full map
be made for the same a,qg;;}g};_grs pat-
ent ‘thetefore may thereupon -issue.

Section 30—A person who has ob-
tained a pre-emption  to purchass
shall, pending issue of letters, patent,
have the same rights in”“and to the
lands pre-empted as are conveyed by
an entry for a homestead under this
act and the agent’s reeceipts for the
fee in either of the form' O or P in
the schedule to this act shall be the
evidence thereof and the provisions
of this act as to the completion” of
th¢ requirements for obtaining let-
ters patent for a homestead, making
application for letters patent and the
issue thereof in the case of a person
who obtained entry for a homestead
dying or becoming insane or ment-
ally incapable, shall apply. If &
person who has pre-empted a quarter
section fails to fulfil in any year the
requirements of this act in respect
to his homestead or to such quarter
section, the minister- may cancel the
pre-emption and in his discretion
cause to be refunded any moneys paid
on account thereof. :

Eight Years to Prove Up,

Failure on the part .of the person
who has pre-empted/a quarter sec-
tion to apply for letters patent theve-
fore. within a period “of eight  years
from tae date of pre-emption shall
render his right thereto liable to for-
feiture on the order of the minister.
The ordinary right of second entry is
still restricted to those settlers who
become entitled to patent.for their
first homsteads on or before the 2nd
of June, 1889.

No More Liens.

What were known as the lien. pro-
visiong - of the act, whereby money
could under certain conditions be ad-
vanced to intending settlers, and to
become a charge against the land,
have become abolished. The necessity
for this enactment does not how ex-
ist, except insofar as relates to seed
grain or other indébetedness to the
crown, no charge may be created un-
der the statute that will continue teo
be recoverable as provided.

Provision is made for the issue of
a patent to a settler or purchaser who
is indebted to the crown.

Section 33—Agricultural lands shall
only be open for purchase under reg-
ulation from time to time by the ‘gow-
ernor in council and there shall be
no sale to one person under such reg-
ulations of an #rea of land in excess*
of one section without a special order
of the government in council.”

Some changes have been made un-
der the section-setting forth the pow-
ers of the governor in council. Pro-
vision is made for withdrawing any
tract from settlement, also for ‘ex-
change of land with any province,
corporation or person.

. CONYBNTHON' CONCLUDED
von o (Bhupsday's . Dafly) . . :

The comvemtiop of : trustees, have
coneluded their lahors. Sessions were
held yestexday and this morming and
many guestions of vital interest in the
dev, 'opment of Alberta’s school sys-
teth, were discussed. The delegates
hare made provision for permanent

crgamizelion, and will meet annually

in_ fature.

This norning was devoted to the re-
¢2ption of the report of the commut-
tee on resolutions. Two, admirable
papers were given by: Dr. W. D, Fer-
ris, of Edmonten, on the Medical In-
spection of Schools, and by A. Mitch-
ell,, of the department of agriculture,
on the Improvement-ef Rural Seheol
Premises.

The first question that engaged the
attention of the conyention yesterday
was an_address by E. H. Crandell,
chairman of the public school board
of Cagary., He pointed out that the
liberality of  the Govérnment ,was
shown by the grants givenm for (@)
keeping school open, (b) qualifications
of teachers, (c) attendance and -(d)
equipment as set forth in the inspect-
or’'s report. The.object was to in-
crease the efficieney of our - public
schools. - With . the development of
our towns and. cities new. conditions
are arising which' call for.further aec-
tion. The need was being pressed
upon, boards more and more—the need
of special instruction to supplement
the public school program. Calgary
schools had special instruction given
in music, manual training and physi-
cal drill. Other examples would be
found in ‘Edmonton and Winnipeg.
No special grant is- given for such
work in Alberta. He suggested. a spe-
cific grant with an additional sum
contingent upon equipment. He was
in favor of special instructors in writ-
ing, drawing and domestic science.
He thought that the appointment of
city superintendents should be recog-
nized in some tairgible form. Sueh
officials could relieve the inspectors
from the supervision of city. schools
so that more time could be given to
rural schools.

The address provoked a vigorous
discussion to the effect that demands
for special grants might discriminate
against . rural schools. - Superintend-
ent McCaig remarked that the pro-
gram attempted to, co-ordinate -city
and rural interests. It was the case
that encouragement must bo - given
to the expansion of the city school
beyond elementary subjects. The ®x-
pansion should include manual train-
ing and domestic science.. The city
child was behind the country child in
these essentials. Mr, Fowler (Wetas-
kiwin) did net want to see the city
school expand at the expense of the
rural school, but if these subjects had
an ecducational value they should re-
ceive proportionate consideration. In
the higher forms of the city schools
a great many pupils were from the
small towns and rural distriets, and
they would receive direct benefit. We-
taskiwin board is proposing to ask
the co-operation of all the boards from
Red Decr to Strathcona to unite, and
undertake the expense of engaging an
expert in manual training, and do-
mestic science, and are going to ask
the government for a grant.

J. M. Moran, Fort Saskatchewan,
wanted an equivalent for the rural
school. The city already enjoyed ex-
ceptional advantages over the country
school.

In reply to a question of Mr. Ken-
nedy, of Medicine Hat, as to-the. pro-
per’ time .in .the growth of .a city .to
appoint a superintendent to assist the
board, Mr. A. M. Scott of Calgary,
said it depended upon the disposition
of the ratepayers and the influence
of the appointee. . Generally speak-
ing a city should have at least twen-
ty-five teachers before engaging a city
superintendent.

Premier Rutherford.

The .premier, who _had entered the
hall during the, discussion, .was in-
vited te a seat-on the. platform. He
said he was delighted to receive the
suggestion of, Mr. Fleetwood a  few
months. ago to.call a; convention .of
the .trustees for  he felt the conven;
tion could give .valuable aid to the
government. - Referring o the grapts
to city and rural schools the premier
assured the. delegates that there wonld
bz .no diminution - of. grants to .rural
scheols, but that the.government were

apen to etitertain. grants for the legiti--

mate expansion of the city sehoal pro-
gram. He stated that important: leg-
islation wenld be. introduced this ses-
sien -involving .a liberal . support to
secondary edugation upon., which  the
government would be pleased to re-
ceive the suggestions of the eonven-
tion..: s, ot o

This question taken up. by Mr.
Spaulding, of Poplar Lake, is. ‘one
that has been urged by, the rntepéye.re
of the Poplar Lake district. Consgli-
dation, he claimed, aimed at greater
¢fficiency in the teaching, staff, angd
giving the children the a_dvama'ges of
a.secondary education such as chem-
istry, languages, botany and domestic
science. The country, pupil.should
receive the same training at. home
as ig possible for the city pupil. Edu-
cation at home iz a thing most te be
desired. X

With consolidation . there would be
a .more consgtant attemdance, due to
the, fact that trapsporation was pre-
vided, Teachers would stay longer in
a plage. as the salary would be suf-
ficient to maintain a home. His plan
inelud=d a ecentral - building which
could be used as a church; school,
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a considerable revenue.

Mr. Harlan, Edmonton, wanted to
drop the debgte on this question as
it was abead of the times. Mr, Scott,
of Calgary, asked that the attention of
Prof. Robertson, the administrator for
the McDonald fund for thé establish-
men: of consolidated schools, be di-
regted to the ,guestion and ascertain
|if an experiment be made in Alberta.

Mt, Jno. Flucker, Fort Saskatchb-
wan, was heartily in favor. It was not
too premature to discuss the merits
of the scheme.

Mr. Burnell, of Poplar Lake,thought
the time had come when such schools
should be established and that. high-
er instruetion sheuld be. given in the
rural school. He would like to see
music taught. He was in faver of
the advanced pupils acting as assist-

ants to a- highly- qualified teacher.

Salaries of Teachers.

The above question was well dis-
cussad by Supt. J. McCaig, of Edmon-
monton. In his opening remarks Mr.
MecCaig said the sucesss of the ses-
zions were amazing, and justified the
culling of the convention. He advis-
ed the organization of smaller organ-
izations in distriets.
aries, he observed that in the change:
of ‘commercial conditions the salaried
man suffered in good times. Times
were £0 prosperous in the country
that it was difficult to obtain teach-
ers. The salarics were depreciating
becauge €0 many wonen .were going
into the profession. This was good
if it was -not cverdone. He was not
in favor of a minimum limit as that
always became- the maximum with
every schoel board.

The real business of the session
opened with an address from Mr. J.
F. Fowler, of Wetagkiwin, on the sub-
ject, ““A Provincial School Architect.”

Mr. Fowler began Dby pointing out
the importance. of those for whom the
schools. were intended—the  children.
The training they receive will deter-
mine the bent of social and national
life in the future. He was in.favor
of having standard plans and speci-
fications prepared in the
works department for the guidance of
achool boards and schools should be
built aiter sueh plans. No school

approval of an expert in the public
works department. Some features cal-
led attention to were proper lighting,
cloak rooms and stairways, heating
and ventilating. - Upon the latter
phase cof the question the speaker
said that heating should not be left
to the whim of the teacher. Teachers
antd pupils were often ennervated and
breken down by insufficient ventila-
tion, and disease spread by improper
accommodation and unsanitary prem-
The aesthetic side should be
strongly enforcéd. -The interior and
the grounds should be made as beau-
tiful as possible.

In the discussion that followed up-
en the above subject, Mr. W. J. Bro-
therton, Medicine Hat, said that he
would go further than Mr. Fowler. He
suggested that a government inspec-
tor should b2 placad upon the work.
The government generally guaranteed
the debentures. and had a real money
interest 'in the erection of public
schools.
