{HAD HARD VOYAGE

Fony-!‘tve Days for g Four Thousand

Mike Tﬂp From Dmmouth, Eng-
land, to Halifax—Safely Weathered
Storm and . Reaches Port Little
‘Worse of Trip,
Halifax, Jdn. 9—After spending 45}
days in a four thousand mile trip from
Dartmouth, England, during . which
time she encountered storms which
constantly threatened to overwhelin,
her, the little forty-eight ton stedmeér
Alva, built for the Canadjan govern«
ment guarantine service, ‘has arrived
here.

gration from the Western States of
the American union into Canada.

“I made a special effort to examine
all the attractions and inducements
offered by the south,’”” said' Mr. Arm-
strong. ‘I came away safisfied: that
