It is re-
parted that many settlers crazed -with
grief at the loss of families and pro-
perty are roaming the woods, and
géarching parties are constantly going
~ out after the injured, the dead and
demented. One family of nine, one of
seven and one of five were wiped out.
Fire Attacked the Towns at Night.
On Friday night at 8.30 o'clock the
fire attacked Beaudette and Spooner,
and within three minutes after the
‘‘firgt alarm every building was ablaze.

Big Lumber Plant Burned.

It will be impossible to. get details
and the pames of the dead and injured
before tomorrow, and  some of the
dead will not-be found until Spring.
It will be impossible to estimate the
damage or casualties .until later. The
surviving pioneers of Northern Min-
nesota are in need of immediate help.
This morning this town was on fire
irom the International Bridge to
Sixth Street, a distance of half a mile.
Included in the burned area are the
Rat Portage Lumber Company’s mill
and lumber yard containing ten mil-
lion feet of lumber, the Western
Canada Flour Mills Company and
surrounding buildings.

Fire Houses Were Destroyed.

Fifty houses are burned and scores
of . people homeless. Fire is raging
in the woods, as far as can be seen
along the south bank of Rainy River.
1f the wind remains to the north it is
probable the rest of Rainy River will
be saved. Most of all Beaudette.
gituated in Minnesota and the Inter-
national Bridge have so far escaped
the fire, as well as the buildings of
the Shelvin Matheu Lumber Company
al Spooner.

War Road, Minn., Oect. 10.—Latest
reports of the fires in the Rainy River
region in Minnesota increase the hor-
rors of the gituation, if not the num-
ber of lives lost. The estimated num-
her of persons Kkilled range from 75
to- 400. Several conservative men of
business and authority place the
deaths at more than 100. But the
greater concern for the present is the
-rescue-of the' helpless, and the relief
of thousands of homeless men, and
women and children.

Another Body Recovered.

The seventh body and part of a
backbone have been recovered from
the ruins of the Times building. Sev-
eral bodies are known to be. pinned
beneath the mass of twisted steel gir-
ders, but it will be impossible to re-
move them until this:steel has been
rémoved. The bodies are close to-
gether and it is believed that they fell
down the elevator shaft.

It is impossible to identify six of
the bodies recovered. The police are
at present on a twelve-hour shift in-
stead of an eight. The extra four
hours are spent at police headquart-
ers as members of a reserve force,
which numbers one-third of the mem-
bership of the dep&ttment.
