THE FOOD
QUEST]ON.

Now that the Govern-

.ment have yielded to the

popular demand and tak-

en the first step towards
meeting the food crisis that is rapidly
approaching us, the moment is op-
portune to consider the question more
particularly than we have done. Noth-
ing has reached wus concerning the
Commission just appointed beyond
the fact of its appointment, but we
are glad to learn from the Daily News
that its scope will not be limited to a
mere inquiry into food prices. Had
this been the case, no result whatever
could have been expected; and if any
to-day imagine that these gentlemen
can, as if by the wave of a wand, cut
any of these prices down, we tell them
at once that they are deluding them~-
selves. What the Commission can
and should do is to inform those who
suffer from these prices how it is in
their power to control them and keep
them down, and also—what is infin-
itely more important—make more se-
cure the supply of food. As long as
the local price of staple foods,
such as flour, keeps, as it has done,
consistently below the market prices
abroad, it is obvious that no improve-
ment in prices can be made to the
country in general. This is not, as it
might seem, inconsistent with our
previous obdervations on the subject.
Profits have been made by many deal-
ers of which we cannot approve, but
it is undeniable that- they have been
possible owing to the large stocks
carried, and that if these had not been
so large we should have had to keep
pace with the foreign market and so
have suffered from-even higher pric-
es. Our point is, that this carrying
of large stocks is one of the causes
that contribute to the high prices and
is itself only possible  through the
large local demand. That brings us
to the crux of the whole matter. Our
people must cut down their demand
for flour and for many other things.
If they will not do this voluntarily, it
will soon be the duty of the Governt-
ment to compel them to do it.

Why are they making such desper-
ate efforts in the United Kingdom to
increase their home production? The
immediate answer will be, because of
the lack of tonnage and the submar-
ine menace. That is true, but only
half the truth. If the authorities in
England knew that there was a .suffi-
cient supply somewhere, they would
not be ploughing up parks and lawns
and cutting down priceless trees as
they are doing. Conversely, if, with
the supply what it is, they had twice
the tonnage available, they would
still be doing what they are. 1t is be-
cause they know that there is a world
shortage of potatoes and.of wheat that
they are taking these drastic steps.
That shortage affects us, as it affeets
everyone, and must be met in the same
way. We must reduce our consump-
tion of these articles and greatly in-
crease our productimi of others. Ev-
ery possible acre must' be put under
cultivation. We must eat more veg-
etables and more“ﬂah. ‘We must put

here to prove our contention. Choe-
olates and other confections, all kinds
of expensive groceries and  other
unnecessary things are consumed in
great quantities, and the extravagance
is not confined to eatables. When will
the ordinary man realize that waste
on luxuries sends up the price of
necessities, waste, it usually is,

can afford it, and a resulting burden
upon the poor who cannot. It is no-
torious that there never was before so
much money in Newfoundland,, never
a time when its products fetched such
prices, never, despite the war, sO
much prosperity. How much of that
money is being saved, and how much
wasted? These are questions which
the Commission would do well to
bring within the range of their in-
quiries.

There is a certain
amount of consolation in the informa-
tion to hand, although it is unofficial.

New Departure
in Lo_ca_ll Fishery.

It is understood that our local fish-
ermen will do very little fish curing
this summer, owiﬁg to the fact that
two large fresh fish corporations will
be buying up all the “green” fish they
can get. If a suitable price is offered
for cod after coming from the grounds
in all probability scarcely any of our
fishermen will trouble about “mak-
ing” fish this season. The sequence
to this new departure in the fish busi-
ness is that although the use of salt
will be reduced to a minimum, yet
labour in the handling of fish in and
around St. John’s will be killed.

Lscal Merchantman

Leaves Her Bones in the Waters of the
Harbour.

The schooner Mary and Mildred,
Capt. Williams, reached port at two
o’clock this morning with a cargo of
salt, after a lengthy passage. from
Cadiz. The vessel struck a pan of
ice off Cape Spear last evening and
punched a hole, about six inches long
in the starboard bow. =She began to
leak, but the working of the pumps
kept her free until she was safely
docked. About 5 a.m., the pumps be-
came choked with salt so that the in-
rush of water gained headway, flood-
ing the vessel, which gradually began
to settle down in the water and sink:
At 8 o’clock she parted her moorings
and went to bottom, after carrying
away a considerable portion of Davey’s
4vharf. The crew only saved their be-
longings, but the fittings of the vessel
and the Captain’s nautical instru-
ments were not.
With both the - salt and tonnage
question being so acute at the present
juncture the sinking of the Mary and
Mildred is a serious loss. We under-
stand an effort will be made to re-
float the submerged vessel as soon as
the salt cargo is gone out of her. Mr.
G. C. Fearn owns the vessel.

ment. So far, in my opinion, he has
served his country well, but I am afraid
that my approval of his policy must
stop there.

in the first year are the official figures.
Our new Minister would develop that
latent, cave-old mother-knowledge,
and would save the babies. She would
see that the burden of motherhood
was in no case too great to bear. She
would ease the situation with the aid
of the country’s purse.

1 can conceive of her promoting an
astonishing innovation which would
render itself as a terse newspaper
headline: “Pensions for Babies.” And
why not? We pension the old folk
going out of the world. Why not pen-
sion the new, potential citizen?

We want births; ‘let us pay for
them! But the situation is a big one,
extending beyond the male ken into
the realms of sentiment. Oh,  ex-
quisitely of sentiment! This is where
man must stand aside and hand the
business to his highly-endowed mate.

How deftly our Woman Minister of
Matrimony would fling a noose over
the heads of a million young warriors
returning from the front, and lead
them to the altar. How graciously
she would fairy-godmother these same
young millions. How industriously
she would train strong hand in the
velvet glove) all those potential young
mothers.

BALFOUR AT HALIFAX.

States accompanied Balfour. In a
message to His Excellency the Gov-
ernor-General, Balfour pays a tribute
to Canada’s part in the war and ur-
ges that a Canadian representative be
appointed to the joint entente com-
mission at Washington. Balfour’s
message to the Canadian people is as
follows: “I am glad that owing to
chances of war the diplomatic mis-
sion frolm Britain to the United States
should first set its foot upon the soil
of Canada and that it should fall to
me, a Scot by birth, as many thous-
ands of your fellow-citizens, to bear
witness to the heroism and patient
sacrifice of your sons and your daugh-
ters. The roll of honor of the Brit-
ish Empire has many names upon it
which kindle our imagination in men-
tion and have the power to knit us all
together. Upon that roll the names
of Ypres and Vimy Ridge will bear
witness to the world through history
that when the cause was just and the
peril great Canada would spare noth-
ing of what in peace time man holds
dear. I know well that the heroism
and. sacrifice are not confined within
the limits of the battlefield. Sir Rob-
ert Borden had a story to tell in Brit-
ain of the effort prodigally offered to
the Imperial cause by every township
from ocean’s coast to ocean’s coast of
the prudent counsels of your provin-
ces and their statesmen, of the mat-
ters of administration,

and women have performed.
but not least, I would have not for-
gotten to the Empire the service of
Canada in the Red Cross. You have
combined to the utmost limit of your
powers of energy and mercy.

SINKING HOSPITAL SHIPS.

LONDON, April 22.

The Secretary of the Admiralty
gave out the following statement to-
day: On the evening of April 17, the
steamships Donegal and La France,
while transporting wounded British
troops, were torpedoed without warn-
ing. The Ddnegal carried slightly
wounded cases, all British; of these
29 men as well as 12 of the crew are
missing and are presumed to have
been drowned. The La France, in ad-
dition to 234 wounded British officers
and men, carried 167 wounded Ger-
man prisoners, a medical personnel
of 52, and a crew of 123. Of these
the following are missing and pre-
sumed to have been drowned—two
wounded British officers, 11 wounded
British other ranks, one of the Royal
Army Medical Corps, five German
officers, 10 wounded German men of

prisoners were rescued by British pa-
trol vessels at imminent risk of be-
ing themselves torpedced. Owing to
the German practice of sinking hos-
pital ships at sight, and the fact that
distinctive marks and lights on such
vessels render them more conspicu-
ous targets for German submarines,
it has become no longer possible to
distinguish ships’ customary manners,
one of the ships, therefore, though
carrying wounded was not anyway
outwardly distiguished as a hospital
ship. The distinctive marking to be
seen on the other had not yet been re-
moved. Both were provided with es-
cort for protection.

The story of the sinking of the hos-

pital ship La France will rank with
the undying histories of the Birken-
head and Tyndareus. According to a
British officer, the British soldiers
stood to attention while the ship was
slowly sinking beneath them. " Their
conduct was in marked contrast to
that of the Prussian Guardsmen
aboard, who, in the moment .of danger
rushed for the lifeboats. The La

I shall
never forget the behaviour of our own
lads. They tried to stand at attention
crippled as they were, while the gra-
ver cases were being looked after. The
crew and staff remained at their posts
until the last man was taken off.
Some doffed their garments and threw
them to those in the lif¢boats want-
ing warm clothing. Midst the stress
of the tragedy our men $fere able to
strike up some pepular ditties. The
La France was a ship of 6,287 tons
gross, 418 feet long, and built in 1907.
Her owners before the war were the

Booth Steamship Co., of Liverpool.

The Donegal was 1,997 tons gross,
built at Greenock in 1904, and was
331 feet long. The Midland Ry. Co.,
of Belfast owned the steamer before
she was taken over by the British
Admiralty.
