CLOSER CO-OPERATION.

LONDON, To-day.

(Via Reuter's Ottawa Agency)—A
despatch from Sydney, N.S.W., says
that in connection with Capt. Car-
michael’s suggestion for closer co-
operation between South Africa and
Australia, especially with a view to
stimulating recruiting, Acting Prem-
ier Watt cabled to South Africa stat-
ing that if Premier Botha agrees, the
Commonwesalth is willing to open ne-
gotiations with a view to exchanging
Australian and South African public
speakers with the object of assisting
recruiting.

We must necesarily, in whatever pol-
jcy ‘we ‘proclaim, said the Premier,
keep in touch and be in comiplete ac-
cord first with our Allies, There is
a good deal of discussion about a
league of pations. I am certainly one
of those who believe in it ‘but there
are two leagues of nations already in
existence—the British Empire and the
Great Alliance against the Central
Powers. Referring to the Paris re-
solutions he said, “Up to .the present
time America has expressed no opin-
fon upon them, and it is vitally im-
portant that the policy of America
and that of this country should be in
complete agreement, on economi¢ as
well as other problems. An agree-
ment among the Allids means that the
economic fate of the world will be in
the hands of the Great Allled Powers
federated together at present.”

eastward along the northern Bank af
the Ourcq has been blotted out, giv-
ing the Allies much better ground
over which to work ip, further oyt
flanking Soissons on ' teh southeast,
any for P'e"mt‘@‘ fowards Figmes in
eonjunctiog with the troops, particu-
larly the Americans, now holding
strategic poinis north and northeast
of Fere, In this fighting the Allied
troops drove out the Germans who
had been temaciously holding posi-
tions between Piesglere Huleu and the
River and took the high ground north
of Grand Rozoy, pressed on past the
village of Beugneux and arrived be-
fore the villages of Cramoigelle and
Cramaille. The general advance was
about two  miiles, and six hundred
Germans were made  prisoners. The
most important gain, however, was
on the upper westefn point of the V.
southeast of Fere. Here the village
of Cierges and the Meunisre Wood
were taken, a manoeuvre which plac-
es the Germans at the bettom of the
V at St. Gemme, in a seemingly pre-
carious plight, for from the wood and
the village the Allied guns will he
able to rake the  Germans if they
should endeavour to make  their way
towards northward, their only avenme
‘of escape, by an enfilading fire,
Through. the capture of the Meuniere
Wood the width of the V  from:-the
fringes of the forest of Rontigny on
the east has been cut down:relatively
for miles. As has been the caso dup-
ing the past week the Germans con=
tested stubbornly the advance of the
Allied troops, but all to no avail
Bince the-battle of the Marne began
on July 15th, the Allied "troops have
taken more than 34,000 prisoners.
Just what part the American troops
played in Thursday's battle Has®@ot
yet been unfolded, but they dowbtless’
eve}ywhere on the centre of the bat-
tifront were in the thickest' of the
fray.
