The passing of Capt. Robert Dixon 

Cave, at hie residence, Ringwood, Les­
lie St, last evening creates a void 
in our dty and dominion that can 
never be filled. His life, as his many 
acquaintances knew was a strenuous 
one; full of dangers and perils among 
the stormy tempests of the Atlantic 
and other oceans, but the evening 
of it was spent in quietude and his 
transition - to the unknown world 
peaceful—the Angel of Death touched 
him and he slept. Captain Cave was 
a native of St. John’s having been 
boro here about seventy-three years

ago. Like many another Newfound­
land lad of his day, the sea made an 
appealing call which he could not re­
sist, and forgoing the offer of a posi­
tion of ease the youth decided to take 
up the nautical profession. While 
serving his apprenticeship It was soon 
apparent that his was no ordinary In­
tellect, and those with whom he serv­
ed saw in him a great man. When in 
Us early twenties he was given his | 
first command and for nearly forty, 
years he successfully mastered the 
tempests of many eeas. His time was 
spent chiefly in carrying our staple 
product to the foreign markets, and 
few of our mariners had a larger ac- j 
quaintance In the South American j 
ports. While he was ever courteous- ; 
ly received by the Brazilian business : 
people, Captain Cave’s greatest con­
cern were the interests of the New-. 
foundland shippers. Honest and fear- I 
less, a loyal son of the old colony, he . 
was ever ready to uphold the reputa- J

tion of his native country and his 
opinions were always respected. Fif­
teen years ago the deceased retired 
from the sea to accept a position in 
the Civil Service and until a year or 
two ago performed the duties of 
Government guager in connection 
with the Customs Department. In 
October last he was afflicted with 
heart trouble and since then had been 
confined to his room. He knew the 
end was near, but having lived a well 
spent life the Valley of Death had no 
terrors for him, and he entered the 
vale fully conscious, surrounded by 
his family who were incessant in 
their care and attention to him. Cap­
tain Cave leaves a widow,four daugh­
ters, Mrs. A. E. Bennett, of Mission 
City, British Columbia, Mrs. J. 
Hiecock, Mrs. Stanley James, and Miss 
Florence Cave of this city and one 
son. Lt.-Com. Ernest Cave nor resi­
dent In England. Capt. Cave was an 
Ideal husband and father whose great­

Not Yet Completed.
We learn that the Govern­

ment has not yet completed the 
temporary agreement for the 
operation of the railway until 
November 15. In other words 
while the signatures of those 
representing the Company have 
been made to the document, 
Government representa­
tives have not yet signed.^ The 
agreement therefore is null and 
void, until such time as the sig­
natures of the party of the other 
part are attached. What the 
design is in this withholding the 
signatures of the Government 
agents it is difficult to deter­
mine. That they are pledged to 
the completion of the agreement 
goes without saying, but if any­
thing has arisen in the interim, 
restraining the Government 
from carrying out its part of 
the agreement, publicity should 
be given it. The Daily News 
this morning publishes an item 
to the effect that last afternoon 
the Reid Newfoundland Com­
pany issued a bulletin to all em­
ployees announcing the appoint­
ment of Mr. R. C. Morgan as 
General Manager of Railways, 
Steamships and the Express 
Company. From this it may be 
deduced that all parties to the 
agreement have signed and 
agreed to the terms. At the 
same time it must be borne in 
mind that the Prime Minister, 
who is also Colonial Secretary, 
went out to Grand Falls by 
Thursday’s express, and that 
the agreement had not been 
signed by that gentleman in the 
latter capacity up to that time. 
It could not therefore have been 
signed by him during his ab­
sence, unless by deputy. Not 
that the signing or nonsigning 
will make a great deal of differ­
ence in the long run, as the 
Colony has been tacitly commit­
ted to the arrangement—whe­
ther orignal or amended—made 
with the Company. The ques­
tion that naturally arises 
in the minds of the people may 
be briefly given. Has the Gov­
ernment made up their mind to 
abandon their former policy, 
and let the railway operations 
be conducted without any super­
vision on their part? The 
amended agreement may have 
made provision for this, as it is 
most singular that the agree­
ment was still under discussion 
when the House closed, and the 
corrected text had not been sub­
mitted to the members. It is 
more than odd that, according 
to the source of our information, 
the Government have not yet 
made up their mind to sign, and 
yet their refusal cannot be re­
conciled with the fact that 
trains and boats are being run, 
unless it so happens that the 
Government is in a hole. The 
whole story smacks of the mys­
terious, whichever way it is 
read, but there need be no doubt 
in the minds of any person as to 
who will have to bear the re­
sponsibility of financial loss. 
The taxpayers of this unfor­
tunate island will have to teat 
the bilL It is a pleasant 
pect they, have to visualise.

Discovery Day.
To-day (Saturday), the feast of St. 

John the Baptist is "Discovery Day” in 
the history of Newfoundland, for on 
June 24th, 1497—so history tells us— 
John Cabot made his landfall at Cape 
Bonavista (disputed by some), having 
been out fifty-three days from Bristol, 
in a little ship called the Matthew, 
manned by sixteen English sailors and 
one Burgundian. The following ex­

"This year (1497) on St. John the 
Baptist’s Day, the land of America 
(Newfoundland) was found by mer­
chants of Brlstowe, In a ship of Brls- 
towe (Bristol) called the Matthew, the 
which said ship departed from the port 
of Brlstowe, the 2nd of May, and came 
home the 6th of August following."

CAPT. EDWARD’S REPORT.
A most optimistic report of the 

trade of this country has been prepar­
ed by Capt B. J. Edwards, late Senior 
Trade Commissioner in Canada and 
Newfoundland.

Like most other countries, New­
foundland has been passing through 
a period of depression, but confidence 
is felt that the resourses of the coun­
try, combined with the spirit of the 
people, will lead to a epeedy recovery. 
Tribute is paid to the thriftiness of 
the people, many people of the work- | 
lng classes having saved enough to tide 
them over hard times.

“Fishing Is the oldest Industry of, 
Newfoundland,” says the Commission- . 
er, and It still appears to be the gov­
erning factor which regulates the life 
and business of the community. A plea 
Is advanced for more co-operation 
from the United Kingdom, and parti­
cularly from manufacturers who use 
eod oil or cod liver oil. The report 
also urges that fishermen’s requisites 
—nets, lines, warm clothing, and rub­
ber boots—should be exported to New­
foundland in greater quantities from 
Great Britain.

The main purpose of the report Is 
the encouragement of trade between 
the United Kingdom and Newfound­
land. During the year 1920-21 New­
foundlands imports from the United 
Kingdom were valued at 83,280,806, a 
tolling off of over a million dollars 
from the previous year. The percent­
age of British imports was only 11:2 
as against the 51:3 of Canada and the 
33 of the United States. In a section 
headed “Suggestions to British Manu­
facturers" the Commissioner says: “I 
cannot too strongly urge upon United 
Kingdom manufacturers the import­
ance of visiting Newfoundland per­
sonally, or of sending their representa­
tives at frequent intervals. Many 
manufacturera arrange for Canada to | 
be visited periodically, but completely 
Ignore Newfoundland.”

FURTHER RESOLVED, That in 
the opinion of this Committee per­
mission to operate wheels of fortune 
or any like methods of obtaining 
money should be granted only to in­
dividuals or clubs who are directly 
concerned with regatta work, and 
that the President of this Committee 
communicate this opinion to Bowring 
Bros., Ltd.

In reply to the above the following 
letter from Judge Morris was read at 
last night’s meeting of the Regatta 
Committee:
To J. L. Noonan, Esq.,

I Secretary Regatta Committee.
' Dear Sir,—I beg to acknowledge 
the receipt of your communication of 
the 10th inst., enclosing copy of reso­
lutions passed at the last meeting of 
the Regatta Committee.

The resolutions record the follow­
ing: /

(1) That In the opinion of this 
Committee, the use of the grounds on 
Regatta Day shall be as far as pos­
sible devoted to purposes immediately 
connected to the successful carrying 
out of the Regatta.

(2) In the opinion of this Commit­
tee permission to operate wheels of 
fortune or any like method of obtain­
ing money, shall be granted only to 
Individuals or clubs who are directly 
concerned with Regatta work.

In reply I may say I am In accord 
with the Committee’s opinion as set 
forth In the resolutions. The Presi­
dents of the different Boat Clubs 
ha.ve represented to me that they are 
short of the necessary funds for the 
purpose of purchasing and outfitting 
some of the boats necessary to suc- 
cesfully carry on the Regatta, and I 
have therefore decided under existing 
conditions not to grant permission 
for the running of wheels of fortune 
cn the course on Regatta Day except 
to the Presidents of the Boat Clubs 
applying for same.

Mr. Eric Bowring wrote, granting 
permission to use the course and ex­
pressing himself as being in accord 
with the resolutions passed at the 
last meeting.

The Portuguese Tax,
BON MARCHE NO GROUNDS FOR PROTEST.

A communication under date of June 
7 having reference to Consular Fees 
levied on shipments of fish to Oporto, 
has been received by the Secretary of 
the Board of Trade from Messrs. Lind 
and Couto. The following is an extract 
from the letter:—

“We have to-day received à letter

In one of hie recent historical let­
ters to the Evening Telegram, the Rev. 
Canon Lockyer of Trinity gavé, an in­
teresting record of how Captain Robert 
Newell Jones, master of the brigantine 
"Dolphin" was captured by the French 

t about one hundred years ago while on 
a voyage from Trinity to Poole, Eng­
land. These reminiscences of our his­
torical friend brings up other good 
stories of'other Newfoundlanders who 
were captured by the French during 
the wars of Napoleon. The following 
letter will give full particulars as to 

"the fate of Mr. James Hollett of Burin, 
the facts of which are incontrovertible 
gnd will undoubtedly be perused by Aie 
thousands of readers of the Telegram, 
both at home and abroad, with the 
greatest interest:—

ARRAS, France, 
April 11th. 1812. 

Mr. Joseph and Philip Hollett.
Having an opportunity to forward 

letter from France to England, we have 
embraced it by writing a few lines to 
you, not hearing from you oince writ­
ing of date April 11th. 1811—which 
causes a suspicion in us that you never 
received it—which serves to inform 
you that your brother departed this 
life April 10th. 1811—-after six week’s 
illness. In the first place he was seiz­
ed with a fever and a breaking out in 
his body which after a few days proved 
to be Smallpox, but being sensible to 
the last he requested in his sickness 
that he would wish a WHI to be made 
out so as to avoid any disputes after 
his decease—and leaving the affair 
with us we acted accordingly, to bis 
request—which shall again forward to 
you the copy of it.
A TRUE COPY OF MR. JAMES HOL- 

LETTS WILL.
In the name of God. Amen.

I, James Hollett, a native of Great 
Burin, Placentia Bay, Newfoundland, 
now detained prisoner of war in the 
hospital of Arras, being in a weak 
state of health, but sound in mind and 
memory, thtfnks be given unto God. 
But calling to mind the. Mortality of my 
body, and knowing it is appointed for 
all men to once for to die, therefore I 
do, for avoiding controversies after my 
decease! make and ordain this my last 
will and testament That is to say 
principally and first of all, I recom­
mend my Soul into the hands of the 
Almighty God that gave it, and my 
Body to the Dust, nothing doubting but 
at the general Resurrection I shall re­
ceive the same again by the Power of 
God. And touching such worldly Es­
tate, wherewith it has pleased' God to 
bless me with in this life—I give—de­
mise and bequeath in the following 
manner, viz—to my Honoured' Father 
and Mother, John and Dinah Hollett, 
Brothers and Sisters what money that 
belonged to me, equally to be divided 
amongst them. Furthermore I give de­
mise and bequeath to my Brothers 
Philip and Joseph Hollett all and every 
Messuage, Lands and Tenements and 
Hereditaments whatsoever, Which I al­
so charge with the payments of my 
Legacies.

In witness whereof I have hereunto 
set my hand, and seal in the Hos­
pital of Arras, (Empire of France.) 
this fifth day of April in the year 
of Our Lord One Thousand Eight 
Hundred and Eleven, and in the 
Fifty and First year of the reign 
of H.M. King George the Third 
over United Kingdom of Great 
Britain and Ireland etc., etc.

The art of writing was evidently 
studied in those days as the old docu­
ment is almost copper-plate in excel­
lence. The city of Arras, (France,) 
will undoubtedly interest many of our 
returned soldiers, as our Regiment was 
stationed in that locality for quite a 
while during the last year of the Great 
War. Probably some of our Regiment 
have some idea where this Prison Hos­
pital was situated, or it still in exist­
ence.

The ship “Swallow” belonged to 
Newman A Co., and sailed for Harbor 
Breton, but owing to one of the seamen 
taking dll, they put Into the port of 
Burin, and shipped James Hollett in 
his place. Off the Grand Banks they 
were chased by a French privateer, 
and after a stiff fight, the Swallow, 
although mounted with cannon, was 
forced to surrender, as her captain 
was badly wounded. A passenger on 
board" the Swallow was Mr. James 
Newman, one of the principals of the 
firm, and they were all taken prisoners 
of war to France. They were prison­
ers for nearly three years. The let­
ter accompanying the will is address­
ed to his brothers Joseph and Philip 
Hollett, and is signed by James New­
man and John Foote. There are many 
descendants still living in Burin, 
amongst them the enterprising and 
well known master mariner, Capt. Ro­
bert F. Hollett of the Roy Bruce, Miss 
Ella E. Hollett and many others. I 
have to thank my genial friend, Mr.

THE ADVENTURES OF CAPT. JAMES ' 

NORMAN.
' Capt. James Norman of Brigus had 

a most romantic adventure while on a 
passage from Liverpool to St. John's, 
in the year 1812. James Norman was 
the father of the late Capt. Nathan 
Norman, so well known as Member in 
the House of Assembly for Brigus, as 
well as one of the most successful 
seal-killers and planters in Newfound­
land, and who has many descendants 
residing in Brigus, St John’s, Harbor 
Grace and elsewhere to-day. Capt. 
James Norman was in the employ of 
Messrs. Job Bros. & Co., and his vessel 
had a valuable cargo of goods on board. 
He was a native of Jersey, and was as 
fluent speaker of the- French Lan­
guage as he was of the English. He, 
and his crew, were placed on the 
quarter-deck, and to his surprise he 
found an Admiral of the French Service 
was aboard, and was there to inspect 
them. To his delight he recognized in 
the Admiral an old school-fellow of his 
before he had left the Channel Islands 
to reside in Brigus. ' He quickly drew 
the attention of the Admiral to the fact 
of their being classmates in their boy­
hood days, and after some conversa­
tion about the good old times ttiey 
spent in Jersey, the Admiral whispered 
to him, “I can do nothlng'for you just 
now, but will help you as soon as the 
opportunity offers." The ship and her 
valuable cargo was confiscated, and 
the Admiral then took charge. " In 
commemoration of their* early friend­
ship and association the Admiral ar­
ranged that Capt Norman and his crew 
should be again placed In charge, and 
before parting the Admiral handed 
him a letter of instructions, which read 
that out of regard for their friendship, 
and rather than destroy the ship and 
cargo, he gave both as a free gift to 
the captain with the proviso that he 
was to return to France, and not to 
Newfoundland.

It is very doubtful if any of the 
French officers had any idea of what 
passed between the Admiral and Capt. 
Norman, but the latte? accepted his in­
structions, and thanked the Admiral 
for his kindness, in once more placing 
Mm in charge of his vessel. Needless 
to say that as soon as the French war­
ship was out of sight, Capt Norman 
changed his course and proceeded with 
all speed possible to St. John’s New­
foundland, and handed over the vessel 
to Messrs. Job Bros & Co., as if noth­
ing extraordinary had happened. This 
story is handed down to us by Mrs. 
Makinson of Brigus, now in her eight­
ieth year, and a granddaughter of Capt. 
James Norman—the hero of the above 
adventure. It is only a story of the 
real old Brigus Vikings who have done 
so much to build up Newfoundland, 
and make her name famous in all parts 
of the world.

They were Vikings 
in the true sense of the word, and my 
old schoolmate Capt William J. Bart­
lett, as well as his heroic son, Capt 
Bob, are no exception, but stlli uphold 
the deeds of daring and the successful 
careers of their illustrious ancestors.
