Tae Peace Oror. — The Delaware
peach growers are beginning to protest
once more that the crop is going to be a
very light one.

“falling off.” This dropping of the fruit
is explained by last winter's severe cold.
In the northern end of the peach district
it killed last year's growth of wood (on
which this year's peaches mainly grew)
and almost entirely destroyed the crop,
while farther south it so impaired the
vitality of the tree that now the fruit
falls, The drouth too, has had a very
injurious influence, weakening the tree
and drying up the peaches.
