Both houses were insured, so that
there will be little loss beside that sus-
tained by damage to the furniture, which
must be considerable, as almost every
article in Mr. Maddock’s house was car-
ried into the street. Had it not been
that the high wind was blowing from the
east, nothing could have saved the frame
houses from total destruction.

The eause of the fire is not positively
known, as when Mrs. Maddock observed
it, considerable progress had been made;
but there is good renson to believe that
the children in that vicinity, who seem
to have a weakness for fire, were playing
in Mr. Hornbustle's shed with their
favorite toy, and started the flame.

There are
hundreds of other ways in which
these most .servicable anmimals are
made to suffer, which it is not neces.
sary to enumerate,
We wouid not do any orfe the in-
justice of saying that these cruelties
are the result of wilfulness, They
usually arise from want of sufficient
thought: but to ensure the measure
of attention to this subject which its
importance demands, cases of fool-
hardiness and desire of display should
be dealt with as harshly as the law
allows. Cases lilke that of the indi.
vidual who boasts how hard he can
« cut” with a whip should be made
an exgmple of, in order that those
who see in such®a man all that is
noble and praise-worthy may be
warned how they deal with the ani.
mals given into their subjection for
mutual help, and for the proper use
o.II' l“l'hlch they will be held respon-
sible.

We trust that the authorities will
exercise due diligence in regard to
this subject, feeling that if an occa-

WHEREAS, it is expedient to erect a

new Town Hall and Market Housein the

Town of Guelph required for the use of

the Corporation of the said Town. and

on land belonging to the Corporation.

dient for the Corporation of the Town

| of Guelph to raise by way of loan the

_sum of twenty-five thousand dollars, and
to create o de‘t of twenty-five thousand
dollars for the purpose of providing for
the amount required in the erection of
the said new Town Hall and Market
House,

And whereas, it will require an amount
of two thousand one hundredand eighty-
one dollars to be reised annually by
special rate on all taxable property within
the munieipality of the Town of Guelph
for paying the said debt and interest
under this By-law.

And whereas, the amount of the whole
rateable property of the municipality
of the Town of Guelph, irrespective of
any fulure iccome thereef, and irrespec-
tive of any inerease in the nature of tolls,
interest or dividends, or returns from the
said work ; and also, irraupectiﬂe of any
interest from the temporary investment
of the sinking fund or mmclpﬂ’money
to be raised hereunder, or any ‘part
thereof, was according to the last réyised
Assessment Roll $2,099,100.
