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COLORADO RLfZZARD.

The Worst Storm Since Winter of 1895.

Denver, Colo., Dec. 20.—The worst 
snow and wind storm since the storm 
of 1805 has raged in Colorado today.

Philadelphia, Dec. 19.—Miss \oltair- 
ine Leclyre, a noted anarchist, and a 
teacher of languages, was today shot 
and mortally wounded by Herman Hels- 
cher, a former pupil. The ^’oman is 
dying in a hospital and Helscher is in 
custody. Love affairs are said to be the 
cause of the deed.

When arrested Helscher s only ex­
planation was: We were sweethearts, she 
and I. (She broke my heart and deserv­
ed to be killed.

(Miss Leclyre is 36 years old, and her 
assailant is 35. The shooting occurred 
on the street, in broad daylight, apd 
was witnessed by a score of people. Miss 
Leclyre was standing at 
(Helscher disguised himself by means of 
a false beard, approached from the rear 
and accosted her. Almost at the same 
time he drew a revolver from hie pocket 
and pointed it at the woman, who at­
tempted to run away. She had1 gone 
only a few steps, when he began firing 
upon her. After discharging five shots 
at the fleeing woman, three of which 
took effect, he replaced the pistol in his 
pocket and was arrested. Miss Leclyre 
ran a short distance and then sank ex­
hausted.

In­
quiries made at the Foreign office subse­
quent to the Cabinet meeting brought 
no response. The announcement that 
President Castro has entrusted United 
States Minister Bowen with full pow­
ers to arrange a settlement was received 
•t the Foreign office with much interest. 
The despatch which contained this an­
nouncement was immediately taken to 
the foreign secretary. Lord Lansdowne. 
It apparently conveyed to the Foreign 
office officials the first definite news that 
such action had beenn taken.

Berlin, Dec. 18.—A fact which im­
presses the foreign observer here is the 
quiet indifference of the newspapers and 
people toward the Venezuelan affairs. 
Not si Berlin newspaper has a leading 
article on the Venezuelan affair. Today 
the news published is largely an abstract 
of what the London and New York pa­
pers are saying. The Germans «appear 
to be astonished at the commotion in 
Great Britain and the United States 
over what is regarded here as a mere 
episode. Few of the German newspa­
pers have correspondents in New York, 
but those who are there telegraph that 

' Grmany is seemingly without one friend 
in the country, and trace the cause to 
Germany’s attitude towards the United 
States during the Spanish-American 
war. The popular feeling in Great Brit­
ain against co-operation with Germany 
is attributed here to the German peo­
ple’s bearing towards Great Britain dur­
ing the South African war, but if public 
opinion has little concern as yet over 
Venezuela, the. Foreign office here is 
extremely sensitive over the develop­
ments of public feeling abroad, and es­
pecially in the United States. The rea­
son for delay in doing anything that 
will change the situation, either by re­
plying to Venezuela’s proposition made 
through Minister Bowen, issuing block­
ade regulations, or taking any forward 
step is because it is thought better to 
remain passive for a few da vs and see 
liow far oublie feeling in the United 
fit a tes will go.

Scranton, Pa., Dec. 18—The coal strike 
committee listened today to further testi­
mony tending to show that a reign of 
terror existed in the anthracite coal 
fields during the five aud half months 
of the mine workers strike. About a1 
score of witnesses were called during 
the cwo sessions by the attorneys for 
the non-union men. They told of serious 
boycotts, brutal attacks by crowds of 
men, women and boys, and an attempt 
to burn the house of a non-union man. 
In most instances the witnesses testi­
fied that the alleged offenders were 
members of the miners union. The law- 
jrers for the miners objected frequently 
to the admissions of testimony on hear­
say, and sometimes objected because of 
irrelevancy of certain other statements. 
Chairman Gray said the commission 
not bound by any strict rules of evidence 
•but asked counsel to confine themselves 
in examining witnesses as far 
sible to direct evidence.

•“* he said, wanted to know whether 
reign of terror existed in the anthra­

cite region and it could not get that in­
formation if the strict rules of evidence 
were applied. ‘The coward who will 
go to the storekeepers,” he said, “and 
tell the ni not to sell the necessaries of 
life to a poor woman, usually seeks the 
obscurity that the law of evidence 
throws around him.

\July, when German co-operation 

was first mooted, the British govern­
ment fully recognized tihe possibility of 
war with Venezuela, and only postpon­
ed action until the winter at the sugges­
tion ocf the Admiralty, and in order to 
avoid the unhealthy season.

■Scranton, Pa., Dec. 17.—The anthra­

cite coal operators opened their side of 
the controversy with the mine workers 
today before tbe strike commission, and 
the attorneys for the non-union men be­
gan calling witnesses. The session to­
day was possibly the liveliest yet held 
by the commission. At the morning ses­
sion the miners’ lawyers cuallenged the 
fairness of certain wage statements 
handed to the commission by the Penn­
sylvania Coal Company, and in the af­
ternoon Lawyer Darrow had a spirit­
ed discussion with Chairman Gray as 
to whether or not the miners should 
have the right to know who is paying 
the lawyers representing the non-union 
men before the commission. Mr. Dar­
row asserted that they were employed by 
the coal operators. Preceding this, 
Simon P. Wolverton, counsel for the 
Reading Company, who delivered the 
opening address on behalf of all the 
large coal companies, made the point 
that the recognition of the union is not 
an issue 'before the commission, which 
brought out a protest from Mr. Dar­
row. The latter claimed that if it were 
not, then the operators should be for­
bidden from presenting testimony that 
tended to show that the union was re­
sponsible for all the alleged violence at­
tempted during the strike. The al­
leged unfairness of the wage statements 
came to the notice of the commission as 
a result of its inquiry into the child la­
bor question in this vicinity. Several 
little girls testified on Monday that they 
worked all nght in a silk mill in order 
to help their fathers get along who were 
employed in the mines and received 
poor pay.

Yesterday Everett Warren, who repre­
sents the Pennsylvania Coal Company, 
handed to the commission a memoran­
dum showing that oné father last year 
received about $1,400 for himself and la­
borer, and that the other received $1,- 
tiOO for himself and laborer. At the 
opening of the session today the miners 
placed the two parents on tbe stand and 
they swore that the earnings mention­
ed was divided among four to six men.

Chairman Gray then requested coun­
sel for the company to indicate in his 
statement handed up, whether the figuies 
given are for one, two or more men.

General Manager May said: “The 
Pennsylvania Coal Company has two 
systems, one where lour men work in 
a place, and known as a four-handed 
place, and another where there are only 
two men, and known as a two-handed 
place. The company, he said, does not 
pay the laborer; it only pays the man 
in whose name the place appears. Mr. 
Darrow cross-examined him, and the 
latter said he did not know whether two, 
four or six men worked to earn the 
money indicated on the memorandum 
handed to the commission, adding that 
he got the figures from the auditor of the 
company.

The impression exists here that one 
of the problems engrossing his attention 
is that of reduction works to treat the 
ores of the Kootenay and the Nickel 
Plate mines.

The Kootenay ore is gold-copper, as 
arc the other ores, but it also carries 
an excess of iron sulphide sufficient to 
make the ore self-fluxing by reason of 
its iron contents, and, even more import­
ant from the viewpoint of' economical 
treatment, sufficient sulphur to furnish 
its own fuel in the pyritic smelting sys­
tem.

The establishment of a pyritic smelter 
or other reduction works has been in 
the air for some time.

Mr. Milne has spent the past week 
about the mines with a Butte engineer, 
and it is believed that the approaching 
winter will see some development in 
connection with the reduction 
problem.

APPALLING LOSSES.
It is officially calculated that there ar3 

not 20,000,000 sheep left in New South 
Wales, compared with 60,000,000 fiv^ 
years ago. Squatters have dismissed 
the bulk of their employees, retaining 
only a few hands necessary to burn the 
carcases of sheep and cattle where they 
have dropped dead in the paddocks, 
which in many cases present a spectacle 
of ash-heaps, the result of burning the 
dead animals.

One man who originally had 25,000 
sljeep preserved by artificial feeding, 
saw the majority die, and lately, in con­
sequence of the price of fodder, he cut 
the throats of the survivors. Another 
claims that he spent £100,000 on fodder. 
Thirty thousand sheep have died within 
fifteen miles radius of Marsden, New 
South Wales, since the recent shearing. 
It is stated that one station in the neigh­
borhood lost 12,000 sheep within a week; 
another sheared 9,200, but mustering 
them shortly afterwards found there 
were only 2,000 left. These were turn­
ed adrift on the road in the hope of their 
reaching grass, but the latest accounts 
say that hundreds are dying on the 
journey.

“It is true that conditions in some 
localities make it impossible to establish 
and maintain hatcheries, and for this 
reason I see no objection to co-operation 
oh the -part of -the Government toy the 
establishment of Government hatcheries 
ito supplement and encourage private en­
terprise under -the regulations, tout I do 
not think the Government should as­
sume the entire burden.”

The local interest in the above des­
patch rests in the fact that nine-tenths 
of the salmon canneries mentioned are 
situated in the disputed territory, and 
are actually in Canada. The necessity 
of replenishing the rivers with salmon 
fry shows, beyond a doubt, the injury 
which Canada is sustaining through the 
apathy of the Imperial Government in 
delaying -the settlement of the Alaska 
boundary.

mony of all the branches of human 
knowledge, bringing them into their pro­
per reciprocal relations with one another, 
-with man aê a whole, and with the Su­
preme Being, 
is an imperfect and incomplete attempt 
at the realization of this ideal. It is 
quite natural therefore that any increase 
in the scope of science and philosophy, 
any broadening ot human intelligence 
and deepening of human sympathies, 
should' result in a straining of old sys­
tems of theology, admitted by all not to 
be untrue, -but to be imperfect expres­
sions ot the truth. It is equally natural 
that the dogmatic impedimenta, as well 
as the customs and prejudices of the 
churches, should resist this process ot 
extension. In other words, an organized 
system of theology expressed in hard and 
fast dogmas is more slowly developed 
to a higher plane than the religious oon- 
sciousuess of humanity. Dogmatized 
theology follows new movements, it does 
not lead them. Now, if that is so, any 
period ot the world’s history distinguish­
ed by marked intellectual activity and 
broadening of the scope of investigation, 
will be equally marked by divergence of 
the individual from concurrence in dog­
ma previously held by wholesale. But 
why should this keep men away from 
church? Why, if they are in sympathy 
with the general teaching of the dif­
ferent churches, should they absent 
themseives from public worship, evi­
dently a decent and becoming thing to 
itself? We think it is because the 
churches demand, or what is the same 
thing, so far as results are concerned, 
men think they demand an attitude of 
mental submission on the part of those 
who frequent them, to all that is said or 
sung during public worship. Is this not 
so? Perhaps it should not be so. Per­
haps it is not the spirit in which pas­
tors nowadays wish their congregations 
to approach the services. But it is 
quite certain nevertheless that the reason

As 
a general rule a good driving mare will 
cross well with a hackney. If govern­
ment inspection of horses, such as is 
carried on in Quebec, could be carried 
out, free from political intrigue, it 
would be a good thing in any country. 
The horsemen have, however, the whole 
question in their own hands; the scrub 
stallion only exists because he is patron­
ized. If breeders demand pure-bred 
stallions, the scrub will have to go out 
of business. Some farmers seem to 
think fhat because they have not got a 
choice mare, it is not worth while to 
pay from $10 to $15 fee for a good stal­
lion, but they take a scrub at from $4 to 
$8. This is a great mistake; if a mare 
is worth breeding at all. she is worth, 
breeding to the best stallion procurable. 
The great need of the horse business is 
more intelligence and enterprise among 
the horsemen, rather than government 
regulations.

Washington, Dec. 19.—Secretary; Hay 

has received partial responses from the 
Governments of Great Britain, Germany 
and Italy respecting the proposal to ar­
bitrate the Venezuela difficulties. Great 
Britain is favorable to arbitration with 
proper safeguards. Germany accepts 
arbitration principle, but finds a multi­
tude of smajl adjustments to be made 
(before entering into the agreements. 
Italy, as the junior partner of the allies, 
declares that she is favorable to arbitra­
tion, but probably will be bound by the 
action of the senior powers.

As far as Great Britain is concerned 
the safeguards referred to are believed to 
relate to the question of guarantee, 
which is full of difficulties

The official day closed without 
further developments here respect­
ing the Venezuelan complications. 
The status of the arbitration proposi­
tion, on which everyone waits was, that 
with a willingness to accept such a 
solution in principle, no one of the allies 
was ready to submit unreservedly to ar­
bitration as in each case there were re­
servations or conditions insisted upon. 
Mr. Bowen, it is reported, wishes to 
come to Washington in order personally 
to effect an adjustment with the resident 
ambassadors of the allies, but while the 
State Department makes no statement 
upôn the point it is believed that it does 
not regard this plan with favor. It is 
pointed out here, in connection with the 
project to refer the matter to the Hague 
tribunal that in some phases the dis­
putes will not admit of arbitration such 
is the case for instance, -vyhere thfc? at­
tacks on British and German subjects 
and the German legation at Caracas, 
and arrests of consular officials have 
made the Venezuelan offence equivalent 
to attacks on the nntional honor of allies 
and such to be atoned for only by an 
ample apology. The Hague tribunal 
could not, arbitrate such issues, but it 
is pointed ont at the State Department 
that the claims are divisable, and that 
if President Castro chooses to render 
the necessary apologies that the remain­
ing questions can properly go to the 
Hague. It is believed that the United 
'States Government inclines to the view 
that there is a disposition to insist need­
lessly on guarantees for the payment by 
Venezuela tof any judgment that might 
be rendered against her iby the arbitra­
tion.
