SPORTING-CLEANING UP THE WARD.

Th* regeneration of bt. Aobn’s ward is 
being gradually effected. The removal of 
the fence along the Queen street avenue, the 
opening of additional roads thereioto, the 
extension of Elizabeth street through the 
Yang* street avenue, tbe removal of the 
gates in several other places, bsvc all been 
in tbe right direction, and now we notice a 
movement on foot to open Centre and 
Obérant streets into the Yonge street 
avenue; It was because the ward was 
fenced in that it became a nest; now that 
they are running streets through it is im­
proving.

Bnt there is still more important work to 
Be done. There is a class of poor taverns, 
gni whiskey-selling groceries existent in 
the ward. They ought to be rooted out, 
and we believe the commissioners are 
tikriy to hereafter refuse them licences. 
There are six tavern and seven grocery 
licences of this kind in tbe ward, back of 
Yonge and Queen street*. Once these low 
groggeries are got rid of there will be a 
great improvement in the ward and in 
it* people. We don’t believe the working­
men of the ward want all these liquor shops; 
they would not be allowed in the other 
more fashionable sections of the city set 
apart for dwelling houses, and therefore 
should not be foiated on th, poorer people 
of 8t. John’s ward/

St. John's ward is destined to be the moat 
valuable portion of the city. It 1» immedi­
ately north of the new centre of the city 
that is forming around Bay and York 
streets and extending northward. What 
will do mupb toward an i-aily realization of 
its true position in the city will be letting 
in the light by more new streets, and 
weeding out the low groggeries.

CATERER,A London piper eaya : “ We are, so to 
any, in » state of siege, certainly under the 
very strictest military and police surveil­
lance. As night conns on we see sll tbe 
public buildings delivered over to soldiers, 
gates are closed, sentinels with rifles loaded 
with ball eartFÛgXpace rapidly to and fro, 
and some large apartment is for the nonce 
turned into a guard room.

arc. The tone of the Kiench papers is 
significant. They say that Uebrszza is no 
longer a half-clad, penniless explorer, bnt 
the commander of a -French man-of-war, 
with a regiment t-f trained troops and 
20,000 stand of arms at his command, and 
able and anxims to requite Stanley's 
insolence. Bri'ish interests on the coast 
are important and increasing, and Stanley 
has such a large coinin' mol following that 
his progress is watched with great anxiety.
