Peace. London, Jan. 21.—An election was held at 

Hartlepool to-day to fill the Parliamentary 
seat made vacant by the death of Thomas 
Richardson. Mr. Furness (GHadstonian 
ceived 4603 votes, against 4305 polled 'by Mr. 
Gray (Unionist). At the last election Mr. 
Richardson, who stood as the Liberal Union­
ist candidate, received 3381 votes, M. L. 
Hawkes, Home Ruler, polling 2469. __

The constituency has always been very 
strongly Liberal, having been carried on one 
occasion by a Liberal candidate by 
to one. the late Liberal member, 
ardson, carried the constituency in 1885 by 

1000 majority, and it is safe to say that 
had he remained with the Glads tomans 
he would have again won the seat for 
them in 1886. He was a man of great wealth 
and influence, being an engine builder and 
ship-owner witnin the constituency, and it is 
probable that it was owing to his personal 
: nfluence and position that over 1200 Liberal 
votes were given him as the Unionist candi­
date. The present election was fought out 
with a more strict regard to the great issue 
before the country.

Mr. Christopher Furness, the successful 
Glads ton ian candidate, is a son of the late 
Mr. John Furness, who removed to W est 
Hartlepool shortly after the çoromencement 
of the town. There Mr. Christopher Furness 
was bom and educated and settled in the 
shipping and ship-broking business. He is 
interested in the Middleton Shipbuilding 
Yard, in the Hartlepool Salt and Brine 
Company, and other undertakings. Mr. 
Furness is a member of the West Hartlepool 
Council and has filled many other local of­
fices. He is one of the largest owners of 
steam shipping on the northeast coast.

The defeited candidate is also a shipbuilder 
and his establishment is one of the largest 
in the north. He was councillor, aldérman 
and mayor in the old borough of Hartlepool, 
and was the first mayor «of the jubilee 
borough of West Hartlepool. He is a director 
of the Northeastern Railway Company and 
in religioÙB views a Presbyterian. He was 
knighted in May, 1890.

The Daily News says the victory of Mr. 
Furness at Hartlepool is the most splendid 
victory since the general election.

The thaw is general throughout England 
and in consequence thousa nds of those who 
have been deprived of enjoyment by the 
closing of inland navigation and the recent 
rigorously ool 1 weather are resuming work. 
The effects of the storm are stiK felt, how- 

The poor-boxes kept in the magis­
trates’ courts are exhausted in answering the 
calls of respectable and well-recom­
mended hungry people and thousands are 
known to be starving at home sooner than 
except the alternative of going to the work- 
house. The Salvation Army shelters are 
crowded and for several nights many have 
had to be turned away for lack of accommo­
dation. The charge at these shelters for 
supper, bed and breakfast is four pence, 
but those without money are received and 
allowed to pay in labor.

Disastrous floods have occurred in many 
parts of the country, especially in Kent, 
where roads, bridges and even houses have 
been swept away.

The seaport of Focamp, at the mouth of 
the Focamp River, is inundated. The town 
was flooded so quickly that it was with diffi­
culty the inhabitants were rescued.

In Paris the authorities are hiring addi­
tional buildings for the reception of the 
destitute, many of whom wander all night in 
the streets.

The warming rooms for the poor in Vienna

Even the Russian papers, remarks tta St 
Petersburg correspondent of The Daily Tele­
graph, occasionally bear witness to the in­
tolerable hardships which the statute law— 
to Bay nothing of the additional crulty of use 
and wont—inflicts upon Russian Jews. Thus 
recently the semi-official Novuye Vremya, in 
dealing with a law case that has just been 
decided by the Senate, incidentally described 
a state of things which, had _ it been verified 
by the highest law courts in the. Empire, 
would seem positively incredible. The Jews, 
as everyone now knows, are subjected to 
special taxes, in addition to those which all 
subjects of the Czar, without distinction of 
religion, are called upon to pay. Thus, for 
every animal, fowl and bird slaughtered for 
food they pay a tax fixed by law, in addition 
to which a further contribution is levied at 
the sale of this meat Now these taxes 
are farmed out to speculators, and he who 
offers most is appointed receiver for four 
years. Large sums of money are paid for 
this office, the holder of it recouping himself 
later on by levying, in addition to the legally 
fixed taxes, perfect illegal contributions. 
Thus, a Jew, besides paying a tax for buying 
a hen or a chicken, has likewise to pay two 
copeeks for getting it killed by the butcher 
appointed by the authorities, who has thus a 
monopoly of the business As a matter of 
fact, however, he tasjto pay five times more 
according to The Nofroye Vremya. Thus, 
the gentleman who, brought the action, 
which has just been adjudicated upon, 
offered the legal two copecks for tta simple 
operation of killing a chicken, but the butcher 
refused. On what grounds? “You must pur­
chase a written authorization,” was the reply. 
He then drove off to the tax-receiver, who 
lives miles away from the slaughter-house— 
his sick brother meanwhile waiting for 
chicken broth—and asked for the authoriza­
tion, which no law requires; but he was told 
to call next day. Meanwhile, however, sev­
eral persons proposed that he should buy a 
ready-made authorization, thousands of 
which exist for sale, and are received as re­
presentative money by the Jews of the place. 
As a large number of men make immense 
yearly profite in this way, part of which is 
paid to the police for connivance, it is wholly 
lmooHsible for an individual to obtain legSl 
redress The gentleman in question made 
the experiment, and- now makes the 
assertion. He appealed to tta law 
courts of First Instance, but they 
declared that they could entertain no com­
plaint which did not emanate from the 
police. The police, on the other hand, re­
fused to interfere because, they explained, it 
was a matter that involved only two copecks. 
The higher Courts of Appeal confirmed this 
curious decision, and it is only after an end­
less period of worry and expense that tta 
highest court in the empire—the Senate—has 
reversed the decision of the lower courts. 
The judgment, however, affects only a par­
ticular case, and leaves the evil unmitigated. 
To give an idea of the dimensions of that 
evil it will be enough to state that in 
the one small town of Berditacheff the legal 
tax on the Jews for the slaughter of animals 
for food amounts to £6500 a year, whereas, 
in reality, they are compelled,in consequence 
of this illegal conspiracy, to pay £27,500 a 
year. It has now been discovered that all 
the Jews of the Trans-Caspan Territory have 
for years been living there without permis­
sion from the Government. They, are, there­
fore, being driven out like flocks of sheep, 
and are being sent back for thousands of 
miles to the Pale of Settlement, 
where their co-religionists are in a 
state of famine. The Trans-Caspan Jews are 
being removed by etape, in company with 
convicts who march for a few hours every 
day for three days or four and then rest for 
a week or two in a prison by the way. Many 
of these Jewish families have been settlêd in 
the Trans-Caspian districts for several years, 
and have thus established a kind of prescrip­
tive right to remain; but of this and of 
other important circumstances no account 
whatever is taken. It is felt to be an ad­
ditional hardship that winter should be 
chosen as the fittest time for this unnecessary 
exodus. Numbers must necessarily die on 
the way.

The Stricken Nation.
Charles T. Baker of New York tiks issued 

a small pamphlet entitled “The Stricken 
Nation." The work is a history of an 
imaginary war between England and toe 
United States, predpitated by the "unpro­
voked" seizure of an American fishing boat 
a Canadian cruiser, which Is in turn cap­
tured by a United States gunboat. Every 
attempt to * patch up the dispute fails, and 
finally war is declared by England.

In July 1892 the British men-of-war ester 
New York harbor and simultaneously swoop 
down upon every American seaport on too 
Atlantic and Pacific. Gunboats bombard 
all cities on the lake, seize the canals, and, in 
a few short weeks, toe United States is 
prostrate at the feet of Great Britain. All 
cities within cannon-toot of navigable water 
are shelled and ruinée; and, although mil­
lions of men are in arms, yet toe vastness 
of their number only serves to aug­
ment the disgrace of the easy con­
quest, while being powerless to avert it. 
The United States have no armed shipping, 
no field artillery or mounted guns, and Eng­
land carries on a purely marine war. The 
American army cannot strike a blow, for no 
enemy is within its reach. The result is that 
» treaty of peace is signed, granting Great 
Britain an-indemnity of ten thousand mil­
lions of dollars, together with toe States of 
California, Oregon, Florida and parts of
Louisiana, toe right to permanently
maintain troops in
can ports and armed cruisers on toe
inland lakes, while American troops are to 
be totally disarmed. The conquest is com­
plete—the Republic wrecked.

The writer’s object is of course to arouse

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A Year's Mirths, Deaths and Marriages.
The Registrar-General has just Issued his 

62d annual report concerning the births, 
deaths and marriages of England and Wales, 
and it furnishes as usual a most Interesting 
volume. He estimates the population of the 
country at the middle of last year at some­
thing over 29,000,000. The marriages regis­
tered were 218,865, corresponding to a rate 
of 14.7 persons married per 1000 liv­
ing. This is higher than in any 
rear since 1884—when it was 15.0. 
[here is a tendency for church marriages to 

decline and for those at registry offices to in­
crease. Of previously divorced persons 
there are 150 who re-entered the married 
state—75 of each sex. Taking the males 
first, 59 married spinsters, 14 widows, and 2 
divorced women. Taking the females, 62 
married bachelors, 11 widows, and 2 divorced 
men. There is a steady rise in the ages at 
which people now marry, the average for 
men being 28.23, and for women 25.95. 
There is also an improvement m 
their educational qualification, as few­
er people now sign the register with 
a cross. With regard to births, tue number 
is given as 885,944—the lowest rate recorded 
ill any of the last 50 years, and a further 
step In the decline which has gone on con­
tinuously since 1876. Comprised in the total 
were 40,627 children born out of wedlock, the 
lowest on record. The deaths were 518,353, 
or a proportion of 17.9 to 1000 of the esti­
mated population. Only 23 deaths were at­
tributed to smallpox and 137 to typhus fever. 
As to scarlet fever, there were 6698 victims, 
measles 14,733, whooping cough 12,225, diph­
theria 536S. diarrhoea 18,434, and cancer 
18,654. Of deaths from violence, there were 
17,497, amongst this number being 2170 
suicides, 12 executed criminals and 172 mur­
dered people.________________________

Editor World: The past season has in many 

localities been unfavorable for the perfect matur­
ing of groin. In seme districts frost has touched 
it, in others it has been injured by rain during 
harvest, or from being stacked before fully dry, 
thus causing it to sprout or beat, while in other 
localities some varieties have been shrivelled and 
partly blighted by hot drying winds. Under each 
and all of these conditions cereals are apt to lose 
a portion of their vitality, or to have it so weak­
ened as to produce, when sown, a puny growth. 
Seed grain, to bring the best results, should have 
its germinating power unimpaired, so that when 
placed in the soil the young plants may 
make a prompt and vigorous start. 
The character of the crop is much In­
fluenced by the quality of the seed
and for this reason it is important that farmers 
should ascertain whether the grain they are hold­
ing for seed possesses the necessary vitality.

Ail righto under existing legislation are pre­
served. A board of three is established, with 
authority to elect a chairman and such other 
officers as may be necessary. This board 
will establish an office open all the year 
round. Incidental questions are decided by 
the chairman on the spot. Important 
matters receive the consideration of the full 
board.

Hereafter all contracts with managers and 
players will be approved and promulgated 
by the board. ' All umpires ana scorers for 
any association requesting it will be ap­
pointed and assigned by it. All playing 
records will be compiled by it. The board 
will also act as a joint playing rules com­
mittee and secretary.

This will effect a great saving of time and 
expense and also produce uniformity. The 
secretaries of individual associations will be 
relieved of most of their duties. The board 
has jurisdiction over all controversies and 
grievances which can grow up, and is given 
large powers, to be exercised in Its discre­
tion, to preserve discipline and harmony and 
to protect against injustice or oppression, 
Very wisely these powers stand unhampered, 
but are left to be exercised bv what may 
be deemed to be for the general welfare of 
the game and the spirit of this legislation.

All parties in interest may be heard aa-a 
matter of right. A classification is provided 
by which other bodies may become entitled 
to tile benefits of the agreement This takes 
the place of the qualified articles under 
which minor leagues have heretofore acted, 
and particularly gives the classified bodies 
the same privileges and benefit» "under one 
and the same instruments; thereby the minor 
leagues are elevated and not assigned under 
a separate qualified recognition as hereto­
fore.

ment of the club called on. The player must 
receive an increased salary and must consent 
to the change. Indeed, it is provided in the 
broadest terms that no player can even be 
transferred or undertaken to be, directly or 
indirectly, without his fullest consent. This 
destroys all criticism upon the “reserve rule,” 
and forever ends the existence of what has 
been called the “sales system.” The very 
corner stone grievance claimed by the Bro­
therhood is thus carefully and judiciously 
met. - ■

It is conceded t>y all that the “reserve 
rule” is absolutely essential to preserve the 
game and that it contains of itself no element 
of injustice to the player. The Brotherhood 
contract with the League recognises this 
fullyy That rule has been preserved intact 
in connection with the provisions to prevent 
and remedy any attempted abuses under its 
cover. Players can be contracted with 
for a series of years instead of only from 
season to season as heretofore.

There will no longer be such a thing as a 
black list It has been abolished—in facts 
many years ago, but the very name is now 
removed. When a player is released he is 
open to negotiations from any club of the 
same association which may desire to enter 
into them for a period of ten days. When 
the release results from the disbanding of a 
club the association thus losing a member 
has teu days in which-to supply the vacancy 
and to negotiate with the player to join the 
new club, i

The territory rights of clubs are preserved 
for the same city or county and within five 
miles thereof. The Board is given power to 
enforce all agreements fairly made and to 
release any player whose salary is in 
or to whom a contract is not tendered before 
March 15, or who will be prejudiced by a 
transfer of the membership of the club with 
which he is under contract to some Other 
association.

The plan adopted by this agreement con­
tains no chance which can work a hardship 
to any one; a central body is provided as the 
arbiter and protector of every grievance and 
all rights, and this power is to be exercised 
equitably and with all due regard to the in­
herent justice in the premises. ■

Great care will be used in selecting the 
membership of this body, so that ali will 
have confidence in the fairness and ability of 
the organization. It* membership will be 
elected for five years, so as to insure per­
manency and to avoid the shifting of views. 
This board will also be placed in so high a 
place of independence that complaints and 
criticisms which have 
upon particular rulings and decisions will be 
unavailing.
