Deepening the Canals,

Col. /Denison moved that, whereas the
cunalnow in course of construction by the
Gapernment of the Dominion at Sault Ste.
Mgrie is to bave a depth of 20 feet, which
ig the depth of navigable water from Port

/Arthur to Port Colborne, it is, in the opin-
ion of this House, expedient that the same
Fohcy shouid be adopted as regards the St.

Lawrence, and that the Soulanges Canal
now being constructed, together with the
other 8t. Lawrence cunals and the channel
of the river where necessary should be
deepened to a uniform depth of 20 feet.

A 14-Foot Waterway Obsolete.

He said that his desire was more: to keep
the matter before the House thanto have
the matter passed at present. He thought
that the policy of a 14-f8ot waterway adopt-
¢d In 1870 was now obsolete on account of
the larger vessels now used on the lakes.
Now was the proper time to adopt the
policy whils the Soulanges Canul
was being built to have that
canal made 20 feet. With regard
to the cost he thought that the estimate/of

onehundred millions, given when he brought!

the subject up last year, was excessive:’ A
Chicago engineer bad estimated the cost of
deepening the St. Lawrence canals at
twenty-seven millions and the Welland at
forty millions, and he thought that a great
country like Canada could afford to spend
that amount for ibuining a great water-
way into the Minterior of a city of
one million inhabitants like Manchester
found it to its advantage to spend §75,000,-
000 for building & 35-mile canal so as to
make their city an ocean port.
Cheaper Transportation,

Mr. McKay (Hamilton) and Dr. Sproule
supported the motion ia the interest of
cheaper trausportation, the latter urging
as a reason for the completion of a 20-foot
navigation from the ocean to Port Arthur,
the possibility of an amalgamation
of the CP.R. and Grand Trunk
railways, which would practically give
them them the monopoly of the carrying
trade of western Canada.

Mr. Costsworth followed, and Mr, Davin
concurred in the resolution, Mr. Davin
from the standpoint of the Northwest.

Sir James Grant bhad a word in season
for the Ottawa Ship Cansl scheme, and
then the member for Winnipeg arose.

Evils of Excessive Freight Charges,

Mr. Martin pointed out the evils of ex-
cessive transportation charges by comparing
the price of wheat in Manitoba (45 cents)
with that paid in Liverpool®(90 cents),
Such a scheme as Col. Denison proposed
might have the effect in time of reducing

~ freight rates on grain, but the Government,
he said, h lost its golden opportunity
when it failed to\ insert a clause in the
C.P.R. agreement retsining control of the
company’s tariff on freights,
Martin Not Always An Angel,

Mr. Daly replied at some length,
¢ritieizing Mr. Martin’s actions while Min-
jster of Public Works in Manitoba, and
pointing out that he was not always such
an advocate of cheap freight rates as he is
now,

Mr. Laurier rajsed the point- of order
that a member should not be charged with
jusincerity, and the Speaker ruled accord-
ingly, provided that the action referred to
was taken in the House, otherwise it might
not be a proper matter for himto interfere
with, The discussion on the point of order
lasted until 6 o'clock.

Haggure saysthe Scheme Is Impracticable,

Mr. Haggart, replying on the discussion,
said the idea of using the proposed 20-foot
canal for ocean-going vessels might be
at once discarded, for it ‘would
be cheaper for ocean-going vessels
to tranship.at Montreal than to navigate
the canals, supposing that they could be
made, The vessels used for lake naviga-
tion were of lighter build .and required less
men to work them, The canal would only
be useful for navigation between Montreal
and the upper lakes. The deepening of the
canais to 14 feet would cost from
ten to twelve million dollars, The
-gentlemen who supported the motion
made no estimate of the size of the locks
required for ocean-going vessels. For 20
feet upon the mitre sill the engineers esti-
mated awexpenditure of 360,000,000, From
Kingston to the mouth of the Welland
Canal there was not'a poct with a depth of
more than 14 /feet, and the deep-
ening of 20 -feet would mean an
additional expenditure of $30,000,000.
But vesrels drawing 20 feet really required
23 feet of water, and this would require an
eXenditure of %130, $140, or even $150,
independent of the deepening of the har-
bors. Then there was the danger of the
deepening of the canal affecting the waters
of tho lakes which might mean damages in
excess of even the cost of the deepening.
He saw nothing to justify the expenditure
ssand would theretore move the adjourament
of the debate,

“A Wild-Cat Scheme,’’ Says Muloek,

Mr. Mulock attacked the proposal as an
insape, ‘‘wild.cat” scheme, meant to deceive
the people, who ought to know that there
was nothing in it,

Mr. Calvin approved of the stand taken
by Mr. Hagga¥t, but hoped the deepening
to 14 feet would be completed as soon as
possible. ‘ ;

Two Cent Postage,

Mr. Coatsworth moved shat it is expedi-
ent to.reduce the general rate of postage
from-three to two cents.

This, the postmaster said, would mean a
loss of $650,000 and Mr. Coatsworth pro-
posed that tha newspaper proprietors should
make up for part of this by the abolishing
of free mailing.- It was intended that the
money saved %y free mailing should go into
thepocketsof the public,butexperience show-
ed that the newspaper proprietors had been
benefited. The privilege was used to dis-
tribute advertising matter and bonus pic-
tures and magazines. He did not see why
newspapers should go through the mail
free while ordinary correspondents had to
pay'a higher rate than was in force in other
countries,

Postmen, Carriers and Drop Letters,

Mr. Scriver referred to the low salaries
paid to many country officials,

Mr. Jeannotte (L’ Assomption) agreed that
many of the country officials were paid far
voo little. He advocated a return to the
one cent rate for drop letters. It would
double the number posted and the revenues
would give much greater satisfaction to the
people.

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'FARMS DUMPEDIN THE RIVER

81X SQUARE MILES OF ALANDSLIDE
IN QUEBEC,

The Ground Beneath 8St. Alban Village
Undermined by the Freshets—Houses
Carried Away and Three Denths
Kuown to Have kesulted—The Flood
Does Enormons Damage,

GroxpINES, Que., April 30.—A landslide
occurred at St. Albans on the St Anne
River, about 15 miles from this place, on
Friday, April 27, at 7.30 p.m., in which
four persons lost their livee—Mr, Ssmuel
Gauthier, his wife, his son aged 14 years
and David Gauthier, s brother of Samuel
Gauthier. The land was carried for a
]engffnml-&hree miles and one mile deep,
carrying 16 buildings and about 50 eattle.
The water rose to the height of 160 feet,
and when the obstruction gave way it
came down with irresistible force, sw eep-
ing bridges and buildings on its way.

COURSE OF THE FLOOD,

The Full Extent of the Appalling IMeaster
Yet to He Lenrned,

Sr. Axsg, April 30.—A frightful inun.
dation took place on the St. Anne River on
Thursday night, The particulars of the
flood were learned at Ste. Anne de Ia
Perade on Sunday evening at 8 o’clock and
were sent, out next morning by Station
Agent Gignac as soon as the ice and logs
heffied to swell the river at that place,

The St. Anne River has its source at
Lake Fortier and flows past the southern
boundary of the Perthius Seigniory. It is
here that the torrent began its funereal
march, A'thil point and for ‘ten miles
below tHere are no evidences ot culture,

The first damage occurred at a distance
of eight .miles Tﬁ.low the St. Raymond
bridge. At this point there was an sband-
oned pulp mill, surrounded by about 18
houses, of which only three were occupied.
The flow of water, ice and logs unaermined
the bank at this point and carried away
the whole seven acres of land, together
with the three families, whose names are:
James Gilpiny-.wifo and four cnildren;
Armene Labranche, wife and eight children;
and David Gagnon, who for some time
has lived a hermit. Five miles below the
onrushing waters joined the River Noir,
carrying away two acres of land belonging
to i)unm Naud, an old hunter, who
luckily happened to be away from home,
It is at this point that the flood began to
cause desolation,

The Whole Village Endangered,

As the two rivers join there begins a
descent, the banks get higher and the
settlements thicker until Nt, Alban is
reached. A half mile above the village is &
point deep down from the level of the land,
sud here a sharp turn occurs. As the
torrent came on, gathering ice and logs on
its way, it was thought that the whole
village must go. As it was, everything to
afjdepth ot 80 feet to the morth, was
undermined and carried away, bringing the
terrace in front jof the church, and the
house of the mail-carrier, in which was
stored the evenipg mail. Mrs. Frenette,
the wife of thie muil-carrier, was also
carried away aod drowued.

A half-mile below the church is a bridge
80 feet above the level of the water. This
was carried off, fogether with everything
for a distance of ) 10 miles until St. Casimir
was reached. 81 Casimir is a village of
1800, with five ndlls, one pulp, two match
factories and two lurge saw mills, the whole
of which were carried off.

Once again the torrent had a free course,
but it was destined to do the greatest dam-
age as 1t neared the St, Lawrence, Three
miles above St. Anne the river makes a
sharp turn, and it is here that the greatest
disasters occurred. Seven farm houses, in-
cluding all occupants, barns and a taonery,
were literally floated down the river until
the log booms were reached, which had the
effect of stopping the debris for a moment,
only to submierge the entire parish.

Ste. Anpe de la Perade was visited witha
disastrous fire last summer, and when early
Saturday morning the population was
awakened by the noise of the oncoming tor-
rents, many a person rushed to the church,
thinking the end of everything was at hand.
Here the river widens, but on the other
hand there are piers and wharves, which
caused the accumulation of logs, ice and
buildings to stop for a momc*

Inthe St. Lawrence theé tide was low
and relieved the swollen St. .Anne some-
what, but not before considerable damage
was done to the summer estate of the Hon.
J. J. Ross, Speaker of the Senate, and to
the breakwaters.

Tne inhabitants along the Ste. Anne ex-
pect a flood every spring, butdid not fore-
see anything as disastrous as that of 1894,
It will take some time yet before the full
loss is known,

There are other rivers which offer more
opportunities of loss, notably the Jacques
Cartier and the Batiscan Rivers, and large
floods may be expectsd any day on these
rivers, as the snowfall last winter was
larger than in any previous year since 1870,

THOUGAT ' IT WAS JUDGMENT DAY,

Farmers and Villagers Were Panie-
Stricken—The River Filled Up,

Querec, April 30.—~News has reached
here from St. Alban, 40 miles west of here,
that on Friday a tremendous landslide oc-
curred at a waterfall rising 100 feet ubove
the River St. Anne,

A mile long of land with farm houses and
their contents were thrown into the gpiver
bed. Some 10 persons lost their lives” The
inhabitants of St. Alban heard a terrific
noise av 8.0, The soil was all vibrating;
a panic ensued,

The farmers ran out to avoid being
buried under the runins, as they believed
the ground was going to give way beneath
them,

At the upper end of the village, some
thrée miles from the pariskt church, is a
curve formed by the River Nt. Anne, and
close to the curve is a water fall 150 feet
in height, The ground immediately stay-
ing the formation of the full beds ou the
right hand side gave way. and the earth
and rocks filled the, duep gap of the falls,
| burying & pulp wood mill which was situ.
| ated right under, and blocking the course
of the stream.

Seven Hovses Swept Away,

The stream, which was very rapid on ac-
count of the melting snow over the tmoun-
tains and adjacene valley, spread over the
| adjoining farms and thus rm/u ht over a
| ballly stayed or undermmes embank-
ment, caused the latter to slide under it
and rolled into'the bed of the river, filling
it up,

It carried with it seven houses, one of
them occupiec by a family named Gauth-
ier, numbering four persons, all of whom
perished

Smoke was seen to ascend from under the

| ruins, showing what an awful dezth the-

oceupants mef,
| The Sihide Six Miles Sguare,

The grouyd which thas slid measured
about six square miles, This slide oc-
curred thres hours after the landslide ut
| the water falls,

Whole farms have been desiroyed with
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their stook and farm produce, The old bed
of the 8t. Anne River is now leveled, and
the river now runs miles from where it
coursed before.

Three bridges were carried away, the
St. Alban Bds:o 8t. Casimir Bridge and
St. Anne Bridge. The people around the
placs of the disaster are still terror-
stricken.

The old heads of the place never heard
or witnessed such a thing before, aithougn
several landslides have occurred in t
neighborhood during the last 50 years.

The Ground Undermined Ky Freshets,

The rush of the water from the Lauren-
tian chain of mountains is tremendous dur-
ing spring-time owing to the melting snow,
and it is thonght by scientific men that the
ground is honeycombed by the impetuous
water owing to_the fact that the lower
strata of the soil formation are mostly clay,

Large tracts of land with trees and vege-
tation have been shifted without the least
disturbance, while in other places the land
was completely surned over, TheSt. Law-
rence at Quebec is covered with the wreck-
age and carcasses of animals,

STILL AT THE POST,

‘fhe Police Rald the FPool Rooms and

On the selection
of the jury in the first case he
promptly  challenged seven farmers
who were drawn in the sub-panel,
When the charge of counterfeiting
was called and a jury selected Mr. Kerr
carefully weeded out the agriculturists,
Twelve hearty sons of the soil took their
seats in the jury box, and as quickly bore
themselves and their flowing lilacs wway
as the prisoner remarked, ‘“‘Challenged,”

A package of the counterfeits which were
found upon Kerr were produced, The
coins wero well made and had a“true ring.
The millings ol the edges were rather
dulled, and tho pieces felt greasy,

The evidence of Detectives Harrison and
Verney, who searched Kerr and the house
and tound the alleged counterfeit coin, was
given,

Expert Dewar tested the coins and found
that tin formed the largest part of the com-
pound,

On the first count of the indictment
charging the making of counterfeit money
Kerr was found not guilty, but on the sec-
ond count, for having the coin in his posses-
sion, he was found guilty.

COXEY ON PARAVE TO-DAY.

Preparations at the Capital to Handle
the Crowd,

WasHINGTON, April 30, —Visible evi-
dences of preparation for the Coxeyites
were to be seen about the halle and. Borri-
dors of Congress to-day, A double force
of officers was on duty, The double force
of privates gave men for all ‘the
entrances to the capital and for
the main assembling points. Two
men were in the main rotunds, Each of
the main door and the basement euirances
bad an cfficer, The lobbies immediately
surrounding the Senate and House were
patrolled by officers. The halfs giving in-
gress to the Congressional galleries wore
also patrolled. Kach man had his post,
and was expected to remain there unless
oulled to assemble by a whistle. The main
outward sign of preparation was in the
erection of two large partitions, with gates,
on each side of the main rotunds, which
were to be used only to prevent the con-
gestion of a crowd in the rotunda or at one
end or the other of the capitol.

ALDERMEN MAY VOTE THEMSELVES
SBALARIES,

The COlause in the NIl Providing for s
Vote of the People Struck Out — A
Motion to Pay Over the Surplus Vees
Recelved by OfMelals to Citles or
Counties Detented,

Yesverday afternoon the Ontano Legisla-
ture went into committee on the Municipal
Amendment Act, Mr, K, ¥. Clarky moved
the striking out of the clause requiring
vote of the people to be taken before sal-
aries could be paid to aldermen. He stated
that public opinion in L'oronto had already
pronounced, strongly in favor of the change
through several representative bodies,

Mr. Meredith said he thought such a
provision ought not to go into force unless
public sentiment clearly favored it. "In
view of what had been stated by Mr,
Clarke as to the petitions for the measure
he did not see any objection,

The amendment was adopted.

Foes 6t Public Offioinls,

Mr. Rosy’ bill to amend the act respect..
ing the fees of certain public officers came
on for a third reading,

Mr. Wood moved an amendment provid-
ing that the surplus incomes which the bill
required should go to the Provincial Treas-
ury should be handed over to the jcity or
county,

Mr., Ross explained that in the Act of
1892 it was provided that the province re-
ceived the surplus income, In the present
bill the percentages taken from the incomes
of registrars went to the municipalities, in
the case of other officials to the province as
before. This he regarded as only fair, as
the province was put to considerable ex-
penso in ths inspection of these offices.

The amendment was defeated by a party [
vote, 20 yeas to 34 nays, Mr. McCallum
voting with the Government.

Mr. Whitney moved in amendment
that a maximum amount of income be
fixed for the different officials, beyond
which all receipts should go to public uses,

Mr. Meredith spoke in favor of the amend-
ment. He said that some of the salaries
were grossly in excess of any fair remunera-
tion and he did not see, as they w. deal-
ing with net income, why they &d not fix
o maximum amount and let the balance go
to the sublic treasury. He strongly con-
demned the division of offices in Tokonto,
which, of course, greatly decreased the
amount receivable by the city, If the To-
ronto segistry office, for instance, had not
been divided under the provisions of this bill
the city would receive §1720 more than it

Mr. Ross ss:id that the objection to s
maximum was that if one were fixed the
officials when this was reached would have
1o interest in eeing that the fees were duly
collected. The complaints about the divi
sion of Toronto offices were new, and the
Opposition had nothing to say about sxces-
sive fees when the offices of sheriff and
registrar were held by their own friends
with salaries that ran uwp to $14,000
or #$16,000 a year. The practice of
dividing offices when the work be-
came too heavy to be supervised by one
man was followed by their predecessors—
the Sandfield Macdonald Administration,

Mr, Wood of Hastings quoted the ex-

ample of Quebec, which gave fixed salaries
to registrars, as one which Ontario ought to
follow.
, Erratic Mr, MeCallum, A

registrars got fees in addition to their
salaries, \

Do Spiders Hear?

Experiments recenlly made with a
tuning fork have convinced Mr, Pocock,
an English naturalist, that some spiders
at Jeast really hear the sound produced
by the fork, Indeed the conduct of
spiders when a vibrating tuning fork is
held near their webs is quite remark-
able,

Some species, as for instance, the ordi-
nary garden spider, Epeira diademata,
will run at the fork and strike or snatch
at it with their fore legs,

The anaurobius, «u spider which
builds tubular webs in holes in walls,
runs about in great excitement when the
tuning fork 1s held wear it. 'This spider
can be enticed out of its hole by holding
the fork near the entrance, and 1t will
even climb upon the vibrating instru-
ment,

Another species of garden spider,
which is smaller and handsomer than
the epeira, alwuys, according to Mr, Po-
cock, drops from its web in terror when
a tuning fork is held over it, These
s{)idera are the prey of wasps, and as
they always drop fyom their webs on the
approach of their insect enemy it has
been suggested that they mistake the
sound of the tuning fork for the hum-
ming of a wasp's wings,

. But some observers do not assent to
the conclusion that it is the sound of the
fork which attracts the attention of the
spiders, They think the vibration is
conveyed through the air to the webs,
and that the slight motion thus impart-
ed is perceptible by the spiders,—
Youth’s Companion,
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The production of one egg within an-
other, occasionally reported 4s a curios-
ity, is very simple, according to Mr. W,
B, Tegetmeier, 1t occurs in domestic
poultry from over-stimulation of the
system by over-feeding, The ovum, or
yolk, when matureyis received into the
upper part of the oviduct—a tube near-
ly two feet in length in the domestic
fowl—and in its descent is clothed suc-
cessively with the layers of albumen or
white, the lining membrane of the
shelljand finally, on arriving at the cal-
cifying portion of the oviduct, is envel-
oped.in the shell itself. Ordinarily, the
egg is then expelled, but in the case of
the production of a double-yolked egg,
a reverse action of the oviduct takes
place, and the egg is carried back,
meets with another ovum and rede-
scends with it, the two being surround-
ed together with albumens, membrane

VALUABLE AND USEFUL INVENTION
OF A GERMAN DOCTOR.

s Oarried by the Troops In Small Parts
Into Battle, Where it Can be Easily
and Rapiflly Put Together When Need~
ed—United States May Adopt Tt.

The war department 1n Washington
will receive from the agent of the So-
ciety of the Red Cross, in Berlin, a very
interesting model of a new field ambu-
lance, which promises to work a com-

late change in the ones used at present,
'he extruordinary progress made in the
improvements of modern firearms, the
introduction of smokeless powder, with
more rapid firing, and perhaps, most of
all, the ever present fear of a sudden
war, all has had a tendency to keep the
members of the Red Cross on the alert
for J)er!ecting their equipment. The
rapi mobilization and * transporta-
tion of large bodies of men is of
the greatest importance in -medern
warfare, and everything else Is
secondary to this great principle, This
naturally embraces all that is used in a
field hospital in the way of sanitary ap-
F{l.iances. The most important part of a

d Cross outfit is the field ambulance.
This, in order to fully answer its pur-
pose, must be convenient and easily

PUTTING IT TOGETHER,

transportable from one place to another,
It is necessary that 1t kept in first-
class condition so as to ve ready for in-
stant use under all circumstunces, in all
kinds of weather and in all localities,
The field ambulances that bave been
and are being used at the present time
are heavy and clumsy, it being neces-
sary to place them on army wagons
when taking the fleln, Another objec-
tion to the old style of ambulance is that
they all are made of wood and canyas
and thus gre-tky liable to destruction
from outside influences as well as being
very difficult to cleanse in haste, The
picking up and receiving the wounded
within the line of fire is alse coupled
with great difficulty and is in marrow
trenches ?mcticull impossible.

A Dr, Palmer, of Biberach, Germany,
has invented a contrivance which is
said to overcome all imperfections of
the ambulance, It is a sort of hiter
made in three separate parts, ‘These
parts the inventor intends to be made
of aluminum, combining lightness as
well as durability, but they can also be
made of iron, bamboo, or other suitable
material. A complete ambulance, or
litter, is very quickly formed by joining
three sections together, for which pur-
pose each part is provided - with inter.

locking automatic fastenings. - On both
sides are attached four rings, through
which carrying poles are slipped ; this
being done, the new field ambulance is
complete, When on the march all the
cumbersome inconvenience of the old
clumsy affairs is done away with, . Each
man takes a part of this new ambulance
on his back, carrymng it with his knap-
suck., The poles are ulso divided into
three sections and each part slipped into
a socket when not in use, en not
needed for actual use it can be stored in
4 very little space, about thirty of the
new ambulances not occupying more
room than one of the old style,

Another great advantage claimed by
the invertor is the ease with which these
aluminum lifters are kept clean or disin«
fected, a thing of greatest importance
wien bandling the wounded. The en-
tire outfit, if made of aluminum, will
not weigh more than twenty pounds and
may be made even lighter, Its opera-
tion also eases the work for the Red
Cross corps, and it is not necessary to
lift the wounded soldier bodily from the
ground. Each of, the three sections of
the litter is slipped under him and
fastened together in a few seconds,

BEING LOWERED INTO BED,

Should the wound be in the upper part
of the body the man can be carried in
sitting posture and in such a case only
one section of the ambulance would [be
needed, An additional advantage \{n
handling the wounded is that when, as
as often happens, the soldier is so badly
hurt as to make the slightest jar danger-
ous, this new contrivance can be raised
and placed in position on the cot in the
hespital without removing the man, In
the old way the poor fellows had to be
lifted and pulled about in such a man.
ner as to cause them frightful pains,
flvi[lg the Red Cross members twice asg
reavy work as now,

This invention is the cause of human~-
ity and so is ()Yen for adoption by all
governments, I'ne members of the Red
Cross Society are urging the introduc-
tion of this ambulance in all countries,
to be used when and wherever needed,
pot alone in war, but im connection
with transporting sick or wounded from
any cause,

The World has already indicated in wh
lines the Goyernment proposals go tooAfar
and where if will be necessary to retur
the old tariff. If the woolen and yarn in-
dustries are to be scaled down, so must the
cotton and the sugar interests to the same
degree. And if agricultural implements
made in Ontario are to be reduced as to
their protection, so must the iron industry
of Nova Scotia, which is dependent in a
measure on the former, be proportionately
reduced. And there would appear to be
several other lines of manufactures of which
it could be said that_help rather than reduc-
tion would be in order.

The Best Way to Advertise Toronto.

A petition is being circulated requesting
the City Council to include in any scheme
that may be prepared for the improvement
of the Island vhe making of a rowing course
from the centre of the Island westward

through Blockhouse Bay. The improvements-

that mustin any event be made on the Island
will involve a great many waterways.
Those that are made should, of course, be
designed to produce the best pos-
sible results. The rowing course that
has been suggested ought to prove remun-
erative to Toronto from a financial point of
view. Such a course as the petition refers
to will give. Toronto the best facilities in
Canada for the holding of regattas and
aquatic sports of all kinds, With these
facilities we ought to secure all the leading
events of the year. No one will deny the
wisdom of our policy in establishing the
Industrial Exhibition. Our success in this
enterprise is attributable to the fact that we
set asidegroundsand created facilities for the
holding of an exhibition such as no other
city was able or enterprising enough to do.
No city in Ontario can take away from us
our exhibition, because none has the
*plant” necessary to give the exhibition,
Do not the same reasons which justified the
establishment of the Industria® Exhibition
justify also the making of this aquatic
course and the other improvements inci-
dental to it? It seems to us that they are
parallel cases. The people who patronizeaqua-
ticsports are very lurgely a different. class
from those who attend our Industrial Fair.
The success of the one will not detraét from
the success of the other, There is in To-
ronto a field for both enterprises, and a
yearly aquatic exhibition ought in the
course of a few years to develop into some-
thing permanent and substantial. It is not
only the people of Oatario who will be at-
tracted here by the superiority of our
facilities, but we/ have the rest of the
Dominion and $he United States to draw
upon. “There is no place n America as
well adapted as Toronto for holding a
regatta.” Ifthe completion of the project
reterred to in the petition will permit this
to be said of us, then we can well afford to
undertake the work and let the future take
care of the consequences.

It is from a business point of view
principally that the project ought to com-
mend-itself to us, but it is commendable
also from its sanitary and ornamental
aspect,

from Bad to Worse,

Bad as the situation is in the United
States at the present moment, tho future
presents an even gloomier outlook. The
United States has never before been face to
face with such widespread depression. The
situation is characterized both by uncer-
tainty as to the cause of the trouble and
uncertainty as to what the future will bring
forth, The country is, as it were, struck
with a blight, and no one is able to pre-
scribe s remedy for shaking it off. TFo fur-
ther aggravate the condition of affairs one
hundred and torty-seven thousand bitu.
minous coal and coke operatives went on
strike last week, and their cossation from
work has already involved sixty thousand -
workmen in other lines, ' including 10,400
textile workers, 7000 in pottery and other
kindred industries, 8000 among building
srades and 6000 railroad employes. Lake
vessels are laying up, and mills throughout
the Central and Central Western States
shatting down as a consequence of a lack or
prospective lack of fuel. Buffalo, Cleve-
Jand, Chicago and Duluth are feeling the
strike, the effect on vessel interests at these
and other lake ports being very discourag-
ing. Affairsinthe United States have become
so utterly demoralized that a serious up-,
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heaval of some kind is' lisble to burst ont
at any moment,

A Casadinn's Opinion of the Lords,

Mr. J. Castell Hopkins has an interesting
article in The May Forum entitled “The
Stability of the House of Lords.” We
who live on this side of the Atlantic have
undoubtedly & very hbazy and erroneous
conception of the English Houss of Lords
and the vasténterests that stand behind it
apd that give it the influence and prestige
it has enjoyed for'so many centuries. Mr.
Hopkins’ article gives the reader o
greatadlesl of information about the
& racy of England, and points out
[the characteristic traits of that claes.
‘1n summing up the strength of the House
Lof Lords, he says: * It may b» said to base
ita claims for a share of the government of
the country upon being representative of
the most thoroughly educated class in the
community 3 upon possessing among thé
bulk of ite members an hereditary training
for political lite and an intimate connection
with all the great present interests of the
country, through fresh peerage creations
and the influx of the ablest men of every
stamp to its ranks; upon having in its
existing mombenhip;lug peers who have
had practical training as members of the
House of Commons, and 114 peers who
have served in offices of state or as govern-
ors of eolonies, as judges, ambassadors or
members of the Civil Service in other high
departments ; upon possessing 126 peers
who sre members of the County Councils in
England or Wales, and upward of 300 peers
who are justices of the peace in their native
counties, and possessed of more or less prac-
tical knowledge of an impogtant branch of
judicial procedure,” The facts cited'in Mr.
Hopking’ article go to show that,, where
two chambers are deemed essential, &
hereditary and an élective house will pro-
duce better govérnment than two elective
chambers. U -

Among them is one to compel the railway
companies to light the streets through
which they pass by arc lights attached to
the trolley poles.

Wherever we
have trolley poles in Toronto they might
be used for street light purposes. If this
suggestion were carried out the business

Advertising Summer Resorts,

The New England Summer Resort As-
sociation is the nmame of an organization
just foi.med for the purpose of advertising
New England as a summer resort, especi-
ally that part of it north and east of Boston.
The railways are the prime movers in the
organization, and after them come the hotel
men and boarding houses. An office will be
opened in New York.=It is proposed that
hotels and boarding houses shall contribute
to the support of the association $10 a year
each, and sn additional sum based on the
capacity for guests, §2.50 a year for each
additional five guests above 20.

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QUARTER OF A MILLI1ON DECREASE
IN EXPENDITUKE,

Every COommittee Cuts Down Its Esti-
mates—The Public Works Department
To Worry Along With $128,000 Less
Than In 1893-Specinl Meeting of the
City Council Yesterday.

Taxpayers will settle with Treasurer
Coady to the tune "of 16 mills on the dollar
for 1894,

This was the rate fixed at a special geet-
ing of the City Council held yeosterday
afternoon for the purpose of considering
the estimates, The result was arrived at
in a peculiar and novel manner,

. How It Was Accomplished,

This is how it was done. The new
$60,000 pumping engine ordered two years
ago from the Blake Manufacturing Com-
pan will be completed and in
worzing order by July 1. This
was to have been a cash deal (with the
customary hold-back until the engine bad
been fairly tested), and paid for out of this
year’s taxation, The aldermen who believe
on business
principles conceived the idea of “standing
off” the manufacturers for one-half the
amount. The $30,000 thus saved was suffi-
cient to bring the rate down to 16 mills.
This was not dona-without vigorous opposi-
tion from Ald, Lamb, -chairman of the
Board of Works, who considers he has been
very badly used by his colleagues.

Postponing the Evil Oay,

The estimates were all but passed when
Ald, Crawford sprung his resolution to re-
duce the Board of Works estimates by $30,
000. - At the meeting of the Executive
Committee held an hour previous the Mayor
introduced the same motion, but His Wor-
ship, after some strong language from Ald,
Lamb, withdrew his resolution and gave it
to Ald. Crawford to move in council with
the above result, which carried on this
vote:

“A Shameful Move.';‘s’ias:l Ald. Lamb,

In opposing the mefion );\ld. Lamb said
it was the most shameful mdve he had ever
seen attempted in the City Council. He
scored the Mayor, Ald. Shaw and Crawtord
for what he called their disgraceful and
shameful action in springing the resolution
on the couneil at this late date. He pointed

out that the Mayor had been present at the’

meetings of the Works Committee when
the estimates were being considered, but he
(the Mayor) had not raised his voice in op-
position to any of the items as they were
passed. But in order to reach the 16
mills rate His Worship  would
jump at anything, and that was
the reason he  fathered the resolution.
1f he (Ald. Lamb) thought that it was the
intention of the council to deduct the
£30,000 trom the appropristions for street
watering, sidewalk and road repairing and
scavenger work, and thus impair the effi-
ciency of the department he would resign
the chairmanship of the Board of Works.
To Come Off the New Engine,

He forced the council to put itself on
record by moving that the amount deducted
be taken off the appropriation for the new
engine. Heexplained that heunderstood that
was the intention, but he wanted the ques-
tion settled beyond a doubt.

The Executive Chief’s Mau/gn.

In presenting the estimates for 1894 Ald.
Shaw, the city’s Finance Minister, stated
that the Executive Committee had suc-
ceeded in reducing the rate to 16} mills.
In the past it had been customary for the
chairman of the Kxecutive to make a
budget speech, but he purposed sparing the
aldermen that infliction, He, however,
considered it his duty to compliment them
on the manner in which they
had endeavored to keep down the rate.
Were it not that a large amount of unpro-
vided liabilities and expenditures, incurred

was in the estimates as originally prepared,
but was struck out; part of it was not fore-,
geen, and therefore could not be included;

goey to swell up the estimates and
increase the rate., There is, however, an
offset of £75,139 made up ot surpluses from
last year and receipts in excess of estimat-
ed revenues from 1892 and 1893, which re-
duces the amount of unprovided liabilities
to 889,481, equal to three-fitths of a mill in
the dollar. The rate for this year as shown
in the estimates is 16} mills, and but for
these liabilities of 1893 and previous years
having to be provided for this year, it
would have been more than half a mill on
the dollar lower.

AN ALLAN LINER ICE-BOU ND,

The Corean Hemmed in By Bergs For
3 Four Days,

PuiraveLruia, Pa., April 30,—After a
21 days’ voyage of unusual]severity, the
Allan Line steamship Corean, in charge of
Capt. Main, has arrived at this port bear-
ing marks of a long battle with icebergs and
ice floes,. On April 18 an immense iceberg
was encountered. “On April 19, just be-
fore daybreak, the Corean plowed her
way deep into a huge ice field, where she
became fast bound, They were then 15
miles off Cape Race. 1t was impossible to
make the harbor of St. John’s, Nfld, Dur-
ing four days the Corean was fast bound,
hemmed in by tall icebergs that threatened
to crush the vessel, the cold was severe and
the crew suffered greatly. On April 22,
t#e Corean was within two miles ot shore,
and the third officer, Pierson, was sent to
land to communicate by cable with the
Corean’s agents, asking for orders. A re-
ply came instructing Capt. Main to pro-
ceed to Halifax ns soon as the vessel be-
camé free. Slowly a passage was worked
out of the ice fields, and she reached blue
water on the 23rd.

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BRITISH LABOR COMMISSON.

BOARDS OF CONCILIATION NOT RE-
COMMENDED,

Arbitrators To Be Appointed-The Hours
of Labor Cannot Be Fixed By Law—
Intimidation iy Picketing Uniawfual—
Non Untonists Must Be Protected ~The
Minority Report,

Loxpox, April 30.—The Royal Labor
Commission has agreed upon the report re-
commended by the Duke of Devonshire,
and it is made the basis of the commission’ s
own report. The Duke's recommendations
included the statement that it was unwise
to institute any general system of indus-
trial tribunals, He added, however, that
there might be some advantage in empower-
ing town and county councils to establish
them tentatively without directly appoint-
ing membeis. Any court of this kind duly
authorized would have statutory powers
similar to the county courts, These tri-
bunals would only deal with ~dis-
putes arising out of existing agree-
nents or trade customs. With refgard to

serious disputes affecting the
arge bodies of men, it is believed that it
would do them more harm than good to
establish boards with legal power.

The Duke in his report also said that he
could not recommend the direct establish-
ment of boards of conciliation and arbitra-
tion by the state; but the opinion was ex-
pressed that a central department, having
means to procure accurate information,
might do much by advice and assistance
to promote their more rapid usiversal
establishment,

Arbitrators To Be Pald by the Treasury.

The report next deals with appointment
of official arbitrators, and the opinion was
expressed that the difficulty often experi-
enced in finding a suitable arbitrator might
be overcome by giving a public department
power to appoint an arbitrator to act alone
or in conjunction with others. If the same
persons were frequently appointed they
would become arbitration experts, entirely
free from the suspicion of bias. Their ex-
penses would be paid by the treasury. 1t
the system succeeded it might eventually
be given a permanent basis with, perhaps,
power to summon Wwitnesses and examine
under oath. The report.considers it to be of
no advantage to institute a special labor de-
partment, but it advocates a Government
enquiry with the view of remedying the
confusion now existing in the administra-
tion of various acts dealing with sanitary
regulations, hours of labor for women and
children, and other matters of that kind.

Wwages and Hours of Labor.

The second part of the report deals with
wages and the hours of laLor. No one, it
says, seems seriously to argue that wages
could be fixed by legislation; but opinions
are very much divided about the regulation
of hours of labor. The proposal that a
maximum working day be ff:ed for all
trades and occupations is dismissed as not
calling for serious examination. The settle-
ment of hours of labor in any trade by a
vote of the trade is more defensible, but no
scheme has been laid before the commission
which solves the difficulty of defining a
trade and of ascertaining its collective de-
cision.

Intimidation by Picketing,

According to the report there seems to be
a general desire among workmen, as well as
inasters, for some clear definition of intimi-
dation by picketing. Though employers
urge the hardship of collective intimidation
without acts for which individuals can be
punished, the reportsaysthat the commission
is not prepared to recommend any change
in the law. The opinion is expressed that
when picketing takes the shape of besetting
the entrance of a factory in a threatening
manner it comes under the definition of un-
lawful assembly. But it is pointed out that
moral compulsion may be carried to great
lengths in ways which the laws cannot
control and cannot usefully attempt to con-
trol. It is added, however, that there isa
point at which it can intervene with de-
cided effect without any alteration except
the reduction of its precepts to a form
which & plain man may clearly understand.

The sanitary conditions of the labor is
the last subject dealt with by the report,
and it is stated that, though not directly
leading to strikes or lockouts,. this condi-
Jion has a considerable indirect influence
apon the relations between employers and
employed.

Non-Unionists Must Be Protected.

In regard to mon-unionist labor, the re-
port says that the commission does not
think it possible, by any legislation, to re-
move the cause of those serious conflicts
which have taken place, espécially in re-
cent years, in the less skilled and
organized trades. The commission
holds that non-unionist workmen should
be protected, as far as possible, by the pub-
lic authorities, and that individual liberty
for rhasters to employ and men to serve
whom they please should be, by all means,
maintained.

The Minority Report.

The minority report, presented by Mr.
John Austin, one of the members of Par-
liament for Yorkshire; Mr. Tom Mann and
Mr. J. Mawdsley, insists that the remedy
for differences between employers and em-
ployed will be found in tho evolution as.
signing capitalists, as well as working peo-
ple, to their proper position as servants of
the community. Continuing, the minority
report declares that immediato action is
necessary to stop the sweating system, ex-
cessive hours of labor, ete,, and to raise the
standard of life among the oppressed work-
ing people.

6. T R HALF-YEARLY MEETING.

Sir Henry Tyler Received With Groans,
Hisses nud Applavse — A Nolsy
Meeting, But Little Done,
LoxpoN, April 20.—The half-yearly
meeting of the Grand Trunk shareholders
was held to-day in the Cannon-street Hotel.
There was a very large attendance, and. the
proceedings throughout were of a lively
and sometimes turbulent character. The
chairman, Sir Henry Tyler, and the direc-
tors, on entering the room, were received
with audible marks of disapproval. Un-
mistakable hisses were mingied with the
applause with which their supporters
greeted them. Sir Henry, on rising to move
the adoption of the report, was received
with applause, which was swamped under a
chorus of groans and hisses. He blamed the
ngral,_depression experienced in both con-
inents tor the condition of affairs which the
report revenled and as being the cause of
the falling off in traffic receipts. He said
that money would be required for the con-
struction of the new Union Station at To-
ronto.
Mr. Hoschold, a former auditor, moved a
resolution to the effect that a commission
consisting of three shareholders and three
directors be appointed to investigate the ac-
counts and report therefrom upon the con-
dition and prospects of the branches now
attached to the Grand Trunk system.
Mrs. Jane Baker of Bristol seconded the
resolution.

A noisy discussion ensued. Mr. Hose-
hold, in his speech, bitterly assailed the
management and declared that Sir Henry
Tyler had wilfully hoodwinked the share-
holders. He characterized the directors as
a lot of dummies. Mr. Robertson referred
to Lord Claude Hamilton, one of the direc-
tors, as holding & similar position in nine
different companies, which might account
for his apathy sofar as the Grand Trunk
was concerned,  This soft impeachment
Lord Hamilton denied.

A shareholder asked  Sir Henty Tyler
whether—The Grand  Trunk maintained
friendly relations with the Canadian Pacific
Railway. Sir Henry replied that the
management of the two railways were on
the best of terms, General Managers Van
Horne of the C. P. R. and Seargeant of the
G.T. R. were always in close communica-
tion.

The president referred to the decreasing
business, which was in part met by a de-
crease in operating expenses. . The current
half Iurly interest on debenture bonds
would be fully earned. Sir Henry’s report
stated that the American railways were of
the opinion that the Interstate Commerce
Law would have to be modified. He hoped
that Canada would shortly abolish or modi-
fy the coal duties. The amount which the
Grand Trunk paid annuslly as a duty on
coal was nearly £74,000.

A small dividend upon the guaranteed
stock had been provided for and the presi-
dent promised ‘that exceptional measures
would be taken for a reduction of expenses.

The report was adopted by a large ma-
jority and Hosehold’s motion defeated.

The only change in the directorate was
the election of Mr. Jeffries in place of Mr.
Brown. Nothing was heard from Mr. Mc-
Intyre regarding his intentions. The meet-
ing closed in comparative peace.

C.P.R, BOONOMIZING,

MoxTrEAL, April 30. —Three hundred
men have been discharged from the Cana-
dian Pacific workshops here.

Burraro, N.Y., April 30.—If Conan
Doyle’s creation, Sherlock Holmes, could
visit Buffalo now the police department
would give him ahearty welcome.

there murdered by some woman hehad wrong-
ed, or by some woman's husband or lover.
A story is current this afternoon that a
young, good-looking and prominent society
woman met Gibbs a few days previous to
his death and gave him an excited tongue-
lashing in Main-street.

Gibbs was well known. He was a native
of the city, had spent about all his life here
and for half a dozen years had been en-
gaged in newspaper work, as reporter, as
city editor and in other journalistic capaci-
ties, had formed a very extensive line of
acquaintances, and for the past five or six
years has been a lawyer, devoting his legal
business principally to real estate questions,
Yet while he had so many acquaintances,
there were few, if any, who could truth-
fully call him friend. He was always of a
most reserved character, and neither his
family nor his closest acquaintances knew
much about his daily life. George H.
Hughson, a prominent business man, met
him, and the men bowed to each other a
fow minutes before 10 o'clock. Gibbs
was then walking leisurely. A block fur-
ther on and ten minutes later Gibbs
was struggling in his death agony opposite
the house of Miss Squires, in Delaware-
avenue, as the result of a 32-calibre revolver
bullet which entered his brain, one of three
shots fired by his murderer or murderers
and heard by a large number of people,
none of whom saw any suspicious person or

Traces of a woman’s footprints were dis-
covered by the police next morning at an
early hour on the soft ground.
