Wien the monks learned from
Pischendrof the value of the leaves they
refused to let him see any more of them ;
he carried his fragments tog England and
published them. Tn 1853 he visited the
onvent again and tried to get access to
their documents, but was unsguceessful.
In 1857 he went back to the convent, and,
by some means, obtained permission to
examine their docnments. Tischendryf
found a copy of the New Testament which
had been written, apparently, in the year
331, by order of Constantine, for the library
at Constantinople. This manus.ript is
now in the Imperial Library at 8t. Peters-
burg. It is ag old gz older than any of the
others and contains the New Testament
complete.
