To Wash Woolen Shawls.—Scrape one 
pound of soap, boil it down in sufficient 
water ; when cooling beat it with the hand, 
it will be a sort of jelly; add three table- 
spoonfuls of spirit of turpentine and one of 
hartshorn. Wash the articles well in it, 
then rinse in cool water until all the soap is 
taken off, then in salt and water. Fold 
between two sheets, taking care not to al­
low two folds of the article washed to come 
together.

Shawls done in this way look like new.

Annnitants receiving $100 a year and up­
wards.

Also, that the 
Local Government be requested to grant 
the subsidy of $3200 a mile, as provided for 
by Chap. 1, of the local acts of 1886, ir­
respective of what the Dominion Govern­
ment may do. That the meeting voices 
the sentiment of the electors of Queens and 
Annapolis, that the Dominion and Local 
Governments will be held to strict account 
for any neglect in respect to their plainly 
expressed wishes. That the meeting en­
dorses the resolutions passed at various 
meetings|held both in Queens and Annapolis 
favoring the Annapolis and Atlantic route, 
ami hereby adopts the same.

That copies of these resolutions, signed 
by the Cliairman and Secretary of the 

ting, and certified by at least twelve of 
the electors present, be forwarded by regis­
tered letters to the Premiers of the Domin­
ion and local governments, calling their at­
tention to the route selected and such other 
matters in connection therewith as may be 
thought l>est by the general railway 
inittees of the Counties of Queens and An­
napolis.

G. said he was ready to answer any and all 
pertinent questions in his power, ami said 
his Government was in a position to grant 
a subsidy to the road to-morrow if a re­
liable company shows up ami wants to 
build it.

Mr. Freeman then made some remarks 
and was followed by J. B. Mills, Esq., M. 
P. He set forth at length his efforts to 
secure a Dominion subsidy, and the im­
portance of the people making choice of the 
road and not a road. He deplored the fact 
that so many roads had l>een chartered in 
the province, as they undoubtedly interfer­
ed with oiie another. Mr. Mills was ex­
plicit in stating what part he had taken in 
bringing the railroad to the notice of Mr. 
Hervey and other capitalists. He thought

The Digby Fog Alarm.

During the past two months workmen 
have lieen engaged making certain altera­
tions and improvements at the fog alarm 
station, at Point Prim, with a view to in­
creasing its efficiency, and reducing to a 
minimum the lat>or and expense attending 
the delivery of necessary supplies. The 
whistle house has been removed about 2.10 
feet, to a position nearer the extremity of 
the point, and at a lower elevation of 
about 26 feet above high water mark. 
Previous to the removal, under certain 
dirions, the sound of the whistle seaward 

intercepted by the lighthouse and high 
land in rear. This difficulty is now obvi­
ated, and the w'histle also being hearer the 
surface of the water, which is a natural 
conductor, the sound is carried well out 
into the buy, to the great benefit of marin­
ers seeking an entrance through Digby 
Strait. Since the whistle has been put in 
operation in its new location, fishermen and 
others report that they now catch the sound 
much farther out in the bay than ever be­
fore. A new boiler has been supplied" and 
the old one put in thorough repair. . Both 
boilers will be placed in position in the 
engine room, and a Crosby patent auto­
matic attachment fitted, so that in future, 
should any accident occur to either Ixiiler 
or machinery, the spare boiler and either 
the engine or automatic attachment may 
be used during the time necessary repairs 

l>eing effected, thus obviating the ne­
cessity of discontinuing the operation of 
the whistle. A large coal shed has been 
erected in rear of the whistle house, and a 
derrick1 with steam winch erected near 
the edge of the cliff, so that coal and other 
supplies may be hoisted directly from ves­
sels or Ixiats into the shed. We under­
stand that the above improvements make 
the Digby fog alarm one of the most thor­
oughly equipped stations in the province, 
and will prove a saving to the department 
and a boon to the large number of steamers 
and other vessels calling at this port. 
This important station lias for the past 
fourteen years been in charge of Wm. E. 
Ellis, who is an efficient and careful officer. 
His son Leander is his assistant.—Digby

The Great Flood.

Another day’s work upon the ruins of 
Johnstown has shown the almost hopeless­
ness of the task of making the site of the 
town safe few the present and habitable.
Seven thousand men, with 500 teams and 
all other appliances that could l»e used for 
clearing away the ruins, have made scarce­
ly perceptible progress in bettering the 
. edition of the town. The 60-acre gorge 
above the bridge, supposed to contain yet 
hundreds of bodies, or fragments of bodies, 
withstands stubbornly every effort to Re­
move it Throe days work, with the aid 
of dynamite and the most powerful lifting 
and pulling appliances, have not cleared a 
space 100 feet square. The committee in 
charge of the financial part of the work is 
in despair at the enormous extent of the 
task before it, and to-day issued an appeal 
to the official authorities and the financial 
organizations of the country to designate a 
commission to take charge of the work.
Disease, consequent upon the reaction after 
the excitement and hardship of the post 
week, threatens to make sad inroads.

Very strict regulations are enforced.
The whole city is surrounded by a guard 
of soldiers, and more troops are under or­
ders in Pittsburg ready to proceed at once, 
if needed. An effort is being made to cut 
off so far as possible, the means of entrance 
to the city, so as to keep away the crowds.
The number of passenger trains has been 
reduced to the lowest possible number, and 
no tickets for Johnstown are sold, except 
upon a permit from the Relief Committee

Supplies of every sort continue to pour 
in from all parts of the country, and the 
immediate necessities of the people arc lib­
erally provided for.

The best estimate of the death list con­
tinues to place the total at from 5000 to 
12,000. As near as can lie ascertained, from 
3500 to 4000 bodies have already been re­
covered. The attempt to prepare an official 
list of the dead has been abandoned. The 
number of bodies found to-day was not so 
great as yesterday, but there are no signs 
that the end is anywhere near.

Edward Fisher, a leading young lawyer 
nn<l a young man, and the only survivor of 
a large family, committed suicide by shoot­
ing himself this morning.

Dynamiter Kirk, who 
is overseeing the work, used up the last of 
100 pounds of the explosive early this after­
noon, and had to suspend operations until 
the arrival of 200 pounds more than was on 
the way from Pittsburg. The dynamite 
lias been used in small noses for fear of 
damaging the bridge. Six pounds was the 
heaviest charge used. Even with this flic 
stone beneath the arches of the bridge is 
charred and crumbling in pieces, and 
pieces have been blown out of the heavy 
coping.

Misumler- 
stood ! It is a right fool’s word.’ I have 
determined to give the result of my obner- 
vat ion, even though it contradicts my words 
of that time.

High license first went mto ettect 
State of Illinois in 1884, when the oojtol» 
license in the cities was raised to $oUU.UU. 
Although at first thought to be a temper­
ance movement, the results of the several 
prohibition campaigns show it to be most 
strenously supported by the whole liquor 
trade. Another suspicious feature is that 
high license has only been adopted in those 
States where the Prohibition ists are at all 
active. Therefore the irresistable conclu­
sion is that the liquor dealers, wise in their 
own day and generation seeing the inevi­
table tendency of the people towards pro­
hibition, have determined to throw them i 
sop in the shape of high license, costly 
though it be to themselves. The principal 
argument in favor of it has been that by 
weeding out the low groggeries and put­
ting it upon a respectable basis by granting 
licenses only to those able to pay $500 for 
the privilege, who in consequence would 
interest themselves to prevent its being 
sold clandestinely, that crime and drunken- 

ould greatly decrease, the cost of 
supporting prisoners lessened, and a large 
sum paid mto the state treasuries, thereby 
reducing the cost of taxation. But what 
do tiie returns show 1 Iu Chicago the 
arrests for drunkenness and disorderly be­
havior have increased from 21,416 iu 1884, 
the first year of high license, to 31,164 in 
1888 ; the total arrests also increasing from 
39,434 in 1884, to 50,432 in 1888.

In Pennsylvania, where high license has 
been in operation for two years, and where 
a vote will be taken upon the adoption of a 

rohibitory amendment on the 18th of 
next, the result of high license is par­

ticularly interesting. Pittsburg, with a 
population of about 250,000, last year re­
duced the number of saloons from 1,500 to 
214, yet there PH* **1
that in the total number of arrests, and in 
arrests for drunkenness and disorderly con­
duct. This year, Judge White, with 
strong prohibition tendencies, has granted 
but 93 licenses, and has warned the success­
ful applicants that the slightest infraction 
of the law will be sufficient 3ause for refusal 
next year. The court will have co-opera­
tion of the police in efforts to make the law 
work as a temperance measure. Chief of 
Police, Brown, in an interview, says that 
strenuous exertions will be mode to appre­
hend violators. “ It will not only be the 
duty of the police,” said he, “ to prosecute 
the retailer, but wherever it can be found 
that he got his goods from a brewer or 
wholesaler, information will be made against 
the wholesaler, and he will be prosecuted 
jointly, with the man who sells tne liquor.

Notwithstanding these efforts, and the 
fact that not one of the favored 93 would 
part with his license for $5,000.00, and
some would not accept $20,000.00, yet Pitts­
burgh will maintain her reputation of the 
past, a yearly increasing of drunkenness, 
though this year the law may be faithfully 
observed. 184 arrests for drunkenness was 
the record for a Sunday a few weeks since.

Mr. Editor :—

I did not think when I sent you a paper 
on '‘Fruit Culture,” asking for a space in 
your valuable paper, (if you considered it 
worthy of such) that you would be troubled 
with me again at so early a date.

But upon reading a letter in your
of the 29th ult., written, so it reads, 

by one of our young farmers, “ who tries 
diligently to enquire of wise men,” but is 
somewhat alarmed lest he becomes wise 

much, and prefers keeping in the 
shade, giving us his opihious under the fic­
titious name of “Ben Davis,” that I would 
not be doing justice either to myself or the 
intelligent readers of your paper without 
attempting some self-defence with regards 
to the many errors “ Mr. Davis ” has ac­
cused me of making. I might say that the 
essay was not written with the intention 
of making anyone “wise but rather for 
the good of the order of Williamston 
Grange, and was published by their 
request only. Yet I very am ranch 
pleased to think that one of our many 
intelligent farmers has condescended to 
read it, and to give his opinions with 
regards to certain points, which are not in 
harmony with his own. I said I thought 
the time had come when fruit culture was 
the fanner’s only hope of salvation. “ B. 
D ” says that he cannot agree with me, but 
I do not think that he brought forth any 
arguments whereby one would be likely to 
change his mind.

And I am still of the opinion, that where 
fruit can be grown successfully, and if 
properly handled, one can do better at that 
Une, th«.n any other pertaining to the farm. 
He also says that the demand for fruit will 
not equal the supply. Did we not hear the 

cry fifteen years ago? I do not think 
that one should be discouraged on account 
of the small returns received for our apples 
during the past season, 
industry the world over, that does not at 

time meet with slow sales and small 
profits to the producer. It always has 
been so, and will continue such until the 
end of time.

But what we want is the quantity, so 
when we do get a good market, which we 
are sure to have every two or three years, 
the proceeds will be such as will help 
over seasons of depression. He seems to 

worrying about the remaining six- 
sevenths of the province which is not pro­
fitably adapted to fruit ; and wants to know 
what is to become of it. If I were a 
prophet, or the son of a prophet, I might 
be enabled to look beyond into the unre­
vealed mysteries of the future, and make 
him acquainted with the much - desired 
information. But being only a farmer’s 
son, and not yet out of my “ teens,” the 
attempt would be useless. Yet I am of the 
opinion that they will continue on in the 
future, engaged in the various enterprises 
and pursuits of life that they have been in 
for the past century, ever striving to keep 
pace with the changing scenes that are con­
tinually being borne around on the wings 
of time. .

Martin is a tramp who two 
weeks ago brutally assaulted Mrs. Gilpin 
near this city. The mob was armed with 
revolvers and had a few sledge hammers 
with which they soon battered 
iron doors. A noose was «quickly made in 
long rope which the lynchers carried, and 
slipped over Martin’s neck while he was 
yet in bed. The other end of the rope 
reached out to street, where it was held 
by not less than 50 willing hands. With 
blood-curdling yells the mob started to run. 
Martin was unable to regain his feet, and 
as he was dragged through the sheriffs 
office into the street his head struck a coal 
stove with such force as to twist it half 
way round. Amid shouts and firing of 
revolvers the infuriated mob headed for 
the Seventh street bridge, three blocks 
away. They had to turn two street corn­
ers on the way, and as they made the turn 
by the Baptist Church tiie wretch’s head 
caught in the stone covering of the gutter. 
No effort was made to extricate him and the 
halt was only long enough to give a terrible 
tug on the rope by which the body was 
released. The noose on the rope had loos­
ened and the knot, being in front, slipped 
over the wretch’s chin and into his mouth. 
It was then tightened, until his lower jaw 

pulled down upon his neck, in a manner

making Russia leather, with its peculiarly 
pungent and lasting odour ; but tne secret 
of tanning piano leather is known only to 
a family of tanners in Thuringia, Germany. 
This leather has but one use, the 
of piano keys. A peculiar thing about it is 
that the skins from w'hicft it is tanned are 
procured almost entirely in America. It is 
a particular kind of buckskin. The skin 
of the common red or Virginia deer will 
not make the leather, a species of the ani­
mal known as the grey deer, and found 
only in the vicinity of the great northern 
lakes, alone furnishing the material. The 
German tanners have an agency in Detroit 
which collects the skins of this deer from 
the Indian and half-breed hunters, who 
supply the market. The hunters are paid 
an average price of about twenty cents a 
pound for the green skins. When the 
skins are returned to this country 
leather they cost the piano manufacturer 
from $15 to $18 a pound. The world’s 
supply of this invaluaole and necessary 
terial is supplied by the Krétzchmar family 
of tanners, who have six establishments in 
Germany, the largest and best at Gera in 
Thuringia.”

Netter has recently written quite an ex­
haustive article on the subject of pneu­
monia, in which he reviews the epidemics 
of that disease which have been recorded. 
He draws the following conelnsions » Pneu­
monia is a contagious disease, and the 
essential germs can lie communicated, not 
only directly from an infected person to 
others brought in contact with him, but 
they can be transmitted through a third 
person. They can, also, as in the case of 
scarlet fever and measles, lie conveyed in 
clothing and in many other articles such as 
are found in the sickroom. They are diffus­
ible in the air, but one must come within 
about 10 feet of a patient, in order to be 
within range of infection. The pneumonia 
germs arc quite long lived. How they re­
main capable of doing their work lias never 
been determined, but three yea» is set as 
the extreme limit. Pneumonia is ‘ catch- 
big’ at any time during its entire course, 
and even after recovery. Where a person 
is exposed to the disease and becomes in­
fected by the germs of it, the tiret symptoms, 
as a rule, appear between the fifth and 
seventh day ; but exceptional cases are 
many, and an infected person may be taken 
down with the disease the second or third 
day after exposure, or he may carry it about 
him for nearly three weeks before it breaks 
out. A person who has once had the dis­
ease retains for year a liability to have 
other attacks, for the germs of it remain 
with him and may be found in his saliva. 
Hence, such a person is not only dangerous 
to himself, but to others with whom he is 
brought in immediate contact. It is held 
that this in part explains recurring epidem­
ics in certain families, and, also, why the 
same person frequently suffers from several 
attacks during his lifetime. Considering 
the fact, now clearly evident, that pneu­
monia is a contagious disease, the proper 
precautions against infection should, of 
course, lie taken- It is true that this dis­
ease is not nearly so contagious as the most 
of the other diseases of the same character, 
but it is enough to warrant a certain amount 
of care. A patient ill with pneumonia 
need not be held so dangerous that a rigid 
quarantine must needs be established, but 
those who are brought in contact with him 
should use a reasonable amount of caution 
'—not to * take his breath, ’ etc. Perfect ven­
tilation is alike important to them and to 
the patient. Handkerchiefs and the like 
should be thoroughly disinfected, and if a 
‘spit cup’ is used, it should always contain 
some disinfectant to destroy the genus in 
the sputa.

The Quakers.

AN INTERESTING ACCOUNT OF THEIR SER­
VICE IN NEW YORK.

Opposite the west end of Gramercy park, 
in a quiet and befitting neighborhood on 
East Twentieth street, New York, there 
is a modest little brown structure. No one 
acquainted with it would imagine it was a 
church. It has neither spire nor cross nor 
outside marks that would indicate its ec­
clesiastical character. Yet it is a church 
in a great and good sense—it is a house of 
real prayer, for it is the meeting house of 
the orthodox Quakers of New York. 
Every Sunday morning they hold their ser­
vices at the same hour as the fashionable 
churches, and it is the old and time honor­
ed method of worship which has prevailed 
among them for generations. The elders 
of the congregation are on the platform of 
the quaint and poorly furnished church.

The women are on one side of the house 
and the men on the other. After the el­
ders and the congregation are seated, on a 
Sunday morning, the most profound silence 
reigns through the house. The shuffling of 
an uneasy foot across the matted floor or 
the rustling of a paper is heard with start­
ling distinctness, while an involuntary 
cough echoes and re-echoes through the 
silent chamber. Elders and people sit 
with folded hands and solemn faces, some­
times for many minutes. Then, without 
warning, one of the elders kneels and the 
congregation bow their heads while he 
offers up a prayer. Another silence fol­
lows, broken finally by an elder reading a 
verse from the scriptures, which he then 
proceeds to expound.

It is not such a sermon as one would ex­
pect to hear from the pulpit of a city divine. 
He indulges in no flights of fancy, ho bursts 
of eloquence, but talks simply and plainly. 
As he closes his book and takes his scat an 
old man in the body of the church stands 
up and delivers half a dozen pithy stihtences 
with a quick, nervous intonation, following 
the ideas of the last speaker. Then ensues 
another long silence, when one oi the wom­
an elders, dressed in her somber Quaker 
costume, kneels at the railing before her, 
and with quavering voice prays simply and 
earnestly.

Concerning Moths.—Regarding moths, 
say the Ifpholstery Trade Review, many 
are not aware that the damage is done 
when the millers commence to fly, as their 
very presence indicates the absence of the 
worm. It is to prevent the miller inculm- 
ting that precautions should he taken. A 
large proportion of the millers never hatch 
eggs, but die without causing any harm. 
The male miller, which does not fly, but 
runs very rapidly, is quite easily detected 
by his triangular shaped figure, but, keep­
ing himself out of sight, he is not so easily 
found. His hiding explains the devious 
flights of the female in her search. The 
killing of one male is equal to the extinc­
tion of many ordinary millers. The male 
miller is commonly known by the name of 
* silver fish. ’

Carpets are seldom troubled with moth 
worms except where hatched in a dark, 
unprotected space, and where it is moder- 

It is for this reason no doubtately warm, 
that carpet houses are seldom, if ever, 
troubled by them, the stocks in the larger 
houses being disposed of between seasons. 
Nearly all the trouble from moths emanates 
from the furniture, the burlap Inside the 

outer covering being their best field for 
work, where they can be free from annoy­
ance and find plenty to eat. Many furni­
ture dealers realize their danger, and cleanse 
the burlap used wdth naphtha.

It is when the worms are either tired of
their food or it lacks the nourishment that 
they desire that they seek an outlet and 
drop upon the carpet.

Cleansing carpets by the naptha process 
is regarded as the surest and most satisfac­
tory where there is the slightest suspicion 
of moth eggs or worms. It is especially 
adapted to pile carpets. Caution should 
be exercised as to the purity and clearness 
of the naphtha used and the thorçngh ex­
traction of the grease, else the dirt adheres 
more easily than before. Where carpets 
are to remain in storage some time, the 
odor can be left in the carpet. A more 
thorough cleansing can be assured by hav­
ing the carpet beaten first. A surface ap­
plication of naptha will drive the impuri 
ties through the article, to be absorbed by 
that which is under it.
