WOMAN'S NERVE SAVED THE CREW.

(New York Hedald.)

Their vessel dismantled by a hurri-
cane in mid ocean, then thirty days
ot weary, futile waiting for succor and
finally privation in an open boat in
the nearly unendurable heat of the
tropical sun for ten days before land
was reached—such was the terrible ex-
perience of Captain J. Mevius Kay,
his wife and nine seamen, who arrived
here yesterday on the steamship
Grenada from Trinidad and ports iu
the Windward Islands.

Suffering fron the shock of privation
and exposure, Mrs. Kay went at once
to her home, No. 513 Twelfth street,
Brooklyn. Captain Kay and his crew
all bore traces of their forty days’
struggle with the seas.

To the plued of a woman, subsisting
on bread and water, who untiringly
devoted herself to the ministering to
the comforts of her comrades and
cheered them when they were near dis-
traction caused by the heat, and to
the skill of her husband, who watched
the sun by day and the pole star at
night over the fourteen hundred mile
course sailed by the leaking twenty
foot long boat, the crew can attribute
their rescue. Not one of the men yes-
terday hesitated to praise Captain
Kay and his wife.

*“I'oo much praise cannot be bestowed
upon Mrs. Kay,” said said Roger
Stehlin, the first mate, yesterday, for
her heroism and self-sacrifice during
our days of peril and suffering. When
strong, able bodied secamen were sick
and discouraged Mrs. Kay maintained
an air of cheerfulness that gave hope
and courage to us all. Her trials were
great and she suffered more than the
men, kut she uttered never a word of
complaint or a whimper of fear.”
Captain Kay told the story simply
yesterday -of his twenty-three-year-old
wife, his crew and their wanderings.
“We sailed from Bear River, Nova
Scotia, on August 13, on the Florence
B. Edgett, loaded with lumber for
Buenos Ayres.

“For a month on the run down the
weather could not have been better.
But on September 17 it all changed in
a few hours,

“All night it blew heavily. The next
forenoon, without warning, a hurricane
broke on us. Our reefed mainsail and
spanker were blown in halves, and the
headsails were blown clear of the bolt
ropes. The foremast went first, break-
ing off at the deck; then the mainmast
and mizzen masts, leaving jagged
stumps twenty and thirty feet high.
“Great seas tumbled in amidship
and started the deckload. and with
the loose wreckage lashed the deck of
the Edgett fore and aft like the ends
of some great cat o’ nine tails. The
bulwarks were stove in, the deck
houses started from their fastenings
and every one was lashed to the mast
stumps to keep from being washed
overboard.

“Below deck the cabin was filled
with the water that came pouring in
from the barkentine’s opening seams.
The hurricane lasted fully six hours,
and Mrs. Kay and myself, lashed to
the mainmast clung to each other
awaiting the end. Then as it lulled
all hands went forward to the fore-
castle, where although the swashing
seas were fully two feet over the
floor there was partial shelter as not
all of the deck load had gone over-
board.

“After the storm had passed I sur-
veyed the deck, while the crew cleared
away the cumbering wreckage which
lay in heaps on deck or tloated along-
sive. 1 found the cabins demolished
and the provisions in the lazaretto
atioat and tangled with spare sails
and the wreckage from the cabin. All
the ship’s papers and nautical instru-
ments were gone. The compass in the
binnacle was uninjured.

“Then we rigged jury sails and set
cur colors by day and burned ‘‘flare
up” lights at night, but no succor
came. Of all the provisions there was
only some beef and a partly damaged
parrel of flour was saved.

“Our cook did the best he could
with these over the galley fire. Day
aiter day we looked for help, but none
came, and, finally, as our stock of
water and food was getting lower, 1
determined that our only chance lay
in starting for land in our long boat.
Ve had but one boat, the other being
smashed in the hurricane.

“Then when, on October 14, we put
the boat overboard, we found she
leaked so badly that I feared that our
last hope had been cut off. But we
hauled her on board again and patch-
ed up the worst of the seams, and the
next day sailed away for unknown
land in the west.
“We had for
thirty-five gallons of
haps forty loaves of bread, baked
twice to make it harder, and some
cooked salt beef, which no one could
have eaten except under such dire cir-
cumstances. Each person had a yuart
of water twice, a quarter of a loaf of
bread three times, and a small cube of
meat once each day. 3

“We sailed—the southeast trades
favouring us day after day, the men
standing their watch as they did on
the barkentine, getting what little
sleep they could between their watches.
“Aft of the mainmast -of one little
craft we built a shelter of mast hoops
covered with canvass, for Mrs. Kay,
and forward spread a sail cloth so
that one man at a time could keep
under, out of the flare of the sun.

“It was torture. We were so near
to the water that the rays of the sun
reflected and burned through and
through us. Then the water got lower
on the eighth day. I cut dowm the
supply one gill on each quart for. each
person. Mrs. Kay could not eat the
beef at any time, and the heat had
made it so bad that the men, although
suffering for food mnearly pushed it
away when it was offered.

“For the first three or four days
too, we experienced heavy weather,
which added greatly to our danger,
hesides wearing out our strength.
The water came over the gunwale

d we were obliged to bale out the
boat constantly, night and day. Our
greatest suffering, however was from
thirst.

“All these nearly forty days not a
sail or steam vessel was sighted. The
horrors of perishing in that great ex-
panse of loneliness nearly drove me
frantic at nights. Yet the nights were
welcome because of the Polar star. I
could correct my deviations of the
day. Knowing that our compass had
no variation the star helped me to
compute my course for the next day.

“On the night of the ninth day I
saw the lights of three passing steam:
sbips, but they could not see our
lights or our signals. Then the morn-
ing of the tenth day the lookout for-
ward shouted, ‘Land! land!’

“I think Columbus felt no more joy-
ous when his men said the word than
I did. 1 steered around the island,
which proved to be Grenada, the
furthest south of the windward group.
We rowed into the harbor, and the in-
habitants flocked to the mole and lined
the beach as we came in.

“Afterward 1 found that we were
first suspected as refugees from Bar-
badoes, where the small-pox was epi-
Jemic. When our identity was dis-
closed every person from the British
commandant of the island to the hum-
blest negro did all he could to better
our_condition.

“In the church a purse was raised
and Mrs. Kay was the recipient of

provisions about

many kindnesses from the women of
St. George, our place.

“Five days later we started north on

the Grenada, which touched at the
1sland, the men being assisted by both
the British and American Consuls. I
almost forgot to mention Whiskers,
the black cat belonging to Mrs. Kay.
Like a true. sailor, he survived all of
the hardships, and my wile Lrought
him home to Brooklyn to-day.”
The men brought home yesterday
were Roger Sethlin of Weymouth, N.
S., mate; Peter Healey of Boston, sec-
ond mate; Charles ¥. Stream, of New
York, cook; Frank Sullivan, William
Reynolds, James Gorham, John
McDonald, Johannes Hendricsen, sea-
men, and - George Sanford, sixteen
years old. .

WOUMEN MAKE HOMES.

The problem of the ‘abandoned’ or
‘run-down’ farm in New Hawpshire is
finding at least a partial solution, as
simple as it is characteristic of the
times, says the New York “iribune.’
These places are being redeemed and
beautitied in considerable numbers by
intelligent single women from Boston
and elsewhere, some of whom spend
only their vacations in the country.
Within a circuit of about twenty-five
niles, among the foothills of the White
Mountains, one who has the euntree of
these delightful homes may visit sev-
cral.
These women, and others similarly
ocoupied, many of whom are well
known and well educated, are distinct-
ly recognized in the farming commun-
ities, where they have become proper-
ty holders, as residents to be counted
upon when public improvements are to
be undertaken and public opinion is ta
he formed.
One woman, for example, who has
for the present given up her profes-
sion, on account of her health, has
bcught a farm of rather exceptional
value, because it includes fertile, in-
tervale’ land. On this she raises large
bay crops. She has put dormer win-
dows into the quaint old house tkat
ske found on the place, fitted it up
with old-fashioned furniture, put set-
tees beside the big fireplace in the
Living room, hung a crane and kettles
in it, and placed odd paintings sand
prints on the walls. Here she enter-
tains summer boarders and wnter
house purtius. .
Another woman farmer, )§ss B.
has come from the west and estab-
lished herseli on so high a hill ‘hat
she is unusually safe from intrusiorn.
She raises an abundance of fruit and
cnough hay for her stock. With her
own hands she makes the delicious
butter served on her table. One man
can do her outside work. One strong
woman does the heaviest work of the
household, and with no temptations
to spend her wages she is making
money. Her mistress is not doing this
but she is making enough to live on,
and is spending her-days amid glori-
ous mountain views, in dust-free and
ozone charped air, where her relatives
and friends from iar and near are only
tod glad to join her in summer. In
winter she has time for congenial pur-
suits.
Within neighborly distance of this
place yet a third woman has bought
a form, as an investment rather than
a home. She goes up there in the ear-
iv summer to do the needed repairs
and cleaning and to get her quaint old
stufi into its most effective positions.
Then she leaves it for the tenant, who
has seen her advertisement and has
come hundreds of miles, perhaps, to
this spot, hidden among orchard and
forest trees. far from any much trav-
elled road.
One enterprising woman has made
her house an absolute model of com-
jort and heauty—an object lesson to
iarmer folk and city people, alike, and
Loth come from miles around to see it.
She is improving her place in many
ways; valuable timber is carefully
guarded; wild {ruit trees are being
grafted; rare plants, like Labrador
tea, are carefully cherished; comfort-
able Lenches are placed where specially
fine views of the mountain are com-
manded. Many varieties of wild ber-
ries. reindeer moss, curious ground
pines and other plants native only in
high “altitudes add their interest to
the place, while massive granite bould-
ers and gleaming quartz ledges add
their picturesque charm.
In another part of the state a voung
woman who is an amateur artist, has
converted an abandoned farm into an
all-year-round home of- such elegance
and proportions as to suggest an Eng-
lish estate. Landscape gardening isa
conspicuous feature of her undertaking.
She raises cattle, horses and sheep on
a considerable scale, and goes so far
as to have her wool woven into fab-
rics and designs of her own selection.

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Last weck concluded one of the most
roted murder trials that has been writ-
{en in the great record of the proceed-
ings of the court of justice in any
cu‘\nur_\‘. Four years ago Roland B.
Molineux, a New York man was ar-
rested for sending through the mail a
package of _ poison that caused the
death of a woman. He was tried, con-
sentenced to death. Last
ed from prison and
the jury were but twelve minutes
in finding unanimous verdict of
“pot guilty.” The result of that trial
ought to discourage the infliction of
capital punishment in any case where
mere circumstantial evidence has led
to conviction. It is possible, it is even
probable that many men equally as
jnnocent as Molineaux, but with less
influential friends, have paid the price
for crimes they never committed. It
took four years to secure a new trial for
Molineaux, and only unlimited money
and great influence could have stayed
the execution of a death sentence for

The strength of the evidence for con-
viction did not abate a particle in
four years, but from it was detached
the hypothesis that caused the arrest
and colored every incident that linked
in the however imperfect chain that
encircled a man who was condemned
before he was ftried. That he was
guilty was the popular thought, and
jundee and jury are not so far removed
from the world that they are not sus-
ceptible to the popular view. In the
lute trial there was a widely manifest
sympathy for the prisoner. Someone
had dared to insist that after all
Molineux might Le innocent; that it
would be fairer to believe him inno-
cent until his guilt were established
than to hold him guilty and seek for
proof of his innocence. Thus in the
years of his imprisonment the hy-
rothesis of his innocence became pop-
uiar and the evidence of his guilt lost
its damning aspect to the judge and
jury. There is no murmur now at
his discharge though four years ago
a multitude would have
cried aloud that justice had been de-
feated ‘and public safety endangered
by losing such a man. If the man is
innocent and there really seems slight
evidence to connect him with the crime
justice has perpetrated an injustice
that may not be readily atoned, and
the accident of his release ought to
weich beavily in the consideration of

HAY-BOND CONVENTION.

The following.is what is alleged to
Le the full text of the treaty which
has recently been concluded between
the United States and Newfoundland.
The treaty is presumed to be held
confidentally until it is submitted to
the United States Senate, but the
following document has been accepted
generally by the press as a true copy
of the new reciprocity convention.

The first article places United States
fishing vessels in Newfoundland waters
and ports in the same position as ves-
sels of the Colony in regard to_the
purchase of bait, trading and the like.
They do not, however get the privilege
411! g‘zxtt:hillg fish within the three mile
mit.

The second article provides for the
entry into the United States free of
duty of practically all the fich pro-
duects of  Newfoundland except fresh
codfish.

The third -article makes provision
for giving efiect to the second article,

By the fourth article a maximum,
dutv is stated which shall not be ex-.
ceeded upon certain specified -articles, J
chiefly of food; and certain other ar-.
ticles, chiefly of an agricultural kind,
are to be admitted into Newfoundland
fice of duty when imported from the
United States.

In the fifth article it is provided
that should Newfoundland lower its
customs duties on the articles of food,
etc.. ennumerated in article 4, the
United States shall get the benefit of
the reduction.

The sixth and seventh articles are to
pive effect to the whole, and provide
for the continuance of the treaty for
five years from the date of its signing,
with another year for notice of its
termination by either party.

FRUIT TRANSPORTATION TO ENGLAND.

This Important and Long Vexed
Question Apparently Settled.

Sir,—The transportation of our fruit
to kagland having been for so many
years unsatisiactory, 1 asked last
winter at the annual meeting of the
Ring's County Board of ‘I'rade, that a
commission pa appointed to ascertain
defimtely what changes would be de-
sirable 1 the shippmg facilhities, and
that this commission also personally
urge the Federal Government to secure
through the inltuence of its subsidy to
the Lne of boats cairying our apples,
such conditions in the new contract as
would provide the fruit growers of
Nova dceoua with a satistactory ser-
vice.

‘Lhe responsibility and work of this
commission” fell aunost entnely upon
myseif, Col. Spurr, who accompanied
me to Ottawa, gave me his support
and presented, as he was delegated
specially to do, the question ot Rail-
way Classification to the Department
of Railways. It is very graufying to
me therefore and must be gratitying
to every fruit grower of N. S. to have
official announcement that the con-
tract between the Dominion Goveru-
ment and the Furness Withy Co. has
at last been signed and coplains alk
the clauses that were asked tor. These
clauses or conditions were fiamed
after I had consulted with many of the
largest growers and shippers of fruit
in King’s and Annapolis counties and
were as follows:
First,—That when the trade of Nova
Scotia required it the Government may
insist upon the company increasing
the steamship service to intervals of
every ten days instead of fifteen, as
now required.
Second,—That the steamships pro-
vided by the company shall, when
carrying fruit, be run at an average
rate of speced not less than twelve
knots.
Third,—Said, steamers when carry-
ing fruit shall be ventilated by forced
drait to the satisfaction of the Min-
ister or some officer appointed by him,
and in such a manner as to secure a
uniform cool temperature.
Fourth, — Said boats shall not
carry between decks more than five
tiers of barrels of apples; that is,
there shall not be resting on any one
tier of barrels more than four other
tiers.
Fiith,—The handlirg, loading stowage
and unloading of fruit shall be under
the supervision of an officer appointed
by the Minister if he deem it desirable.
T am now in receipt of a letter from
the Deputy Minister of Trade and
Commerce, from which 1 take the fol-
lowing:
“I think all of the clauses which
were asked to be inserted on behalf of
the fruit growers last winter are con-
tained in the contract and are in effect
as follows:
“It provides that the steamers shall
be fitted with suitable accommodation
for carrying perishable cargo such as
apples or other fruit, dairy produce
and other products, without deterio-
ration, with holds and ‘tween decks
provided with a thorough system of
ventilation by means of forced circu-
lation of fresh air by electric or steam
fans in such a manner as to secure a
uniform cool temperature; the in-takes
for fresh air to be protected by con-
trivances for that purpose similar to
the Gibbs Steamship Ventilators so as
io operate in all weathers without
permitting water, spray or other
dampness being taken into any place
where cargo is carried, and that such
ventilating  appliances shall be oper-
ated at all times when cargo is
on board; that at least one of the
stcamers employed shall be equipped
with refrigerating plant for the forced
circulation of cool air through places
where tender or early varieties of
apples are carried; the space to be so
cooled to be from 25000 to 40,000
feet; temperature to be maintained at
hetween 50 and 55 degrees Fahrenheit;
that the steamers while so employed
shall not carry in any hold or between
any decks more than five tiers of
apples or other such fruit except they
be stowed in such manner and in such
tonnage as will relieve any tier from
the weight of more than four other
tiers: that the steamers when carry-
ing fruit shall be run at an average
speed of not less than twelve knots
per hour.”
There has been considerable delay on
the part of the Furness Withy Co. in
the signing of this contract upon the
successful completion of which the
Government should be congratulated
and should receive due credit from the
fruit prowers for its ready response to
the petition asked last winter.
If the subsidy is the same as for the
last few years, namely, $25,000, and
it probably is—the Government will
have influence to the extent of that
amount in securing the carrying out
of this contract.
The apple shippers now know what
the contract calls for and they may
make it their business to ascertain
whether or not it is being carried out.
The officer appointed by the Govern-
ment to supervise the handling and
stowing of the fruit at Halifax will
probably be in a position to inform
the Government or apple-shippers
whether any part of the contract is
not being fulfilled. If the contract is
carried out and no doubt the Furness
Withy Co. intend that it shall be, it
shoull save to the apple shippers of
Kings, Annapolis, and Hants counties
the estimated loss of 8100,000 which
has been suffered annually in the de-
terioration of our apples by bad hand-
ling, stowing, ventilation and length
of time in ocean transit.

MINING NEWS.

—

October’s was the highest output
ever reached by the Dominion Coal
Company, being several thousand tons
in excess of the July output. The
prospects for a large ontput during
Novemmber are excellent, and every-
thing is running in the most satisfac-
tory manner. Dominion No. 2, the
largest single shaft in the world, is
steadily increasing.

Negotations are under way for the
establishm . nt of iron and steel works
i Torontd, by capitalists connected
withi the Dominion Iron and Steel
Company. They undertake to expend
$150,000 in buildings and $80,000 an-
rually in wages provided they can get
a 30 years’ lease of city property on
Ashbridge’s marsh, Toronto Bay. The
company expects to get the raw ma-
terial from Sydney.

The cutside labourers_at the three
collieries of the Acadia Coal Co. have,
without solicitation received a nice in-
crease in their pay. Of his own accord
Mr. Coll has increased the pay of out-
side men to a uniform rate of $1.40 per
aay. Previously rates were from §1.22
to $1.35. This action on the part of
the manager is naturally greatly ap-
preciated by the workmen.

The demand of the employees of the
Nova Scotia Steel aud Coal Co. for
an advance in wages has been acceded
to. On Friday afternoon T. J. Brown,
superintendent of the company, arrived
at Sydney Mines and held a conference
with the executive committee of the
workmen, when the following pro-
position was accepted by the represent-
atives of the men: Beginning Nov. Ist.
1902, the employes will receive ten
per cent. advance, equal to five cents
on the ton of coal mined, the company
claiming the right to abolish the bo-
pus system now paid for working a
stipulated number of days per month.
There would have been a strike had
this concession not been granted.

The Dominion Iron & Steel Company
kas decided to take hold of the iron
ore property in Antigonish and will at
once examine the titles to the property
end if satisfied with them will enter
into a contract whereby it can work
on a per ton basis.

This is the banner year in the
history of the Dominion Coal Company.
The company has now  chartered six
steamers which are-the largest they
ever employed, the tonnage of the ad-
ditions to the fleet being over 60,000
tons. The first of the new fleet, the
Peter Jebsen, will arrive here in Jan-
uary closely followed by four others.

The Coal Company intends shipping
from Sydney all the year round in fu

ture and to aid it in doing so it has
secured a large ice plow which is ex

spected there in a few days. Drift ice
outside of the port will now be the
only obstacle in the way.

CANADIAN NEWS.

Charlottetown had a $50,000 confla-
gration on the 13th., with only $16,
000 insurance.

The building boom has commenced at
Sydney Mines. At present, there are
one hundred and twenty-five buildings
in course of construction at Sydney
Mines.

The Montreal branch of Canadian
Manufacturers has decided to establish
a technical school in Montreal on lines
similar to the Pratt Institute, Brook-
lyn.

The iron moulders of Montreal de
cided against the erection of the Car
negie library, declaring the $150,000
offered rightly belonged to the widows
and orphans of Homestead, Pa.

—Dr. Ellis, son of Senator Ellis, of
St. John. N. B., who has been ap
pointed medical superintendent  of
Canadian emigration, has gone to
Quebec to commence his duties.

A Domestic Science department has
been added to the educational equip-
ment of the town of Pictou. The
same teacher will have charge of the
work in the two towns of Stellarton
and Pictou, giving two days to the
Stellarton school and three to Pictou.
Thomas Dixon, an I. C. R. shunter,
was killed at Halifax on - Saturday
afternoon. He was preparing to con-
nect an engine with the cars, when he
missed his footing and the tender,
which was backing up, passed over him
crushing him so that he soon after
died. -

James Dixon, colored, aged 25, Pull-
man porter on the I. C. R. between
Halifax and St. John, was arrested
Saturday night. Nov. 12th, on charges
of theft from jewelry stores in St.
John. Detective Powers had been
working on the case for some weeks.

A London despatch says that Com.
missioner Preston has returned from
Canada with glowing reports of the
rapid settlement of Manitoba and the
North-West Territories. He predicts
an unprecedented emigration movement
from Europe next year.

Dr. G. A. Charlton, Rockfeller Fel-
low of Pathology at McGill, Montreal,
claims to have .discovered a serum,
which; will kill the germs of scarlet
fever, and has experimented in the
Civic Hospital with successful results
in 13 out of 15 cases:

W. W. Hubbard, formerly of the
Stock Breeders Association of the
Maritime Provinces has been appoint-
oi by the C. P. R. at a salary of
81800 a year, to direct the developing
of agriculture and dairying in the dis-
tricts of the Maritime Provinces from
which the road can get traffic of that
kind.

COAL STRIKE COMMISSION,

Scranton Pa., Nov. 13—All the mem-
bers of the anthracite strike commis-
sion are now here and in readiness to
begin the hearimg of the differences be-
tween the miners and their employers.
The sessions of the commission will
Legin tomorrow morning at 10 o’clock
in the Lackawanna county court
house. .The commissioners will use the
room occupied by the state superior
court, which is admirably adapted to
the purpose. Two sessions will bhe
held each day.
Most of the representatives of the
contending parties are also on the
ground. Each side will have an array
of attorngys, and it is expected that
at least two weeks will be taken up
in hearing the witnesses on pach side.
It is the intention of the gommission
to adhere as closely to ordinary court
procedure in pursuing the investigation
as it possibly can. It will, however,
not neecessarily restrict either side in
presenting evidence, it being the de-
sire of the commissioners that both
sides shall be thoroughly satisfied with
the presentation of its own case. In
the evidence to be given to the com-
issioners will be great masses of sta-
, which are being prepared by
bundreds of the companies. The min-
ers will' hand up bundles of due hills
issued to them by the companies,
which show accurately the money paid
to the men. .

GENERAL NEWS,

Germany and England have agreed
on the division of South East Africa,
according to a high diplomatic au-
thority, who has furnished the follow-
ing version of the deal. Germany gets
the territorv from the Zambesi north
to the border of its colony. England
getg everything south of the Zambesi,
including Lorenzo, Delegoa Bay and
Beira which will then be the norther-
lv point in British South-cast Africa.
Portuguese soversignty will be suspend-
ed but whether Germany or England
will pay for the region or simply es-
tablish a control similar to the Anglo-
Egyptian arrangement is uncertain.

It is rumored that Miss Stone, the
ransomed missionary, is anxious to go
back to. Macedonia and resume the
work in which she was formerly en-
gaged there, but that the Turkish
government objects and will prohibit
her from landing on any part of the
territory under Turkish rule.

THE NEW CLERK OF THE HOUSE OF
COMMONS.

T. B. Flint, M. P. for Yarmouth,
has been appointed by the Govern-
ment clerk of the House in succession
to Sir Johu Bourinot.

The Toronto Star of Nov. 6th re-
ferring to Mr. Flint’s probable appoint-
ment, says:

There is precedent in thbiese matters,
and the clerkship of the House of
Commons having long been held by a
Nova Scotian, the knowing ones pre-
diet that Flint, of Yarmouth, will be
Bourinot’s successor. .
Mr. Flint is in many ways the direct
anthithesis of Sir John. He is a tall
spare man; Sir John was portly. He
wears a moustache; Sir John was
clean shaven. He is well provided
with grey hair; Sir John was very
bald. In manner Mr. Flint is slow
and formal; Sir John was nervous and
and alert; Mr, Flint speaks in meas-
ured tones; Sir John’s utterance was
rapid and jerky. Mr. Flint is a lawyer
by profession, and to that extent his
training will help him in his new of-
fice. ‘He will, no doubt, be able to di-
gest quickly that great bundle of
rules and subrules which is known as
parliamentary procedure. The legal
mind will be able to distinguish the
great underlying principles from the
multitudinous sub-sections which often
scem to contradict directly what has
gone before. At the bottom, no doubt,
common sense operates, but it takes
an acute and discriminating intellect
to fix the corrclation and proportion
of these technicalities. Much of the
parliamentary procedure in all coun-
tries has been contrived to give tac-
ticians a chance. There are rules by
rules by which a ticklish question can
be forced to the front; and other rules
by which it can be suppressed. The
adroit parliamentaman is recognized
by his knowledge of these matters, and
nearly every politician of any conse-
quence prides himself on his adroitness
in using that knowledge. Mr. Flint
being a lawyer, and having a lawyer’s
thoroughne will doubtless arm him-
self Tap-a-pie to withstand all comers,
In accepting a positiorn which does not
permit ~ him to take part in the de-
bates, prohibition loses a skillful and
carnest advocate.

PRl S
MISS HUBERT VICTORIOUS WITH HER
SUIT AGAINST THE N. S. GOVERN-
MENT.

Halifax, N. S., Nov. 9.—Miss Hubert
a maiden lady of seventy years, and
who had the honor of dancing with
the King of England when he was
here over forty years ago, as Prince
ot Wales, won a noted victory over
the Nova Scotia government on Sat-
urday, when she sccured a verdict of
2500, in a suit for damages which she
had brought against the chief mes-
senger of the House of © Assembly.
Miss Hubert alleged that she had been
assaulted by that oflicial who, in ex-
pelling her from the house last win-
ter, said that he was carrying out in-
structions given to him by the attor-
ney general. Miss Hubert claimed
$10,000. The circumstances of the casg
were that Miss Hubert had presented
a petition through one of the members
asking for redress for property which
she thought had been wrongfully taken
from her. She was in the habit of
frequenting the legislature to watch
the progress of this petition, so much
s0 that the attorney general pro-
nounced her visits a nuisance and or-
dered her to be ejected, which was done
with the result that the gavernment
will have to pay her $500.

(This s Hubert has long been a
familiar figure in the corridors of the
House of Commons. She has many
times stated her claim and grievances
to nearly all the ministers and to as
manv members of the house as would
hear it. To all members of the press
gallery in the last ten years sheis a
fumiliar fizure. . A representative of the
Chronicle once undertook to ascertain
the precise nature of her claim, but
was not able to obtain a clear idea
fiom her account. It relates to some
land in Cape Preton which she says was
taken over for some public purpose,
Miss Hubert is a well educated woman
of good family.)

Canada and Japan.

(Financial Standard, London.)
The friendly reclations between Can-
ada and Japan have again been evid-
enced by the Japanese Government
granting permission to Capada to
have a separate building for the dis-
play of her products at the forthcom-
ing industrial exhibition at Osaka, In
the original plans Canada was allot-
ted a floor space of 3,500 square feet,
which now has been doubled, thereby
enabling the Dominion to make one of
the finest displays in the exhibition,
As the extension will entail a great
deal more expense to Japan the Can-
adian Government very properly came
forward offering to share the expense,
and the offer was not declined. Can-
ada’s exhibits will include samples of
all that she grows and manufactures.
The Manufacturers’ Association has
taken the matter up with great en-
thusiasm.

Flsheries a Suecess.

Louisburg, Nov. 9.— The fishery
season is about closed, and on the
whole has been a fairly. good one in
this district. The stormy weather
which prevailed during the month of
October was a serious disadvantage to
the fall fishermen. The catch of fall
mackerel is much below that of last
vear and there is a slight decrease in
the catch of summer herring. Lobsters
will also show a decrease. There is a
large increase in the catch of spring
matkerel and codfish. Taken as a
whole this season’s fishery has been
more productive than last season’s
fishery. The small decrease in one or
two of the branches of the industry
was much overbalanced by the large
increase in the catch of codfish and
spring herring, and the high prices
for the fish realized by the fishermen
added to its success.

The big plant of Armour and Co.,
Sioux City, Ia., which occupied three
and one half acres of ground at the
extreme south end of the stock yards
district, was destroyed by fire Nov.
26th. The loss is estimated at $900,000
and the insurance is $721,500,

ROUND uiLlL FARMERS' CLUB.

This society met for the third time
on Mouday evening, -Nov. 1Uth. in the
hiall, Round Hill

peiore the meeting was formally
opened the secretary exhibited micro-
scopic slides of pollen and pistils of
plants 1illustrating the work of bees in
fertilization, and also a slide showing
a disease found on a wild apple but
which he had not found on a domesti-
cated one.  Under the microscope it
appeared somewhat like the black
sput fungus but the taint of the di-
sease penetrated the apple almost to
the core whilst the black spot enly
attaches itself to the skin and grows
there without affecting the apple.
Some doubt having been expressed as to
whether the wild apple had any of the
diseases which attack the cultivated
one, the secretary placed upon the
table wild apples showing black spot
fungus, deformity, and russet, and a
twig from a wild apple tree covered
with the oyster shell bark louse.

As decided at the previous meeting
the subject of debate and discussion
was: “Lhe cultivation and pruning of
orchards.”’ to be introduced by Mr. C.
E, Spurr and Mr. Ralph Messenger.

After the minutes of last meeting
hed been read and approved the pres-
ident, Mr. I. K. McDormand, called
upon Mr. C. E. Spurr to introduce
the subject of the evening.

Mr. Spurr said in opening the discus-
sion, that opinions among fruit grow-
ers with regard to manner and time
of pruning were many and various,
Some pruned their trees in March,
some in June, and others in November.
He favored June pruning and had
found it most satisiactory, after try-
ing pruning. at the other seasons of
the year. ‘Lhe limb should in all cases
be cut off short and as smooth as
possible and then the stub should be
painted over. The best implement to
use was a good sharp saw. He ob-
jectea to pruners because’ they left the
stu', too long and did not make a
clean cut. Some varieties needed more
pruning than  others. Nonpareils
pecded to be left thick, cutting off
only the dead wood, crossed hmbs,
and suckers. Other kinds needed more
pruning but in no case would he make
them too thin. With regard to the
fertilization and cultivation he liked
to have the manure spread on the
ground before plowing, and then to
turn over not more than three or four
inches of soil. He would plow as
early in the spring as possible; then
harrow about once a week until the
beginning of August, and then let the
weeds grow. Any weeds growing after
that time would not seed.

Mr. Ralph Messenizer said that hav-
ing a week or twh to spare after har-
on one occasion a few years ago,
Le thought he could not spend it bet-
ter then in pruning his trees. This
was in November. Subsequent. obser-
vation led him to believe that though
he probably did not injure his trees
he got a larger crop of suckers from
thein as a resu't, and he thought the
tendency of fall pruning was to pro-
duce suckers. He did not believe in
piowing orchards in the fall except
under certain conditions. It w#s neces-
sury to keep moisture in the orchard as

BARN, RD MANURES.

Its Nature, Functions, Composition,
Fermentation, Preservation and
Application, by Frank T, Shutt,

A, RLE O, F.C. B, Chem:-
ist, Dominion Experim’t’l Farms.

(Extract from Bulletin 21.)

There is certainly no subject in con-
nection with farming of greater in-
terest and importance than that of
barn-yard manwre. In this necessary
and natural bye-product of every farm
the agriculturist should recognize his
home supply of plant food, the chief
means by which may maintain and
increase the fertility of his soils. That
this truth is not fully realized is evi-

of farm manures and the care they
veceive will be timely and to
greater cconomy in the management
of those stores of fertility annually
produced upon the farms of Canada.
The word manure is derived from
the French ‘“‘manoeuvrer, to work with
the hand. The significance is worth
noting, since it points to the benefit
—chielly in the liberation of assim-
ilable plant food—to be derived from
tillage operations generally. Cultivat-
ion, any mechanical process that in-
oreases soil fertility, would by this der-
ivation be called manuring. The old
meaning, however has passed away,
and the use of the term manure is
now restricted to materials containing
one or more of the essential elements,
pitrogen, phosphoric acid and potash,
and which are employed to furnish
crops with the food they require. In
quite recent times, the term ‘‘ferti-
hzer” has been used, more or less ex-
clusively, for chemical and ininerws
substances supp:ying plant food,, such
as -nitrate of soda, superphosphate,
kainit, &c., and the word * 2
has become practically synonymous
with “Barn-yard Manure.”

By barn-yard manure we .understand
» mixture of the solid and liquid ex-
creta of farm animals together with
the straw or other litter used in their
bedding.

The agricultural value of any sample
¢f manure will depend primarily and
chiefly upon the amounts of nitrogen,
phosphoric acid and potash it contains
and, secondarily, upon the solubility
or availability of these fertilizing con-
stituents and the amount of organic
matter (which will form humus in the
soil) it possesses. :
The solid excreta (dung) consists
of the undigested portion of the food;
the liquid excreta (urine) contains
products resulting from the digestion
of the food, in fact, that portion of
the digested food that has done its
work in thé animal, but is not re-
tained in the production of flesh, milk
wool, &ec. .

Urine, weight for weight, has a
greater manurial value than solid ex-
crement, not only by reason of its
larger percentages of plant food con-
stituents (more especially nitrogen
and potash), but also from the fact
that these constituents are soluble,
that is, are practically immediately
available for the nutrition of crops.
The nitrogen of urine (present as
urea) is- quickly converted into a
valuable form of plant food, whereas
the nitrogen of the undigested food in
the solid excretion is but slowly
changed into such compounds.

In speaking of the relative values of
solid and liquid excrement, it may be
pointed out that ‘‘one-half, and freq-
uently more’” of the total nitrogen ex-
creted by the animal is to be found in
the urine. More than 90 per cent of
the total potash is also present in the
lign | excrement. The phosphoric acid
and lime, save in the case of the
horse, on the other hand, are practi-
cally all in the dung. The composition
and digestibility of the food will have
wvch to do with the relative proport-
ion. of the fertilizing constituents in
solid and liquid excreta. On this point
Warington speaks as follows:—‘‘If the
food is nitrogenous, and easily digest-
ed; the nitrogen in the urine will great-
ly preponderate; if, on the other hand,
the food is one imperfectly digested,
the nitrogen in the solid excrement
may form the larger quantity. When
poor hay is given to horses, the ni-
trogen in the solid excrement will some-
what exceed that contained in the
urine. On the other hand, corn and
cake yeld a large excess of nitrogen in
the urine.”

The composition of barn-yard
nure, in other words, its value
as a direct supplier of plant
nutrition, will, therefore, depend not
only upon the relative proportions of
solid and liquid excreta and litter
making up the whole, but also upon
certain factors affecting the two for-
mer, which we may now consider.

ma-

Solid and Liguid Excreta.

The composition of the excreta will
depend upon (1) the kind, (2) the food
(3) the age, and (4) the condition and
function of the animal producing it.

Kind.—Considering the farm stock,
horse, sows, pigs and sheep, we find
that, other things being eaual, the
analysis of the fresh solid excreta of
these animals presents us with the fol-
lowing data, which, however, we must
point out, should only be regarded as
approximate. The food of the animal
as we shall presently see, has the
greatest effect upon the composition
of the resulting manure.

The urine of the sheep is seen to be
the most valuable, containing the
iargest amount of nitrogen and potash.
1t will be noticed that the urine of
animals is much richer in nitrogen and
potash than the solid excrements, but
it is practically destitute of phosphor-
ic acid.

Tabulated statements have shown
horse manure and sheep manure to be
very similar in the amounts of nitro-
gen and phosphoric acid they contain,
being richer in these elements than
those from cows and pigs, with the
exception of phosphoric acid in the
case of the latter. It is also worthy
to note that cow and horse manure
su]‘:plcnmnt one another, the former
being rich in potash, the latter in nit-
rogen and phosphoric acid. Together
yhe_v form a complete manure, furnish-
ing in good proportions the three es-
sential donstituents of plant food.
Food.—This is by far the most im-
portant factor in determining the fer-
tilizing value of both the dung and
the urine. The quality of the manure
is chiefly dependent upon the quality
of fthe food consumed. The richer the
food in albuminoids or flesh-formers,
the richer will be the manure in nitro-
gen. same  statement will hold
good %egarding phosphoric acids and
potash. Again, the digestibility of the
diet has much to do with the quality
of both the solid and liquid excrement.
We may safely infer that man-
ure from cattle wintered upon straw
will not only be scanty as regards
quantity, but also very poor in plant
food. A liberal diet of nourishing food
not only gives the best results as re-

dent irom the wasteful neglect so gards the stock, but also produces the

position of the excréements, so does
the amount of water drunk. The more
water that the animal takes, the poor-
er or more dilute will be the urine, but
the inferior quality will be ‘largely
compensated for by the increased quan-
tity voided.” :

Age.-— Young and growing animals
absorb a much larger percentage of the
fertilizing constituents of their food
than do those that are mature or full
grown. Stated approximately, we may
say that from 55 to 75 per cent of the
pitrogen, phosphoric acid and potash
of the food of the former will be found
in the manure, from 90 to 95 per cent
in that of the latter.

Condition or function of the animal.
--From the foregoing paragraph it
might be inferred that according to
the wants or requirements of the ani-
mal, so is the quality of the resulting
manure. Such is found to be the case.
The production of milk, flesh and wool
makes a heavy demand upon the food,
so that the manure of animals manu-
facturing these is poorer than similar
avimals that are not performing these
functions. Mature animals at rest re-
turn practically all the fertilizing con
stituents of their food in their excre-
ment, Cows in milk utilize about 25
per cent of the plant food elements in
their diet, and their manure is conse-
quently less rich than that from fat-
tening steers, which do not retain more
than 10 per cent of such constituents.

General Conclusions.—A  considera-
tion of the foregoing statements per-
mits us to make the :ollowing sum-
mary:—
1. That the manures, both liquid and
solid. of the various farm animals dif-
fer in value, that is, in the propor-
tions of nitrogen, phosphoric acid and
potash they contain. .

2. That food is the most important
factor. in determining the value of the
resulting manure; the richer the food,
the richer the manure. The quantity
voided also is lamgely dependent upon
the amount of food consumed and
water drank.

3. That the manure of mature ani-
mals, other things being equal, is rich-
or than that of young and growing
stock.

4. That animals producing milk,
wool, &c., make a larger draft upon
their food than fattening stock or
those which are mature and at rest
cr working. The manure of the former
will not, consequently, be as rich as
that of the latter.

We have also learnt that of the nit-
rogen, phosphoric acid and potash in
the food supplied, by far the greater
part probably, as a rule, about 80 per
cent) is returned in the excrement.
Kurther, that both in nitrogen and
potash. urine is much richer than the
sclid excrement, but the latter con-
tains practically all the phosphoric
acid excreted. The greater value of
the urine, by reason of the solubility
of its plant food has "also been ob-
served. This fact points to the advis-
ability of using a sufficiency of litter
or absorbents in the stable, &c., so
that the solid and liquid excreta may
bs applied together to the soil, for
the best results are undoubtedly ob-
tained by guch a method.

*Laughing Them Down.”

How often this is done in the home
by the parents and grown-ups to the
little and growing children, “‘laughing
them down.” f
Perhaps the word “ridiculing” might
Lave sounded better as a title, still
this laughing down children can hard-
ly come under the head of ridicule,
tor the grown folks, as a rule, do not
really intend to ridicule in such cases.
They are simply surprised or amused
ut a child’s action, remarks or quest-
ions, and either laugh outright or else
smile and glance significantly at some-
one eélse near by, thinking that the
laugh or smile will not be noticed nor
understood by the child itself.

This is a mistake, for most children
are very quick of perception, and
know intuitively what their little un-
irpined minds could never reason out.
Besides this, they are more sensitive
than one might imagine, and while
they apparently take no notice of
your laughing at them, they still feel
vour lack of sympathy for and with
them, and secretly resent your poking
fuu at them, or, in other words, your
laughing them down.

Sometimes the ‘‘laughing down” is
not done so kindly, and perhaps, unin-
tentionally; indeed, quite frequently
one person’s laugh at a child’s expense
will be caught up by the rest until the
child. and even a grown person, must
fecl the embaTrassment of the situa-
tion.

Sensitive children especially feel any-
thing of this kind very keenly, and
brood over it long after the older
people have forgotten the occurrence.

And what is the final result?

Gradually the freedom of speech and
artion, the independence of expressed
thought, the confidence in people in
general, and most of all, the confi-
dence of the children in themselves—
gradually, all these belong to .the past
and instead of happy, confident, un-
ccpscious  children, we see reserved,
hesitating and self-conscious little bod-
ies, whose entrance into a room where
there is company agony to them-
selveg and annoyance to their parents,
many of whom are to blame for the
children’s diffidence.

Children, even though they are child-
ven, do not like to be “laughed down”
aLy more than the average grown per-
scn enjoys such a  proceeding, and if
people would only stop to think, they
would realize that children are not
little wooden, unthinking, un-noticing,
unfeeling objects, but are alive, wide-
awake, and keenly observant little
hcdies, particularly sensitive to ridi-
cule in any of its numerous forms.

Floral Notes.

Do not delay potting all spring
Ulooming bulbs you wish to force, and
rlunt at once all these classes of bulbs
you intend to have in the open ground.
Ii these bulbs are kept in the air much
longer the crown is apt to gum and
refuse 'to bloom. Those who have
room for forcing hardy plants for Eas-
w.r should, before the ground freezes
up die and pot spireas, etc., and keep
them cool and in darkness in a dry
peeition until mid-winter, when they
can be brought to heat and light. Do
nt cover your outside beds of bulbs
uatil the soil ds frozen two inches in
dupth over them. 1f your hardy shrubs
have made a late sappy growth, cut
it back to sound ripe wood, as such
srewth will surely winter kill and in-
jare the plant. Look over your house
plunts, see to the condition of the
roots’ and drainage, repotting any
thut need it or washing off the soil
frtem root-bound plants and repotting
in same pot if more pot room cannot
be afforded. Such classes of plants as
palms, diacen etc., are better re-
jotted in the ing, and if in a root-
hound condition now, can be easily car-
ried over the winter months by careful
watering. Keep down red spider and
orcen fly, which will now become act-
ive in warm, close houses. Give your
hcuse plants all the air yvou can, and
stch plants as can be treated with
water give them a sprav or wash them
every sunny day.— H. E. Goold, Flor-
ist, Sussex.

A Young Child’s Diet,

A  prominent authority says: I
recommend a great sameness in an in-
fant’s diet; but a child’s meals, his
dinners especially, ought to be much
varied.
