most exeiting contest took place, on’ the.re-
salt of which a large sur of money depended,
as well as a measure of popularity for the sea-
son &mong that cli:ss of travelling public who
hwe a preference for fist qualities. Now
t1at the matter has been sstticd, the propr-
@:rs of these steamers will regard their own
int>rests by not repeyting the contest, as a
repuiation for racing dn the route will speedi'y
contract the travel thereby, and greatily injure
the business of both boats.

We must say that
such has not been the case in the past (of conrse
the medicos who read the 7'ranscript are ex-
cepted) shoals of men bhave been mnshroom
like, pushed out to practice and gain that ex-
perienc? that should be obtained at hospitals,
by experiments and conjeetures
among the community. True. many such men
if they have an aptitude for the profession, will
become' tolerable practitioners, but what of the
remainder? and of the former class how much

ignorant

needless suffering and licensed mal-practice
has to be borne and inflicted before experience
is gained? Well qualified men often were
ashamed of their Alma Mater and hence the
recent medical act puts to a great extent, the
educational training.of medical students into
the hands of the medical men of the country at
large through their representatives in the med-
ical Council. This is a step in the right direc-
tion, and aithough the act is as yet very
imperfect, still it is an earnest of better things
to come. At the recent meeting of the Coun-
cil at Ottawa, an effort was made to have the
examining board composed entirely of some of
the professors of all the medical schools, and
we were, zlad this was promptly voted down.
The prpfession had a fair trial of a mono-
poly of this kind, in the former medical board,
