CONSECRATION OF A CHURCH AT SOUTH
STUKELY.

After the meeting of Convocation at
Bishop’s College, Lennoxville, of which a
full report appearcd in this paper, the
Bishop of Montreal, accompanied by Mrs,
and Miss Fulford aml Archdeacon Lower,
procecded to Frost Village, for the conse-
cration of the new church at the adjoining
village of South Stukely. Sunday,Septem-
ber 14th, had been appointed for this
interesting. service. The unsettled state
of the weather on Saturday had caused
some apprehension that but a small aiten-
dance of members of -the church could be

some time-been so anxiously lookéd for-
ward to by those interested’in it.  But the
heéavy clouds of the early Sunday morning
gradually dispersed as-the day advauced ;
and shortly before the tine fixed for the
commencement of the service the sky had.
become clear, and all found matter of
congratulation in the brightness of the day,
g0 auspicious for the undertaking. At 10.
30 the Lord Bishop of the Diocese and
Archdeacon Lower were met in'the school-
room (a substantial new’ bilding adjoining

manner, after which he presented a hand-
some set of Service Books, as a donation
from “ the Society for promoting Christian
Knowlege” in London, and a service of
plate for the celebration of the Lord’s
Supper, an offering from Thomas Hichens
Esq., a London merchant, who has also
given the Bishop three other similar sets
for different churghes in this Divcese.
The chalice of silver, being richly gilt on
the inside, was of great beauty and highly
finished work, and was much .admired;
as was also the Paten. There was, besides
an alms-dish of church metal, of thorough
ecclesiastical workmanship, the engraving,
the plate and the composition of the metal
being a happy effort of modern skill in the
imitation or revival of the work of former
times. Morning Prayer was then read by
the Rev. Messrs. Whitten and Wetherall,
the Rev. F. Robinson taking both the Les-

cast. The interior appearance is perhaps
better than the outside. The roof is an
open one of stained pine, with the vafters
shiewing. There are somne few matters
yet to be completed; and the mode in
which the finishiog of the internal arrange-
ments is heing carried on gives proniise
that the whole will present a very satisfac-
tory and church-like appearance. Great
credit is due to the laity in this Mission,

Moxtreal.~The Convoeation at Bishop's
College, Lennoxaille, has been of more than
ordinary interest and importancoe this year. It
opencd on Tuesday, September 9:—

This College i3 not a purcly theological insti-
tution. Though it has a faculty of theolegy
comected with the Church of England, the
doors of the University are open frecly to all
who ¢liooso to go there, without danger that
their faith will be meddled with. Witlin the
limity sct to the course, it is very excellent; tho
culture very careful and judicious ; the ex-
aminations passed by its graduates very credit-
able. Situated in the midst of somo of the
most beautiful scenery in the world ; at a place
casy of access by railway from both the great
cities of Lower Canada, s¢t dowh iu tie widsi
of a rich farming population, too, it wiil becomo
8 quict and favorable resort of those among the
youth of Canada who shun the busy lifo of
commercial marts for tho beauties of nature
and the love of books.

In tho morning of Convocation day, the Col-
lego Corporation held a meetivg, at which it
was decided to estallish a Preparatory Depart-
ment. Room will be made for tlus new branch
of tho establishment by building up 8 wing
which will connect the present Collego buildings
with the chapel. A new master will be ap-
pointed to take charge of this department, and
the College Professors will assist in giving in-
structions to its classes. The nccessary ar-
rangements will be immediately begunm, but
cannot probably be completed, so as to put this
new department into operation, until the coming
Spring. Convocation assembled for business
in the afternoon, the Vice-Clancellor presiding.
The Bishops of Quebeo and Montreal, Patrons
aud Visitors of the University, were present,
and about twenty other members of Convoca-
tion. The resignation by the Ion. Mr. Walker,
of tho offico of Chancellor of the Institution,
tendered at 1ast meeting of Convocation, was ac-
cepted, nud the Hon. Chief Justics Bowen
clected Chiancollor in his stead.  Two students
were recommended by tho faculty for the de-
greeof B. A, and the recommendation assented
to by Convocation, a ballot being taken. Seve-
ral ad cundem and honorary degrees were also
conferred. Among the recipients of the hono-
rary degree of M. A., were several clergymen
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who had been in part educated in the Univer-
sity, under a rule which permits the Bishops to
send students thero for instructions in theology
withont attending the full courso of the fuculty
of Arts.  Qreat excrtions had been mado to
have tho chapel in n suflicient state of forward-
ness for congecration, but this was found to be
impossible. It was go far completed, however,
as to show the admirable taste of those who had
planned it. Tho style of architecturo closcly
resembles that of St. Luke’s church fn the
Quabee Suburbs; the materials uscd, however,
being brick instead of stono. Its windows are
of stained glass, that at the end bearing figures
representing great events in our Saviour's life,
and the portion of tho litany in which they are
grouped together, interspersed as scrolls.

Un Wednesday afternoon a number of excel-
lent speeches were mado by tho Vice Chancel-
lor, tho Archdeacon of Montreal, the Rev. Mr.
Forest, and the Bishop of Montreal; much re.

DIOCESE OF QUEBEC.

A summary account of the more prominent
proccedings of the Church and Episcopal Actsin
tho Dioceso of Quebec, hias appeared from time
to timo in Tur Cnunci Jourxar, ranging over a
considerable portion of the year, and the lnst
condensed statement of fhis kind appeared at the
close of Winter, in tho Spring of the present
year. The account which here follows refers
to tho pasteSummer.

On the 2nd and 3rd of June respectively, the
Bishop conscerated two burying grounds in the
Mission of the Rev. Dr. Julloon, upon the St.
Francis River, ono in the village of Richmond,
which is a railway station, and the other connec-
ted with a littlo church in tho back part of
Mellsurne, Divino servico was previously heid
in both churches, with an appropriate sermon
delivered by the Bishiop, and much interest was
manifested upon tho occagion. The Bishop then
proceeded to [Biskop's College, nt Lenoxville,
situated upon the samo river, and attended a
mceting of the College Corporation, on the 5th.
This institution, though struggling witb many
difficulties, has alrcady been of cminent service
to tho Church, and contains the germ, it may
well bo augured, of extensive benefit to the cause
of literature and scienoe, a8 well of rveligion, in
the provincoe. It is connected equally with the
Diocese of Quebec and Montreal.

Tho Church of Eogland has a chapel, and
maistains » chaplain, during the scason, at the
Quarantine Station, establiched at Grosse [ste,
thirty miles below Quebec, in the River St.
Lawrence. Thischarge is considered as attached
to & Mission held under the Diocesan Church
Socicty, the clergyman itinerating for the rest
of the year. That appointment, howerer, being
vacant, provision has been made for the present
Summer, by means of a succession of clergy-
men, who could each be spared for a short time
for the purpose. The duty Las in somo years
been very severe; and when the ship-fever
prevailed in 1847, between five nnd six thousand
persons were buried in n few short months, at
that island alone. Many of the Church Clergy
contracted the discase, aud to six of themit pro-
ved fatal.  But, by the mercy of God, no such
scenes thave been since witnessed, and the

On the festival of St. Barnabas tho Rev.
Septimus Jones, B. A, was ordained Pricst at
All Saints' Chapel, nttached to tho Episcopal
restdenco at Quobee.  Mr. Jones had been em-
ployed ns Deacon on the coast of Gaspé, in tho
Qulf, and from the distance of his residenéd
thero, with the uncertaintics of conveyanee, it
wasinexpedient to insist upon the more peculi-
arly appropriate scasons for ordination, Ho is
now in charge of St. Peter’s Clhiapel at Quebec.

Areangements were mado about this time,
which cnabled the Rev. A, W. Mountain, M. A.,
who had served a new chapel at Silleri, threo
miles from the city, on Suuday afternoons, to
establish two Sunday scrvices therein, Mr.
Mountain has also established servico on all the
holidays. (Further mention will bo made of
this chapel in what follows).

On Sunday, the 22d of June, the Bishop of
Indiana, U. S, having, in fulfilment of & kind
promise of somo standing, visited Quebee,
preached threo sermons, at the iustance of the
Bishop and Clergy, in each instauco putting
forth a forcible appeal for a specifio object, for
which a collection was afterwards made. In
tho morning, ut the Cnthedral, for the Book and
Tract Department of the Diocesan Churchy So-
ciety ; in the asternoon, at Silleri Chapel, to-
wards the cxtinction of the debt upon the
building; in the cvening, at St. Vatthew's Chapel,
in nid of the funds for somo necessary ropairs.
Itis a circumstance which never fails to create
a sensation of interest among Churchmen in
Quebee, that ono of the Amcrican Bishops
should officiate in their churches.

On the 24th of July the Bishop of Quebec,
accompauied by the Rev. J. H. Thompson, M.A.,
Professor of Divinity in the University of
Bishop’s College, who volunteercd to act as his
chaplain, set out for the visitation of tho JMis-
sions in the Gulf of St. Lawrence. Tho facilities
for reaching that remote quarter by any sort of
commodious or speedy conveyance, are rare and
merely accidental.  After several disappoiat-
mentg, the Bishop and kis companion took the
steamer to Rimouski, about 180 miles below
Quebee, and thence proceeded with hired veli-
cles by land to Ristigouche, at the head of the
Bay of Chaleurs. The greater part of. this
routo was along the Kempt road of ninety miles
in length, over a rude, solitary and mountain-
ous tract of country, whero the traveller does
very -faitly, if he can make three miles per
bour. In one spot whero the Bishop stopped
for breakfast, in o kind of dell, among steep
wountains, on tho border of tho Asmaquagge
River, there is a man living in alog hut,
without any other human being under the
roof, whose nearest neighbor, in one dircction,
is twenty miles distant, and in the other four-
teen or fifteen, The two travellers spent a
couplo of nights upon this road; and on their
last day, which was Sunday, 27th July, by hard
pushing, reached a house near the outlet to
Ristigouche, in time to collect somo twenty
neighbours for an evening service. I3 turned
out that they were all Presbyterians, but they
very thankfully appreciated the scrvices, Mr.
Thompson reading prayers, aud tbe Bishop
preaching. Two or threo hours wero lost the
next morning, in recovering the horses of this
establishment, who bad strayed into the woods :
but a duy’s journey, partly by laud, and partly
in an openjrow boat, brought the Bishop and his
friend to Carleton, in the Bay of Chalcurs,
from whence one mote day’s journey, in vehi-
cles hired from the country’ people, brought
them to New Carlisle, & Missjon of the Church,
whero they wero received by the Rev. G. Milne,
M. 4. This, after a journey of nearly 400

miles from Quebeo, was now the sommencing
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of the term; and Professor Thompson, was of

oint of tho Gull Visitation. Without render-
ng any further details of characteristic inci-
dent o scenery, it riay be suflicient to state
that there was now a line of coast to pursue,
sweeping round towards thoe mouth of the St
Lawrence, of about o hundred miles in length,
along which are found four Missions of the
Church, with nine chiurches, besides two regu-
Jar stations for service in school-houses. A
fifth Mission is at tho Magdalen Islands, distant
120 siles from tho Gaspé Coast, where ono
church has been built; and there are, in all,
three stations for servico. The circuit aloag
tho coast was performed chicfly in the open ve-
hicles of the country, with the occasional vari-
ety of open boats—the whole distance being
made, in either case, a3 well ag the whole accome
sodation on the road provided, without charge to
ke travellers, by the kindness and hospitality of
tho Clergy and laity of the several places.* In
reaching the Magdalen Islands, and returning
from thence, the Bishop and Mr. Thompson
wero so singularly fortunate as to fall in with
tho armed Proviacial schooner La Canadienne,
o beautiful vessel, well found, and equipped in
man-of-war style, which is provided for the use
of Dr. Fortin, a stipendiary magisirato very
uscfully cmployed in preserving ocder or afford-
ing protection along tho shores of the Gulf.
This gentleman manifested tho utmost possible
kindness and attention towards his passengers,
to whose number was added the Rev, W. Ar-
nold, ono of the Clergy of Gaspé.

In the Mission of Mr. Milne, (Rural Dean of
the District), Confirmations were held in the
churches of N Carlisle and Paspebine, and in
school-houses at Jlopefown and Port Daniel.
Sizty-one persons in all were confirmed. The
church at N. Carlislo was consecrated.

In the vacant Mission of Cape Cove, (since
filled up by tho appointment of tho Rev. Silas
Crosse, from England), the Bishop was met by
the Rev. W, Arnold of Gaspé Bay, who pre-
gented the candidates, the Rev. S. Jones having
prepared them before ns departure. Zighteen
persons were confirmed in this Mission, four
only of whom presented themselves in the
church of Percée.

Percée was the point at which the Bishop
went across to the Magdalen Jslands. This
trip occup.ed nearly thirteen days, five of which
were spent in the islands. Confirmations were
held in the church (yet unfinished) at Grosse
Isle; in tho Parsonage (also unfinished) at
Iouse Harlor, and in a private room at Entry
Island, besides the Confirmation of two young
female candidates in their father's bouse, at
Ambherst Harbor, who had been prevented from
meeting the Bishop at Entry Island. Ticenry-
{wo persons were confirmed in all. This is a
very arduous as well as a very interesting Mis-
sion, and the Rev. F. Boyle, whois in charge of
it (being the first Missionary), is exposed, at
particalar seasons of the year, to much hard-
ship and not a little xisk in the execution of his
duties. The islands constitute a lovely group,
cut off for nearly half the year from all possi-
bility of communication with tho rest of the
world. The great body of the inhabitants are
French Roman Catholics. The spiritual desti-
tation of the Protestant portion, before the es-
tablishment of the Mission in 1850, was almost
beyond example. Admiral Coffin, the propri-
ctor, resident in England, has liberally assisted,

in diffcrent ways, in promoting the cnusc of tho
Mission and tho spiritual good of the people.

Immedintely upon his rcturn to Perede, the
Bishop followed up his chain of Confirmations
on the Gaspé coast; and on Sunday, 17th Au-
gust, held two scrvices at Mud Slay, within tho
charge of Mr. /rnold, at the former of which
tho church was consccrated.  Twenty-eight per-
sons were here confirmed.  On tho 19th the
churel at Sandy Deach, within the charge of the
samo minister, was consecraled, and twenty-tiwo
persons wero then confirmed, making fifty in the
curo.

On the 20th, Morning Scrvice was held in
Gaspé Basin church, and Evening Servico in
that of Soutk West Corner, ono confirmation in
tho morning (of fwenty-three persons) serviug
for both. The Confirmation at Lillle Guaspé
church still remained in order to completo tho
services within the chargo of Mr, De Laare,
and to closo the Episcopal Visitation of the
QGulf ; but it was not till the23d (from the state
of the winds and weather), that it wae possible for
a bont to reach tho spot. On that day eleven
persons wero confirmed at Littlo Gaspé, making,
within this cure, thirly-four.

The question now preseated itseif about the
best mode of getting back to Quebee, and it
may be worth while, as a matter of curiosity, to
state that, as the Bishop and Professor Thomp-
son wero obliged to Le on a fixed day at Bishop's
College,, it was judged better to travel back to
the Bay of Chaleurs, thenee cross inte New
Brunswick, procesd to Fredericton by land,
thenco to St. John, andeon to Portland, U 8.,
by tho steamers, and finally-from Portland by
the Railway-—a circuit of not much short of a
thousand miles, instead of 380 by the St. Law-
rence—than to trust to the uncertainties attach.
ing to the trading river-craft, one of the better
sort of which was about to sail for Quebec.
The event justificd the decision, for the Bishop
had passed a week at Bishop's College, on the
way, and been four or five days in Qucbec,
when the schooner arrived in port,

Leaving Gaspg Bay, then, in the Collector’s
boat, tho Bishop was cnabled to give another
Sunday for ordinary service, to the two churches
in the vacant mission of Cape Cove. The whole
number of public scrvices performed on tho cir-
cuit was nineteen. The number of Coufirma-
tions, fourteen; of persons confirmed, one hun-
dred and eighty-five. Three churches and one
burying-ground wero consccrated. Al the
churches in this detached section of the Diocose
aro of wood, and without any sort of architect-
ural pretentions; but they are geucrally neat,
ard furnished with the proper appurtenances
Jor the worl of the service in the house of the
Lord. One church has an organ, and in moro
than one the practice of chanting has been
introduced. The attendanco everywherp was
excellent; and it was verygratifying to wituess
the spirit which had put it into the kearts of
the people, not only to crowd the sanctuary on
Sundays, but to assemble for the services in
full numbers on week days, in the height both
of their hay-harvest and their fish-making, ata
time when every finc day was precious to them
on account of the recent prevalence of excessive
rains. The Bishop very generally incorporated
his address to the recipients of Confirmation
with a familiar sermon to the congregation at
large; at other times ho preached scparately,
and this duty was also in geveral instances dis-
charged by Mr. Thompson.

Bishop’s College. was now again to be visited
by the Bishop (who is President of the College
Corporation), upon occasion of the annual Cen-
vocation, fixed, by adjournment, for the opening

of the term, and Professor Thompson was of

conrse obliged to bo at hie post. The Collego was
upon the route to Quebec, heing littlo moro than
an hour's ran, by the Portland railrond, from
the Isiand Pond station, in Vermont, [\ sep-
arato acconnt is to bo forwarded from lennox-
ville, of the Convoention and other doings at the
College].

On Tucsday, September 1Gth, the Chapel at

Sunday, and following upon the Ember days,
an Ordination of Priests was held in the Cathe-
dral chiurch of Quebce, Tho gentlemen ore
dained wero thoso ndmitted to Deacon’s Ordere
twelve months before, namely, ‘The Rev. J. I,
Jenking, B. A., of Iishop's College; 'The Rev,
C. . Emery, late student of St Augustinc'e
Missionary College, at Canterbury, in Eugland ;
and the Rev. 4. 7. Woolrich, adopted in Eng-
land a3 an aspirant for the ministry by the So-
ciety for the Propagation of the Gospel.  Bach of
theso three gentlemen is appointed to a Mission-
ary charge in tho District of Quebec. The
Bishop was nssisted in the scrvices by the Rev,
Official Mackie, D. D., and the Rev. QGilbert
Perey, Ministers of tho Cathedral, and also by
the Rov. D. Robertson, Chaplain to Her Ma.
josty's forces. Tho scrmon was preached by
Dr. Mackie.—Church Journal,

The Society met at 3 P. M. at the
Society’s ILouse. Present—the Revs. Dr,
Beaven, Dr. Cronyn, Dr. Lett, S, Shortt,
F. L. Odler, S. B. Ardagh, George Whita-
ker, E. G, O'Brien, Esq.,andthe Secretary,

The prayers were rcad by the Rev.
Dr. Beaven, who, as Vice-President, occu-
pied the chair.

The proceedings of the last meeting
were read by the Secretary,

H. Rowsell’s account for grants was
ordered to be paid £21 9s. &,

A letter was read from W, Turner,
Esq. Churchwarden of Emily, also a copy
of resolutions passed at a vestry meeting
in that Township, and a letter from the
incumbent Rev. R. Harding. The stand.
ing Committee reported that they wero
always averse to parting with landed
endowments, but under the present cir-
cumstances they thought it might be ad-
visable to part with so much of the land
as would realize a sufficient sum to pay
for the fee simple of the remainder and
complete the parsonage house; but they
could not recommend that any portion of
the money should be applied to other
parochial purposes. The meeting con-
curred in the recommendation of the
Standing Comumiitee, and dirccted the
Secretary to write to the Incumbent and
Churchwardens, stating that on tife above
conditions the Sotiety is willing 1o assent
of the sale of a certain portion of the
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land, and to request themn to inform the
Sacicty how much will he required to
enable them to pay off the debt on the
lund, and finish the parsonage. They
also consider it necessary that the house
should be annually insured by the parish,

The Socicty concurred in the recom-
mendation of the Standing Committee to
reconvey to Mr. Rothwell a lot of land in
Wisbeach, deeded by him as & sito for a
church, ho Leing willing to exchange it
fer what i3 considered a moro cligible site.

To tho application of the Rev. DMr.
Logan for permission to sell the glebe lot,
which is at present unprofitable, and rein-
vest the money, the Society concurred in
the recoxmncmfu(ion of the Standing Com-
mitlce to reply that the Society cannot
congent to the sale of land given as an
endowment unless it were convinced that
by #o doing the parish would be the gainer
in all time 1o come. In this case, the
manner in which the money is to be rein.
vested is not explained, and though the
land may be now unpraductive, by leasing
it on a tnfling pecuniary rate, but improv-
ing lease, # may in the courze of years
become far more valuable than auother
investment, for which, at the present e,
it can be exchanged,

On the recommendation of the Stand-
ing Commuttee, the following grants were
voted : Sunday School books, and tracts
for distribution to the amount of £2 10s.
for the congregation at Cookstown and
neighboushood, on apphication of the Cate-
chist, Mr. Cooper, backed by the recom-
mendation of the Rev. I. L. Osler; also
a grant of an oclavo Bible and prayer-book
for tho station at West Essa.

A grant of £12 10s. 10 ad in the com-
pletion of the parsonage now being erected
at Lioydtown, money to Le paid when the
Gengral Purposcs Fund will admit of it.

A set of service books for the Church
at Pakenham, on the apphication of the
Rev. J. A. Morris, A

To pay £5 to Mr Jacob, who, Dr.
O’Menr states, kept up regular services at
the Litle Current, twenty-five nules from
Mahnetooahning.

A grant of books and catechisms for n
new mission Sunday School in the City of
Hamilton to the amount of £1, on appli-
cation of tho Rev. T. J. M. W. Black-
man, and scrvice books for a Small Chapel
in the Western suburbs of the town of
Hamilton, on application of the Rev. J.
Butler.

The Society conrur in the opinion of
tho Standing Commi:zce that in the pres-
ent state of the General Purposes Fund,
it would not be justified in promising a
grant towards the ercction of a new Mis:
sion Church at Hamilton, to cost £450,
applied for by the Rev T. J. M. W,
Blackman.

ARCHIDIACONAL VISITATIONS.

‘The Archdeacon of York has recently
held Visitations of the clergy of that portion
of the diocese about to be setapmitasa
distinet See to the west of the Diocese of
Toronto. The clergy contiguous to those
places respectively were convened at Paris,
Woodstock, London, Sandwich and Chat-
ham. Twenty-cight clergymen were pre-
sent in all, out of furty-two, the whole
number in that portion of the diocese ; and
several churchwardens also gave their
attendance, The charge comprehended
chiefly observations upon the necessity of
uniformity in the manner of conducting the
services, as helping to maintain the great
principle of the unity of the church; and
with this view several practical remarks
were offered in explanation of the Rubrics
of the Church—the intention having been
expre:sed of the follewing up the subject

1at a future time. The Archdeacon, at the

close of his address, took occasion to ad-
vert to the probability that this was the
last official visit which he should pay to
this portion of the diocese, as his official
connexion with it would cease upon its
being set apart as a separate Sce—an ar-
rangement now deemed to be near at hand.
At Sandwich a very cofdial address was.
prosented to him'by the clergy of that.
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division, and concurred in by the church-
wardens who were present; to which the
Archdeacon made an gppropriafe im-
promplu reply.

The following is tho concluding portion
of the Charge: ¢ I cannot close my present
remarks without adverting to the proba.
bility that this is the last official visit which
I shall have the opportunity of making to
this portion of the diocese—arrangements
having been long in progress, and I pre-
sume now near completion, for forming it
into a distinct Sco. With the proposed
new Western Diocese I should not, of
course, have any official connexion,

#I cannot contemplate snch an event,
without expressing. the satisfaction I have
been permittod to experience in fulfilling
these duties; from the cordiality of welcome
which has always been extended, and the
fraternal aid and attentions uniformly re-
ceived. T could not louk to the probable
termination of our relationship without
making these acknowledgments; and I
have to hope that all short comings and
deficiencies on my part will be overlovked
and forgiven. I havk endeavoured, to the
best of my judgment and ability, to dis-
charge the duties of my office ; and il’ we
cannot, in a new country, where the ex-
ternal circumstances of the church are so
different, follow out exactly the lino pre-
scribed to those in my position in the
Mother country, I have endeavoured, with
certainly not Jess of labour and trouble than
would be undertaken there, to make the
discharge of its duties as practical as
possible.

“In such an intercourse with a large
body of clergy, we must expect to en-
counter some differences of opinion 3 but
1 am not conscious of having ever allowed
any diversity of scntiment to affect the im-
partiality of my official acts, or that personal
good will and regard which all can so
equally claim, "We are one brotherhood ;
and I have not been allowed to perceive
in any quarter other than the kindly feelings
which should characterize so .sacred an
affinity.

«We shall uot, in the anticipated divi-
sion of our diocese, and. the change in our
relationship, be separated in spirit; nor
withdrawa from many oppertunities, I trust,
of taking mutual counsel for the welfare of
God’s church and the good of souls.
Artificial bounds cannot -restrain the

- diffusion of brotherly sympnthy; and the
current of our love as christians will sweep
past such blarriers, and have universal
course throughout the household of faith.
1 pray and trust that this spirit of christian
love will grow and spread, ¢till we all
come in the unity of the faith, and of the
knowledge of the Son of God, unto.a per-
fect man, unto the measure of the stature:
of the'fulness of Christ.’®

TonrosTo, September, 26th.—At the Quecns-
town Ileights (whence geologist affirm tho Falls
of Ningara to have recederd to their prescut

may naturally lead them to anticipate. And
tlus rule of procceding characterizes their
labours, not only in their own more appro-
prite and prescrbed sphere of labour, in
{ providing versions an foreign languages of
jthe Holy Scripwres and of the Book of
Common Praycr, but also, as might natu-
rally indecd bo supposed, in the assistance
which, from time to time, they are callea
to render to the Standing Committee,
whenever circumstances arise which may
induce that Comuntice, in the excrcise
of the authonity wiich has heen given
to them by the Board, to order tho trans-
lation, into a foreign tongue, of any books
or tracts already upon the Svcioty’s Cata-
logues,

In that
Report it was stated that Italian transla-
tions of Canon Stowell’s Tract on Infi-
delity, and of the late Mr. Faber’s ¢ Rome
and the Bible, had bLeen undertaken.
These tracts were shortly afterwards pub.
hshed ; and of the latter, a new and care-
fully revised ediuon has just 1ssued from
the press. In the same language also
have appeared, in the course of the year,
translations of the Rev. Professor Browne’s
Tract for Soldiers, ¢ The Good Centurion,
and of the first Homily, ¢ A fruitful Ex.
hortation to the Reading of Holy Scripture.’

“«But cfforts for promoting Christian
knowledge in other lands have not alto-
gether precluded attention to the moral
and religious condition of foreigners in
our own country. The opening ot an
Anglo-French School in the very Parish
wn which the Society’s house is situate,
unmediately revealed the want of suitable
French school-books. These the Stand-

ing Committes readily undertook 1o sup-
ply. A French translation of Mer, Slade’s
¢ Lessons for Sunday Schools’ 1s now in
daily use in the school in question, and
other clementary works on the Suciety's
Catalcgues are in preparation, fur the
SAMC PUrposc.

«The Board may be interested to learn,
that this school has arisen out of the
ministrations of a Seripture Reader, ap-
puinted by the Incumbents of $t. James',
S.. Martin's.in.the-Fields, and St Anne’s.
Solio, to labor amang the poorer forcigners
located in their respective panshes, Of
such forcigners a largo proportion were
found to be cither French by birth, or
famihar with the French language. Many
of these poor peoplo manifested an anxiety
on tho subject of the education of their
children; but no appropriate school was
to he found for such children, ¢ who,” it
was reported by the Scripture Reader,
¢without moral training and religious in-
struction, were left to spend much of
their timein the streets, and were exposed
to every kind of temptation.! It was ob-
vious to auticipate * the fatal results which
must cnsue from such a state of things,
both to the children themselves, and
also to the community of which they
wero afterwards to form a part’ An
appeal was accordingly put forth in be-
halfof ¢these poor litle strangers, brought
hither frum various causes, and des-
tined, probably, maay of them to grow
up and live amor_st us as an integral
part of our own population, whilst others
would return to their original homes,
careying with them the good or evil
principles and habits which they might
acquire in this country.’ This appeal was
not without its appropriate fruits, The
school has been happily established, under
the sanction of the Bishop of Lundon.
It is now in satisfactory operation ; the
Holy Scriptures are the basis of the reli-
gious instruction imparted to the children ;
and the school is placed in connexion with
the French Protestant Episcopal Church
of London. Itappears to be much valued
by those for the benefit of whose children
it was projected, and the Committee under
whose direction it is placed observe, in
their Prospectus, that *“the happy rela.
tions of friendship and alliance, now exist.
ing between France and England, cannot
fail to add weight to the other important
reasons for- supporting this establishment,
which, it is hoped and believed, will, under
the Divine blessing, becoine permanent,
and help to promote the best interests of
mankind.’

«It is evident that books prepared for
the use of this school will be equally
serviceable in similar schools clséwhere;
and especially in the Mauntius, where the
Bisoop writes that he is desirous of es-
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tablishing cficient schools for the French-
gpeaking population, und where, conse-
quently, there will be an immediate and
increasing demand for such publications,

« For use in the Diocese of Cape Toswn,
translations into the Dutch language ol
Bishop Wilson's * Treatise on the Sacra-
ment of tho Lord’s Supper,’ and the Rev.
James Meynick’s *Short Manual of Prayers
for Common Occasious,’ have been added
to the Society’s Catalogue in the course of
the last year.

# Tho Lord Bishop of Barbadoes hav-
ing informed the Society of a considerable
influx into Trinidad, and some of the
neighbouring West India Islands, of Chi-
nese Coolies, most of whom could read
their own language, and having begged to
be eupplied with a few good and simple
Tracts for their use and instruction, the
Foreign Translation Committee were re-
quested to communicate with the Lord
Bishop of Victoria upon the subject. The
result has been that five such Tracts,
prepared by the Bishop’s desire, under
tho direction of Archdeacon Cobbold,
have been sent to the Society ready cut,
in the Chinese characters, on wooden
blocks ; from these blocks stercotype
plates have been cast in London, and
500 copies of the Tracts, for use in the
West Indics, are now being struck off at
the printer”s. ‘These tracts will, of course,
be useful in many other parts of the
world to which Chinese Coolies are emi-
grating, at present in large numbers. A
copy of the Tracts, as well as of the
_ other publications alrcady mentioned in
this Report, are now presented to the
Board,

“But to come now to the more appro-
priate sphere of labour allotted to the
Foreign Translation Commuttee, viz. the
translation of the Holy Scriptures and of
the Book of Common Prayer, the Com-
mittee have to report, that the printing of
Mr. Bret’s Arawak Version of the Gos-
pels and the Acts of \he Apostles, pre-
ceded by a considerable portion of the
Book of Genesis, has been completed ;
and that a new and revised edition.of the
Society’s German translation of the Book
of Common Prayer has been published.
And of these works copies are now laid
upon the table,

¢ Of other works reported last year o
be in progress, the Foreign Translation
Comnmittee have riuch pleasure in stating,
that the new edition of the Greek Septu-
agint is proceeding in 2 most satisfactory
manner, under the able hands of Mr.
Field, the editor of the Homilies of St.
Chrysostom; and that the printing of the
new Arabic Version of the Old Testament,
under the superintendence of Professor

Jarrett, assisted by Mr, Fares, has scached
the Book of the Prophet Ezekicl.

“ Attho request of the Lord Bishop of
Nat i, the Committee have recently un-
dertaken the printing of a translation of
the Acts of the Apostles in the language
of the Zula Cafirs, as spoken in’the Dio-
cese of Nautal; the only portions of the
Bible, ay yet existing in that language,
being the Gospel of St. Matthew, of which
also the Society defrayed the expense of
printing, the Epistle to the Romans, and
the Book of Psalms. 'The author of the
tranclation in question, originally a pupil
of Mr, Shepstone, after living in Natal for
three years, in constant intercourse with
the people, and for the most part at a
distance from English inhabitants, is now
in England to correct the press, and has
the advantage, in the preparation-of the
copy, ol" the co-operation of & clergyman,
an accurate Greck scholar, conversant
with the Zula language, as well as the
assiztance of a very intelligent native con-
vert, from whoin to ascertnin that the
words selected will convey their proper
meaning to his countyymen. With these
advantages, and with an assurance from
such an authority as Mr. Shepstone that
the author of the translation was well
qualificd for the work, the Committee had
no hesitation in complying with the wish-
of the Bishop of Natal, that it should be
printed and published under their sanction;
and it is now, accordingly, in the press.

The Board must have observed how

frequently during the past year they have
been called upon to make grants of Span-
ish Bibles and Testaments for distribution
in Spain, in Spanish America, and among
sailors frequenting our ports in Spanish
merchant ships, The fact is, that a some-
what larger amount of religious liberty hav-
ing been of late by law conceded to the
people, Spain seems now to be awakening,
so to speak, out of the sleep of ages, and
is seeking the light which, it is conscious,
can be obtained in all ite purity only from
the inspired word of God. Hence has
arisen an increasing demand for copies of
the Holy Scriptures in the Spanish lan-
guage, with a preference for translations
representing, like the Society’s version,
the sense ot the Hebrew and Greek origi-
nols, and not according with the Latin
Vulgate, like those of Scio, and Torres
Amot.

“ Attention has been drawn to the
works of their ancient Reformers, and, in
particular, a desire has been excited. to
possess the justly celebrated translation of
tive Bible, published in 1602, by Cipriano
de Valera. With such rigour and perse-
verance was this edition of the Bible
searched for and destroyed by the Tnqui-
sition in Spain, that copies of it are now

but rarely to be met with, An attempt

was made toreprint it last year in Madrid,.
but it failed; and certain portions of it
have recently been pullished, with mod.
ernized orthography, buth in London and
in Scotland.  But it appears to be so ime
portant to supply, ds roon as may bo
practicable, and iu as satisfactory a manner
as possible, the demand which has now
arisen from this vencrable version of the
Holy Scriptures, that the Foreign Trans-
Jation Commiittee have determined to un-
dertake the work upon the plan they
adopted so successfully, as they have
reason to bhelieve, with their new edition
of Divdati’s Bible ; the Spanizh version of
Cipriano de Valera requiring, for the
Spaniard of the present day, just the same
kind of revision which has rendered tho
translation of Diodati suitable to the ap-
prehension and taste of the modern Italian,
For the eflecting of this object the Com.
mittece have been able to make such
arrangements, and to engage such assist-
ants, as seem to promise a successful ac-
complishment ol the work.

“The history of the miginal version is
not uninteresting, and it is soon tuld. The
particulars are found more in detail in Dr,
McCrie’s ¢History of the Reformation in
Spain’  The work may be said to have
originated with Juan Perez, who was sent
to Rome in 1527 as chargé d’affaires of
Charles V,, and procured from the Pepo
a suspension of the decree, by which the
Spanish divines had condemned the wri-
tings of Erasmus, Subsequently be was
placed at the head of the College of Doc-
trine at Seville, where he becameintimate
with Egi.us and other favorers of the
Reforma.. 5, His talents and probity se-
cured him the esteem of forcigners, among
whom he afterwards resided, fiest at Ge-
neva, and afterwards in France. Juan
Perez published a version of the New
Testament in 1556 ; and his translation of
the Psalms followed in the course of the
subscquent year. These works were both
printed at Venice, He died not long
afterwards at Paris, having bequeathed all
his fortune to the printing of the Biblein
his native tongue. The task which he
left unfinished was continued by Cassio-
doro de Reyna, who,after ten years’ Jabor,
printed a translation of the whole Bible,
in 1569, at Basle *. It was revised and
corrected by Cipriano de Valera, who
published the New Testament in 1596, in
London, and both Testaments in 1602, at
Awmsterdam, Cipriano it is said came to
England ¢soon after the accession of
Elizabeth, and appears to have spent the
remainder of his life chiefly in thiscountry.
After studying for some time in both
Universities, he devoted himself to the
writing of original works in Spanish, and

The most of these were published in Eng-
land, where also lus wanelation of the
Bible, though printed abroad, was pre-
parcd for the press.’ This edition con-
tains, by way of proface, an exhortation
to the reader, in which, after stating that
his work was a revised edition of Cassio-
doro do Royna’s Bible, ho adds:—

@] was fity years old when I com-
menced this work, and in this year, 1602,
in which it has pleased my God to bring
itto light, I am seventy years old (an age
in which the strength fails, the memory iy
dull, and the oyes grow dim). I have,
{herefore, been employed in this work for

Pancras, Mary-le-Bone, Paddington, Kensing-
ton, St. Giles's, 8t. George's, Bloomsbury, Chel-
sea, Hampstead, Zulbhm, Haimersmitb,and the,
several outlying parishes, - There will'be one
Archd for-the di of London, and'two
for the diocese of, Westminster.
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
