A NEW IMITATION IVORY,

Every person in the jewelry or hard-

ware trade knows by experience that

Ivory ie geiting scarcér and higher in

price every year, and it seems to be only

8 question of time when it will be bayond
the reach of all except the favoured few
who enjoy ** a prodigality of wealth be-
yond the dreams of avarice."”

We pointed ont in one of our editorial
articles about & year ago, that the great
want in this line was somse substitate for
Ivory that would closely resemble it and
etill bo low in price and impervious to the
effects of heat or cold. The only substi-

_totes at present in tho market ars hard
rubber and celluloid, but while the for-
mer is first-class in every other respect
its color (black) bars the way to its
general adoption. The color of cellnloid
is fairly white, bat it lacks the good quali-
kea of the bard rubber inasmuch as it
soon discolors and shows the slightest
scratch.  Corld any percon invent hard
white rubler, they would not only bave a
msgu.icent substitute for Ivory but an
in7ention they wonld, if properly handled,
prove more of & bonanza jhan many a

gold mine. Woe aro glad to hear from our
osteemed contempozicy The Ironmorger,
that English enterpriso and invention
have practicaily solved this difficulty and
that to-day there is being manufactured
in that conntry an imitation ivory that
can searcely bo distivguished fromt the
genuine article. Says the Ironmonger in
an editorial article: *If, howover, 8
sample of & new composition which has
beent submitted to usisall thatit appears
to be, we have no hesitatica in saying
that tho -Gordian koot has been cut,
and that Ivory has for the first timebeen
j artificially imitated with snocess. This
| 8ubstance we have seen in the shape of
| 8 bandle fitted to an ordinary table-knife,
and, except by the closest examination,
it would be impossible for aun ordinary
person to distinguish it from an ivory-
handled knife of the best class. Wo have
arnved at this conclusion after inspecting
the knife both by daylight and by gas-
light. Hitherto the so-called examples
of imitation ivory have beem, whataver
their hine, damned at first sight by the
dead opaqueness which is the charaoter-
istio of putty, and which, to everybody at
all fanmliar with the somi-transparency of
the surface of ivory, was alone sufficient
to brand it as a failure. The new na-
terial under mnotice is innocent of this
cardinal defect. It {skes & beautiful
pohish, while directly underneath the
glossy surface there is something of that
partial transparency which is most pro-
nounced in ivory of the rarest kind. This
quality is by no means so conspicuous in
the imitation as in the real thing. If a
handle of Angola ivory is held to the
light, the tang of tho blade is plainly
visible from bolster to point, and even
when lying on tho table the mark looms
through the creamy hafting, like the
central vein at the back of the hand. In
this new substitute ths fang cannot be
discerned before the strongest light ; and
while this will always be a sufiicient test
of real-ivory, this ‘ shori-coming™ may
bo regarded as being an advantage.”

The above reads well and it seems as
if tho new arucle will fill the bill in every
respect. If it does it will be & good
thing for the general public who want to
put on a certein amonat of style in the
matter of whito handled cutlery without

paying tho long price at present demand-
ed for tha real ivory. Of course this new
substitate is yet in the experimental
- stago and-we await further development
with interest.

BILLS PAYABLE.

Elsowhero will bo found a lettor from
an esteomad correspondent in another
city, who complning and apparently with
a good deal of cause, of the way in which
somo rotail merchants look after, or
rather neglect to look after, their paper
when due. Nearly four years ago wo
took up this very same subject and we do
not think that a repitition of the gist of
the article would be out of place at the
present time.

It is cortainly an important subjeot and
all tho more 1mportant bacause that in
these days of modert enterprise when
merchants like every one else havo to dis-
count the future, & man'e promise to pay,
if put upon paper, possesses & certain in-
trinsic value, which business men are not
slow to take advantage of A merchant’s
promissory note like any other article of
merchandise has a ocertain valuo, and
this value depends entirely upon the con-
fidence which the purchaser bhas  the
ability of the maker to redeem it. The
paper of a merohant wbo has capital
enough to run his business, and the repn.
tation of meeting his notes promptly as
they mature, is always in demand, and
as a resalt his credit stands him in
good stead when he comes into the whole-
sale markets to purchase the goods
necessary for him to carry on his busi-
ness. A merchant's credit now-a-days
depends almost entiroly upon his method
of meeting his payments, and no more
certain commercial barometer counld be
desired than that furnished by his method
of desling with this matter.

Credit is o delicate plant, and one
moreover that requires to be carefully
watched and guarded in order to keep it
healthy and floorishing. Many o dealer
who is probably « good enough,” for all
he owes, has succeeded in almost ruin-
ing his own credit by sheer carelessness
and neglect of ordinary business precau-
tions, It he has a note matariog, it is
vot only possible, but extremely probable
that he is en’irely ignorant of its amonnt,
and the fay on which it is dne. If ho is
aware of these facts he may probably put
off hunting np funds to mest it, until it is
too late—the result in either case ig that
he is forced to piac limself und racom-
pliment to the Tolesale dealer to pro-
teot it for bim or it ig protested for tho
noa-payment, and his credit irreparably
injured. Now, no merchant fit o be in
the business at all, wov'd ever desire bis
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papor to Lo protestqd for non-payment if
it could bo avoided, and wo are satisfied
that many of our commeroial delinquonts
orr rather from want of knowledge than
intent. To such we offer a fow simplo
ruies which will make such fransactions
much moro satisfactory both to tho whole-
enlo dealer and thomselves.

First, then, crery merchant should keep
an accurate account of his bills payable. For
fifty conts s speoially propared book can
be bad which will show at a glance what
you owe and wheon and whero it becomes
due. To bo of any servico at all this
book shonld bo acourately kept and ought
to bo a complete record of each note or
draft, telling its date, amount, whero pay-
able and when due. The proper time to
enter these details ts when you are sipiing a
tiote or accepling the draft. 1t should nover
be left ovor for o more convenient season,
for such.a time nover comes, and further
this is the only time when it ocsn be
acourately performed. It would bo con-
sidered folly for & merchant to leave all
his orodit sales till the olose of the day's
busincss, and thon attempt to enter them
from memory, but such a thing would be
no greater an indication of folly than for
him to expect to make aresord of his bills
payable in a gimilar manner. The for-

1er would result in loss of money, and
tho latter in loss of reputafion and busi-
ness prestige, a thing no merchant who
has any ambition would ever desire.
Very faw first-class wholesale houses
now-a-days advise their customers of theo
maturity of their own notes, as such a
notification would scem to imply that
they rogarded tho makers as either in-
dompetont or forgetful, and where such a
course as we have pointed out above is
pursued, it is entirely unnescssary, as
the merchant himself has a complete and
aocurate record, which Le should care-
fully oxamine day by day.

Becond, provision for the payment of any
note or acceptance should never be left off
until the last minute, but should be arranged
one or two days before itisdue.  If you can
pay it in fall so muck the better for all
oconcorned; it is but just to yourself and
the wholesale dealer who endorses it, and
it is better to know it before you are
called upon for the money. =

If, unfortunatelyas sometimes happens,
you &ro unable after all your efforts to
moet itin full, you should arrange with
tho wholesale doaler at least one day be-
foro it is due. Some poopls have a bad
habit of leaving such things off until the

last momeont, and thon when they find
themsolves stuck, telograph to the whole.
salo dealer to reeall the wnote., Buch
merchants séem to think that the whole-
salo doaler has nothing else to do,
but to attend to their individual notes,
while tho fact is, he may have several
other similar applications for favours on
the same day. Such a practico cannot
bo too strongly condemaned, as it is unjust
to the wholesnlo dealer and unbusiness
liko in the oxtreme. Jf aftor your besi
efforts you feel satisfied that you cannot
meet your obligation in full, you should
al once communicate with the wholesale
merchant and let him know the best you
oon do in the matter, noxt to payment
in full.  Such a thing should alivays be done
before but never after the note is dus, 'This
is tho most satisfactory method of settle-
ment ; -and. it is but just to tho wholesale
dealer who has the whole financial
part of the business on his shoulders.

Bad as the merchant may be, who,
while doing his utmost to raise the
mongy, leaves it off till too Jate, and is
then forced to apply to the wholesale
dealer, he is a kiog compared to him
whoss ignorance keeps him unconscious
‘of his obligation, or wlidde tarelessiiess
make him indifferent to it. In either case
the result is the same and is disereditable
to the individual., For the merchent who
honestly tries his best to pay his bills as
they mature, there is usually consider-
ation and nssistance, but for the other
olass who systematioally ignore all such
conventional »~ages there is rarely either
the one or the uiher. .

As we have endeavoured to show, it is
just as easy, and certainly more business

like and agreeable, to transact such busis |

ness properly so as to afford general
sutisfaction instead of coustant worry
and annoyanoo, and we are satisfied that
if some of the retail merchants who find
these matlers going wrong, were to prac-
tioally adopt these simple suggestions,
they would find such business gimpler
and much more satisfactory.

of the circnlar, ¢ Dear Sir:—My confi-
dential agent gave me your name, he
said you was a man of Busmess,” for
billiard parlors, whether they aro the
best in town or noi, aro not commonly
addressed as **dear sir,"” nor alluded to
as men of business.

The letter was received by Mr. * Gar-
land,” and in a few days the following
letter and circular, with a slip froma
newspaper enclosed, reached this office.
Tlo letter runs:

Feb, 12, 1884

Friend No. 48 :—Your lotter received
all o.k. We send not less than One
‘Chousand Dols. Prico One Hundred
Casbh, or can give you ten thousand for
$500. Bring all the cash you can, as
our goods are right and wo can guarantee
you a safo and rapid Fortuue. I enclose
nstructions how to find me. If you
cannot corao yourself, you might sond a
Friend that you can trust to do the Busi-
ness for you. Would much prefer if you
could make it convenient to come your-
self. In case you cannot come and seo
mo and would like to handlo our goods,
if you enoloso mo Ten dollars as a
guarantoe of your good Faith, I will
send you prepaid by Express, a tin
sealed Package containing $100 of our
goods. This will convince you that the
business is safo, and you can then some
and sco me. Enocloss money in black
bordered Envelops, and do not Register.

The cireular cnolosed ran as follows:
NEAD CAREFULLY,

In order to meet mo, it will bo necos-
sary to follow these instructions to the
very letter.

1st.—1Vrite me at lerat two days beforo
leaviag home, and meuntion namo of hotel
you will stop at.

20d.—Arrive in town in the evening if
possible, register your name, and sre
that the number of your room is opposite
your name.

3rd.—Have no conversation with any-
one after arriving in town. Should you
seo anyone you know, don't recognize
thom, as 1 do not wisi: you to speak to
anyone, not even if they know your
name.

Ho stated in the hotdl
room that ho had been carrying this on
for a year and & half. He said ho got
Amecrichn grecnbacks and photographed
the faces of Canadian bills so that the
difference was impoasible to dotect, un-
less a banker by chance struck two
with similar numbers.

It ig bolioved that Martin has no
counterfeit money at all, and that his
gamo all along has boen nothing but
shrowd playing on human gullability

Up to the last fow months ho has
beon poor; since thon he has blossomed
forth as a rosebud bursts and blooms

foro in thy matter, aud told the pust-
mastor to contne giving Martin the
lotters,

Ho was taken to tho Huron county
jail, in Qoderich, in the afternoon,
by constable Davis, where he will
await bis trial at the noxt assize court,
which commonces April 1.  He was com-
mitted for trial under 82 and 88 Vie,,
chap. 19, secs. 19, 20 and 21, which
provides that any person who offers
counterfeit money for sale, or has a
“die " of any description in his posses-
sion is guilty of a felony.

Sometimes I imagine that a great
many of the retail jewelers of Canada do
not understand the truo nature of & note,
or the use it is put to by the wholesale
dealer. If they think it is taken merely
as an acknowledgment of an account,
and placed into tho safe of tho creditor
till it becomes due, it perhaps would be
just as well to enlighten them to the
contrary. . Wholosale dealers have their

obligations to maet, and to ensble them

Lis oreditur the 1nconvenionce and ew-
barrassment of having his note go to pro-
test. Some dealers seem to tako no
notioce of their notes couing due, and
in about a waek, after they receive word
from the notary that their note has gone
to protest, they coolly send a remewal,
stating that it was inconvenient to meet
the said note, and asking rather imperti-
nently, with the air of assumed aoger,
“why their note was not taken care
of,* whilo others treat the whole matter
with silent contompt; they seem to
think, like Macawber, that when thoy
gave their note of hand, they have per-
formed their whole duty by their credutor.
Now, Mr. Editor, the sooner the mer.
chant finds out that this continued
renewing business is only the beginning
to an end, which will soomer or later
wind up in bankruptoy, the sooner he
will stop short, take stock, buy only
what he really needs, and give loss
credit.

AN INPORTANT JUDGMENT to commercial
men was delivered in the Superior Court at
Montreal last meath by Mr. Justice Johnson.
Some time ago James Murray, a dry goods
merchant there. finding himself in financigl
difficulties, made an assignmeat of his estate
to assignees for the benefit of his creditors.
Subscquently a party to whom he was indebted
to a small amount sued and got judgment. A
seizure was then immediately placed on the
assets in possession of the assignees, when
thelatter applied to the court to set it aside.
The court had thccase under deliberation for
some time, but has at last decided that there is
no law in that province to prevent a creditor
getting huis own. The seizure was upheld and
the assignces condemned in costs.  This deci-
sion will cause great confusion when an insol-
veocy takes place, as it will devolve on every
creditor to take care of his own ioterests, If
the judgment is confirmed. then an insolvent
law for the distribution of asscts becom:s an
absolute necessity, or otherwise estates will be
swallowed upin law costs or sherifl's fees.

SEIZURE OF SMUGGLED JRWELRY.—Messrs.
O'Hama, pro-collector of Customs, and Mr.
Sidmark, landing waiter, last month made a
scizure of #1,500 worth of gold watches in
Montreal, which had been smuggled across the
border. The valuable consiznment has been
confiscated, but no prosecution, it is zaid, will
be instituted. 1t would appear that notwith-
standing the vigilance of the Customs officials
for aconsiderable tirme past and the many at-
tempts at smuggling that have been detected
sach fraudulent dealing canaot be suppressed.
Heavy penalties on the offenders should be
1mj.osed as wcllas the confiscation of the goods.
