'l'us tnost notable of tUic huarches
of Roine is, of course, St. Peter*s. 1
shah nlot at.tempt to describe what
defies description. Its vastness aNvca
and nlmost overwhîorn)s the beliolder.
Its uaiglity dome swells iii a skry-like
vauit overiead, and its spiendour of
dotail deepens the impression muade
by ita majestic vistits. l'he interior
eff&ct ia incoanparably finer thian that
from without. The vast sweop of the
corridors andi the elevation of the
portico lu front of the church quite
dwarf the donie which tho gcnius of
Angelo lîuîg high in air. 13ut the
very baiony> of proportion of tic in-
terior pros'cnts that striking iinpres-
sien nmade by othor lesser piles.

Enter: the grandeur overwhclma thee not;
And %by!? it is flot lcssened, but thy mid,
Fxpandcd by the gcnius of tho spot,
Ras grown colossail.

It la only wlion you observe that
the cherubs on the holy 'vater vesseis
near the entrance are larger tha» the
largest men; when you walk down
the long vista, of the nave, over six
bundred foot.; when you leain that iLs
area is 26,163 square yards, or more
than twle that of St. Paul's at Lan-
don, that the donie riscs four laundred
foot above your head, that its support-
ing piliars are 230 foot iu circumnfer-
once, and that the letters ia the friozo
axo over six foot high, that sonne con-
ception of tue real dimensions of tItis
mighty temple entera the mind. It
cavera half a dozen acres, hans béen
enriched during tItree hundred years
by thte donations of two score of popes,
who have lavished upon it 860,000j-
000. The mere cost of its repair le
$30,000 a year.

No tuere enumeration of the weaitb
of bronze anid varietta colcured mar,'

bles, inostic., paintings and sculpture
can give an adequate idea of its costly
splendeur. The viow, fi-onu the suain-
mit of tîte donno, of tlîe gardonts of the
Vatican, of the windinîg Tiber, tht.
modern city, the ruins of old Rtonsé,
thie far-extcnding walls, the widc ntwccp
of the Campagna, aîîd in tlîo pur-pIe.
distance the far Alban nîîd Sabinie
buils is one tlîat well repays the
fatigue ot the ascent.

It %vas xny fortune te tvitness the
celebration of the feast of St Peter
and St. Paul in this very centre ef
Ronîislî ritual and ecclesiawstical pa
gcantry. The subterranoan crypte,
containing the ahiie of St. Peter, a
spot se holy thiat no woman may enj
gave once a year, were thrown openi
and illuminated with hundreds of
lampa and docorated with a profusion
of flowers. Thousands of persoas
filled tho space beneath the dame-
priests, barefooted friars of orders
white, black, and gray ; nuns, mili ta-y
officors, soldiers, civilians, penants in
gala dress, and ladies-ail standing,
for net a single seat ia provided for
the cemfort of worshippers in this
grandest temple in Christendom. Higli
mass was celebrated at the high altai-
by a very exalted personage, assisted
by a whole oilego of rests ii. cxii-
broidered robes cf scarlet and purpîe,
and of gold and silver tissue. The
acolytes swung the jowelled censers tu
and fi-o, the aromatic inicense flhled the
air, officers with swords of state stood
on guard, and the service for tL.e day
was chantedl in the soliorous Uitiuî
tongne, Two choira of wehl-traincd
voices, accompanied by two organe
and instrumental orchestra, sang the
majestic musia of the muasa. As the
grand chorus rose and swelled and
