to the great battle of Waterloo, the anniversary of which we commemorate
0-monow.

The principle of combination, beneficial as it is in its many forms of
legitimate application, threatens to hecome the most grinding tyranny the
world has seen. A boycott proclaimed against a carpet factory in New
York, is aimed, not at the owner, but at his workmen, who rcfuse to strike
on behalf of coal-heavers and loug-shoremen. ‘The New York Times most
justly remarks on the case, apropos of Mr. 'owderly :—* A man who
undertakes to ruin an employer, in order to injure men in his employ for
exercising their rights and minding their own business, ought to be in jail
as soon as he can be put thore,” The time seems to have come, both in
England and America, for stern legislation against this growing tyranny.

‘There arc some railway enginc drivers who seam to think it fun to turn
on a diabolical screech and phizz of steam when they see a vehicle at some
portion of the high-road close to the rail. Like the boys and the frogs, it
may be fun (though one would think very poor tun) to them, but it might
be death to the passers-by on the road. Levity and reckiessness of this
practical joke nature may amount to downright wickedness, and there is a
special spice of combined cowardice and blackguardism ir it when perpe-
trated on women who may happen to be driving alone. ‘The malicious
intent is sometimes perfectly obvious, and might quite probably occur under
circumstances 8o capable of proof as, in case of accident, to lay their com-
pany open to serious damages.

“The true Irish policy,” says the Philadelphia American,  is to make
the Irish delegation such a nuisance in London that everybody will agree to
the restoration of the Irish Parliament in Dublin. Put if the support of a
minority of English politicians is to tie their hands, they would have been
better without it.  If Mr Gladstone had a reasonable prospect of getting a
working majority at an early date, there would be good sense in keeping
Homo Rule action within the bounds he might suggest. But is there such
a prospect? Has not the last election thrown the lrish back upon the
policy of unrelenting warfare, which first forced the British uation and its
representatives to give heed to their demands? Auad is there anything to
be gained by waging war on Quaker principles?”

There is, it appears, to be a jubilee issue of a double-florin piece in
England. The utility of sueh a coin seems very questionable. The origi-
nal florin  value two shillings sterling— was issucd with some vague idea that
it was an initiatory movement 1n the direction uf a decimal cuinage , on what
basis it is difficult to imagine. In view of the onus of changing the enor-
mous British currency, the advocates of decimal coinage have apparently of
late years relinquished the idea. It it were 1o be done at all, it has always
appeared to us that the first step would be to accept the current half-peany
as a cent, call in shillings and sixpences, 1ssue papes whilst they were being
received, and then medel the new silver coins on the Canadian plan. But
the conservative Briton is wedded to his zodiacal dozen, and must probably
be left to his own devices.

We seem to be fairly in for a surfeit of Jubilees, The fifticth year of
the ordination of His Holiness the Pope is not entered upon till 31st Octa-
ber, but the Catholic world 15 already alive, and pouring into tae Vatican
substantial tokens of congratulation. Nor are the tributes of respect by
any muans confined to the adherenis of the aucient church. The Sultan
contributes a magnificent dimmond hoop, and the far-off Emupress of China,
the protestant German Emperor, and the protestant English Queen, unite
in testifying reapect for a Pontiff who has perhaps done more to deserve it
than most of his predeccssors Even the savage tribes of Patagonia are
brought under contribution. There is much significance in the present of
the German Catholics, who unite to send all the scientific and literary pub-
lications of their language since the commencement of Pope I.eo’s pontifi-
catc 30 as to place before him the intellectual cvidence of the period. The
regret of ardent Catholics at the circumscription of the temporal power
crops up here and there in the discussion of these matters, but, in our opin-
ion, the Catholic Church has been a marked gainer in spiritual influence
by the deprivation. The King of Italy is petitioned by several nations for
free customs cntry of the enormous amount of presents, a concession
which can scarcely be rcfused. Possibly, a madits rivendi between the
Quirinal and the Vatican may spring out of it.

THE FISHERIES.

The Fisheries Question, the Retaliation and the Irish Qucstions, are, no
doubt, godsends of the most satisfactery description to the Demagogues ~f
the East, as the period of Mr. Cleveland’s Presidency draws slowly onward,
and Mr. Blaine, Mr. Fry and others, revel in their opportunities after the
fashion ot politicians of their stripe. But there are not wanting numerous
indications in the press of other parts of the United States that these
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agitations are reckoned at their truc value by large sections of the better
sort of Americans, .

A portion of the Califoinia press is particularly outzpoken, and. in some
inland parts of the country, the turmoil created by “a few angry New
England fishermen® js deprecated and condemned,  * What false lights are
to the mariner,” says the San Francisco Newsletfer—* the utterances of the
average daily in regard to our forcign relations areto the people of this
country. The latest insensate howl is, ‘ enforce the Retaliation Act.’” It
is then maintained that the difficulty at worst is but of little consequence,
and that it is disgraceful that so small a matter should be allowed to disturb
the commercial relations between two of the greatest nations on earth, and
to risk turning the fricndship of a ncighborimg people claiming a common
origin into hate. It is pointed out to irate Americans that the United
States do mote tiade with the British Empire than all the rest of the world
put together, and that the unscrupulous *¢ average cditor” proposes * with
a light heart” to jeopardize it. It is scornfully added that the same
“ average”" gentleman boasts that it is he who manufactures the opinion
which rules the country. But, indeed, we are not under any necessity
ourselves to go far frcm home in search of public opinion—factories in
which party animus supplies the material to the entire exclusion of reason,
dignity and patriotism,

The tone of a good dcal of the higher American press is satisfactory
enough -on these points, but it is an additional satisfaction to think that the
Fisheries Question, at all events, wili in all probability have been amicably
settled, aud its exasperation have died out, long before the tug-of-war comes,
in which Mr, Blaine hopes to profit by it and by kindred agitations.

CHINA FROM A CHINESE STANDPOINT.

The icy exclusiveners and excessive national pride of the Chinaman,
his cortempt for the foreigners witk xhom he comes in contact, and his
reluctance to adopt the best results of western thought, may well seem
stnking, But if wo look upon China from a Chinese standpoint, and com-
pare it with other nations, viewed as the Chinese view them, the cause of
wonder is immediately cleared away. Chinese education consists in various
degrees of ability to read and write the language of China, There being no
alphabet, properly so-called, to acquire anything like a mastery of the
innumerable word-signs of the language is a life task. Hence other branches
of knowledge suffer neglect. The geography taught in the country is
confined to that of China itself. Great empires have arisen, prospered and
fallen in the Weat, and even the educated Chinaman has been none the
wiser. The great natious which control the commeree and politics of the
non-Chinese world are names of vague import, and their inhabitants seem
only enterprising barbarisns. Added to this ignorance of the affiirs outside
the country, the history of China and her present material strength suffice
to explain the national pride and self complacency She contains within
her borders perhaps oue-third of the human raee ; and even now there are
many districts only half-populated. The soil of the country is generally
fertile, the climate agreeable, the mineral wealth unbounded, the rivers
among the largest on the globe. On the rivers and the net-work of canals,
which covers the surface of the land, an enormous inland commerce is
carried on. Indeed it is estimated that the aggregate tonnage of Chinese
craft exceeds that of all the rest of the globe.

But the most ample explanation of the self-satisfied conservatism, the
arrogance and narrowness of the Chinaman is furnished by the historical
and legendary past of China, extending back §,000 years, to a time when
Assyria and Greece were yet undreamt of. Away back in this remote
antiquity the historians of the country place the invention of writing
Printing was also a later Chinese discovery. Gunpowder, the compass.
all the great inventions except the steam-engine and the electric telegraph
were first known in China.

Could the Chinaman but see himself as western civilization sees him,
he would probably be made aware of something which would not foster his
pride. The buge unwieldy empire of which he is a citizen could be over-
thrown in a few weeks by a European power of the second class. The
patural fighting qualities of the Chinese have so deteriorated during many
centuries of peace, that they seldom offer a determined resistance.  During
the war of 1857, an English and French expeditionary force of less than
6,000 men, humbled this nation of 400,000,000 people. His farming and
mining operations are conducted by the most primitive methods. The
government, jealous of foreign influence, keeps a careful check on railway
ﬁn'::act}?n‘ China might well nail on her door the legend, “ Wanted, an

pSinco the Opium war of 1843, and especially since the treaty of 1839,
the trade of westera nations with China has developed enormously. Wath
comnierce comes a certain amount of western civilization; and if Chinese
prejudice against the latter were removed as readily as against the former,
China will gain by the conuection even moic than the highly civilized
nations of the West,

UNFAIRNESS OF SPECIAL FREIGHT RATES.

There seems to be a diversity of opinion asto the effect of the Interstate
Commerce Act, the New York Nalion asserting that the next session of
Congress will witness a struggle between the commercisl classes of the
country and the railways, the former seeking to repeat or essentially change
the Act. the latter to keep it in force. Tt then goes on to show that the act
was ingtigated hy the railway authoritics and meets with their entice
approval, as it prevents the secret cutting of rates and the vinlations of
agreements between the roads, which, under the old condition of affairs,
were constant occurrences,

We had always been led to believe that the Act was in the interest 34
met the entire approval of the commercia) classen, while the railways wey
bitterly op to it2 provisions.  The Montreal Witncés in & late anicle
on * Discrimination " 1akes this view of the case, and, while advocating ,
somewhat similar act in the interests of the commercial classes of the
Dominion, closes with the fol'owing argument: ‘ At the present time,
when the railway barons of the United States are endeavoring to procure the
revocation of the Interrtate Comnmerce Law by raising a wild cry about the
‘unrestrained competition’ of the Canadian railways, it is peculinly
important that Cauada should restrain her own tyrants, and. by sa doigg,
guard not only the commercial liberty of her awn people, but that of he
neighbors." Leaving the Nation and the Witness to reconcile as best they
may such widely divergent views of the Interstate Commerce Act, we will
glance for a moment at the effect on this province of discrimination in rj).
\vay rates.

In order to secure through freight the railways, at points where
they are brought in competition with other lines, cut their rates to such
extent that freights are often carried at a loss.  On local freights, however,
that is from ot to places on the line of the railway, where there is no com.
petition, and where shippers have no option, the freight rates are placed at
sucn high figures that it actually costs in proportion more to ship, s1v (rom
Moncton to Truro, than from Point Levis to Halifax. Take a Westem
illustration of this unfair discrimination, The through freight on wheat by
the Canadian Pacific from Brandon to M intreal, a distance of one theusand
five hundred and fifty-nix miles, is fifty-five cents, and from Winnipeg to
Montreal, a distance of fourteen hundred miles, it is fifty cents. The
through rate, therefore, ur wheat from Brandon to Winnipeg. is five cents,
and the local rate actually charged fur that distance is about twenty, The
discrimination in favor of through rates as against local ou the Intercoloniai
is proportionate!y much less, but that a discriminttion is made was abun.
dartly proven by the evidence submitted to the Roya! Commission on Rail-
ways during its sessions in Halifax, and the general impression, evenamongst
merchants who were profiting by it, was that it was decidedly unfair 10
local merchants. In the case of very heavy shipments it may seem only
fair to grant special rates, but the power to do s0 which is now given is
liable to abuse and should be entirely annulled. If A manages to secu-2 2
special rate he at once obtain, an unfair advantage over B, who, suppusing
thatthe regular schedule will be adhered to, shipe at a disadvantage. Com-
munities and localities profit in a similar unfair manner, and, looking at the
matter from every standpoint, only one conclusion can be arrived at, aod
that is, that special rates should be prohibited, and that regular schedules of
rates, adopted after first being published and discuseed by the localities and
interests affected, should be substituted and strictly enforced. If this rale
applies to railways in general, it should have double force in the case of
government roads, when the opponents of the ruling party ave too liable to
believe that government supporters are given unfair advantages in low
special rates. By all means then let Parliament legislate prohibiting, under
penalty, railway companies from charging & higher rate to one person than
to another, for transporting and handling goods.

Reccntly, the Central Presbylerian church of St. Paul, Minnesots, con-
tributed $13,500 towards the Foroign Mission Fund.

The Genersl Awsombly of the Presbyterian church in Cavada is in sos-
sion at Winnipeg. As was expected, the Rev. Dr. Burns was olected Mod-
oralor for the ensuing year. The reports of the colleges in conuection with
the church were presented, and showed them to bo in a prosperous condition.
The Assewbly will meet in St. Matthew’s church, Halifax, next year, The
finsncial agent for the Eastern section, Rev. P. M, Morrieon, presented the
financial report, and the Rov. Dr. Cochrane the report of the Western scc:
tion. Over $100,000 were raised on account of Home missions and aug-
mentation.

From reports presouted at the late meeting of the General Assombly of
the Preabyterian Church (North) of the United States we learn that the
recoipts Jast year for Home Miseions amounted to the large sum of $626,
889.75. During the same period 1,465 missionaries were employed in the
hume field, and 175 new churches organized. During tho preeent year it is
hoped to raise $800,000 for Home Mission work. The report of the Board
of Foreign Missions was also very satisfaclory. The receipts were 8$734,-
159 59, of which amount the Women's Boards contributed the sum of
$248,649 50. Tho Board employs 500 missionaries and 289 native preachers,
and to enable them to carry on their work tho Scriptures are translated in
wholo or in part into thirty-ono languages and dialects. It is hoped to raise
$1,000,000 during the coming twolve months for Foreign Missione. Con-
nected with the church there are thirteen theological seminaries and schools,
two of which are specially designed to train a ministry for tho German-
speaking populsation and two for the colored race. Tho attendance of stu.
dents wss 711, a8 against 620 the previous yesr. The committee on Church
Erection reported that they had recoived £108,829,97,and that 160 churches
had been built,

The Barque Jumes W. Elwell, of 8t. John, N. B, commanded by Capt,
Wren, sailed from the Bristol Channel (laden with cosl) for Valparaiso, in
September, 1872, with a crew of 15 all told, ineluding one woman, the
cook's wife,

Had a good run as far as the River Plate, where we encountered a heavy

le, during which the Chief Mate hud onv foot crushed by a spar on deck,

ix days afior erysip2las set in, which resulted in his death. Passed Ca

Horn satisfactorily, sighting Staten Islend and the Island of Disgo Rimire;,
About ten days after roundiug the Horn the cook met with an accident,
which, after threo or four days, resulted in inflammation and death. Sailofs
all have their peculisr superstitions, and among others that tho sudden
appearsnce of a bird betokens death to some one on board, and this received
a remarkable verification the day Lefore the cook’s death. The ship was
under easy sail with a briek breeze and I was leaning over the companion.
way when a Cape Pigeon flew on board and lit close beside me. I stroked
it down the back with my hand and it nsver attempted to fly away, I
went to the cabin and got some bresd snd pork, which it ate from wy
hand. It hupped about for a while, then flew away as unceremoniously as
it came., When burying the cook I had occasion to ware ship, and i
doing 80 the ship was brought before the wind, which caused a current of
air to draw up the ventilutors aft, out of which, to our surprise, snoke was
seen to issuo. Upon examination the cargo was found to be on fire, ovi.
dently caased by spontsneous combustion of the coal. After consultation [
decided to run for the Straits of Magellan, where was the nearcet port and
the most likely place to full in with passing vossels, After contending with
sdverse winds for three or four days a heavy westerly gale set in. The
ship had to be hove to under lower topeails at midnight. The cargo at this
time appeared to Lo ull on fire. Smoke was iseuing through every opening
and the water from the pumpe was quite hot. Towards noon the next day
tho gale moderated, but seeing no prospects of reaching the Straits, and our
situation becowning more alarming, I decided to prepare to leave the ship,
The lergest bout was selected, and in getting her over the side we had the
misfortune to injure her stern, there being a heavy sea on at the time  She
had to be brought on board for vepairs. After a time we again got her
into the water but found she” leaked some. A good stnck of provisions,
water, compass, &c., were placed in her and otherwise made ready to leave
at any moment. I made a further examination as to the state of the fire,
and finding no considetable change for the worse during the previous six
hours it was decided that wo make snother attempt to get the ship to the
Coast, which was about 160 miles off. True, I fully realized the dsuger we
were running, as it was now going on to the sixth day since the discovery
of the fire. IHowever, I was loth to leave the ship while there was hope.
Trusting that the caigo would smolder for s day or so longer I concluded ty
make the attempt, and accordiugly the provisions, &c., were taken out of
tho boat and the »hip headed for land.

Before dark that evening we sighted a ship in tho distance apparently
waking for us, she probably having noticed our signals of distress. After
dark wo showed lights to attract her. About midnight, while on deck, still
on the lookout for her, I suddenly heard a rushiLg srund like a chimney on
fire, also a dull veport. Hatches were blown off and smoke poured up,
There was no longer hope for the ship. Escspe to the boats was our only
chaunce for life, The cabin at this time was o hot that no one could remsin
in it. I at once ordered all hands into the boats. The Ilargest boat and a
smaller boat were made ready Embarking was a very dangerous operation.
The sea was heavy and the night dark, added to which was the smoke from
the cargo enveloping the ship. We entered the boats from the stern of the
ship and had to watch a chance aud jump as they rosa on the waves. The
Cook's wife while standing on the tuffrail waiting her chance to jump dil
pot when ordered to, but jumped as the boat was receding. She fell 12
feet, spraining one of her ankies and otherwise injuring herself, she being
rether a heavy woman. After all were safely in we concluded to hold cn
by the stern of the ship to await dayiight, also in the hope that we would
shortly be rescued by the vessel previvnaly sighted, which would certainly
be attracted to a burning vessel, when all of a sudden she crossed our bowe.
We at once cut our painters and rowed for her, loudly hurrahing all the
Ume, as much for joy as to attract sitention, never doubting but they lud
come to our rescue. But to our horror and dismay she kept right on, let
receding form in the darkness adding intensely to our sense of loneliuess.
With heavy hearts we rowed back to our burning ship, there to await the
dawn, still hoping the vessel would roturn for ue.

By this time it was very evident that the flames were fes’ gaining heud:
way and that our good ship would soon succumb, At last that moment
camo ; with a loud explosion tho decks were burst open. Lumps of cosl
were hurled 20 feet in the air, accompanied by volumes of pent-up smoke
and instantly followed by bursts of flume which ran up the masts greedily
seizing anything and everything that would burn, The lanyards were scon
burned off, the msats swayed to and fro for a few ssconds and then went
over the sids, the ship being on fire from stem to stern. -

It was a wonderful sight to watch the alternate flashes of lame and the
dense clouds of smoke fighting ssit were for the mastery. Onemomentall
brightnoss, the next all darknees, according as the wind rose and fell. With
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all it was & magnificent sight, though a terrible one to us, resting as we
were on our oars in open boats, 160 miles from land, watching the devour-
; 0 intent on consuming what a few hours before was our home,
We laid by her until she burned to the water's edge and sank. It was now
daylight snd we eagerly scanned the horizon, but no sail was to bo seen.
What wers we to do? The first thought that always suggeets itself in such
osees is to make for the nearest land. That land we knew to be the inhoe
pitable oout of Patagonis. However, as no time was o be lost, prepara-
tions were st once wnade for the voyage. It was decided that we had better
sll got into one boat—the largest one—which we acoordingly did. Beforo
starting otrict rules were established as to the distribution of provisions,

ing ourselves upon allowance at the start. All was given in chsargo of
the Second Mate, who was to serve out to each one alike, I did this so
tbat the crew could not say that ! had a chance of getting more than auyone
oles. A sail was set aud after a fine run of four days we made n harbor on
the north cosat of tho Straits of Magullan. The comt hore, as in other

ts afterwards visited, presonted an inhospitable appearance, high
rugged mounta.us, their tops covered with snow and their sides with ice
In this hatbor first wade we were detained two weeks by a continuous
slorm of rain, hail and sleet, all suffering very much from the constant
axposure.  When the weather moderated we statted sgrin slong the cosst
portbward, but in a day or two were compelled to seek shelter in a harbor.
Here two young men died from exhaustion. We buried them on shore
upder brush and stones. All wero now sufferiug very much for the want of
food. d'l‘plo provisions were running short and the allowance had to be les-
sened datly.

Inthisbarbor we remained a fow days, then set sail again and made con-
sidersble progress northward, but at last were caught in a gile which obliged
us {o run the boat before the wind all night, expecting every minute to
founder. The sea at times would break over the stern and strike me with
such force as to knock me over tho after thwart, and it was very hard to
keep the boat free of water. Two wen died that nifht and the others gave
up, w that my ouly help was the woman. She bailed while 1 steered with
an oar, the ruddor being disabled.

Most of the mon went crazy at the last, Some I had to lash the thwaits
to keep them from jumping overboard, and the groans and shrieks in the
darkness were feariul. The sail could not be hoisted. so that tho boat was
sliowed to run before the wind. Tt was a terrible night, and morning did
not bring much hope, but on the contrary, more vividly revealed our
melancholy position, with two dead men in the boat, some crazy and the
others helplee= and indiflerent. No wonder, however, they gave up, for in
addition to our daily sufferinys we wero slowly starving to death, Our pro-
vitions were about exhausted, the weathe~ still rough and boisterous, snd
the coast presenting the same uninviting 1ront as ever. Theo only one of our
craw that I could now depend upon for amsistance was the stewsrdess, the
cook's wife, whose husband ss previously stated died before our leaving the
ship. Her name I have forgottan. Her powers of endurance and pluck
were the sdmirstion of all, particularly of myself, as I had to look tv her for
my chief assistance. She had had no favors shown her in the distribution
of food ; we all, shared alike ; moreover, she was atill suffuring from injurics
received when jumping from the ship, yet she nover murmured, but on the
contrary, worked, cheered and encoursged tho othors.

We ran all that day and towards evening made a harbor uuder the loe
of an island. The pame I did not know, not having a chart. ‘The next
day we manayed to get the two doad bodies out of the boat and buried thom
onshore, as we had the first two, under stones and brush. At this island we
remained about & fortnight and here I loat four more of my crew, With a
good deal of exertion we mansged to bury two on shore, but we had no
strength to carry the last two up the beach. All- we could do was
to commit the bodies to the sea over the side of the boat Qur principal
food now was mussels and limpets gathered from the rocks and a plant we
pamed wild celery, There was a sea cabbage but we could not est it. One
day as the sun shone out I succeeded in lightinga fire by concentrating the
rays of the sun through a marine glass on to some cotton woo! from the
lining of a vest and some resinous fibre from a tree. This was the first and
only fire we had at any time. We feared to attract the attention of the
patives, whom we knew to be 2 dangerous and savage race. Onco wo saw
smoke in the di.shnce but never a human being, though we observed tracos
of them and evidently of white people also, as whero timber had been cut
and sawed and skids laid to get it to the water, possibly by whuling vessels,
sad considerable wreckage was seen on the coast at times. With this fire
we made some mussel soup the first hot food we bad tasted siuce leaving
the ship, but to our regret found it would not agroe with us, though strange
10 sy, the raw museels did. The only food now remaining of the ship's
stores was a little wet biscuit, a part of a bag that was damaged by salt
water soon after leaving the ship and had been trampled under foot for
woeks. 1t was fished up from the bottom of the boat and & spoonful in the
shape of soft paste passed round to each one st a time. Nevertheless, it
was plainly to.be seen that the terrible effects of starvation were daily becomn-

more visible in the appearance of all, but with some more than others,
and atill worse, the horrible fact that they were looking with longing
desires {0 the dead bodies of their comrades to appease their dying hunger.
Foaring that such would be the case before long I determined to wake a
move whengvcr the weather would permit, which was very uncertain, as the
wind was either blowing very strong or there wasa dead calm. At length
an opportunity offered, we set sail, continuing our course down the Strait,
1t being the most likely place to fall in with & vessel or steamer, having
lbtndon.ed the idea of trying to make a northerly course up the cosst of
Palagonis. In the evening of the day we started, another of our crew, a
tall powerful young fellow, died. His sufferings were fearful. Tho flesh
o his legs mortified and dropped of. When removing tho bandsges to

wash him with fresh water picces of flssh would follow, We continued
our course amongst islands, wakog harbors and being dotafned in some for
days, and the men dropping oft at differont places. At last wo reached an
island forming the north sido of the Stra’t, whore wo romaioed about four
weeks. Our number now was reducod o four, viz., the stewardess, the
carpenter, o seatuau and myself, and our only food was mussels gathered
from tho rocks, Esch ono had to collect through the day what thoy
required, which was trying work in our exhausted condition, as the musasols
had to bo scraped from the rocks with a knife, Wo lived on shore in the
day, but slopt 1n tho hoat at night, Tho carponter at last becawmo too weak
to collect his food, but we collected it for him, though not for long, as tho
flesh- on his legs and faet turned black and he shortly after died, I now
bocame despondent myeelf. It appeared liko hoping againet hope. It was
now about ten weeks since luaving the ship, Wo were i1 nu uninhabitated
country aud in a portion of the globo uot much frequented by vessols, with
uot au ounce of food oxcopt the shell fish gathored from the beach, always
exposed to the weather, Cuuldjuaturo endure much longer 1 Though blessed
with a tolerably good constitution I had wituessed stroager men yield and
mustnot I Poesibly feoling the reeponsibnlity of my position had somewhat
stimnlated mo. But here was a puzzle for a mo in the cook's wife. She,
a womap, and therefore not bring oxpected to have tho endurance of
hardy seafaring men, having worked, shared tho aame fare, oxposed to the
same hardships as all of us, and yet physically stronger than any ; really
she wus becoming a horoine in my ostimation. Morcover, she was ever
ready with a word of cheer, and with the object of keoping up our apirts
(though iu a most tantalizing way) would enumerate the many good things
in store for us when picked up, und describe a dish that u certain Amorican
captain was very fond of aud once that I was always partial to and bad to
beg her to stop to spare my feclings, as the thoughts of it wade my mouth
water.

Oue day wo laid by watching thres thrashers on a whale, we watched
thew with deep interest, looking forward to a good diuner of raw blubber
should they kill him. Fancy s dinner of raw whale ye who are so par-
ticular as to your cuts of roast boef. Sho (the stowardess) nuticiog my
despondency was at onco s ever ready with o cheering word. * Saying
our strongth is good for some days yet, succcur may coms by that time, I
feel encouraged to hope as I have gone through a similar trial. In croesing
the Atlautic once in a sailing vessel, when from the effects of a heavy gale
wo had to take to the boats, I was in one in which was the captain and his
wife. For s week or more wo expected evory moment would bo tho last,
but evontually all were saved.”

Finding that mussels were becoming scarce in our present locatiou I
determined to nake another move further down tho Strait in tho hope of
finding bettor fecding grounds. In looking across a large bay I noticed a
bold headland about eight miles off, and beyond it still another, I there-
fore concluded that a bay or channel would be found between them. It
was fogay at the time apd I could just maho out the headlands. I was par-
ticular in setting my course, not knowing but the fog might shut in and
thicken around the headlands, snd if wo were to miss and strike on tho
rocks I knew that we had not-suflicient strength to get tho Loat ofl. Our num-
bor was pow reduced to throe, the woman, ono sailor and myself. When

fall was made ready for a start I offered a hoarty prayor and set sail, having

a presentiment that a change was about to take place, cither rescue or death,
1 tended the sail and steered and the woman bailed. ‘The sailor was asleep
in the bottom of the boat. \We mado fair headway, carefully watching the
headlands to keep them in sight. When about half way over by an extra
swoll of the sea I fell over into the bottom of the boat through sheer woak-
ness, In getting up I happened to turn and look in the direction from
whence wo had left. Though dazed and bewildered I thought I saw smoke
- collecting my thoughts I looked astern again-—can it be possible? Yes, it
is a steamer. Thank God our prayers are answored at last. I broke the
joyful news by singing out * ship in sight.” Tho prostrate seamsn whom
we thought was taking his last sleep raised his head and cheered. The
woman clapped hor hands for joy with the characteristic exclamation ¢ I
told you so, Itold you not to despair’” Soon tho steamer was full in
sight with her flags flying. I brought tho boat to the wind aud in a few
minutes we were in hailing distance. We hailed the steawer and asked to be
tiken on board. Tho captain sang out to pull alongside. I replied, * wo
are not ahble.”” JIustantly a boat was manned, and I never saw a boat drop
80 quickly from the davits as from that steamer and take us in tow. In a
shory time we were all on board and kindly cared for. She proved to be
the Steamer Trupic, Capt. Parsells, bound from the Pacific Coast to England,
and iustead of going round Cape Horn was taking the short cut through
the Straits.

The sudden realization of our louged for prayers was slmost too much
for our weakened intellects. My mind boecame dszed, I could not fully
comprehend our providential rescue. I did things mechanically and com-
menced to busy myself about my broken sextant taken out of the bost.
On board the fropic our immediate wants were promptly supplied under
the caretul directivn of the ship’s surgeon, who had to restrain our appetites
and bring us along by degrees, for though still able to walk we had nearly
roached the limit of human cndurance. Soventy-two long and dreary days
had passed since leaving our ship, Wo had ceased to keop a record of
time, but knowing tho date of our departure from the ship cowpared with
the date of our rescue, proved the time to be as above named. Qur experi-
ence had been one of hardship, veril, and nearly starvation. For weeks
our only sustenance was mussels or anything gathered from the boach, and
compelled to sleep in an open Loat in & climate similar to our New Bruns-
wickOctoter with froaty nights. And strange to say our woman compsn-
ion atood it all better than any. She was still the strongest, and I firmly

believe that had wo noyer heen rescued sho would have been the last to
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succumb, Her powors of endurance wore certainly wonderful. She was
an English woman, strong, robust, good eized, and about 36 years of ago.
Notwithstanding this terrible experience it did not doter hor from trying
the soa again, as on hur arrival at Liverpool she again shipped as stowardess
on a voysge around Cape Hotn. Afterwards sho married the carpenter of
tho ship snd finally settled in Digby, N. S., where she now resides.

Our voyage to Liverpool was a very pleasant one. Every kinduess was
shown us apd we had plenty of timo to recuporate, and on cur arrival it
would have been difficult to recognize us as the threo forlorn looking beings
who two months berore had been hauled on board in the Straits of Magellan.
The Tropic belonged to the White Star Co., and the owners in the most
generous spirit gave me a first.class cabin passage in one of their stoamers
from Liverpool to New York free of charge. )

Capt. Parsells, for whom I shall ever retain the riost affectionate regard
for his kindness to me and my companions, still commands one of the
company's steame1s ranniug betweon Liverpool and New York.

remarkable incident in connection with our rescue was, as told by
Capt. Parsells, that on this voyage ho took a course through certain islands
that ho had nover taken bofore, or was not customary for veusels to take.
Had he not tho fute of tho Barque J. W. Elwell and her crew would never
have been known. Truly, thero is a Providence which guides and dizects

all things.

PARLIAMENTARY REVIEW.

On Wednesday of last week Mr. Jamioson moved & rosolution favoring
prohibition. Mr. Girouard moved an amendment in favor of exempting
ale, beer and light wines from tho operation of the Scott Act. Mr. Cargill
moved sn amendment to tho amendmwent proposing ths repeal of the Scott
Act. A lengthy debate ensued, which continued till midnight, when, on a
suggestion by Sir John A, Macdonald, it was adjourned till Monday.

Thursday being a statutory holiday parliament did not meet.

On tho reassembling of tho Houso on Friday, Mr. Amyot introduced a
bill to protect laborers employed on board of vesscls. .

M. Patterson presented a petition from the Six Nation Indiaus, asking
that {he franchise act be repealed so far as they are concerned.

Hon. Mr. Thompson moved a resolution providing a salary of $4,000
for an additional judge of the superior court of Quebec.

The House went into committee on the bill to create a new department
of Trade and Commerce, which, after some discussion, paseed. The bill pro-
viding for the appointment of an exchequer court judge, at a salary of $6,000
per year, also passed through committes, a3 was also one {o remove dqnbu
as to the right of deputy returning officers and poil clerks to vote at elections.

On Saturday the bills that passed in committeo on the previous day
received their third readings and were ordered to be sent to the Senate for
concurrence.

The House then went into committee on bills and passed the bill to
amend the Dominion land act,

In committes of supply & long and at times acrimonious dcbate tock
place regarding t! - public works estimatos.

On Monday tha debate in re the liquor question was rcsumed and con-
sumed the entire day. At last tho House divided on Mr. Cargill's amend.
ment to repeal the Scott Act, which was rojected by a voto of 37 to 145.
Mr. Girousrd’s amendment, permitting the sale of wino and beer in Scott
Act counties, was thrown out on a vote of 48 to 136.

Mr. Fisher's motion was
carried by a vote of 91 to 88, The voto was thon taken on the main motion
proposed by Mr. Jamieson in favor of total prohibition, with Fisher's
amendment added thercto, and it was rejectod by a vote of 70 for and 112
agsinst. )

The aupplementary cstimatcs wore brought down on Taesday. Thoso of
1888 amount to 81,957,020, of which 383,946 is chargeablo to capital, and

S. Macdunnell, Q. C., in a few well chosen and appropriate words, on behalf
of the grand jury represonting the inhsbitants and the bar of the Oounty of
Inverness, welcomed his lordship to our county, congratulating him on his
elevation to the position of high distinction which he mnow holds, and
expressing & hope that he miiht long be spared to adorn by his talents and
learniug the offics in which hs could reckon so mauy distinguished pre.
decessors. His Jordship in his reply paid a most feeling and complimentary
tribute to the memory of the late lamented Mr. Justice Rigby, the vacancy
created by whose death he had been appointed to fill, and referred in terms
of pleasure to the impression he had received of our county on the occasion
of gin first and only previous visit, which impression he felt sure would be
confirmed.

The business of the term was of a imost interesting character for laymen
as well as for professionnls, the time being equally divided between criminal
and civil cases.

was invalidated by an irregularity in the proceedings, in consequence of
which a case was resorved for tho court in hanco. The verdict was ubs.
quently aftirmed, but senteuce was deferred until tho ensuing term. The
duty of passing sentence of death upon a fellow-creature caunot be a very
pleasant duty for any Judge ; imagine how trying it must have been fora
Judge on his first circuit! The court room wss packed with apectatary,
attracted thither by the fascination of beholding a scene whose impressive
ness and awfulness transcended any they had ever beheld. The countenances
of the spectators were oxpressive of awestruck interest combined wilh
sorrowful pity, and the prisoner’s ** God Almighty knows I did not do it
intentionslly,” and the judge’s “ And may God have mercy on your soui”
wero uttered amid a deathly silence. The pity for the unfortunate man is
prompted by the fact that the deed was committed while under the influence
of liquor, and under s strong provocation. The day fixed for the exscution
is the 19th of July next.

Cueese.—JLiverpool cables roport a good enquiry for both white and H

colored at 54s. and 54s. 6d. for choico. 1t is reported that the reputation of
Camdian cheeso in England is sufferisg from the course taken by some
dealers in the Upper Provinces. The high prices ruling for the moment
induced factory men to deliver their product only a few days from the hoop,
and it has been shipped in that state in the hope that it would “ ripen ”* on
the voyage. Such goods have, however, arrived out the same in texture as
when they left, with only the additional demerit of having acquired a bitter
flavor,  We cannot afford this. Such action, if persisted in, will very soon
ruin our hest market, which is one that promises to become, with proper
tratmeut, a very large one, capable of abeorbing all wo can possibly offer it.

Tea axp Corrce.—The wholosale demand for tea has shown evidence of
wore lifo, and the jobbing demand is fair, Cables from primary warkets are
easier.

On reference to the News Items in this issue it will be fouund thy
a German Syndicate is anxious to purchase the Intercolonial, and that their
representative, Mr. E. Kamper, is now in Ottawa negotiating with ths
Dominion Government with that end in view.

The immense miueral deposits in Pictou County have drawn the attention
of shrewd German financers aiid manufucturers in this direction, and i
they succeed in purchasing the railway thoy intend erecting large swelting
works at or near Pictou, and, as they wish to secure thu Capo Brelep
oxtension, it is probable that they also have their eyos on the coal and othe
mineral deposits of that region. The Ottawa Journal, which, by the way,
is a most ably conducted paper, has been interviewing Mr. Kamper, aud.hs
is roportod as follows :—* The other part of our scheme is to opeu up and
operato immense iron works at or mear Pictou, N. S. Our company hy
alrcady spent sole money in having an exsniination and report made of the
iron resources of Nova Ssotia by a stufl of German engineers, and their
report, which was presented to our company, was 80 flattering that ths com.
pany decided to open up immense iron amelting works near Pictou, provided
the Canadian Government would give us protection for a certain number of
years to enable u3 to cops with Awmerican and European iron mannfacturen,
1f this protection can be obtained we will at once commence the construction
of immense works near Pictou, and will immedistely bring out fron
Germany 1,000 skilled iron workers to introduce the German methods of
working iron in Canada.” Aund further on he says,— We have also a ver
high opinion of the groat mineral resources of Nova Scotis, and are satidfied
that if worked according to German methods, and with suflicient capital,
they would turn out resuits that would astonish Canadiaus.”

Whether Mr. Kamper will succeed in purchasing the Intercolonial o
not is a question that has still to be sattled, and we have -our doubts as ty
whether the closing of such a cale would be beneficial to the Maritime
Provinces. But this in no wise alters the fact that the attentiou of capital.
ists hias been drawn 1o the immense miueral resources of thie Province, and
that in a very short time large smelting works, utilizing our coal, and givigg
cmployent to thousands of wotkmen, will be in operation. The scheme
pioposed by the German Syndicate is a gigantic one, aud proves that me
of unlimited means must be behind it. 'ﬁne Germaus aro noted workers iz
iron and steel, the great Krupp works being the largest in the world, and
we trust, whether t?wy succeed in purchasing the railway or not, that they
will still proceed with the erection of smelting works in Dictou Louaty.

The machinery
was built by the Truro Foundry & Machine Co., with the exception of the
rock breaker, whicl was built by Burrell, Johuson & Co., Yarmouth, and is
of the Blske pattern, and all give the greatest satisfaction. About 125 lbs.
of smelted 2ol has been taken from this mine already. The lend is a trne
fismure, and crosses the formation both in dip and course, aad is thercfore
likely to be a long-lived mine.

‘requent accounts occur in oxchanges of the impudent operations of
iree-pedlars, by whom many farmers are swindled. Some uf these pedlars,
it wems, show apecimens of fruit preserved in apirit, in bottles to magnify.
Oue of these gentry was showing a farmer & plum in a botile, which hap-

ed to fall and get broken in the course of inspection. When the plum,
which s moment before was as 1arge as his fist, shrank suddenly to tho size
of an average gooseberry, the farmer's eyes becamo vory widely opened.

\Wine Fexces.—¢ Ruatic,” writing in the Weekly Muil, says:—The
modern barbed wire fence is not by any mosns an unmixed blossing to the
farmer and fruit grower. It has its advantages, which are conaiderable ; but,
ou the other haud, there are disadvantsges which probably balanco and per-
baps outweigh the former. It is certainly pleasing to the eye to see straight
clean fences such an those constructed of barb wire, in comparison with the
old style snako fence, and a considerable saving of lcnd is niade by the sdop-
tion of the wire fence. Another advantage is the prevention of large snow
drifts. Pethaps other good points might be claimed for the wire fence, but
there s one drawback——a sorious one—which .requires moro than passing
sttention, and that is tha bauizhmont of our small insect-destroying birds.
We flnd yoar by year the birds becoming scarcer, more particularly in those
loealities where the barbed wire fenca is most in use. The reason is plain
tobeseen. Along the line of the wire fonce generally no rubbish is allowed
1o sccumulate, the coarso grass ia kept cut, no small bushos are allowed to

row, the land is cultivated close to the fence, and consequently thero is no
gubor or shaiter for the small birds that live prinoipally upon insects.

In the old style rail fence all sorts of rubbish would accumulste. Piles
of stouse, rank grass, small bushes, hazel, wild raspberry, wild currants, etc,,
woul find & lodgement, affording the small birds shelter in rough weather,
and protection and security in raising their youny, for our common smail
tirds Go not build their neata in toll trees. It is not likely wo will ever go
tack to the old snake fence again, but if we waut to retain our friends, the
birds, wo must protect them, extend the bles-ings of tha National Policy to
the birds as well the manufacturers of barbed wire, aud protect the birds
who are unable to protect themsalves. . )

The first thing to do, therefore, it to enforce tho law prohibiting the
Jestruetion of insect-destroying binds, and any and every person found
shooting or otherwise deetroying the birds punished. As thé wire fence

to have come to stay, protect the birds by plsuting tiees or hedges
sl around the farm, or at least on the north and west sides. The birds will
be induced to stay, the trecs or hedges will grow, aud not only atford shelter
for the birde, but form windbreaks which are becoming very necessary in
wme Jomlities. The loss sustained by the amount of land occupied by the
twes will be doubly repaid by the benefita derived in the shelter of crops
from the bleak and raking winds and the retention of the farmer’s and fruit
gowens’ true friends, the birds.”

“Honses ror THE ExorisH: ArMY.—Col. Ravenhi!l has written to the
Miister of Agriculture to say that if the right stamp of hetses can be
wcaced in Canads, three hundred will be bought next year, Col. Raven-
bill says the trouble with Canadian horses is that those suited in size and
ild for British military servioe are soarcs, while many of them are unsound
otblemished. The principsl defect in Canadian horss is that their quarters
are short and drooping. Col. Ravenhill suggests tho appointment of a
Dominion idspector of gom breeding and the offering by the Govarnment
of premiums to horse breeders for animals of good quality.”— Toronto Mail.

Tho ides of dehorning cattle appesrs to bo growing in favor in the United
States, The great apostle of the movement is Me. H. H. Haaf, of lllinois,
This gentleman began his experiments aome six years ago by the primitive
process of knocking the horns off, mguini that this rough sargery iuflicted
0o greater pain on the eattio than losing their horns by froat, or in fighting.
He, however, soon improved his methods, und now usas the saw, cliiming
that if the cut is made at tho right point therse is littla pain or loss of blood.
Calves' horns ure removed by nippers that take out just the right amount of
skin with the little nut of horn. o attributes much of the so-called
“horn-ail " in cattle to dead horns killed by freering. Evidence is accumu-
lating that removing the horns for six generations will develop polled ten-
dancies, eo that polled calvas may be looked for. Assuming that the abscnce
of horus is--as we think it is-—a dosideratum, and if it can be proved that
the horns can he bred off from our present horned breeds, long years of
waiting to stock the country with hornless varietirs by importition, or by
crossing polled cattle upon our horned stock, might posmibly be saved.

The feeding of apples to stock is highly commended in some of the Naw
Eugland agricnitural papers, In a country like Nova Scotia, where it is
almost unavoidable that there is an onormous waste of this fruit, the idea is
well worth consideration to fruit growers who are also general farmers.
Nature generaily points out her own proclivities, und we all know how
eagerly horses will avail themselves of apples whenever they can get them,
But, as n rule, it is unly pets who 1o get them. There is abundant evidence
that unmerchantable apples are of high value as food for cattle—horses
especitlly —to the extent of from half a bushel to a bushel duily. But they
are aleo atrongly recommended for cows, and the evidence is direct, tried
and practical.  As regards cows tho yield of milk has been proved to have
besn augmented in quantity and improved in quality.

COSY CORNER.

A pattern to shape covers for tenuis rackets is just issued. It will be
used for gray or bufl linen, plash, billiard cloth, fel., woollen canvas or cloth
of any proper thicknoss or firmness. In its formation tho number of sec-
tions nccessary to duplicste the shape of the racket are united, and the con.
struction is easily accomplished. A bunch of grass and field flowers ia
emhruidered upon one side and the ivitials of the owner upon the other.
Such a cover preserves a tacket from the effects of bad weather, and is ae
pretty as it is useful.

A charming accessory to a costume is called a *chemisette and vest.”
The chemisette is made of soft goods and is attached 1o a standing collar
which has its outer portion laid in fulds. The vest sections pasa along the
collar and the sides of the chemisette, their edges overlapping beiow the
latter and a closing being simulated with buttons. Heavier goods are pre-
forrod for the vest, and velvet is often associated with Surah, erépe and eripe
de chine,

Handsoie belts are worn with round full waists, or ribbons tied with
loops and ends, falling directly in front, mnay be used as a finish.

Leg O'Mutton sleeves with deep caffs or full sleeves gathered into acuff,
are sppropriately used with such waists, and are almost universal for thin
summer fabrics.

Dressing jackets made of China silk or fine French flannel may be pret-
tily trimmed with rosettes of “baby” ribbon around the neck, sleeves, aud
down the front; sll the colors shown iz the materisl should be used in
these rossites.

Stripod moire will be used a great deal for the lower skirts and decora-
tion of cashmero costumes.

Sailor costumes are in high favor for both boys and gitls. Blue or white
serge or flanuel is the best material for these suits.

Handeome bows of watered ribbon are set on the shoulder of white
dresses, and a sash of the same color is passed around the waist and tied in
long loops, and ends a little to one side of the front.

Hems and tucks on white or colored cottow dresses are finiahed with
herring bone drawn work very prettily.

Short waisted dresees with long full skitt continue im favor for little
girls from two to six years of age.

Long waists and shott waists, styles historic and styles distinctly modern
have each the approval of the highest authorities upon girls’ attire For
the moat part wash dresses will be fashioned quaintly, while holidsy or best
dresses are more likely to be the embodiment of present fancies. borate
garments are never popular for little gitls.
