Ho torms it ¢* The doctrines of morality,
or social monners, the science of moral
philosophy, which tonchos mon their duty,
and the repsons of it; o sysfem of moral
principles and fules for:regulating the actions
and manners of men in society.”

An analysis of this explanution would teach
us, as members of the Pharmaceutical So-
ciety, our necessary qualifications, dutiesand
responsibilitios.  Assuming that the Phar-
maceutist hes received a fair education, and is
in thisrespect qualified to perform his various
duties with intelligonco and accuracy; it will
be generally admitted that he would be still
better fitted for his position by having what
is usually called moral principle. This may
bo soid of overy man, but it seoms to have
peculiar forco when applied to the pharma-
ceutist, wlhose position is one of trust, the
intercsts committed to his charge being so
important as to requive that even in minute
and trifling details his duties should be con-
scicntiously performed, and in many cases
the only gnarantee to the public is his pro-
fessional and moral character.

Certain cthical principles are commdn to
humanily, such as prudence, diligence,
punctuality, honesty, sobriety, with the
kindrea excellencies. It would upset the
moral government of the world to live with-
out them, and on the assumpiion that the
pharmaceutist knows and practices these
true principles it is faken for granted that
he must regulate his conduet by the obscrv-
anco of ethical laws, Dut while there are
cthics which concern humanity in general,
there are others which belong specially to
pharmacy, and these we will consider.

Our worthy brother must hiave experienced
no small difticulty from the danger of crowd-
ing the main theme with details, useful and
important ia themselves, but relatively of
minor interest, and I claim your indulgence

if in the transpos.tion I have committed this.

Pharmacy is a frade when a man buys goods
at one price to scll them at another, gaining
the advantage in tariff, being further in-
fluenced by the known law of supply and
demand. When he buys in undivided bulk
to sell again in undivided bulk, he is a
merchant.  When he purchases in undivided
bulk to vend in large though divided bulk,
he i3 a whelesale tradesman,  When he buys
articles in divided bulk, to sell again in small
divided bulk, heis a retail tradesman; nor
doces it make the slightest difference whether
he sells hats or turkey rhubarb, nor whether
the vender of the rhubarb be Sir Humphroy
Davy.

| IHe simply oxercises a constituent part of his

mature peculiar to himself.

Neither is the true artist influenced by the
neeessities of competition, nor by the trade
I fluctuations arising from supply and demand.
A hundred artists more or less would net
alter his position, and as many painting on
the sme subject would not detract from the
merit of his own, Its value is intrinsic and
not relative. But the pharmaccutist buys
his stock, whether of drugs, chemicals or
sundries, in order to sell again, he is a
tradesmsan ; but Jet not those who would
fain think it a profession, be discuuraged by
the assertion that there are other influencesat
work to modify the general fact—the awak- ’
cning claims of universal edueation, the long
unfaltering teaching of our parvent society,
and the actual pressure from without.
Then there are influences of locality and in-
dividual character, all of which tend to ele-
I'vate us above mere trade instiucts, and the
more we cducate oursclves to mweet the
wants of the public, the more easily will
that which we caunot divest of the term
trade assume more or less a strictly profes-
sional character.

Never forgetting the essentially trade na-
ture which belongs to pharmacy, vie at once
come to the firat ethical rule of the phar-
muaceutist, viz: the necessity for the abso-
lutely genuine character of his drugs. No
drug or remedy should be admitted into his
store other than that which, in case of dan-
gerous illness, he would not hesitate to sup-
ply to the inmmates of his own family cirele.
Various are the circumstances necessitating
innovations, and it would be an impossibility
for a druggist to confino his stock within
the precincts of the materia medica; but in
| o case should any trade casuistry induce

him to lower the standard of exccllence of
whatever lie may possess. The pharmacent-
ist who bears this rigidly in mind will be in
I'no danger of degrading himsclf by the adop-
tion of low and ruminous prices. Whoever
has comumitted this transparent trade mis-
take must not afterwards blame the public
for exacting the continmance of o state of
things to which ho hins himself voluntarily
stooped. On this topic I have great pleasure
in quoting the opinion of another chemical
star, Mr. Brady, of Nottingham. Hp
says: ‘““The principle which ought to

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guide the pharmacoutist in the regulation
of his charges is, that romuncration should
inerenge in proportion as the class of articlo
makes greater demand on the knowledgoe ob-
tained by his professional edueation. If he
sells articles dealt in Ly othor classes of
tradesmen, e must submit to-the same ratio
of profit. In drugs proper, which require
an edueatod judgmont, power of testing and
the liko, lo is entitled to a higher rate;
whilst in all matters of dispensing his charges
should be professional in their character, and
not calenlatod on the cost of cmployed ma-
terials at all.  Wo cannot materially in-
crease tho quantity of medicine sold by re-
ducing tho price ; henco any of us endeavor-
ing by low charges to increase his Dusiness,
must recolleet that he does it to the divect
injury of the body, in reducing by so much
the amount of money that might accrue from
its legitimato practice. In cities or large
towns the responsibility of prices charged
rests with two or thrce leading men, and if
they aro true to their professional instinets,
the calling can searcely fail to prosper.” I
think none present will dissent from this
theory; it is trne, certain locations and
other circumstances may demand its medi-
fication, but with its details I fully agreo.

Our regard to solf-respeet in connection
with trade interest, suguests a third cthical
vbservance, viz: to supply the public with
the precise article for which they ask. The
wule of every well regulated establishnent s
to supply faithfully and ‘mplicitly whatover
2 customer may require ; to obtain it, if not
in stock, and to spare no pains that it shall
be the identieal thing desiced. To do othoy-
wise, Mr. Ince remarks, would not warrant
so finc a phase as o trade ervor, but o pure
shop mistake. Does the customer want
Brown’s Chlovodyen, he veceives that made
by Mr. Davenport ; if quinine be ordered,
salicine must not be substituted, and so
with the whole list of similar preparations,
whether demanded as a vetail order, or as
forming an ingredient in a physician’s recipe.
This course of action is due, not to any keen
sense of honor, but to trade expodiency, and
any house in city or country adopting such a
principle, must gain a reputation which in-
finitely connterbalances the small extra re-
muncration to be made out of fictitious arti-
cles; confidence reestablishes trade, the aim
of all engaged in its pursuit.

Arising ont of the preceding remark, and
on which the success of the pharmacecutist
depends, is a major cthical consideration
that can only be treated in & minor koy—
that is porfect civilty to, and careful atten.
tion to tho smallest wants of the poorest
customer—a civilty that on all oceasions
should be expressed *by words and manuer.
Before dismissing this section I beg to offer

a rommrk on the relation botween the em-
ployer and the employed.  What I havo said
applies specially to tho employer; but lot not
the nssistant thiuk ho stands aloof from the
responsibility of his master. It is quito ob-
vioug that,tho othics of tho trado -concern
the ono as well as the other; lot the nssistant
fecl that he has & part to play,. just as difi-
cult, and just a3 impoxtant as his.employer ;
that on his side he must oxercise cdnsidera-
tion, and adopt the ligh tono of feeling
which characterizes the gontleman, and he
will do moro to rendor pharmacy ondurable,
and to promote its social welfare, than whole
reams of essays that could be written-on the
subjeet. We are frece to confess, that the
mutualitios between masters and apprentices
have often been very imperfectly performed,
perhaps on Loth sides, but in very many
instances this has arvisen from the defectivo
cducation of ths latior, dizqualifying him to
appreciato his condition, or the attainmont
of his truo position ; while masters in tuking
approntices, havo looked too little tv the
preliminary education, necessary for entering
ona s:izatific business, thayhave been unable
to impud that special instraction which it is
thoir duty as teachars to inculeate.

Bt wo trast mat.ers are now improving
on thesz points, and that whilst the master
is no lonzer contont to lag bohind in the
general progress of sozioly, the assistaut anl
apprentics, stinvcilated by the courss the
Governments ars taking for tho general ad-
vancoment of our body, and the duties con-
sequently imposal upon them, will rise nbave
that lax indiff2renco which has so long char
terized thom. On glaneing over the druggist’s
civeular for Iast month, I met with the fol-
lowing, which exhibited a condition in Phar-
macy that should ba tho aim of our soziety
to prevent. The correspondint says: “A
brother draggist, a graduato from the Phila-
delphia College of pharazey, sent to him a
prescription in order to have it explained to
him.

CHAPTER IV,

Wet Process for Golid—Another Method.

Having made a judicious gelection of the
specimens for assay, so as to represent, as
nearly as possible, the goneral character of
.tho rock from which they were taken—tho
chippings must be powdered together in an
iron mortar, until as fino as ordinary flour.
In order to insure uniformity, the powder
must be passed through fine muslin, and the
coarser particles again subjected to pulver-
ization and sifting until all has passed
throngh; o suitable portion for assay must
now be weighed with accuracy. The quantity
depends on the richness of the rock; for
ores, containing a large amount of metal,
ten or filteen grains will be suflicient, but for
comparatively poor ores—as those of our
Canadian gold fields, and which usually
contein less than one part in thirty-two
thousand, it will be necessary to take sbout
two ounces, as the amount of gold contained
in a less weight might bo unappreciable. 1t
is always proper to make assays in duplicate ;
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in any case, & sccond portion of the powdor
shall be reserved in the event of accident,
or failure,

Place the powdered oro in a Florence
flask, and pour upen it, earvofully, and iu
small portions at a timo, about two ounces
of aque regia, dilnted with an equal bulk of
water, apply a gentle heat until all soluble
matter is dissolved, adding more acid and
water, if neeessary. ‘Tho changes which may
take placo under the action of tho acid will
will bo as follows :—

Gold will be entirely dissolved, boing con-
vorted iunto the terchloride. Silver will bo
found with the insoluble portion asa chloride.
Iron, or capper pyrites, will bo decomposed,
the metal going into solution. If the matrix
of the ore bo a calcareous or magnesinn rock
containing carbonic acid effervesconce will
take place, with ovolution of the carbonic
acid, the lime or magnesie being dissolved.
Silice or quartz remains nuacted on.

The solution mustnowbe decanted from the
residue, or filtored through a picce of paper,
or through a tuft of cotton wool placed in
tho neck of a glass funnel, and the undis-
solved portions carcfully washed—the wash-
ing being mixed with tho original solution.
This clear solution must be boiled to about
one-fourth its bulk with the cccasional addi-
tion of a little mwiatic acid for the pwrpuse
of decomposing any nitric acid which might
be present. Otherwise, o small amount of

In cases whore tho iron or copper pyrites is
large, and the gold is present in small quanti-
tios, another method of nssay is :\d\‘isnblc.}
It may Lo performed by treating the powder-
ed ore, at once, with dilute nitric ecid (ono
part acid to ono of water), and heating until
all solublo matter is dissolved; deeant tho!
clear liguor and wash the residuo with water,
adding the washings to the solution. This
solution will contain all tho motals present
except gold—and in some eases lead. The
silver can be precipitated by hydrochloric

acid, and estimated asbefore. The copper

solution, from which the chloride of silver
has been sepavated, a fow picees of bright
iron, the metal will all all drop out and can
be washed and weighed.

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THE PROPOSED PHARMACQY BILL.

The frequent ocqurrence of cases of acei-
dental poisoning, and the wmany serious mis-
takes made by unqualified persons in the
dispensing of medicine, render it necessavy
that some step be takon at onco to protect
the public safety. Scarcely & week passes
without its chronicle of death resulting from
the incompetency or carclessness of those
persons, whose business it should be to pro-
tect human Life. Nor can the evil ever be
fully told, as only tho grossest cases come to
light. The so-called complications uf disease,
or its sudden 2nd fatal termination wmight, in
too muny instances, be traced to the pestle
and mortar in unskilled hands.

In order to remedy an evil we must first
ascertain its caunse, and, in this case, it is
clearly traceable to that lack of law which
permits any man,—no matter how ignorant,
or how devoid of experience, to come before
the pnblic and by the mere assumption of
the title “* Chemist and Druggist” to poison
all within his veach, by whelesale or retail,
as his circumstauces permit, or his cupidity
tempts, This may be startling, but lit is
nevertheless true ; and it is equally strange
that in other eallings where no risk is incurred
in regard to huwman life, should a mistake
occur, and where property only is invelved,
the most rigid requirements are enforced by
law. There is no profession or oceupation- -
if we except that of physician—in which the
power of life and death is sv controlled, asin
the case of an apothecary.

In European conntrics the most stringent
regulations oxist as to the dispensing] of
mc(hcme Not only must the druggist have
long oxperience, but also » thorough theo-
retical knowledge of those branches of science
involvedin the profession. In Great Britian
the recent Pharmacy Act, passed last July,
insures adequate qualification by requiring
those commencing business to pass a most
rigid and thorough examination before the
Pharmaceutical Board. This Act has been
found to give general satisfuction to the
public, as well as to the legitimato druggist;
and taking this fact into account, a com-
mittee, appointed by the Canadian Pharma-
ceutical Sacicty, have drafted a Bill, based
upon that of Great Britain, and which we
have the pleasure of presenting to our read-
ers in a supplement to this Journal.

“We give a bricf resume of the chief fer-
tures of the Bill:

The Act commences by declaring it un-

S

lawful for nmy persons, except vegistered
chemists, to keep open shop, or dispense, or
compound poisons, or nssume the title of
“Chemist and Druggist,” ¢ Apothecary,”
ete. Poisons within tho meaning of the
Act, aro defined and  enwweraied in o
schedule. ‘Fhoy must be properly labelled s
those contained in the first part of schedulo
“A* can only be sold under certain restric-
tions and to certain persons; but articles
cnumerated in the second part may be sold
by registered chemists without restriction.

Section 4 relates to the formation of a so-
cicty for carrying out the purposcs of tho
Act, and relates to persons cligible for mem-
bership.  ‘These must be actually in busincss
on their own account; while clerks, assist-
ants and apprentices may be onrolled as
Associates, and, on passing eoxamination,
may be admitted as members. :

Scctions 6, 7, 8, 9, 10 and 11 rolato to the
incorporation of the Pharmaceutical Society,
the formation of a Council, election of of-
ficers, and other details connected with the
internal working of the socioty.

The Council are authorized to hold twe
sittings a year for the purpose of granting
Certificates of Competency to those about to
commence business. These certificates can
only bo obtained by passing examination be-
fore tho Council, or a Board appointed by
them, and when obtained, the candidate’s
name is at once entered on the list of Reg-
istered Chemists, by a duly appointed
Registrar, and he takes the title of ** Phar-
maccutical Chemist,” which designation is
forbidden to all others, except such as are
actually in business at the time of the
passing of the Act, and who by the payment
of two dollars are entitled to registration.
Scctions 12 to 17 include particulaxs of the
above.

Section 19 places the subjects for exam-
ination at the supervision and disallowance

of the Licutenant Governor, together with.

otber details relating thereto.

The disponsing of spirits, wines or cordials,
on the prescuiption of a legally authorized
medical practitioner, is provided for in sec-
tion 23.

Any person transgressing any of the
provisions of the Act, shall, for the first
offence, incur a penalty of $20 with costs,
and for cvery subsequent offence $560. No
charges can be vecovered in Courts of Law or
Equit;.

Section 27 reserves therights of physicians
and surgeons, who are not to be leld amen-
able to the requircments of the Act. Nor
docs the Act interfere with the making or
dealing in patent medicines, or with the or-
dinary business of wholesale dealers. On.
the death of nregistered chomist the business
may be carried on-by his execulors.

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From section 28 it would appear that the
names of cffendors against tho Act may be
orased from the registor, on rosolution of tho
Council of the Socicty.

Appended is a list embracing all the prin-
cipal poisonous substances, to the numbor of
thirty-seven, these, with their compounds,

are hold to bo poisons within tho meaning of |

the Act,

Wo hopo the druggists of Ontario will give
tho proposed bill a careful perusal,
vital importance that a measuro of somo de-
sixiption be passed, and it is thoe interest of
all concorned that the Iaw bo as perfect as
possible.  Wo shall be happy to receive the
suggestions of our brethren, and solicit an
oxpression of opinion on the subject.
