Thus the workpeople at home would "have less
employment-along with dearer bread, a- combmatlon
which ‘would bring ‘England the gravest domestic
troubles. If these diffictlties can be .wonded we should
he glad to see Great Britain giving us sonie concessions
in return for the extremely liberal-ones she -will soon
enjoy under our tariff. We have sacrificed s very lurge
revenue for her benefit, and ‘have opened a wide door
for competition with our native enterprises, ‘which
many fear will-be highly injurious to some of our in-
dustries. To this the British Press replies : “ That is
your look out ; the time to fix the terms of a ‘bargain
is‘hefore it is- concluded Canada has given us preferen-
tial breabment as-a *fiee gift,' and we' decline ko dis-
cuss now what we canvgive -in:return.”

Why then should not our werthy -

WATER POWERS IN

D VELOPMENT.

In a recent number we published an article on the,

remarkable development of water powers during the
lust few years and the many uses to which this hitherto
almost latent power can and is now being apptied.
Bver since the first introduction of electricity for manu-
facturing purposes, and even when its use was limited
fo 1iuminating purposes only, .the men through whose
ability, research, and indefatigable exertions this great

and mysterious energy was developed, controlled, and.

made subservient to the uses of man, early realized that
the cost of producing it was -almost wholly dependent
on the cost of the initial power and paturally their at-
tentlon was tarned to the . unlimited water powers on
this contment and in other parts of the world, which

up to that time were practically useless, except for

their wild and magnificent scenery and the attraction
they possessed for travellers. In most- cases these
- water powers were far removed from manufacturing
centres owing to the fact that our forefathers who did
not foresee the wonderful scientific development of this
country, had located our large cities aud towns at
points possessing good shipping facilities, centres of
good agricaltural distriets, ete. If we of the present
day had their work to do in this respect—or they had
it to do over again—we would have our largest cities
located in close proximity to water powers or feoal
fields, and depend on railways or other means to carry
our exports and imports to and from shipping points.
The men to whom we owe the present efficiency and
development of electrical science are still- working, and
their numbers are being continually reinforced by
brainy. young thinkers and workers, who have not only

the udvunbaue of the researches and discoveries of’

scientists of past years, but have younger and fresher
minds, quick to discover and apply any -new thing to
the needs of their feliow-men. :

T'hese plants require immense power and a
constant expenditure of it—for every hour and minute
of the day as well us every day in the year; and we
musb consider Lhai a water power costs no more to
upexuh' twenty-four hours per day than if operated one

hour.

- We can leave oub of calenlation the cost of a
horse-power hour, and the cost of coal, engineers and

firemen per horse-power hour, and simply estimate a

lump sum per month or per annum for interest on cost
of machinery, wheels and development, which in many
cases cost less per horse-power than the initial cost per
h()rsc power of a stewm plant.  And there, comparative-
ly speaking, the cost ends ; and we have a power for all
time, with a minimum outlay for repanirs, no boilers to
blow up, no cylinder ends to blow out and the multi-
tude of annual repairs which make n great hole in the
profits of any manufacturing concern,

It would be rather premature fo say that all the

THE SAWLO(: DUTY

People are divided in their views. on mteruutmnal
trade considerably according to their political bias, one
class holding that the government dan-sgceomplishall
that is desired if they only would, another seetion hold-
ing to the Laissez-Foire dogma, contending that busi-
ness will thrive better by being let alone-—~to take care
of itself. One of the principal subjects of discussion
of late coucerns the Sawlog Duty in which the neigh-
boring Province of Ontario has beeu assaming quite. -
u firm atbitude of late. It the government of that
Provinze elect to he guided by sentiment in the matter,
it hag probably a right to do so,and it goes without say-
ing that not only the people of Untario but every right-
minded Canadisu has every reason to feel that we have
been treated in rather a cavalierly fashion by our,
cousing to the south of the political border. But there
are other considerations, und these are more likely to
weigh with our own lumbermen and other men of af-
fairs than auy feelings of patriotism that may be
evoked. Sentiments of this nature, however praige-
worthy, do not ag a rule influence great corporations
on either side of the line in their choice of able men,
whether it be to manage a great railway company or
system, or an iron or silk factory. One of the earliest
cotton-mill managers in Canada came from the south-
ern-middle States—though he did not prove a marked .
success—while one of the most snceessful husiness' men
in Chicago to-day is a Canadian.

But as A prosperous produce man of this city once
to keep near to the heu." so itis necessqry to go mto
the woods and to follow the tree, from the felling
thereof, along its eourse, in the shape of square timber
or sawlogs, to tlie nearest stream or the margin of the
lake or bay, or to the mill where the logs are converted
into planks or boards, Here we arrive at the question
whieh must determine business men in their attitude
on the timber question in onr relations wnhh the Umterl
States.

Roughly estimated, it costs $6 per thousand (B.M.)
to prepare and bring the sawlogs to the place of tran-
shipment or transportation. The sawing of these logs
in the Saginaw (Michigan) mills costs to-day perhaps

“from $1.25 to $1.50 per thousand ; buat the refuseisa -
valuable adjunct-in the local manufacture of salt, the
evaporation of the salt-wells water in the vieinity—
the slabs, bark and saw-dust constituting the great bulk
‘of the fuel used in snch large yuantities for this pur-
pose. Were the- sawlogs unobtainable or rendered
very expensive by duty or otherwise, the great salt in-
dastry on Saginaw Bay and the whole of the surround-
ing  basin — covering. an area, comparitively
undeveloped as yet, of about 8,L00 square miles, or n
quartet of the size of Ireland-—would be obliged to
look elsewhere for fuel, and be driven to the use of
coa! for the purpose. On the other haud, if holders of
timber limits or privileges, or the purchasers of these
hoomed floats. of sawlogs along our northern waters are
driven to erect saw-mills. in Canada for the conversion
of the logs-into boards at-home, it is doubtful if the
returns to our own: people wounld “reach anything" dear
“what lumbermon now receive for their labour—that is,
-apart from the value of the produeb itself; cSlmuld ‘our



neighbours—of thie same language and race—deter-
mine to ‘mpose a furthur duty of - $2+per thousand on
lumber, making it $4 in all;
practically closed to us, for, although when business is
brisk the duty is generally borne by the importer, the
lakge forest areus in the southern States would, under
such an impost, have every competing advantage
against lumber of foreign growth.

These are briefly a few of thé considerations which
surround the question, and although there is much to
be advanced on both sides, the business aspect is likely
to receive most favor. However we may appear to
discriminate against” our neighbors in the fmming of
our. tariffs, we claim -that it exists only in seeming ;
cand if thcy will ‘but lower their fence to anything lnke
the moderation of ours, the growth of trade between
the two countries would increase still more rapidly.
Were we to do unto them as they to us the volume of
goods sold by the United States to Canada—upwards of
$60 000,000 annually——would be greatly reduced.

EXEMPTIONS FROM TAXATION.

Two recent incidents seem to indicate that a more
rational view in regard to exemptions is-being taken in
guarters where it must be adopted for any reform to be
effected. The Court of Appeals in Quebec recently de-
cided that the proprietors of a.local priest’s farm,
worked exclusively for the profit of an ecclesiastical
commuunity, must pay the same taxes as other farms
which are cultivated by secular persons. The principle
upon which this. judgment is based is manifestly the
sound and reasonable one, that properties which are
-used for, religious purposes are exempt from taxation
but those devoted to the-mere making of money profits,
by whomsoever, held, are liable. It cannot be reason-
ably contended that because a farm is owned and
operated by ecclesiastics that it is held for and devoted
to religious purposcs The Court of Appe’tls, Quebec,
bearmg o_n_certam mdustrles in this cxty should be
considered by the eivic authorities. Tt is well known
that there are manufacturing and other business.-enter-
prises carried on in-this city under ecelesiastical super-
vision, and. ostensibly as -part of- the. -ecclesiasticat
maghinery, which-are as seeular in their object and their
operations as any ordinary- mercantile establishment.

-These enterprises asctively compete for public patronage
.in rivalry with traders in similar lines whom they
seriously injure by eutting prices. This competition is
most, unfair becnuse the-ecelesiastical workers and mer-
chants pay no taxes and no rent and secure custom by
their ecclesiastical prestige and influence.. Thus .the
traders whose business is injared by this rivalry, have
to pay patt of the taxes of their rivals, and are actually
called upon to contribute to the support of their com-
petitor’s enterprise in the nameof charity.-- In-a-mixed

We are this week in receipt of London papers con-
tuining - particulars of the recent great fire in and con-
tiguous to Jewin Crescent. The various fire companies
are congratulated’ that'it was no worse in a crowded
localify which has long borne an undesirable reputation
from .an insurance standpoint. This reputation ap-
pears:to-have beén well-earned hefore the fire by num-
erous‘isolated losses happily involving in most cases
only tli¢ destruction of the places in which they origin-
ated, or, ab most, of the premises immediately adjoin-
ing. .Such losses could, of course, have readily been
met by-au.increase of rates; * what could not -be ‘mea-

sured'or'met was the cont‘.m«rency, always imminent of

other district in Loudon in which a fire of similar dim-

ensions would have entailed upon them so small a loss.
1t is estimated that-the total value of the buildings and

stocks destroyed by the fire cannot amount to less than

amillion and a half. But of that sam probably not
more than a third was insured, A substantial portion
of the insurance was effected not by tenants, but by
the Goldsmiths’ Company, who, 4s ground landlords of
other valuable peoperty as well as that involved in the
fire, had faci‘ities for effecting insurances which the in-
dividual warehonseman was without. As estimated by
the managers of the various offices involved, and ex-
cluding insurances affected by individual underwriters
at Lloyd's, the amounts of which cannot be aseertained,
the losses of the fire offices will not exceed £450,000.
Until assessment, exact figures cannot be given, but’
each of the offices involved estimates its loss ab the sum
given in the following table. That table also sets forth
the quotation of the shares of various companies on
November 19th aud 25th respectively, the fall that took
place during that period and the decline in the market
valuation of the capital of the respective companies
which that fall represents. For a few of the companies
no quotationsare availuble. The tables in ourissue of
the 26th ult. are to be revised accordingly :—
