The Seat of Govermment,

Now there wae = coutention among the
“ities, it having b . uppointed that Cttawa
(formerly Bytow:.  ecause folks went by
without seeing i: -~:ould .have the seatl of
Government.  A:d this decision being one
of a vumber of decisions made vn the same
subjeet, all of which bad been in turn set
aside. it was expected with characteristic
Cunadinn party wisdom that this decision
would be stuck to with forty Medo-Persian
wnacity.  And similarly they are now all
chattering to reverse it already.

Now as to the rcasons for thig, or-rvather
the pretexts, (for any Canadian politician
venturing to reason is scut to the asylum at
ouce) they are that Toronto is the centre of
the Dominion, the heart of the body, the
seat of law, cducation, philosophy (as much
as is allowed), and that as the north-west
struggles on to development through the
land law obstacle, Toronto will be much
nmore 8o, and a chunk thrown in.  But the
other cities bad something to say, or said it
if they hada't.
