A few years ago, as the traveler approached
Schramberk on this side, the stillness of those
dark pines filled bis mind with solema thoughts:

THE LAND QUESTION OF IRELAND.
(l'ioﬂ TIMES €FECIAL OOH!IISSIONIB.)

I have oow vigited the four Provincea of Ireland,
and, adopting a metaphor I hava nead before, [ bave
reached & point at whioh, e (f from & height, Lought
10 be able to-ses clearly the country which I bave’
wried to survey. and 1o tske a comprehensive view of
at. Yet, before I endeavour to exsmins minately the
land ‘ayatem of [reland as & whols, and to draw out
80 elaborate aceagnt of it I wish, as I did is the case
'of the Bouth, to indicate certain broad conelasions
guggested to my mind duaring the 100 brief period I
bave been able to allot to » tour in tbe North. Ae
I bave aven oaoly the best connties of Ulster, and my
stay in the Province has been short, {eannot pretend
to ba as well informed respestiog that great division
of Ireland a8 [ believe I have been respecting ite
fellows ; oot oan I expect that my reflactions on it
w1l as vearly approach & faic standard of trath.
Yet inorenalog familisrity with n aubject may supply
the waot of loog observation I have spared no pains
while I was io Ulster to inguire sbort {ts seneral
condition, and what I have to aay, however izcom-
plete, may, pechaps, bs not altogethier froitleas with
reference to the Liand Question of Ireland

Phe connties of Ulster T bave visited ave included
1o the famons ' Plantation, or in an earlisr seitis
ment in the reign of BElisabath The distinstive
charagteristio oommon to all ia that ocolonjes of
‘Eogliab and Beottish crigio eatablished themselves
in this part of the country, framed the order of society
existing in it, educed oivilization out of wild snatehy,
and vipdicated for the congqnered native race the
usages connected with land which. at firat they
devised for their own benefit, Looking broad'y st
the gtate of this far:ured regionm, [ should say that,
compared with the rast of Ireland, it i8 one of great
materisl prosperity, snd of general social teanquillity
and pasce, apart from the sectarian discoids siilk too
prevalent smong the luwer orders. I have been, it
s true, somewhat disappointed with the agricaliara
of this part of Ulster; thaugh good oo the whole, it
geldom reschiesan extraorainary degree of excellence;
sud over wide districts it does not approach that of
the best counties of Eogland. Even in Antrim and
‘Dawn I saw whole fracte thst reqaired deainage and
cried aloud for lmprovemeat; tha lanscape in nom-
barless places a~emed *grumpled up,” 80 to speak, by
big wagtefal fonces ; exterrive {arme, in whigh large
eapital had besn boldly snuk, were not.freguent ;

Notwitbatanding ' certain opposing juBlaences, the
peasantry of these divisions of Ulster are asingularly
bold and self rellant race, not cqual, perbaps, in mere
Rppearancs to the peasantry of rome ol the gonthern
counties, bat evidently miore independent and {ree;

Hare, tod, as otgewhére, {o point.of law, the
tensre of the occupieris osunliy at will ; and as what:
has been done for the land has been for 'he meat part
done by the tepant, here, as slsewhere, it wonld séem
as if facilities are eftorded for wrong, and it might
ba expectad that distrast snd disliké wonld too often
keep landlord and tenant apart. - Yet, epeaking
broadly society in thia region, motwithstan:ing oc-
casiagal augey distarbacea is Araly established and
expaunds progperously, and eocial progress advances
steadily with the growth of & flourshing community.
Loanded property, not, &8 in ths rest of [relaod,
asssiled by numerous oppceing influences, snjoys vast
aod, in part, most legitimate power; it still performs
i*a proper fuoctions, and ia atill of real sdvantage to
the State, As a general rule, good will snd con-
fidence prev.il in the great relatioca ont of which the
existing order of things has been formed by degrees
and on which it rests, With rire:exceptions-the
lsndlord class ackoowledges the rights whioh, in the
course of time, their depandents have acquired ia the
goil ; the tenant class, in turp for the moat part, do
not eoeroach on their superiors’ rights; and thoogh
canges of digagreement may  exist, society has not
yot been coavolsed by them. The bread result is
that thig harmonr haa coocealed or rémedied in a
great measure what ia defective in the exietiugland
gyatern; that usage, ranotioned by geweral consent,
bas praetioally given tks occnpier of the s7il & se-

Those are the
schools 1n whick Roman Catholic children are
fouad, There are 70000 Roman Catholie
children in Ootario, of whom 20 000 are in the
Separate Schools leaving 50,000 io the Common
Schaols, Perhaps 10 000 of these receive some
religious jnstruction, Cathohes being 10 a major-
ily in many sections aed the teacher and trusters
Catholic, still you have a clear wajonty of the
ahole in tke Godless schoels,

In the Cowmoa Schools in which Protestant
and Roman Catholic chidren are 1 almost equal
nambers, the trustees vote Grad out of the schoot,
Protestant religious exercises are forbidden for
tear of displeasing Catholics and causing separa-
tiva ¢ Catholic exercises are excluced for tte
same reason, and tbus we bave mm a Chnstizn
commuuity a school population of 130,000 chil
dren, embracing the majonity of the Cathohe chi'
dren of the Province, receiviag their schaol edu-
cation o schools purely Godless,

Is there no remedy for this evil! Tsit better
for the Protestants of Oatario that the majority
of the Roman Catholie children should be brought
up 1n this way ! Tsat to the interest of Roman
Catholica that 100 000 of tbeir future fellow-
cit:zens should ignore God during therr school
bours. What prowision is made for this diffi-
culty in Fraoce, Holland, Prussin, Austria—
coun’ries from which we hear no complaint ?

Fortunately, bere 1n Cavada, we are rapdly
advaccieg towards a temper of iniod more favor-
able for fair legislation. Passions and prejudices
foreign to our country are fast dying out— men
are learning not to show ther love to God by
hatiog their lellow men. Since Confederation
