We have ‘experi~
enced a wonderful “~boom in trade,
which has necessarily taken up
available cash. When the conditions
of the continent become more settled,
money will come streaming into Lof-
don, and' it is then that Canada will
find herself more in favor.”

The way in which the blind learn to
play was also explained, The music
i transposed from the regular staff
into the blind notation, thru means of
the pointed dots. Position of the note
on the instrument is also written and
the player reads by tracing the dotted
score with one hand while playing
with the other: It is evident then that
it takes the blind student longer to
acquire a composition than it does one
with sight.

The institution at Brant-
ford is a school and not an asylum, as
some are inclined to think, and its pu-
pils are those between the ages of 7
and 21, exceptions being sometimes
made for children of § years. Plano-
tuning and basket and hammock mak-
ing are taught. The principal of the
Brantford School regretted that On-
tario had not as yet any place for
adults, Examples of these exist In
some of the states as well as homes
for blind bables.

Board of Health Endorses
Suggestion That Number of
Workers Be Increased.

much, practical work in sup-
pressing contagiouz diseases and vice,
is more in the limelight. there being
a smaller percentage of deaths in con-
gesied areas from infamtile diarrhoea
than in the other districis. The child
welfars nurses operate only in the
congested disiricts. Infantile diar-
hroea increased the dcath rate last
month considerably.

Controller McCarthy backed up Dr.
Hastings, M., O. H., in the meetling of
the board of health yesterday in a
suggection (hat the number of child
welfare nurses be increased.

_Dr. Hastings referred to the large
amount of fooed that has to be de-
siroyed during the hot months, and
suggested thit some systern of cold
storage in congested districts would
save thiz food for consumption,

“That is an affair for the Dominion
Government.,” Controiler McCarthy
said. “Dr. Hastings could send a com-
munication t» the C:nadian Public
Health Aszociation, suggesting a me-
thod to be adopied by the govermment,
and asking the association to initiate
action with the government.” This
wasg ‘adopted. The association meets
in Regina on the 18th of this month.

Controller McCarthy also brought
up'‘thz matier of ‘Inadequate medical
examination at eatry peorts of emi-
grants, permitting the entrv of many
pzople physically or mentaily Jdiseas-
ed. He suggested that govern-
ment be urged to stop this evil

“The inspeciors are compelied to
inspect so many immigrants that-a
proper Iinspaction dis impossible,” Dr.
Hastinga expiained.

It was decided to ask the Canadian
Public Health Association and the
Conf:rence of Charities to take action.

NOT ROSTED OUT

Fluman Leopards Still Prac-
tice Cannibalistic Rites in

West Africa.

FREETOWN, Sierra
Africa, Aug. 31
murderous native organization
Slerra Leone, known all
the west coast of Africa
Leopard Society, is being relentlessly
pursued by the British authorities to
its furthermaost hiding places. The de-
termination iz tg extirpate it, but the
task will be difficult, for this siniste:

of the matives in its several hundred
vears of existence that it will fight and
die hard.

The society is a secret organization.
It has operated with particular dtro-
city of recent years in the northern
Sherbro district, and most if not all of
the principal natives of this region be-
long to it.

Numerous Murders.

Between twenty and thirty murders
have been committed by members of
the society since 19€7. The purpose un-
doubtedly was to provide human flesh
for their fellow members, but whether
this was done¢ merely for the grati-
fication of the taste for casnibalism, or
whether the killings were a part of
some secret ritle of the organization
whegreby the natives believe their men-
tal and phygical powers are increased
has not been conclusively learned. Mat-
ters reached such a crisis a few months
ago, that 4 speciaf court was appointed
and mdny arrests were made., Among
the members placed on trial were
several pzramount chiefs. KEventually,
undeyr a special ordinance passed to sup-
preas the socicty, seven men were ex-
ecuted for murder, two condemned to
life imprisonment and cleven were ex-
pelled from the Protoctorate.

METROPOLITAN AREATION.

In the memorandum submitted by
‘Ald. Wickett, as chairman of the
trapspcrtation committee, on the
organization of a metropolitan area for
Toronto, care has heen taken to make
it clear that there are no “jokers,” no
ulterior motives, no unfairnesses about
the plan. The idea is to benefit all
pariies to the organization, and it is
for mutual benefit only that the pro-
posals are made. It will be ‘~much
easier for this concz)tion to be grasp-
ed since the inauguration and success-
ful operation of the Ontario Hydro-
Flectric System, whose field of opera-
tions is béing daily wideped by Hon.
Adam Beck. ;

The citys and the country have
nothing to fear from each other and
very much to gain in co-operative
efforts for better conditions of muni-
eipal government. “Let the program
be definite,” says = Ald. Wickett's
memorandum; “inter-municipal elec-
tric lines: loca] electric power and
lighting; permanent roads, a broader
study of sewage and water problems.”
This is a clear and practical starting
ground, and the possibilities of ad-
vantage to all included in the scope of |
the mgtropolit.a.n area activities are so
great that it is scarcely necessary to
refer to the successful issue of such
efforts elsewhere. The necessity and
the advantages are obvious. !

The proposed radius of the area is
limited by the time which a work-
man could afford to take to go to work
daily. Estimating this at one
hour by rapid transit, or fairly
yapid transit, an area with a twenty-
mile radius is possi‘ble. This would
embracé Oakville, Brampton, Aurora,
Richmond Hill, Markham and Port
Union. For trunk line transport the
whole area would be Tresponsible,
while local services would be provided
for locally.

What will commend the plan to
many is the fact that it will to a large
extent obviate the necessity for an-
nexation beyond the districts actually
built and populated. There would, on

_ the other hand, be opposition from
those) who find their selfish personal
interests in herding and hiving people
together.

The whole matter is to be laid be-
fore the various municipalities direct-
1y inteérested, and it will be thoroly
threshed out before legislation is
sought.

REAL BLACK PERIL
IN SOUTH AFRICA

Frequency of Assaults on
White Women Leads to
Official Report.

WOMEN ARE WARNED

Introduction of Liquor  by
White Men is Contribu-

tory Factor.

CAPE TOWN, South Africa, Aug.
81.—Can. Press.)—That the problems
incident to residence in the same land

of whites and blacks are becoming
as acute in South Africa as in Am-
erica, is indicated by a late report
{from the commission under the chair-
manship of Sir Melius de Villiers, ap-
poinfed to Investigate essaults on
women. e ;

The commission did its work with
great thoroness, visiting every portion
of the Union except the purely native
territories where the holding of a
tformal enquiry would have been in-
fudicious or unnecessary. It received
stetements from 300 persons able to
testify from first hand knowledge of
the subject under investigation. The
statistics and other inf n gath-
ered by the commission sh:
serious evil in rzspeet to on
white women by natives does exist,
and that on the whole it is increasing.
In 1901 the total number of convic-
tions of negroes for this crime thru-
out the Union was 11; in 1912 it had
grown to 70. In the year preceding’
it was 80.

Blame on Whites.

The commission declares there
would be little reason to fear this peril
if all of the white settlers could be
depended upon to behave in a manner
befitting members of a stronger race
and heirs of a superior civilization.
The report indicates that the fllicit
liguor trade on the Rand is creating
a class of whites who are bringing
the name of whits womanhood into
disrepute. The commissioners also
declare that there are white women
and girls so criminally careless In
their treatment of black houseboys
that they give the latter “opportuni-
ties of seeing them in a state of un-
dress in which they would not dream
of showing themselves to a white
man.” The report also asserts thal
there are instances where white wo-
men, mistresses or servants, are
saddled with a much graver and more
shameful culpability.

Would Suppress Names.

The practical recommendations of
the commission promise to raise a
storm when they are preeented to
parliament. The commission recom-
mwends that the name of the victim
of an assault, or any detail by which
she could be recognized, be not pub-
lished, in the interests both of justice
and humanity. Another suggestion,
that the name of the accused be sup-
pressed, probably will meet with con-
siderable opposition.
tion of miscegenation is one of the

strongest recommendations of the re-

port, which proposes also the raising
of the age of consent.

The Durban system of Kafir beer
drinking and eating shopsy under
municipal control, is recommended for
the whole Union, as is the adoption of
the Kimberley sysiem of closed com-
pvounds. This latter proposal will be
stoutly opposed by the trading com-
munitv of Johannesburg, for it would
iuvolve many storckeepers in ruin.

Robertson, assistant superintendent,
moved near him, and then Thaw be-
gan slowly to move to the door. At
the threshold Robertson said simply:
“Come with us, Mr. Thaw.” And
without a word except a hoarse good-
bye to the reporters, Thaw obeyed.

Five minutes later a gray roadster
streaked away from the courthouse.
In the back seat was Thaw. He had
not even been given time to pack his
scanty belongings and voluminous
correspondence in his cell.- In an hour
he was here in Coaticook, guarded
in the detention room by two stalwart
Dominion police. None but counsel
was allowed to ses him,

Deportation Seems Certain.

Thaw expressed no surprise, evi-
denced no grief. Behind him trailed
his defeated lawyers. W. L. Shurt-
leff, the first to arrive, issued this
statement: f

“If they have doctors all ready to
pronounce Thaw insane, as I am in-
formed they have, there is almost no
hope -of preventing his immediate de~
portation., [ belleve if we could find
a way to get the case into the courts
we would have a good chance to prove
this immigration act unconstitutional
on the gronud that it is inconsistent
with the Ashburton treaty. But if the
authorities at Ottawa are as deter-
mined to se Thaw back as they
geem to be then 1 doubt very much if
they would pay any atiention to any
writ of prohibition we might obtain.

“IThe Immmigration Act expressly
provides that no court may interfere
with the findings of the hoard of en-
quiry., and 7 am afraid that the im-
migratio~ officials will act before we
have fcund a way to circumvent

them.” ’
Thaw's Bitter Protest.

Thaw when he was told that the
enquiry was to be held in secret.
wrote out this question and sent it
down tc the reporters:

“Is it true that English law allows
a secret trial, with the public ex-
cluded, when a man’s life or liberty is
at stuke like In Turkey or Bulgaria?”

Thaw’s chief counsel, J. N. Green-
shields of Montreal, was not present
when the writ was sustained today.
Toright it was said he was hurrying
here to make a last desperate stand.
Another eminent Thaw lawyer due to
arrive was N, K. Laflamme, also of
Montreal. Charles D. White of the
coterie already ncre was discouraged
and pesgimistic.

In sustaining the writ, Judge Hutchin-
#on pointed out and cited precedents
where the petitioner for a writ of habe-
as corpus had acted without authority,
without the consent and even without
the knowledge of the persons imprison-
ed. This, he contended, supported the
position of Boudreau. He cited pre-
cedents at length, then reviewed the
desires of the attorney-general, Sir
Lomer Gouin, as expressed at the
hearing yesterday by the attorney-gen-
eral's representative, Aime Geoffrion.

“The attorney-general,of this prov-
ince,” he continued, “by nis represent-
ative specially authorized to appear in
the present cause, has stated thut it is
the desire of the attorney-general that
this case shall be disposed of as speed-
ily as possibic and that if the prisoner
is legally imprisoned he oc returned Lo
awalit his trial, but if he is under wrong-
ful restraint he should be liberated at
once and that the desire of the prison-
er to remain in jail to avoid procced-
ings that may be taken against him
under a federal statute by the Domin-
ion Government must not be consider-
ed and that the jail or this district is
not tv be used as a house of refuge.

Difficult to Decide.

“There is no doubt that a consider-
able difficulty has been met with in
determining the rights of parties in
this case, but in doubtful cases the
court always inclines in favor of lib-
erty.. In numerous cases it has been
held that ‘it is the duty of a judge
hearing an application for discharge
under a writ of habeas corpus, when
a prisoner is restrained of his liberty
under a statute, to discharge him un-
less satisfiled by unequivocal words in
the statute that the imprisonment is
warranted by statute.

“The court doth, therefore, grant the
said petition, maintain the said writ
of habeas corpus and declare the sarfie
absolute and doth further declare that
the jaller has no authority to detain
the said Harry K. Thaw In the sald
common jail of this district, and whe-
ther the said Harry K. Thaw wishes to
exercise and enjoy his personal liberty
or not, he is entitled to his full liberty,
and he is hereby liberated and dis-
charged from his present deténtion in
the said jail, and is hereby restored
to the liberty he enjoyed previous to
his said arrest and detention.”

The weakness of the London Stock
Exchange and Wall street inspired an
easier turn in the Toronto market yes-
terday, and the closing call left num-
erous small deciinee in evidence, Sen-
timent, however was not adversely in-
fluenced by the downturn, which was
set down as one of those recurring
setbacks which mark the course of
every upward swing. Investment
buying was again in evidence, but it
was lesg prominent than usual and
was not suflicient to offset the wave of
liquidation which swept over the gene-
ral list.

Such stocks as Brazillan, Mackay,
Canada Bread, Spanish River and
Macdonalt all recorded losses for the
day, and while the recession was not
large, it was quity sufficient to bear

out the ldea that an easier trend had
doveloped. Thoi was only to be ex-
pected in view ot the unfavorable
news which confronted Wall street,
such consiGerationy as adverse ¢rop
reports, diminishing railway earnings
and foreign selling proving (oo much
tor the big.market to withstand. Ca-
nadian develupments were generally
favorable. the ubsence of definite crop
news from the weeft being accepted as
au indication thay everything was
golng a1l right.. The continued de-
creases in our bank clearings and the
poor showing of rallway earnings did
not pose as a market factor of impor-
tance here.
Brazilian Down in Lendon.

London sent lower quotations on
Brazilian, and the shares responded
by declining about half a point to
92 7-8 here. closing at 93 - Mackay
was more prominent, losing al!most
two points at 81 3-4, reflecting the
downturn in New York, and at the
saume time the preferred issue receded
a fraction.
