OUR UIPORTS.

It is mauch to be regretted that the
Customs Department does not take the
trouble, which would be comparatively
trifling, of publishing in . the Ojicial
Gazete a complete classified statement
of the imports and duties levied thereon
during the fiscal year ending 30th June
last. We have been led to notice the
subject from. having observed a compar-
ative statement in the Ottawa Free Press,
which is manifestly incorrect, although

ive presume tlat there cean be no doubt
that there was a considerable excess of
imports in the latter year. Before no-
ticing the introductory remarks of our
Ottawa contemporary, we would observe
that he gives the total dutiable goods in
1880 as $47,622,293, free goods $13,829,-
229, and coin and bullion $1,852,214, the
addition of which would make the total

63,303,736, instead of $71,130,510 as
stated by him. Again, adding the same
classes for 1881, the result would be 80,-
12S,839 instead of $90,468,863. The
figures representing the duties in the
statement are quite incomprehensible.

As regards the year ending 30th June,
18SO, the trade returns give the dutiable
goods, $54,182,967, of which $l,614,165
was imported into British Columbia. The
statement in the Free Press gives only
.47,622,293 exclusive of British Columbia.
The duties in 18SO, according to the trade
returns, were S14,129,953.39, whereas
they are given in the Free Press, first as
$12,376,587.97, and then increased with-
out any apparent reason to $13,968,294.43.
The free goods, including coin and
bullion, are, according to the Free Press,
$15,681,443, and according to the trade
returns, $17,599,382. In sugar the Free
Press has got into an extraordinary mud-
dle, It gives for 1SSO, sugar above 14 D. S.
-value S6,710, duty $1,866.20. The trade
returns give value $824,887, duty $477,-
563.97. Sugar equal to 9 and not above
14 is, according to the Free Press, value
$597,506, duty $80,478, while the trade
returns give the value $1,847,205 and

,duty $977,187.97. Again, sugar below No.
9 is, according to the Free Pree s,value
$1,940,811, duty $405,741.69, while by the
trade returns it is 958,364' duty $4401-
963. We need not criticise further a
statement which our contenfiàprdry
assurèes us he went to some trube, to

compile, owing to the value of stà i tidi,
but, with proof of'the inaccuracy of the
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statement for 1880, we would like the
Customs Departient to furnish one for

1881.
It is worthy of notice that the average

percentage of duties is much the same
in the two years. With regard te the
large increase noticed by the Free Press
in 1881, we are inclined to think that it
is much exaggerated. It. will be recol-
lected that Sir Leonard Tilley stated
that a very considerable amount of duty
was paid in 1879 in anticipation of the
new tariff. It is of course quite impossi-
ble to form any reliable estimate of the
amount.of sucli payments, but there can
be no doubt that if they were added to
the year to which they properly belonged,
there would be no such discrepancy as
that to which the Free Press refers. The
changes in the duties render it rather
diflicult to estimate with any precision
their effect upon the imports, but there
can be no doubt that there are many arti-
cles which in 1877 and 1878 were admit-
ted duty free which were in 1880 subject
to duty, and yet in 1877 the value of
dutiable goods was nearly $61,000,000,
while in 1880 it was little overS54,000,000.
The free goods in 1877 were $33,206,434,
while in 1880 they were $15,717,575, in
both years exclusive of coin and bullion.
It must, however, be borne in min'd that
formerly agricultural products imported
for export appeared in the free list,
whereas now, being shipped in.bond, they
do not appear as free imports. It islike-
wise worthy of notice that cotton and
sheeps wool, both free, have been im-
ported in excess of former years. In 1878
there were 7,243,413 lbs. of cotton wool
imported, value $774,403 in 1879, 9,720,-
708 -ibs., value 8084,047 ; in 1880, 13,237,-
168 lbs, value S1,496,024. The imports of
sheeps wool were in 1878, 6,230,084 lbs.,
value q1,106,210 ; -in 1879, 4,976,758 lbs.,
value 8841,173; in 1880, 7,870,118 lbs.,
value $1,684,761. We shall revert to this
subject when we get reliable statistics for
1881, but we have thoug;ht it clesirable
not to let those which have emanated
from the Free Press pass without calling
attention to their incorrectness.

RECIPROCITY WITH FRANCE.

La Minerve has honored us vithanother
notice of our recent exposure of the un-
handsome treatment which Canada bas
received from France, but we find no
attemp t whatever to reply to our argu-
ments. Reference is made to an article
in the Toronto Monetary Times of 12th
August which does not appear to us to
help the advocates of France in its com-
mercial war against Canada, and chiefly
against French Canada. The Monetary

Tines admits that, by the reduction of the
duty on ships in the general tariff, France
"has ceded the point which perhaps
above all others Canada was anxious. te
gain." It further acknovledges, what we
have no doubt would be confirmed by Sir
Alexander Galt, that " for neither wheat
nor cattle should we be likely te obtain
advantages," and then suggests that "our
forests would seem to offer suitable ma--
terials for exchange." We have never
argued that if France should be willing te
give Canada a bona fide preference in ber
markets, or even te reduce her duty on a
Canadian staple without a preference, it
would be inexpedient te make an effort
to meet her. We are not aware whether
there is any difference in the French
timber duties in the general and conven-
tional tariffs, but we know that the ex-
ports of Sweden and Norway, the latter
of which countries would be Canada's
chief conpetitor in the products of the
forest, are admitted into France under the
I most favored nation " clause in their
treaty. Th'e 3fonelary lYimes has fallen
into an errer, though, under existing cir-
cumstances, net one of much importance,
in stating that we would have had Eng-
land only as a competitor, if ships built
in Canada had been admitted at a low
duty under the Cobden treaty. All the
nations baving commercial treaties with
France were able te send their shipsat the
low rate of duty under " the most favored
nations " clause. As te products of the
forest, we contend, as we have already
done, that the special rate of duty fixed
by the French general tariff is of little
importance, se long as Canadian experts
are admitted into France on the saine
terms as the most favored nations. Our
ohjection is te two tariffs, and Canada
being subjected to thehighest one, unless
she will make concessions. This question
was net touched by. the 3fonetar/ Timies,
and we have net failed te observe that
there is a general reluctance te discuss it,
as it is "a hard nut to crack."

Singularly enough we have been charged
with entertaining unfriendly feelings
towards French Canadians because we
have protested against the injustice mani-
fested by France te Canada. If any
portion of the Canadian people have
suffered more than another by the French
policy it je that of the French race. Surely
French Canadians were the chief sufferers
by the policy adopted by France in ad-
nitting ships from nearly all European
countries te entry et a much lower duty
than those fiom Canada. Surely French
Canadians are as much interested in the
lumber trade as any other of our citizens.
La Minerve indeed has admitted that

Quebec is the Province" la plus intéressée "
in the commercial relations with France.
We are ready at all times te protest
against any injustice te Canada on the
part of Great Britain, and we can find no
reason why we should net equally pro-
test against injustice fron France.

La Minerve. has cited some extracts
from an article contributed to the Joun-
NAL in the year 1878, which it éontends
are inconsistent w'ith those more
recently published. While accepting the
full responsibility for everything which
appears in our columns, we cannot for-
bear reumarking that the contribution in
question was from the pen of a native of
old France, who was well informed on the
subject on which lie wrote. The main
point which La Minerve clesires te estab-
lish is our admission that Canada should
be able te inake her ovn treaties. Now
there is really nothing betveen us and
our opponents on this question but a
matter of forn. We have repeatedly
cited the precedents ofý the Reciprocity
Treaty of 1854 and the subsequent nego-
tiations by Senator Brown as affording
proof that the Imperial Government will
net only notobject te Canada engaging
in commercial treaties, but will lend ifs
influence to assist lier. As to the attacks
made on the score of neglect in the Cob-
den treaty, it eems to us manifestly
absurd that, se long as we claim the right
te regulate our own duties, we can expect
Great Britain. unsolicited te undertake
negotiations on our accoulmt. We have
never seen it asserted that Canada applied
to Great Britain te obtain a commercial
treaty from Fiance, and if sie did net,
the charge of neglect is unsustainable.
There is no use in La il/incrve trying to
shirk the question. It is net disputed
that Canada admits ail French experts on
the same terme as those of other nations.
It is net denied that France levies differ-
ential duties against Canada. Has France
a right to demand, under the foregoing
circumstances, that Canada should reduce
her duties on French experts in order te
obtain merely the same privileges which
are accorded te no less than ten European
countries, including Turkey? We leave
La Minerve to ansver the question with
or without the aid of the Mail and Mone
tary Tines. Let our contemporary ac-
knowledge frankly that France treate the
Mahometans better than her own chil-
dren.

In the Minerve of yesterday there se a
suggestion that Mr. Chapleau may have
been engaged in irregular negotiatione
with the French Government on more than
one question. We wonder how Sir Alex-
ander Galt will like such interference
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and wve venture ta doubL whelîther Mr.
Chapleau is aware of what bas passed be-
tween the High Commissioner and the
French Ministers. It is, however, proba
ble that the Minerve lias nîo authority for
its surmises.

OBSTACLES 'l'O ANNEXATION.

The London A derliser lias seen fit ta
furnish us with additioial evideice that
the opinion whiclh ive expressed in our
issue of the 26th August, on the subject
of its reviev of Mr. F. G. Matlier's recent
article in the Norti American Review,
was wiell founded. It may possibly answer
the purpose of those vho, lilce the Ad-
vertiser, are laboring ta commit some of
the leaders of the Reforrn party to the
advocacy of annexation, ta endeavor ta
throw the responsibility for their ovn
course on the advocates of the present
tariff, and ta assert that those parties will
support annexation at sanie future time.

The writer in the Adverliser is too shrewd
ta imagine for a mnient that lie lias made
a successful reply ta our criticisi of his
former article. 'rte tariff and the Pacifie
lRailwvay have been - sanctioned by the
freely elected representatives of the
Canadian people, and they constitute no
excuse wlatever for the promoters of
revolution. The Advertiser, it is true, de-
clares, " We desire that our people shall
be master of their own destiny," but after
adding, " the course niow," that is ta say
the adoption of the present tait,ii, I will
not permit this," lie winds up the para-
graph vith language that is only suscepti-
ble of one interpretation : t nIakes
only one solution of the future possible."
Suchl language from a member of the sanie
party as the Hon. Alexander Mackenzie,
ta whose loyal utterances in Scotland n'e
recently called attention, cans ouly injure
in public estimation its writer and those
who share his views.

sThe Advertiser lias noticed our reier-
ence to Canada First. He could not have
imagined that in stating that our leading
statesmen all belonged ta what may be
called a Canada First party, ive menit any
more thasi tLat the interestof Canada was
tha chief abject of each. '[lie A dverliser
may conscieitiously believe thait I the
tendency of our present policy is in the
direction of aiiiiexation," but ive are con-
vinced that lie does not believe that either
Sir John iMacdonald or any of' lis col-
leagues, or of the mimbers of ih party,
iold such an opinion. 'lîe Aldver,'liser lias
referred ta the Treaty of Washington as
containing I provisions detimental ta the
interests of Canada," and lias assumed
rather irregularly that ithe contributor
of the article which he ivas criticising

enlertained a similar opinion. It would
be much more easy to discuss the subject
if the A dvertiser had stated 'l the provi-
sions that were detrimental to Canada."
We really are not aware to what he speci-
ally refers, but we readily admit that, as a
rule, no treaty of the kinc between two
independent nations is ever quite satisfac.
tory to either, and in the particular case
referred ta, matters were complicated by
the fact that the questions affecting
British and Canadian interests were wholly
distinct, and yet were necessarily referred
ta the same commissioners. It has actually
been recently said by one of England's
maligners that Canada alone lost by the
treaty under which the Alabama claims
were-paid. If the Adveltiser desires our
opinion as ta the propriety of sanctioning
the treaty, we have no hesitation in stat-
ing that it was a ivise act, and lie ivill
probably recollect that a niember of his
own party,the late Hon. Luther H. Iolton,
as true a patriot, and Canada First man as
that party contained, would not join in a
party vote against a treaty whicli secured
peace and good feeling between two great
nations, and which was the result of
mutual concession. Sir John Macdonald,
like other statesien, lias been subjected
ta sanie unjustifiable attaclis during his
long political career, but we doubt if there
ivas ever one sa unjustfiable as that cou-
nectedi with this treaty. ILt lias been said
recently that lie had been approached
and that lie lad been tempted with the
dignity of R. C. B., althougl lie lad been
created a Kniglt Commander of the Bath
several years previously. In his position
he lad literally no choice but ta accept a
seat on the Commission. [ad lie refused,
vlat would his assailaits have said?
What conceivable abject could he have
lad in not trying ta obtain the best possi-
ble terms for Canada ? The subject, how-
ever, is not worth pursuing.

As ta vlat the Acduertser remîarks as to
the tariff, as bearing on British conection,
wve have nerely to reiterate tlat the two
questions have no connection whatever.
The riglit of the Canadian Parlianient to
regulate its own tariff is undisputed, and
the reference to British public opinion
lias only been made by tiose hostile ta
the tariff ivith a view of defaiting it. As
ta the " criminal extravagance of the

Governmient in increasing the(l debt, for
the purpose of promoting prolitless en.
(erprises," which the Advertiser alleges,
takes awvay fiom this country any free-

don of choice in deterininiîîg its future,"
wve would observe that our conteimporary
lias not aven attempted a reply ta nvhat we
stated on hat point in our former article.
The principi public works, the canals

and railroads, were supported by both
political parties, and at confederation,
after a large previous expenditure on the
canals, bath parties agreed ta their en-
largement, and ta the construction of the
Intercolonial Raili'oad. A large expendi-
ture on railay construction in the Nort h-
West lias also been the comniai policy
of bath parties. We frankly admitted
that, as ta details, dhe party of the Adver-
liser might claimi ta have advocated less
expensive ivorks, but il is siiply triling,
ta attempt to justify revolution on the
groiund tuat the policy of one party
added a few millions more ta the public
debt than liat of its opponents would
have done. \le vould merely observe,
in conclusion, that it is with dceep regret
that ive have read the Advertiser's recent
remarks, althsouigi' from his frequent
apologiesfor the avowed enemies of Great
Britain, ve cannot aflir'm that they have
caused us mîuch surprise.

WHAT SLIALL WIE DO WITH OUR
BANIKRUPTS?

The above is dle title of a remar kable
paper contributed ta the Nineteenth Cen-
lury by Lord Sherbrouke, better known
as the Riglt Hon. lobert Lowe, and for-
merly Chancelloi of the Exclieque'. It
cannat but be interesting ta our reade's
ta be made acquainted vith the views of
a statesian of considerable experience,
although ive have no idea that they are
at all likely ta be adopted by the Parlia-
ment of a commercial nation like Eng
land. Moreover, the intention of the
present Government ta introduce a new
Bankruptcy Bill duiing the next session
of Parliament lias bee distinctly an-
nouiced. We have recently pointed out
somue of the modes by which fraudulent
preferences aie givens ta favored creditors
in Cainala, and the absolute necessity
which secmîs ta exist for securing in some
w'ay an equitable division of the estates of
insolvent debtors. Lord Sherbroki
seems ta have arrived at s different cou
clusion, and it is oui' present abject ta
place before our readers the grounds on
whiclh lie lias formied it. Going baclk ta
the origin of bankruptcy, he. cites th(e old
Roman law under which a debtor witli is
wife and child' en could'be sold into slavery
in payaient (if liis debt. ' le holds

that the laiw of bankruptcy in England

relief of insolvent debtors have b 'n

establislied, and also lhe distinction be-

tîveen those who are and those who are
not, engaged1 in trade and commerce lias
been abolished. It seenis ta be Lord
S erbrooke5 opinion that since the
ioderi changes as ta the classes entitled

to relief, 'la fresh and doiestic mischie f
%vas eating inta the heart of the systeni.
Creat care of the debtors lias led to
serious coinplaints on the part of credi.
tors. h'lie "official assignees " gathered
ta themselves an evil repute. Vast
sumis ivere poured into the Court of
Bankruptey, but very little came
out. In short, the description given of
the English systen is substantially the
saine as that which lias led the creditoi
hiss in Canada ta acquiesce ta a great

extent in the abolition of the Bankrupt
his. Lt may be doubted whether the
charges of ialfeasance against the old
oaicials, wlichi Lord Slherbrooke seeis to
consider fully substantiated, vere attri-
builable ta nisconduct, or wvere simuply
oliing ta the nece.ssaiy expense af' vinld-
ing up an insolvent estate by new hands,
and uinder prescribed regiulations, all in-
voIving IL large amnount ai ex pendi tu:e.
'Tlie aniendiment ta the old systeni Lord
Slerbrooke thinks was a natural one,
lhicli deserved better success than it

acliieved. ILt was ta try those whio have
a direct interest, in obtaining the largest
dlividends-tlie creditors themuselves."'
'le essayist is unable ta discover any
faiilt in this reasoning,,but he thinks that
Ile error lay in not taking into consider-
ation certain ollier feelings which ulti-
iiately proved too strong aven for the
very powerful motives which seem at first
sight ta Inke the private and public in-
terests identical. Those feelings weshîall
state in Lord Slierbrooke's owa words

'Tlese are theý suggestions wvhich have
occurred to Lord Sherbrooke, who thinks
the system satisfactory ta no one but the
dishonest trader. After a few criticisms
on the rew English bill, which bave'no

special interest for us, Lord- Sherbrooke
proceeds ta enquire whether we
must give up in despair the hope of
making any reasonable and jusi setle-
ment between debtor and creditor.
IL is evident that Lord Sherbrooke
holds a strong opinion adverse to the
punishment of a debtor. ie condemns
the opinion that the fault is entirely on
the side of the debtor, the creditors being
quite passive in the matter, and as if the
creditors were alvays the injured and the
debtors the injuring party. He argues
that as the credit must be the act of both,
and as every man is quite free ta keephis
money in his pocket (or his goods in his
warehouse) if he pleases, in judging of
such transactions, moral considerations
are quite outof place, and no interven-
tion of penal law is rlomnded. 'T'le
nat ural remedy foi a doubtful loan is ta
refuse it or demand. interest sufliciently
high ta cover the risk, but not ta punish
the borrower because yon were sa impru-
dent as ta trust him. The expenîse ait
tendant on the lignidation of an estate
seens ta LordSherbrooke an adequate rea-
son foi refusing any relief ta the crediLor.

f1 l', lie says, " you want ta make
or keep people lionest, you shîouîld Lbove

I things avoid puttin severe and
14drastic remedies in the hands ofi the

creditor." 1 If there were nothing but
"the estate of the debtor ta look ta,

there would be fewer bad debts trade
would be more safely and herefare
more piroitably managed." Afier point-

ing out the repeated failures in the at-
tempts ta amend the bankruptcy law,
and the continuai changes, vacillation,
and disappointment, Lord Sherbrooke
refers ta the thirteen proposals for amend-
nient, and ta the admission that the
present law affords facilities for evasion,
extravagance, and delay, and that il en-
tails a loss of £251000,000 a year on the
nationand winds up his papier in the fol-
lowing wo r'ds -

" The truth is that repayment on any
O considerable scale through the bank-

rupt law is a patent and threadbare
delusion. It is condenined in a few
very homely aphorisme: 1 Prevention is
better than cure.' 1 It's no use crying
over spilt milk.' i Rather lock the door

"before the horse is stolen than after.'
I You cannot cal back what is lost, but
Iyou may nake it less by bankruptcy.

I is. better that debts should be paid
Iunequally than that the pròperty should

ba destroyed in the effort ta ascertain an
equality which yields a purely meta-
physicai and imaginary satisfaction ta

'ithe thirsty creditor."
Il cannot be denied that the expense

of liquidation is necessarily an.immense
burden on an insolvent estate, but, on the
other hand, it is much ta be feared that,
unless same means be found ta prevent
traders from giving preferences, the
aredit system will be founci impractica
ble.
