Inhabited rooms which did not reach 
the minimum height; and. lastly, 4166 
men <61.3 per cent.) and 13*3 wo­
men (46.5 per cent.)—in either case 
more than one-half—were deprived of 
the necessary minimum of cubic ca­
pacity of-air; 2581 persons did npt even 
have one-half, and 133 had to be satis­
fied with less than one-quarter of the 
cubld air space which is Indispensable 
for a living human organism.

Tenement Evlla
Next to the dimenalons of the rooms 

the committee considered the situation 
and the accommodation of the tene­
ments. It is. of course, with tenements 
In large—mostly blockes-dwellings, that 
we have to deal, not with cottages. But 
there are tenements and tenements—
Some
look the streets and receive a cer­
tain amount of air and light; others, 
back tenements, overlook a narrow 
sourtyard or a back street and arc more 
or less completely deprived of one and 
the other. Again, some tenements are 
situated on the first or second floor, 
but others are on the fourth floor, or 
even under the root, forming the gar­
ret of the house, and down in the base­
ment, or, rather, in the cellar. It then 
appears that more than one-half of all 
the patients visited by the committee, 
namely 5144 per cen. (7866) Inhabited 
back tenements, and 372 men (more 
than 4 per cent.) and 232 women
