Latest Women s Orgamzanon
to Give Correction of
Social Evils First .

Place.

“The men have,too much to do, while
the women do not have enough to do,”
was cne of the frank remarks made
at the new suffrage socicty organiga-
tion meeting yesterdav atternoon.

Sixiy women, most of them promin-
ent in advenced thought movements in
Torum.o swarmed into the Hrown
Belty Assembty Hall, 42 East King-
street, for the meeting.

“We. are guing to be “very business-
dke." said .Miss Chown, president pro
tem, “and are starting on the exact
time announced.” The presiding ofti-
cer explained that at a gathering of
her friends at her residence the idea
was mooted of the amelioration of so-
cial conditicns by an effort to orgu.mze'
for the.purpose us many as possivie of |

the women of Toronto into a new lutf-l
rige soctety., A preliminary meeting
was held on Jan. 4. The names ofi
foriy ladies willing to juin were ob-:
tained. A consultaton was held with Dr.
Stuweé-Gullen of the Toronto Suffrage |
Association, when it was found that if !
the furty new recruits joined' at this
time they were too late, according to
the constitution, to vote at this Janu-
ary annual meeting. Naturally to be:
disfranchised at the outset was not ac-
cepteble, ‘and it was amicably agreed
1o ‘be advisable for a new sufirage
bLody, the sixth in Toronto, to be jaunch-
ed.  Miss Chown assured the meeting
that there “was not the very least bit
of friction,” but “the most hearty sym-
pathy with the parent becdy.” The new
sociaty would give the social evils to
be remedied first place, and the ballot
by which they tere to be securcd scc-
ond place in thelr propaganda. Women

should be taught how to use the vote|

intelligently as well as how 1o gain it
Mrs. J. L. Hughes said many women
feel they are wronged thru not having
& vote. ' They dance up and down and
cry for Justice, hut they don’t krow
why. The men had done great things
for the worl® industrially} and wcomen
now had opportunities to work with
their brain. But women hate to think,
and it was the duty of mothers to edu-
cate their daughters to use their brains,
‘Mrs, l.eathes said that on coming
fo Canada she found here Fng-
lJund that many persons Y recognize
thelr individual private responsibilities,
and not their public duties as citizens.
Men paid too much attention to vusi-
ness. With them property was every-
thing; life and humanity very little.
The women would humanize publiz life.
She was glad that “even in Toronto
the women have at least awakened to
the fact that there is more work for

the women to do than they have been |-

doing.”

Mrs. Brown, secretary, read the min-
utesc of the provisional meeting.

LESS PATRONAGE USED
IN GIVIL SERVIGE JOBS

Competition Idea is Growing in
Favor and ‘Political Pull
Gradually Fading. .

OTTAWA, Jan. 12.—(Special)—The
third annual report of the civil ser-

{ vice of Canada was laid on the table

of the house to-day by Hon. Dr. Roche,
secretary of state. The report deals
with the year ending Aug. 31, 1911,

The commissioners state that the op-
erations of the acts since 1908 prove
that several amendments in matters of
detail are advisable. They say ,that
“one of the most hopeful indications
for the ultimate removal of all appoint-
ments of the service from the sphere
of political patronage has bgen to the
increasing extent to which positions
of a technical or professional character,
which might have been filled without
npen competition, have been voluntar-
ily signed to be filled by competitive
methods.”

More Real Competition,

Further on the commissioners state:
“During the year there was very con-
siderable increase in the number of
candidates going up for civil service
examination, and a marked increase
in the number of positions filled by
open competition.”

After dealing with the difficulty of
obtaining candidates with a un!verslty
education at the $800 minimum, it re- |
commends that in such cases, where
men with a university education are |
required, they would start at $1000.

The report states that the first an-
nual examination for naval cadets was |
held in November, 1910. The census |
examinations were of a special nature
and the result of hiring of 162 clerks.
