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THE SITUATION AT OTTAWA,

The political situation at Ottawe
does not improve. The Governmient
have iIntroduced their Remedial B#il.
It has been whittled down on many.
pcints, but it must be judged on two
main provisions, viz., the first, which
eslablishes Separate schoolg in Mani-
tcba, and the second one, which eets
apart the municipal school taxes paid
by Roman Caitholics to the support of
Separate schools. The bill in a word
coerces Manitoba against the wish of
her people and their Legislature to a
Separate school system, This is the
real crux, and it is here the bill fails
for two reasons among others; first,
that we do not believe that ‘the bill
will pass, and if it does pass-that it
can never be enforced. To pass it
means endless litigation, means fur-
ther applications for amending acts and
means a continuation of the' present.
strife, to the detriment of mere im-
pcrtant legislation. We wish ‘to repeat
again what we have said before, that
the only satisfactory remedy of Catho-
lic grievances .in' Manitoba must come
from the Manitoba Legislature. Their
sense of justice will ultimately compel
the Manitobans to do what the majority
have done in New Brunswick and No-
va. Scotia. Ontario, on her own motion,
hag increased the privileges conceded
to Catholics. by the constitution. But
Manitoba will do nothing while coer-
ciot is impending.

The Government have blundered in
their policy on this question. They dg-
ncred the advice of their followers,
especially those who came from On-
tario. They have held out for years
in the hope that in the end they would
have to do nothing. Now they must
act, must redeeny their pledges if they
ere able. But they are at the mercy
of the Opposition, in so far as the
chance of the bill getting through this
scesion is concerned. After what has
taken place in the Hetsp this session,
and . especially what - took place on
Tresday and Wednesday of this week
in the House, it iy evident that the
Opposition intend to block the passage
of all legistation up to April 25, when
tkey claim that Parliament ceases to
exist. There will be no Remedial Bill-
and no Supply Bill. And there is no
reason for doubting the newspaper re-
ports that at least twenty-five Conser-
vatives will have to vote against the
Government, if the House is ever di-
vided on it.

- Word has come from ‘Winnipeg
wkich the Government ought to heed,
that the province will be a unit in the
forthcoming election against a party
which carries a Remedial Bill. The bill
is mot good policy, either on its merits
or in the character of the support
wkich will make it law if it ever be-
comes such. We are satisfied that the
people of Ontario will, before a fort-
night passes, give their members in
the House clearly to understand what
they think pf the Government’s Reme-
dia! Bill and the proposal to coerce
a province in the matter of education.

MR. WNEILL'S SECOND MOTION.

In a recent article we called atten-
tion to the patriotic sentiment in favor
of the colonies now prevailing in Great
Britain, and the urgent need of util-
izing it, of striking the iron while hot,
and taking such action as will induce
the Imperial Government to establish
preferential trade within the Empire.
We pointed out that a tax on foreign
products would supply Great Britain
With a welcome revenue for defensive
pburposes, and that it would mean a
great deal more for Canada now than
even the Nationa] Policy, which- has
been so beneficial for her in the past.
Preferential trade, which has now, by
the advocacy of Sir Charles Tupper,
been advanced to the forefront of the
Government’s Dolicy, has been mooted,
broposed and discussed at various
times, more or less energetically, dur-
ing the last ten years. One of its
earliest advocates was Col. (now Sir)
Howard Vincent, who founded the
United Empire Trade League in Eng-
land on this principle.. We well re-
member his visit fo Canada in July,
1891, and the . complimentary. dinner
then given to him in Ottawa by the
members of ‘the Parliament then ih
session. Even then our present Pre-
mier, in adding his meed of welcome
to the guest.of the evening, sald that
he never had any sympathy with free
trade doctrines, and, though called an
old fogy by some for holding protec-
tionist opinions, maintained that if
they were to have relaxed conditions
with any country, in God’s name let
them have it with the country whose
protection they had so long enjoyed.
Sir Howard Vincent made a telling
speech infavor of the League which had
Just been established “for the further-
ance of commercial relations upon ' a
preferential basis between all parts
of the British Empire.” Shortly after-
wards he returned to England, much
encouraged by his reception in Can-
ada, and since then the League has
kept persistently at work, its last an-
nual report being for the year ending
March 31, 1895. It has frequently been
proposed to start a branch of this
League in Canada, but the necessity
for it became very doubtful after the
passage of Mr. McNeill’s resolution of
April, 1892, which pledged the Com-
mons of Canada to the principle of
preferential trade. This well-known
motion marked an epoch in the his-
tory of the movement, and on account
of its intrinsic importance we repro-
duce it:

“That f and when the Parliament
of Great Britain and Ireland admit
Canadian products to the markets of
the United Kingdom upon more favor-
able terms than it accords to the pro-
ducts of foreign countries, the Parlia-
ment of Canada will be prepared to

hope.” Nevertheless, it resulted in the
calling together of the Ottawa Confer-
ence, at which the representatives of
all the British colonies pledged them-
selves in favor of preferential trade.
This happened in July, 1894, since
which time the conference resolutions
have, we hope, been under the “serious

of Great Britain. It has, however, to
be admitted that this “‘consideration”
has not yet ripened into action. Pos-
sibly the remarkable confession c¢6n-
tained in The Times of July 11, 1894,
explains the cause of the delay:“The
problem would be greatly simplified if
this country had adhered to the fiscal
notions that still dominate the greater
part of the commercial world. But
our free trade system, great as are its
benefits to ourselves and to the Em-
Pire as a whole, leaves us with little

Ppower to discriminate in favor of colo-
nies. * * * It is remarkable that Eng-
lishmen should have acquiesced as
calmly as they have done in arrange-
ments which place them, as regards
food, in a precarious and - partially
dependent posttion. * * * By adhering
to and developing the Imperial idea,
and not in any other way, can we re-
gain that self-sufficing position which
the United Kingdom
ously lost.” : !

In this quotation we believe the true
reasons are given why, up to the pre-
sent moment, the conference proposals
have elicited no favorable action on
the part of England. The colonies
stand in the position (were it not for
the existence of the “unfortunate trea-
ties’”) of being able to reduce their
duties in favor of English goods, but
the United Kingdom has no such pow-
er. Having long ago, except in the case
of tea and a few other articles, ab-
alished the use of customs dutles as
a source of revenue and adopted a
pelicy of ‘“unrestricted importation,”
diserimination in favor of her colonies
has become a very difficult thi_ng to
curry into-practice. Great Britain im-
pcses no duties on grain, flour, meat,
bacon, deiry products, sugar, etc., and,
therefore, connot béstow any favor on
the colonial products in the ghape of a
réduction. (To comply with the colonial
policy of preferences, it therefore be-
comes necessary, while still allowing
these free entry, to impose duties on
the corresponding products from for-
cign countries, This, to, the political
economists of England, reared in the
precinets of the Manchester school, is
a terrible and almost impossible al-
ternative, and such a proposal is al-

sumus of the hide-bound free trader.
If anything is to be accomplished in
England in the direction of prefer-
ential trade, some means must be
fcund of conciliating the free traders,
of “letting them down easy,” and this
it is proposed to accomplish in the
marner indicated in Mr. McNeill's se-
ccnd resolution.

This now stands among the notices
of motion ,in the routine proceedings
of the House of Commons, and reads
ag follows: =

“That it would be to the advantage

of Canada and the Empire as a whole
that a small duty (irrespective of any
existing riff) be levied by each
member 6f the Empire against foreign
products imported by them, and that
the proceeds from such duties be ide-
voted to purposes of Imperial inter-
communication and“ naval defence.”
The plan here outlined of simultane-
ously obtaining a revenue for Imperial
defences and establishing preferential
trade within the Empire is not brought
ferward by Mr, McNeill as entirely
ncvel. It was, in fact, first discussed
at a federationist meeting in Mont-
real in Dec., 1885; it was next brought
forward by Mr. Hofmeyr of Cap2
Colony at'the Colonfal Conference of
1887, and it was adopted by the Im-
perial Federation League in Canada
at its annual meeting in May, 1894, in
the following  terms: “That any
scheme of Imperial Federation should
embrace a commercial union as neces-
sary to its strength and permanence,
that such union should be based as
nearly as practicable upon freer trade
throughout the Empire and upon the
imposition of an extra duty on foreign
imports, with few exceptions, to pro-
vide funds for Imperial defence.”
‘We congratulate Mr. McNeill on the
akility, perseverance and consistency
which he has displayed in the advo-
cacy of propeosals which make for the
ccmmercial unity of the Empire. His
first resolution of loyalty and devotion
to the British throne pledged Parlia-
rment to ‘“substantial sacrifices” in
maintaining the integrity of the Em-
pire. In his second resolution, the
merits of which we hope to point out
mcere fully-in a future issue, he indi-
cates the way in which the responsibi-
lities of each part of the Empire for
its defence. can be most conveniently
berne, and at the same time preferen-
tial trade relations within the Empire
be most readily established.

The Remedial Bill is now before the
House of Commons, and will most
likely be forced through. But it would
be quite as well if that {were done
without the false pretence that there
is-no coercion in the bill, and withou
the hypocritical pretence that the Gov-
ernment had no option under the con-
stitution to do otherwise than resort
to Remedial-Legislation. It is possible
that that sort of talk may deceive in-
nocent politicians, and enable them to
vote with a clear conscience for a bill
which, without ' such explanation,
would naturally seem to them to be g
deliberate and veluntary attempt on
the part of /the Government to coerce
Manitoba in order to secure the votes
of the Quebec members. The members
may be satisfled with the “‘constity-
tional” reasoning of the leaders of the
party; but we are very much mistaken
if the members’ conmstituents—at least
in this part of the country—will .con-
sent to be similarly befooled.

DEBATE RESULTS IN ITS
)N BY THE LEGISLATURE.

The Speeches Generally Free From Immo-
" deration—Mr. Gurd of the Opinion That
" the Fourth Party Wil Yet Rulc the
| Lamd -Enquiries to be Made of the Gov-
erument—Notes From the Press Gallery.

The Legislature got down to busi-
ness yésterday afternoon. Most of the
‘members have arrived, but there are
'still a few vacant seats. The debate
on the address, while fully up to the
standard m“ﬁr as the speeches are
concerned, was tharked by a notable
moderation of expression. The debate
was finished and the address passed
before the House rose. The debate was
also marked by incessant outbursts of
loyalty from all quarters.

At 3.30 Mr. M. Y. McLean of South
Huron rose to move the address in
reply to the Speech from the Throne.
He described the program laid before
the House as comprehensive and va-
rled, and one that would furnish mate-
rial for a busy session. While there
might be some items on the program
that would provoke a difference of
opinion, all would unite in extending
sympathy to Her Majesty in her re-
cent. bereavement. So, too, all could
unite in congratulations that the little
breeze that had arisen between. the
United States and Great Britain had
blown over. True patriotism contem-
plated peace, not war. He believed
that it was the duty of the country
to fortify its shores against the inva-
slon of marauders; but he also believ-
ed that the strongest and most abid-
Ing fortifications were those that were
based on friendship and brotherly
love, and cemented by commercial in-
tercourse. <

Legislative Reforms Suggested.

With reference to the future of the
finances of the province, Mr. McLean
prophesied that the mineral wealth
| would take the place of the fast dis-
appearing timber resources, and keep
the bugbear of direct taxation far in
the background. He thought the coun-
try was  rather  over-governed
than under-governed, and he
was glad that legislation was to be
introduced reducing the number of
county councillors. He looked forward
70 the abolition of County Councils al-
together, but thought it would be too
radical a change at the present. He
‘thought that the educational system,
good as .it was, might be improved,
and he was pleased that legislation
wasg to be introduced for that purpose.
He touched briefly on one or two
points not mentioned in the speech.
One Of these was compulsory voting,
of which he.was in favor. He thought,
too, that there should be a date fixed
before which Parliament could not be
dissolved, so long as the ‘Government
had the confidence of the people as
represented by Parliament. -

. No Need for a Third Party.

Mr. T. W. Chapple of North Ontar.o
seconded the address. He
a series of congratulations, in which
were included both the leader of the
Government and the leader of .the
Opposition. The only one excluded
was the leader of the Patrons (Mr.
Hayecock), who, the Speaker thought,
'should, with his following, ba found
supporting the Liberal policy. He then
proceeded to a review of the Speech.
With reference to the Venezuelan epi-
sode, he declared that all the Cana-
dians were loyal, and at all times
ready to assist the Mother Country in
defending her rights. :

The Vpposttion Leader's Remarks.

Mr. Marter, in reply, complimented
the mover and seconder of the address
on the moderation they displayed in
their speeches. He joined in the con-
gratulations to the'Lieutenant-Gover-
nor, he described as a model
Governor, and in the sympathies ex-
tended to Her Majesty and the Prin-
cess Beatrice. In regard to the recent
tension between Great Britain and tg:
United States, he said that he w.
glad to know that a better state of
feeling now existed; but he declared
that if occasion required it, the citi-
zens of this country were prepared to
go forth as one man to aid the Mother
 Country in doing her duty in estab-
lishing peace throughout the land.
With reference to the agricultural con-
dition of the country, it was gratifying
to him to know that Ontario occupied
the proud position it did. He criticised
the G'toverzlrment's policy with refer-
ence to pioneer farming in Algoma
and other unsettled districts of the
province.. This policy, especially in re-
ference ta timber and minerals, had
been a most brilliant one, and one not
calculated to ‘encourage settlement.
He also criticlsed the Government’s
record with reference to the sale of
timber. Not because the lumbermen
wanted the timber, but because the
Government wanted money,the timber
was forced upon the market, and the
result was that lumbermen now had
more material on hand than they could
find use for. Hence the stagnation of
the lumber trade. With reference to
the proposal to reduce the number of
County Counoillors, he asked where
the demand for such a move had come
from. The people had to support
those councils, and when they wanted
a change they would ask for it. In
the absence of such a demand the
proposal looked like interference. A
question that might appropriately be
discussed, however, was the reduction
of the representation in the Legisla-
ture. It might well be asked if the
Ppresent large representation was really
necessary,

Suggested School Facilities.

. With reference to the proposed edu-
cational amendments, he thought it
would be well if more attention was
paid to increasing the efficiency of the
'Public schools, the schools of the
people, than to looking after the high-
er branches of education, As to the
report of the Fees Commission, he
would like to know what use the Gov-
ernment proposed to make of it. The
report was procured at an enormous
cost, and there were at least some
things in it that were valuable. He
thought it was high time that the
Government should bring in a bill
providing that no official of the Gov-
ernment shold actively engage in poli-
tics. The withdrawal of the power
of appointing such officials as regis-
trars and license inspectors would be
a great step in the interests of pure
politics. &

Referring to some of fhe bye-elec-
tions, he said that the 'election law
which would allow a man who was
afraid to face the charges against him
to escape the ultimate consequences,
as was the case in Kingston, was
wrong and should be amended. Nei-
ther should the law allow such a thing
as happened in South Wentworth,
when Mr. Awrey, with his appointment
as registrar in his pocket, should be
able to go to the hustings and help to
elect his successor and retain the seat
for the Government. In conclusion, he
promised that the Opposition had a
number of reforms which would be
introduced during the session.

The Attorney-General Explains if.

Sir Oliver Mowat declared\that the
Government was always engpged in
making wrecngs right. He pro-
ceeding to defend the ap ment of
Mr. Awrey, when Mr. Marter inter-
.rupted him by pointing out that he
had not said a word against the ap-
pointment.
