The sirikers believe this will do much to
win the day for them If the authorities
enforce the bylaw.

Much of the egg-throwing' and damage
done to cars was -the work of sympathiz-
ers.

Frenchmen Believed it Was

New York. Oct. 28.—The Sun has the
following speclal cable despatches in to-
day's Issue; :
Parls, Oct. 27.—At 9.30 o'clock to-night
a report reached here that Lord Salishury
and 'the members of his Cabinet had voted
to proclaim a protectorate over Egypt,
The statenient was circumstantial, and was
accepted as authentic wherever It gnme%
ctir{oncy. 1t was too late for it to becom
generally known,except on the grand boule-
vards, but there the effect was electrical.
The news soread consternation in the clubs
and cafes. For the first time in the pres-
ent crisis Parie stopped wdiscussing the
Dreyfus case and talked of war at its very
deers.
1t is terribly significant of how such a
step on the part of Great Britain wou'd he
met here that no other interpretation
was put upon the story except that it was
a declaraiion of war. It would, neverthe-
less, be unsafe to predict therefrom what
vsonld be ihe effect on France as a ‘whole
wien the first excitement of resentment
passed. Be that as it may, the alleged ac-
tion of Great Britain produced here to-
pight an angry belief that war would be
declared to-morrow. :
Soon after the statement became current
$t received what was regarded as indirect
confirmution by the unexpected report from
a high quarier that a Cabinet, including
M. Dupuy as Prime Minister and Minister
of the Interlor, M, Constans as Minister
of Forelgn Affairs, M. de Freycinet as Min-
ister of War and. Admiral Barbey as Min-
fster of Marine, would be speedily orgun-
ized. &vch a Cabinet would undoubtedly
gignify war. No other emergency would
 induce M. Constans, who is regarded as
France's strong man in reserve, to tnke
office. ,
What a Frenchman Said.

THE DREY¥US TRIAL.,

M. Bard Concluded His Report and
Mme. Dreyfas’ Counsel Followed
—No Excitement,

Paris, Oct. 28.—At to-day’'s session of
the Court of Cassation in the Palace of
Justice, M. Bard, the reporter, concluded
his report of the Dreyfus case, the first
part of which was presented vesterday.
He said this morning that the court should
make every investigation necessary to en-
lighten them and place the whole truth
in evidence. It was for the court, M.
Bard added, to decide what remained to
be done. The task was a delicate one,
but tihat was no metive to avoid it. He
concluded with remarking: “You have a
great duty to fulfil, Do what your con-

sclences dictate.”

- M. Menard, counsel for M'me. Dreyfus,
followed.  He urged that an investigation
be ordered corcerning the divergency of
the testimony of the expert who examined
the bordereau in 1804, and 1807, and also
to ascertain whether secret documents
were communicated to the members of the
court martial. P

The court was less crowded than yester-
day, but the same stringent precautions
were taken. There was no excitement oul-
vide the Palace of Justice. Only a few
people assemiled about the bullding and
the streets in the neigisborhood presented
thelr every4lay appearance.

Manan Lays Down the Law,

Phe public prosecutor, M. Maunau, follow-
ed M. Bard. Addressing the judges, he
sald: *Nobody can now take the Dreyfux
affalr out of your hands. Nor can you
relinquish it without . dereliction of duty.
Your decision must constifute for every-
pody the very expression of truth and
justice. Revise the trial then, gentlemen,
or at least prepare the roud for its revi-
slon.”

M. Manau then declared the court could
not annul the sentence Imposed upon
Dreyfus without a re-trial of £he prisoner.
He added:

“You must fix the responsibility if Drey-
fus is innocent, the cuiprit must not- go
unpunished.”

EXPORT DUTY ON PULP ‘WOOD.

Mr. Eddy's estimate of the increase
in population that would follow the im-
position of an export duty on pulp wood
is probably an exaggeration. Still: the
evidence all goes to show that Canada
would be immensely benefited if such o
duty were imposed. Mr. Eddy, at least,
knows the paper business thoroughly,
and he is as well qualified as anyone
in .Canada to, give .an opinion on the

proposal to establish extensive pulp and
paper mills at Fenelon Falls is consis-
tent with Mr, Eddy’'s optimistic estimate.
This company and the one at Sault Ste
Marie must compete with the American
paper mills in the markets of Great
RBritain. If it is possible for Canada to
compete with thé American paper manu-
tacturers under existing conditions, how
much more favorable would it be for
them if the American manufacturers
were prevented from obtaining their raw.
material in this country? The estab-
lishment of these mills at Fenelon Falls
proves conclusively that a bold policy
on the part of the Government to shut
out the Americans from our timber
limits would give a' wonderful inqe@u!
to the paper business of this country.
We do mot think Mr. Eddy is so very
far out in his calculations as to the
increase in population that would follow
in the event of an export duty being
levied on our pulp wood. Villages would
spring up all over the back country, and
Canada’s paper trade would soon become
as large as that of any other country
in the world. According to Mr. Eddy,
600,000 cords of pulp wood were last
from Canada to the
United States, and there manufactured
into paper and sent to England. An
export duty would summarily deprive the
Americans of the whole of this business
and place it in the hands of Canadians.
Canada is destined, in any event, to ac-
quire a large percentage of the paper
business between - this continent_ and
Europe. Amn export duty would give us
this business with a rush. That is
what we wanf, and that is what the
Government should help to secure for
us.

WIRELESS POWER TRANSMISSION.

Pesla’s system for transmitting electric
power through the air is similar in many
respects to Mareoni’s system of wireless
telegraphy. Tesla’s scheme is described
with more or less detail in the current
number of The Electrical Review. The
inventorhas covered his discovery with
patents. ».A photographic representation
of the apparatus by which the trick.is
done is given in connection with the
article.

Mr. Tesla’s system is not dificult of
apprehension.  One does not require
much technical knowledge to grasp the
idea. NBlectricity, he has discovered, can
readily be transmitted through the air,
provided the pressure of the current is
high enough. The higher the pressure
and the more rarified the atmosphere,
the less will the leakage be. Mr. Tesla’s
object is to create as strong a current
as possible and to transmit it as high
up in the atmosphere as possible. By
means of an apparatus he has invented,
Mr. Tesla is able to produce an eleetri-
cal pressure of two million volts and
over. One may get a fair idea of the
invention by imagining two aerial shafts,
one situated, say, at Niagara Falls,
the other at Toronto. On the top of
the former is one of Mr. Tesla’s trans-
formers or oscillators,by means of which
current developed at the Falls may be
transformed so as to have an cffecfive
pressure of two million volts. Having
passed through the transformer, the
current takes a straight course for a
complementary apparatus situated on the
top of the shaft in Toronto, Thig appa-
ratus picks up the current, which, com-
ing down the shaft, is re-transformed

Favor Filling Block E.

The dumpage and dockage sub-committee
of the Property Committee yesterday after-
noon clinched what was practically de-
¢ided upon before, the utilization of Biock
E, the bay water lot between York-street
end Lorne-street, and extending out to the
pew Windmill-line, for a city dump, and
the consequent creation of new docks n2ar-
er the Unien Station. City Surveyor Sangey
submitted plans to show that the bloek
would create a frontage dock 315 feet long,
with two side siips, each about 500 feet
deep. This would create about 1300 feet of
new dock. The City Engineer reported that
it would cost to build the erib-work aboat

,000, while the Street Commissioner in-
ed the committee that this dump couid
be used as a receptacle for the garbuge

. in the section of the city bounded by Bath-

urst, College and Carlton and Jarvis-

streets.
A former report of the Street Commis-

. gioner stated that by using a central wump

for this central section the ity wounld
gave in cartage, ete., about $7000 a year.
It will take, e estimates, five years o
1 this dump. So that it is to come wr.-_(hm
fibout $4000 of paying for itself when it is
completed.
. The committee, Chairman Sheppard and
]Jd. Lamb and Hahlan being present,
geemed vnanimous in the feeling that Lhis
was ‘the proper place for the dump and
It would carry out the terms «")t
the Esplanade agreemen! with the rail-
ways, as well as afford the advantages
got- forth above. Mr. Sankey submittad
an alternative plan to zun a slip 150 _fect
wide, dividing the block, and furnisaing
about 1000 feet more deckage thereby. This
would make the cost for cribbing $60,000,
08 against $39,000 cost for the solid block.
He further pointed out omilly to the com-
mittee, the chairman having calfed the estl-
mate pretty L.gn, that  the erib would
rise 6 feet above zern water. Zero water,
that is the average high-water mark, meant
20 feet of navigation, ;
As between the two propositions, the solid
block and the dock cleft by the 150-foot
slip, there was some difference of opinion.

Lamb Sizes It Up.

Ald. Lamb, while agreeing that the slip
would give more dockage, felt that this
would be a conyenience to freight car-
riers only, while it was the passenger traf-
fic only that the city wanted to cater to.
The dockage with the block would be found
ample, he believed, since passenger steam-
boats never remained in dock longer that a
.couple of hours, when they would move
out and make way for another, leaving
room all the time. On the other hand the
tilp would cause delays and inconvenience
~idf that the boats would have to run in and
back out to sea. He was satisfied,although
‘he hadn't seen them, that vesselmen wouid
not want this, He pointed out the exira
cost of the slip, and urged aiso that with
o solld block a warehonse could be ercet-
ed in {he centre, with an upper storey for
the convenience of persons who desired to
come there and overlcok the bay front.
Jie had no doubt that the eity would de-
rive an annual rental of $7000 from the

block,  which capitalized, would be worth
,000. This would practically mean 2
gain of $200,000 to the city by filling 'n
the new square, since the latter was to
almost pay for itself by the time it was fin-
ished.

Slip Would Mean Quicker Work.

Ald. Hanlan dnsisted upon having = the
cleaving sHp. 'Steamers, he said, bad to
back out and lose time, slip or no, siin.
The vesselmen had been. monopolizing his
ears ever since he had become alderman,
praying, “Hanlan, for the Lord's sake,
when are you going to give us some new
docks?’ They wanted ‘new docks right
away. They couldn’t wait five years, and
by making a slip the divided block could
be filled, according to Mr. Sankey, next
season, when docks would be ready.

Ald. Lamb pointed out that by doing this
the vesselmen might be forced to desert
the city wharf and patronize the L dock,
which Freelands were contemplating. Mr.
Freeland adduced that he could give a
dock with a 116-foot slip and 315-foot
frontage.

Hanlan Fights, But Loses.

“But,” sald the represntative of Ward 4,
and the bay front, “I want these docks hur-
ried. Steamboat captaing want the two
docks."”

The chalrman took sides, however, with
Ald. Lamb. He sald that by making the
slip the block would be robbed iof rontage,
the 82 feet which would remain on each
side thereof being Insufficlent for any but
the smallest vessels.

Ald. Hanlan still maintained his position,
and in answer to him Mr. Sankey estimated
that one of the flanking docks to the sllp
could be filled in by next spring. He argued
that the city could be detiving enough

revnue in the next five years from thel

carller completed double crib to compensate
for the loss in dumpage saving.

But hjs fight was vain, for a resolution
by Ald. Lamb, to recommend to the Prop-
erty Committee the filling in of block B,

Probably 15,000,-
000 bushels were threshed before the rain
and the total net yield of good wheat, it
is comsidered, will reach 80,000,000 to 32.-
000,000 bushels, or an increase of about
10,000,000 over last year. Millers report this
season’s product of superior quality. De-
liveries were delayed in the early part of
the season ‘by the farmers holding the
grain, and latterly by impossibility of
teaming to market, on account of the statre
of the roads, but are now inreasing. Col-
lections are necessarily affected by these
conditions, and will llkely be a month er
so later than usual.
