THE COAL TAX DEBATE.

Commons Was Filled in Anticipa~
tion of the Discussion.

The full House and gallery had to wait
until nearly 6 o'clock for the beginning
of the coal tax debate. Sir Willlam Ver-
pon Harcourt (Liberal) led with a severe,
almost violent arraignment of the Govern-
ment. He sald. the tax would throw the
coal trade into chaos and confusion. It
‘recklessly disregarded existing contracts
and was a most unbusinessiike way of
dealing with a great trade. It was an
extraordinary and vexatious piece of bung-
Iing, It was nonsense to say the foreigner
wotld pay the tax, because he could not
do without coal. But the Government~of
Italy had answered by taking coal from
America, instead of this country. The
trade of France was equally divided be-

tween this country, Germany and Bel-
glum. ¢

The Chancellor of the Exchequer,
Michael HicksBeach, Interrupting,
“We are beating the others.”

“Then go on heating them,’”” satd "Sir
William Vernon Harcourt; ‘‘why throw &
shilling into the scale against this coun-
try?’ Sir Willlam contended that it was
class legislation and that the tax would
ultimately come out of the miners’ wages.

The Chancellor of the Exchequer admit-
ted that the tax, like every tax, was an
obstruction on trade. The real question
was, couid the export trade in. coal bear
the tax? It could. English coal was of
so good a quality, there was much of 1It,
and it could not be got ia any other coun-
try; thus, to a large extent, it was free
from competition.

fmmense Profit to Coal Owners.
The Chancellor submitted masses of sta-

tistics, which he summarized as snowing
225,000,000 tons were mined in 1800, on
which, after deducting ms,wo,_(m in wages
more than in 1897, left the coal owners a
net profit of £29,000,000 en & capital of
£110,000,000. He had some difficulty In
keeping his patience when deputations talk-
ed to him about the unprofitable condition
of trade. He had proposed the tax for
merely one year, and it would be on those
who were able to bear It.
As to U, S. Competition.

As to the competition of the Unit
States, Sir Michael Hicks-Beach sald: “Last
year the price of our coal at the port of
export rose very much higher t\nan the
price of coal in the United States, but In
spite of that our export of coal was 35,-
000,000 tons, or 3,600,000 tons more than
the previous year. The United States ex-
port a little over 6,000,000 tons. 1f the
United States could not compete when the
price of our coal was very high, it would
be ahsolutely impossible for them to com-
pete whan the price of our coal was low."”

Mr. John Redmond, the Nationalist lead-
er, said the coal tax did not affect Ireland,
and in that respect it was the beginning of
a new era. On general principles, however,
he urged Irish members to do everythiug
possible in their efforts to defeat the
budget. :

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Mr. A. P. ‘Choate, a Toronto News-
paper Man, Acquires an Im-

mense Fortune

FROM REPORTER TO FINANCIER.

Brief But Eminently Successful

Carer of a Young Man,Who
Has Now Retired.

After acquiring a fortune of $300,000 or
more in a very few years, Mr. A. P,
Choate, a well-known newspaper man In
Torfonto financial circles, has decided to
take a rest. Mr. Choate has successfully
followed the stock market and has, by in-
telligent methods, become the possessor
of more than sufficient. of this world's
goods to enable him to take a long rest.

Arthur P. Choate was born in Peterboro,
and is apparently about 38 years of age.
Mr. W. F. 'Maclean, M.P., brought him to
The Toronto World staff, about 11 years
ago. From The World, while yet a young
man, he went to I'he Empire. and eventu-
ally became commercial editor eof The
Mail and Empire, which position he occu-
pfed until yesterday. It is his intention
now to go abroad for a year or two.

It is understood by his friends that Mr.
Choate has cleared up at least $300,000 in
cash during the past few years. He has
made this fortune by following the Wall-
street market, largely on the bull side.
For the past three or four years Mr.
Choate has been considered one ot~ the
shrewdest speculators In Canada. He
came particularly into prominence among
local financial men when he made his first
big pile on Louisville & Nashville stock, |
which he started to buy up around 40, |
and which is now quoted at 108%. He 18
understood to have made about $80,000 out |
of that stock alone, and with that money
as capital he has consistently followed up |
the present bull movement which began |
Nov. 7 last year, the day after the elec-f

tion of President McKinley, and which |
now appears to be near ‘culmination.

The whole of Mr. Choate’s success Is ow-
ing to the concentration of all his energies
in the study of the legitimate and techni-
cal conditions of the market. For instance,
before investing in a railway stock he
would thoroly: investigate the financial
position of the road, the condition of the
roadbed, value of the rolling stock and
other data likely to affect the ultimate |
value of the issue. Then, again, he aiways
kept thoroly in touch with the conditions
of the money market on both sides of the
Atlantic. This, of course, is the most im-
portant of thre technical conditions in order
to know the market,and if a man is well in-
formed on the stock he is speculating in,
agd at the same time is able to size up
the turns In the money market before
hand, he is a pretty sure winner. Re-
cently, Mr. Choate made a lot of money
in Union Pacific, and his friends say he
cleaned up $20,000 profit in the last couple
of weeks.

Another secret of Choate’s success 18
that he apparently always knows when to
let go’’ and to get out of any stock that he
may be in quickly. As an instance ot this,
it may be cited that in the big.bull market |
of April, '99, he was heavily long of B. K. !

TORONTONIAN BELIEVED LOST
FOUND FIGHTING IN TRANSVAAL

Hugh A. Ryan, Youngest Son of John Ryan of Jarvis-Street,
Escapes From a Boer Prison, and Serves in
Prince of Wales’ Light Horse.

The Catholic Register prints the follow-
ing strange but true story of the adven-
tures in South Africa of two Torontonians:

Mr. Hugh A. Ryan, youngest son _ot
Mr. John Ryan of Jarvis-street, To-
ronto, and nephew of the late Hugh
Ryan, went out to the Cape some years
ago and enlisted in the Rhodesian Horse
prior to ‘the Matabele war, thru the
entire of which he served. His elder
brother, Roderick M. Ryan, went out to
the Cape in the ill-fated Drummond
Castle shortly before -the Jameson
raid, and was concerned in that unfor-
tunate episode. The two brothers were
together in Johannesburg while the
negotiations between President Kruger
amd the Imperial Government were
glowly but surely drifting towards war.
Hugh went up country, prospect!ng for
gold,and by the time he was on his way
back to Johannesbutg the lid was fairly
dancing on the war cauldron. Dis-
turbances had already occurred, and
many were making for Cape Town.
Roderick had already engaged hig pass-
age home on the Drummond Castle,
but waited till the last moment to see
his brother again before leaving. As
Hugh did not turn up, an effort was
ma«ge to catch the steamer at the last
moment. She was missed by an hour
or two. It may be mentioned that this
was the last voyage of the Drummond
Castle, for she went down like a stone
off the French coast. Roderick Ryan
came to England on the next steamer,
and a friend from Johanneshurg soon
after brought the news that Hugh had
been taken prisoner by the Boers return-
ing from his prospecting trip. The
family in Toronto made every possible
effort to find a trace of him. The Dutch
consul was applied; to, and enquiries
were addressed to the many friends in
the Transvaal who had been acquainted
with the boy. But It was as if he had
dropped out of Iifé.

Mr. John Ryan hadifeft Toronto, seek-
ing health in Califoraia and Mexico,
over a year ago,whin-adetter came from
the War Office, sa¥img that his missing
son, Hugh, had earned a medal for dis-
tinguished service in the Matabele war,
but that his then whereabouts could not
be diseovered. The family in Teoronto
could not enlighten the War ‘Office, snd
this incident did much to deepen the
impression that Hugh had been killed.
Last summer Mr. John Ryan went to
Europe, where he still is. He has never
relaxed his efforts to find some trace of
hls son.

But a few days ago Hugh A. Ryan
sneceeded. in  discovering himself. A

letter from him reached Toronto, and

has been forwarded to his father. - It
tells a strange story. In the early days
of the war, when matters in the Trans-
vaal were more or less confused, Hugh
made his escape from the Boer prison.

The Prince of Wales' Light Horse is
now serving In the Orange River Col-
ony. A despatch last week told how a
party of them stood out against a Boer
force for an entire day, losing several
killed and a number wounded and
prisoners. Hugh Ryan, who is only 25
years of age, is truly one of the veter-
ans of the war. His letter told of his
health and good spirits. His Matabele
medal will be forwarded to him from
the War Office.

Ottawa, May 2.—(Special.)-There was a
hot old time at the meeting to-night or
the civic Finance Committee. Ald. Stroud
and Lewis got Into an altercation with
the Mayor, and epithets were exchanged
which would not look well in print.

At a recent meeting of the City Council,
when the question of more prompt collec-
tion of city taxes was under discussion,
the two aldermen put in a plea for delay
on the ground that it would be hard on
the poor people to be forced to pay up |
promptly. At the Finance Committee
meeting to-night Ald. Lewis pitchod into
the Mayor for, as he said, having been
nosing into his tax account. Both he and
Ald. Stroud admitted they were in arrears
for the taxes of 1899 and 1900, saying they
intended to pay up on Monday, and de-
pouncing the Mayor for meddling in their
private concerns.

““These men,”’ sald the Mayor, hotly,
‘“‘have been allowed to run two years be-
hind, while small owners, whose property
was not in the name of their wives, were
squeezed for amounts of $10 to $15. . It ill
becomes them to stand wup and pretend t
champion the cause of the poor man, when
really they were defending themselves and
seeking to delay collection of thelr cwn
accounts.”

Ottawa, May 2.—(Special.)—The Opposl-
tion whip got after the Minister of Fublic
Works in the House to-night on the Yukon
telegraph line expenses. He quoted
amounts passed by the department, In
which the superintendent of tomstruction,
Mr. G. B. Charleson, charged up such
items to ‘‘expense,’’ as clothing, gloves,
porter tips and cab hire, ad lib. Mr. Tay-
lor quoted also the account of Mr. J. E.
Gobeil, who, he found, had been a tem-
porary clerk in the Public Works Depart-
ment at $2 per day, but whom Mr.
Charleson took to the Yukon, and advanc-
ed his salary to $2100.

Mr. Taylor wanted to know if, in addl-
tion to this large salary, it was right that
the couniry should pay for this young

| man’s clothes, for his hats at $6.50, his

gloves at $2 per pair, his Pullman state-
room and the expenses of packing and
moving his household furniture in Ottawa.
Mr. Taylor added: “The accounts of Mr.
Tache, who went up to the Yukon, are on
the same extravagant scaie. He not only
charges his clothing, but he goes into a
barber shop and gets his hair cut and a
shave, and charges it in his bill to the
Government. When we are paying men
large salaries, cannot they buy their own
clething and pay for their own shaving?

Some towns appear to make the assessment
on factories low,so that the actual amount
paid on general rate and school rate is
only about the same as what is paid in
school tax alone on a high assessment.. ‘At
present the Cycle and Motor Company. is
exempt from taxation, yet it pays . $621
school tax. By hmaking thé assessment Iow
the amount of money paid by the company
would be about the same, and it would
then appear as tho the company was pay-
ing taxes.

THE PAN-AMERICAN.

That the Pan-American Exhibition will

be a success is generally admitted. Bur-

falo is the greatest rallway depot In the

Republie, and it is sald there I8 a great-

er population within five hundred miles of
that city than In any other equal area In
the United States. The Exposition opens
at a time of unwonted prosperity, uot
only within the United States but ip the
countries to the north and south. Every-
thing seems auspiclous for the great vnder-
taking which has been carried to such a
successful issue by the people of Buffalo.
The Pan-American does not profess to equal
the Paris Exposition or the Columblan Ex-
position of 1893 at Chicago. It will, never-
theless, be a grand event, and In many
particnlars it will surpass its two famous
predecessors. In the size.and number of
its buildings and the extent of the exhibits
the Buffalo exhibition will be nearly as
extensive ‘as the World’s Fair at Chicago.
While the buildings are within a smaller
area they are closer together and arranged
upon a more conveénient plan. The electric
tower is 409 feet In height, the main
United States building is 600 by 150 feet,
the Manufacturers’ and Liberal Arts Bulld-
ing 500 by 350 feet, and the Stadium, with
a seating capacity of 12,000, is 678 feet’ by
480. Of scarcely smaller dimensions are
the structures representing .agﬂculture,
horticulture, mines, forestry, fisheries, fine
arts and other Important interests, the
entire system of structures being connected
by walks, driveways and canals to make
them easily accessible and convey to the
visitors the most artistic and atfractive
general effect. .

Probably the most Interesting feature of
the Pan-American will be the electrical
side of the Exposition. ‘The world will
see at Buffalo the very latest inventions In
the thousand and one uses to which elec-
tricity has been put. This branch of the
Exposition ought to afford a university
education in itself. The triumph of elec-
tricity will be everywhere apparent. Steam,
which played so prominent a part at the
Chicago Exhibition, will be a back number
at Buffalo. All the machinery will be
driven by electricity generated at Niagara
Falls, twenty miles away, and transmitfted
to the grounds by great cables. It will
furnish illumination, and the great major-
ity of the visitors will reach the Exposi-
tion -on their daily visits by the trolley
cars.

The Buffalo Exhibition will be the centre
of attraction in this quarter of the world
during the current season. There will
be a big attendance from Canada, and we
anticipate a great flow of traffic between
Toronto and Buffalo during the next six
months. The journey between these two
cities is one of the most delightful on the
continent, especially the trip across the
lake., -Toronto will be the gathering point
for most of the Canadian traffic to the
Exhibition, and the city cannot fail to pro-
fit handsomely by the great influx of tour-
ists that will Be the feature of the Queen
City this summer..; Canadians will see
much to interest, amuse and instruct them
at Buffalo, hx)xt there is one circumstance
that will prove anything but gratifying.
They will witness no triumph of electri-
city on the Canadian side of the river.
While they will observe great industrial
activity on "the United States side of the
river, not a wheel will be seen turning on
the Canadian side. The contrast will be
most dispiriting to Canadian visitors. It
is the one unpleasant feature of the Pan-
American Exhibition. g

CANADA’S OPPORTUNITY. .

The recent Imposition of one cent a
pound on sugar imported into the Unlted
Kingdom ought to prove of material bene-
fit to one line at least of Canadian pro-
ducts. pre-
serves, jams and other table delicacies of
which sugar is a component part. Accord-
ing to Mr. James Boyle, United States
Consul at Liverpool, the English people
are the largest consumers of jam in the
werld. Hitherto they have put up most
of the jams consumed by themselyes, and
they have*at the same time been large ex-
porters in this line. Cheap sugar from
Germany gave Great Britain its pre-emin-
ence in the preserve and jam industry.
Cheap sugar, more than any other factor,
has enabled Great Britain to beat an
agric'nlmml country like Canada in this
agricultural industry. Conditions, how-
ever, are now miterially altered. We
have cheaper sugar in Canada than they
have in Great Britain, and "Canada 1Is
away ahead of the Mother Country in the
production of fruit of nearly all varieties.
There is room for an immense expansion
of the business of the Canadian fruit and
vegetable canners in the English market.
But before they can make any very great
irroads into the British markets they
must bear in mind- that the English are
very discriminating buyers, and that they
will accept nothing but a high grade ar-
ticle. They are prepared to pay a good
price for a good article, and if the Cana-
dian packers will ‘produce a high
grade class of goods, put up in attractive
style, they may count on a big sale for
their goods in Great Britain. Mr. Boyle
tells us that the trade in these lines I8
increasing all the time.

Such an institution can
be engaged in no better work than in re-
moving the obstacles to learning and the
improvement of the mind. One of the
greatest of these obstucles is the crazy
quilt spelling that characterizes the Eng-
lish language. If the universities would
unite and make common cause against our
barbaric system of spelling they would

,A Monster Pumping Engine.

The Northey Manufacturing Company
are constructing a pumping engine for the
Montreal Water Power Company, and it
will be the largest of its kind in Canada,
if not in the world. The weight of the
engine will be 200 tons, and it will be
40 feet long and 20 feet wide, exclusive of
all connecting pipes. Omne of the gear
wheels will measure 80 feet in diameter.
The engine, which will be used in connec-
tion with the Montreal waterworks, will
throw a column of water 400 feet high,
and will have a capacity of 5,000,000 gal-
lons a day.

Prison Statistics.

During the month of April there were
discharged from the Centrai Prison 94
prisoners. First convictions 63, second
or more than two convictions 31. There
were 65 Canadians, 15 English, 6 Ameri-
cans, 4 Irish, 4 Scotch.

From the Jail there were discharged dur-
ing the month 93 prisoners; males 78, fe-
males 15. Of these 22 were convicted for
the ,first time, and 71 more than once.
There were 24 cases of drunkenness. The
Prisoners’ Ald Assoclation assisted §7
prisoners, as follows: From the Central
Prison 33, from the Jail 27, and from the
Mercer Reformatory 8; others 19. Work
found for 18,

During the month the agent of the as-
sociation had 237 interviews with prison-
ers in the Central Prison and Jall. He
made 568 visits to the Central Prison, 2 to
the Jail, 66 in the interests of prisoners,
besides 74 calls.

From the Mercer Reformatory there were
12 discharged, of whom 10 were from the
city and 2 from the country. The Bible
Women made 22 visits to the Police Court,
11 to the Jail and 11 to the Mercer Re-
formatory during the month. They also
made 266 calls and had 401 interviews with
female prisoners.

The Central Prison night school, which
meets four nights a week, had an average
attendance of 164.83 during the month.

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New Books at the Library.

WILL PROPERTY OWNERS AGREE?

Board of Control Want the Opinion
ot' Those Interested Regarding.
Lippincott-Street Closing.

The Board of Control yeiterday dafter-
noon busied Iitself with the reports of
committees. Nothing of any great impor-
tance was up for discussion:

Engineer Rust’s recommendation to the
Works Committee that application be
made to the Railway Committee of the
Privy Council at Ottawa for permission to
cross the railway tracks a¢® Lansdowne-
avenue for the purpose of extending the
street railway tracks to Dundas-street
was referred back by the board. More In-
formation is desired In conpiection with
the cost of guarding the tracks and as to
wio is to provide the money. A

The recommendation that the closing of
Lippincott-street, be not opposed by the

City Solicitor when it comes before the
County Judge was also referred back with
instructions that the consent of the pro-
pertwholders interested In the proposition
be first gained.

Architect Lennox was present to back
up his letter drawing attention to the fact
that no contract had been let for illum-
inating the tower clock. He was informed,
he said, that the clock would be com-
pleted in a few days.

He intimated that $2500 would be neces-
sary to provide electric wire mains, iron
rcflectors, steel steps, material and work-
manship. To illuminat%e the clock 400 in-
candescent lights would be necessary.

The board passed $1300, the cost of con-
struncting the mains, and left the other
items over pending the receipt, from the
architect, of a report of the best method
of {lluminating, together with the cost.

Technieal School Furniture.

The account of G. N. Reynolds & Com-
pany of $1663.57 for furniture for the
Technienl School was referred back for
the purpose; of seeing if the articles are
the same as the samples picked out.

The Parks and Exhibition Committee
recommended that the Park Commissioner
confine himself to one street at a time, in
connection with planting trees, but the
board did not approve of the idea and
referred the recommendation baek.

Bylaw Not Approved.

Among the byliws approved of by the
Committee on Legislation and Reception
was one to authorize the paving of the
track allowance upon certain streets upon
which the tracks of the Toronto Rallway
Company are to be laid. This did not
entirely meet with the views of the con-
trollers, and the Mayor's suggestion that
the mutter be deferred untll a report Is
brought in by the City Engineer as to the
loss In revenue sustained by the exten-
sion of the tracks in consequence of the
insufficiency of the $800 per mile to pay
for track allowances was adopted.

The c¢ity was committed two years ago
to the invitation to the International As-
sociation of Machinists to hold their con-
vention in Toronto, and it was at that
time hinted that financial assistance would
also be forthcoming. The board, in view
of this, decided to recommend them a
grant, the amount of which was left over
until details have been receivd.

Grants Recommended.

Germany Makes a Big Demand on
Great Britain for Transvaal
Expulsions.

SIXTY ALREADY INDEMNIFIED!

Whole Subject to Be Investigated
Lest n Precedent Be
Established.

Berlin, May 2.—A representative of the
Government has informed the Reichstag
Committee on Petitions that Germany haa
demanded- £5000 ($25,000) grrom Great
Britain on account of certain Transvaal
expulsions, and that Great Britain had
refused the demand on the ground that

she did not wish to establish a precedent,
but was investigating the whole subject.

‘“The number of expelled persons,”
said a Foreign Office representative,
when the matter came up to-day, ‘‘is
180, of whom 60 have already been
indemnified. - A part of the remalnder
have no right to claim indemnity be-
cause they fought against Iingland or
because of other patent reasons. The
sound claims, however, are being
vigorously championed.

““Great Britain has appointed a com-
mission to decide upon the claims, fol-
lowing Germany’s suggestions. It is
true that there is no German member
of the committee, but the services of
expert advisers from Germany have
been brought Into requisition. The
Reichstag Committee acknowledged
that the G an Government had done
all that was possible to represent the
interests of Germans unjustly expelled.”

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AN INTERESTING CEREMONY,

Enlargement of Bonar Presbyteriun
Church—Corner Stone Laid on
May Day.

The tenth anniversary of the induction
of the Rev. Alexander MacGillivray into
the pastorate of Bonar Church was ob-
served in an interesting manner on the
evening of Wednesday, May 1, The congre-
gation in the eleven years of its history
has made steady progress, and for the
second time the place of worship has been
enlarged. When the present addition Is
completed there will be accommodation for
a Sunday school of over 600 and for a con-
gregation of about 500.

Dunlop, the chairman of the committee,
handed Mrs. Lochrie a handsome trowel,
with which the stone was ‘‘well and truly
laid.”” A short service of praise, prayer
and Scripture readling was conducted by
the pastor, assisted by the Rev. Mr. Graeb
of Fern-avenue congregation. ‘T'he esti-

mated cost of the addition is $5000.

After the corner stone was laid, an audl-
ence that filled the church enjoyed anh excel-
lent service of praise, rendered by the com-
bined choirs of Bonar and Fern-avenue
congregations, under the direction of Mr.
Arlidge, choirmaster and organist of Bonar.
The choir was assisted by Miss
McKinley of Parkdale Presbyterian Chureh,
Mr. Gorrie of Bloor-street, Mr. A. Arlidge
of Fern-avenue, Mr. Blakely of Sherbourne-
street Methodist Church and Mr. Allan of
the Highlanders’ Band.

Rev. Mr. McMillan of St. Enoch’s gave
a very instructive address on “Praise in
the Sanetuary.” At the close, the choirs
and their friends, with the Session Man-
agers and Building Committee, were enter-
tained by the Woman’'s Aid Society.

LOCAL ASTRONOMERS ALERT.

New Two-Tailed Comet in the East-
ern Sky Watched With
Keen Interest.

Members of the Toronto Astronomical
Society *have been on the lookout recently
for the new orange-colored comet, which
has appeared In the northeastern sky a
little before sunrise. Two of them thought
they saw it, but they are evidently mis-
taken, as the location of the comet does

not correspond with that portion of the
sky they investigated. Owing to the fog
along the eastern horizon the efforts of the
local astronomers may not be crowned
with success.

To locate the comet, it Is necessary to
ascertain the spot where the sun will
first show over the horizon. The comet
will appear just before the sun rises, at
a point above the horizon, and from 15 to
20 degrees north of the spot where the sun
will be due. The best time to look for
the visitor will be between 4.30 and 3
o’clock. It is so close to the sun just now
that the slightest unfavorable weather con-
ditions will prevent it from belng seen;
but as it is traveling with tremendous
velocity away from the sun towards the
north. astronomers can afford to walit.

Reports from the Yerkes observatory, In
Chicago, and the Cape of Good Hope are
to the effect that the comet has three tails.
Other reports give two, but even comets
with two kites are exceedingly rare, and
much interest is being aroused in this
strange visitor.

Mr. G. E. Lumsden, president of the To-
ronto . stronomical Society, tells The
World that the members are sitting up
nights for a chance to observe the comet
‘telescopically, and he thinks, when the
weather clears sufficiently, the glasses will
bring it within view. It is said the comet is
wonderfully bright, and the talls are long
and graceful.

AFTER SEVEN DAYS,

Mr. Justice Lount Gives Judgment
for the Plaintiffis in the Case
of McCafiry v. McCafiry.

In the Civil Assize Court last evening,
Mr. Justice Lount gave judgment for the
plaintiffs with costs in the action of Me-
Caffry v. McCaffry, after a trial lasting
seven days. On Sept. 11 last Mr. Charles
McCaffry died, aged 84 years. In May,

1877, he married a second time. J. R.
MeCaffry and J. B. Fleming are the exe-
cutors under the old gentleman’'s will and
sued the widow to get $1942.03 on deposit
with the Canada Permapent Loan and
Western Canada Mortgage Company. The
company refused to pay over the money,
because the widow clalmed it by an order
signed by her husband shortly before he
dled. This order is in a passbook held
by her, and the executors wanted the court
to order her to give up the order on the
ground, it was stated, that Mr. McCaffry
was too infirm to know what he was do-
ing when he signed the order.

$295 AN OUNCE FOR SILVER.

Sensational Price Paid at Wickham
Court for One Elizabethan
Article,

London, May 2.—The sale of old Eng-
lish silver and silver-glit plate belonging
to Sir Henry Sennard, Bart., of Wickham
Court, Kent, was remarkable, for one of the
most sensational prices ever given for a
work in silver. Of course it must be re-
membered that the collection as & whole Is
a very fine one, comprising some very

rare pieces of art.

The sensation of the sale referred to
came with the putting up of what was
described as an Elizabethan  “‘tazza,” gilt,
with a shallow bokl, engraved and chased
in the centre, with a medallion bust on
the stem; around the foot, chased with
groups, fruit and follage in cartouches. It
stood only 5% Iinches high, and measured
only 61 inches In dlameter. It bore the
date of 1577.

The bidding started with the unusually
high price of £10 (§50) an ounce, and quick-
ly ran up to the extraordinary price of
£59 ($295) an ounce, making the large sum
of £737 10s for the article. It was pur-
chased by Mr. Chrichton. The record price
for silver is £69 ($345) an ounce.

LLOYDS AND NICKEL STEEL BILLS.

Both Passed the Private Bills Com-
mittee—~The Former Was
Slightly Amended.

Ottawa, May 2.—The Private #ills Com-
mittee this morning reported a bill incor-
porating the St. Lawrence Power Com-
pany. Arrangements by which the com-
pany may acquire and manage water pow-
ers, courses, etc., were fixed as ‘“In or
adjacent to the St. Lawrence River on the
north side thereof, only at any point east
of Hoople's Creek to the east end of the
Soulanges Canal.”” The expropriation clause
was limited to lands actually required for
purposes of power canals, water-courses
and raceways, and reservoirs necessary for
the utilization of water powers belonging
to the company, after approval by Gover-
nor-in-Council. The clause was also re-
stricted to lands along the St. Lawrence
between the mouth of Hoople’s Creek and
the eastern end of Sheik’s Island, and to
land not more than two miles distant
from the Soulanges /Canal and lying be-
tween the intersection of the St. Lawrence
River and the Ottawa River and a point
not exceeding five miles In a westerly di-
ktectlon from the eastern terminus of

Soulanges Canal.

At the BSenate Banking and Commerce
Committee to-day the St. Lawrence Lloyds’
bill was passed. It was amended so that

the company will require to have $200,0001

paid up capital stock before it can go into
the insurance business. A bill to Incorpor-
ate the Algoma Iron and Nickel Steel Com-
pany, Clergue’s Company, was also pass-
ed. It was provided that the maximum
capital stock be increased from $30,000,000
to $40,000,000.

THE DEADLOCK IN ST, KITTS

The Latest Move. in the Game Was
Taken by the Waterworks
Board.

St. Catharines, May 2.—(Special.)—The
City Council deadlock continues, the streets
are unswept and the citizens generally are
enraged almost to the point of taking legal

proceedings against the corporation for
maintaining a nuisance. On Tuesday night
the water commissioners decided to water
the streets, as far as possible, from the
hydrants, with the aid of lengths of hose,
but the weather man took the job out of
their hands, and copious rainfalls during
the past two nights have reduced ithe
clouds of dust to mud, thus removing one
cause for complaint. How to get rid of
the mud is the next proposition. The City
Council refuses to pass accounts, and the
filth, the accumulation of the winter
months, remains, a menace to the health
of the city.

PENGIONS FOR THE FORGES

The House of Commons Adopted the
Principle Yesterday Without
a Dissenting Voice.

THE MILITIA IS NOT iNCLUDED.

Hon. Dr. Borden Explained His Pfo-
posal and a Bill Was Introduc=-
ed and Read.

Ottawa, May 2.—(Speclal.)—The House of
Commons has unanimously adopted the
principle of pensions for the permnnen;
force of Canada. There was no dissent to
the proposals as.set forth by the Minister
of Militia in the House to-day, but several
members, including N. Clarke Wallace
and E. F. Clarke, made a strong plea to
have officers and men already retired from
the force included in the pension list. It
is to be Inferred from the (Minister's re-
marks that some provision of thls_ sort
will - ultimately be made.

The System Explained.
Dr. Borden explained his permanent

force pension system. It was the first
adoption of the principle in Canada, he
said. The act would only apply to the

permanent force, not to the militia. Every
other country had its permanent system,
and he believed it to be a sound principle,
of which the country would approve. There
were special reggons for its adoption in
Canada. Our permanent force was not
simply the nucleus of an army, but a mili-
tary school for the active militia, so it
was important we should have and retain
the best class of men attainable. There
had been a great difficulty in getting good
men, because of the poor pay and lack of
pension provision.
Same as Mounted Police.
First, as to the pensions to non-commis-
sioned officers and men,they were the same
as for the Mounted Police since 1889. At
this moment the only charge to the coun-
try for the Northwest Mounted Police
pension was $1800 a year, altho the number
was about the same as the permanent
force, and the pensions had practically
been in force for 29 years. Nothing would
be deducted from the men’s pay. The
pension to the force was most justifiable.
At present the Militia Department was
constantly being called upon to provide
employment for members of the force who
had retired. The pension system would be
preferable. To become entitled to a pen-
sion a man would have to serve 20 years,
or if, thru disability, he left the force, he
would be pensioned at the end of 15 years.
The pension would amount to one-fiftieth
of the pay for every year, up to a total
of two-thirds. The pension officers would
not cost the treasury a dollar.
The Retiring Gratuity.

At present every officer who retired re-
ceived a gratuity equal to one-tenth of the
pay for every year of service; so that if
an officer receiving $2000 a year weng re-
tired at the end of 20 years he would
get two years’ salary, or $4000 in%a lump
sum. Jt was'now proposed with this sum
to purchase an annuity, and to provide suf-
ficlent in addition to make a decent pen-
sion. Five per cent. of the officers’ salar-
les would be deducted. The amount, this
year included, would, at 3% per cent. per
| annum, in addition to the present gra-

tioned in the bill without any charge upon
the public revienue. The pension list in
regard to officers’ wives and children was
taken from the royal warrant for pay,
and this was the reason why the large de-
duction of 5 per cert. was made from pay
to provide against any added charge on the
country.
The Resolution,
He moved the resolution as follows:

That it is expedient to provide that
pensions or gratuities may be granted
to staff officers and.efficers and men
of the permanent militia force, and to
the widows and children of such offi-
cers, as follows:

To an officer compulsorily retired, for
any cause other than misconduct or in-
efficiency, after 20 years’ service, or re-
tiring voluntarily after 385 years’ ser-
vice, a pension not exceeding one-
fiftieth of the pay and allowances of
his rank or appointment at the time
of his retirement for each year of ser-
vice; service beyond 85 years not being
reckoned.

To an officer who retires voluntarily
after 25 years’, but less than 35 years’
service, a pension 20 per cent. less
than is above provided for.

Towards making good the said pen-
sions, 5 per cent. to be deducted from
the pay of officers.

To any officer retiring on account of
infirmity, or retired to promote effi-
ciency or economy in the service, a gra-
tuity not exceeding one month's pay for
each year's service; if retiring on ac-
count of injury received in the dis-
charge of his duties, a gratuity not ex-
ceeding three months’ pay for every
two years’' service.

To a non-commissioned officer or mili-
tiaman, if he has served 15 but less
than 21 years, a pension equal to one-
fiftieth of his annual. pay for every
year of service; for 21 and less than 25
years' service, twenty-fiftieths, and in
addition two-fiftieths for every year
over 20; for 25 years, thirty-fiftieths,
and in addition one-fiftieth for every
year over 25, not exceeéding, however,
two-thirds of his average annual pay,_
exclusive of extra pay allowances
during the three years preceding his re-
tirement.

To the widow and children of an of-
ficer who had served 20 years, and was
at the time of his death on full pay
or in receipt of pension, the following
pension or allowance:

In the case of a colonel, $500 to the
widow and $80 to each child: lieuten-
ant-colonel, a pension of $450 to widoy,
and a yearly allowénce of $80 to efch
child: major, $350 to widow and $70 to
each child; captain, $250 to widow and
$65 to each child; lieutenant or second
lieutenant, $200 to widow and $50 to
each child: warrant officer, $100 to
widow and $25 to each child; the
amount to children to be doubled if
they are motherless and in need: no al-
lowance to be granted to a son aged
18 or a daughter aged 21; and the total
amount granted to the family of an of-
ficer in one year not to exceed the
amount of pension attached to his rank.

A Plea for Retired Officers,
Mr. Wallace agreed with the proposals
| so far as they went, but the scheme did
{not provide for officers, such as brigade
Hnujurs. who had already been retired.
| The Minister replied that these officers
had already received their gratuity, and
conld not come under the class provided
for in the resolution.

Mr. Wallace urged that, even so, these
officers should be provided for. There were
| about a dozen who would fome under such
| a proposal as he made, and he would ask
lrhw Minister to consider the possibility of
| including them in the present )
| scheme.

The Atchison stocks took the leadership
from Union Pacific to-day, both in point of |
strength and actiyity. A heavy prepes |
derance of the total transactions in the
whole market ceptred in these stocks. The
character of traders’ buylng could by
no means be safely attributed either to a
demand from ‘shorts or to purely specula-
tive manipuiation,. The movement was
supposed to be due to a new phase of the
struggle among the granger trunk lines to
gecure for themselves  compensatory aa-
vantages to offset the Burlington deal. Of-
ficials of the St. Paul road were quoted
anonymously this morning as breathing
forth threatenings of building a new line
to the Pacific unless the other accordad
a share in the advantages of the supposed
Union Pacific absorption. This ' corrobor-
ates the current supposition that the great
granger trunk lines feel themselves at a
tactical disadvantage, If they have not rn
assured Pacific Coast outlet, as well as
an eastern trunk line connection, and that
all of them will sooner or later take meas-
ures to secure these advantages.

The movement of prices to-day was citédd
as giving evidence that the buying of
Atchison was for the benefit of St. Paul,
and probably .also ‘of Rock Island. There
was a disposition “to attribute the late
strength of Baitimore & Ohio to plans for
making that road the eastern outlet, and
the late spurt in Norfolk & Western and
Chesapeake & Ohio was supposed to indl-
cate alternative possibilities.

There weft various rumors, both to the
effect that the Vanderbilt interests had
perfected their control, and that tne Har-
riman interests had secured the "‘mainten-
ance of their control. Every movement in
the stock and every rumor regarding tne
control wus looked" upom” wi susplcion
by the uneasy speculators as a device to
further the contest, and underlying all
was their dread that when once the actual
control is directed the high price will not
be maintained. The extreme range or tne
stock was 6 points, and the net loss. 1%.
and
closed within a fraction of the best. St.
Paul is 214 higher on the day, Chesapeake
& Ohio 3% and Norfolk & Western 1%.

The stocks included in the Burlington
deal, the Erie stocks not excluded, were
all notably heavy. The heavy profit-tak-
ing and weakness of . the United States
Steel stocks had a large sentimental influ-
ence on the whole market. New York
Central was quite severely handled, and
lost 3% on the day.

Except for the few special points of
strength, the market was on the whole
reactionary. The money rate was dis-
tinctly firmer to-day, ruling at 6 per cent.
Early In the day it was said that a num-
ber of the banks were calling loans. The
sub-treasury figures, which Include the
payment for the great part of the gold
exports, show a loss by the money market
thus far of §5,758,000. The payments of
the Government interest and «of blocks of
Government bonds redeemed yesterday ana
to-day. do not figure yet in the statement,
but it is evident, nevertheless, that -there
must have been a very heavy movement
of cash from the interior during the week
to overcome these losses.

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REPOBLIC MILL A SUGCESS

P

Two Other Mills in the Camp Are
Failures, But the Republic
Mine Plant is 0 K.

IT SAVES 90 PER CENT. OF GOLD.

Answer to an Enquiry Sent Out to
an Independent Correspondent
' by The World.

The World wrote the other day to an in-
dependent authority in Republic camp,
asking him two questions, viz: (1) pIs the
new mill at the Republic mine a faiiure?
(2) Will Republic camp have railway con-
nection this year?

Below is the reply received. In explana-
tion it should be stated that there are
three mills in Republic camp. One is at
the Mountain Lion mine; the second is the
Republic Reduction Co.'s plant, and the

third is the Republic Power & Cyaniding
Mill. The last-named Is owned by the
Republic Mining Co. 'of Toronto and Mon-
treal, and it treats custom' ore as wen‘as
ore from the Republic mine itself. The
letter received roilows:

“Replying to yours of the 19th inst., I
am not surprised at the report thnt‘ the
Republic mill is a failure, as The Engin-
eering and Mining Journal people have
written on the same lines, but it is a mis-
take, as the mill (as a gold mill) is a per-
fect success, extracting Y0 per cent. of the
gold and from 85 to Y0 per cent. of the
gold and silver. ¢

“As some of the mines gain depth the
sllver increases in proportion to the goid
in the ores—that is, in weight.( The Moun-
tain Lion formerly produced 2 ozs. silver to
1 of gold; it now-—produces 7 to 1. The
Quilp produces 6 to 1 above the adit level,
and 200 feet deeper 16 to 1. Some other
mines have a relative increase in silver.
The increase in silver affects the mill, as
a single process is not sufficient for a
high extraction of both metals, and separ-
ate methods have to be adopted, for which
the mill is not at present prepared. There
is not sufficient silver produced at present
to justify an addition to the plant for Its
separate treatment; hence only certain
classes of ore are altogether acceptable.
The company pays for 50 per cent. of the
silver where the ore carries no more than
5 ozs. to 1 of gold, 10 ozs. to 2, etc., hut,
if it contains over 5 ozs. to 1, only 2% ozs.
of the entire silver contents are paid for.
Hence the mill is stated to be a failure.
Should the silver continue to increase and
justify it, an additional plant will doubt-
less be built for its separate treafment.

“One thing that 'probably gave rise to
the report is that a 75-ton custom mill was
built by the Republic Reduction Co. to
work ore by an electro-chlorination pro-
cess, which did prove an entire fallure and
is now idle and likely to remain so. The
Mountain Lion mill failed in the work ex-
pected of it. 'The crushing eapacity and
cyaniding are not in the required propor-
tion one to the other. The Huntington mills
were inefficient. The tank capacity was
increased, but did not then fill the require-
ment, and the mill work was suspended.
The ore of this mine probably requires
roasting, and the silver excess is a detri-
ment.

“I'he failures have brought disappoint-
ment, and people who do not understand
such matters believe that the only relief
lies in transportation to a smelter. That
is a mistake. There will always be more
or less milling of Republic ores, but rail-
road transportation to distant smelters will
prove of great benefit, as the Republie
ores are suitable for fluxing the base ores
of the Boundary, B.C., mines.

“The mill you enquire about is that of
the Republic’ Power & Cyaniding Co., the
stock of which is listed in Toronto and
Montreal, and it is a fine, up-to-date plant.

“Regarding a railroad into Republic, the
country between Grand Forks and this
place has been thick with surveyors. Jim
Hill has promised to run in a branch of
the V. V. & E. from Curlew this rall, and
the Grand Forks and Republic Railroad
Co. have a corps of surveyors now in the
field, and promise to complete a road be-
tween the two places this year.

“The Republic Power & Cyaniding mill
is now treating 130 tons of ore a day from
the Republic: mine, ‘and will be freating 200
tons daily next month. The ball pulver-
izers from the old mill have been discard-
ed after a fair trial, and six Griffin mills
have taken their place and are working
satisfactorily. An additional 600-tom ore
bin is being installed at the sampler for
the reception of ‘¢astom ore, and when it
is finished some of the mines will send
ore to the mill—the Quilp, "Ben Hur and
probably the Black -Tall, San Poil and
Lone Pine. Others may follow.”
