The propcsal of this
session, as it was presented to parlia-
ment, was to free that great mono-
poly from all control of its rates, by
parliament or the government. This
should not be allowed.

A choppy
sea was running and the small boais
could not make a landing on the shore, o
few miles distant. They drifted about ail
day and finally 65 people were picked ud
by the steamer Dispatch, which took thew
to Eureka.

Another boat, under command of En-
gineer Brown and containing 13 persons,
attempted to lund at Trinidad and was
swamped. John Wilkinson, quartermaster.
William Martel, fireman; L. Drube, pas-
senger, and three unknown men Wwere
drowned. Those in the boat who were sav-
ed weré: Engineer Brown, Fireman John
MéClellan, Coal Passer William Shinp,
Sailor O’Leary, Chief Cook Marshall and
Passengers Willilam B. Smith and Willian
Moorehouse.

When the Dispatch reached Eureka this
morning with the survivors, tugs were hu-
mediately sent out for the missing boats.
The tug Ranger picked up one containing
11 passengers and three of the crew.

$250,000. She was formerly used as a col-
lier and about 1) years ago was counveri-
ed into a passenger vessel at a cost of
$175,000. The vessel was insured for about
$200,000.

TO HON. DR, MONTAGUE

Continued From Page 1,

The Toast List.

It was just 10 o’clock whem the toast
list was reached. Dr. Oronhyatekha, in
a few well-chosen words, expressive of
the good-will and understanding existing
between this great Dominion and the coun-
try to thie south, proposed ““The King and
the President of the United States.” It
was honored by the company rising and
singing heartily the first verse of the
National Anthems, *God Save the King”
and “My Country, 'Tis of Thee.”

‘“‘Canada and the neighboring republic”
was responded to by Hon. E. G. Stephenson
of Detroit, supreme councillor of the
order, and Rev. Septimus Jones, Toromto.
Mr. Stephenson, who was received with
applause, made some pleasing references
to the harmony existing between Canada
and the United States, and his remarks
were received with approbation.

Rev. Septimus Jomes, in.a most appro-
priate reply to the toast, said he thought
the best thing to do as loyal Canadians,
loyal Emglishmen, or doyal subjects of
the British empire, was to seize every
opportunity #o strengthen the bonds that
unite us to our brethren to the south. He
sald : ‘“We often hear expressions that
would lead us to suppose there was not
a very strong feeling of affection towards
English people and towards Canadians on
the other side of the line. Having lived
in the States I have never heard anything
else from anyone worth listening to but
feelings of affection, regard and brotherly
love on both sides of the border towards
those on the other side. And evem were
it ipclined to be otherwise, sur wisdom
would teach us to cultivate on each side
closer unity with the other, and that the
welfare of the one is the welfare of
the other; that the triumph of the great
principles of government of the one would
be thetriumph of the great principles of
the other; and that we should bail with
delight prosperity on the other side of
the line just as they do with us. We have
felt their sympathy in times of peril, and
they have felt ours, especially In that
great calamity which overtook the nation
a sghort time ago, and I am sure that Mr.
Stepbenson can go back to his friends and
tell them that we are a very friendly peo-
ple here. Altho, as between brothers,
there are differences at times between us,
I am sure thére is still the dominant feel-
ing that we are all of the Anglo-Saxon
race and standing for ecivilization, ovder
and all that is best for our beloved na-
tion.”
