Goldwin Smith was quoted as saying
that the Lieutenant-Governor was the

tated. He (Mr. Maclean) disclaimed
any desire to reflect on the hopor of
Sir Oliver, but he acted in accordance
with his conception of his duty as a
member of parliament. What wags the
Premier going to do about it?

Sir Oliver Still Governor,

Sir Wilfrid replied that he would
bave preferred to have discussed the
matter to-morrow, when he might have
got the permission of Sir Oliver Mowat
to make public a letter he had received
grom him within the past ten days. The
letter contained some personal phraseol-
ogy, but in genéral it was a request
from Sir Oliver, asking that an adimin-
istrator be appointed to sanction cer-
tain bills and to prorogue the legisla-
ture.

Who wig doing the other duties? Sir
Oliver was still Lieutenant-Governor of
the province. He was still doing all
but those duties he had asked to have
assigned. Why had he asked fit? Be-
cause Sir Oliver was incapacitated by
an accident he had had a few days ago,
otherwise he was in good health,

Sziys He is Able,

With majesty Sir Wilfrid said: “I
have the word of a gentleman who
the member for Kast York says re-
spects Sir Oliver Mowat, that he is quite
able to discharge ull the duties except
those requiring physical exertion, as
that of moving from one place to an-
other.
all respect Sir Gliver.”

Continuing, the Premier said he had
been guided by precedent, as well as
by respect, in keeping Sir Oliver in
office. He recalled that Sir George A.
Kirkpatrick's time as Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor had expired May 30, 1807, but he
had been retained till his death, six or
seven months later. He had been in
very poor health; had been operated on,
and all knew he had to die. Why could

not the same rule apply to Sir Oliver

Mowat?
Hon. John Haggart broke in and said

that he was sure the opposition was
pleasted to know that the reasons for
appointing an administrator was only
the kphysical «condition and not the
mentai collapse of Sir Oliver Mowat.

Could Not Fill Oflice,

F. D. Monk said he had followed the
debate on this question and was in-
clined to believe Sir Wilfrid wished to
convey the impression that the member
for East York was merely playing a
part, or trying to treat the Lieutenant-
Governor with disrespect. For his part,
he thought the matter had heen brouch-
ed wih all becoming respect and earnest-
ness.

Ottawa, Ont., March 30.—(Special
correspondence.)—A discussion arose in
the House over the request of Mr,
Monk. for a statement showing:

Mr., Fielding Objects,

Mr. Fielding objected to the motion,
and said that the moneys spent were
Imperial moneys, and not those of the
people of Canada, and, therefore, a
statement could not be given to the
House.

Mr. Maclean considered - that this
was a new doctrine of responsible gov-
ernment.

Mr. Borden asked if Mr. Fisher, who
spent the money for Great Britain, had
acted as Mhinister of Agriculture, or
only as plain Mr. Fisher.

SWARMING INTO CA¢NADA~

-
Chicago Paper Views Situation as It
Appears in the Northwest,

The following timely matter on Can-
ada's growth is from The Chicago

problem
of late. It is under an Ottawa date :
It is now being seriously questio-ed
whether the (Canadian Northwest is
quite prepared to receive the vast
army of settlers which is now pouring
into that part of the country. The
rush to Canada from the Cld Country
and European points is unprecedented
in volume, and so great is it becoming
that it is feared a blockade of trans-
portation facilities will ensue.

The common announcement made is
that there is plenty of room in ‘he
west for all who may choose to come
in, A careful analysis of the present
situation shows that upward of 140,600
persons are likely to arrive in Canada
by the first of November, exclusive of
airivals from!the United States. Homes
and fuel have to be supplied to these
new settlers, and Premier Haultain of
the territorial government sees danger
ahead for thp people. He has lookad
carefully int¢ this aspect of the mat~
ter, and cannot understand hgw the
railways, with their present equipment,
are going to carry in sufficient lumber
and fuel to |satisfy the needs of =0
many newcomers, It will require 40,=
000 homes fdr 200,000 persons, and an
enormous quantity of lumber will ke
needed to build so many houses in the
prairie country.

“We are entirely dependent,” said
Mr. Haultain, “upon the railways for
our supply of food, and coal has 1o
be used entirely, as there is mo \\'nodl
whatever. Even with our present |
population there has been ConSi‘]E!'.lb]Q!
scarcity of coal, so it is difficult lo‘-‘
see how sufficient will be procured!
when many thousands of new '-mmnsl.
are to be supplied. The only solution
is in the railways taking immediate
action.”

In regard to the emigration move-
ment from Great Britain, a difference |
has just arisen between the Canadian |
government and the Imperial \‘,’m';
Office, which goes to show the pre-|
sent temper of the Canadian

peonle |
upon the subject of Canadian ecitizens
taking part in the foreign wars of
Britain. Arrangements were about
completed to send large bodies of army
reserve men from Great Britain for
settlement in the Canadian Northwest,
but these arrangements have received a
sudden check, and are now likely to
fall thru by the action of the Imper:
War Office. The War Office demanded
special legislation of the parliament of
Canada to provide that the reservists
settling in this country shall be oblig-
ed to go on service abroad when
called upon to do so. It is now under-
stood that the Canadian government
has declined to effect this legislation,
without which the War Office would
have no authority over the reservists
who have taken up permanent resi-
denmts in Canada. The reservists who
cettle in this country will enjoy all
the privileges of Canadian citizenship,
and will therefore not be liable to serve
in time of war for their unexpired
term.

National Organization in States
Threatens Serious Trouble,

New York, March 30.—Frank Buchan-
an of the National Association of
Bridge and Structural Workerg has ad-
dressed a letter to contractors in this
city, welcoming the formation of the

International Association ot Structural
and Steel Erectors, and submitting an
invitation to the contractors td meet the
workers to prepare a plan of arbitration
and trade agreement. ‘In this way,”
the letter concludes, “strikes and lock-
outs_whih affect the building industry
and public generally can be greatly re-
duced.” Mr. Buchanan said that T.
S. Mitchell of Philadelphia, secretary
of the American Bridge Company, who
had been delegated by President#Hat-
field to deal with the matter, had re-
plied to the request for a conference by
saying, in substance, that the mnatter
was in the hands of the local com-
mitees of employers in the districts af-
fected. “It is too late for that,” said|
Mr. Buchanan,
