LONDON. April 7,—(9.44 p.m.)—The 
controversy between the American Gov­

When questioned about the report that 
Frank L. Polk, counsellor of the state 
department at Washington, had informed 
Sir Cecil Sprlng-Klce, the British am­
bassador to the United States, that the 
American Government would demand the 
release of the men unless It could be 
; >roved that they were on their way home 
for service as combatants, Lord Robert 
Cecil said;

"I cannot make any reply to that ques­
tion, as the British Government has not 
received any such demand.”

Perhaps Hamilton is still a little 
wedded to the older methods of busi­
ness, small turn-over and large pro­
fit. We hear of Hamilton people com­
ing to Toronto to buy goods and sav­
ing their expenses. We can see no 
reason with the advantages Hamilton 
possesses that Toronto people should 
not be tempted to Hamilton to buy 
goods and save money. Perhaps the 
Hamilton merchants have not figured 
on this side of the problem.

Few people can understand why 
Hamilton should charge more for 
bread than Toronto does. On the face 
of it Toronto people might expect to 
go to Hamilton and buy bread Cheaper 
there than at home,

— (Correspon­
dence).—The frequent recurrence of 
detention and examination of Japan­
ese merchant steamers by British 
verted cruisers in Indian and Chinese 
waters, especiaUy the reported firing 
on the Nippon Yusen Kaisha liners 
Chikuzen Martr and Miyazaki Maru, 
has excited public opinion in Japan.

has requested Great Britain to explain 
the recent seizure of nine Hindu pas­
sengers from the Japanese steamship 
Tcnyo Maru. The matter Is one re­
quiring delicate handling from Japan 
because she Is an actual ally of Eng­
land and committed to a war for the 
defeat of Germany. Some newspapers 
interpret the action of the British 
cruisers as a result of British feeling 
that Japan is not carrying on a suffi­
ciently energetic campaign against 
enemy intrigue. At all events, it is 
believed here that Great Britain and 
Japan will settle the question In a 
manner satisfactory to both countries, 
England taking Into consideration the 
resentment caused among the Japanese 
public.

Heavy Infantry Force.
“Summarizing during the 40 davs 

from Feb. 21 to April 1 the Germans 
had on the Verdun front from Avo- 
court to Eparges exactly 289 battalions 
of infantry, representing a minimum 
of 1075 companies of infantry, besides 
23 battalions of engineers of three 
companies each, which give an aggre­
gate of 1144 companies fully rein­
forced, tho companies varying from 
260 to 280 men. The assaulting armv, 
therefore, represented at least 295,000 
infantry alone.

“Since Feb. 21 the reinforcements 
have been frequent and heavy. At 
least 80 battalions have been sent to 
the rear to be reconstituted. Others 
have received their reinforcements on 
the field. It is, therefore, nearly 45.1,- 
000 infantry which have appeared upon 
the firing line, and this estimate is 
even under the mark.

Big First Line Losses.
“Declarations gathered from prison­

ers and our own observations lead us 
to estimate at least one-third of tho 
total force engaged as the minimum,; 
losses of the German Infantry up to 
April 1. It Is, therefore, 150,000 men 
who have fallen solely upon tho first 
battle line.

“But the German losses do not stop 
there. In a modern battle long range 
guns reach far behind the first line, 
striking lines of communication and 
the quarters of troops. As the range 
of the artillery lengthens, the zone of 
destruction behind the battle line in­
creases proportionately. The German 
artillery, literals piled up In the woods, 
suffered losses comparable with those 
of the infantry. Finally, our heavy ar- 
tillcry reached supply camps and In­
numerable convoys in the rear.

"We arrive thus, keeping within a 
most moderate estimate, at upwards of 
200.000 men as the figures of our en­
emy's losses before Verdun.”

BERLIN, April 7.—Via Wireless to 
Tuckerton, N. J.—Two prominent Bul­
garian politicians, Dr. N. Ghenadleff, 
former foreign minister, and M. Malin- 
off, former premier, have been arrest­
ed for accepting French bribes, says 
a Sofia despatch to the Overseas News 
Agency.

Ghenadieff was arrested with M. Mal- 
inoff and other pro-Russians at the re­
quest of the examining judge after a 
dinner given by the president of the 
Sobranje.”

Pastor Was in Virtual Partnership 
With Harmsworth in Timber

Not:LONDON, April 7.—There 
uproar in the German Reichstag yes­
terday, says a Reuter despatch, when 
Hugo Haase, leader of the newly- 
formed Socialist minority group, de­
clared that his party was strongly 
opposed to partitition of Poland and 
demanded the restoration of Belgium.

“The Baltic peoples, Lithuanians 
and Letts did not «desire union with 
Germany before the war,” said Herr 
Haase. “The injustice done to Bel­
gium must be compensated for by 
her restoration as a state. In 1913 
Herr Von Jagow (foreign minister), 
declared Germany would uphold the 
neutrality of Belgium. Thus all the 
more surprising was the chancellor's 
announcement on Aug. 4, 1914, that 
German troops probably had crossed 
ths Belgian frontier.”

Herr Von Jagow said in reply: 
“Herr Haase has dished up again old 
Belgian stories. When I made the 
declaration about Belgian neutrality I 
considered it a neutral country. It has 
been thoroly proved that the respon­
sibility for what has happened lies on 
Belgium’s side.”

NEW YORK, April 7.—The 
counting to which the supreme court 
decided that the Rev. Dr. Newell 
Dwight Hillis, pastor of the famous 
Plymouth Church of Brooklyn, was 
entitled, was filed with a referee to­
day by Frank L. Ferguson, who, as 
Dr. Hillis’ attorney, took over the 
management of the clergyman’s af­
fairs to liquidate his business inter­
ests arising from investments in tim­
ber and other properties in British 
Columbia.

“Only eight cars were withdrawn 
from the accumulation of Canadian 
Government railway cars In C. P. ft. 
yards at St. Rosalie Junction on April 
5. the average for the past four days 
being seven and a half cars, in spite 
of the fact that on March 25 Mr. Gu- 
telivs agreed with the C.P.R. to take 
CO cars a day from that junction. In 
order to help the Canadian Govern­
ment railways, the C. P. It. recently 
loaned 12 locomotives, but the situa­
tion. so far from being relieved, has 
become so grave that the C.P.R. is con­
sidering the possibility of still further 
tightening the existing embargo on 
loaded cars at both Rosalie and St. 
John and refusing all perishable freight 
to I. C. It. points.

“The position today is that the C. p. 
R. has 621 cars of which it wishes the 
Canadian Government railways to ac­
cept delivery.”

„ Severely Criticized.
Up around the C.P.R. tracks and in 

the northern part of the city last night 
the fact that the matter had been set 
over for five weeks at the earliest arous­
ed the most adverse criticism. While It 
was not known whether the city or the 
Toronto Street Railway was responsible 
for the delay ln the argument there was 
nothing but criticism.

A well-known railway man said last 
night: “The people of Deer Park and 
North Toronto must surely have been 
hypnotized or they would not stand for 
the delay in the settlement of this case. 
It means in any event that there will be 
no Judgment handed out before the sec­
ond week in July, and It is extremely 
doubtful If anything Is done before an­
other winter." Asked as to what would 
happen If the street railway won the case 
he said there was no doubt ln the world 
that they would at once make applica­
tion to the city for the latter to lay 
down a roadbed on which the company 
would at the earliest possible moment 
put down their tracks and operate to 
Famham avenue. They would be anx­
ious to occupy the ground awarded them 
by the privy council, and besides they 
felt that the citizens would be entitled 
to the accommodation. "What has Sir 
Adam Beck done or has anything been 
done to try and arrive at a settlement 
of the railway conditions in the north 
end?” he asked.

Can’t Place Blame.
"I don’t know who is to blame In the 

matter, but railway transportation north 
of the C.P.R. tracks is simply disgrace­
ful and on a par with everything the 
city does,” said D. T. McIntosh, presi­
dent of the Central Citizens’ Association. 
For all the accommodation we get a man 
might as well live ln any country vil­
lage. The city, as everyone knows, re­
fused to allow the rails to go down pend­
ing the appeal and left the question of 
costs to the decision of the privy council. 
“And further,” said Mr. McIntosh, "so 
far as I know not a single man whose 
property was expropriated by the city 
for the widening of the Yonge street 
subway has ever been able to get a set­
tlement with the city. I am thoroly dis­
gusted with the whole thing.”

Scores of other business men voiced 
the same views and stated that some 
drastic action would have to be taken 
before long.

Representatives of three or four of the 
business associations approached were 
strongly of the opinion that Immediate 
application could be made to the legis­
lature compelling some action on the part 
of the city or the railway company ln 
view of the great hardships which exist. 
Members of the county council ln the 
city yesterday said that the feeling along 
the line of the Metropolitan Railway 
was aroused as never before, and that 
It was not improbable that the legis­
lature would be asked to Intervene in 
the matter at once.

Referring to Dr. Von Bethmann- 
Hollwcg’s statement that Great 
Britain alone is responsible for the 
continuation of the war and that he 
made proposals last September to 
which he had received no reply, Lord 
Robert said:

"By singling out separate powers 
among the allies the chancellod en­
deavors to sow mischief and distrust 
among them, but he has failed. Noth­
ing In any public speech he makes can 
ever form the basis of peace over­
tures.

"These periodical speeches in the 
reiohstag are cunning blends of bom­
bast and peaceful protestations. Thru 
them all runs the deliberate design to 
nourish German hatred of England 
above all he rallies, to bolster the fic­
tion that the German Government are 
fighting a defensive war and to fore­
stall and prevent that which the Ger­
man Government most fears—a popu­
lar demand In Germany for peace.

"Do not make any mistake. Germanv 
is unchanged. Their methods of war­
fare remain ruthless and Inhuman, Just 
as falsehoods and effrontery continue 
to be their chief diplomatic weapons."

Lord Robert recalled Dr, Von Beth- 
mann-HolIweg’s words of Dec. 9: 
“None of our enemies has approached 
with peace proposals, and they be­
lieve It to be In their Interest falsely 
to attribute peace proposals to us," and 
the chancellor's statement that if he 
was to speak of peace conditions he 
must first see the conditions of Ger­
many's enemies.

CHICAGO, April 7.—Disturbing as­
pects of the diplomatic outlook had a. 
bearish Influence today on wheat and 
more than wiped out early advances 
due to the government crop report. 
The market closed heavy, 3-Sc to l.l-4c 
net lower, with May at $1.17 1-2 and 
July at $1.15 1-2. Corn finished un­
changed to l-4c down, oats off l-8c 
to 3-8c and provisions varying from 
2 l-2c decline to a like advance.

Setbacks In the price of wheat fol­
lowed each other with increasing 
force as soon as a lively buying move­
ment had culminated shortly after the 
issuance of the official report from 
Washington confirming what the ma­
jority of traders had expected as to a 
big shortage in the 1916 winter crop. A 
disposition to realize on holdings be­
came more and more evident as advices 
came telling of improved field condi­
tions resulting from the prevailing 
cool weather .especially In Illinois, Mis­
souri and Kansas. Besides, state re­
ports generally gave higher crop per­
centages than were shown by the gov­
ernment. Gossip of the lateness of the 
season in the spring wheat belt, where 
a repetition of mid-winter was re­
ported In some sections, seemed to 
have but little effect as a prop to the 
market.

Attention of wheat traders in the late 
dealings centred chiefly on New York 
stock market declines, which were re­
garded here as Indicative to a serious 
extent of dubious prospects concern­
ing the foreign relations of the United 
States. Under this handicap riot only 
did all trace of preceding gains finally 
disappear, but substantial losses were 
brought about, with prices at the fin­
ish nearly the lowest of the day.

Hints of export business tended to 
make corn average higher In price and 
so, too, did unfavorable weather. 
Bullish sentiment was outweighed, 
however, In the end by sympathy with 
the weakness of wheat.

Oats were governed almost entirely 
by the action of other grain. In the 
main crop reports were bearish, altho 
some delays to seeding were mentioned.

Commission house buying of lard 
rallied provisions. At first the market 
had been weak owing to lower prices 
on hogs.

Irritation of Nerve Ends.
Prof. Unna concludes from his ex­

periments that itching results from the 
irritation of the naked ends of tiny 
white nerves, terminating in the 
microscopic blood canals. In confirma­
tion he calls to mind the practice of 
using adrenalin—also called epinephrin 
and suprarenalin—to abolish a local 
Itch-scnsation of pain, without any im­
pairment of the other feelings of touch, 
tickle, heat or cold. Saponin, on the 
other hand, abolishes thç sense of 
touch, but falls in any way to affect 
those of pain, Itch and others.

Prof. Unna points out that, before 
Itching, there must be little projec­
tions of the deeper skin called "papil­
lae,” which contain veins, arteries and 
capillaries, as well as a layer of horny 
skin. Otherwise, there Is not sufficient 
pressure upon the papillae and the 
capillaries to cause an itch. This may 
seem a bit confusing unless you think 
of thfe capillae as a finger of a glove 
turned half Inside itself.

It Is Impossible to induce Itching on 
the surface of an ulcèr, altho its con­
gested edges may itch. Even the thick 
tissues of a sore, after the infection is 
out of It, and Just before It heals—call • 
ed “granulations’’—will not itch. As 
these, however, heal over and the flesh 
scar tissue begins to form, and the 
homy papilae press up into the de­

Whenever a blister forms, itching 

ceases. Continuity between the horny 
epidermis and the papillae on the floor 
or the blister or ulcer is necessary be­
fore you feel an itch. This also explains 
tor the first time why scratching or 
rubbing momentarily allays any itch­
ing. The horny-handed layer of sur- 
fa.ee skin is rubbed away from contact 
with the congested papillae beneath.

Whenever there are hives, bile or 
other fluids In the outer horny layer of 
the skin simultaneously with any in­
crease of lymph or blood in the papil­
lae, the pressure is not properly bal­
anced in the "three-ply” layers of the 
skin, and you Itch. Dry eczema, scabes, 
lice, hives, jaundice and other disor­
ders yield Just such symptoms.

Salicylic acid, oils, soaps and other 
remedies in Itching soften the horny 
surface and thus remove pressure from 
the structures beneath. Electricity 
purgatives, a starvation diet, adrenalin 
solutions and blood letting alleviate 
itching because they carry off the ex­
cess of pressure in the capillaries 
and other lymph or blood channels near 
the papillae.

If the red spider Is about you will 
know it by the yellowing of the leaves 
and the dropping off when there seems 
no reason for It.

Look at the under side of them and 
you will discover tiny specks of red. 
These are the spiders, which tho so 
small that the eyé can scarcely dis­
cern them, do more ‘ Harm than any 
of the larger Insects.

Spray your plants daily,- -if possible. 
Keep vessels of water constantly eva­
porating on stove and register and 
radiator. Do not allow the thermome­
ter, and there should be 6ne In every 
rocm in which plants are- kept, to go 
above 70 degrees. Most ' failures to 
grow flowers In winter, result from too 
high a temperature And too little 
humidity in the air.

One pound of flour, half a pound of
