LONDON, March 1~For over 24
hours no infantry attacks have been
made on the French positions nerth
of Verdun, to whieh they had retired
on Friday last, and from which they
had repelled the advancing waves of
Germans, and everything remained
comparatively guiet, even the German
bombardment apparently having lost
some of its force, and being notice-
able as above normal at but two points.

The French night communique says:

“In the region of Verdun there was
no infantry action during the course
of the day. The enémy bombardment
continued to ' the west of the Meuse
(where there was no infantry fight-
ing), in the zong between Malancaourt,
to the east of tije Meuse, especially in
the regions of Vhux and Danloup, and

Private Harry Stott Gives De-
scription of Fighting to
Mrs. G. Hughes.

Writing to his sister. Mrs. George
Hughes, Earlscourt, Pte. Harry Stott,
Duke of Lancaster's Own Yeomanry, in
camp near Alexandria, Egypt, says:
“Last Saturday we started out on an-
other trek. We left Mutrak at four in
the afternoon, traveling in a westerly di-
rection. We. kept going till 10.30 the
same night, covering 20 miles. We weres
the advanced guard of the infantry, and
I was one of those sent scouting to the
front, our party being about thrqe miles
We stop-
ped near a well for a few hours during
the night, and at four o’clock the follow-
ing morning we pushed on, knowing the
enemy, who were 6000 strong; to be ten
miles ahead. We came in contact with
them about eight o’clock, when shots
were exchanged. The next hour for us
was about the hottest imaginable, as we
had orders to hold the ground until our
infantry came up. As were were only 3000
strong, and the enemy were equipped with
machine guns. and artillery, it is surpris-
ing that we were so successful. '

“How I missed being hit is miraculous,
as I was in it several hours, with bullets
whirling all around. The casualties on
our side were 31 dead and 356 wounded,
out of a force of 3000. The machine guns
damaged several of our horses, including
my own. I was hit with a spent bullet
or a shattered stone, but fortunately was
not hurt. Altogether, we were out for
four days, during which time the wea-
ther was abominable in the way of cold
and rain. Everything considered, I would
sooner be in France than here.  There
were no casualties in our regiment, which
the general could hardly credi,t', after the
fighting we had experienced.

RECRTS QN LAST DAY

Government is Far From Satis-
fied With Result of Com-
pulsory Act.

LONDON, March 1.—Today, the last
day for the voluntary enlistment in
the British army of single mén, show-
ed a steady flow of recruits at the re-
cruiting depots, but no rush to enroll
at the last moment, such as had been
expected.

AUSTRALIA TO DEBAR
AMERICAN TYPEWRITERS

Remington ‘Company Charged
With Selling Goods to
Enemy.

ACCUSATION IS DENIED

Washington Appealed to
Makers Who Allege
Jealousy, Etc.

WASHINGTON, March 1. — Aus-
{ralia, at the request of the British
Government, has put a prohibition on
the sale of typewriters manufactured
by the Remington Typewriter Com-
pany, on the ground that the cor-
poration is suspected of selling to
enemics of the allies. It became
known today ‘that the Remington Co.
has laid its case before the state de-
partment, denying the charge [.ad
a'leging it is the victim of the jeal-
ousy of Engl’ish manufacturers.

The American concern heretofore
has sold in Australia about 75 per
cent. of all the typewriters used. Eng-
lish firms, the company asserts, have
taken advantage of the situation cre-
ated by the var to drive their suc-
cessful competitor out of a rich fleld
by false accusations under the broad
trrme of “Trading With the Enemy
Act.”

FOE EFFORTNOT OVER
FRENCH STAF THNS

General Joffre Has Situation Well
in Hand, Paris
Hears.

MIGHT QUIT VERDUN

Allies Do Not Deem It Necessary
to Institute Counter-
Offensive.

NEW YORK, March 1.—A Times
cable from London says:

Private reports which reached Lon-
don today from authoritative sources
in Paris, describe the French general
staff as supremely confident that the
German offensive against Verdun will
force nothing in the nature of a de-
cision. Altho it is not yet possible to
say that the German effort at this sec-
tion of the line is wearing itself out,
as there is a tendency to say in Lon-
don, the French view is that Gen. Jof-
fre has the sithiation well in hand.

In fact, the most significant feature
is that the French general staff has
been under no necessity of changing
its dispositions in consequence of the
strong offensive at Verdun, which has
long been foreseen. There has been
no need, either, to seek to relieve the
pressure on the Verdun front by mak-
ing an offensive elsewhere, as could
casily have been done.

The ¥rench authority said:

“The victor of the Marne will know
when it is the psychological moment
to strike. It is unlikely that the Ger-
mans will succeed in forcing him to
action which might be premature.
Even should the tide of battle neceassi-
tate the evacuation of Verdun all the
requisite dispositions have been taken
and the German “prize” would not,
militarily speaking, be very valuable.”

The French authorities are still con-
fident that even the moral effect of
the taking of Verdun will be denied
the crown prince and the kaiser.

The following communique was issued
by the French war office at Paris last
night: ;

“In Belgium our artillery in concert
with the British artillery effectively
shelled the enemy trenches to the south-
east of Boesinghe. To the east of
Rheims a detachment comprising two
companies, which attempted to reach our
line, retreated hastily under our f{ire,
leaving some dead on the ground.

“In the region of Verdun there was no
infantry action during the course of
the day. The enemy bombardment con-
tinued to the west of the Meuse in the
zone between Malancourt and Forges, to
the east of the Meuse, especlally in the
regions of Vaux and Damloup, and in
the Woevre, on our trenches at Fresnes.

“Our artillery displayed great activity
on the entire front of the enemy to the
west of Pont-a-Mousgon. Our trench guﬂxs
shattered the German organization in
Le Fretre wood, and our heavy artillery
bombarded the enemy establishments in
the region .of Thiacourt.

QTTAWA, March 1.—~Favorable
censideration was promised by Sir
Robert Borden todav to a deputation
fiom the Trent Valley, which urged
that easterp Ontario be given the op-
portunity now enjoyed by western On-
tario in the matter of power from the
bydro commission for the farm, fac-
tory and transportation. The-obstacle,
as pointed out by J. H. Burnham, M.P..
lies in the disputed jurisdiction be-
tween provincial and federal govern-
ments,

Mr, Burnham said the source of
power was mainly on the Trent Val-
ley.Canal. The waterpowers were de-
clared the property of the Dominion,
and the federal government had leased
them to private companies and indi-
viduals. He understood they had re-
fused an offer of $7,200,000 from the
fhiydro. He urged the government to
step in and take control of the power
by paying fair value, with reasonable
interest to the investor. r

The premier expressed his full sym-
pathy and promised to use every effort
to put eastern Ontario in the same
tavorable position as the western end
of the province. He said some of the
incidents mentioned by Mr. By¥rnham
in regard to leases should be fully in-
vestigated.

ALLIES TO KEEP COOL

Germans Hope to Attract Bulk
of Reserves East of
Meuse.

LONDON, ~#March 2.—The Times
rrilitary correspondent, analyzing the
situation around Vendun, declares his
helief that the long-expected big Ger-
man offensive has begun, altho he
doubts whether Verdun is to be the
real point of the great attack.

He further declares emphatically
that no front is impenetrable in the
face of a modern artillery attack, but
he believes that the alies’ cue is “to
Yeep cool, to be avaricious in deplet-
ing the main reserves and to keep in-
creasing those reserves for action when
the Germans have exhausted them-
selves.’

The writer's belief that the Germans
are preparing to launch their main at-
tack at some point other than Verdun
is supported as follows:

“Any great success by the Germans
further to the nmorthwest than Cham-
ragne may, under the present condiw
tions, bring about an enforced retire-
ment from the Meuse. What the Ger-
mans hope for. s to attack the bulk of
theo allies’ reserves east of the ®leuse,
making an immense clatter there, and
the next German blow from the north-
west probably awaits the fulfilment of
this desire. The French appear to have
met the Verdun attack with reserves
just sufficient.to maintain the conflict.
Trere is no sign that Gen. Joffre has
yet drawn upon or even moved his
main forces.”

MINING MEN OPPOSE
SYSTEM OF TAXATION

CRUSH TEUTON TRADE

British Chambers of Commerce
Call for Aggressive Com-
mercial Policy.

LONDON, Mareh 1. — The British
Association of Chambers of Com-
merce, representing important com-
mercial bodies from all parts of the
United Kingdom, resumed its session
here today, and adopted a number ot
important resolutions on banking. and
shipping. American activities in both
these fields was urged as one of the
main factors which necessitates ener-
getic British action.,

The banking resolution first intro-
duced was somewhat critical of the
banks, but Sir Edward Holden, who
recently visited America with Lord
Reading’s cgramission, turned the tide
in a stirring speech favorable to the
hanks. He declared the banks weére
providing resources to carry on the
war and at the same time finance
British industries and also maintgin
a huge reserve for the national safety.

Big Opportunities.

Sir Edward warned commerclal
men to prepare to assist in spreading
British banking and industry to Rus-
sia and South America, and take ad-
vantage of the opportunities naw
opening. A vast organiaztion, he
said, recently had been established in
the United States, with a capital of
$50,000,000, designed to carry Ameri-
can trade thruout the world. :

“We must do the same thing,” he
declared, “and do it quickly. We
should have a system of British banks
thruout South!’ America, particularly
in the Argentine ‘and in Brazil and
thruout Rugsia and other allied coun-
tries. Our government should wake
up and take a governmental interest
in this question.”

Delegate 8. Hobson of Sheffield.
sajd the American organiaztion was
founded to get control of Argentins
trade and had extended beyond that.
He urged prompt steps by the British
to, meet American efforts to secure
South American trade.

Directed Against Germany.

The main discussion, however, was
for a British organization which
would overcome German foreign com-
petition. The resolution finally adop-
ted declared:

“The government should facilitate
the establishment of a large credit
bank. for the purpose of developing
British trade abroad.” A

The shipping resolution adopted
strongly urge®8 the government to
revise the shipping laws under which
foreign ships receiving subsidies usc
British ports and harbor facilitics
without the payment of harbor dues,
foreign ships enjoying benefits not-
extended to British vessels.

HEAVY YW WAR TAIES
INOSED ON CERMANY

Five Hundred Million Marks Ex-
pected From Additional
Imports

TO BE MOSTLY INDIRECT

Definite Financial Arrangement
Will Be Necessary When
. Peace Comes.

BERLIN, March, 1, via wireless 10
Sayville.—Today the first official an-
nouncement of the government's pro-
posed war tax bills was published.
Sfummarizing the statement the Over-
seas News Agency says:

“It is estimated that the new taxes
will yield 500,000,000 marks. They will*
consist of taxes on special war bene-
fits and on receipts. There will be ad-
ditional postage dues, a tax on wav-
bills, and the tax on tohacco will bz
increased. :

“The government on drafting tho
hills took several points of view into
consideration. While there is a moral -
necessity for a tax on special benefits
made during the war, it is necessary
at the same time not to hinder the
tormation of new capital, because the
enemy is attempting to crush the
economic forces of the German nation,
and it is even planning to continue
this design after the end of the war.

“In order to leave the direct taxes
free for the federal states and munpi-
cipalities, the new federal taxes will
be mostly indirect. THe new taxes will
spare smaller incomes and must affect
no new organizations during the war.

“As these taxes are not considered
to be of a permanent nature, tut sim-
ply war taxes, a definitive financial
arrangement will be necessary at the
end of the war” g

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Bilingualism and Prohibition

Lieut-Colonel Price, who is the only
legislator from Toronto who has gone
on .active service, unless we except
Hon. R. A. Pyne's hospital work,
moved the adoption of the address in
reply to the speech from the throne.
Besides the usual compliments, and a
specially deserved one to Hon, Mr. Mc-
Garry as a recruiting orator, Colonel
Price touched on one or two points
of pressing interest.

His statement about the bilinguial
situation, while - not exactly official,
must be taken as Peflecting in some
measure the official views of the gov-
ernment. He committed himself to the
view that dual language is a mistake,
as the experience of Austria, Belgium,
Switzerland and other places had
shown. Quebec should be satisfied
with the carrying out of treaty obli-
gations in this respect, but the rest
of the country must be English., Agi-
tators who chose this time to insist on
concessions instead of insisting on re-
cruiting were not properly seized of
the eterna] fitness of things. .

Another topic which is likely to ab-
sorb attention is the proposed legisla-
tion on prohibition. Colonel Price out-
iined the principles actuating . the
Conservative party in Ontario on the
temperance policy, and referred to the
restrictive legislation intrmoduced by
the governmernt, whereby 1200 licenses
had been cut off, It was only when
the heart of the whole people had de-
termined on the dgacrifice to an extent,
by an overwhelming body of public
opinion, to justify the government tak-
ing steps to enforce new laws and
regulations that anything could be
done. Then the time was reached
when an effort might well be made to
ascertain what that opinion was,” The
appointment of a license commission
and the eight o’clock closing had been
steps In accord with public opinion.
The verdict of the last election was
decisive as an endorsement of the
policy hitherto followed.

The war had become a great armed
economic struggle, he thought, in
which thrift might count, The ques-
tion had arisen, were the people pre-
pared not only to vote to sacrifice, but
actually to sacrifice, and assist the
government in enforcing new laws,
even to prohibition. It remained to be
seen what public opinion would sup-
port. In this connection Colonel Price
added that it should be considered
what ought to be done either now or
at the conclusion of the war to register
the views of thie men in khaki on this
question. This is the first suggestion
of the kind and is worthy of note from
its semi-official character.

Colonel Price concluded with a plea
for thrift, and by extending the hand
of fellowship to the opposition. The
fight was too big in Europe to start
a small one in the legislature. They
could trust each other and unite
brothers in carrying liberty to
world in true British fashion.

Helping the Northern Pioneer

“A cry from the North,” in a letter
from a Matheson correspondent, raises
a frequent plea for more consideration
for the settlers in the northern por-
tions. of the province. Reference is
made to the report of the sales of
homesteads during last year, Matheson
heading the list with 40,000 acres, and
Cochrane next with 32,000 The ad-
vances for seed have led to consider-
able clearings having been made. Nu-
merous settlers, however, have left
their homesteads and new settlers had
taken their place. The depth of snow
in the bush, and the embargo on pulp-
wood shipments had reduced the work
in this iine almost to nothing.

The peint on which our correspon-
dent lays stress is the abandonment of
their homesteads by those who had
been some time in the north. . They
come and invest all they have, and in
five or six years, after spending their
labor and money to make a home, they
find they cannot get along farther, and
bhave to give up. All that they have
done I8 to clear the land, and keep
mlive. Their resources are exhausted,
and without money to put up buildings
and fences and purchase stock, they
ye to stop. The newcomer. who
picks up the improved land cheap has
his money to do what the original set-
tler could not do, and he succeeds
with the extra start he gets.

To remedy, this it is suggested that

as
the

cash loans be made to the man who
has done the pioneer work and shown
that he is able 1o take hold of the land.
No bank will do any business of this
sort. The government alone has the
power and the resources to accomplish
anything of the kind. A great deal
has been done. and most successfully
done in Ireland by co-operative banks,
and no loss has occurred to the author-
ities, while the advantage to the coun-
try and the people has been marked.

It may not be an auspiciolis time
to bring the idea forward, but it has
frequently been brought forward in the
past, and the sooner it is faken into
congideration as a policy which must
one day be adopted, the better it will
be for the province. Ontario needs
settlers above everything. The popu-
lation grows very slowly, and this is
desirable in one way, but it is not de-
girable that it grow too slowly, or that
it stagnate or retrogress, and there
have been signs pointing in the latter
direction.

We have frequently dwelt on the
fact that the timber on the northern
lands, unless a pulp mill is within hail,
i# not an asset, but a liability. Peo-
ple cannot afford to spend their money
and their time cutting down trees to
burn up, and grubbing the roots out,
when they can go on prairie land and
have a crop first year without any
clearing at all. Any assistance that
can be given to genuine settlers who
have spent five years on a northern

| Ontario homestead and are willing to

remain on condition of being assisted
to stock their clearings, should not be
withheld. Every such settler:is a gain
to the country, and in nothing more
than in his power to attract others to
settle alongside him. ‘

A Great Change to Be Met

Sir George Foster, without being
pessimistic, is always a prudent
speaker on matters relating to the war.
His expressed belief that Canada has
not yet awakened to the fact that the
greatest war of the centuries is going
on is nothing more nor less than an
appreciation of the facts. His views
on the changes that are taking place
in the world, and the different place
the world will be to live in after the
conclusion of peace, should be care-
fully considered by those who think,
as he suggested, that when peace is
signed the old stream will flow on just
as it did before war broke out.

Tennyson pictures a lovely dream of
“The Sleeping Beauty,” and how the
whole of the life around her woke up
when the spell was broken, to flow
along as tho it had never been inter-
rupted. But nothing of this kind is
possible after the war. Life has
changed its currents altogether, and
even the bed of the stream will be a
new one in the future., Those who are
clinging to the old ideas and who think
that their business and their society,
their pleasure and their place in the
world will be the same after the war
as it was before are bound to have an
astonishing awakening.

It is difficult to get the people who
close themselves away from' the war
and its happenings to listen to any-
thing outside their own desires. They
seem to think that they have no re-
lation to the war—that it does not
concern them. They hope to preserve
a strict neutrality even in Canada un-
tii the war is over. Neutrality is not
possible in this earth-quaking struggle.
It is not possible even in neutral na-
tions, and it is beyond possibility in
any land of the belligerents,

The future will make this clear, but
those who wish to meet that future in-
telligently, as a part of things as they
are, and not as they have been, will
do well to reconsider their whole at-
titude to the war and the world. If
they can fight they had better fight.
If they can induce anyone else to do
80, they had better begin their per-
suasions. If they can assist with their
worldly goods there is a great cry in
their ears which they must be very
deaf not to hear,

The people of the future, who will
feel at home after the great peace, are
the people, and those alone, who have
taken their sharg in the great war.,

A CRY FROM THE NORTH,

Editor World: I ‘have before me
a cutting from our local paper,
“The Claybelt,” with reference to the
work of the crown lands office here.
Among other things the report says:
“While quite a number of the original
settlers have left, newcomers have
taken up their holdings.” This to the
thoughtful mind must reveal a deplor-
able state of affairs, What of these
“original settlers,” and why have they
left their holdings?

CANADIANS GO TO WAR
~ TOFHT FOR LIBERTY

Goodness and Greatness of Brit-
ish Empire Produces Endur-
ing Attachment.

PROTECTED BY BRITAIN

Rejection of Reciprocity With,U.
S.A. Foreshadowed Standing
by Mother Country.

Canadian Associated Press. Cable.

LONDON, Feb. 29.—The first article
Review is
written hy “A  Canadian,” who dis-
cusses Canada’s reasons for joining in
the war. Hc says:

“Financially Canada has nothing to
gain and - everything to lose by her
participation in the war. Had she re-
fused to send a man, her commercial
products would have beea sought us
readily by the allies as they are today.
The military burden voluntarily as-
sumed by Canada will add to her na-
tional debt more than:$120,000,000 =,
vear as long as the war lasts (more
than $15 a head per annum), The pro-
bability is that it will reach $150,000,-
000 a year, or more, This may seem
2 small amount, but in a young coun-
try with a small population and the
development of its railways, canals,
harbors, industries, etc., just beginning,
it is a serious matter. The capital re-
quiréd for the development of our
Canadian west,” for example, will not
he forthcoming for years. Canadians
fully realize all this, but they are
shouldering the burden without a com-
PR L L

“In order to understand the Cana-
dian attitude of mind, which induces
them to pour out their resources on
foreign soil for the first time in their
history, and to do it at a truly great
sacrifice, we must know something of
the transformation of Canadian na-
tional life in recent years,” and priefly
sketching this change, the writer con-
tinues: “Her part in imperial affairs
had broadcened her horizon and set be-
fore her the ideal of a place to be filled
in the British Empire, in which also
she had unbounded faith. . . . . .
Canadian have felt for years that they
depend for their national existence on
Great Britain. For generations, whe-
ther right or wrong, there has been a
widespread feeling in Canada. that the
various provinces would long ago have
been absorbed as states in the Ameri-
can federation, were it not for their
attachment to Great Britain.”

Centre of Gravity in Empire.

And after citing a number of fur-
ther reasons for Canada's participa-
tion the writer comments:

“Let the people of Great Britain
have no misgivings; our ~ centre of
gravity lies within thé empire. How-
ever strong the feeling of friendship
with any other nation may become,
that deeper love which grips the
heart is reserved for one only—our
mother. For this, other nations must
not blame us: for (reat Britain has
heen immeasurably more to us than
all others combined. On the other
hand, the message of the reciprocity
campaign. is not that Canadians had
any ill-will toward the-United States.
But it did show, conclusively, that, if
in time of peace the Canadian people
could become so alarmed over a com-
mercial treaty with a kindred people
with whom they énjoyed -an unbroken
friendship of a hundred years, sim-
ply because in the dim future it
might sever their British relations.
then henceforth the imperial tie was
80 strong that any danger threaten-
ing the empire would <call the "Do-
minion to the support of Britain. The
reciprocity campaign of 1911 was a
forerunner of Canada’s action in
1914.” /

“Canadian” sums up the matter in
the following paragraph: y

“After a century and a half of Brit-
ish rule, after our bitter experience
with English avarice in trade and
lnnd-rabbing in general, we silently
point to the Canadian graves in Flan-
ders. Surely we are not hypnetized
fools! No, but as an expression of
our appreciation of the goodness of a
mother who has erred, if at all, on
the side of leniency, and at the same

ance of the liberty and happiness
which we have enjoyed under British
democracy, greater we believe than
we could have enjoyed as an inde-
pendent mnation or under another
foreign power—for these reasons
Canadians are going to the front and
they will continue to go.”

NADE PLEA THAT A
" OVERSEASBE LET VOTE

Col. Price, Replying to Speech
From Throne, Dealt With
Prohibition Referendum.

THE BILINGUAL QUESTION

Capt. Hartt Bitterly Pronounced
Agitators in Canada as
Traitors to Country.

The monster parade held the legisla-
ture back an hour and a half in getting
down to business yesterday, but from
4.30 in the afternoon until adjournment,
before 6, the house heard the address by
Lieut-Col. W. H. Price, Parkdale, in re-
ply to the speech from the throne; a war
speech by the secqnder, Captain J. L
Hartt, Itast Simcoe, and allowed the in-
troduction of several bills, in¢luding the
minister of public works' bill to create
a trades and labor brauch.

N. W. Rowell rose before Mr. Price
began his address and intimated his
pleasure and that of tl_m onposition -t
seeing the premier back in his place. “If
there is anything we can do to make the
work and responsibility resting on the
premier less arduous, it will pe done,”
he szid.

In his address, Lieut.-Col. Price refer-
red to all the legislation of which the
government has given notice, but most
particularly to the prohibition referen-
dum. His statement thst, in his per-
sonal opinion, some method shou'l be
arrived at whereby the men in khaki on
overseas service could register their
opinion in the referendum, is probably
the first note of what is to become a big
issue in the debate in the house and in
the referendum campaign..

Bilingual Question.

The bilingual question was the first
live issue touched upon ‘in the address.
“A dual language in any courtry is a
mistake,” he said. ‘A country czn only
be great when.it has all the essentials of
unity, of which langusge is one.” The
speaker pointed out that Ireland had
risen above internal discord, and that the
people of Great Britain, whether Caelic,
English, Irish or Scotch, spoke English.
“The agitator who seizes upon this criti-
cal moment to arouse racial strife, "in-
stead of lending his assistance to re-
cruiting, has not his country’'s interests
at heart.”

Lieut.-Col. Price declared that Ontario’s
representation in London ought to be re-
organized, because Ontario was not get-
ting its share of advertising. Western
Canada is praised far and wide, but rare-
ly do intending immigrants hear any-
thing of the advantages of Ontario.

Pleads for Men Overseas.

The prohibition issue came next. The
policy of the Liberal-Conservative party
had always been to advance legislation
as public opinion became . strong enough
to demand it. Under Mr. Hanna's ad-
ministration, the number of licenses had
been materially reduced, and other ad-
vanced temperance legislation, such as
the eight o'clock closing, brought for-
ward. The big war had now become an
economic struggle, and the question
arose, Were the people prepared to not
only vote sacrifice, ut to act sacrifice
with regard to liquor?

“As announced, the government is
bringing in a prohibition act, and will
leave it to the people to say whether that
sct shall go into force st some future
date. Something should be done now or
at the conclusion. of the war to register
the wishes of the men in khaki,” said the
member. .
Direct Taxatlion.

The war has brought us in close touch
with direct taxation, he said. Ontario
should no longer draw upon her re-
sources to meet existing needs, If On-
tario’s business had been run as any
business man would have run his affairs,
there would be no need for the govern-
ment to deal with the question of direct
taxation now.

Captain James Hartt (East Simcoe)
seconded the address, and confined his
remarks almost entirely to the war. His
statement that Sir Sam Hughes was look-
ed upon as the biggest man in Canada
today brought thunderous applause from
the government side. He bitterly arraign-
ed bilingual agitators. “We look
around, and see men trying to divide
their fellow men on legislation. I pro-
nounce these men today as traitors to
their country and to their King. I also
believe they do not represent their con-
stituents by whom they were elected.”

Defends Munition Manufacturers.

He defended the munition manufactur-
ers from the attacks on their percentage
of profits. ‘I believe the man in Can-
ada who is manufacturing munitions is
doing as much for his country as the
man in the trenghes,” he déclared.

It had been said that farmers’ sons
were not coming forward at recruiting
centres, In his own constituency any-
way the member declared this was un-
true.

When the minister of public works pre-
sented his bill for a new trades and labor
branch, Mr. Rowell asked for a brief
explanation. Mr. Macdiarmid explained
the proposed amalgamation of depart-
ments and declared that the biggest
proposition of all' connected with it was
in getting the proper man at the head
of it.

Civil Service Commission.
Rowell: “Is this pursuant to the
report of the unemployment commis-
sion?" ;
sir, Maediarmid: “Yes, practically.”

Mr. Rowell: “I had hoped the govern-
ment would go further and extend the
scope -of the department.

Today the opposition will question the
government on the number of machine
guns purchased by the province, when
they were bought and what the cost
was,. On Friday the opposition has
given notice it will enquire on the cost
to date of the government house and the
amount of taxes, on account of the war
tax, in the hands of the government.

Mr. Sam Carter has given notice of
motion that he will move for the crea-
tion of a non-partisan civil service com-
mission to make all appointments and
promotions in the civil service. "In his
resolution is the expression of opinion
that the patronage system is ir_\lmlcal
to the highest .interests of public ser-
vice, The house adjourned until three
o'clock this afternoon.

state of affairs for any country to only
have one court, but W. F. Maclean
(South York) suggested that it might
be looked upon as God’s blessing.

Munition Workers™ Wages.
In reply to a series of questions put
to the government by Mr. Verville,
the Liberal-Labor member for Mai-
sonneuve, this afternoon, Hon. T. W.
Crothers, minister of labor, stated
that the subject of inserting a fair-
wage clause in contragts for muni-
tions had engaged the attention of
the government; ralso the application
of the Industrial Disputes Act, but
that so far as contracts made by the
imperial munitions board and the old
shell committee were concerned the
Dominion Government had no juris-
diction.
Representation, however, had been
made to the imperial government, and
the Canadian Government had made
its views known on the subject in
the following terms:

. Fair Wage Clause.
“A fair wage clause is inserted by
the Government of Canada for all
contracts for supplies and munitions
of war, which are ordered by the
Canadian Government for the Can-
adian military force. There is, there-
fore, no reason whatever from the
standpoint of the Canadian Govern-
ment why the contract placed by the
British Government in Canada should
not contain a fair-wage clause., In
adopting that course, the British Gov-
ernment will be directly in line with
the course pursued by the Canadian
Government in its own contracts. The
representatives of the labor organiza-
tions have been informed  that the
Canadian Government has no control
whatever over the former nature of
any such contracts, but that their
suggestions would be recommended
to the consideration - of the British
Government.”

The Dominion Government, Mr.
Crothers said, had attached a fair-
wage clause to all contracts for which
it was responsible except in a few
cases in the early weeks of the war
when telegraphic orders were given,
but no formal contracts were drawn
up.

Immigration Problem.

Hon. Dr. Roche, minister of the in-
terior, replied to several questions,
put by Sir Wilfrid Laurier, respecting
the immigration policy of the govern-
ment. He said it was not the policy
of the government to bonus immi-
grants unless they were agricultural
laborers or domestic servants. Great
efforts were being made to secure
more immigrants from the United
States, but our officials were laboring
under great difficulties. Recently the
minister of the interior had called a
meeting of the immigration agents
stationed in the United States which
had been attended by representatives
from the prairie provinces. He read
a letter from Hon. W, S. Scott, pre-
mier of Saskatchewan, to Sir Robert
Borden, expressing satisfaction with
the efforts of the immigration depart-
ment in the United States, In the
course of his letter Premier Scott took
occasion to say that so long as the
federal government refused to give up
her natural resources to Saskatche-
wan the Dominion Government must
bear the entire cost of immigration.
At the same time the officials of the
Saskatchewan Government would be
glad to co-operate with any efforts
put forth by the federal government
to bring immigrants to Canada and
settle them in the west.

Flax Affords Opportunity.

The house then discussed a resolu -
tion offered ‘by Mr. Glass (East Mid-
dlesex), calling upon the government
to encourage and aid in the develop-
ment of the flax industry. In this
province flax is grown mainly in the
Counties of Huron and Lambton, obut
in the western provinces it has begon:e
of great commercial importance.

can over its own steel, but if the Can-
adian Northern attempted to haul all
the western grain in its territory to
Fort William or ‘eastern Canada the
job would occupy it until June. The
bill therefore authorizes the railway
commission to compel any railway in
the west after the close of navigation
to transport wheat to the nearest ele-
vator and then another road may be
compelled to transport it from that
elevator to or east of the head of the
lakes., The farmer, however, is only
to pay the thru rate. This seems at
first blush to be hard on the road on
which the traffic originates, but the
board is authorized to apportion the
thru rate equitably between the com-
panies. In a word the Canadian
Northern will operate a shuttlecock
service between local points on its
branch lines and Saskatoon and the
Grand Trunk Pacificc which has a
great deal of idle motive power and
equipment on hand, will look- after the
long haul.

MINERAL PRODUCTION
SHOWS BG INCREAE

Advance of Ten Millions Shown
Last Year Over Previous
One.

SILVER - DECREASED

Production of Gold Valued at
Over Eighteen Millions—
Not Up to Record.

The preliminary report of the Ottawa

department of mines on the mineral
production of Canada during the cal-
endar year 1915 shows the total value
of the metal and mineral production
in- 1915 was $138,513,750, compared
with $128,863,075 in 1914, and $145,-
634,812 in 1913, the latter being the
highest production recbrded. The in-
crease in 1916 over 1914 was thus
$9,650,675, or 7.49 per cent., but the
output is still less than that in 1913 by
$7,121,062,
_ The total production of gold in placer
and mill bullion and in smelter pro-
ducts in 1915 is estimated at 916,076
fine ounces valued at $18,936,971, as
compared with 773,178 - fine ounces
valued at $15,983,007 in 1914, an in-
crease of $2,953,964 or 18.5 per cent.
Altho the production has more than
doubled since 1907 it has not yet
rcached the high mark attained during
Klondike’s best years. The 1915 out-
put was exceeded during each of the
four years from 1899 to 1902.

The production of silver was 28,401,-
73856 ounces valued at $14,088,397 as
against 28,449,821 ounces in 1914,
valued at $15,593,630. Silver is the
principal metal that did not show an
increased production in 1915, The
falling off in quantity was very smafl
however, amounting to only 48,084
ounces. Owing to the lower price of
silver the decrease in total value was
$1,605,234 ‘or over 9.6 per cent.

The copper output in 1915 was the
highest recorded. The production in
smelters together with the estimated
recoveries or amounts paid for in ores
exported amounted to 102,612,486 pounds
which at the average New York value
of refined copper would be worth
$17,726,307. The highest previous pro-
duction was in 1912 when an output of
77,832,127 pounds was reached. Com-
pared with the production in 1914 which
was 75,735,960 pounds valued at $10,-
301,606 an increase is shown of 26,876,-
526 pounds or 35 per cent. and in total
value of $7,424,701, or 72 per cent.

Refined metallic nickel is now being
recovered in Canadian refineries, but
only in small quantities and as a by-
product in the smelting and refining
of the silver-cobalt-nickel ores of the
Cobalt district, nickel oxide having been
recovered in these smelters for several
years. The nickel-copper ores of the
Sudbury district supplemented f?y a
small tonnage of similar ores from the
Alexo mine in Timiskaming, north of
Cobalt are the main sources of nickel
production which in 1915 increased
nearly 50 per cent. as compared with
1914 and is greater than the production
in.1913, the largest previous record, by
over 37 per cent.

Altho there was an increase of near-
ly 25 per cent. in the production of
lead the 1915 output has been exceed-
ed in six of the past 15 years. The
production of lead in 1914 was 45,-
377,065 pounds, which valued at 5.60
cents per pound, the average price of
pig lead in Montreal for the year.

Active trading characterized the
merning session at the Standard Stoch
Exchange yesterday, but in the after-
noon little or nothing was done on
account of the big military parade,
the session being adjourned shortly
after opening.

In spite of this the transactions for
the day were lacger than any day this
week, amounting to 106,990 shares.

What the market made in activity,

2ble news is received from Ottawa
regarding the war tax.

In the meantime the mar-
lzev seems very susceptible to bearish-
vess and selling pressure. ;

The one notable exception to the
maket weakness was Dome Extension,
for which there was a persistent de-
mand all day. The stock opened at
281% and sold up fractionally to 29,
closing at 291 bid.  Transactions in
the stock amounted to .over 22,000
skares, practically all of which was
done during-the morning.

WHEAT PRCES BRKE
" ON ALARMING RUMS

Disturbing .Stories From Washing-
ton About Submarine Issue in
Congress Worries Chicago.

HAD BEGUN TO ADVANCE

Rally After Early Fright About
Shipping. Wiped Out by Later
Domestic Troubles.

CHICAGO, March 1.—Disturbing re-
ports from Washington regarding the
gu’bmarine issue in congress and touch-
ing the status of ithe German ambas-
sador there, caused wheat prices to
break today, after the market had ral-
lied from the bearish effect of news
that seemed to show increased ac-
tivity in the «destruction of British
ships. Prices closed nervous %c to
3.c net lower, with May at $1.113% and
July at $1.08 7-8.

Lowest prices of the day in the
wheat pit came early, when the mar-
Let was most sensitive as to whether
the new undersea policy of the Ger-
mans would be likely to diminish
greatly the number of vessels avail-
able for export business from the
United States. At first the trade ap-
peared to be inclined to take a pes-
simistic. view df the outlook. -Prices
accordingly fell, influenced to some ex-
tent by bearish estimates of domestic
farm reserves. Later the attention of
the majority. of speculators veered to
reports of unusually active buying on]
the part of millers at Minneapolis and
to advices of serious winter killing in
nearly all of the soft wheat states.
The result was a temporarily forcible
upturn in values. Rim s

‘Washington developments took ef-
fect ‘'on wheat chiefly in the last hour
of trading. Baseless rumors werg cur-
rent that Ambassador Bernstorff had
heen given his passports. The result
was to more than wipe out all ad-
vances in wheat quotations and to
leave the market at the finish in a de-
cidedly unsettled condition.

Export sales of 1,000,000 bushels of
oatg failed to act as much of a stimu-
lue to the oats market. Quotations of
oats appeared to depend almost wholly
on the course of other grain.

Higher prices of hogs lifted provi-
sions.
