Last winter was the biggest year’s busi­
ness done with the I. C. R. big elevator, 
when 400,000 bushels of grain were' hand­
led. Up to the present time this season 
over a million bushels have been handled 
in the elevator, and there are 113 cars 
loaded with grain, for Which there is no 
room in the elevator.

The capacity of the elevator is 550,000 
bushels of one sort, and there are now over 
400,000 bushels of different grains await­
ing shipment. Owing to the different 
kinds of grain which cannot be mixed, 
no more can be put in, and it will be ne­
cessary to ship some of the grain away

before the waiting cats can be unloaded.

K., said this morning that their business 
was in much better shape than at this 
time last year. The absence of snow 'for 
such a long period had enabled the rail­
way authorities to get the local business 
cleared up and everything was now in 
good shape.

The shipments from the C. F. R. elevat­
ors up to the present time total 1,444,179 
bushels, while there are 954,000 bushels now 
in the elevators and in cars awaiting an 
opportunity to be moved into the big 
buildings.

Contracts have been made up to the 
first of April for over 0,000,000 bushels and 
in addition to this there will' be the, April 
shipments, which are always very heavy.

LONDON, Jan. 0—The perjury charge 
brought against Herbert Druce by his 
nephew George Hollamby Druce, has col­
lapsed, but the civil action for the recov­
ery o fthe estate of the Duke of Portland 
will be continued. This became known 
this afternoon, when Mr. Atherly Jones, 
counsel for George Hollamby Druce, an­
nounced that in view of the discoveries 
made when ithe coffin of Charles Druce, was 
opened and examined, Dec. 30, it will be 
impossible to proceed with the prosecu­
tion. The statement was made after the 
presentation of evidence by Prof. Augus­
tus J, Pepper, of the University of Lon­
don, and others who were present at the 
exhumation.

Herbert Druce was charged with 
mitting perjury by swearing that h» 
father, Thomas Charles Druce, of the 
Baker street bazaar, died Dec. 28, 1864, 
and that he saw the body placed itt a cof­
fin and buried in Highgate cemetery. 
George Hollamby Druce declared that this 
must be untrue, because T. C. Druce was 
in fact the fifth Duke of Portland, who 
lived until 1879. That being so, George 
Hollamby Druce claimed that he himself, 
being the senior descendant in the male 
line, was the rightful heir of the Port­
land dukedom and to certain rich estates, 
the income from which is placed at $1,500,- 
000 a year, now held by Lord Howard 
De Walden. The grave of T. C. Druce, 
on being opened, was found to contain 
human remains, which were declared to 
be those of T. C.‘ Druce. Robert C. Cald­
well, of New York, gained considerable 
notoriety during the hearing of the case 
by swearing that the Duke of Portland, 
had lived as T. C. Druce, and that the 
Duke of Portland, tired of this dual ex­
istence, put his old self, T. C. Druce, to 
death and arranged a mock funeral, at 
which a quantity of lead was buried in 
Highgate cemetery in Place of a body.

Witness caught hold 
of him to prevent hie going out and when 
she sent for the police he turned and 
struck her on the side of the face.

Continuing Mrs. Moore stated that her 
husband got out of jail a couple of weeks 
before Christmas and since then had earn­
ed only $3 which was sufficient to pay a 
month’s rent. She had worked about ten 
days since her husband had gp* -out of

Port Elgin, Jan. 4r—(Special)The Liberal 
rally here tonight was well attended and 
the speakers were given careful hearing. 
W. M. Spence wan chairman and called 
upon Hon. F. J. Sweeney as the first 
speaker. In opening Mr. Sweeney express­
ed the regret of Premier Robinson, who 
was unable to be present. He then devoted i 
a considerable time to the statement of! 
Canada’s growth, under Liberal rule,which 1 
he said had been contrary to all Tory pre­
dictions. He then passed on to speak of ; 
the administration of hie department ; 
against which no charge had ever been 
made in the house since he became sur­
veyor general. He spoke of the great in­
crease in receipts from game licenses and 
fishery leases and told of the development 
of the mining industry of the province by 
the government and of the prospect for! 
future advances. He also dealt with the 
opposition charges re financial condition of 
the province which he declared were ab­
surd. He also ridiculed the opposition’s 
stand regarding the Central Railway.

Mr. Sweeney was followed by C. M. 
Léger, who characterized as unfair and un­
reasonable many of the opposition charges 
which were made out in the country and 
never repeated in the house. He pointed 
out also that a former Tory government 
piled up a debt of 16,000,000 in a short 
time. The sum, he said, totalled $2,000,000 
greater than the present debt. But the 
great question, he went on, is not the size 
of the debt, but whether or not the debt 
has been caused by unreaeohable expendi­
tures. Mr. Leger also lauded the govern­
ment’s agricultural policy which he says 
has accomplished much for the farmers.

The body of the Opera House was well 
filled with supporters of the party.

# COUNTESS PAID MONTHLY 

ALLOWANCES TO HUSBAND

THAT COUGH! Pittsburg, Pa., Jan. 4—The many stories 
concerning the financial settlements growing 
out of the marriage of the Earl of Yarmouth 
and Miss Alice Thaw were set at rest today 
by a statement issued by Prank Semple, jr., 
agent and attorney of the Thaw estate. It Is 
stated positively that Yarmouth has absolute­
ly no control over any of his wife's fortune, 
but. Instead, is given a moderate sum month­
ly according to an agreement previous to the marriage.

Attorney Semple’s statement is:
"There appears to be some misapprehension 

In regard to the fortune of the countess. It 
Is all in her own control: The Earl of Yar­
mouth has not squandered her wealth. A 
large part of her fortune was placed in the 
hands of trustees by her father, under his 
will ,and previous to the marriage of the 
countess she placed the remaining portion in 
a private trust for her own use, and it is 
being held in this country and under her 
control. Money Is sent to her from America 
as she wants it The countess set aside an 
allowance for the earl under the marriage 
settlement, which he receives monthly.”

It is believed here that should the countess 
secure a nullification of her marriage, as ap­
plied for in the English courts, the earl’s 
monthly allowance will stop immediately.

The nature of the charges brought by the 
countess have resulted In many expressions of 
sympathy for her.

Attorney Semple admitted today that Mrs. 
William Thaw, mother of the countess, Is at 
her home In this city, confined with a slight 
attack of rheumatism, and that she has tele­
graphed to Nèw York that she would be un­
able to attend the opening of the trial of her 
»<m, Harry K. Thaw, Monday.

“Naturally,” said Mr. Semple, “Mrs. Thaw 
knew of her daughter’s marital Infelicity 
some time ago, and of her intention to apply 
tqr a divorce. The public announcement 
that the countess had taken this action has 
not, therefore, been so severe a shock to Mrs 
Thaw as it would have been had she been 
unprepared for It. This has nothing to do 
with her going to New York.”

Mr. Maxwell reviewed some of the acts 
of the government and commented upon 
Premier Robinson’s refusal to meet J. K. 
Flemming in a discussion'"of the financial 
position of the province. While there had 
been a general wave of prosperity over the 
country yet in New Brunswick there had 
been nothing but annual deficits. Public 
services had been neglected and money 
wasted, the deplorable condition of the 
highway, bridges, etc,, being cited to show 
the neglect of the government. Reference 
was made to the selection of H. A. Mc­
Keown as attorney-general and Maxwell 
said one of his first public utterances was 
an absolute falsehood. This was his state­
ment to the effect that the opposition had 
not opposed the highway act and were as 
much responsible for it as was the gov­
ernment.
