McGill Student May Die As a
Resuit of Partial Asphyxiation

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MONTREAL, April 1 (Special)—Hans

Harthan, a second year student in the
architectural eourse of the faculty of ap-
@icd science at MeGill, and a son of Dr.
PHans Harthan, until last ‘week a teacher
#%4 in the Mc@Gill conservatory of music, was
found unconscious in his room at 86 Union
avenue this morning and taken to the gen-
eral hospital in‘a serious condition, as a
yesult of partial asphyxiation by gas. Up
to a late hour tonight Harthan’s condi-
{ion showed little or no change, and it is
not likely that the physicians in attend-
ance will be able to make a definite pro-
nouncement in his condition until to-
shorrow evening. Friends of the young
student were at a loss to make an explan-
ption of the circumstances under which he
was found. :

He retired to his room apparently in

his usual .spirits Sunday night. This
morning some one passing his room no-
ticed a smell of gass. The door was
broken open and the young man . was
found lying on the bed fully dressed as if
to go out, with the gas jet turned on.
While the circumstances point strongly to
nttempted suicide, the only motives which
his friends could assign for the act was
that he had been overwhelmed with re-
gret at the departure of his parents for
Philadelphia on Sunday, or that he had
met with a social disappointment, the im-
portance of which youthful fancy had ex-
. mggerated. {

Dr. Harthan has been three years in
Montreal, and during that time he won
yecognition as one of the best pianists
Montreal has had. A year ago he entered
jnto an engagement with the McGill con-

# servatory of music to teach in that institu-
{ion for a year and this engagement term-
inated by mutual arrangement vesterday.

It is well known among Harthan’s
friefjds that he was keenly disappointed
with musical conditions in Montreal. .

Big' Strike May Close Every
Brewery During Hot Season,

ST. LOUIS, April 2—August A. Busch,
millionaire vice-president of the Anheu-

ser-Busch Brewing Association states that
he will don overalls and act as fireman
for his great brewery.

“My office force and other mechanically
unskilled employes will also put on over-
alls,” he added, “and we will all shovel
coal.”

At this brewery 275 brewers, 145 freight
handlers and 66 firemen laid down their
tools.

The strike of 850 brewers and maltsters
for increase from $16 to $18 per week,
wl_)ic%ll1 was followed by strikes of two al-
lied unions, threatens a complete cessation
of all brewing in the twenty-three brewer-
jes in St. Louis and East St. Louis.

The brewers offer $1 per week increase.
The strikers plead greater cost of living
and the boss brewers increased cost of
materials.

THE GREAT RUSH
FOR NEW SECURITIES

A Change That Has Come|

Over Wall Street in Recent
Months.

NEW YORK, April 1—A remarkable
.,,na'ng-e has come over Wall Street’s view
of ‘rights. When it was annonunced that
the Minnésota courts had prohibited the

Great Northern Railway Company from |

jssuing $60,000,000 new stocks, the market
bhailed the decision as a bullish develbp-
ment and the stock advanced. Not many
days ago the stock was again marked up
on a story that should the legal decision
g0 against the company notes would be
issued, - Last week the final decision came
that the companly is entitled to issue the
new securities, and this also was twist
ed into a favorable factor! It was
noticeable, however, that the rights
collapeed on ,the curb. TUnless the
Great Northern takes immediate ac-
tion on less  than  $24,000,000 of
the new stock will have to be subscribgd
for by April 9, and it is morally certain
that many holders of Hill securities are
in no position to-respond to such an on-
erous demand. It iy scarcely conceivable
that the company will insist upon such a
large percentage being paid at once, es-
pecially as the money market is at a cru-
cial point and stands a good chance of
being in materially better shape before
the end of April.

The slump in Great Northern rights re-
vived memories of similar movements. Un-
til a year or so ago an announcement of
a new stock issue by a large corporation
was heralded as a strongly bullish fea-
ture, and there was generally a rush to
buy stock in order to participate in the
prospective  valuable rights, Financial
writers dwelt at length upon the increas-
ed earnings that would accrue from the
new expenditures and usually agreed that
the company was branching out prosper-
ously. During 1906, however, 1 3-4 billions
of ne'r securities were thrown on the mar-
ket, and this reversed sentiment. Instead
of a mew issue helping a company, it was
invariably followed by a decline in the
company’s securities.

EARLY FRUIT CROP

_ Advices from California Indi-

cate a Shortage as Resuit of
the Heavy Rains..'

(New York, April 1.)
Letters from the coast confirm recent
telegraphic reports of damage done to t:he
" early fruit crop by continuous heavy rains
during the blossoming seasol. The Napa
Fruit Company, of Napa, write under
date of March 19: “We have jusi had a
very heavy storm, in fact, a flood, for ?he
past two days, and all this is. not going
to be of benefit to the coming crops.
Peaches are out in full bloom and prunes
are just coming out. It remains to be
seen  whether the rain will have the
game effect upon them as it had on ap-
ricots and almonds. These last two var-
jeties will be a very light crop in this sec-
tion this season.” .
The Phocnix Packing Company, writing
from San Jose on the 18th, says: “It
has been raining almost steadily since
Saturday morning, aad coming after a
long series of storms the, effect on the
crops has been. serious. Reports from ‘all
parts .of the valley indicate that during
the present storm from 2 to 5 inches of
rain have fallen, and the normal rainfall
for the entire season has been already
passed. Reports to the effect on fruit re-
ceived from. Mayfield, Suayvale, Los Ga-
tos and Saratoga vary. There is a gen-
eral unanimity of opinion that the apri-
cot crop has been destroyed almost en-
tirely, and that the peaches heve been
injured to some extent. The effect upon
the prune. crop is in dqubt, although it
is not likely that great damage has been
done. The storm is by all odds the worst
for meveral years in its effects upon the
crops. The extent of the damag: cannot
be estimated until the weather clears.
We are still having heavy rains, which
may continue for some tim: vet.”

He Has Instituted Suits Against the Fredericton
Gleaner, Halifax Herald, and Toronto World---
Offers to Resign Until He is Vindicated.

v

Ottawa, April 1—Hon. H. R. Emmer-
son has telegraphed to Fredericton (N.

B,), and Toronto to counsel to take legal
proceedings against the Fredericton Glean-
er and Toronto World for publishing what
he declares to be libellous and defama-
tory statements affecting his character.

The same course will be taken against
the Halifax Herald and all newspapers
which have published the alleged libel,
which the minister declares to be devoid
of truth.

When the house meets tomorrow Mr.
Emmerson will take the first opportunity

of giving emphatic contradiction to th{
Gleaner’s statements, and will state tha
he has taken legal proceedings to clear
the aspersions cast upon him.

It is also understood that the minister
of railways will offer his resignation to
the premier, that the first minister and
the government may not suffer through
the slanders which are being circulated
against' him, feeling satisfied that as soon
as the case can be brought to trial he
will be honorably acquitted.

The only official statement given out
tonight is that writs have been ordered
against the newspapers mentioned, but it
is understood that. the course the minister
of railways will take tomorrow is in ac-
cordance with that outlined above.

BIG STRIKE THREATENED IN

NOVA SCOTIA COAL MINES

P. W. A. Miners Came Out With Demand for Closed Shop---
Dominion Coal Company Will Fight to the Finish. :

Halifax, N. S., April 1—There is a
strong possibility if not probability of
trouble between the Dominion Coal Com-
pany and the P. W. A, the union in
which the organized workmen are banded
together. For several weeks the P. W. A.
in Cape Breton, particularly, have been
very active in soliciting membership for
their lodges. They have carried their pro-
paganda as far as practically to declare a
strike by refusing to work in the mines
with non-union men. The declaration of
the men in both cases has been that they
would not return to work until the non-
union men joined the association. They
are now out at Dominion No. 1.

When the men were ready to work af-
ter -enrolling the non-unionists the com-
pany would not take them back becauge
they claimed they had repair work to do
in the mine. It is the intention of the P.
W. A. to apply their policy of closed
shop to all the collieries of the Dminion
Coal Company.

A pronouncement made by the Domin-
ion Coal Company today throws down the
gauntlet to the P. W. A. and practically
invites a strike. General Manager Duggan
says the company not only will resist the
closed shop policy but will not tolerate
interference with freé labor in any shape
whatever. The present attitude on the
part of the company gives the P. W. A.
the alternative of desisting from their
present ,campaign or declaring a strike
and the company would seem to welcome
either position.

Under the new labor law for the pre-
vention of strikes, a strike is defined as
“ceasing work.”” The P. W, A. leaders
claim there is no strike, and in suspend-
ing work at the coilieries and injuring
the business of the company ,they claim

that it is a quarrel with non-unionists
and not with the company. -
The non-unionists consider the action of
the P. W. A. as tyrannical and many of
them have already left for the United
States and elsewhere. The movement to

.compel all workmen to join the union has

caused the stoppage of work at Westville,
Springhill, Sydney Mines and Dominion
No. 1. In each case the P W. A. succeed-
ed. The only difference between these
places and collieries of the coal company,
is that the big coal company collects the
lodge dues from iits pay roll. If it refuses
to continue to do so, the result will be
serious to the P. W. A. apd the situation
is viewed with alarm among many of the
workmen.

In 1890
there were shipped from the town 6,030
head of cattle, the record-making epoch
in the industry. Now the chipments do
not exceed 1,500 head, but the amount of
grain grown for export last year totalled
up to about 2,000,000 bushels.

The steamer had
on board when she reached Halifax 349
second cabin .and 402 steerage passengers,
219 second cabin and 140 steerage pas-
sengers came around to this port and land-
ed here.

The steamer has on board a very large
cargo for this uity and the west, includ-
ing a quantity of oranges and onions.
The passage across the Atlantic to Halifax
was rather a stormy one, although the
weather was fine the first five days out’
from Liverpool. On March 25th a very
heavy gale with high seas prevailed and
the ship only logged 146 miles in twenty-
four hours. Her daily runs were 321, 318,

200, 146, 250, 310, 288 and 334. The trip |

around from Halifax was made in yester-
day’s snow storm under slow steam. The
Parisian is berthed at the I. C. R. wharf.
