To carry out this huge task 
the work was placed on an interna­
tional basis and the British section was 
allotted to the Observatory at Green­
wich, and the Cape Observatories.

A thousand plates have been taken 
and printed at Greenwich, and two 
huge black volumes, each containing 
more than BOO pages, testify to. the 
labor of the astronomers. At the Cape 
Observatory there are 
these volumes, each of 
than 200 pages.

OTHERS STILL AT WORK
Other observatories In different parts 

of the world are still working on their 
sections. Some will have finished in 
five or six years’ time, others may take 
longer.

When the whole map is finished there 
will be a,record of the exact position 
of about five million stars at the be­
ginning of the 20th century.

This work was started in 1924 when 
a new gas holder with a capacity of 
100,000 cubic feet was erected; replac­
ing one Having a capacity of 60,000 
feet. At the same time a hew exhaus­
ter was installed with a capacity of 
8,000 cubic feet an- hour, for pumping 
the gas from benches to holder. A 

tar extractor was also Installed. 
This reclaims all light oils and tar be­
fore the gas reaches the scrubber, the 
latter washing the gas, taking out the 
ammonia and a portion of the sulphur. 
Many gas plants reclaim the ammonia, 
but the Saint John plant is’not yet 
large enough to warrant the installa­
tion of an ammonia still.

*J*HE two strongest teams In ths 
American League—as they size to­

day—are the St, Louts Browns and the 
Philadelphia Athletics. Thslr actual 
strength, vouched for by the records and 
their general showing In 1925, plus the 
Strength added through acquisition of 
players,and other conditions give them 
the edge. Of the two, I believe the 
Athletics have a shade the better.

Other minor, hut still Important rea­
sons are that Mickey Cochrane, catch­
ing sensation of last season, enters this 
one with a year's big leauge experience 
behind him and a working knowledge 
of the Athletic pitchers.

Jimmy Poole, who will have to assume 
Hauser's place at first In all probability, 
has had a year of big league work at 
first and now has the benefit of Glea­
son’s help dally.

Sammy Gray, pitching sensation of 
last year until hit on the pitching wrist 
and forced to retire from the game for 
weeks, can well expect to avoid such a 
fate this year.

As far as general playing strength Is 
concerned the Athletics have the best 
balanced club.

HOLLYWOOD, March 80—(United 
Press)—Movie-making is characterized 
by tremendous waste. Millions of feet 
of film are ground through the cameras 
and discarded every week in the film 
plants.

Much of the waste is unavoidable. 
But the problem of cutting this super­
fluous filming to the minimum Is para­
mount with producers.

The average picture, as it is run in 
the movie houses throughout the world, 
runs 7,000 feet in length, slightly more 
than a mile of cdlnlold.

But before the finished picture is re­
leased, an average of 800,000 feet of 
film is run through the clicking cam­
eras. Each foot of film records action 
before the cameras, meaning that the 
producers are paying the overhead, in­
cluding salaries of players, technicians 
and directors, on 40 times more pro­
duction than goes to market

Most scenes are filmed from two to 
half a doaen times. This is a practice 
generally followed In the studios. Ex­
perienced directors, as a rule, take 
fewer “shots" of a scene than the 
younger megaphone-wielders. Only a 
skilful director knows without viewing 
the proofs of the day’s filming whether 
a scene has registered properly or not.

Entire scenes, which may represent 
hours of time and labor by ,atv entire 
expensive cast, are eliminated. Hun­
dreds of long, drawn-out sequences are 
shortened. Many an aspiring player 
may hare labored for days before the 
cameras, before a bawling director, 
only to find when the completed film 
U shown that he has been left out 
of the picture entirely.

A most heroic deed was performed 

by Captain Greenlaw when he and 
members of his crew rescued several of 
the crew of the steam trawler Mikado 
off the coast of Cape Breton in May, 
1924. During the night proceeding 
May 26, 1924, the trawler went ashore 
on Forchu Island and was rapidly 
breaking up during the storm that 
raged.

When Captain Greenlaw reached the 
spot he was unable to bring his tug 
near the wreck, but he, with two 
members of the crew, launched a life 
boat In which they drifted down to 
the wrecked vessel. They could not 
get alongside but were able to float a 
life-line down to the trawler and by 
this means hauled the survivors of the 
crew into the lifeboat and then trans- 
fered them to the tug. Eight of the fif­
teen members' of the crew died front 

before Captain Greenlaw 
reached the wreck and one died just 
as he was being lifted on to the deck 
of the Ocean Eagle.

RECOGNITION GIVEN.

Todd, acting in behalf of the 
British Board of Trade, for the heroism 
displayed during the rescue.

Major E. J. Simon 
on Wales, his native'country.

Slides of this land, famous for beauty 
and tradition, were shown, depicting 
the beautiful country along, the shores 
of Cardigan Bay and Major Simon, at 
many points emphasized the heritage 
which Wales has given to the Empire 
and the World. It was through the 
earnest desire of a Welsh wegnan— 
Mary Jones—to obtain a Bible for her­
self, which later suggested the forma­
tion of the British and Foreign Bible 
Society. From this country came Lloyd 
George, who had proved one of the 
Empire builders—here, too, were scenes 
which inspired the great poets, Words­
worth and Shelley.

Great possibilities for summer resorts 
were nearly evident in almost all the 
scenes—places enjoyable, not only for. 
their beauty, but the historic connec­
tion of the surrounding country. The 
ancient Castles of Criccieth, Harlech, 
and Aberystwyth were shown and 
stories connected with each related. The 
famous song “Men of Harlech,” as well 
as the Welsh National Anthem “Hen 
Wlad fy Nhadau,” were sung in Welsh, 
“Jesus Lover of My Soul” was also 
sung to the old Welsh hymn tune, 
“Aberystwyth.” The Legend tof the 
“Bells of Aberdovey’’ was told and the 
music played by Miss A. McColgan 
very effectively bringing out the spirit 
of the legend.

Castles which were scenes of con­
quest of the country by Edward I., 
strongholds of the Welsh in the Wars 
of the Rosés, were shown on the screen. 
The lecturer explained the language of 
Wales and the endeavors of the people 
to preserve It.

Bits of Welsh history and tradition 
were of great interest, espedally of the 
Druids, the formation of the Mountain 
of Criccieth, the first Prince of Wales, 
and an account of the royal national 
Eisteddfod, also the ceremony of the 
Gorsedd and the chairing of the chief 
bard of the year.

The lecture was thoroughly enjoyed 
by all and Sergt.
