Chicago, Dec. 2.—Leo Koretz, pro­
moter of oil schemes in which rela­
tives and friends invested $2,000,000, 
brought back yesterday from Halifax 
to face defalcation indictments, wants 
to “get it over with as soon as pos­
sible,” and find in the Illinois state 
prison a retreat free from the doubts 
and fears that have beset his 18 years 
of alleged fraud.

His assets dwindled to 12 $1 bills and 
the soiled and wrinkled suit he wore, 
the erstwhile liberal spender and 
Bayano oil stock salesman said he did 
not expect to interfere with the course 
of justice in any way.
Lesson to Son.

“I want my son, Mentor, to know, 
absolutely, that wrongdoing is wrong; 
that it means punishment as well as 
unhappiness,” he said. “By pleading 
guilty and going to the penitentiary 
I hope to be able to teach him beyond 
a doubt that he must never do wrong.”

Four indictments, three charging de­
falcation of $4,000 each and the fourth 
$38,000. through the operation of a con­
fidence game, have been returned 
against Koretz. Each, upon convic­
tion, would carry a penalty of from 
one to 14 years in prison.

Detroit, Mich., Dec. 2—Mining prop­
erty at Algoma, Ont., deeded to the 
University of Michigan 20 years ago as 
a joke is now worth $10,000,000, it was 
learned yesterday. A complete report 
of the remarkable discovery will be 
given the Board of Regents on Dec. 18.

Former Governor Chase E. Osbprne, 
credited with the discovery of a great 
portion of the iron ore property on the 
North American and African conti­
nents, made the discovery of ore 
100-acre tract owned by the University 
at Algoma.
Thought It Good Joke.

George N. Brady, of Detroit, and 
Thomas Whittier, of Saginaw, associat­
ed with the late Senator Thomas W. 
Palmer, were the capitalists who 
thought they had played a joke on the 
university. Brady and Whittier were 
in a land syndicate that acquired this 
property and, each man thinking this 
particular piece to be worthless, tried 
to get rid of his interests by “wishing 
It on the other.” In the end they de­
cided to give it to the University of 
Michigan, and the quit claim deed was 
transferred in 1905.

From then on, until the arrival of 
Dr. Marion LeRoy Burton as president 
of the university, nothing was done 
about investigating the worth of the 
property. Mr. Osborne, himself a 
former regent of the university, Inter­
ested himself in the matter.

MORE APPEALS HEARD.

The Federal Appeals Board met this

He then ack­
nowledged that he had also broken into 
Robertson, Foster and Smiths in Dock 
street and stolen goods, as well as into 
Jacob Lambert’s in Dock street and 
taking goods valued at $260.

At this stage the defendant said he 
decided he would have his case sent 
up to a higher court.

• derson expressed some surprise at this 
in view of what he had been told. He 
then ordered the case continued.

Tells of Robbery.

Jacob Lambert took the stand and 
told of his store being broken into and 
goods valued at $260 stolen.

Since Prime 
Minister Baldwin assumed power dif­
féré» as have arisen In Egypt that have 
required great firmness on the part of 
the British Government and prompt 
action by tile forces of the country 
located near the eastern protectorate. 
It le noted that among the subjects 
that will probably be dealt with in 
His Majesty's speech, the discarded 
Russian treaties will have a place, as 
well as imperial preference, the safe­
guarding of industries and the pre­
vention of admitting ail imports into 
tlie old country. The restriction of 
undesirable aliens will perhaps for the 
first time be given attention. Measures 
to assist agriculture and Inquiry neces­
sary before the price of food can be 
reduced are also expected. Then there 
is the all Important question of 
departmental economy, 
ain has done much in this direction 
since the war, but it is evident that 
In the opinion of the new Government 
there still is room for economy. Tlie 
Mother of Parliaments does well to 
set an example in the reduction of 
public expenses. Her dependent colon­
ies should follow her example.

There will* of course, be another tax 
bill. Few sessions of the Parliament 
of Great Britain pass without either 
something new in the line of taxation 
or some reduction in the taxes that 
have been imposed. It is to be hoped 
that this time the new Chancellor of 
the Exchequer, Hon. Winston Churchill 
may be able to assure the British pub­
lic that the Income Tax can be reduced. 
If he proves successful in making the 
debtor nations of Great Britain pay 
their bills, there is no doubt but what 
taxes will be lower in the old land. 
Prosperity is very likely to follow 
quickly If there Is a prospect of lighter 
taxes. Last but not least upon the 
programme is the Anglo-German trade 
treaty. While these two great nations 
are at peace there must be trade ar­
rangements that will be conducive to 
‘.he best Interests of both. Germany 
has always been a great customer of 
England, and English merchants have 
bought freely of German goods, par­
ticularly those that were produced at a 
far less manufacturing cost. Unfor­
tunately many of them found their way 
through England to countries like Can- 
ade and therq has been in the past 
some evasion of our regulations, and 
some preferences given to the German 
made articles. That country has ceas- 
rd to place the imprint “Made in Ger­
many” upon its goods and now it fs 
very difficult to detect the country of 
origin. The new British Government, 
however, may he depended upon to give 
particular attention to many of those 
necessary conditions that escaped con­
sideration by the Labor administration.

The steamer Hampton made a trip 
to Hampstead and Wickham yester­
day and arrived at Indiantown last 
night at 8.80 o’clock. This is thought 
likely to be the last river boat trip 
of this year. No ice was encountered 
on the trip and a fair-sized cargo 
carried both ways. The trip gives the 
Hampton the record this year for the 
earliest and latest trips, her first trip 
being on April 16 and the final 
on December 1. She is now being 
made ready for winter quarters.

A meeting of the West Side Pro­
gressive Association will be held this 
evening and it is understood several 
important matters are to come up for 
discussion. Among the matters which 
are expected to come up is a discussion 
on a change in the method of collect­
ing ferry fares.

At the present time three kinds of 
fares are used, the white ticket, whicii 
sells at 25 for 25 cents and is good 
at only certain hours; the pink ticket, 
which sells for 50 cents for 40 tickets; 
and the transient 5 cent fare. In place 
of the first two, it is understood it is 
suggested to issue a weekly ticket, lo 
sell at 25 cents, which would be good 
at all times of day and could be used 
by other members of a family as well 
as the purchaser. This, it is held, 
would do away with the trouble whicii 
the collectors have at the present time 
with the white and pink tickets and 
would make for faster handling of the 
traffic in a crowd.

Ferry Figures.

Despite the falling off in the num­
ber of passengers and teams carried 
last month as compared with Novem­
ber, 1928, the ferry was able to show a 
small net increase over last year in the 
month just closed. The total expendi­
ture for the 11 months also shows a 
Saving compared with last year.

Chief Justice Barry of the King’s

Bench Division gave judgment for the 
plaintiff this morning in the case Of 
C.. Ernest Hill Inc., of Boston, versus 
William McHenry, master of the
schooner Ida B. Gibson. The action 
was brought by way of replevin for 

from the defendant, of
1,336,000 spruce laths under the fol­
lowing circumstances:

By a charter party dated April 14, 
1928, made between the defendant as 
master of the schooner Ida B. Gibson 
of New London, Conn., and the plain­
tiff, the schooner was chartered by the 
plaintiff for the carriage of a cargo of 
spruce laths from St. Martins to New 
York.

The schooner proceeded to St. Mar­
tins, and there received from A. F. 
Bentley & Sons, Limited, the cargo of 
laths, the loading being completed on 
July 15, 1923. On the following day it 
was ascertained that the schooner had 
sprung a leak, was full of water, and 
had grounded at the wharf.

The plaintiff contended that damage 
was being done to the laths by the ac­
tion of the sea water, and requested the 
defendant to unload the cargo, <wluch, 
the plaintiff contended, the defèndant 
negligently refused to do. whereupon 
the plaintiff seized the cargo. The de­
fendant contended that the vessel could 
, repaired, and for any damage done 
to it the plaintiff was responsible, and 
that he had a lien on the cargo for 
his freight.

The court however, found that the 
vessel was unseaworthy before the 
loading was completed, and had be­
come a total loss, in that the cost of 
repairing was so great that it became 
impracticable to repair the vessel, and 
therefore the plaintiff was entitled to 
take back the cargo.

The action was tried before Chief 
Justice Barry in this city without a 
jury on July 23, 24, 25, 29 and 30

tiff with $100 damages and costs.
