BROKEN PLEDGES

When Mr. Hazen and the Standard find
themselves unable to reply to the search-
ing criticism,K of Hon. C. W. Robinson,
they resort to an attack upon the old
government. The old government is not
on trial, but a new government that went
into power with great promises of re-
trenchment and reform.

That is the fact the people
are taking note of, and for which they
will call the government to account. Mr.
Hagen and the Standard have signally fail-
ed to break the force of Mr. Robinson’s
criticism of their extravagance, and their
failure to keep their pledges to the peo-
ple. If ever the provinee of New Bruns-
wick should have anything to show for
good administration it should be when
there is a very large and expanding rev-
enue. 'With a great opportunity to carry
out a progressive policy the Hazen gov-
ernment has been merely content to
spend the money.

ST. JOHN DISGRACED

The city of St. John, during the year
1911, must live down the disgrace of the
opening hours of the new year, when
riotous conduet on the part of a mob last-
ed until nearly three o’clock on Sunday
morning. The sober citizens awoke on
New Year's day to find that there is a
new element to be dealt with, the spirit
of the mob. There is a very great!dif
ference between rough horseplay, which
by accident may do some damage, and the
deliberate acts of a crowd which beats
- policemen and wilfully destroys property
without regard to the rights of anybody.
It appears we have been living in a fool’s
paradise,, and the only reason the city is
not mora often disgraced is that the mob
does not oftener assemble. Thjs is a mat-
ter which concerns every law-abiding citiz-
en, for the window emashers do mot dis-
criminate when they set out on their
revels.

In addition to the gay young blades who
gathered on Charlotte street on Saturday
night to sing the old year out and the
new year in, there was another, and ap-
parently a larger party#made up of thugs
who meant mischief, and who hoped in
the confusion of a crowd to wreak veng-
ance on the police and give free play to
their lawless instincts.

The surprising fact is not that there
were persons of this class in the crowd,
but that there were not enough self-re-
epecting citizens, who value the good name
of the city, to rally to the aid of the pol-
ice and‘prevent the destruction®of prop-
erty. Tt is stated that certain members
of the police force were marked for dis-
 figurement before the trouble began. These
officers were ampopular with the element
which _wants the liberty to flaunt

Zenness and ill-conduct on the open
street without being arrested or told to
move on. It is this element that hurls
missiles from the safe shelter of a erowd,
or bears down en masse on a single man
to kick and beat him. It is certainly a
painful shock to learn how many such
gentry there appear to be in this city.

It will now be the duty of good citizens
to rally to the side of law and order.
There has been too much criticism of the
police, and perhaps too much judicial len-
ience in dealing with the natural enemies
of the police. No doubt it will be explain-
ed why there were only two policemeen
on the gquare on Saturday night, and why
the riot continued for two hours or more
without a single arrest being made. We

Chief Kerr pays a tribute to Former
District Engineer McLeod of Carleton and
regrets there is no provision for a suit-
able superannuation- allowance.

The chief's report gives fire insurance
losses as $76,719 and total fire loss $101,-
019.

He recommends procuring a Monitor
nozzle to be attached to one of the hose
wagons to be used as a water tower; also
two more Bastman nozzles; 2000 feet of
hose; new horses for No. 2 engine and No.
1 hook and ladder truck and improvemeuts
in the King street east station. The chief
also renews his suggestion of 1908 for «n-
larzed gnarters for housing the apparatus,
a modern central fire station and more
convenient quarters for the Salvage Corps.
He recommends improvements in several
of the fire stations, refers to the new Car-
leton station and suggests another ladder
truck there and & company formed to op-
erate it. He remews his recommendation

for improved fire protection at Sand Point. |

He again suggests appointment of a per-
manent lineran tor tne fire alarm and a
system for Carleton similar to that on the
east side. New hydrants in various places
were recommended and the report states
that orders in reference to certain hy-
drants have not been carried out by the
city officials. There are 334 hydrapnts and
ten private ones on the east side and fifty-
four in Carleton.
