The fire was caused by an explosion 
of cement used in the manufacture of 
shoes. The main freight house, although 
endangered by the blaze, was saved. 
While at work Tuesday forenoon unload­
ing freight cars Anthony Chabot dis­
covered that one of the five barrels of 
cement which was being forwarded to 
a shoe factory in Pittsfield, N. H., was 
leaking. He notified Checker Henry Car­
penter and the two men went into the 
car in which the cement was being 
shipped. Carpenter was carrying a lan­
tern and there, was an explosion shortly 
after the men entered the car. Chabot 
was badly burned and was removed to 
a hospital. Carpenter was not hurt.

The fiâmes spread with great rapidity 
and within a few moments a dozen near by 
cars were burning. The fire department 
responded from here and several switch­
ing engines wefre rushed to the yards and 
succeeded in pulling more than two-score 
loaded cars to safety. Thirty cars in the 
yard and the two trains for sheds were 
destroyed by the flames. Several hours 
of hard work on the part of the Nashua 
fire department saved the main freight 
house which contained a large amount of 
rolling stock. Seven tracks run from the 
main line to the freight sheds and in the 
middle was a large consignment of black 
powder. The cars which held the powder 
were the first to be hauled out by one of 
the shunting engines.
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London, Aug. 2—Dock laborer* to the 
number of 60,000 went on strike here yee- 
terday. The seaman’s strike which was 
settled some time ago, 
dockers that they could also obtain their 
demands by similar action, and, as a re­
sult, strikes have occurred in various ship­
ping ports in .England and Wales. Lon­

The strike of the dockers was not order- 
id by the unions, the men simply refused 
to await arbitration and walked out. They 
demand a raise from seven pence to eight 
pence an hour.

The meat trade is seriously threatened 
by the strike. At least twenty steamers, 
including the Minnehaha, which has just 
arrived at Tilbury, with a cargo of dress­
ed beef from America, and other freight­
ers are unable to discharge.

ing this is a digest of the Federal and 
Provincial fisheries laws and regulations.

Mr. James White, Secretary of the Com­
mission, has an important article on the 
North Atlantic Fisheries Dispute in which 
he traces the historical development of 
the case leading up to the late Hague arbi­
tration, gives the terms of settlement and 
recounts the advantages accruing there­
from to Canadian fishing interests.

The Canadian Oyster Industry is dealt 
with by M. J. Patton, Assistant Secretary 
of the Commission. The statement is 
made that Canada pays out annually over 
5350,000 for oysters imported from the Un­
ited States, when the natural conditions 
in this country are excellent for producing 
all that is required for home consumption. 
The Canadian output has decreased from 
64.646 bbls. in 1882 to 38,535 bbls. in 1909, 
in spite of the fact that prices have risen 
240 per cent, in the past 20 years.

SHIPPINGof other oyster-producing countries, shows 
that the only means of rehabilitating the 
industry is by definitely settling the juris­
dictional dispute so that oyster culture 
may be confidently engaged in by private 
individuals.

Mr. C. W. ' Gauthier, a practical fisher 
man, in an article on “Whitefish in the 
Great Lakes,” strongly advocates the es­
tablishment of more hatcheries for the arti­
ficial propagation of that species of fish.

The Minerals section of the report opens 
with a summary of the' Provincial and 
Dominion laws and regulations respecting 
mining! An exhaustive article on the con­
servation of mineral resources, by W. J. 
Dick, Mining Engineer for the Commis­
sion, takes up each mineral of economic 
importance in Canada, showing the extent 
of |he deposits, the consumption, and the 
methods of mining; and recommends mea­
sures for conservation. Mining accidents 
in Canada and in foreign countries are fuly 
dealt with in another article and sugges­
tions are advanced pointing out how the 
heavy death rate in Canada from this 
cause may he reduced.

The volume is perhaps tl^ most thor­
ough and complete record of investigation 
and research that has ever heen issued by 
any government in Canada.

August is a month during which the 
crop almost always deteriorates, the only 
exception to the rule being 1903 when ac­
cording to the official report of the de­
partment- the condition improved from 78.7 
to 81.2 between the August and September 
bureaus and there is perhaps some reason 
ftir doubting the accuracy of the figures 
in this instance. The average deteriora­
tion of the month during the past ten 
years has been about 5.9 p. c. and in the 
three big crop years, the deterioration be­
tween August and September was 7.5 p. Ci 
in 1904; 5 p. c. in 1906 and 6.9 p. c. in 
1908. Deterioration during August most 
frequently results from drought and the 
July rains this year must have given the 
crop a good supply of moisture but accord­
ing to all accounts it has also given us a 
good supply of moisture but according to 
all accounts it has also given us a rank 
growth in some sections so that dry hot 
weather may cause very heavy shedding. 
In short, the enormous crop now being 
generally talked of is not yet a certainty, 
and recognition of this fact still probably 
finds some reflection in the price for we 
find a good deal of buying accompanied by ■ 
talk of a-reaction rather than by talk of 
a permanent advance and the trade sems 
to believe still in lower prices should pres­
ent prospects hold.

They know that 
the cost of railway haul shuts them off 
from most of the markets of the United 
States, although there is no tariff to keep 
them out. The percentage of increase in 
population is less in Maine than in the 
Maritime Provinces.”

In reply to the Standard let' us quote 
from the speech of Mr. F. B. Carvell in 
parliament. Mr. Carvell knows the condi­
tions in Maine and in New Brunswick, 
and he said:—

“Let me tell my hon. friend that during 
the last 20 years, from my -constituency 
alone, about a thousand of zour farmer!?

Canada, not to the big cities of the United 
States, but just across that imaginary 
boundary line into the county of Aroos­
took, and today they are prosperous and 
happy. TJiese men have had the advant­
age of the American market under the 
same conditions as we shall if this agree­
ment goes through, and as an illustration 
of their prosperity let me tell you that 
on the first day of July last T counted 42 
former Canadians who are now resident 
farmers of the United Mates, and who 
crossed over to a Dominion Day celebra­
tion in their automobiles. I wonder how 
soon will the Canadian farmer be able 
to enjoy such a luxury. I trust that in the 
near future, under the benefits of this 
agreement, our Canadian farmers will be 
able to sell their potatoes in the United 
States market to the same advantage that 
our Aroostook friends have' been able to 
do in the past.”

Mr. Carvell knows what he. is talking 
about, and cites the facts. The Standard 
does not know or care about the facts. If 
it did it would see the folly of asserting 
that the long rail haul shiits Maine out 
of the most of the American market, while 
on the other hand the Standard and other 
tory papers try to persuade the people 
that the same long rail haul would not pre­
vent the Americans from flooding the 
Canadian markets with produce.

Chinese patriots and reformers have been 
wont to express the confident hope that, 
with passing of the Empress Dowager 
Tzu Hsi, and the consequent end of Li 
Lienying’8 privileged position, an opportun­
ity would be found for completely abol- 
isMng the eunuch system. But the futil­
ity of such aspirations is revealed by the 
present position of affairs in the .palace, 
where the influence of the new Chief Eun­
uch over the Empress Dowager Lung Yu 
is more openly flaunted than that of Li 
Lien-ying at the most arrogant point of 
Tzu Hsi’s career. The name of the Chief 
Eunich, Chang Yuan-fu, is already a by­
word in the capital for unbounded greed 
and insolence. Under the protecting fav­
or of his mistress he levies tribute on 
every high office in the state, .terrorizing 
the metropolitan mandarinate, so that none 
—not even the Regent Mmself—dare op­
pose him. His influence, in conjunction 
with that of another eunuch named Yao, 
is already paramount with the boy-Emper- 
or, and ia freely exercised to foment party 
factions and intrigue between the Em­
press's following and that of the Regent,
But the regal splendor wMch he displays 
in the adornment of his mansion» rnd his 
person points to a lack of that wholesome 
prudence which was saving grace in Ii 
Lien-ying’e character, and suggests the pos­
sibility of a tragic denounement.

'Explorer Rasmussen Sets Out on 

Expedition to Find Missing 
Arctic Pilot

IN RUSSIAS

St. Petersburg, Aug. 2—The ministry of 
the interior has completed a hill for the 
reform of the Russian police. The <bill 
starts from'.the basis which must be taken 

.for all Russian reforms in any of the .pub­
lic services, namely, the universally ac­
knowledged fact that all the public ser­
vices are underpaid: --The equivalent-etf-an 
American chief of city police, plus a num­
ber of other functions and powers appro­
priate .only to t$#issia, gets about $10 a 
week, while the comlùta policemen get 
$150 a year. The poKce-officers cannot, 
and never attempt to, Kve on their pay; 
indeed the cost of uniform and white gloves 
more than absorbs the annual'pay in all 
self-respecting towns, hut immemorial due- 
torn has sanctioned a.system of illicit pro­
fits for the police as for most other cate­
gories of the Russian public services.

It is to remedy this state of things that 
the bill proposes to raise tire pay of all 
ranks of the police, ranging from a mini- 

of about $2,500 a year, rising to over 
$3,500, for “policemasters” down to <300, 
rising to $450 a year, for policemen.’ This 
means an increased expenditure :of’ $12,- 
500,000 a year. The force is to be increas­
ed also in numbers, for while the capitals 
and many of the larger towns are well pol­
iced, it is notorious that areas of territory 
in various parts of Russia, as big some­
times as a European principality, are nom­
inally policed by one man and an assistant, 
while all rural neighborhoods are ridicul­
ously short of representatives of law and 
order, even in the Bear neighborhood of 
big towns. In fact there are only in all 
Russia (European Russia only) police of 
all ranks at the rate of one man per 5,000 
total inhabitants, or, if the Recently ap­
pointed “rural guards” be reckoned, the 
number is about one to 2,000 inhabitants.

Many New Yorkers know Capt.s-J5jnar 
Mikkelson, who spent several months 
here outfitting for tjie exploring expedition 
he led in the polar sea, north of Alaska, in 
I906-Û7. His friends in Copenhagen now 
fear that he has been lost in North Green­
land, says the New York Sun.
- He took a patty to-the east. Greenland 
coast in 1809 to attempt the recovery of 
the collections and scientific records 5f the 
expedition of My line Erichsen, who com­
pleted his survey of the coasts of Green­
land in 1907 and perished with his two 
comrades on their way back to their ship. 
The body of Bronlund was found by a 
search party, and in a bottle swung around 
his neck was Erichsen’» completed map of 
the. coast of northeast Greenland.

It was the other results of this success­
ful though tragic expedition that Mikkel- 
een set out to recover. The search in the 
ifall.vot, 19O0l was fruitless*-.so* h» started 
'Again on March 3, 1910, from his winter 
camp with his machinist, Iversen, provis­
ioned for only three months. He intended 
if possible to reach the furthest north at­
tained by Erichsen, hunting all the way 
for the records and then to travel west­
ward along Peary Channel to Lincoln sea 
and follow the west Greenland coast down 

’to Cape York and thence south to a Dan­
ish steamer. The others of his party re­
turned home. " ,

A steamer fropn West Greenland has now 
arrived at Copenhagen without any news 
of Mikkelsen. It is believed in Copen­
hagen that unless be reached the Cape 
York natives he must have iperished, for 
he could not have had sufficient provisions 
to take him hack to East Greenland, where 
there were supplies on Shannon island. If 
he reached Cape York, however, it is 
thought that a man of his resources could 
have made his way down the west coast 
in time to catch the first summer steamer

, for Europe.

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LUMBER USED BY CAR 
AND FURNITURE MAKERS

s

Statistics of the lumber purchased by 
furniture and car manufacturers in Canada 
in 1910, hâve been compiled by the forestry 
branch of the department of the interior ; 
117,893,000 board feet of timber were used 
worth $2,987,210 at an average value of 
$25.35 per thousand; of this 65 per cent 
was native wood at $20.82 per thousand 
while the imported wod cost $33.86 per 
thousand. Ontario was the principal con­
sumer, usin£ over 50 per cent of the total 
amount. About one third was used in 
Quebec and the remaining fifteen per 
cent was consumed in Nova Scotia, 
Prince Edward island used a neglig­
ible quantity, Thè timber used in 
Ontario, both native and imported, was 
more expensive! than in the other prov­
inces, while Nova Scotia is a particularly 
cheap lumber province..

Yellow pine and oak are the most im­
portant species used by these industries, 
forming over one-third of the total con­
sumption. It is regrettable that all of the 
yellow pine and 95 per cent of the oak has 
to be imported from the United States. 
Great credit will be due to any manufac­
turer who supplants these two species with 
native wood. However, the next ten 
species in importance,—-maple, birch, 
spruce, pine, basswood, elm, ash, beech, 
douglas fir and hemlock are native woods 
and practidhlly make up the remaining 
two-thirds of total consumption. Thirteen 
other species are used in small quantities. 
Statistics of various industries thus col­
lected are expected to be a benefit to pri­
vate owner, timber seller and manufactur­
er by giving a better understanding of vol­
ume of business done.

New York, Aug. 1—That the steel and 
coal holdings , acquired by the United 
States Steel Corporation in the absorp­
tion of the Tennessee fioal A Iron Com­
pany in 1907 have a valuation of $20,000,- 
000 was estimated from' figures on the 
mineral holdings of the Tennessee Com­
pany given today to the committee on in­
quiry into the Steel Corporation.

Since the beginning of the inquiry into 
that deal Representative Stanley and 
other members of the house committee 
have sought to develop evidence tending 
to prove charges that the impending panic 
and danger to Moore A Schley was not 
the prime motive for the merger but that 
it was a desire on the part of the Steel 
Corporation interests to acquire the Ten­
nessee Company and rich ore deposits. 
Notwithstanding the determined declara­
tions of witness after witness, who par­
ticipated in the exchange ti^at the idea 
of conspiracy was preposterous, the com­
mittee heard today the testimony of C. 
P. Perin, Walter Moore and W. M. Given, 
expert engineers, who appraised the de­
posits of the Birmingham field in 1904. 
Today these men declared that the ore 
deposits of that region and their prox­
imity to coal deposits of nearly two bil­
lion tons estimated ma^e that territory 
almost unparalleled from an ore produc­
ing standpoint.

Active progress on the construction of 
the Hudson Bay Railway will be made im­
mediately, thus effectually answering one 
of Mr. Borden’s chief complaints in the 
west in regard to alleged delay on the part 
of the government.

June for the construction of the first 200 
miles, extending from Pas Mission, Kee- 
watin terirtory, to Thicket Portage, and 
running in a northeasterly direction 
through the primitive country north of, the 
Saskatchewan River.

Tenders yvere opened this afternoon. In 
all eight were received, but the choice, it 
is understood, narowed down to two, those 
submitted by J. D. McArthur and M. J. 

Both of these tenders, it is said, 
were of a very satisfatcory character and 
within the estimates submitted by the rail­
way department. Tl\e figures, however, 
wil yet have to be gone'over in detail be, 
fore any official anouncement of the award­
ing of the contract 'will be made.

It is the intention of the government to 
start the work of construction at the ear­
liest possible time, and it is regarded as 
likely that the successful contractor will 
be at work before September.

Construction of the railway will com­
mence from the north end of the govern­
ment bridge over the Saskatchewan at the 
Pas. If, as is probable, Port Nelson is se­
lected as the terminal port the railway will 
be approximately 500 miles in length, and 
the government anticipates putting down a 
considerable portion of the first 200 miles 
of road bed. provided for by the present 
contract, before the advent of winter.

SENATOR EDMS 
DENIES CEMENT 

PRICES ARE HIGHER
Ottawa, Aug. 1—Senator Edwards, presi­

dent of the Canada Cement Company, gave 
a strong denial today to statement from 
consumers in various1 parts of the coun­
try that they were paying more for 
cement today than before the Canadian 
concerns merged.

Ottawa dealers believe there is good 
ground for an inquiry under the combines 
investigation act, but Senator Edwards 
scoffs at the idea. As a matter of fact, 
he says, before the Canada Cement Com­
pany was organized the individual con­
cerns in Canada were cutting each other's 
throats to the detriment of all.

The price of cement in Canada today 
is lower than it ever was under normal 
conditions before the price cutting war 
was inaugurated. By „ prevention of crias 
crossing in cement and other economics 
in management and manufacture the com­
pany, he claims, is able to give consum­
ers the benefit of a lower rating than 
would otherwise have been possible. The 
original flotation of the company by Max 
Aitken, which rightly or wrongly had been 
attacked by Sir Sandford Fleming, had 
nothing whatever to do with the situ­
ation today as Sir Maxwell Vas now out 
of the concern.

It was ini reference to this resolution 
that Sir Wilfrid is stated to have said:

“That it was a very far-reaching propo­
sition that the dominions should be con­
sulted in regard to treaties negotiated by 
the home government. It might seriously 
embftrrass the government if they bad to 
consult the dominions, as they might have 
advice from Australia in one direction, ad­
vice from New Zealand in another, and ad­
vice from Canada in a third. Although the 
empire was a family of nations, by far 
the greater burden had to be borne on the 
shoulders of the government of the United 
Kingdom, and it would be going too far 
to say that in all circumstances the domin­
ions beyond the seas were to be consulted. 
If a dominion insisted on being consulted 
in regard to matters which might result 
in war, that would imply the necessity 
that they should take part in the war. He 
thought, on the whole, it would be better 
to leave the matter entirely in the discre­
tion of the home government.

“With regard to the Declaration itself, 
it was an immense step in advance; it was, 
in fact, a first step towards arbitration be-

federation, under which Canada would he 
required to contribute $46,000,000 a year 
for Imperial defence. He recalled the fact 
that he was mainly instrumental in break­
ing up the old Imperial Federation Lea­
gue, which stood for colonial contribu­
tions to the permanent military defences 
of the empire. This was perhaps sound x 
enough, and at least it was a{£sir state­
ment of thé policy of the Conservative 
party under Sir John Macdonald, and 
quite consistent with all his o*ra past 
utterances.
