DIVIDE THE COST

Dominion Would Pay Third
—Vote for St. John River
Bridge Passed.

(Canadian Press.)

Ottawa, June 14—Consideration. of
estimates of the Department of Publlc
Works, in the House of Commons to-
day brought from Hon. J. H. King an
intimation that the Dominion Govern-
ment is prepared to meet one-third of
the cost of inter-provincial bridge con-
struction provided the provinces con-
cerned bear the other two-thirds. An
appropriation of $40,000 for an inter-
provincial bridge across the Ottawa
River at Hawkesbury was under dis-
cussion. The minister said he had ap-
proached the Governments of Ontario
and Quebec to ascertain whether or
not . they :vn;,g each prepared to pay
one-third, neither had -accepted the
proposal as yet.

Campbeliton Bridge.

Hon. J. B. M. Baxter, Conservative
member for St. John, asked whether
the principle that the Dominion would
provide one-third of the cost of inter-
provincial bridges was of general appli-
cation. If so, he would like at some
time to suggest-the construction of a
bridge between New Brunswick and
Quebec at Campbellton.

To this the minister replied that he
would favor the application of the prin-
ciple in the case mentioned by Mr.

Baxter.

Objection to this principle was volced
by R. B. Hanson, Conservative, York-
Sunbury, and J. B. Chaplin, Conserva-
tive, Lincoln, who said that bridge con-
struction should be paid for by the
provinces and munigcipalities concerned.

Across the St. John.

A vote of $29,000 for the construction
of an international bridge over the St
John River between Clair, New Bruns-
wick and Fort Kent, in the State of
Maine, was passed. The minister ex-
plained that negotiations had been on
since 1914 regariing the bridge. The
State of Maine was paying half the
cost.

R. B. Hanson (Conservative, York:
Sunbury) ventured to predict that the
most important traffic over the bridge
would be rum-runners entering the
State of Maine. He had urged for two
s‘{ssions the conétruction of a bridge at

anceboro which was on a direct line
with the tourist traffic and would eost
only $17,600. The Government was in-
consistent in this matter.

Champtons Maritimes.

A series of questions from Sir Henry
Drayton prompted a protest from L.
H. Martell, Liberal, (Hants), who said
the people of the Maritime Provinces
were getting tired of opposition of any
estimate destined to improve the public
works of that part of the country.
While parliament was voting millions
yearly for public works elsewhere :¥¢h
a prominent member of the House as
Sir Henry Drayton descended to “carp-
ing criticism” of a trifling vote like this
because it did not apply to his own
part of the Dominion. Some day there
would be a rebellion in the Maritimes
against the tendency to reduce thelr
citizens to the status of hewers of wood
and drawers of water for the rest of
Canada, he said. Such criticism as Sir
Henry’s tended to hasten the day of
that rebellion.

Sir Henry assured Mr. Martell thal
his questions applied to the Govern-
ment’s attitude to inter-provinclal
bridges generally and had no geograph-
ical significance.

GERMAN FOOTWEAR
AT HALF OUR PRICE

Canadian Manufacturers Cannot
Compete Says Roy Weaver
of Toronto.

Toronto, June 14 — German-made
shoes are being imported into Canada
at about half the cost of Canadian-
made shoes, according to information
given to the special committee of Tor-
onto City Council en unemployment,
on the authority of Roy Weaver, man-
ager of Shoe Manufacturers Associa-
tion of Canada. Mr. Weaver's letter
as read to the committee by W. Var-
ley, ran in part:

“Last fall approximately 33,000 pairs
of children’s shoes of good quality
leather and well-made in every respect,
were imported into Montreal. These
goods were purchased in Germany at
the equivalent of 50 to 52 cents a pair.
The duty of 80 per cent. was assessed
on a valuation of 80 cents a pair. No
dumping duty was applied. A Mont-
real manufacturer who saw these shoes
sgid he could not make similar shoes
here for less than $1.25 a pair.”

“We understand that at the present
time there is a further shipment of
betwees 30,000 and 40,000 pair of
shoes of German make in warehouse
in  Montreal, awaiting clearance
through customs. These are described
as beautiful shoes that.coild not be
made in either the United Kingdom
or Canada at less than $1.50 per pair.”

The letter goes on to state fhat the
eychange system is responsible. Under
the preferenfial tarif German foot-
wear, ‘it says, can be shipped to Eng-
land, re-invoiced there and' sent to
Canada to be sold at prices prohibitive
to our manufacturers. The association,
writes Mr. Weaver, had asked for de-

NEW SINS BOAT IS
NEARLY RUNED IN
* FRENCH CUSTONS

Official, Instead of Opening
Case Properly, Uses
a Crowbar,

WILL PULL THROUGH

St. John Champion Finds
No Official Advice of His
Going to France.

French customs officials came
near ruining Hilton Belyea’s
chances in the Diamond Sculls at
the English Henley early in July
and the Olympic sculling races
at Argenteuil, France, when one
of them drove a crowbar clean
through the side of his brand
new Sims shell in a clumsy ef-
fort to ascertain the truth of his
declaration that a rowing shell
was encased. This news comes
in a letter to Mrs. Belyea.

Instead of unscrewing the top
covering, he writes, they used a
crowbar and damaged the frag-
ile shell so badly that the Canad
ian sculling representative he
been compelled to ship it back
to Sims’ factory in England for
repairs. This happened two
weeks ago, according to the /
letter.

There’'s Time Yet

Fortunately, the accident occurred
several weeks before the races. Had it
happened later on, Belyea’s chances
would have been well-nigh hopeless,
as it takes time to get accustomed to
a new shell.

Funds Get Low.

The shell Hilton took with him now
weighs 45 pounds and would have been
useless to him in a race. As it is, his
funds are running low as he was com-
pelled to pay 1,000 francs duty on his
new shell when entering France. In
his letter, he says he will make every
effort to collect damages, but pointed
out it takes time to go through the
red tape required before he can be eom-
pensated.

Belyea Disappointed.

Hilton was bitterly disappointed over
the accident as he planned to get into
racing shape with the shell on the
Olympic course. “I'll manage to pull
through somehow,” he writes in his
letter, “but I felt pretty blue when I
saw what had been donk.” He notes
that no arrangements were made re-
garding his going to France and when
he showed up, French rowing officials
were greatly surprised as they had
never been advised that Canada was
sending a sculler. In fact, Hilton iden-
tified himself by clippings from St.
John newspapers which Mrs. Belyer
had forwarded to him. He was treated
royally, however, by French oarsmen
and given every opportunity to work
out.

He says he likes the course much
better than the one at Henley.

Duty on Everything.

If no further arrangements are made
by United States and Canadian Olympie
authorities in regard to customs duties,
Hilton writes, there is going to be a
great deal of dissatisfaction as duty Is
collected on practically everything. He
was compelled to pay duty on a new
rowing shirt.

The accident may compel the St.__
John oarsman to return to England at
an carlier date than he planned, namely
June 25. in order to supervise repalt
work to his shell and test it thoroughly
before ihe Diamonds which take place
at Henley on July 4 and 5.

at eight o’clock. This league, of which
A. T. Weldon, of Moncton, is presi-
rent and E. A. Schofield, of this city,
vice-president, is a branch of the Na-
tional Safety League of Canada, and
its work is being rapidly extended in
the Maritime Provinces and has secur-
ed a great measure of support.

Arrangements for the meeting here
are being made by Col. A. E. Massie,
a member of the Maritime League ex-
ecutive, and among the speakers will
be Mr. Weldon, the president, and A.
P. Saunders, organizer. Many repre-
sentative biisiness men have been com-
municated with, explaining the objects
of the meeting and the organizers are
inviting the attendance of all those in-
terested in the public welfare nd in
having a branch of the league launch-
ed here with plenty of driving force
behind it.

1t is proposed to work through every
possible agency in order to concentrate
attention upon the prevention of all
sorts of accidents. Officials of the
league direct attention to startling in-
formation regarding preventable acci-
dents in the Maritime Provinces dur-
ing a single year, and, according to
these statistics, there were 443 deaths
in these provinces from accidents
which might well have been prevented,
in addition to serious injuries to 15,000
persons. In New Brunswick alone there
were 185 deaths frogm such accidents.

The
shock, the correspondent says, came
chiefly from “the recent speech’ deliv-
ered by Mackenzie King, Premier of
Canada, declaring the time had come
when Canada must make up its mind
between complete independence and
annexation to the United States, and
a more clearly recognized relationship
as a self-governing State within the
British Empire.”

This might be good stuff for Chicago
consumption, but it will not do a: all
in Canada, and the Globe introduces
the cablegram by saying it discloses the
which the utterances of
public men in the Dominion must have
been garbled for use in Britain and
European countries.

T'he Canadian Premier, of course,
never made any such statement, or said
anything which could reasonably be so
interpreted. If he, or any other public
man in Canada, had said what was
evidently cabled to London, the sho.k
would have been even greater in this
country than across the water. With
all the news-getting facilities at
London’s command it is really amazing
that such a report should be published
without confirmation and then made
the subject of return cablegrams to
this country.

The correspondent betrays consider-
able anxiety over the situation which
he apparently believes has been created,
saying that politicians in the Old
Country, “while knowing the discontent
in Canada and other parts of the
¥mpire, hoped it would blow over
without the necessity of formal recog-
nition or action.” All of which, to
Canadians, has its humorous features.

Any expression of opinion in Canada
favoring ‘“complete independence and
annexation to the United States” is
not known to Canadians of this genera-
tion, and when solemn folk in London
or elsewhere hear of such things they
should by this time be able to recog’
nize the “news” as something fabri-
cated for American consumption, or as
mere sensationalism that is false upon
\ts face. The Globe rightly character-
mes the report published in London as
apparently the work of “some mis-
thievous Munchausen who has been
sxercising his ingenuity on the cabled
lespatches tn the Motherland.”

ACROSS THE LINE.

The recel.lt summary of business
conditions in the United States, issued
by the National City Bank of New
York, the largest bank in that country,
tends to show how shortsighted and
thoughtless is the statement, too often
heard, that the Canadian people are
suffering from a business depression
which their neighbors have escaped.
In fact an authoritative statement of
American conditions sounds really
worse than would a true presentation
of affairs in our own country. We
have escaped at least some of the evils
from which the Americans are suffer-
ing, and our outlook for complete
recovery is quite as good as theirs.

The statement of the National City
Bank, which should tend to restore a
sense of proportion among people on
our -side of the line, shows that the
revived state of industrial activity
which marked the first quarter of the
year passed its high point by the
middle of March and that a downward
movement followed. In many important
industries the United States has been
affected by uncommon difficulties. For
example, the bituminous coal industry
was threatened with a strike last
winter, and that caused the average
citizen and many consuming industries
to buy ahead and store the largest
stocks of coal they had ever accumu-
lated. After the strike was averted
these reserve stocks were drawn upon,
with the result that the soft coal
industry has been running at scarcely
more than half capacity. Consequently
there has been much mining unemploy-
ment, low prices, and a great deal of
demeralization. For some time past
the depression in this industry has been
one of the worst in its history, and this
has been one cause adversely affecting
the general business situation. The
Amecrican textile industry is at present
in bad shape, too, with high prices for
raw materials prevailing and much
doubt as to supply in months to come.

The chief American agriculturdl
districts have been struggling against
extremely adverse conditions, and the
purchasing power of the farmers has
been gravely crippled. The heavy

institutions which we began to achieve
for ourselves two and a half centuries
ago. We brought these to the nations
of Europe which unfortunately could
not obtain them for themselves. For it
fs a fact that all free institutions
throughout the whole of Europe have
emanated from the empire of which
we form a part.”

In speaking of the Boy Scout move-
ment, Dr. Clark said that there are
people -who talk about its military
side, but who forget entirely its
educational side. They forget that the
first duty of the scout master is to
teach the habit of self-control, com-
bined with courtesy, kindness, attention
and helpfulness to others. He asked
if anyone could conceive a fined educa-
tion than that. In concluding his
address on the Evolution of Citizenship
he said:—

“What then do we need to develop
our larger citizenship to the full?
‘Honest hearts in our young peopie,
linked with the other qualities which
I have just mentioned, and may I say
for all of us, simpler creeds and the
simplest creed after all is the shortest
and best. No citizenship will be com-
plete, which has not learned at leasi
that creed through its author and
founder, which tells us that the first
and greatest command of the law i3 to
love God, and the second is like unto it,
to love our neighbor as ourself.”

WHO GETS THE TOURIST
DOLLAR?

(Vancouver Sun.)

Every man, woman and child in
Vancouver should be interested in
bringing tourists here because every-
body gets part of the tourist’s dollar.

Here are a few of the businesses
among which it is divided: garage,
hotel, gas station, tire company, barber
shop, beauty parlor, laundry, cleaners,

The tourist dollar that goes into
restaurants and cafes is distribited
much as follows: flour mills, farmer,
wholesale 'grocers, meat packers, fish

decline in the prices of farm productse pmarket, produce company, ice cream

brought about much hardship, and the
farmers complain loudly becaise of the
high prices they have had to pay for
what they buy. For nearly four years
they have been in a state of discontent
and uncertainty, and up to the present
there is little relief in sight zor them.

California had a serious drouth dur-
ing the period when it usually has
abundant rains, and this has caused
grave apprehension as to this season’s
crops, and is one more factor affecting
trade unfavorably. An outbreak of
foot and mouth disease among the
cattle spread over nearly the whole
state, not_only causing heavy losses of
live stock, but greatly curtailing both
business and travel.

These are only some of the unfavor-
able features mentioned in the National
City Bank’s review, but they are
sufficient to show how unwise it is to
form the impression that everything
has been going along swimmingly in
the United States as compared with
Canada.

There are coming improvements in
world conditions which will benefit
Canadian farmers and tradesmen, and
which will have a like effect in the
United States, where relief is much
needed. %

Many Canadians who have returned
from the republic have experienced at
first hand the conditions to which we
have referred, and not a few of them
are advising their fellow-citizens of
the folly of seeking fortune in green
fields afar through listening to hearsay
evidence. Canadians should not exag-
gerate their own troubles, and most of
them do not. Indeed it is characteristic
of this country that a great majority
of its people have faith in it, and look
forward, as they are well justified in
doing, to an early return to normal
conditions.

CITIZENSHIP.

There are three great influences in
developing true citizenship, Dr. Michael
Clark, of Red Deer, told the Calgary
Canadian Club in a recent address, and
these influences are the parent, the
teacher and the preacher. When he
mentioned the preacher, the speaker
asked if he might be perimtted to add:

Dr. Clark said that the obvious and |

fundamental function of the Canadian
Club is to train citizens by teaching
them to think of Canada, st mercly
of their own village or town. Patriot-
ism he defined as consisting in part of
pride in our country’s history, its
achievements and conditions and antici-
pations of its future greatness. In
order to have that pride it is necessary
that we should know something of the
history of our country, and herz Dr.
Clark suggested that the Canadian
Clubs have a fruitful field of activity.
He warned his hearers against a too
narrow nationalism, and said we might
promote a sound internationalism with-
out peril to our patriotism.

Dr. Clark reminded all that in the

Fredericton Reports H. M.
Young’s Action After
Compensation Case.

An assignment in bankruptey is be-
ing made today, said Friday’s Frederic-
ton Gleaner, by ex-Ald. Harold M.
Young of Fredericton, who operated a
mill at Landers, on the Transconti-
nental Division of the C. N. R., which
was recently seized, together with sawn
lumber and equipment, as a result of
action by the New Brunswick Work-
men’s Compensation Act passed at the
last session of the Provincial Legisla-
ture.

It was said that the partial state-
ment of affairs which is required to be
filed with the official received, would
show liabilities which would reach be-
tween $50,000 and $60,000, while the

assets would not exceed 50 per cent. of |

that amount. When the mill, plant and
lumber at Landers was seized it was
said that the claims totalled about
$12,000.

It is understood that there is likely
to be considerable legal controversy
over the seizing of the mill by the or-
ders of the Compensation Board.
Young said that the mill was owned
by his father, John A. Young, M. L.
A., but that the board claimed they
had a right to seize the plant, notwith-
standing its ownership. Included in
the assets are one and a quarter million
feet of long logs in the stream at the
mill and a quantity of sawn lumber.

Parts in St. John.

According to an announcement by
the New Brunswick Power Company,
the decision as to whether new street
cars will be brought here, ready for
use, or will be built at the company’s
works in St. John depends on the esti-
mates from outside points as to cost.

Already figures have been compiled
by the company’s officials as to cost of
building in St. John, but until these
bave been compared with the costs of
outside firms a decision will not be
arrived at. That the company can
build the cars here and will do 8o if
ihe difference in cost is not too great
is about as much as can be eaid for
the present.

M. A. Pooler, general manager, sald
today that he hopes to be able to build
them here and thus keep the money
at home as well as establishing what
would be a new industry in the city.
Headway has, already, been made at
the local car shops in manufacturing
car -parts which, heretofore, had been
purchased from outside.

The company is engaged in the entire
rebuilding of its present cars and a
budding industry has made much head-
way. Thirteen have now been re-made,
from the trucks up. Among the im-
provements are the slat seats, in place
of the rattan, a greater medium for
cleanliness. It is proposed to change
all the seat$ to run lengthwise in addi-
tion to which improvements have been
made to the platforms and the driver’s
position protected so as to give him
every freedom for operating the cars.
A change in the color scheme, the
painting of the cars, is also going into
effect, the green body being set off witn
cregam trimmings.

The May report of Rev. Geo. Scott,
agent of the Children’s Aid Society,
submitted to the Board on Thursday

evening, not only showed that he had
i a dusy month, but revealed social con-
ditions in the city concerning which

the general pubiic is perhaps ignorant.
There were reported two cases of
the most base depravity.. In one of

these cases an arrest has been made,
and in the other an investigation is in
progress.

Another case with which Mr. Scott
was called upon to deal was that of
three children of tender years whose
mother had left them for a week-end
out of town. ' Their father is dead.
While the mother was away they and
another child were guilty of a theft
of money from a store, and had to ap-
pear in the Police Court.

In another case a man and his wife
both left the city for a few days, leav-
ing two children, one of whom got into
trouble by breaking a window.

Two unmarried mothers called upon
Mr. Scott to see if their infants could!
be placed in the Home. The agent also|
had to deal with two cases of children;
suffering from congenital social disease. !

In another case a mother came to|
him asking if her two children could
not be taken by the society, because
her husband does not support them,|
and she finds it necessary to go out!
and work to get clothing in order that|
they may attend school.

Mr. Scott’s duty took him to an-
other home where two girls attending!
school live with their father and grand-
father, the mother being dead. The
housework is done by the grandfather,
who is past 70 years of age. This was
not a case which called for interven-
tion, because the people were doing the
best they could. The conditions, how-
ever, were far from being such as most
people would regard desirable for
girls of fourteen and fifteen years.

Mr. Scott was also called upon to
deal with a case of a young couple,
the husband being 22 years old and
his wife 23. They have two children.
The mother says she has to leave them
and go out to work because her hus-
band is idle most of the time, and re-
cently refised to accept a job at $12
a week. They have been-living on the
$6 a week which she earns. She re-
fused, however, to bring him into court
for non-support, and is seeking some
way to get a home for her children.

Another case was that of a widow
and children who were turned out of
a flat and had nowhere to go. Through
the kind efforts of a clergyman of the
church to which they belong, homes
were found for the children, so that
the mother could go to work. There
was also the case of a little girl of four
years whose parents had ‘gone to On-
tario and left her with strangers. Miss
Hoyt, of the Travellers’ Aid, who has
been interested in this case, wrote to
the father, who suggested first that
the little one be sent to an address in
Maine, and later asked that it be sent
to Toronto, but in both cases failed
to send a dollar, either towards pay-
ing the child’s board, which is now
being paid through Miss Hoyt’s ef+
forts, or to pay the fare to Toronto.

Mr. Scott has also carried on some
correspondence in connection with the
cas=, but no satisfactory result has yet
been obtained. There were other cases
during the month to which the at-
tention of the agent of the Children’s
Aid Society was called, lut thesr are;
a fair illustration of conditions with
which he has to deal from week to
week and from month to month.
