HOW THE RUINS LOOKED TO-DAY— 
ALREADY THE DEBRIS BEING 

CLEARED UP.

Trace» of Miming Firemen Discovered 
by a Searching Party This Morning 
and Further Search to be Made this 
Afternoon—Paige’» Insurance Agen­
cy Estimate Low #10,000,000.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

Boston, Nov. 29.-—The burned district 
to-day presents a scene of desolations. 
A portion of the fire department spent 
the entire night and this- forenoon in 
quenching the remnants of the big blize, 
while a cordon of weary officers are #111 
guarding the ruins.

Great crowds of people are flocking to 
see the ruins all day. The walls of some 
of the gutted buildings are -ia? a 
very dangerous condition and 
the owners are contemplating razing 
them to prevent accidents. Gangs 
of men have already begun to clear 
away the debris. Nearly all the burned 
out merchants made arrangements to 
occupy other stores at once and to re­
sume business.

The wholesale small ware business of 
Boston, is, with a single exception, 
wiped out, but all the firms will resume 
business as soon as suitable quarters 
can be secured. This morning men 
searching ruins of the Brown, Burrell 
building found the coats of the missing 
firemen Locker and Buckley buried be­
neath the bricks and timber and this 
spems to settle their fate. A further at­
tempt will l>e made to find their bodies 
this afternoon.

In the upper portions of Chauncy street 
and Rowe place to Bedford street is a 
mass of damaged blankets and goods 
which had been thrown from the 
different buildings by the fire patrol. 
Columbia street is filled with massive 
stones, bricks, charred timber and huge 
iron girders, while burnt dry goods and 
hasiery are piled on the pavements. 
At the banks there is very little appre­
hension of any serious results from yes­
terday ’a fire, as the foreign companies 
which lose heavily, are prompt payers, 
and it is even thought the immediate re­
sult will be favorable to the money 
market.

John C. Paige's insurance agency 
estimates the loss will total ten millions 
while'other estimates are lower. In­
dividual losers as a rule are men 
abundantly able to stand it. The In­
surance Companies are likely to profit by 
the fire in the long mn as this demon­
strates that so called fire proof buildings 
are not fire proof,and is likely to result in 
property being insured more nearly up 
to its full value.

Providence, R I., Nov. 29.—Another 
tragedy occurred at the Rhode Island 
state prison this afternoon, a would-be 
murderer taking his own life. On Mon­
day morning John McCarthy, who was 
serving a five years’ sentence for high­
way robbery, made a terrible assault 
upon Philip La Coste, aFrench-Canadian, 
more recently hailing from Woon­
socket, and who was serving a life 
sentence for a murder committed in that- 
city three years ago. Both men worked, 
in the shoe shop, and they,with the otb? 
er prisoners had just come in from. their 
breakfast McCarthy was allowed le go 
to the water closet, and npon his return 
he crept up behind La Coete and slashed 
him frightfully with a “ skiving” knife. 
La Coste had nine wounds, one of them 
across the back of the neck, nearly sev­
ering his head from his body. There 
was no actual provocation for this 
assault, McCarthy merely imagining 
that La Coste had insulted him, 
and written a note to a fellow- 
convict, in which he ; (McCarthy) was 
mentioned in a disparaging manner. 
McCarthy, who had been very troubler, 
some on account of incipient symptona 
of real or assumed insanity, was placed 
in dark cell No. 2 in the prison wing, and 
La Coete was taken to the prison 
hospital, were he has since hovered be­
tween life and death, with the chances 
decidedly against him. As McCarthy 
manifested no signs of repentance or 
sorrow because of his murderous assault, 
it was deemed best to keep him in the 
dark cell, which is on the ground floor 
of the main wing.

This afternoon, at 3.45 o'clock; Officer 
Henry was sent to take a look at Mc­
Carthy, to see if he was all right, and 
give him his dinner. As he open#4ithe 
door, which is of heavy steel bars, sheath­
ed with ebonized wood to exclude the 
light, he was horrified to find that Mc­
Carthy was suspended to the bars. He 
sounded the electric alarm, and called 
the deputy warden, with the cthbr offi­
cers; and McCarthy was cut down. The 
prison physician was sent for, but be 
found that while the body was warm 
life was extinct. McCarthy’s method of 
providing a noose was quite ingenious. 
A bar was needed to pass tbe rope over, 
and
breaking off the iron ball of the sanitary 
pail provided for each cell. This was 
woven between the bars, and then a rope 
was made out of his jacket, which he 
tore into stripe and wove into a very 
strong noose. This was passed over tbs. 
iron ball,and then^lipping thenoçseover 
his head, he dropped so as to bring tbe 
weight of his body on the same, and he 
was slowly strangled to death. McCarthy 
was a dangerous young fellow, not more 
than 22 years of age, and a regular des­
perado.

TERRIBLE EXPLOSION AT MAR"

A Ship wl|h 3000 Barrels of Powder ox 
Board Take» Fire.

Marseilles Nov. 29.—A terrible explo­

sion last evening caused widespread 
terror throughout the city. The three 
masted ship Ville De Marseille with a 
cargo of 3000 bbls of powder shipped for 
Mozanbique, caught fire. The ' fire in a 
short time reached the forehold where 
1000 bbls of the powder were stowed and 
a terrific explosion followed. AU the 
windows for a mile around were shatter 
ed, and fragments of the ship were pick­
ed up 500 metres from the scene of the 
disaster. No lives were lost.

articles equally well : no very steady hand ; then he returned to 
his cell and engaged in prayer for forty 
minutes, returning to the corridor and 
reading his Bible till 6 o’clock.

Soon afterwards Archdeacon Dixon 
arrived and remained with him until the 
last Before leaving his cell, Harvey 
stated to the sheriff that he would have 
in his hand a piece of paper, and he 
exacted a promise from him that it 
should not be taken from his hand and 
read, but should be buried with him. It 
was fastened to his fingers by a rubber 
band.

At 5.55 the hangman came to the cell 
and pinioned the doomed man’s arms. 
The march to tbe gallows was then com­
menced. First came the Rev. Mr. Cook, 
of Rock wood, Ven. Archdeacon Dixon, 
the condemned man, Sheriff McKim, 
Jailer Lecer, the hangman and guard. 
They marched slowly to the gallows as 
the Ven. Archdeacon read the first part 
of the Church of England bnrial service. 
“I am the resurrection and the life, saith 
tbe Lord ; he that believeth in me, 
though -he were dead yet shall he live, 
and whosoever liveth and believeth 
shall never die.”

When the procession reached the 
gallows the condemned man was placed 
in position and the black cap placed on 
his head and the rope adjusted around 
his neck. The Archdeacon continued 
praying and then repeated the Lord’s 
prayer and when he reached the words 
•‘Tliy will be done” the hangman cut 
the small rope which was attached to the 
weight with a chisel which he held in 
his hand and as the weight dropped the 
condemed man shot into the air and re­
bounded with his feet about 20 inches 
from the ground, The execution was a 
bungled affair. After he was suspended 
his hands quivered, he drew up his legi 
and moaned piteously while his body 
swayed to and fro. He straggled 
in this manner for ten minutes 
when Dr. Herod the jail suigeon 
pronounced him dead. He was 
however allowed to bang for some min­
utes after which he was taken down and 
plaeed in a coffin which was in read­
iness. An inquest will be held by Cor. 
Keatiug at the jail at 10.30 this morning, 
after which the body will be delivered to 
Harvey’s friends, the attorney general 
having telegraphed permission to do so 
this morning.

The condemned man evidently met 
death without any dread for it was 
noticeable as he approached the gallows 
that his execution had no terrors for 
him. He walked with a firm step, head 
erect and was certainly the calmest man 
present. While the rope was being ad­
justed there was not the slightest quiver 
and he maintained his cool demeanor to 
the last moment. The papers fastened 
to his fingers were pieces of the last 
letters he received from his youngest 
daughter and his son.

Washington, D. C., Nov, 27. The 
storm has remained nearly stationary, 
but has increased greatly in intensity, 
and the danger from the gales on the 
lakes will be much enhanced by 
the severe character of the cold 
wave.

Guelph, Ont. Now 29.—W. H. Harvey 

who murdered his wife and two daught­
ers in March last was executed at 8 o’clock 
this morning.

About 7.55 the hangman entered his 
cell and pinioned his arms and the pro­
cession headed by Archdeacon Dixon 
followed by the prisoner, the sheriff and 
hangman marched to the place of execu­
tion. Harvey looked dejected and only 
looked up once as he neared the gallows. 
The prayers for the dying of the English 
church were said by \he Archdeacon 
during the recital of which the i>lack 
cap was fastened over his head and the 
rope cut and Harvey was swinging be­
tween heaven and earth.

It was one of the worst pieces of bung­
ling that has ever been witnessed at an 
execution. The weight which lifted the 
body was not heavy enough and the 
scaffold was not high enough to give 
sufficient rebound to break the neck and, 
the contortions of the victim were fright­
ful as he slowly strangled to death.

Those present could not hut express 
themselves as to the bungling way in 
which the executioner did his part of the 
sad act. The knot had slipped and had 
caught in front of the ear and the gurg­
ling sounds of Harvey could be beard 
even outside of the gaol walls and many 
of those who witnessed, the execution, 
left the place as soon as they possibly

After the body was cut down piece 3 of 
a letter from his daughter and son were 
found clinched in his hands.

Some are larger, but none belter 
equipped or faster. Indeed it is a grave 
question if the Weston is not too good 
steamer for the trade. There are only 
about two months in the summer when 
such a large boat as the Weston 
is necessary to handle the business; 
that is July and August In June, Sep­
tember and October smaller boats can do 
all the work and do it well. If all the 
traffic on tbe river were done by one or 
two steamers there is no doubt that im­
provements might be made, but where 
the traffic is divided among six steamers 
the case is altogether different 

As it is the steamboat service on the 
river is as good, if not better than the 
support it receives. The Union Line 
service for the past season between St 
John and Fredericton has been particul­
arly good. There has been a daily 
boat for the entire time and Mr. 
Humphrey had done his best to make 
his service popular and it goes without 
saying that when Mr, Humphrey has 
done tbisjthe Union Line boats have 
been well managed and their service has 
given general satisfaction.

LYNN BTRIffeSH MEN TOLL OF DE­
TERMINATION.

Work of Rebuilding Already Begun—
Dangerous Waite Blown np With
Dynamite.

Lynn, Nov. 27.—Hope, like the gleam­
ing taper's light, inspires Lynn’s citizens* 
The despair that settled upon the city, 
when only the dark side of the calamity 
was consideredriS: eapidly disappearing. 
The péÉiitrfiiit' m in a decidedly small 
minority. A hopefulness prevails that 
is contagious. The ruins tonight are 
shrouded in darkness, and locomotion in 
tEe devastated territory is extremely 
dangèrous. At midnight the rain was 
foiling rapidly, and it was only at rare 
intervals that the stroller through the 

'doomed distri«Tibet with a fellow-being* 
The patter of the rain falUpg on the 
smouldering debris was the only sound 
that relieved the awful stillness. In its 
solemn weird
bound the spectator by a spell.

Ttë Work of clearing the debris in the 
burnt district began this afternoon, and 
was prosecuted with as much vigor as 
tbs unfavorable weather would permit 
Croefcamhave in a great measure disap­
peared, and on alt side* one hears noth­
ing but the most sanooreging and favora­
ble comments upon^tbe plucky manner in 
which the business men of this city have 
met their misfortune. As an evidence of 
the resolute manhood and of the energy 
which characterizes the men who were 
burned out, the example of W. M. Cur­
rier, one of the heaviest losers, Stands 
out prominently. Jost as soon as hè 
saw llii magnificent block melt away in 
the track of thé conflagration,
and before the flames bad 
subsided among its timbers he
hurried to a dealer in bricks and con­
tracted for 150,000 bricks for the erection 
of another edifice, such as was destroyed. 
There is a load of lumber now on the 
way from Salem, and a gang of 100 men 

removing, the wreckage from the site 
where the new building is to rise like a 
veritable phoenix out of the still lurid 
embers of the one that went to its 
doom. This is no picture of fancy, no 
passage of romance. The ruins of this 
once handsome building are still smoking 
and, notwithstanding the steady drizzle 
of today, they emitted last night a re­
flection from the burning gas that per­
colates through the broken bricks, and, 
as the men reach deeper into the general 
wreck, they find some of the fragments 
of the old structure too hot to handle. 
But this does not deter the workers or 
cool the ardor of the enterprising manu­
facturer whose building will likely be the 
first to stand upon the new territory. It 
is believed that in three months’ time 
Mr. Currier will be doing business again 
upon his old site.

Owing to the increase of the storm to­
day towards the approach of evening, a 
liberal use of dynamite was made for 
the purpose of leveling* dangerous walls 
and chimneys. The loud reports, that 
sonnded sometimes in’rapid succession 
late in the afternoon, had a tendency to 
create a flutter of excitement, and thous­
ands of people faced the wretched 
weather to witness the work of demolition. 
A number of firms attempted to raise 
their safes, many of which are in an 
apparently sound condition, and some in 
a dilapidated state, bnt the weather was 
not advantageous to that kind ofwork^nd 
but few safe were rescued. Miles of the 
tangled wire that covered the district was 
removed by the electric and telephone 
companies to-day, and the work of re­
moving all dangerous telegraph and tele­
phone poles was commenced yesterday 
morning, and most of them have disap­
peared. Still there are enough of them 
remaining to make the work of the line­
men extremely hazardous. Expressmen, 
teamsters and drivers of dnmpcarts 
are getting to be rational in their 
charges, hence tlie work of clearing away 
the rubbish that has cooled off will not 
be obstructed on account of high tariffs. 
On the day of the fire these men asked 
exorbitant prices for their labor and their 
teams. One teamster was paid $20 a 
load for seven loads, and in some 
cases $50 was paid for a horse and 
wagon for an hour. It was a flame col­
ored letter day for teamsters and express- 
men. An attempt is to be made to give 
a preference to Lynn men in all work 
that is to be done here during the pro­
gress of rebuilding, but as most of the 
men put out of work by the late catas­
trophe are mechanics and artisans, and 
as the only employment that could be 
offered them in the building up process 
would be of the ordinary laboring char­
acter, it is not likely that the work would 
be congenial to them. The fact that to­
morrow is Thanksgiving day will not 
deter the workmen From continuing their 
operations. If it should be an open win­
ter there will be a boom in building in 
this city.

THE SU* AND THE CONSERVATIVE PARTY

The St Croix Courier which is recog­
nized all over the province as a consist­
ent Conservative newspaper has the fol­
lowing editorial in reference to the St 
John Sun.

Some mild surprise was caused in this 
vicinity among the readers of last week’s 
Farmer by an article assailing the St 
John San, charging it with working in 
the interest of its proprietors rather than 
that of the Conservative party.

THE DOCK SCHEME*
We are glad to see that the persistent 

urging of The Gazette on the Common 
Council to do something to improve the 
harbor of St. John has had its effect. 
Yesterday the general committee, after 
a conference with Mr. James D. Leary, 
the famous raft builder and dock con­
tractor of New York, passed the follow­
ing resolution by a practically unanim­
ous vote.

Resolved, That this committee recom­
mend to the common council that the 
city guarantee a subsidy of $10,000 a year 
for twenty years for the construction of 
a wet and dry dock upon satisfactory se­
curity being given by Mr. Leary, the 
subsidy to be payable from the time the 
work is completed, the plans and specifi­
cations in detail to be approved by 
common council before the work is 
dertaken.

Mr. Leary proposes to build l>oth a wet 
and a dry dock at Sand Point, and he is 
ready to commence the work within a 
month, if necessary. The scheme he 
intends to carry oat is practically the 
same as that which The Gazette has 
constantly advocated, and is one which 
will give St John the best possible facili­
ties not only for handling the winter 
grain trade of Canada, but also 
for repairing vessels, 
of $10,000 a year for twenty years, 
calculating the interest at 4 per cent is 
practically eqnal to an immediate gift 
of $125,000 from the city to Mr. Leary. 
If St John can get a dry dock and a wet 
dock at this low price it will have made 
an excellent bargain, and the increase of 
onr trade will be so great that the 
burthen will never be felt by our people. 
Mr. Leary has shown his faith in his 
plan and the sincerity of his motives by 
the purchase of a large area of property 
at Sand Point which will be required for 
his proposed harbor improvements, and, 
as he has all the necessary plant for do­
ing the work and abundance"of means, 
there seems to be no reason to doubt that 
this dock scheme will prove a success.

MR ANGLIN IN TORONTO
Mr. Timothy Warren Anglin is a 

gentleman who can claim the credit of 
having done his Irish Roman Catholic 
follow Countrymen in St John more in­
jury than could have been accomplished 
by all their enemies ten times multiplied. 
Ifthere are now any lingering remains 
of hostility between Protestant and 
Catholic in this fair city,the entire blame 
for that condition of affairs must rest on 
the shoulders of Mr. Anglin, who 
for selfish purposes of his own, labor­
ed for years to keep Catholic and 
Protestant apart, and who was never so 
happy as when he was stirring the em­
bers of religious strife. The Irish of 6t-
John grew weary of Mr. Anglin and of 
the contests into which he was constant­
ly dragging them, so that he was under 
the necessity of removing to Toronto. 
There he has succeeded, not in arraying 
Protestant against Catholic, but in divid­
ing the Catholic people into two 
hostile camps and setting them at logger- 
heads with each other to such an extent 
that legal proceedings have been the re­
sult. The quarrel is in regard to the sep­
arate schools of Toronto, which are 
managed by a separate school board, 
elected by the Roman Catholic taxpayers, 
and this board Is controlled by Mr. 
Anglin and a number of ecclesiastics, 
some of whom do not appiar to be over 
wise. According to the Toronto Mail, the 
Toronto School Board is little better than 
a farce, The church really governs 
the schools through the medium of cer­
tain ecclesiastics, with the consent of 
certain laymen whose presence on the 
Board she secures. The chairman. Father 
Rooney, is said to rule the board re­
gardless altogether of Parliamentary 
practice, putting such motions as accord 
with hie views and declaring to be out of 
order such as are contrary to liis views 
The board selects its'committees to man­
age the details of school management 
but it is understood that the committees 
are set at naught. It is the cliairman 
who appoints and removes teachers, who 
orders school requisites, and who under­
takes school construction. The popular 
body desires the introduction of modern 
text-books. The chairman declines the 
advice of the trustees and employs such 
books as commend themselves to his 
own judgment As a consequence there 
is much dissatisfaction among the people. 
The schools are not so good as they 
might be; they are not so efficient as in­
telligent Roman Catholics want them to 
be. They therefore desire better trustees 
and in order to secure them 
they find it necessary to demand 
that the elections for trustees 
shall be by ballot, in order that no un­
due influence may be exercised on the 
voters. Mr. Anglin and the ecclesiastics 
join in resisting this eminently fair 
proposition. A regular meeting of the 
Toronto Separate School Board, which 
was held a short time ago, broke up 
in conftision over this question. A 
motion in favor of electing trustees by 
ballot was handed to the chairman, 
Vicar General Rooney, with the request 
that he submit it to vote. The chair­
man refused to put the motion, 
but vacated his place and declared the 
meeting adjourned. The remaining trus­
tees, after the departure of tlie anti-ballot 
men, reorganized the meeting, voted a 
lay member into the chair, and the re­
jected motion was then carried nnani-

Crop» Have Been Only Fair Tills Year,
BEST VALUE IN CANADA.FOR 30 DAYS.

A gentleman of this city just returned 
from the North West has much to say in 
favor of that country. "The crops,” said 
the gentleman, in answer to the inquir­
ies of the Gazette reporter, "are good 
this year, although not by any means as 
good as the crops of the year previous. 
This has been a particularly dry sea­
son in different parts of the North West, 
and as a consequence the wheat yield 
has not been as large as expected. 
However,
farms have scarcely yielded five 
bushels of wheat to the acre, others 
have yielded as much as twenty-two, and 
some have reached as high as twenty 
eight bushels. The wheat itself is ex­
cellent; and as a dry season is generally 
followed by a season of considerable 
rain, the crop next year is expected to 
be an exceedingly good one.
