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THOUSANDS COMING 
TO THIS PROVINCEi

Big Influx of Population Expected Early Next 
Spring-Commissioner Coombs’ Ambitious 

Plans For British Columbia.
<From Thursday’s Daily.)

At the opening of the coming spring, 
British Columbia will be invaded by 

. another army of laborers, numbering 
hr three or four thousand.

They will not wear the varigated 
turban of the swarthy Sikh, nor the 
sable pig tail of the Cantonese, but in- 

? stead they will speak mother Saxon 
with the varying inflections of that 
flexible tongue. The great majority 

j will wear, instead of the distinctive 
head gears and adornments of the 

, Asiatic races, the scarlet jerseys and 
hat bands of the Salvation army.

This desirable adjunct to the popu­
lation of British Columbia will be re­
cruited, in the main, not from the 

.highly congested districts of London, 
and the other great cities of the Unit­
ed Kingdom, but largely from the pro­
vinces. They will include

Farmers, Mechanics and Artisans,
« but the predominating class will be 

'unskilled laborers.
They will be exactly fitted for the 

needs of the community which they 
"' are to serve, fcr the Army, in this, as 

In its other colonization schemes, pre- 
, pares a place for its emigrant before 

it sends him overseas. The officer in 
command of the Victoria branch, for 
instance will report to headquarters 
exactly the number of vacancies which 
exist in this city, and the type of man 

-required to fill them. Thèse will be 
. sent to headquarters and the men se- 

■ lected to fill these specific vacancies. 
The result should be that there will be 
no misfits in the entire party, but that 
each member of the contingent will, 
on arrival, fit in naturally to the com-

One of these will be to what extent 
the provincial government will assist. 
The premier, minister of finance and 
other members of the executive have 
manifested the greatest friendliness 
toward the proposal, and it is not un­
likely that Mr. Palmer when he reaches 
London will take up the matter In 
detail with the Army authorities there. 
It is also within the range of proba­
bility that recognizing the great need 
for labor in this province that the lo­
cal government will lend financial as­
sistance to the scheme.

Another matter which Commissioner 
Coombs will adjust will be that of 
transportation.

Emigration Rates
have hitherto prevailed along the line 
of the C. P. R. only as fat- as Calgafy, 
and hence, while the Salvation Army 
brought to Canada last year about 
12,000 immigrants, not one of these 
passed the barrier of the Rocky Moun­
tains. The C. P. R. officials, however, 
have given verbal assurances to those 
of the Army that next spring this re- 
struction will be removed, and when it 
is there is no reason why this part of 
Confederation should not benefit to 
some extent by the well organized col­
onization schemes of General Booth’s 
big force.

No less than twelve big steamers 
have already been chartered to 

Transport This Colony 
to the land of plenty and of opportun­
ity. “We will bring 26,000 people to 
Canada next March and April,” says 
Mr. White, “and every man, practical­
ly, will be placed before he plants foot 
on Canadian soil.”

"Will these people be the output of 
the slums and rescue homes?”

"Certainly not,” was Mr. White’s re­
ply. "They will be people of exactly 
the same class as we sent to Ontario 
last year and whom Premier Whitney 
described in a mass meeting at Lon­
don as hand-picked, and the best set­
tlers Ontario had ever received.”

He went on to explain that they will 
be composed largely of people from the 
north of England and from Scotland, 
Ireland and Wales. The

Greatest Care is Exercised 
to see that none are sent who have 
not adaptability, because the army 
partially assists their passage and 
must look to them in the future to be 
recouped for the same.

Altogether they promise well for the 
province to which they are coming.

Beside this the Army has in view a 
land colonization policy similar to that 
launched by them in Manitoba. It is 
endeavoring to arrange for a large 
tract of land in northern British Col­
umbia to which these people can be 
brought and where they may obtain 
homes of their own at a low price. This 
also will be dealt with by Commission­
er Coombs on arrival here.

Making the Selections
will be to preserve as far as possible 
the family life, and to transplant fami­
lies in their entirety, where this is 

„ possible, to British Columbia. This 
plan will have a number of advantages. 
In many instances the head of the 
home is in receipt of a weekly wage 
of from four to six dollars, and has 
daughters who as they reach the ages 
of maturity take up domestic service 

, to assist in keeping up the home. 
Where such families move to this 
vince, the roll of wage earners and pro- 

*’ ducers is not only increased by the ad- 
j’dition of an able bodied white man, 

capable of exercising the franchise and

' citizenship, but his family can assist 
at high wages to solve the perplexing 
problem of domestic help which has

FORM LABOR PARTY■n
SEAMEN CONVICTED.

REMOUNTS FOR ARMY.Further Details of What Took Place 
When Split Occurred in the 

Meeting.

In the police court yesterday after­
noon Magistrate Hall gives judgment 
In the case of the five sailors from the 
Don, who were charged with embezzl­
ing cargo. He found that all the pri­
soners were guilty and sentenced them 
to ten weeks’ imprisonment, stating, 
however, that he could, under the Mer­
chant Shipping Act, reduce the sen­
tence if the men came to an agreement 
with the captain wherby they would 
each forfeit some of their pay to make 
up for the amount of cargo they had 
Individually embezzled. CapL Roach 
had previously contended that there 
was no money due to the prisoners 
until they completed the round trip be­
tween England to Victoria, but the 
shipping master of the port refused 
him his clearance until he paid the men 
for the time they had worked on the 
vessel.

Counsel for the prosecution Intimat­
ed that, since the prisoners alone had 
not taken all the cargo embezzled, the 
captain was agreeable that the men 
pay one month’s wages, £3, each. The 
prisoners agreed to this, and His Honor 
thereupon reduced the sentence to two 
weeks’ imprisonment. As the men 
were already serving a sentence of four 
weeks for another offence he made pro­
vision that, except in the case of J. F. 
Broglin, the sentence would run con­
currently. Broglin, who created an un­
favorable impression in the witness 
box yesterday, will have to serve the 
two weeks in addition to his other sen­
tences.

Representative From Alberta Has Gone 
to Interview War Office.

John A. Turner, president of the Horse 
Breeders’ Association of Alberta, has left 
for Britain. Part of his mission to Eng­
land will be to Interview the war office 
there respecting the remount situation. 
Last year the war office purchased a 
number of Alberta horses for the army, 
and despite many difficulties the trip of 
the army officer was very successful. Mr. 
Turner will meet the officials at the war 
office and urge them to make this trip of 
the purchasing official a regular one. In 
addition to this Mr. Turner will make his 
usual purchases of thoroughbred horses 
for his own farm and for other Canadian 
importers.

The proceeding resulting in the seces­
sion of the straight labor section at the 
Labor convention on Thursday in Van­
couver is described by the News-Ad­
vertiser as follows:

When the convention resumed Tues­
day morning, the floor was taken by 
Delegate Gray, of Victoria, who had 
moved adjournment the night before, 
and he continued the debate on the 
Socialistic resolution of W. Davidson, 
of oiocan. He said- there was a large 
body of men outside the Labor party 
who were not prepared to swallow 
Socialism, and it was to organize these 
men politically that this convention 
was called. After the Nelson con­
vention he was surprised to see any 
Socialists there at all. He had been 
a Labor man for thirteen years, and 
he intended to remain so, and he did 
not intend to go any further, unless it 
was necessary as a last resort to at­
tain their ends. He would form a 
Canadian Labor party, and they would 
elect men to the legislature who would 
work In harmony- with Hawthorn- 
thwhite and Williams, and every other 
friend of labor. If not they would be 
treated as political scabs.

J. G. Davidson (Vancouver) asked 
whether if the motion were carried the 
object of the convention would not be 
defeated. He moved that the previous 
question be put.

Mr. Davidson (Slocan) objected to 
the motion as unfair. It woudl close 
off all further discussion.

The previous question was then put, 
and was defeated by 99 votes to 41.

Mr. Davidson (Vancouver) : “As the 
resolution just carried means that the 
objects for which we came here haye 
amounted to nothing, I beg leave to 
place my resignation in the hands of 
the chair and withdraw."

Several others began to follow suit, 
and Mr. Davidson, M. P. P„ rose In 
appeal. “I apeal to members of the 
convention for a hearing on this sub­
ject,” he said. “All I ask Is an honest 
expression of opinion on the subject 
before us. If we are wrong I want you 
to show us that we are- wrong.”

Delegates Gray and Sullivan also an­
nounced their intention to withdraw. 
They were not paid by their unions to 
come there to vote for a Socialist plat­
form.

About 20 others followed suit. “I am 
in the same position .as you,” said Mr. 
Johnson, of Nelson, “fc^ut all the same 
I want to see that .resolution put to 
the vote and discussed.”

Delegate Slavin said he thought on 
Tuesday morning that he was working 
among honest men, and he stood to 
give them fair play in voting for pro­
portional representation. But he saw 
now that it was only a trick to con­
trol the convention, and if that was 
Socialism he did not want anything to 
do with it.

Delegate McKenzie (Vancouver) said 
if he was the only man on the floor of 
that hall to stay and vote against the 
resolution he would stay and do so.

Aid. Williams said they were in a 
peculiar position. Most of the dele­
gates had gone. He certainly thought 
they should have remained, but as 
they had gone it was only a farce to 
continue the proceeding, and they 
must elect a new chairman.

Several delegates strongly urged up­
on Aid. Williams to remain In the 
chair; but he persisted that it Was no 
use to continue the farce.

“You were elected to the chair, and 
it is your duty to this convention to 
remain in it,” said one delegate.

"That is coercion,” said Aid. Wil­
liams, “I can’t stand for that.” And 
he left the room.

Secretary Perry also resigned his po­
sition, and the meeting was left com­
pletely in the hands of the Socialists.

Frank Phillips (Nelson) Was elected 
chairman and Ernest Mills (Green­
wood) secretary.

A few of those who were opposed to 
the motion remained and expressed 
strong disapproval of the action of1 the 
delegates who had left. One of them 
termed it “a baby act.'”

Delegate Leahney said the whole 
thing was a plot by some political 
party to sidetrack the Labor vote and 
retard the Socialist movement. They 
thought Socialism was dead and they 
hoped to pile enough rubish on top 
of it to do away with all hope of any 
resurrection.

Mr. Davidson (Slocan) spoke with 
regret of the action of the bolting dele­
gates. He said he was sure that in 
years to come many of them would 
blush for what they had done.

The original motion was put to the 
meeting and carried by a vote of 90 to 
12. There were 42 absentee votes.

The meeting passed votes of thanks 
to the trades and labor council for the 
use of the hall, and concluded with a 
strong resolution protesting against 
Hindu immigration. The convention 
was then declared formally disbanded.

In the meantime in another room the 
seceding stalwarts were busy with the 
formation of a new Labor party. J. 
McKay, of the Vancouver Typographi­
cal Union, was called to the chair, and 
A. G. Perry was appointed secretary 
of the meeting. The entrance of Aid. 
Williams from the other room was the 
signal for an outburst of applause.

Aid. Williams said personally he was 
sorry they had not stayed in the room 
and voted on the resolution before the 
chair. He thought, however, that as 
they stood, they should proceed to 
form a Labor party now.

The motion to form a separate party 
was then carried unanimously.

Mr. Gray moved that a committee 
be appointed to consider the resolu­
tions.

The committee was composed of 
Messrs. Williams (Vancouver), Nor­
man (Victoria), Johnson (Nelson), 
Raney (New Westminster) and Elliott

PETITION TO SELL
PORTION OF PARK>

MAYOR SPEAKS OF
HIS WATER BY-LAWHas Been Placed in Circulation—Aid. 

Douglas Is Getting Many 
Signatures, Be Claims That Misrepresentations 

Have Been Made by Opponents of 
the Scheme.(From Thursday’s Daily.)

A petition was placed in circulation 
yesterday based on the report of 
the park committee, read at the coun­
cil meeting on Monday. Aid. Douglas, 
who is looking after the circulation, re­
ported very flattering success in secur­
ing signatures. The petition reads as 
follows :

(From Thursday’s Daily.)
In conversation with a Times reporter 

this morning, Mayor Morley had the fol­
lowing to say in regard to the water 
question and last night's meeting: “I 
desire, in order to clear up certain state­
ments made at the meeting, to point out 
that the replies from the city engineer 
and water commissioner, which were 
made use of by Aid. Stewart in his argu­
ments against the by-law, do not in any 
way weaken it. The gentlemen who fur­
nished the replies to Aid. Stewart’s ques­
tions were, with me, responsible for the 
whole plan of tjie: t>y-Iaw,^und they put 
themselves on record at an 'earlier time 
in the quotation I will now read.”

His Worship then quoted the following 
answers to two questions which he had 
asked in a communication jo the city en­
gineer, the water commissioner and the 
foreman of the waterworks. The first 
question was: “Do you advise the aban­
donment of the use of 2,000,000 gallons a 
day, or more, available at Elk lake, at 
any time or under any circumstances?” 
The answer was as follows: "We are of 
the unanimous opinion that It would be 
unwise to abandon the 2,000,000 gallons of 
water per day that Elk lake is capable of 
supplying under present conditions.” The 
second question read: “If Elk lake is not 
abandoned, what do you consider the 
best means of increasing the present sup­
ply from Elk lake, preparatory to adding 
thereto from any other source?” The re­
ply, in part, was: “If Elk lake is to be 
utilized to the full extent of Its present 
Capacity we would advise either the lay-1 
ing of a 30-inch pipe to connect with the 
present 24-inch pipe and the installing of 
an elevated tank on the high levels."

“Although it was deemed advisable by 
the whole three to changé tjie size of the 
big main from 30 to 24 inches, it has never 
yet been shown that this change In any 
way appreciably changes the value of 
the main or the force of the pressure of 
water in it. I contend that, if it had not 
been for the efforts of certain of the 
aldermen to prevent this by-law going to 
the ratepayers, the Work of laying this 
main would undoubtedly be well under 
Way at the present time. It must be 
borne in mind that if the by-law passes, 
not only will a satisfactory supply of 
water be assured, but the amount of 
money expended, with the exception of 
that devoted to the purchase of the steel 
plates for the main, will be spent on 
labor. This Will mean that a certain 
class of laborers In the city will, if the 
Weather permits, be given work during 
the winter and spring months, at a time 
when they are usually out of work.”

The Mayor stated, in conclusion, that, 
as he understood that a number of the 
ratepayers had not been able to obtain a 
fair understanding of his by-law, he 
would trust to the generosity of the 
press to print, when he had completed it, 
a concise, explanatory letter dealing with 
some points which had, in his opinion, 
been misrepresented by the opponents of 
the scheme.

To His Worship the Mayor and Board of 
Aldermen, Victoria, B. C.:

The petition of the undersigned owners 
of real property in the city of Victoria, 
representing more than one-tenth of the 
value of the real property of the city, 
showeth as follows :

Your petitioners are informed that your 
park committee have recommended as be­
ing immediate and urgent the construc­
tion on Beacon Hill park of proper hous­
ing accommodation for the zoological 
specimens owned by the city, and also 
those Improvements which will tend to 
make the Beacon Hill park more attrac­
tive and a feature in the attractions 
which the city offers to visitors are 
urgently required.

Your petitioners desire to express re­
gret that your council has been compelled 
—by want of means—to sadly neglect the 
important public property at the Beacon 
Hill park, tending to cause reproach to 
be cast upon the municipal management 
of the city, and create an impression of 
poverty which cannot, in the eyes of 
strangers, add to the desirability of the 
city as a residential resort.

Your petitioners—in view of the many 
demands of the past upon the public 
funds, and of those contemplated in the 
future—consider that if a means can bo 
found to raise the necessary moneys 
without increasing, the burden of taxation 

should be resorted to; and 
your petitioners are of opinion that a 
strip of land of a depth of 120 feet can 
well be spared from the uncultivated and 
rocky part of Beacon Hill park lying at 
the northeast extremity running parallel 
with Catherine street, now the continua­
tion of Douglas street.

Your petitioners urge upon your council 
that whatever funds can be spared from 
municipal revenue for park purposes in 
the future cannot be made available for 
improving, planting and making present­
able this rocky strip, which, owing to its 
unfenced state, is now unprotected 
against the creation of nuisances, and 
provided a recreation ground is reserved 
for the South Park school and for a road­
way at either extremity of the strip.

Your petitioners consider that the strip 
can well be spared in order to enable 
great care, attention and improvements to 
the remaining part of Beacon Hill park, 
to be carried out.

Your petitioners recommend that appli­
cation be made to the government to re­
lease the strip to the city for sale to pro­
vide funds for park purposes; and that if 
the strip is released your petitioners ex­
press a hope that your council will care­
fully consider the restrictions desirable to 
be placed on the land when sold in lots, 
so that the present existing eye sore may 
be replaced by attractive residences and 
gardens.

Your petitioners suggest that your coun­
cil make application to the provincial 
government for the release of the strip 
suggested; and that upon having a favor­
able response the sum of $10,000 may be 
raised in anticipation of the sale of the 
strip in lots and to be refunded out of 
the proceeds of said sale, and that a by­
law be submitted to the electors entitled 
to vote on money by-laws for the purpose 
aforesaid.

ACCIDENT AT GRANBY.

James Peacock, a Mucker Boss, Was 
Seriously Injured.

Au accident occurred at No. 2 shaft 
of the Granby mines, Phoenix, Satur­
day morning, with serious and perhaps 
fatal results for James Peacock. He 
is now receiving every possible care at 
the hospital. Peacock is a mucker 
boss, and was descending the shaft in 
the cage, but neglected to pull down the 
safety gate after him. A man came 
into the shaft house with a qar while 
the cage was going down, and not no­
ticing the open gate, the heavy iron 
car went down the shaft.

through Secretary Taft that they have 
a parliament of their own, conditioned 
upon their good behavior for a term of 
two years, and it is understood that 
Secretary Taft himself will proceed to 
the Philippines next spring to witness 
the installation of the new form of rep­
resentative government.

On March 27th, 1905, the Philippine 
census was published ahd consequently 
two years from taht date, March 27th, 
1907, under the terms of the act of 
congress, the president will direct the 
Philippine commission to call ageneral 
election for the choice of delegates to 
what will be known as the Philippine 
assembly. This body is to take over all 
legislative powers heretofore exercised 
by the Philippine commission in all 
that part of the archipelago not inhab­
ited by Moros or non-Christian tribes.

As this date draws near, the Philip­
pine people are showing signs of agita­
tion and to the officials here it is evi­
dent that they are expecting some ben­
efits that cannot at once be realized. 
For instance, the assembly of the pro­
visional government, recently In ses­
sion in Manila" with the view to arrang­
ing the preliminaries for the meeting 
of the Philippine assembly, is reported 
to have recommended that the suffrage 
be widely extended. It - is pointed out 
here that it is not possible for the rea­
son that the act of congress under 
which the assembly will be convened 
expressly stated the qualifications of 
voters. These in brief are that the voter 
must be at least 23 years of age, which 
was the Spanish requirement; must be 
able to read and write either Spanish 
or English, or must own a certain small 
amount of property or must have been 
in the past an official under the Span­
ish government. These qualifications 
were framed upon the old Spanish 
practice and no Philippine assembly 
can change them.

The new assembly, or legislature, will 
consist of two houses, to be known as 
the Philippine commission and the 
Philippine assembly, the latter to con­
sist of not less than fifty members or 
more than one hundred members. It Is 
probable that the present commission 
will be merged into the upper house.

Students in uniforms were 
conspicuously absent as the result of 
a warning issued at the meeting held 
in the university yesterday that bands 
of reactionary rowdies had been form­
ed to beat pedestrians in student garb.

Perished in Flames.

Among them 
is an article by Clive Phillips-Wolley, 
entitled “In Canada’s Playground,” 
which sets forth with this writer’s well 
known charm the beauties of the new 
district near Field, made available by 
the erection of the hotel at Emerald 
Lake:

“The mountain forest never loses its 
gloom, even in summer sunshine. It is 
as if the memory of bitter winters 
dwelt in it: the sadness of heavy rains, 
the gloom of floating mist wreaths, the 
appalling silence of the snow. Like a 
life which has struggled through dis­
aster to success, the mountain forest 
bears the mark of its past, its shadow 
even in the sunshine of success. A 
chastened austere peace it has, but the 
laugh of spring meadows is impossible 
to the forest, whose dominant note 
seems always a long and uncomplain­
ing patience, a dumb waiting on the 
will of God, and, so it seems to me, an 
aloofness from smaller creatures less 
nobly tried. Through this you pass, if 
you are wise, alone, and If there be 
anything beneath your hide but very 
common matter, you will by the end 
of your walk, have absorbed some of 
that spirit of reverence with which 
Nature seems charged, so that when 
you emerge from the avenue of pines 
upon the shores of the Emerald, and 
see its setting, see the glacier crawl­
ing from the mists down St. Michael’s 
side, you will understand that this is 
Canada’s Holy of Holies, that it is not 
Emerajd Lake, but the Cup which 
Canada holds up to her God, in thank­
fulness for the rich lands of that mid­
dle West which is to feed the peoples 
of the world, and for that young, 
strong nation which is growing to teach 
in time all lands His law.

“Go there, as I went, alone, and re­
alize the Impotence of the written 
word to record what has been writ­
ten by the Finger of God. Go home 
with the peace of the mountains upon 
you, and then acknowledge that the 
dreams of men have been fulfilled in 
Canada: that mountains have been re­
moved at their bidding, and that the 
dream of a united English-speaking 
race, united without the loss of the 
dignity or individuality of either may 
yet be accomplished.”

There is also a two-page contribu­
tion, splendidly illustrated, on “Salmon 
Canning.” Another on “Bulb Growing 
in Canada,” gleaned from facts pub­
lished in the Victoria Times, further 
emphasizes the interest taken in this 
province in London.

In a private letter to a resident of 
British Columbia, Percy A. Hurd, the 
editor of Canada, makes the following 
observations: “I am making a good 
show of your British Columbia fruit 
article which has Just reached me and 
am drawing special attention to the 
facts from the Victoria Times as to 
bulb culture, and so on, on the Pacific 
slope. I notice that very little Is said 
in either of these articles as to the 
possible labor difficulties in the event 
of any newcomers from this side of 
the Atlantic putting capital in these 
new enterprises. Your labor problem 
in British Columbia seems to be a very 
thorny one indeed."

The Winnipeg edition of the Farmers’ 
Advocate is also doing Its share to­
wards advertising this province. H. 
F. Pullen, of this city, has an article 
on “Wstlnuts on the Pacific Coast,” re­
porting on experiments made by R. M.

Albertan Commissioner Complains 
That High Charges Interfere With 

Trade With British Columbia. *

MAD RUSH FOR GOLD. Coroner Haskill, who has been con­
ducting a rigid inquiry since Sunday 
night, is to-dâÿ preparing for the in­
quest which is to begin on Thursday. 
He anticipates an unusually long In­
quest and thinks that it may be a week 
or more before a verdict is reached.

Indian Reservation in Nevada Thrown 
Open—Many Persons Injured.

D. W. Warner, president of the Al­
berta Farmers’ Association, who was 
commissioned by the Alberta govern­
ment to Investigate the conditions of 
the oat market to British Columbia, is 
preparing a formal report to submit to 
Ms government. Mir. Warner spent 
about six weeks to British Columbia 
and Visited every important point ac­
cessible by roll and water and made 
careful observations. In summing up 
the conclusions of his observations on 
his return to Edmonton he said:

“I find a heavy natural increase of 
oat-coneumption in the lumber busi­
ness, which is expanding as fast as 
capital and labor can be procured. 
From what the mill men tell me the 
expansion can go on for an indefinite 
length of time. The supply is so far 
behind the demand, the danger of glut­
ting the market with lumber is so far 
ahead, If it ever does come, that it is 
not to be considered at present. When 
we contemplate the vast territory to 
Western Canada to be settled which 
must use British Columbia lumber for 
most of its buildings, we fall to see 
how the market can be overdone in 
lumber.

"I find that the first thing which 
stands in the way of extension of trade 
with British Columbia is the high 
freight rotes which have to be paid on 
produce either going West or oorriing 
East. The wholesale dealers in Van­
couver tell me that if they could get as 
good a rate West as now exists East, 
oats could be shipped to Australia be­
tween crape a/nd still leave the Alberta 
farmers a fair price for their product 
at home. On account of the high 
freight rates both ways the British 
Columbia rancher is now in many cases 
raising oats in Competition with us in­
stead of raising the fruit which we so 
badly need in Alberta. If ft would 
come to us at a reasonable price we 
could Consume many times what we 
now do. The British Columbia people 
are ready to stand with us for a reduc­
tion of freight rates and extension of 
trade in any reasonable way, as they 
know as well as we, that British Col­
umbia and Alberta, each producing 
what the other must have, will prosper 
together, each sharing alike in the ad­
vantages or disadvantages.

"I was invited to attend a meeting 
of the Victoria Beard of Trade and cor­
dially asked to State my mission to Bri­
tish Columbia Every member present 
expressed himself as highly pleased 
with the course the Alberta govern- 
mentment had taken in investigating 
markets of our stater province with a 
vieiw to the interchange of products. 
They also thought it would be wise for 
the British Columbia government to 
follow the same plan and send a com­
missioner to Investigate the Alberta 
markets for their products.

“When the Panama canal is finished 
which will be so in a few years, west­
ern ports will have as good a water 
route as the eastern ports and a much 
shorter railroad haul. With terminal 
elevators on the western coast the 
problem of reaching the world’s mark­
ets With Alberta products is solved and 
If we can build great cities on the Bri­
tish Columbia coast we are making a 
greater market for our products.

Fort McPherson is 
100 miles south of the Arctic Ocean and 
the most northerly Hudson’s Bay post.

The only means of transportation in 
the far north is by dogs. A horse Is 
unknown. A good dog is worth $30. 
Four dogs will draw a man and from 
three to four hundred pounds, almost 
any distance. Travelling overland is 
Impossible except during the ‘winter.

Coal in abundance was noticed along 
the banks of the Mackenzie river. Some 
of it seems to have been burning for 
years. At one point on the Mackenzie 
river ignited gas was gushing skywards 
to a great height and the natives said 
it had been burning for a great many 
years.

The temperature during the winter 
ran as low as 64 degrees below rezo, 
and in the summer it went as high as 
81. At Herschel Island the summer 
temperature is often around 60 degrees 
above zero. The sun shines continu­
ously for six weeks at a stretch, suc­
ceeded by the same duration of semi­
darkness, during which time the sun is 
not seen at all. The natives are Esqui­
maux, and what are called rat Indians 
—those who live on musk-rats, many 
Indians being superstitious in the use 
of such a diet. These Indians are al­
most extinct through the ravages of 
consumption.

Union, British Columbia could not re­acknowledged the fact that any re­
vision of the British North America 
Act must be subject to a greater or 
lesser extent to the will of the people 
of Canada as a whole. It is obvious 
that British Columbia can never secure 
better terms in the degree that will 
be satisfactory except by radical 
amendments to the B. N. A. Act, the 
constitution under which we work as 
a confederation. We hold that the Pre­
mier of Canada, Sir Wilfrid Laurier, 
having exercised his great Influence to 
secure an acknowledgment from the 
conference that British Columbia was 
entitled to special consideration, it was 
the duty of Premier McBride as the 
representative of this province to have 
continued to sit in the conference and 
urge our claims. It was not necessary 
for him to accept the resolution Of 
Premier Whitney as full satisfaction 
of our demands. He should have en­
tered an emphatic and dignified protest 
instead of beating an “heroic” retreat. 
He should have declined to recognize 
the terms proposed by the conference 
as full satisfaction of our demands and 
have reserved the right to bring the 
question up again in the future and 
directly with the government of Can­
ada if necessary. If he had taken that 
course British Columbia «would not be 
in the anomalous position she i£ in to­
day. She would not have been placed 
in the undignified attitude of having 
no apparent status in one of the most 
important deliverative assembles in 
the country. She would have gained 
something and she would be in a po­
sition to gain something more. But, as 
is very well known, Mr. McBride’s mo­
tive was not to gain anything for the 
benefit of British Columbia, but to at­
tempt to raise an issue behind which 
all the misdoings of his government 
would be hidden during the course of 
the campaign for which he had made 
every possible preparation before he 
went to Ottawa.

yesterday. The Conservatives claimed

lively anticipation of accomplishing 
this result and of administering a de­
cisive blow to the prestige of the gov­
ernment was based on the fact that 
an admittedly strong man and one of 
the ablest in the ranks of the party, 
an accomplished pleader and popular 
leader, had been induced to come forth 
from his retirement and pit himself 
against the Minister of Finance.

grant, arid could never have received 
any increase beyond that basis of 
population. Now, I have only given the 
facts of the case. I am not arguing 
that British Columbia should, not re­
ceive more than it was proposed to 
give her.

The Liberal members of the British 
Columbia legislature, to show their 
great faith and desire to assist the 
cause of British Columbia, joined hands 
with the government in passing unani­
mously a resolution, asking that this 
province be given special recognition 
and we are proud to say that at the 
recent conference Sir .Wilfrid Laurier, 
when the case of British Columbia first 
came up, unhesitatingly asserted to the 
Premiers assembled that his view was 
that British Columbia was entitled to 
special recognition. It is to be regret­
ted that when Premier Whitney (the 
Conservative Premier of the greatest 
Conservative province in the Domin­
ion) movjd the extra Increase that he 
could not see his way clear to make it 
larger. If Premier Whitney and the 
other Eastern Premiers could be in­
duced to take a trip through British 
Columbia and see conditions for them­
selves, they would be in a better posi­
tion to appreciate the claims of this 
province to. further extra recognition.

Before concluding I should like to 
refer to your statement this morning 
in an editorial In which you say: “The 
opposition, while admitting the Justice 
of the special claims, contend that they 
shall be submitted to a conference of 
the Premiers and shall only be settled 
in such a manner as that conference 
shall recommend.” The opposition do 
not "contend” for any such position. 
They do, however, recognize that this 
position is one of the difficulties of the 
situation that British Columbia has to 
"contend” with. We do acknowledge 
that it is difficult, if not impossible, to 
alter the terms of the Union without 
the concurrence of the other provinces, 
and for this reason; When the pro­
vinces of Canada entered into a federal 
partnertiiip they voluntarily formed a 
compact which was Confirmed by an 
Imperial Act of Parliament.

The very foundations of Confeder­
ation rest upon that act, and upon its 
provisions being observed by all par­
ties to the contract. How could the 
Federal government or the Imperial 
government violate or alter the terms 
of that Union in favor of one or more 
of the provinces without the consent of 
the other parties to the contract? Sup­
pose a man enters into a business part­
nership with several other men, and 
he discovers in the course of time that 
the terms of the partnership operate 
to his disadvantage and do not work 
out equitably. He could appeal to his 
partners for a readjustment of the 
terms, but there is no power or author­
ity to which he could appeal that would 
have the right or power to say to the 
other partners you must vary the terms 
of this partnership. If such a man ap­
pealed to a court of law to have his 
grievance redressed the court would 
tell him that it had no power to alter 
t'he terms of the agreement, but only 
had power to enforce them.

So in the case of British Columbia. 
If the Imperial government were ap­
pealed to, as Mr. McBride proposed, 
they could give their moral support to 
the caseof British Columbia, as Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier has done, and endeavor 
to influence the other provinces to 
agree to further concessions." Beyond 
this they could not go. The present 
case offers no parallel to the appeal 
made In thé seventies by the Walkem 
government. The grievance then was, 
that the terms of Union were not be­
ing carried out. Now it is a question 
of altering the terms of Union.

It is an easy matter for a brief period 
to inflame public opinion on a question 
of this kind by omitting to state the 
whole situation ; but while it may 
afford a convenient opportunity to play 
the role of the patriot and serve as an 
election cry, such a course cannot in 
the end serve the best interests of Bri­
tish Columbia.

IN BANK CLEARINGS
The total olearings for the local 

banks during the month of October are 
very much greater this year than for 
any previous year ijr the history of the 
city.

* The clearings for the month just 
closed were 85,678,017. This is an ad­
vance of nearly 50 per cent, over the 
year previous. For October, 1905, the 
clearings were 53,076,101, For the same 
month in 1904 the showing was $3,011,- 
830. In 1903 the clearings were some­
what higher than in the/two following 
years during the month, being $3,439,- 
337. In 1902 the amount was 82,414,854, 
and in 1901, 82,772,174.

The large increase this year, how­
ever, shows a decided advance in busi­
ness over previous years.

ARRANT NONSENSE.

It is very dramatic for Premier 
McBride to announce that he has sev­
ered all relations with the other prov­
inces of the Dominion and with the 
federal power and that henceforth he 
will look to the quarter whence justice 
is sure; it is also very impressive for 
the peculiar class with whom the Pre­
mier has surrounded himself to wrap 
the Uhion Jack around their aromatic 
persons and rant about takirig their 
case to the “foot of the throne”; but 
it is significant that not one respon­
sible individual in British Columbia or 
one newspaper whose utterances carry 
the weight of a feather has ventured 
to say that an appéal for better terms 
will be carried to the Imperial govern­
ment. Premier McBride, making due 
allowance for all the weaknesses of his 
character and for the etraordinary ne­
cessities of his political case, Is not a 
fool. He has no intention of approach­
ing the throne. He knows that he 
would be spurned out of the presence 
if he ever attempted to do such a 
thing. If he ever had such an inten­
tion, he has had counsel warning him 
of the utter foolishness of such an act. 
He may endeavor to keep up that fic­
tion until he gets his campaign well 
under way because he believes it has 
made an impression on some persons 
who are moved by political fireworks. 
The Toronto News, a journal which has 
devoted a good deal of space to the 
proceedings of the Ottawa conference 
and which has been very friendly to-. 
wards British Columbia and sympath­
etically supported her claims for pre­
ferential treatment, thus warns the 
Premier: “It is difficult to see on what 
ground Mr. McBride, of British Colum­
bia, can appeal to the Imperial author­
ities. It is not pretended that the 
terms of union have been violated, or 
that the province has any legal claim 
upon the federal treasury. There is 
nothing at issue except a provincial 
demand for better terms, based upon 
provincial necessities, and which de­
mand Ottawa in its discretion may ac­
cept or reject. The question is between 
the provincial and the federal authori­
ties, between the province and the Do­
minion, and the British government 
would be badly advised to interfere ex­
cept upon the joint request of the two 
governments. As we have said more 
than once, we are convinced that Brit­
ish Columbia has a far stronger claim 
to special financial consideration than 
any other province in the confedera­
tion, but the case will not be improved 
by Imperial meddling, and Mr. McBride 
will make a mistake if he seeks aid 
and comfort outside of Canada.”

Consequently the Conserva­
tive party is still without a representa­
tive In the province of Nova Scotia, 
and It has been demonstrated by the 
most convincing evidence that notwith­
standing the determined assaults of 
the 'opposition upon the government's 
position its strength is not only un­
impaired, but has been augmented, in 
the East.

Two days previously a by-election 
was held in North Bruce, one of the 
western constituencies of Ontario. Mr. 
Tolmie, the dispatches say, was not 
only elected by a handsome majority, 
but the returns indicated that the Lib­
eral cause had "gained in strength all 
along the line.” It is true other elec­
tions have been held which did not 
result as satisfactorily from the point 
of view of the supporters of the gov­
ernment, but neither is it possible for 
the opposition to extract satisfaction 
from the outcome of them. North Ren­
frew, Ontario, is an old Conservative 
stronghold. It has been Tory by tradi­
tion and practice for many years. And 
yet even North Renfrew but for the 
ambition of more than one Liberal to 
take advantage of the ebbing tide of 
Conservatism to obtain a seat in Par­
liament might have been added to the 
list of Liberal constituencies. Two by­
lections have been held in the pro- 
Ince of Quebec, and in neither of the 

constituencies have the supporters of 
Mr. Borden had the courage to place 
candidates th the field. So that it is 
not the alleged growing strength of 
the opposition that is proving embar­
rassing to the government, but the ob­
vious weakness of the Conservative 
party. When two strong forces are 
opposed to each other, the necessity for 
the maintenance of discipline is ap­
parent to all and personal ambition is 
subordinated to the good of the cause.

On the whole it may be said the re­
sults of the elections lately held in­
dicate unmistakably that the Conser­
vative newspaper which expressed the 
opinion that there was little hope of 
the Conservative party being returned

that conference with these very hand­
some annual contributions to their 
treasury.”

Now, if these additional grants to the 
Atlantic provinces were “very hand­
some” as Mr. McBride describes them, 
he knows perfectly well (though he 
said not a word about it in his speech) 
that they were equally applicable to 
British Columbia. The audience were 
left to infer, and many of them did in­
fer, that these “very handsome” in­
creases were not to be shared by Bri­
tish Columbia. Premier McBride spoke 
of Mr. Peters of P. E. I., being anxious 
to pack his little trunk, and get away 
home again with his extra 870,000, but 
he did not tell his audience that Bri­
tish Columbia was to get an increase of 
$115,000 in perptuity in addition to the 
increase of $1,000,000 per annum for ten 
years. Mr. McBride wanted to make 
it appear that British Columbia was 
denied these "very handsome” addi­
tional grants in order to justify his 
conduct While at Ottawa.

Now, let me give the total increases 
for all the provinces, and in consider­
ing these figures it must be remember­
ed that Ontario and Quebec, by reason 
of their immensely larger population, 
are in a class by themselves and that 
Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and P. E.

RUGBY IN CALIFORNIA.
When Benjamin Ide Wheeler, president 

of the University of California, rafised his 
voice against the brutality of inter-ool- »" 
legiate football in the United States, his ^ 
protest was received with almost derision.
It was not until President Roosevelt 
thusiastically endorsed his position that 
the proposal to replace the flying wedge 
formation with a field somewhat similar, ’’ 
although not exactly so, to Rugby that r 
any headway was made towards improve- * 
ment.

The Rugby boom that is now sweeping 
through the Western states is full evi- - 
dence of the wisdom of the new depart- 
ure. A series of three games between a 
hastily selected team from Vancouver 
and that of the University of California 
that concluded on Saturday demonstrated 
fully the fact that there is amply material 
in the Golden State for first-class teams. f 
Owing to differences in the rules, men­
tioned previously in this column, the Van­
couver boys lost the first match by 5 to 
nil, but won the last two with a score of 
3 to nothing each. This placed the Brit­
ish Columbia team one goal ahead in the 
series, which was very good considering 
only a. scratch team was sent, and they 
played under strange rules.

Interviewed in Berkeley on Sunday, 
“Reggie” Woodward, manager of the 
Vancouver team, and daddy of all tha 
veterans in the Terminal City, is report­
ed to have said: “There is magnificent 
material in these men for a crack Rugby 

1 team. They have nothing to learn, of 
course, about tackling and punting the 
ball. The knowledge of just what to do 
with the ball when it is in their hands 
they are fast picking up. We will look 
for some great games between the col­
lege men and our crack teams of British 
Columbia in the next few years. The 
experiment of bringing a team, made up 
in a hurry, from British Columbia to 
play California college men was de­
nounced as folly in British Columbia, but 
we were urged so strenuously to come 
that men left their work, and at great 
disadvantage to themselves, and they are 
here. Many of them never saw each 
other until they got on the train to come. 
Naturally their team work has not been 
perfect. We would like to exhibit our 
best to the colleges here, and In other ’ 
years w<rshall, perhaps, be able to do so.”

But the most pleasing feature of the 
rise of Rugby across the line is the favor 
with which it is received* by the High 
schools of California. On Saturday last 
an official statement was issued by Presi­
dent Wheeler's office in the following 
words: “The University of California is 
glad to announce that the game of Rugby 
football is still succeeding almost beyond 
expectations. The varsity fifteen is find­
ing it possible to arrange contests with S 
good many other teams. Two games were 
played last week; one with Pomona Col­
lege, the other with the All-Stars team, 
an aggregation of players in the immedi­
ate vicinity. On Wednesday the varsity 
played Vancouver in a game fraught with 
interest and excitement from start to fin­
ish.

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ANOTHER INCREASE.

Customs Returns Show Decided Improve­
ment Over Those for October 

Last Year.

The customs returns for the month of 
October are a big improvement over 
those for the same month last year. The 
total for the month just ended is $79,400.13, 
as against $55,927.22 for the corresponding 
month last year, the increase being $23,- 
472.91. Of the first mentioned sum $76,- 
916.96 was taken in duty.

The returns now to hand also show a 
marked increase in the Imports, namely, 
$1,141.03 between the two periods referred 
to. The free Imports for last month 
amounted to $42,316, the dutiable $282,278, 
and tne total $324,594. For October last 
year the total Imports were $210,491.

Apart from a general improvement in 
all lines of business no special reason is 
given for the augmented returns. All 
branches of industry appear to be ex­
panding, with the natural result as indi­
cated in the customs returns.

In the face of this 
fact he favored a delay until, the High­
land district had been thoroughly sur­
veyed. Prom the first day of October 
until yesterday, the total volume of 
wafer that had passed over the main 
weir at Lavender swamp was 182,211,- 
948 gallons, an indication of the possi­
bilities of this district. He thought 
that the matter Should be delayed until 
next spring, when there would be suf­
ficient facts and figures on hand to 
show the relative merits of the two 
districts, and then- a complete and 
reasonable by-law could be drafted.

He claimed that the hoard of 
aldermen had not done its duty during 
the year in the matter of obtaining 
complete surveys of all prospective 
supply districts. He would not be sur­
prised to see by-law after by-law turn­
ed down because he was certain that 
the ratepayers did not know how mat­
ters stood in regard to the water prob­
lem. Mr. Paterson finished speaking 
amidst general disorder. It was near­
ly 11.30, and the ratepayers commenced 
to leave the meeting.

The Mayor was the last to speak. He 
passed a few criticisms on remarks 
made by former speakers and advanc­
ed further arguments to support his 
scheme. The meeting broke up short­
ly before midnight.

HEAVY SENTENCE ON SAILOR.

One of the Seamen From British 
Barque Don Convicted of Neglect 

of Duty.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

The case in which five sailors from 
the British barque Don were charged 
with neglect of duty was resumed in 
the police court this morning before 
Magistrate Hall, 
were called for the prosecution, after 
which two of the accused went Into 
the witness box and testified to their 
doings on occasions referred to. The 
evidence given was of a conflicting na­
ture, and Magistrate Hall, in summing 
up the case, pointed out that the guilt 
of only one of the accused was estab­
lished by it. He found that J. Brog- 
lin was guilty, and sentenced him to 
four months’ Imprisonment, to follow 
the completion of the term now being 
served by the prisoner. The four other 
seamen were found not guilty. Two 
other charges are preferred against the 
prisoners, and will be proceeded with 
later. His Honor will give judgment, 
which he reserved yesterday in regard 
to the charge of embezzling cargo this 
afternoon.

CLAIMS BONDED.

Dominion Copper Company Has Taken 
Properties on United States Side.

The Dominion Copper Company has 
taken a bond on another group of cop­
per claims and is making preparations 
to develop them, says a Phoenix dis­
patch. The claims comprise what is 
known as the Delphia group, located 
on the American side of the internat­
ional boundary line, on Lafleur moun­
tain.
known Comstock group, owned by the 
Le Roi Mining company of Rossland, 
but which has not been operated for 
some years. C. B. Brash, on behalf of 
the Dominion Copper company, ex­
amined this group of copper claims, 
and a bond was taken at a substantial 
figure, a small payment being made.

1. Do you consider tne scheme as pro­
posed by the Mayor, l.e„ the laying of a 
24-inch main to Elk lake to supply three- 
quarters of the city by gravity, practic­
able?

Answer—Yes. .
And is it the best possible way of ob­

taining an increased supply from Elk 
lake for the next two or three years?

Answer—The pumping by-law having 
taen defeated. It appears to us to be the 
inly means of increasing the supply from 
Elk lake.

2. Will a 24-inch gravity main from Elk 
lake give better fire protection than a 
supply from a reservoir on Smith’s Hill?

Answer—The reservoir will give better 
fire protection than the main, so long as 
it is kept full and the pumps are working.

3. Do you consider pressure supplied 
by a 24-inch gravity main from Elk lake 
sufficient for fire protection, in accord­
ance with the best waterworks authori­
ties?

Answer—The same answer as for ques­
tion No. 2.

4. What is the difference in pressure at 
the city hall between a gravity system as 
advocated by the Mayor, and one sup­
plied by a reservoir at Smith’s Hill?

Answer—From 25 to 30 pounds.
6. Will such a 24-inch gravity main 

secure a lower rate with the fire insur­
ance companies than a supply from a 
reservoir on Smith’s Hill, and what is the 
chief difference in the rate? What will 
It amount to on the whole of the burn­
able property In the city?

Cannot answer.
6. In the event of such a gravity main 

being installed, do you consider $4,000 
ample (as stated by the Mayor in his 
proposed scheme) to Cover the total ex­
pense of the area that will have to be 
pumped under the gravity system? If not, 
what would be the cost?

Answer—Yes.
7. Do you consider the present filter 

beds capable of filtering the maximum 
amount of water from Elk lake, which, 
as stated by the Mayor, is to be 3.6 mil­
lions?

Answer—Filtering capacity depends on 
state of water in lake; some years’ filter­
ing quicker than others; nominal filtering 
capacity of beds, 3,600,000 gallons.

8. To supply and keep supplied the pro­
posed 24-inch main, what additional filter 
beds will be required, and what is the 
estimated cost of the same?

Answer—The present filters are not cap­
able of supplying full capacity of the 24- 
inch main; the filtering capacity would 
have to be doubled if full capacity of 24- 
inch main is to be utilized. Have not suf­
ficient information In the way of surveys, 
etc., to submit estimate for additional fil­
ter beds.

9. What is your estimated cost of a 
24-inch steel No. 10 gauge main to Elk 
lake, including digging, laying said main, 
and digging up .the old 12-inch main?

Answer—We. estimate the cost of a 24- 
inch steel main (not including the cost, of 
digging up the old 12-inch main, which 
is included in distribution estimate) at $5 
per foot from filter beds to the end of the 
present .24-inch main, approximately 20,000 
feet.

Frequent interruptions and general 
disorder prevented the speaker from 
explaining or’criticizing these answers, 
and finally drew from Mm a few caus­
tic remarks, which did not, however, 
have any visible effect on the no'isy 
■ones in his audience. “I am here,” he 
said, “because I wish to do my duty as 
an alderman and a citizen. I think the 

. ratepayers should be in .possession of 
the true facts in regard the Highland 
district, and I want to give them these 
facts. When 1 have accomplished this 
I have done my part, and I don’t care 
whether .the ratepayers believe my 
statements or not.”

Aid. Stewart then stated that the 
total cost of bringing a supply from the 
'Highland district had been over-esti- 
malted, and. claimed that an outlay of 
$490,000 would cover everything. Re­
newed interruptions and general .un­
quiet then made him leave the plat­
form, evidently with half his intended 
arguments and contentions unsaid.

C. T. Beaven made his way to the 
platform amid laughter and cries of 
“go on, Charlie.” He said there were 
a lot of people present who had only 
lived in the city for a short time, but 
seemed to “know it all.” He had been 
in Victoria for thirty-five years, and 
this question of a good water supply 
had been in the air during the whole 
of that time. The twenty-four inch 
main which was at present connected 
to the twelve-inch pipe from Elk lake 
Was put down by a former council, 
which intended to extend it to the lake 
as soon as the city could afford to pay 
for the work. He believed in Elk lake, 
but thought that Goldstream 
graft from the word “go.” He hoped 
that the ratepayers would vote for the 
by-law.

The ratepayers present for the great­
er .part, seemed to tire completely of 
the discussion at this stage, and amus­
ed themselves with sarcastic cheering 
and remarks evidently intended to be 
of a humorous nature.

Senator Macdonald, who had previ­
ously stated that his time was limited, 
announced that he had to vacate the 
chair, and asked Mr. Bragg to relieve 
him. The new chairman made several 
calls for order before he could 
his seat, but the visibilities 
gathering had been raised and order 
■was not forthcoming.

The meeting developed into a farce a 
moment later, when J. H. Warner 
mounted the platform and made a 
stump speech unrolling, as he spoke, a 
greasy parcel. “I am authorized,” he 
said, “by the proprietor of a local 
restaurant, to offer this as a prize to 
the man who can give the best explan­
ation of the by-law.” At this he pro­
duced a string of 1 sausages amid 
shrieks of laughter and applause. 
While he was dilating on the quality 
of these delectable edibles, Mayor Mor- 
ley, evidently realizing that matters 
had reached a climax, made his way to 
the platform and appealed for order, 
stating that, as Mayor of the city, he 
felt bound to protest against such pro­
ceedings.

ON lAYOR’S SCHEME
MUCH CRITICISM OF

THE WATER BY-LAW

Boisterous Proceeding at Citizens’ Meet­
ing Held Last Night—Frequent 

Interruptions.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)
There was a large attendance of rate­

payers present at the opening of the 
public meeting called for the considera­
tion of the water by-law, In the city 
hall last evening.

J. H. Warner mounted the platform 
and called the meeting to order, after 
which Senator Macdonald was’ appoint­
ed chairman.

Mayor Morley, at the invitation of 
the chairman, recounted his scheme in 
regard to the water supply from Elk 
and Beaver lakes. Irf the past, he said, 
there had been much misconception 
garding thé present and future supply 
from this district. He wished to point 
out that at the time when there was 
least water in ' the lake this summer 
the water level was two feet above the 
original level of the lake. The greatest 
amount of water that the cly had used 
in any one year was fifty-two inches, 
and this was on account of a great 
waste caused by a defective automatic 
flushing system. Since addressing the 
first meeting called- to consider the 
question of this water supply It had 
been discovered that there 
available watershed west of Little 
Saanich mountain which could be util­
ized to increase the present supply 
either by being impounded in a 
voir and stored for use, or by being 
guided into Elk lake. The supply in 
this new watershed could be also im­
pounded so as to provide a means of 
keeping up the level of the lake. This 
watershed had not been completely 
surveyed but, so far as the city en­
gineer had reported, it promised well. 
As for the quality of the water from 
Elk lake he felt sure that there had 
never been any serious complaint about 
it. It had occasionally been discolored 
and warm in the summer time, but, 
even on these few occasions it had not 
been very bad. He felt sorry that one 
of the aldermen had stated at the board 
of trade that Elk lake was liable to 
contamination. Such a statement was 
a misrepresentation.

The Mayor then quoted from a report 
prepared by him in 1902 in which it 
was stated that 50 per cent, more water 
could be taken out of the Elk district 
than was being obtained. He contend­
ed that the same condition of affairs 
still prevails, The> present supply was 
inadequate inasmuch as it was not 
sufficient to insure-, the city against a 
serious conflagration. Out of 3,000,000 
gallons per day used by the cityt 750,000 
gallons was supplied by gravitation. 
The rest was supplied by a single 
pump. If, anything went wrong with 
this pump the city' would be rendered 
helpless. He thought that the present 
supply would be adequate if all waste 
was done- away with as he was certain 
that there was at present an enormous 
loss of water caused by defects in the 
distribution service. He believed that 
if a twenty-four inch main was laid 
from the lake in place of . the existing 
twelve-inch pipe, and the pumping ser­
vice increased, the city would, be in a 
position to guard. agaihst anything In 
the way of fire. . ,

There had been a lot of misrepresen­
tation in regard to the amount of 
money It was Intended to expend on 
Elk lake. He was sorry to say that an 
alderman had endeavored to knock the 
by-law by continually referring to the 
proposed total expenditure of $300,000 as 
being solely applied to the development 
of Elk lake. This was a misrepresenta­
tion as all that It was proposed to 
spend on the Elk lake system was the 
cost of the projected twenty-four inch 
main to the city, $99,000. The saving on 
the raising of the twelve-inch pipe 
would be $20,000, and the saving on 
pumping would reduce the total expen­
diture to $79,000. It had been stated in 
the newspapers recently that he had 
left the water situation where he found

It. He wished to point out that, at the 
time he came to office, nothing had 
been done iq the way of bettering the 
city’s supply. Since that time he had 
woke the city up to the needs of the 
hour and a move had been made to im­
prove the water service.

His Worship then presented, in full, 
the arguments he had advanced at the 
previous public meeting.

Mayor had concluded, that future 
speakers be restricted to a certain time 
in which to express themselves.

Aid. Stewart, who was next to speak, 
said that the cost of developing the 
new watershed spoken of by the Mayor 
would be too high to merit such work 
being done. The watershed was fed 
by a swamp and a narrow stream and, 
in order to use the supply, the water 
would have to be impounded and led 
around the base of Little Saanich moun­
tain. This would mean that the farms 
in the vicinity would be robbed of their 
usual water supply and actions to re­

According to the scheme outlined by 
His Worship, the city was to receive a 
daily supply of 3,500,060 gallons. This 
would mean that the lake, according to 
statistics and figures he produced, 
would be lowered to its old level and 
every drop of water that was brought 
to the city would have to be pumped 
into the filtration beds. The Mayor had 
stated that the pressure from the grav­
itation system connected with the 24- 
inch main at the city hall, averaged 75 
lbs., but he was prepared to prove that 
it did not average even 45 lbs.

About this time the meeting was dis­
turbed by mock applause and other evi­
dent signs of unrest, and Aid. Stewart, 
who proceeded to read extracts from 
a report on the water system in the

"I must say that I don’t believe this 
man. His actions and his general ap­
pearance In the witness box have not 
been those of a man who is telling the 
truth.

Wit­
ness was called by Mr. Langley and de­
tailed in a hazy manner the doings pf 
the accused men upon the day when 
the cargo was first said to be broach­
ed. Several of the prisoners asked 
questione of a pointed nature, but wit­
ness contented himself with evasive 
answers. Later, under a cross-exam­
ination by the magistrate, witness 
grave utterance to so many conflicting 
statements and practiced such a varie­
ty of evasions that His Honor gave 
up in disgust and made the above re­
marks.

Upon the resumption of the case on 
Tuesday Capt. Roach was recalled and 
examined, but his testimony did not 
add any new features to the evidence 
already taken. He stated, however, 
that upon further investigation he es­
timated the amount of cargo which 
had beert embezzled to be 8400, just 
twice as much as previously expected. 
Much of the captain’s evidence was 
prefaced with remarks that showed he 
was not quite certain of his ground, 
and Magistrate Hall took occasion to 
point out that such testimony was not 
admissible as evidence by the court.

John Gray, a watchman on the Don, 
said that he saw three of the accused 
stealing drink from the hold of the 
vessel and passing it up to the fos’cle. 
He made several blunders in dates and 
details, and resorted to evasion when 
his widely varying statements called 
forth the magistrate's comment. At 12 
o’clock Magistrate Hall adjourned the 
case until the afternoon.

Tatlow, minister of agriculture, stated 
that the shipment was an exception­
ally good one. it contained 180. boxez 
of apples and 25 -boxes of pears. All 
were In excellent condition, and should 
prove a fine advertisement for the pro­
vince as a friut producing country. The 
shipment was to go forward to Que­
bec, where It was to be loaded Into cool 
storage chambers In the C. P. R. 
steamer Empress of Ireland, and sent 
forward at once to Liverpool.

At Quebec some packages of fruit 
from Kasio and Nelson, which were 
sent by express, were to be received 
and added) to the genera! shipment.

The-fruit will be shewn at ae many 
of the exhibitions ag possible in the Old 
Country, and afterwards will be offer­
ed for sale on different markets-

Ae a result of the shipments made In 
previous years the bureau of informa­
tion .for the province gives the gratify­
ing news that sales have been made 
by growers in the Okanagan. This 
year the horticulturalista of that sec­
tion have shipped to London with good 
results 1» as far as price was concern­
ed, and the fruit arrived in first class 
condition.

THE BOUNDARY LINE

Citizens’ League and Victuallers’ Associ­
ation Express Contrary Views as 

to Restrictions.

There is a happy war on between the 
temperance and saloon elements over 
the placing of women’s names on the 
municipal voters’ list. The movement 
was presumably started by members 
of the Llceneed Victuallers’ Associa­
tion who engaged, It Is stated, a man 
with power to take oaths to rally all 
their feminine supporters. Upon thl% 
being brought to the attention of the 
Citizens’ League, they took a hand In 
the game, and proceeded to make an 
effort to combat the work of the liquor 
Interests. Accordingly, no less than 83 
women had made application up till 
noon to-day.

There was at noon a total of 1,088 de­
clarations filed with Collector North- 
cott requesting that affiants be placed 
on the municipal voters’ list, under 
qualifications such as paying road tax, 
trades’ licenses and dog taxes. Already 
•the list Is 50 per cent, larger than that 
of last year, when the total registra­
tion was 726. Before five p.m. to-mor­
row, when the list closes, the collector 
expects a total of 1,200 applications will 
have been reached. This with about 
3,600 on the list under property qualifi­
cations will make the municipal roll 
total 4,800.

An interesting feature of the pres-1' 
ent list is the large number of ladles 
who have registered. Many of them 
state as their qualifications the pay­
ment of a dog tax, and a strange fact 
In connection with this class of appli­
cation is that in several instances a 
couple of ladles have qualified on the 
same dog. Two enterprising ladies 
have gone so far as to pay the road 
tax, only collectable from the male 
sex, at least their applications state 
so. The majority, however, claim to 
be exempted from taxes. The honor of 
being fie.it on the list belongs to Henry 
Stadhagen, the well known dealer |n 
curios, and the first lady Is No, 24, a 
lady of 52 Belleville street, who claims 
payment of water rates as the reason 
for her application. Thirty-one dogs 
is the total employed by their mis­
tresses to secure the franchise,

There is a great conflict of opinion 
among f* embers of the legal profession 
as to whether ladies not owning pro­
perty can obtain votes. The city solic­
itor is distinctly of the opinion that 
placing their names on the list is il­
legal. and will press this view before 
the court of revision which meets on 
December 21st. Although Rev. T. W. 
Gladstone, president of the Citizens' 
League, denies that this body is re- 
spensible for the movement towards ex­
tending the franchise to women,,he ad­
mits that since the matter was brought 
to the league’s attention its members 
unofficially have used every means pos­
sible to Induce the enlargement of the 
list in tl% manner mentioned. The sub­
ject was discussed at a meeting held 
on Friday last.

The great bone of contention between 
the league and those holding liquor li­
censes Is the question of further re­
strictions, a by-law containing which 
was turned down by the city council at 
the meeting last Monday. Although no 
action was taken by the league In its 
official capacity, the legislative commit­
tee of that body had prepared some Im­
portant amendments which It was in­
tended to present to the council. If dis- 

vefissibn on the proposed by-law had 
beep/ permitted in committee. Mr. 
Gladstone stated this morning that 
many members of the league enter­
tained exceedingly strong feelings re­
garding the aldermen who succeeded in 
defeating the proposed by-law.

The Licensed Victuallers' Association 
takes a totally different view of the mat­
ter. “Since the lid was put on tight every 
Sunday,” said the president of that body 
this morning, “there has been, more 
drunkenness In Victoria than ever before. 
Men who would use the side door of a 
saloon during the day mentioned, and 
take one or two drinks, now carry home 
a bottle every Saturday night and to 
make it worse than a Scotch Sunday. 
This city has been noted as being the 
most law-abiding seaport on the Coast. 
All the places where Intoxicants are serv­
ed are conducted in a straightforward 
manner, and, while this condition exists, 
there is no possible reason for hampering 
a business that Is conducted respectably,”

When askeà regarding the movement 
towards placing such a large number of 
women on the list he expressed no sur­
prise. “The Victuallers' Association has 
taken professional advice on the subject,” 
he said, “and I do not think, from what 
our solicitor says, there is any doubt that 
the court will remove these names. Of 
course some women who have been placed 
on the list are holders of liquor licenses. 
Such instances, and maybe those who pay 
other rates and taxes, will possibly be re­
tained, but I do not think It' right, and I 
believe the court of revision will be of the 
same opinion, that those women, very 
many with husbands having votes, should 
r.ot be permitted to exercise the fran­
chise while net contributing a cent to the 
municipal revenue.”

If the court Pt revision decides to re­
move the names of these ladles, Mr, Glad­
stone stated that a test pase will probably 
be taken to the court of appeal.

Between the mountain peaks there lie 
valleys of great fertility, which will 
in all probability be topographloally 
veyed. The United States secure thirty 
miles from tidal water, but the land is of 
comparatively inferior character.

Members of the Brabazon party report 
a remarkable incident as happening Pro­
fessor Blackwelder’s party, which had 
been sent out by the United States 
ernment to make a geological survey of 
the Alsek river. There were six In the 
party, and they got as far as the canyon. 
There a rook slide struck the party ; 
canoe, demolished It, and sunk beneath 
the waters all the instruments and 
piles which the party carried. The slid» 
came down a precipitous mountain slope, 
over-frowning the swift waters of the 
canyon through which the party were en­
deavoring to take their canoe. Three of 
the party remained In the shelter of a 
rock holding the canoe In an eddy, while 
the others were ahead with some five or 
six hundred feet of line, The party no 
sooner got into those positions than great 
quantities of rock and stone shot down 
the mountain, giving the first mentioned 
three a narrow escape with their livra. 
They saw the slide descending upon them, 
and, not having time to run away, 
crouched down one aa close to the other 
as it was possible to get. In this manner 
the great mass of falling debris passed 
over them- 
their shelter was, it might be stated tha*. 
the whole shoulder and sleeve of the 
man’s coat on the outside was swep' 
away so speedily that he did not realize 
It. This was In July, and as a result the 
party had to put back. They again start­
ed out, however, and this time made a 
geological survey of the Hornklln and 
Dangerous rivers. The party employed a 
small launch in their work, for which 
there is new some anxiety. After the 
work of the season had been finished, the 
launch started from Yakatat tor the 
Sound towards the end of September, and 
has not since been seen or heard from.

TO FIGHT SOCIALIST.

Nanaimo Labor Men Meet and Decide to 
Oppose J. H. Hawthornthwalte.Following upon an information laid 

by Dr. Milne, immigration officer, Capt. 
Moritapo Nishlkigori, master of thé 
Japanese schooner Suian Maru, ap­
peared in the provincial police court 
on Tuesday to answer a charge of 
contravention pf the immigration laws.

Counsel for the prosecution intimated 
to Magistrat Hall that this case was 
the first one of its kind to be dealt with 
In this city, and asked that His Honor 
would inflict a penalty heavy enough 
to act as an example and a warning. 
Prisoner pleaded guilty, and, through 
an interpreter, told the court that he 
had never before sailed a vessel to a 
foreign port and was not aware of any 
British shipping laws or quarantine 
regulations. He asked for leniency In 
view of these mitigating circumstances.

Magistrate Hall imposed a total fine 
of $2,275, which was 335 for each of 
the 65 passengers landed at Beecher 
Bay. Costs, amounting to $3.15, were 
also imposed. In default of payment 
within 24 hours the vessel will be liable 
to seizure and sale, and, in default of 
the latter procedure, the prisoner will 
receive three months’ imprisonment.

The Suian Maru to now under a fine 
of $800, imposed by the customs m- 
thorities, in addition to the amount re­
quired to pay the fine which was in­
flicted this morning.

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COMPANY HAVE BONDED
BOG IRON PROPERTY

Preventative Station Has Been Created 
in View of Prospective Export 

Trade.

J. C. Newbury, collector of customs, 
has been notified that Quatsino has 
been made a preventative station and 
that B, W. Leeson has been, appointed, 
temporarily, as officer in charge. The 
notification which Mr. Newbury has 
received states further that this has 
been done by the government because 
within the next three months the 
Moore Investment Co. is to commence 
the shipment of iron ore from that 
point in a foreign vessel to the Iron- 
dale smelter, near Port Townsend.

This news is of special interest be­
cause it is the first time iron ore has 
ever been shipped frc/m Quatsino, and 
it will be the first ore of any kind to 
have been forwarded from this part of 
the island to the Irondale smelter. It 
is the intention of the company to 
draw heavily from the resources of the 
west coast and the beginning of the 
business a't the northern end of the 
'island will certainly have the effect of 
stimulating interest in the whole 
coast.

The Moore Investment Company, of 
Seattle, own some eighteen mineral 
claims on the west arm of Quatsino 
Sound, but it is not those which the 
company expect to develop, if local 
opinion is correct, so much as the im­
mense properties of • which T. J. W. 
Hick of this city is a trustee. This is 
the well-known bog iron proposition 
containing some twenty-two claims 
and covering an area of over 1,000 
acres. They comprise eight limonite 
and 14 bog iron claims. They were 
located some years ago by Mr. Hicks, 
but since then have passed into the 
hands of a company. The property is 
one of the most valuable on the island. 
It is said, for instance that there are 
a million tons of ore in sight, and it 
has been estimated that ore can be 
placed on a scow on West Arm for the 
small sum of 25 cents a ton. The 
claims are situated half a mile from 
the water front, and in the develop­
ment of them a small tram line Will 
have to be constructed.

The Moore Investment Company 
have bonded the property, and the 
time limit of this bond does not expire 
until the first of the year.

At the head of the company is J. A. 
Moore, of. Seattle, who a few days ago 
purchased the Irondale smelter and a 
number of the properties tributary to 
it,, including the Serita mine. There 
are mines on Texada also tributary to 
the smelter, so that Quatsino will be 
only, one of several mineral resources 
whicji the company control on this side 
of the line.

Whereas, the Dominion Trades and 

Labor Congress, at its 22nd annual con- 
•ventlop, held In Victoria, B. C„ on Sep­
tember 17th to 21st, 1908, took steps to 
ganize a Labor party, and this convention 
has been called in compliance with this 
action; and

Whereas, no political party can correct­
ly express the Labor movement unless it 
stands for the abolition of capitalist ex­
ploitation and the wage system under 
which it Is effected; and

Whereas, a Labor party Is already In 
existence which does stand for that 
change and which has received the most 
emphatic endonation possible from the 
different Labor organizations, inasmuch 
as nearly every Labor organisation in the 
province has written the representatives 
of that party in the local House request­
ing them to take up their grievances and 
endeavor to get legislation passed for the 
betterment of their conditions, thereby 
showing their confidence in the party as 
a Labor party.

Therefore be it resolved:
That, In the opinion of this convention, 

it is unwise to organize another Labor 
party, as it would cause confusion among 
the working class, thus dividing their 
vote, so rendering it ineffective;

And be it further resolved:
That we recommend to the working 

class throughout the province the careful 
study and Investigation of the principles 
and platform of the Socialist party of 
Canada.

That we further recommend the earnest 
study of the principles and programme 
of Socialism, as we believe that In the 
accomplishment of its aim lies the only 
true and permanent solution of the labor 
problem.

Mr. Davidson (Vaneouver), said they 
were there to form a Labor party, and 
If they adopted the resolution they 
simply committed themselves to the 
support of the Socialist party.

A motion to deal with the resolution 
direct was unanimously carried.

Mr, Davidson (Slocan), speaking to 
his resolution, said that it had been 
said that this was the first time the 
labor men of British Columbia came 
together to unite in political action. 
That was not the fact. In 1902 the 
labor men came together in Kamloops 
for the purpose of organizing a politi­
cal labor party. They had some Social­
ists and Single-taxers and they had a 
fairly representative convention and 
organized an independent party on 
lines more advanced than the sugges­
tions in the Dominion Trades and 
Labor circular. They went to work, but 
within a year there was not a single 
live body of that organization left ex­
cept in Slocan, where they succeeded 
in electing a member to the House. He 
could not understand at the time why 
the labor men had dropped that move­
ment, but he had since found it out. He 
wae Still in the House as an independ­
ent labor member from Slocan. The 
Conservative and Liberal press of the 
Province had not known whore to place 
him, but they had now branded him as 
a Socialist. Why? Because he had 
found that he must support motions 
brought in by the Socialist members. 
He found that the Socialists stood up 
for all they were fighting for, namely, 
the control of the wealth they alone 
produced. The Socialist party stood 
for the abolition of class distinction, 
and for the only system that had ever 
been advanced which did not ask any­
thing from any other class In society.

H1s advice would be to the delegates 
“Go home and say that you will stand 
henceforth for the interests of the 
workingmen and not for the masters." 
The Socialist party drew Us largest 
membership from the ranks of organ­
ized labor and if they started another 
party they would then be a dual party 
as the Socialists were already organiz­
ed throughout the province, and any 
other party proposing to represent la­
bor was an Impossible party.

At this point Mr. von Rhein objected 
that the speaker had already occupied 
three-quarters of an hour. He moved 
that speeches be limited to ten min­
utes.

Mr. Davidson said that no one could 
discuss this great question in ten min­
utes. The unions in the upper country 
had already adopted Socialism, and 
wanted to lead others the same way.

Mr. Gray (Victoria): "To sledgham- 
mer us.”

Mr. Davidson said that was not the 
intention at all, but as a last appeal he 
askel them to take up the principles 
of the Labor party already in the 
House, study them, and he was sure 
they would endorse them to a man. 
(Applause.)

The chain-man said that the ten min­
ute motion was out of order. Mr. Gray 
objected to the ruling', and put Ills die- 
agreement to the meeting. Mr. Slavln 
moved that speeches be limited to 
half-an-h'our. The chairman read the 
rules on the question. A vote was 
taken and the chairman supported.

Mr. Davidson (Vancouver), said he 
h'ati no instructions to go any further 
than in support of the formation of an 
Independent party.

Mr. Berry (Rossland) spoke in favor 
of Mr. Davidson’s (Slocan) motion. 
The object of the resolution was to 
consolidate the labor vote. They had 
already a labor party 
throughout the province and the for­
mation of another party would only 
split the vote. He said they were not 
asking the convention to endorse the 
Socialist party, but were asking them 
to study their principles, and having 
done that they could do as they 
pleased.

Mr. Gray (Victoria) was opposed to 
the resolution which went away from 
the lines for which the convention had 
been called. He was not going to dis­
cuss Sooteligm, as they told him he 
had not the intellect for it. He was 
not against the Socialists, but he want­
ed to see this Labor party built up, and 
let the Socialists go on with their 
educational work, and let the labor 
men do theirs. At the next election 
they could decide in every constitu­
ency which they would support. They 
saw the Labor party in England Shat­
tered form top to base by this very 
question. What was the position In 
France and in the United States, and 
though he was no revolutionist be saw 
no way out of conditions in the States 
but revolution. He referred to New 
Zealand, where in spite of all advanced 
legislation at the last election labor 
men after labor man lost his deposit.

He had listened with interest to Mr. 
Davidson, but. did not know whether 
he was a Socialist or not, but Record­
ing to the Clarion, he had been given a 
voice In the Socialist convention ait 
Nelson.

Mr. Davidson rose to object to a per­
sonal attack.

Mr. Gray denied that he was making 
any personal attack, but he did object

where socialism Is, sent down dele­
gates that represented anywhere from 
8 lo 14 votea. The motion of Mr. David­
son was strongly opposed by Mr. Gray 
of Victoria, who termed it "sledge- 
hammering the convention into Social­
ism,’’ and he called a special meeting 
of his own supporters in the evening.

At the morning session the argument 
commenced whth G, F. Gray, vice- 
president for British Columbia of the 
Canadian Labor party, nominated A. 
G. Perry and J. H. McVety to act with 
him as a committee on credentials. W. 
SV McKenzie, of Vancouver, moved that 
Aid. Williams be appointed chairman of 
the convention, and Mr. Gray stated 
that hie office was such that he had the 
right to be chairmen, of thé convention. 
As vice-president of the British Cotùm- 
bia branch he had been given power-at 
Victoria to call the convention.

T. Beamish, of Vancouver, said the 
convention wàs not confined to British 
Columbia jtmt was of interest to the 
whole of Canada, as it was the most 
important convention called together 
ejther in British Columbia or Canada, 
amd Mr. Gray had no right to assume 
that he was chairman.

Mr. Gray again stated that he would 
make the ruling that as vice-president 
of the congress he was chairman of the 
convention, and until jthe convention 
declared that he was not chairman he 
would remain in the position.

Some of the delegates then discov­
ered that the credentials of the dele­
gates had not been examined and no 
one could tell who was entitled to vote, 
and after considerable further argu­
ment Messrs, Perry, McVety, Davidson, 
Mills and Phillips were appointed to 
examine all credentials and the meet­
ing was adjourned, for half an hour.

Mr. Gray was nominated for presi­
dent, biit declined, stating that he had 
a good deal of business to attend to 
and would prefer to have a free hand 
by being on the floor of the house.

Aid- Williams was then nominated 
and also wished to decline, stating that 
he was head of one of the departments 
at the city hall and might be called 
away at any time.

J, H. McVety was nominated and 
also declined. John G. Davidson, Van­
couver, declined the nomination by say­
ing, “I’d sooner be on the floor. There 
will be more fun there than in the 
chair."

Frank Phillips, of Nelson, was nom­
inated and said, "I’m not going to ac­
cept the nomination," and the election 
was therefore proceeded with, with the 
result that Aid. Williams was elected 
president- J. G. Davidson, of Vancou­
ver, was elected vice-president, and A. 
G. Perry secretary.

Immediately before adjournment Mr. 
von Rhein, on behalf of the Barkeep­
ers and Hotelmen’e Union, asked if 
any of the delegates were staying at 
non-union hotels, 
should inquire if their houses were un­
ion or non-union. It was an elegant 
opportunity 'to say to the proprietors 
of hotels that they were union men and 
patronized union’houses.
• Mr. Gray asked if any list of hotels 
had been prepared, and during ad­
journment a list was prepared.

At the opening of the afternoon ses­
sion W. L. McKenzie, of the Vancou­
ver Brotherhood of Carpenters and 
Joiners, moved the following motion:

Labor delegates

Whereas the method of constituting this 
convention is not in accordance with 
modern Ideas, in that it does not admit 
of representatives according to voters.

Therefore be it resolved, that all bodies 
have the privilege ofrepresented here 

electing delegates proportionately to their 
numerical strength.

Say, one delegate up to fifty, and an 
additional vote for every major fraction 
thereof, if bona fide paid up members.

The motion was seconded by F. B. 
Shearme and a warm debate followed.

Mr. Todd (Vancouver) objected very 
Strongly to the motion.

: Mr. Gray (Victoria) said that the 
meeting might as well disband if the 
motion was carried.

He moved in amendment as follows: 
That each delegate in this convention 

have one vote, and one vote only.
Mr. Gray (Victoria) said the execu­

tive had thought carefully over the 
whole matter before the convention. 
They felt that they were quite justi­
fied in asking that one delegate be sent 
for each union. They had nothing 
against the unions in the upper coun­
try as they were neither Liberals nor 
Conservatives, but simply labor men. 
They could not alter the system on 
which delegates had been called. They 
could only disband and give it up. Vic­
toria only had seven delegates, and 
where would she be?

Mr. Davidson, M.P.P., of Slocan, said 
It remained with the convention to say 
how they were to vote. A number of 
the unions in the Interior had sent 
proxies, and he thought they should be 
recognized. This was not the first time 
the laboring men had got together to 
organize a political party. A few years 
ago they had got together for this pur­
pose, and had voted on the same line. 
He was in favor of thé motion.

J. B. McKay said that if the motion 
were adopted it meant that they put 
the lights out, and went out of that 
hall.

Mr. Pritchard (Vancouver) said the 
convention waa democratic and could 
frame its own rules, aqd he would vote 
for the motion if he' had a thousand 
votes.

Mr. Mclnnes said that he consider­
ed the motion entirely proper.

F. Slavin was of opinion that they 
should be fair to the men in the inte­
rior and make friends with the.m.

After considerable debate on division 
21 voted for the amendment and 27
against.

The motion was carried by 26 to 23.
The roll was then called and dele­

gates called out their numbers, vary­
ing from 700 to 20 or less. It could be 
seen that the vote gave the upper coun­
try a prependering Influence In the con­
vention.

It was resolved on motion that dele­
gates representing central bodies such 
as Trades and Labor Councils, should 
have only one vote.

A recess was then taken to allow the 
committee to determine what repre­
sentations each delegate had.

When the convention resumed, Sec­
retary Perry read a letter from the 
United Mine Workers of Nanaimo, say­
ing that they had discussed the matter 
thoroughly and had decided almost 
unanimously, to take no part in the 
convention.

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JAPS IN SAN FRANCISCO.

Secretary Metcalf Will Report qn Situ­
ation—Boycott. Spreading.

BOW SOCIALISTS 
WON CONVENTIONWashington, D. C„ Oct.. 26.—At to­

day's cabinet meeting among the im­
portant matters discussed was the 
situation growing out of the anti-Am­
erican sentiment in Japan and the ex­
clusion of Japanese children from the 
public schools of San Francisco. It was 
stated by a member of the cabinent 
after the meeting that the 
opinion of the members was that the 
Japanese situation was exceedingly 
grave and would require the most deli­
cate treatment to avoid an open rup­
ture.

Japanese restaurant keepers as well 
as Japanese school children have suf­
fered indignities in San Francisco, ac­
cording to reports received by the Jap­
anese ambassador from the Japanese 
consulate officials in that city. At least 
seven or eight reports have been made 
concerning a boycott inaugurated 
against Japanese restaurants in the 
Pacific city. Agents have been posted 
to prevent patrons from entering the 
restaurants, and in several instances 
stones have been thrown and windows 
broken, according to the statements of 
Japanese officials.

These cases have been brought to the 
attention of Secretary Root by Vis­
count Aoki, who* says it is with great 
reluctance that he brings to the at­
tention of the federal government de­
monstrations against the Japanese, 
which are purely local, and was much 
gratified at receiving dispatches which 
showed that the Japanese are for the 
most part attempting to check the feel­
ing against Americans.

Secretary Metcalf, of the department 
of commerce and labor, will go to San 
Francisco to-morrow to investigate and 
make a full report on the situation as 
affecting the Japanese trouble.

It developed to-day that the proceed­
ings initiated in San Francisco yester­
day to compel the authorities to re­
ceive Japanese pupils into the public 
schools were directed by the depart­
ment of justice.

To Support Fifty Heeded by J. H. Haw- 
thorethwslte-Trades Unionists 
Opposed Move sad Withdrew.

Vancouver,- Oct. 30.—The Socialists 
captured the labor party convention 
late yesterday afternoon, despite all 
the efforts of Delegate Gray and other 
straight labor delgates.

The session was very stormy. Up- 
country Socialists took a stand in fa­
vor cf voting by proxies, and finally 
succeeded in passing a resolution to 
that effect. The voting power of the 
convention now stands at élgbty-one 
Socialists and forty-two straight labor, 
almost two to one in favor of the So­
cialists.

Then the Socialists proposed a reso­
lution that the labor party be not 
formed, but that the convention en­
dorse the only real and true labor 
platform, that of the Socialist party qf 
Canada. This resolution Is laid over 
till to-day. There Is no question about 
the ability of the Socialists to pass it, 
arid the probability is that the straight 
Laborltes will not allow themselves to 
go to a vote and be defeated on it.

Late last night a caucus of labor 
delegates was held, when Delegate 
Gray, who is recognized as leader, 
favored withdrawing from the conven­
tion. He insisted that the Socialists 
had tricked them, and that the only 
cure was to hold independent sessions 
to-day.

The Socialists out-generalled the 
straight labor men at every stage of 
the game yesterday. Some men from 
up-country were gicen ten and twelve 
votes apiece, according to the number 
of men represented.

Withdraw From Convention.
Vancouver, Oct. SO.—Vice-president 

Gray this morning withdrew the official 
call for the convention, as far as the 
Socialists were concerned. in view of 
the fact that the resolutions carried by 
the Socialist majority were in conflict 
with the platform of principles of the 
labor party in Quebec, which with the 
planks advocated by the Dominion 
Trades and Labor Congress form the 
platform of the Canadian Labor party 
in Canada, as decided by the conven­
tion here. Gray and his followers ad­
journed to another hall and are pro­
ceeding with the business op lines laid 
down by the congress.

At Work on Platform.
Vancouver, Oct. $0.—The Independent 

Laborltes flanked their Socialist antag­
onists to a finish this morning. When 
the convention opened the straight La­
bor party withdrew with Delegate Grey 
at their head. They numbered twenty- 
three, ; and are now drafting a Labor 
platform.

Vancouver, Oçt. 31.—Late yesterday 
afternoon the straight labor* section of 
the convention commenced drawing up 
a platform and this work is being con­
tinued this morning. The platform Is 
practically taken from that of the 
Trades and Labor Congress of Canada, 
held recently in Victoria.

The Socialists having completed their 
branch of the convention yesterday 
afternoon attended a mass meeting in 
the evening, when it was made clear by 
the speakers that the intention had 
been not to allow the formation of an 
independent labor party and that the 
resolution upon which the split oc­
curred was introduced for the purpose 
of heading off the labor party. W. 
Davidson, M. P. P., was the chief 
speaker. Mr. Le Henry, delegate from 
Kimberley, declared that Delegate Gray 
of Victoria was a newcomer with a 
high opinion of himself and was seek­
ing a position.

PAY VISIT TO CITY

Will Be Asked to Address Public Gather­
ing-Liberal Association Meet­

ing Tuesday Night.

' The regular quarterly meeting of the 
Liberal Association waa held In the Sir 
William Wallace hall Tuesday, there 
being a good attendance. President 
McMieking occupied the chair.

He showed 
that while the premier at the confer­
ence had alienated all his fellow pre­
miers it was Sir Wilfrid Laurier who 
came to his rescue and gave it as his 
view to the convention that British Co­
lumbia should receive special recogni­
tion. It came with very poor grace 
from Mr. McBride to cast aspersions on 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier on his return. Mr. 
Drury said it was patent that all be­
lieved in the best possible terms which 
could be got. They had a federal gov­
ernment which was doing great things 
for the provinces in the promotion of 
great railway enterprises throughout 
British Columbia, in the subsidizing of 
steamship lines to New Zealand, Mexico 
and elsewhere, which had assisted in 
developing the fishing resources by 
means of traps, which consulted every 
interest of British Columbia in the 
framing of the tariff, in the encourage­
ment of shipbuilding, and which in­
tended to encourage the establishment 
of iron and steel works and which was 
doing more than any government ever 
did previously for the province, and is 
laying the foundations broad and deep 
for one of the greatest provinces in the 
Dominion.

J. A. Macdonald, M. P. P., the leader 
of the opposition, who is now in the 
Okanagan and Similkameen, may visit 
the coast shortly.

Fuller details of the Labor convention 
than were contained in the telegraphic 
reports published in the Times are now 
to hand. From the report in the News-

NO ILL EFFECTS OF
WAR ARE NOTICEABLE'UNDARY LINE

Ï. Ishii Gives Impressions of His .Native 
Land Gathered During Recent v 

Visit There.

K. Ishii, perhaps the best known Jap­
anese merchant of this city, recently 
-eturned from a three months trip to 
iis native land, accompanied by Mrs. 
shii. The visit to Japan was made in 
lie interests of business as well as one 

;1 pleasure. It Is his intention in the 
'uture to make these business tripe at 
-hort intervals separated by a few 
years.

It was thirteen years from the time; 
iliat Mr. Ishii left his native land amt 

he returned 
mis summer. The changes in thnUflnie, 
have necessarily become very great. 
During that period Japan has-been, 
passing through an era of expansion-in 
matters of government, trade and com­
merce, and has come up from a com­
paratively obscure position among the 
uaiions of the world to a place, where 
Great Britain is proud to recognize her 
as an ally.

Speaking of the effects of the war 
with Russia, Mr. Ishii says that there 
(toes not appear to be any want felt in 
Japan in consequence of it. A heavy 
rice crop this year has given the fartp- 

who form about 60 per cent, at 
least of the population, good financial 
standing. There was no evidence of 
lis:ress among the people. The armies 
which fought in the war had been re- 
rruited from the farming classes to ~a 
large extent. They had made some 
money during service and on their re­
turn good crops had followed. They 
were thus in a prosperous condition,.. , 

On the other hand the government.of 
the country did not evidence any "Cm- - 
barrassmènt owing to the hea\'yr ex­
penditure for naval and military pur­
poses. The country had quickly recov­
ered from the effects pf the war and 
everything was moving along in regu­
lar channels again.

Mr. Ishii noticed a wonderful expan­
sion in trade in Japan since the days 
when he left It thirteen years ago. The 
imports and exports had become very 
great and the country was making 
wonderful strides in the way of com­
mercial business. Kobe had risen to 
great importance as a centre for com­
merce. Among the wealthy classes he 
noticed a decided tendency ' towards 
satisfying tastes for luxury bÿ large 
expenditures which kept money In cir­
culation.

The result of thq war was felt In an­
other way also. Korea had become 
practically tributary to Japan. Its rich 
agricultural lands had offered a strong 
Inducement to farmers to take iip their 
residence there. There Was a large1 
exodus resulting in relieving the con­
gestion in the home land and opening 
up the new dependency. There is much 
land available for rice culture in Korea 
and good results are expected. Man­
churia also is attracting the Japanese 
farmers and business men.

The native Koreans are indolent and 
shiftless. The country Is therefore 
awaiting development an dthls will be 
done by the Japanese who go in. In 
Manchuria also Mr. Ishii thinks there 
will be gradual absorption by the Japs.

On the question of emigration to 
Canada and the United States the Jap­
anese authorities are becoming very 
strict, Mr. Ishii says. The greatest 
rare is taken that those who leave their 
native land for America should not he­
roine paupers and bring discredit upon 
Japan. Before these emigrants are 
given a passport for Canada or the 
Vnited States they must show that 
they possess five thousand yens in 
money or in property. Failing this two 
residents who can give a guarantee for 
that amount have to become respon­
sible before the passport is issued.

Mr. Ishii noticed a large increase in 
thf importations of fish into Japan. 
Tine were large quantities pf British 
Columbia salmon, canned and' salted, 
noticeable on sale. Fish in cflfljunctibn 
with rice, he says, is the staple food of 
the country. There is not nearly the 
seme amount of beef and mutton used 
ii that country as there is among the 
Europeans. Fish, on the other hand, is 
ns»d to a marked extent. The can- 
stent demand has resulted in a deple­
tion to a considerable extent of the 
fishing grounds of the country, and the 
mnside markets have to be sought for 
■" supply. Salted fish is used by all 

sses during the celebration of the 
Japanese new year, and British Colum­
bia cured salmon has a ready market 
there.

At the dockyards in Japan Mr. Ishii 
•''W repairs being made on some of the 
Russian warships captured during the 
hostilities. These will be converted

Vincent stated^ that he was op­
posed to the selling of any part of the 
park.

Aid. Douglas was surprised to see an 
attempt being made to defeat the .pro­
position. He thought that the time 
had come when the council should take 
action in regard to the animals In the 
park, which, in his opinion, were at 
present existing amid unsanitary con­
ditions.

His Worship said he was also op­
posed to selling any portion of the park. 
It was given to the city as a sacred 
trust by the late Sir James Douglas, 
and he did not think the compact 
should be broken.

Aid. Douglas—Well, It is just the 
§ame with the Indian reserve.

His Worship gave It as hls opinion 
that that portion of the park, if pro­
perly dealt with, could be made to look 
very picturesque.

Aid. Douglas—What about the ani­
mals ?

His Worship—If I had my way I 
would clear out every animal that we 
could not give natural environment to.

Aid. Douglas—Yes, but you are not 
the whole of Victoria.

The report was laid over for a week.
The report of the finance committee 

recommended that the offer of Lteut.- 
Governor Dunsmulr for the city’s de­
bentures be accepted; also that ac­
counts amounting to $953 be paid. This 
report was adopted.

The following report of the streets, 
sewers and bridges committee was then 
adopted:

Gentlemen :—Your streets, bridges and 
sewers committee having considered the 
undermentioned subjects, beg to recom­
mend the following for adoption by the 
council, namely:

Re proposed sewer connection by-law. 
Recommended that this by-law be pre­
pared by the city solicitor and introduced.

Re petition of James Wilson for a sewer 
on Richardson street. Recommended that 
the sewer be laid from Scoresby street, 
upon condition that the parties benefited 
agree to connect their premises with the 
same. *

Re communication from 8, E. Feather- 
stone. Recommended that he be Informed 
that the council is unable to open up Sea- 
view avenue on account of lack of funds.

Re petition of G. Mitchell for a sidewalk 
on Jessie street, south side. Recommend­
ed that this work be carried out at a 
cost not exceeding $68.

Re petition of H. F. Pullen et al, for 
the opening up of St. Andrew’s street, and 
sidewalk. Recommended that the peti­
tioners be Informed that this work can­
not be carried out at present, owing to 
the lack of available funds.

Re petition of trustees of Odd Fellows’ 
Union in regard to the proposed perman­
ent sidewalk In front of the Odd Fellows' 
block. Recommended that the grade of 
this sidewalk be laid so as not to Inter­
fere with the existing entrances to the 
building.

Re petition of F. Angus et al, for the 
opening up of Richardson street, between 
Moss street and St. Charles street. Re­
commended that the plan be prepared by 
the city engineer, and No. 810 showing the 
proposed street, be accepted.

Re permanent sidewalk on Kingston 
street, between Menzles and Oswego 
streets. Recommended that the city en­
gineer be Instructed to immediately pro­
ceed with this work on the correct lines; 
also that the city engineer be authorized 
to adopt the fence line at present existing 
oa Oswego street, between Belleville and 
Quebec streets.

Recommended that a sidewalk be laid 
on St. Lawrence street, west side, from 
Erie street, to Simcoe street, at a cost of 
$67; also" a sidewalk on Toronto street, 
from Government street to Young street, 
at a cost of $23.

All expenditures contemplated In the 
foregoing to be subject to favorable re­
port thereon by the finance committee and 
adoption of said report by the council.

A report of the special committee re­
garding the chemical works which was 
as follows was adopted:

Gentlemen Your special committee ap­
pointed to inquire into the complaint of 
Mr. Drake with reference to the nuisance 
caused by the escape of noxious fumes 
from the Victoria Chemical Works, beg 
to report as follows:

Your committee visited the works on 
Wednesday, the 24th Inst. They ascer­
tained that a short time ago, owing to 
the bottom of one of the sulphuric acid 
furnaces cracking, a large escape of 
fumes occurred. This was probably what 
caused the complaint of Mr. Drake to be 
made.

Your committee were shown over the 
whole of the works and found a marked 
Improvement in the method now adopted 
to prevent the escape of fumes to that 
which was In vogue on the occasion of 
their former visit in 1903.

The company are now installing a new 
plant from plans which they have decided I 
on only after a very thorough personal 
examination and inspection of some of 
the largest chemical works in England 
and Scotland. The earthenware neces­
sary for the plant hae to be manufactured 
In England. The company ordered last 
February over $1,000 of special earthen­
ware to be made by the Doulton Pottery 
Company, and when it arrived a short 
time ago it was found to have been so 
badly broken on its passage to Victoria 
as to be absolutely useless. Your com­
mittee were shown the broken shipment, 
also the order for the goods and the 
plans according to which they were to be 
made. It is anticipated, therefore, that, 
owing to the above misfortune, the new 
plant will not be fully Installed for some 
months to come, but when it Is complet­
ed your committee believe that the escape 
of fumes in the manufacture of sulphuric 
acids at the Victoria Chemical Works 
will be reduced to a minimum.

The manager of the company pointed 
out that they were even more desirous 
than the general public to prevent the 
escape of all fumes. Inasmuch as such 
escape meant Just so much loss to the 
company, and he stated that the company 
would proceed with the installation of its 
new plant with as little delay as possible.

Your committee would, therefore, re­
commend that the company be allowed 
the necessary time to complete the in­
stallation of its new plant.

It was decided to hold a special meet­
ing on Thursday afternoon to consider 
the Bowker park by-law.

BRIGHT PROSPECTS FOR 
BRITISH COLUMBIA ZINC

ly concentrated by magnetic treat­
ment a zinc concentrated in many 
cases assaying -upwards "dif 40 per cent, 
zinc, In many cases concentrates as­
saying 50 per cent zinc, ahd In a few 
cases as high as 57 per cent zinc.

In regard to marketing,* up to 1905 
the producing of zinc ore In British 
Columbia was about 11,000 tons, which 
was chiefly exported to the United 
States, a small quantity being sent to 
Europe. Since the establishment of 
Canadian smelting works at Frank, 
Alberta, Canada has entered the mar­
ket for these orders.

The most profitable market for these 
ores is governed by the prevailing 
price of spçlter at London and New 
York. Accordingly, the London and 
New York prices, together with the 
freight rates to the destlnated points, 
must be considered in determining 
where the ores shall be marketed to 
the best advantage. Another fact to 
be borne In mind is that

British Columbia Ores
going to the United States are subject 
to a duty of 30 per cqnt., whereas no 
duty Is Imposed on those ores Import­
ed Into Europe.

The questlon^of smelting. In British 
Columbia or elsewhere in Canada Is 
minutely treated In the report. So far 
as fuel Is concerned British Columbia 
or Alberta Is better situated for 
smelting than are the zinc smelters of 
the United States, for the reason that 
coal can be produced in either of the 
provinces named for between $1 and 
$2 a ton, a much lower price than can 
be obtained in the adjoining republic. 
And since one ton of ore requires ap­
proximately two tons of coal for smelt­
ing, It is no small Item to be consider-

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Under the head of communications 
the first matter taken up at Monday’s 
council meeting was a protest by the 
Victoria Property Owners' Association 
against the high prices which the mem­
bers of the association allege the city 
to be paying for sidewalk construction. 
The letter read as follows :
To His Worship the Mayor and Council 

of the City of Victoria:
Gentlemen :—On the 17th December, 1904, 

this association called "your attention to 
the excessive cost of the permanent side­
walks as then being laid down in this 
city. Also, to the circumstance that In 
Vancouver the same class of work was 
being done at 17 cents; in Seattle, by con­
tract, at 12 cents; and lij London, Ont., 
by contract, at 9 cents; also at Los An­
geles, Cal., at 9 cents. .

This disparity of price indicates, in the 
opinion of this association (whose mem­
bers have to pay so large a proportion of 
these costs), that there must be some­
thing radically wrong In the management 
of this public work.

The prices charged for sidewalks seem 
to vary from 14.98 cents to 28.80 cents per 
superficial foot; and even, according to 
By-law 438, to a sum of 33.38 cents on that 
section of Dou,J.is street from Fort to 
Kane. The average commercial value of 
this work does not exceed 16 cents per 
superficial foot, 
owner of each 60-foot lot is overcharged 
two-thirds of the difference between the 
actual value and that charged over and 
above the fair market value of the goods 
supplied.

This is a system that has extended for 
miles with varying rates of overcharge, 
involving several thousands of dollars of 
the people’s money.

In support of my contention as to the 
value of the work, I enclose copies of let­
ters received this year from the city en­
gineers of Vancouver and London (Ont.), 
and I have also detailed estimates from 
competent contractors in corroboration of 
my figures, and I have no hesitation in 
saying that the whole of this work could 
be better done by contract at from 16 to 
18 cents per ft. super. (Including 20 per 
cent, profit), thus effecting a most con­
siderable saving of the ratepayers’ and 
property owners’ money.

This association desires to enter its 
protest against an abuse by which pro­
perty owners generally (and its members 
particularly, who contribute so large a 
proportion of the costs) are made to pay 
for works done so greatly In excess of 
the value received; and would further 
suggest that, if this system of "day 
labor” is to be continued, a proper me­
chanical concrete-mixer should be put in 
use, as at Vancouver and other up-to- 
date cities; also that the price paid for 
gravel should not exceed its fair market 
value, and that the present wasteful way 
of doing the work be remedied.

Aid. Stewart said that the cost of 
labor In Victoria was far higher than 
in the East, and he did not think a fair 
comparison could be made. Another 
thing, the cost of cement was nearly 
double as high in this city as in the 
East. He thought that, if these facts 
were taken Into consideration, the 
average cost of sidewalks In Victoria 
would not be very high.

Aid. Yates said that, in his opinion, 
the protest was entered more with the 
object of getting the council to have 
the work done by contract than for 
any other reason.

The communication was referred to 
the city engineer for a report.

Secretary Smart’s report on the ex­
hibition held by the British Columbia 
Agricultural Association was read. It 
appears in another column.

A letter was read referring to the 
Bowker Park option held by the coun­
cil. The letter stated that the Bowker 
Park Company had refused an offer of 
$40,000 for the property known as the 
driving park in order to give the city 
the first chance.

Upon the motion of Aid. Yates the 
letter was received and filed and the 
city solicitor asked to send a letter 
thanking the company for their action.

Brackman & Ker wrote protesting 
against the proposed automobile by­
law.

A. W. Vowell, superintendent of In­
dian affairs, wrote, saying that a fine 
had been collected from the proprietor 
of the Colonial hotel for serving an In­
dian with intoxicants, and that this 
fine wag In the hands of the city.

A complaint regarding an offensive 
drain was referred to the streets, sew­
ers and bridges committee.

Joseph Peirson wrote regarding a 
lifeboat service for the West Coast.

Aid. Vincent said that all the blame 
should not be placed on Victoria, and 
pointed out the fact that the Dominion 
government paid $10,000 a year to main­
tain the Salvor in case of emergency.

Aid. Yates believed that the Salvor 
did as much good as a lifeboat, and 
wondered how a lifeboat could be sus­
tained on the salaries that were offered.

His Worship appointed a committee, 
consisting of Aid. Yates and Hall, to 
draft a memorial, -to be submitted to 
the Dominion government.

A petition was received signed by N. 
Young and 75 others, asking that the 
council raise $60,000 to purchase the 
driving park and make Improvements. 
This petition was referred to the city 
assessor for a report.

A. J. C. Galletly and others petitioned 
the corporation to Improve the sewer­
age on Rockland avenue, pointing out

The report of the commission ap­
pointed to Investigate the zinc re­
sources of British Columbia and the 
conditions affecting their exploitation 
has just been issued by the mines 
branch of the department of the in­
terior. It covers 400 pages and is em­
bellished with 102 plates, eight photo­
graphs and two maps, one of the Slo- 
can and the other of that portion of 
Kaslo creek between Kaslo and White- 
water.

Walter Renton Ingalls, editor of the 
Engineering and Mining Journal and 
of Mineral Industry, was chairman of 
the commission, and hls summary re­
port, covering some 1,215 pages, deals 
with all matters within the scope of 
the Investigation. It Is divided into the 
following divisions: Historical, statis­
tics of production, character of the ore; 
market for ores; valuation of ores; 
cost of smelting; value of argentiferous 
blende, and the zinc mines of British 
Columbia; the latter covering every 
branch of interest to the province.

Considerable space is devoted to the 
zinc prospects on Vancouver and Tex- 
ada Islands. This special report is the 
work of Dr. A. E. Barlow, M. A., D. Sc., 
and he deals exhaustively with the 
Commodore group, near Van Anda; the 
Peerless, Elk and I. X. L. claims, situ­
ated near Victoria and Alice lakes, 
some three miles, as the crow flies, 
from the southeast arm of Quatslno 
Sound; and the Brown Jug claim on 
Hesquolt lake, near Hesquoit harbor, In 
the Clayoquot mining division.

Speaking of Vancouver Island, Dr. 
Barlow says:

“Reports of the occurrence of appre­
ciable quantities of zinc blende on the 
western, or outer, coast of Vancouver 
Island have, of late years, attracted 
considerable attention, but very little 
was known in regard either to the 
exact location or probable economic im­
portance of any of these ore bodies 
until after the visit of Mr. Herbert 
Carmichael, of the British Columbia 
department of mines, in July, 1903 (see 
Ann. Rep. Minister of Mines, 1903, pp. 
196-203). Two of these deposits, the 
Peerless mine near Quatslno Sound In 
the Quatslno mining division, and the 
Brown Jug mine, on Hesquoit lake, 
near Hesquoit harbor, In the Clayo­
quot mining division, are regarded as 

Distinct Economic Possibilities, 
although the amount of development 
work so far accomplished would not 
justify any very definite or positive 
statement in this regard.

"The deposits are thus but a short 
distance removed from tide water, with 
which they could be readily connected 
by tramway.

"Under I. is an analysis by Mr. H. 
Harris of the ore collected by Mr. Car­
michael, a sample of which was kindly 
furnished to the commission. Under 
II. is a partial analysis of the same ore 
by the British Columbia deaprtment of 
mines. Under III. Is an analysis by Mr. 
M. F. Connor, of the geological survey 
department, of a sample of zinc blende 
sent to the commission by J. L. Leeson, 
of Winter Harbor on Quatslno Sound. 
It is probably from the Elk mineral 
claim, although no mention is made of 
the locality. It shows an association 
of zinc blende with a small proportion 
of arseno-pyrite and a trifling amount 
of pyrite.”

of Quatslno. Adjoining the Peerless to 
the east Is the Elk mineral claim, own­
ed by. J. L. Leeson, of Quatslno, and 
located In the spring of 1903. A small 
prospect hole shows some blende and 
galena occurring between lime and 
dlorite.

“The I. X. L. mineral claim adjoins 
the Elk claim and is owned by Samuel 
Bryce of Quatslno. This lode Is an ex­
tension of the Elk lode and shows the 
same mineralization.

"Specimens of zinc blende were alio 
noticed In the museum of the bureau of 
mines at Victoria, which were stated 
to have come from the Red Rock mine 
at Quatslno. Another specimen of 
zinc blende in association with galena 
and Iron pyrites was labelled ‘3 W’s’ 
mine on Granite creek in the Albernl 
mining district, but there Is no consid­
erable deposit at this place, according 
to Mr. Carmichael.

"The ore is chiefly galena with a 
smaller proportion of zinc blende, chal- 
copyrite and pyrite. No very exten­
sive mining development has yet been 
accomplished, many of the test pits and 
trenches having failed to reach the un­
derlying solid rock. On the side of 
the hill near the cabin a short tunnel 
has been run along the Junction be­
tween the limestone and porphyrite, 
but although a certain amount of ore— 
chiefly galena—was secured no ore 
body or well-defined vein was en­
countered. At another spot, blasting 
has revealed the occurrence of ore, 
made ut> largely of zinc blende, but in 
this case also there were no Indications 
of the existence of this mineral in such 
quantities as to be economically valu­
able.”

“In addition to the occurrences of 
zinc blende in Texada Island a report 
from a reliable source reached the 
writer of the presence of considerable 
deposits of this mineral near Theodosia 
Arm

The investigation of 
this phase of the subject by the com­
mission has demonstrated that the sell­
ing of the zinc is commercially feasible 
In Canada. The high silver zinc ore, 
the report declares, Is commonly call­
ed not as material for the zinc smelt­
ers, but for the silver lead smelters to 
whom they are disposed of.

Col. Hensel, who was government 
scout and interpreter in the battle of 
Wounded Knee, says the Indians mean 
fight, and he believes they have sent 
messengers to seek the assistance of 
the warlike Cheyennes.

The Indians say they wrote President 
Roosevelt to give them Powder River 
valley for a hunting ground, and per­
sist In their determination not to be 
taken back to Utah.

Assumed Large Proportions.
The Importations from British Colum­
bia were exclusively blende; those from 
Mexico were partly blende, but were 
largely carbonate ores, carbonate ores 
being commercially and metallurgi­
cal^ Included with the silicates of 
zinc under the name of ‘calamine.’ 
Mineralogically, however, the name 
‘calamine’ is employed by the best au­
thority (Dana) as the species-name of 
the hydrous silicate of zinc.

“In the Dingley tariff, calamine is 
specifically put on the free list. Blende 
is not mentioned, nor are zinc ores In 
any form, except calamine, as above 
stated. The case of these ores came 
therefore under some general clause of 
the act. Unfortunately there were two 
or three conflicting clauses of that 
character.

“It was decided by an order of the 
secretary of the treasury, February 
10th, 1906, that ‘calamine’ in the tariff 
referred only to the hydrous silicate of 
zinc, and that sulphide and carbonate 
ores were dutiable at the rate of 20 
per cent, ad valorem. This decision is 
not final, Inasmuch as the smelters in­
tend to take the matter to the courts. 
Pending the action of the latter, any 
zinc ore imported Into the United 
States from British Columbia is oblig­
ed to pay the duty of 20 per cent., the 
British Columbia ore being exclusively 
blende. The portion of this report 
dealing with the marketing of ore was 
written before the treasury decision of 
February 10, 1906, was rendered, when 
American smelters were the chief buy­
ers of Canadian ore, wherefore the 
fullness with which the conditions of 
the American market are discussed. 
The analysis will, however, continue 
to be useful in determining the possi­
bilities of the Canadian and the Euro­
pean markets.”

Historically considered the produc­
tion of zinc in British Columbia is of 
very recent date. Mr. Ingalls says: 
-The beginning of the zinc industry in 
British Columbia was practically 
temporaneous with its origin in Col­
orado,

and Alberta may be considered there­
fore as based on a coal cosit of $1 to $2 
per ton. As compared with European 
condition» this Is a low cost for fuel. 
As compared With American, taking 
into consideration the quality of the 
coal, there is’.no great difference. Few 
American smelters, if any, are able to 
obtain mine-run coal as low as $1 per 
ton, and if they do, it is the inferior 
bituminous of the W est.

“It will appear therefore that smelt­
ing in Canada is feasible commercially, 
especially slnèe a part of the spelter 
produced in Canada can be marketed 
domestically, saving something in 
freight and gaining In price. It is pos­
sible also for; a Canadian smelter to 
compete successfully with the Ameri­
can so long as the United States as­
sesses a duty of 20 per cent, ad valor­
em on blende. It ts to be remarked, 
however, that this conclusion is based 
on a plant of high efficiency, in thor­
ough running order (manned compet­
ently), and on ar. estimate for labor 
that is doubtful. Until the last point 
has been settled, I should leave con­
siderable léeway to cover unfavorable 
contingencies, and to anyone contem­
plating zinc smelting in the Canadian 
West I would emphasize again the ne­
cessity for being content with disap­
pointing results for a considerable 
period while a sufficiently skillful 
working force is being secured.

"As previously pointed out, the im­
mediately available zinc resources erf 
British Columbia are those of Ains­
worth and the Slodan. In seeking their 
market, these ores must necessarily 
pass over either the Canadian Pacific 
or the Great Northern railways. In 
either case, the railways obtain the 
longer haul by taking the ore east­
ward. The Canadian Pacific is indeed 
able to carry the ore, through its con­
necting steamship line, directly to 
European ports, without dividing 
freight changes with any other com­
pany. It is unlikely therefore that 
either of those railroads would permit 
the ore of this portion of British Col­
umbia to go- westward. It is under­
stood, however, that a rate of $4 per 
ton to the coast has been tentatively 
made by the Canadian Pacific.

“The approximate rate on ore ship­
ments In large quantity from Van­
couver to Antwerp Is 30 shillings per 
long ton, or about $6.50 per 2,000 
pounds, but various things have to be 
taken into consideration; such as 
whether the ore Is to be shipped in 
sacks or in bulk, the quantity and 
regularity of the Shipments, the time 
of the year, 1. e„ whether the busy sea­
son or otherwise. All of these condi­
tions affect the rate.”
