London, May 8.—The Times Lorenzo
Marquez correspondent = says: *Com-
mandant Snyman is so alarmed at the
prospect of having his retreat cut off tl_lat
he has appealed for permission to retire
northward from Mafeking to ihtercept
Col. Plumer.”

“Situation unchanged. Garrison is .de-
pressed at there being no sign of reh_ef,
but is as determined as ever to deprive
the Boers of a triumph on the western
border.

Boers Outnumbered.

Smaldeel, May 6.—The movement that
culminated in the capture of Winburg
and Smaldeel was part of a great gen-
eral movement extending from General
Hunter on the west to Gen. Rundle on
the east.

Lord Roberts’s admirable strategy re-
sulted in placing everywhere five British
to one Boer. Out of what appears the
inextricable confusion of divisions and
brigades order was quickly evolved, and
the Boers were compelled to meet Lord
Roberts under unfavorable conditions.

What is more important is that the
British are now able to wait. Their
front and strong positions are safe in
the knowledge that their flanking col-
umns will advance and outflank ° the
3oers, yet the Boers held a really strong
position, from which earlier in the cam-
paign they could only have been forced
by hard fighting,

Gen. Hamilton’s arrival ‘at Winburg,
although not directly outflafiking the
Boers, made their position extrefdely un-
comfortable,

Gen. Hutton’s movement on the left
Wwas even more successful than at first
imagined. Forty Boers were killed. The
march to-day was short, but Gen. Pole-
Carew’s division is marching on our left
to-day, and Gen. Maxwell’s brigade is
to cross the river before night.

The Capetown correspondent is slight-
ly optimistic as regards Mafeking, Judg-
ing from the direct dispatches, the Brit-
ish forces south of Mafeking are still
nearly two hundred miles from their ob-

itself, dated April 29th, show little amel-
icration in the conditions there. The
dispatches say:

“With the exception of a little rifle fire
at the outlying trenches, everything is
quiet. The slight epidemic of typhoid
fever is abating as a result of the medi
cal precaution.

“The enemy’s artillery, with the ex-
ception of two five-pcunders, has appar-
ently been withdrawn.

“It was learned on April 25th that the
enemy intended to attack and the entire
garrison stood to its arms. When day
broke Col. Baden-Powell took up a po-
sition on the lookout and the heavy rat-
‘tle of musketry and the boom of four
guns convinced us that an

Attack Was About to Open,

but it became apparent that the Boer
officers could not persuade their men to
advance. Through glasses we saw off-
cers kindly urging the infantry forward.
The enemy reformed and retired. Our
men fired a %hot in the hope of inducinz
the enemy to come to close quarters.
The native distress has been alleviated,
many of them slipping through Boer
lines.”

“Aftar the bombardment.on April 24th
all was comparatively quiet.”

London, May 9.—The annual grand
habitation of the Primrose League was
held in Albert Hall this afternoon.

Lord Salisbury, ‘who presided, com-
mented on the remarkabie change which
had taken place in the latter half of the
century in the views of the people re-
garding the Empire. They had former-
ly repelled it as a burden, and that doc-
trine had been carried to such extremes
by a man of splendid genius, Gladstone,
that it had produced a strong reaction
which started after the disaster of Ma-
juba Hill and the death of General
Gordon. The death of Gordon had been
avenged. Perhaps it was too soomn to
say the great humilitation of Majuba

MILITIAMEN'S PAY. :

Brooklyn Lawyer Holds That Volunteers
Should Be Paid by State as Well
as Federal Government.

(Assoclatqd Press.)

New York, May 9.—John C. Judge, a
lawyer of Brooklyn, has been retained
by about 5,000 militiamen, who served
in the Spanish-American war, to secure
for them pay for their services from the
state, in addition to the regular pay they
received from the Federal government.
He has brought a test case in the court
of claims at Albany, which will be ar-
gued on May lﬁﬁh,. : ¥

Among his clients are members of
troop C, the 13th, 14th and 47th regi-
ments of Manhattan. :

Mr. Judge asserts that every enlisted
man who served in the New York State
volunteer regiments during the war and
who received an honorable discharge, is
entitled to $1.25 for each day of service
whether active or in camp, regardless of
what was paid him by the Federal gov-
‘ernment; also, that officers and mon-com-
missioned officers. are entitled to pay for
the same period, but.at a higher rate per
day. He estimated that his 5.000 clients
served on an average of eight months,
or 240 days each, which would bring their
claims against the state up to.$1,500,000,
It would take meore than $5.000,000 to
settle with all the volunteers of the state
on the same basis.

They circled to the right and
began to enfilade the West Australians,
while .many of the British' were hit by
Boer shells.

The position became serious. The
Boers sent up reinforcement, placing the
Australians in danger of being cut off.
Thereupon Gen. Hutton ordered a retire-
ment to Welgelgen, where he had left
his convoy.

A pertion of the forces advanced and
engaged the Boers, to cover {heir retire-
ment, which was successfully accom-
plished.

The Boers continued to shell the retir-
ing troops, but showed no desire to press
the attack further.

Capetown, May 9.—It is believed here
that on the arrival of the British at the
Vaal river a proclamation was issued
annexing the Orange Free State to the
dominion of the Queen, and demonstrat-
ing the determination of Her Majesty's
forces to enforce supremacy over the
territory.

The British losses at Brandfort .are
now reported to have been much heav-
ier than was at first understood.

After the . battle British patrols visit-
ed the farm houses in the surrounding
districts and all the men were taken
prisoners, while the horses and guns
were moved.

Lord Roberts is thus adopting a stern-
er policy, with a view of preventing
guerilla fighting in the rear of the Brit-
ish. Horses are now commandeered,
and farm houses where guns are found
are destroyed, while the men are ar-
rested.

BOER PRISONER.

Cronje was Satisfied With His Quar-
ters and Treatment.

Washington, May 9.—The department
of state is in receipt of a dispatch from
the consul-general of the United States
at Capetown, dated April Tth, wherein
he states that he had visited the Boer
prisoners in Weamp and on board the
transports at Simons Bay, at the mili-
tary prison at Capetown, and in camp
at Green Point.

Mr. Stowe visited Gen. Cronje, who at
the time was on board the flagship at
Simons Bay, occupying the admirai's
quarters. Gen. Cronje expressed a
wish to see Mr. Stowe, and declared
himself well satisfied with his quarters
and treatment. Mr, Stowe remarks that
he talked freely with the other prison-
ers, and the universal statement was
that they were well treated. They
were furnished by the British authori-
ties with clothes, hats and boots, and
good sea bathing, and the rations of a
British soldier; but as they have so
many friends and relations “in the col-
ony, which the British prisoners at Pre-
toria lack, they became recipients of
many presents of what may be called
luxuries in a prisoner’s life.

Owing to the conditions “existing and
the fact that St. Helena furnishes cli-
mate conducive of health and more suit-
able quarters, the military authorities
had deemed it best to forward about
1,509 prisoners to that island.

In Favor -of Peace.

London, May 10.—The 'Fimes corres-
pondent at Lorenzo Marques: telegraph-
ing on Wednesday, says: "“I learned
that a strong party in the volksraad 1s
determined to secure the reopening of
peace negotiations'-on a basis which they
are sanguine will get the support of a
majority of the raad, although the pro-
posal invokes strong indignation from
President Kruger and State - Secretary
Reitz.

FIGHTING IN PHILIPPINES.

American Soldiers Kill Two Hundred
and Eighty Natives in Two Fights.

Manila, May 7.=—Two recent rebel at-
tacks on the American garrisons in the
Viscayan Islands resulted in the killing
of 280 of the enemy, and the wounding
of two ‘Americans,

At daybreak-on May 1st 400 rebels, a
hundred of them armed with rifles, at-
tacked the Catarmap garrison, “F” Co.
of the 43rd Regiment. The Americans
charged the trenches the enemy had
built, scattered the Filipinos and buried
155 of them. Two Americans were
wounded. = This attack was pre-
cipitated by the enemy’s recent success-
ful fight at Catubig.

BRITISH - AND FRENCH GUNS.

London, May ' 9.—George J. Goschen, first
lord of the admiralty, responding to the
toast, “Army and Navy,” at the banquet

of ‘the Iron and Steel Institute, said the
government fully recognized that the finer
the troops sent out to battle for the coun-
try, the greatér was the obligation to pro-
vide for them the best means of success.
Therefore, he continued, they had not for-
gotten, and must not forget, the mannfac-
turers of armor plate and of implements
of war and the other scientists whom they
had pressed into the ranks to aid in solv-
lng‘ the terrible problem they had to face.

“We have admirable competitors,” he
said, “in Herr Krupp, and in the works at
Le Creusot and in the United States, but
We may rely upon the inventive genius
and the pertinacy of English manufactur-
ers and scientists to secure results which
are so valuable.to the British Empire.”

Mr. Goschen emphatically denied the
statements made in the French chamber
of deputies regarding the quality and pro-
pelling power of British guns, deciaring
that these would hit harder and had great-
er bursting power than the French. He
announced that the government had decid-
ed to appoint a scientific committee of in-
duiry to examine all smokeless propellants
and all desirable modifications of the es-
isting guns, adding: “And the government
are not ‘going to be strangled in the throes
of red tipe i this undertaking.”

<on has been made to the Canadian
\Jinister of Marine and Fisheries. ; An
:1}.\1\.‘;1‘-1 of this report is herewith given.
One of the most significant features of
the report completely discredits the effi-
iency of branding, so far as pelagic
is concerned, and thé whole tenor
of the document must naturally have a
yvery encouraging effect upon .the Can-
adian pelagic sealing industry. Follow-
ine as a full abstract of the report:

“As the Behring sea question is one
of those receiving the consideration of

tion 1

sealing

Canadian pelagic sealing business, the
average catch per vessel of the pyesept
year has been surpassed only twice, m
1890 and 1894, whereas it+has in no other
vear been approached very closely. It has
also to be borne in mind that the phe-
nomenal eatch of the year 1894 was prin-
cipally taken-on the Asiatic side, hence
the high average cannot be attributed to
what has been called the Pribyloff herd
of seals. It would also appear that the
Asiatic waters have ceased to be exploit-
, ed by the sealers, they now confining
{ themselves to the North American waters

of the North Pacific ocean. 3

“Tt is somewhat significant, after all
that has been said on the subject, that so
comparatively small a fleet as was engag-
ed in the present year should have made
the largest catch of the past three years,
and the largest average catch of any but
two years in the history of the Canadian
sealing industry.

“For the season of 1899 many of the
vessels cleared from Victoria earlier than
usual, and proceeded southward to the
California coast, as considerable success
attended some vessels there during -the
previous year. ;

“Towards the close of April the seal-
ers encountered violent gales, which pre-
vailed along the whole western coast, and
although the spring catch proved a fairly
good one, it would undoubtedly have
been much better but for unpropitious
weather, which interfered with the work
of the hunter.”

Continuing, the report compliments the
Canadian sealers- on the fact that they

the Joint High Commission, it has pass-
¢d. for the time being, out of the ordin-
ary channel of correspondemce between
the different governments,  hence the
past year has been marked by an &b-
sence of proposals and arrangements
bitherto obtaining each season in the
proseention of the sealing industry, and
the application of the legislation under
which it is conducted.

“By the terms of the Paris award,
the regulations for the government of
the seal fishing in Behring sea and the
North Pacific ocean were to be subject-
ed to a new examination every five
years, so as to enable both interested
governments to consider whether, in the
licht of the past exeperience, there was
occasion for any modification thereof.

“The representations made to the Can-
adian government by those engaged in
the sealing industry in British Colum-
hia were to the effect that no modifica-
tion of these regulations should be
agreed to in the nature of further limi-
tations to the business; but that, on the
contrary, the sueccessful prosecution of
the industry demanded that the existing
restrictions should be curtailed alike as to
the close season and as to the protective
wne around tahe Pribyloff Islands,

“As the United States ‘government
would not entertain any proposals in eith-
er of these directions, and it did not seem
to the Canadian government possible for
them, having due regard for the interests
of those engaged in the sealing industry,
to consent to any further limitations up-
on the operations of the sealers, it was
found impossible to agree upon any
change in the Paris award regulations.”

The report then proceeds to comment
upon the sealing regulations issued by the
treasury department for the season of
1899, against whieh, it is stated, no pro-
test was entered, as they “did.not seek
to extend the legislation already: provided
or the terms of the Paris regulations, nor
to increase the powers of the United:
States officers over British ships at sea
beyond those given them by.Imperial leg-'
islation and regulationsdhonér adi. as ¢
Concerning the modificHtioHs® of 'Bxist-
ing regulations as to the importation of
fur seal garments the report says:

“On  November 30th last the depart-
ment was notified of the issue of a cir-
cular by the treasury department to col-
lectors of customs, amending the act of
1897, with reference to the reguldtions in
force regarding ‘the importation of fur
seal garments. The change was one mere-
Iy for the convenience of the fur. trade,
and had no significance, so far as Canada
is concerned, from a diplomatic or inter-
rational point of view. The circular ii-
self is prefaced by the statement that
representations had Leen made that the
requirements of the réport of a treasury
agent to accompany each invoice of seal-
skin garments shipped to the United
States, seriously embarrassed trade, on
account of the delay incident to the pro-
curing of such reports, under the original
regulations, and they were thus amended
S0 as to dispenes with the reports, and
the certificate of a consul was regarded
as sufficient.”

With regard to the outlook for the pel-
agic sealing industry, the report makes
some very interesting and highly signi-
ficant sugeestions, distinetly encouraging
to the Canadian sealers. * It says:

“The total Behring sea fleet, comprised
this year of twenty-six vessels, represent-
ing 1894 tons register, crews—213 white
men and 587 Indians—68 bodats and 285
@anoes, the total catch of the vessels be-
ng 34,454 skinsg, angmented by an Indian
catch of 1892 on the coast, bringing to-
tal Canadian seal eatch for year 1899
up to 35346, heing larger than that of
1898 and 1897, represented, respectively,
by thirty-five and forty-one vessels, Of
these twenty-six vessels, twenty operated
on the British Columbian and Alaska
coasts, while these same twenty, and five
others, operaed in Behring sea, and only
one on the Asiatic side. The.coast catch
s 10,471 skins; the Behring sea;,catch
=3,284; the Asiatic catch 699, and the In-
dian catch 892,

their ‘obligations, the year having been
marked by an entire absence of any seiz-
ure. “or by undue interference by patrol-
ling vessels;” ‘a significant comment, in
view of the fact that practically the en-
tire patrolling fleet was made up of Unit-
ed States vessels. The report closes with
some interesting observations upon
changes recently noted in the habits of
the seals, and the effect of branding upon
the pelagic sealing industry, as follows:

“The masters of the sailing vessels say |
that in the mneighborhood of the Fair-
weather grounds, where the seal§ congre-
gate prior to entering Behring sea,
through the Aleutian passes,.they are
seemingly as numerous as 1in former
‘vears, and it is said that, .generz}lly
épeaking, their number at sea iIs unghrp—
inished, but they are growing more timid
and migratory.

“Tt being reported that the seals were
found most numerous to the northeast of
the Pribyloff Islauds, instead of the
northwest, as formerly, the date avail-
able in the department has been exam-
ined, and it has been demonstrated that
in the earlier years the best sealing
grounds in Behring sea, and, in fact,
where the majority of the seals were
secured, was principally south of the
islands trending westward, very few
attempts being made to go rorth, and
comparatively few catches being made
there. :

“A careful examination of the posi-
tions at sea where the vessels have tak-
en seals for the past four years shows
that there has been a décided change
ir the localities of hunting, and that on
the coasts the vessels have increased
their areas very materially in a south-
erly direction, while in Behring sea
there is a distinct trend north and east,
bringing them principally to the north-
east of the Pribyloff Islands.

“This has been accounted for by some
as being due to the disturbance of:the
seals upon the islands, and a consequent
incentive to seek other hauling” -and
breeding grounds, while .others. .consider;
the miovement of the food fiches” HAve!
much to do with the distribution of the
seals. However this may be, it is a
fact that some vessels made good:
catchesswest of the islands, notwith-
standing. :

“Reference has been made to the pro-
cess of branding seals by the TUnited
States authorities on the island. and. the
expedient has been-regarded by some as
having an injurious effect upon the]
herd. From the sealer’s standpoint,:
the effeet cannot be very great, unless
the branded seals die, inasmuch as out
of a total take of 35,346 skins, only 18
branded ones were found, and they were
distributed among 11 wvessels out of 29,
one vessel taking as many as 3, the
others 2 and 1 each. ;

“These facts apparently show that the.
branding of seals forms mo factor in’
pelagic sealing, and whatever purpose
branding may serve for scientific obser-
vation or otherwise, it cannot have a
salutary effect upon the  herd - which
visits the islands, since it necessarily
changes the normal conditions. It might,
therefore, reasonably be expected that
the practice is not unlikely to be dis-
continued.

“Altogether, the season has been a fa-
vorable one for the sealers. Added to
the large catch, there was a decided in-,
crease in the price of the skins; most of
them sold at Victoria for $11 each;-but!
those which were sent to the London,
sales by the owners realized a much
higher figure.”

BRITAIN'S DEFENCES.

Lord Salisbury’s Speech at the Annual
Habitation of the Primrose League.

London, May 9.—Speaking at the annual
Labitation of the Primrose ILeague, Lord
Salishury, after veferring to the war in
South Africa, said:

‘“‘Heréafter external affairs will oclupy a
considerably larger place among the pro-
blems we have to solve. Not necessarily
because in themselves they are more im-
portant, but if we look around we can see
the elements and causes of menace and
peril slowly aecumulating, and they may
accumulate to such a point as to require
our earnest and most active efforts to re-
rel them, .

“I am nervous at using language of such
a kind lest it should be thought I am indi-
cating that something is known to the for-
eign office, by pointing out this possible
danger. But I wish most emphatically to
say I have no idea of that kind. The state
of affairs as I know it, and so far as the
government is concerned, is peaceful. It
is impossible to speak too highly of the
careful, calm neutrality which has been
observed by all governments of the world.”

The Premier’s remarks were greeted
with loud cheers. He continued:

“A certain section— not, I hope, a very
large, though a very noisy one—has at
the present moment a great prejudice
against this country. It does not, how-
ever, follow that we have no %recautions
to take. Governments may come and go,
and feelings may change from year to
year. That root of bitterness against Eng-
land, which T am unable to explain, may
be mere caprice to satisfy the exigencies
of journalists to-day; jor may indieate a’
deep-seated feeling which' later we may
have to reckon with.  There can be no
security nor confidence «in the feelings or
sympathy of other nations except through
the efficiency of their own defence or the
strength of their own right arm. Every-
where the power of defence is increasing,
and who knows but all these things may
be united in one great wave to d@ash upon
cur shores? In every case in history the
great maritime power has been paralyzed,
killed, not by disasters suffered in its
provinces, but by a blow directed at the
heart. The British navy, of course, ought
to be sufficient, but are we wise in plac-
ing all our eggs in one basket?

‘‘As to land defence, so far as I can see,
anything in the nature of conscription is
rot a remedy the country is prepared to
adopt. Therefore we must induce the peo-
ple to voluntarily put .themselves in a
position to defend their homes and coun-
try. The Primrose League can do much
to foster the creation of rifle clubs. If
cnce the feeling could be propagated that
it is the duty of every able-bodied English-
man to make himself competent to meet
an invading enemy, we would have a de-
fensive force which would make the
chances of an assailant so bad that no as-
sailant would appear.”

After a resolution urging British subjects
to prepare in times of peace so as to be
ready to play their part in.time of Im-
perial emergency had carried by, acclama-
tion, the ineeting adjourned.

ST. LOUIS STRIKE.

Company’s Manager Says Police Protection
Is Inadequate.

St. Louis, May 9.—Every street railway
line in St. Louis City was tied up this
morning and not a car was moving.

INTELLIGENCE DBEPARTMENT.

The methods by which the English In-
telligence Department obtaing the informa-
tion which is as the breath to its nostrils,
the main object indeed of its existence,
cannot, and naturally ought not, to be
publicly made known. But it may be tak-
en as certain that they are for the most
part -open ‘and avowable. In the first place
any system of espionage is abhorrent #e
our spirit and traditions, and even if brib-
ery and corruption were considered neces-
sary, there are no funds easily available
for the payment of secret agents, and the
purchase of news and facts underhand.
The Intelligence Department has never
been allowed to dip into the funds appro-
priated for secret service, and falling them
there is no money to be had; every item
of military expenditure is much too closely
watched, both by antecedent estimate and
subsequent audit, to leave any loophole for
the appropriation of a single farthing te
any purpose not distinctly and specifically
stated. It may be argued that there are
no very portentous secrets closely guarded
against inquiry even by the most jedlous
of military hierarchies; this was the one
fact plainly proved at the. Dreyfus trial—
the alleged leakage was not of serious com-
sequence.

Most things in the nature of very new
inventions and warlike appliances become
public property sooner or later, for the
scientific mind works commonly in the
same direction, and, as we have Ofien
seen, great discoveries are made in many
different places, at much the same time.
Of course, an expert may come wupon the
fringe of something he has long suspected,
but could not quite evolve, and then gain
his lost inspiration by some happy chance.
Some time back an eminent inventor -anfl
manufacturer of explosives verified ‘the
constitution of melinite when it first came
in by the adherence of only a few.gzdins
of the powder to his fingernall when it
was casually and unguardedly shown #o
him. From this to minute investigation
and analysis, with the exact result &e
needed, was not QJdifficult for the adrélt
chemist. But had he not succeeded in this
wayg, the discovery would no doubt have

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GREAT PROSPERITY.

Hon. George E. Foster is known
among politicians as the “Professor.”
We do not know that he earned this title
through his well-known deftness in the
manipulation of figures, but at any rate
he is so expert at that useful art to a
Tory politician that he is fairly entitled
to it. Mr. Foster first demonstrated his
dexterity in his art during the hard times
of the Conservative regime, and during
a celebrated banquet ' of the Toronto
Board of Trade he gave such a mysti-
fying exhibition that Mr. Laurier when
his turn came to speak could only make
the reply, which has become more cele-
brated than anything Mr. Foster ever
uttered, that “when the Liberals came
into power it would not be necessary to
demonstrate to them by figures that they
were prosperous; they would feel it
through their pockets.”

The ex-Finance Minister is playing an-
other role now. 'The prophecy of the
speaker at the Toronto Board of Trade
banquet has been fulfilled. The people
of Canada are doing so well that they
have not to be convinced of their condi-
tion by the manipulation of figures, but
still figures have to be employed some-
times as the only means of measuring
the progress that a country is making
in comparison with former times. At
the session of parliament which is now
in progress the late Finance Minister
gave an exhibiton of his #kill in an
entirely different direction to that which
he had under happier circumstances de-
voted his talents as a professor of politi-
cal legerdemain. On this latter ocecasion
he assumed as it were a sort of negative
role, and undertook to prove that the al-
leged prosperity of the Dominion under
Liberal rule was all a delusion; that it
was entirely imaginary; that the increas-
ed values and the increased volume of
trade were merely phantoms and might
be expected at any time to entirely
vanish away. The figures which we shall
quote will prove that it is Mr. Foster
who ™ has been talking as one in a
dream, for higher wages for operatives
and jncreased dividends for capitalists
are .too substantial things to be blown
away by the breath of even a magician.

In 1899 the trade was $321,661,213. In
the present year this record will be much
improved. The trade for the nine
months is $275,000,000, an increase of
nearly $40,000,000 over the same
months of the preceding year. Again,
the trade of the last nine months is
$18,000,000 more than that of the whole
year 1897. :And the trade for the pres-
ent year, when completed, will be at
least equal to that of the years 1895 and
1868 combined.

For the current banking year the Can-
adian banks are reported to have done
remarkably well, some of them paying
bonuses in addition to the customary
dividends. The statement for March
shows that on the 81st ult. the current
discounts had reached the enormous sum
of $279,000,000, an increase of over $7,-
000,000 in that month, and an jncrease
of $38,500,000 in the past year. Five
years ago the discounts were only $203,-
273,000, so that within that period there
is an increase of nearly $76,000,000. The
increase in deposits, however, has also
been extraordinary. On March 31st de-
posits, including those on demand and
on time, aggregated  $264,789,000, as
against $180,035,000 five years ago,
showing an increase of $84,754,000, as
compared with the increase of $76,000,-

. 000 in discounts. Of course there are in-
creases in both capital and circulation.
The paid-up capital of Canadian banks
is now- $64,245,000, as against $61,699,-
000 five years ago, an increase of $2,-
546,000. The expansion in note circula-
tion has been most satisfactory and is
an evidence of the general prosperity.
The bank notes in circulation at the end
of last month aggregated $43,815,000, as
compared with $29,152,000 five years
ago, or an increase of $14,663,000.

Canada is now enjoying the most pros-
perous era in her history, and nothing
can explain this fact away or convince
her people that it is a mere figment of
fancy. Liberals do not claim 4hat their
policy is entirely responsible for bring-
ing this condition of affairs about, but
they may with perfect justice assert that
it had a hand in it; that it contributed
to it. But the strongest point in our
favor is that the Conservatives always
predicted blue ruin if the Liberals at-
tained power in the Dominion, and our
great triumph lies in the fact that the
government of Sir Wilfrid Laurier has
proved that in this they, . were false
prophets, inasmuch as under its regime
there 'has been ‘continuous; abounding

prosperity.
THE POLITICAL MUDDLE,
Never in the history of Canada, prob-

ably never in the history of Anglo-Sax-
on representative institutions, has such

an extraordinary condition of affairs

confronted the electorate as obtains in
British Columbia at the 'present time.
The candidates for political honors seem
to be ‘legion, and the principles which
they have laid before the people as the
reason for ' the political faith which
they profess are so broad, that it is
somewhat comforting fo think that many
of them will wander forth into the wil-
derness which they have discovered and
pever more be heard of. . Friends of all
parties in the contest—government, Con-
servative, , Turnerites, McIntosh Con-
servatives, Provincial party, Independ-
ents, Liberals, labor men, etc.—claim
that their friends are steadily gaining
ground and that their nominees cannot
be beaten. It is manifestly impossible,

owing to the unpredecented condition of
affairs, for any one to estimate even ap-
proximately the ultimate outcome, but it
is perfectly clear that if any one of the
various factions has dn advantage it is
that of the government, because its
forces are acting as a unit against a dis-
orgauized opposition divided into many
wings. The friends of the Premier
claim that he is doing great work in the
interior and is adding to his following
at every meeting which he holds, and
we can easily believe that, for, aside
from the fact that Mr. Martin had a
virgin field to operate in, as he had prac-
tically no disciples in that portion of the
province previous to his tour, it will.-be
admitted even by his political enemies
that the Premier has a very persuasive
way with him on the platform, and that
his missionary efforts are not likely to
be entirely barren of results. After a
close examination of the situation there
are the best of reasons for arriving atl
the conclusion that the mists will: con-
tinue to hang low in the political atmcs-
phere until after the 9th day of June.

CONSTITUTIONAL GOVERNMENT.

From the correspondence which we
publish to-day bearing on ‘the subject
of Imperial commissions to Canadian
officers, it will be seen that British Co-
lumbia is 'not the only. portion of Can-
ada which is at the present {ime
troubled with a constitutional question.
There appears to be no reason for re-
gret that the matter came up in the
form in which it did, for,the govern-
ment has taken advantage of the oppor-
tunity to make its position clear to
the Imperial authorities on some points
on which there seems hitherto to have
been some misapprehension. As the
correspondence shows, the Imperial gov-
ernment proposed that the selection of

the Canadian officers for commissions in |

the British- army should be left in the
hands of the Imperial officer in com-
mand of the Canadian militia. Our gov-
ernment replied that if they were’to be
held responsible in any way for the
selections they must be made in the cus-
tomary manner by the Governor-General,
on the advice of his responsible advisers.
At the same time it was made clear
that HBnceforth there shall be no possi-
bility of a misunderstanding as to the
position of th2 officer commanding the
militia. The point was apparently pur-
posely emphasized that he shall not be
regarded in any other light than as a
subordinate of the Minister of Militia,
through whom the government is respon-
sible to the people for all his acts, and
for the government to perform any act

subject to his approval would be mani-’

festly absurd. As a result of the cor-
respondence the original proposition was
modified to the following, explained in a
letter from Mr. Chamberlaln to the
Governor-General:

‘“The candidates should be recommend-
ed by you, after consulting with your
Ministers and Imperial officers. Yuu
should communicate to your Mijnisters
suggestion in your confidential (ﬁ‘sp'atch
of the 24th ult. as to board for wise
selection of candidates, and lists should
be submitted to you through your Min-
isters with their recommendations, the
responsibilty for final selection remain-
ing with you.”

The fact that the appointments were
Imperial ones no doubt accounts for the
extraordinary position taken by the
Colonial Office in this case. They have
certainly a perfect right to dispose of
commissions in the Imperial army in the
manner which they think will secure for
the service the best results, but that the
government of Canada has taken a stand
which is commendable there can be no
question, At this stage in the history
of ‘constitutional government it would be
a retrograde step for any government to
make recommendations on a matter of
public concern subject to approval by
the Governor-General. Theoretically all
governmental acts may have to go
through that form, but practically His
Excellency has nothing whatever to do in
the matter but comply with the formality
of giving his assent. The trouble with
General Hutton affords a good illustra-
tion of what may come of Imperial of-
ficers becoming imbued with the idea
that they are invested with more au-
thority than they really possess and are
subjet to no higher powers than their
own sweet will. The -following few
sentences from the Toronto Globe put
the matter in all its bearings very
clearly before the public:

" “Responsible government has its de-
fects, doubtless, and there may be per-
sons who would prefer a form of govern-
ment under which the Monarch, for his
own enlightment, takes such advice as
he pleases, and follows as much or as
little of it as he pleases. But with us
government is carried on in a different
way. The Governor-General acts upon
the advice of the Ministers, and they
are responsible for it to parliament, The
constitution knows no such thing as an
act of government other than an act
done upon the advice of responsible Min:
isters. The Crown has no independent
authority in governing. The Crown is
recognized only as the head ‘of the
State, guiding the government of  the
country as advised by the Ministers of
the day. If, therefore, the Canadian
Ministers . chose to take part in *the
proposed experiment they would not be
acting as Ministers of the Crown at all:
and they could not be held responsible
to parliament for appointments over

which they did not possess the final con-
trol.”

The Toronto Globe thinks the time has
come for Canada to become self-sustain-
ing in every respect. It says we should
no longer depend entirely on the strong
arm of the Mother Country to defend us
from possible enemies by sea and by
land. Is there anything unreasonable in
such a stand as this?

Duty on
News Print

The Question Brought Up in the
Dominion House of
Commons.

British Columbia Appeals Will
Not Be Heard in S8upreme
Court Until May 17.

(Special to the Times.)

Ottawa, May 8—The question of re-
moving the duty on news print, owing to
its scarcity and increased cost, was
brought up in the *house to-day.

When orders of the day were called,
Sir Charles Tupper, who was no doubt
aware of a meeting of newspaper men
in the city, suggested that on account
of the disastrous fires which destroyed
Eddy’s mills and Laurentide mills, post-
age on newspapers be abolished as a
means of temporary relief. He used the
word duty, but explained afterwards
that he ouly referred to postage.

W. F. McLean, East York, said that
he had “just returned from a meeting
of the publishers of newspapers where
the matter had been fully discussed and
a resolution was passed asking the gov-
ernment to remove either temporarily
or permanently the duty on news print.
He said that he had a telegram from the
Laurentide people saying that they
would supply orders by importing from
the TUnited States. He understood it
was the intention of Eddy to rebuild,
but a temporary suspension of duty
would only help.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier said that represent-
ations had been'made to the government
on the subject. It was suggested
that the duty on news prints should be
removed and it was also suggested that
postal duties should be abolished. While
the government had not taken any defin-
ite step it was being considered whether
the destruction of the mills had created
such a state of affairs as to have the
duty taken off.

A. Gibson, Lincoln. opposed any
change, as the paper mills now operating
in Canada could turn out all the paper
that was required.

R. L. Richardson, Lisgar, said .that
publishers in the west were being held
up on account of the affair to the tune
of €0 and 100 per cent.

British Columbia Appeals.

Ottawa, May 9.—In the Supreme
court this morning it was announced
that British Columbia appeals would not
be taken up. at the earliest before the
17th inst., and that Ontario appeals, pro-
per, would not be ecalled until the 21st
inst.

CEDED TO THE STATES,

(Associated Press.)

Auckland, N.Z., May 8.—Advices re-
ceived from Samoa announce that the
American flag has been hoisted over the
island of Tutuila amid great native ‘re-
joicing, and that the chiefs have made
a formal cession of the island to the
United States. The inhabitants of
Manua, it is also announced; request the
formal hoisting of the American flag
over that island, which will likewise be
ceded. The natives of the islands’ will
rule themselves under governors appoint-
ed by the commandant of the naval sta-
tion.

Ottawa, May 8.—A deputation of news-

THE PARIS EXPOSITION.

All Exhibits Must Be in Position Before
Saturday Next.

(Assoclated Press.)

Paris, May 8.—Should the French
officials hold to the strict letter of de-
cision to permit no installation of ex-
hibits after next Saturday, the effect on
the labors ¢f many countries and private
exhibitions would be disastrcus, although
that date is a month after the formal
opening.

SMALLPOX AT MONTREAL.

Montreal, May 7.—Two cases of small-
pox have been discovered at Beauport
insane asylum. The disease is supposed
to have been contracted from an insane
woman from Rimouski, who was brought
to the institution about a month ago,
and twelve days later took smallpox.
The asylum has been closed to visitors.

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DESTROYED BY A CYCLONE.

San Antonio, Tex., May 7.—A destruc-
tive cyclone wrecked the San Antonio
Loan & Trust Co.’s five story steel and
terra cotta building this morning.  The
loss was about $70,000, uninsured. The
wind was sixty miles an hour.

Dallas, Tex. May 7.—A severe tor-
nado swept over Denton County  yes-
terday and many building were wrecked,
and it is believed several fatalities have
occurred. Telegraph and telephone
wires. are all down and late reports are
not obtainable.

At Garsa, a town in Denton County,
;more thant6né-third of the houses in the
village were wrecked by the storm, but
fortunately no persons were injured. The
inhabitants had ample warning of the
approach of the tornado, and sought
places of safety.

Trent Bridge
Bisastem

Texts of Judgments of the Full
Court as Delivered
Yesterday.

The Appeal of the Union Culliery
Company Against Convic-
tion and Fine.

As reported in the Times yesterday
the Full Court, consisting of Chief Jus-

and Martin, delivered judgment in Re-
gina v. the Union Colliery Company, an
appeal from the conviction and finding
of the company in connection with the
Trent bridge disaster.. The Chief Jus-
tice and Mr. Justice Martin held that
the conviction should stand, Justices
Drake and Irving being of the opposite
opinion. The  conviction therefore
stands. The judgments follow:

CHIEF JUSTICE McCOLL.

The question to be determined is
whether the company is liable to pun-
ishment under any section of the Code.
S. 933.

Section 252 provides that “Everyone
is guilty of an indictable offense and lia
ble to two years’ imprisonment who by
any unlawful act or by doing negligently
or omitting to do any act whieh it is his
duty to do causes grievous bodily in
jury to any other person.”

The term “‘one” i§ used throughout the
code as of the same meaning as ‘per-
son,” and therefore by s.s. (t) s. 3 cor-
porations aggregate are within s, 252,
“in relation to such acts and things as
they are capable of doing and owning
respectively.,”” The company . being ad-
mittedly liable in damages for injury
caused by its default in not maintaining
the structure in question in a sufficient
condition an indictment <would be
against it at common law for breach of
duty.

The position at common law was stat-
ed by Lord Denman, C.J., in 1846, in
Reg. v. The Great North of England,
Railway Co., 10 jurist, p. 755, to be un-
disputed, and s. 933 leaves the common
law in force. Tash. p. 959.

That being so, to apply s. 252 to the
company adds nothing to its criminal
responsibility for: what it is here charg-
e¢d with. Is the section applicable to it?

The Judicial Committee in 1892, A.C.
at p. 48%, laid down the rule applicable
to a statutory code as being that if any
enactment is in itself ‘‘intelligible and
free from ambiguity the law should be
interpreted by interpreting the language
used,” and that resort ought not to be
had to the pre-existing law except upon
some such special ground as that the
language is of ‘‘doubtful import,” or
“had previously acquired a technical
meaning.”

Lord Justice Thesiger in (1880) 5 Q.
B.D., at p. 319, formulates three rules
by which the determination whether the
term “person”—the .equivalent to ‘“one”

tions, Holding théy should not be includ-
ed except where “first the term is ex-
pressly interpreted as including them,
or, secondly, the context of the act clear-
ly shows that they are included, or,
thirdly, the object and scope of the act
peremptorily require them to be so ‘in-
cluded and the context does not clearly
negative a construction to that effect.”

In my opinion all three conditions ex-
ist in the present case. 2

The breach of duty may have been
the omission of the company alone, and
even if some person connected with it
is also liable, Lord Denman in the judg-
ment referred to shows the great impor-
tance to the public for maintaining the
liability of the company as well.

The cases of Reg. v. Myler & Co.,
(1891) 2 Q.B.D. (C.A.), p. 588; and Reg.
v. Toronto Ry. Co., 2 C. C. C., p. 471,
may be usefully considered. '

As s, 230 defines manslaughter to be
eulpable homicide not amounting to mur-
der, and s. 218 defines homicide to be
the killing of a human being by another,
a corporation cannot be convicted of
such an offense.

But the words ‘grievous bodily in-
jury” in section 252 have no technical
meaning, and in their natural sense in-
clude injuries resulting in death, and
there being no conflict between this sec-
tion-and any other enactment relating to
corporations, it would be most extraor-
dinary if the company could escape lia-
bility merely because the consequences
cf its breach of duty were more serious
thar would have sufficed to make it pun-
ishable.

It was argued that the heading of the
group of sections in which s. 252 is
found “Bodily injuries and acts and
cmissions causing danger to the person”
indicates that this section was not in-
tended to apply in case of death. But
many of these sections deal with acts
and omissions likely tc cause death, and
one at least (s. 255) expressly provides
for the case of death caused by an omis-
sion, so that any light which may be
thought to be afforded in this way is
not to the advantage of the company.

The distinction between headings so
drawn as to be applicable grammatical-
ly to the sections following them and
headings “inserted for the convenience
of reference and not intended to con-
trol the interpretation of the clauses
which follow” is pointed out in Union,
ete., v. Melbourne, ete. (1884), 8 A.C.; p.
369, where it is in effect laid down that
it ‘lies upon the company to show that
to hold s. 252 included a corporation is
inconsistent with the context or subject
matter merely because death has result-
ed.

What is the effect of death in such
cases? ¢ !

If a man is charged with manslaugh-
ter for death caused by breach of duty
and the evidence fails as to the death,
but shows grievous bodily injury, he
may by section 713 be convicted under
section 252, and if charged under section
252 and the evidence discloses that death
has resulted and the accused is not con:
victed of the offense charged, the reason
is that death creates a new crime,

But if the offender is a corporation the

dpath is merely a supervening aggrava-
tion which, as it creates no new crime,
cannot, it seems to me, affect the crime
which already existed.

If that be so then, that the death may
have ensued at once does not, I think,
make any difference; for the injury nec-
essarily proceeds (precedes?) the death
and is not the less but the more grievous
cause of such result,

As to the nature of the punishment, s.
639 -expressly provides that it is to be
such as is applicable to corporations,
and this was well understood to be a
fine. 'Section 934 leaves the amount of
the fine to the discretion of the court.

As to the question of punishment,
Lord Blackburn says in (1880) 5 A.C., at
pp. 869-870, “I quite agree that a cor-
po_ratlou cannot in one sense commit a
crime, a corporation cannot be imprison-
ed if imprisonment be the sentence for
the cyime. And so in this sense a cor-
poration cannot commit a crime, But
a cor_poration may be fined and a cor-
poration may pay damages, and there-
for2 I must totally dissent notwithstand-
ing what Lord Justice Bramwell said )1
is reported to have said.” “I must real-
ly say that I do not feel the slightest
doubt on that part of the.case.”

It was agreed that section 639 only
enables a fine to be imposed if the cor-
poration does not appear, that is, in ef-
fect it is left to the accused in any case
to evade punishment by the use of the
expédient of simply appearing. Such g
construction is of course out of the ques-

‘tion unless the words are incapable of ‘a

sensible meaning.

I have not been foreced to the concli-
sion that when parliament imposed upon
the courts the duty of convieting' corpor-
ations guilty of offenses under ;252
and' others applicable to corporations,
parliament at the same time purpdsely
left the courts impotent to punish ex-
cept at the will of the accused them-
selves, I say purposely, for it is incred-
ible that an error so serious should haye
remained uncorrected. during all the
time which has elapsed since the code
was passed, though many amendments
have since been made. The form of the
indictment is perhaps not artificial, but
it~ is, I think, sufficient at this stage in
the way the case is stated. Reg. v.
Weir, 3 C.C.C., p. 102. . ;

MR. JUSTICE DRAKE,

The defendants, a corporation, are in-
dited for that the said company unlaw-
fully neglected, without lawful excuse,
to take reasonable precautions and to
use reasonable care in maintaining the
Howe truss bridge (a bridge erected by
the company across the Trent river and
forming part of the defendants’ rail-
way), and that on the 17th of August,
1898, a locomotive engine and several
cars then being run along the said tram-
way or railway and across the said
Howe truss bridge, owing te the rotten

state of the timbers thereof were preci- |

pitated into the valley of the Trent river,
thereby causing the death of certain
named persons. The defendants were
found guilty, and a fine was inflicted.

The question reserved for us is whether !

this indictment will lie against a corpos-
ation, ¢

Sub-section 1 of section 3 of the Crimn-
inal Code includes in the expression per-
sons, owner apd other eorporations of
the same kind, bodies corporate,

The expression here is everyone, and
prima. facie that includes a co.sporation.

ction 213 indicates that everyone
who works, makes or maintains anr-
thing which in the absence of precaution
or ¢are may endanger human life as un-
der| a legal duty to avoid such danger
and as criminally responsible for the
consequences of omitting, without:lawful
excuse, to perform such duty.

eSctions 191, 192 were referred to, and
it was argued that the indictment could
be supported under any section in the
code which had reference to the offense
charged. Section 191 defines a common
nuisance as an act or omission which en-
dangers the lives or safety of the public
or by which the public are obstructed in
the ' enjoyment of ary common right.
The public in its ordinary meaning re-
fers. to the community at large, and
when applied to property or rights
means rights or property common to the
enjoyment of all persons. The indict-
ment does not allege an infringement of
any ‘duty to the public at large, and I do
not think this section applies to the pres-
ent indictment. Then we have section
192, ‘which says: “Everyone is guilty of
an indictable offence and liable to one
year's imprisonment or fine who com-
mits; any common nuisance which en-
dangers the lives, safety or health of
the public.” This is still limited to en-
dangering the lives, safety or health of
the public, but it proceeds, ‘“or who oc
casions injury to the person of any in-
dividual.” Both the offences here in-
dicated, the one of potential and the
othei'_ of actual injury, must arise out
cf thi> committal of a common nuisance.
Unless this is shown these sections do
not apply.

Section 213 makes the neglect of rea-
sonable precautions when there is a le-
gal duty to take such precautions not a
¢riminal “offence but makes the person
respopsible criminally liable for the con-
sequepces; therefore whatever neglect of
duty !may have existed, that does not
constitute an offense under this section,
but it that neglect is followed by con-
sequences injurious to the individual,
then ériminal responsibility arises.

The criminal liability of corporations
aggregate for breaches of duty is no new
law. This liability has been frequently

affirmed in the English courts. In Reg.

vs. The Great North of England Rail-
way Company, 9 Q.B., 315, Lord Den-
man says: “Some dicta occurs in old
cases.! A corporation cannot be guilty
of treason or felony, and it might be
added of perjury or offenses’ against the
person; but it is liable for assault com-
mitted by its servants if authorized by
them; it is also liable for libel, trespass
and misfeasance.” See R. v. The Great
North' of England Railway Company, 9
A & E, 314. . :

The indictment charges the company
‘with the death of certain persons owing
to their neglect of duty. This is a
charge of manslaughter, the punishment
of which is a term of imprisonment for
Jife. ‘But a -corporation cannot suffer
imprisonment, therefore the punishment
laid down in the Code is not applicable
to such a body.

The Code by section 252 makes any
person who by any unlawful act, or by
doing negligently or omitting to do any
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grievous bodily injury to any other per-
son, liable to two years’ imprisonment.
This section, if the indictment had al-
leged grievous bodily injury alone fo
some individual, might have been invok-
ed in order to make section 958, under
which the fine was inflicted, applicable,
but the indictment as I read it is an in-
dictment for manslaughter.

Does the term grievous bodily injury
apply when death results from the ne-
glect of duty?

I do not think that the use of the term
bodily injury is of any greater impo-t
than bodily harm. In every case when
death ensues bodily harm or injury has
been done. But the penalties are dis-
tinct, and in the case of Reg. vs. Friel,
17 Cox C.C., 1890, Williams, J., held
that when there had been a summary
conviction for assault, and the person
sssaulted dies of the injury, a plea of
autre fois convicte is not necessary to
an indictment for manslaughter, because
the death i§ a new fact, not a mere mat-
ter of aggravation, or a mere conse-
quence, because in cases of manslaugh-
ter based on death resulting from cul-
pable negligence there is no criminal of-
fense unless death ensues and gives rise
to a charge of manslaughter. On this
last remark of the learned judge section
252, which I am now considering, is not
in the English act, but when death en-
sues the offense is no longer grievous
bodily injury but culpable homicide.

The object of an indictment is to en-
able the defendant to know what case
he has to meet. The necessary facts
must be set out with certainty, but there
is no necessary form of words to make
a perfect indictment “if all essential al-
legations are contained in it, and if the
cffense created by the statute is in sub-
stance charged. The question whether
this indictment is good or bad is not be-
fore us, but it certainly does mnot indi-
cate to the defendants that they are
called upon to plead to a case of griev-
cus bodily injury. They are called upon
to plead to an indictment for unlawfuily
causeing the death of certain individuals,
which would be culpable homicide, and
a corporation cannot be tried on such
an indictment. In my opinion the ques-
tion submitted to us must be answered
in the negative.

In regard to the point raised as to the
cffense being a nuisance, sections 191
and 192, I need only add to the remarks
of my brother Drake, that the lucid
notes on said sections to be found in
Crankshaw, fully support the View tak-
en as to the nuisance dealt with by said
sections being in such a case a common
one,

Section 213 I regard as merely laying
down a priﬁciple of eriminal responsi-
bility, and liability to be indicted arises

ing which are offenses against the crim-
inal' law, A careful consideration of
Part XVI, of the Code, which embraces
section 209-17 under the heading “Du-
ties tending to the preservation of life,”
seems to make this clear. Further, it
is significant that in the schedule  of
forms of indictment under said Part
forms are given to be used in connection
with all the sections in the Part except
the three sections of a declaratory na-
ture, ie, 212, 213 and 214.

The consequences for which a corpor-
ation may be made responsible by said
section 213 cannot be manslaughter, be-
cause, as pointed out by the learned
Chief Justice, the definitions of homi-
cide and manslaughter contained in sec-
tions 218 and 230 restrict that crime to
2 “human being.” The defendant com-
pany, then, was not, and could not
have been, indicted for manslaughter
since it is a physical impossibility that
it could have committed that offense, or
any other which infers a physical exis-
tence, e.g., rape: as Lord Denman said

\in Regina v. Great North of England

act which it is.his duty to do causesl

only in the event of consequences result- |

Ry. Co. (1846) 9 Q.B., 326, “Nobody has
sought to fix them (corporations) with
acts of immorality.” The defendant com-
pany not being a human being had neo
reason to suppose that it was being in-
dicted for an offense that could only
have been committed by a human being,
so the question here is, What offense
was it indicted for? The only offense
mentioned in the Criminal Code which
it was called upon to answer is that set
out in section 252. If a “human being,”
to quote section 218, had been arraigned

that we would have, under the criminal
practice of to-day, by reason of the bene-
ficial results of recent enactments and
decisions, been entitled to suppose that
he was charged with manslaughter, be-
cause even though the indiectment does
‘not use the historic. words “kill and
slay,” or “manslaughter,”” which are
mentioned in the forms of indictment
under Title V. of the Code, yet section
(11, wherein the present requiremeats
cf an indictment are specified, provides
that the statement of the offense “may
be made in popular language without
any technical averments or any allega-
tions of matter not essential to be prov-
ed,” and that such statement may be
“in any words sufficient to give the ae-
cused notice of the offense with which he
is charged.” The effect of this section
has been considered in the case of Re-
gina v. Lapierre (1897), 1 C. C. C. 413,
and again quite recently in Regina v.
Weir (°99), 3 Can. C. C., 102. If the
latter case at p. 107, Mr. Wurtele says,
1eferring to an indictment then in ques-
ticn:

‘“The language usad is certainly nn-
grammatical, and the drafting or word-
ing of the indictment is faulty in con-
struction, but as it contains- a statement
of all the facts and circumstances which
are essential to constitute the offense

it is not bad on that account.”

But though, under the above 'authori-
t'es, the indictment is so framed that
row, but not formerly, a “human being”
might have been justified in thinking the
charge h2 had to neet was manslaugh-
ter, what does it contain that, so far as
the Codz is concerned, would give a cor-
roration any ground or reason for be~
lieving that it had. to meet any other
charge than one of causing grievous bod-
ily injury under section 252? After ma-
ture reflection I am constrained to am-
swer, nothing. It is not as though thare
was any other statute, or section in the
Ccde, relating to the offense, or that any
new offense had been created unknown
to the common law, or that, so far as
the defendant company is concerned, any
other charge might be brought against
it upon the indictment. So this is not a
case where a defendant company might
nct be able to gather from the indict-
ment what statute it was charged un-
der, because, as hag been seen, there is
only one :section of the Code which is
applicable, Nor could any question arise
as to whether the offense charged was
against the common law or the statute,
because the language used in the evi-
dence would be the same in either cass.
This this indictment may be supported
at common law I do not understand to
be dispujed—Regina v. the Great North
of England Railway Co. supra., follow-

v. Broon (1851), 6 Bx., 314; and Whit-
field v. South Eastern Railway Co.
(1858), E. B. & E., 114, in which last
mentioned. case Lord Campbell, C.J.,
said “an indictment may be preferred
against a corporation aggregate both for
commission and omission, to be followed
up by fine, although not by imprison-
ment.” ;

I have considered the case of Regina
v. Friel (1891); 17 Cox, 325, but the cir-
cumstances therein differ so materially
from the case at bar that I am unable
to derive assistance from it. '

In view of the fact that the judgment

Periis of
Fire Fighting

Chief Thomas Deasy Tells of
Some Warrow Escapes
of Firemen.

Dynamite Encountered in Sev-
eral of the Burning Build-
ings--Great Danger.

The recent fire in the ®@hinese quar-
ter brought to light a large quantity of
dynamite and all efforts of the police to
locate the owner proved fruitless, Chietf
Deasy was asked to give a few of the
many narrow escapes of the firemen at
fires, and related the following: :

“Some years ago a fire occurred in a
row of cabins on Chatham street. The
building where the fire originated was
occupied by an old man named Jones. It
contained little furniture, and was al-
most completely destroyed. It was the

an explosive in, but after working for
an hour on the roof, and throughout the
building, we found two tins of blasting
powder beneath the bed. They were
blackened with smoke and quite warm. I
still have one of the tins of powder as
a souvenir of -the fire.

“A fire on Wharf street engaged our
attention one night, Smoke was issuing
from the building, and it was difficult to
locate the blaze. We tried several times
to ascend the stairway, but the smoke
extinguished our lanterns, and we knew
it was time to make our way out. We
then decided to open the doors on the
lower floor and find the fire by opening
up windows and allowing the smoke to
clear away. The burning wood from the
upper story had burned through and
ignited a quantity of goods on the
ground floor. This we extinguished,
and ascended to the upper floor through
the hole burned in the floor., After ex-
tinguishing the fire on the second floor
we found a box of giant powder and a
keg of black powder on a table. In
cases throughout the room we also dis-
covered thousands of detonators and fill-
ed cartridges. :

“At the old American Hotel building
on Yates street a Klondike outfitter un-
dertook to heat paraffine wax and ben-
zine together over an open stove. He
went out through the door at a lively

we reached it. After running our lines
-0of hose through the building and extin-
guishing the fire, we discovered a large
tin of benzine on the floor, with a burn-
ing rag stuck in the outlet. There was
enough benzine in the tin to blow us
out of the building. 3

“At a fire on Humboldt street two fire-
men walked along a passage, while the

‘joining room. A large rafter up-ended
and struck the floor within six inches of
the men. It came down with such force
that it made a hole in the fioor at the
feet of the two men. Omne of them re-
marked: “Close shave,” The other
answered: ‘Yes.” No more was said
and they went on about their work.

‘““The smoky fire is dreaded by firemen.
Groping around rooms in the dark, to lo-
cate fire, is their hardest work, and it
is ‘usual to see firemen almost suffocated
when they emerge in the open air or
are dragged out by their comrades. Fire-
men locating fires in smoky places,
usually work in pairs, Some men, with
good lungs, stand smoke for some min-
utes.  An experienced fireman will crawl
around with his mouth near the floor,
where a current of fresh air displaces
the smoke. At a basement fire some
time ago it was almost impessible to lo-
cate the blaze. -After strying every
known means a fireman took a rope and
went down in the basement. He in-
structed the men on the outside to give
him more rope, if he jerked twice, and
to pull him out if the rope was pullad
three times. Over rubbish and boxes
he went and located the fire behind two
cases of coal oil; he pulled twice, for
more rope, and the signal was misun-
derstood. Six men on one end began 10
pull the man out, and over hoxes he
went at a rapid rate, until he struck the
open air, fortunately, with little injury.
The hose was taken down and from a
long range the fire was extinguished. A
nice fire had been started, and burnedl
the woodwork from the tin cases con-
taining twenty gallons of coal oil, with-
out igniting the fluid,

“It would be impossible to enumerate
in a short article the many narrow es-
capes of‘ the firemen. From the Lime
we leave the fire hall until :we retura
there is danger to life and limb. ' The
firemen . are insured against accident,
while on duty, and we have a small sum
in the treasury of the Firemen’s Relief
Association. - It is a risky occupation,
without the danger from explosion ad-
ded ' -thereto.. Persons: storing inflam-
mable oils. and explosives, contrary to
law, take a great responsibility, and ex-
tra care should be taken when persons
crowd around a fire, not knowing what
a burning building might contain. Just
imagine the result, of an explosion of
that box of dynamite in the Chinese
shack a few weeks ago. Hundreds of
children crowded round  the. firemen,
while bricks and. timbers fell near the
box containing the explosive., It was
strange also the way in which we locat-
ed it, - An  inquisitive Chinaman dis-
covered the box and picked up one of
the sticks. He broke it and was smell-
ing it when the firemien' took it away
from him, and asked where he found it.
He pointed to a tea chest in the corner.
In the chest we found thirty more sticks.
In ten minutes the dymamite rested in
the mud of the bay, safe from concus-
sion or fire.” oL S

Raymond and
Day’s Seance

Spirit Manifestations Attempted
in This City by San Fran-
cisco Visitors.

Rain Discourages the Visits of
the “Guides” to
Victoria.

There was a time, perhaps, in the his-
tory of spiritualism in Victoria when
the various phenomena demonstrated at
seances were confined almost exclusive-
ly to tablerappings slate-writing and
other ingenious evidences, by Jatterly it
appears the medium has been endowed
with greater power than that of bygone
years, and under favorable
stances and the most propitious auspicés
can actually produce the various spirits
at will. Of course owing to the dark-
ness of the apartment in which the
phenomena are exploited it is impossi-
ble to recognize the spirit whose pres-
ence is manifested, and a noticeable
circumstance is the fact that it never
leaves a certain spot which might be
designated with perfect accuracy from
a geometrical standpoint, the centre -of
the circle formed by those in attendance.
At certain periods, however, the spirit
flits around the human circumference
and touches some of the members, but
on these occasions it is enveloped in the
folds of invisibility,

One of the principal media—perhaps
the principal—in this city is Raymond,
who is located in the Doane block on
Douglas street. His rooms are on the
second floor of the building, are:spaci-
ous and notat all on the first glance sug-
gestive of mysticism, such as would na-
turally be associated with quarters in
which human kind are brought into com-
munication with the unxnown. There
is a dark curtained cabinet in the corn-
er of the inner apartment, from which
the spirit i8 alleged to emanate, but
beyond this arrangement there is no
article apparent to justify the assertion
of the skeptic that Raymond’s arts are
those of the necromancer.

Were it possible on Monday evening
last, between 8 and 9 o’clock, for the
observer to have wrapped himself in the
fairy cloak of invisibility and effected
an entrance through _the two locked
doors of the outer and inner apartments
into the latter he would have discovered
about eighteen people sitting in a devout
circle having a diameter of about ten
feet. In the centre would have been
seen a small covered table on which
stood a guitar and a very ordinary ap-
pearing horn—such a horn with which
the small boy ‘“makes night hideous’” on
the birth of the new year. The medium,
Raymond, a short dark man attired in
a - variegated waistcoat with a large
sailor collar with: lace embroidery, «in-
Btalled himself adjacent to the mysteri-
ots cabinet in the corner. ‘It might be
observed, however, that some time pre-
vious to the locking of both doors there
entered the *“‘Rev. Leslie Day,” not a
stranger to Victorians, who lectured so
etogquently in the Sir William Wallace
hall on Sunday evening last. After
those present had been invited to ex-
amine thoroughly the cabinet ' in the
corner, which, upon inspection, was as-
certained to. contain “nary a soul,”
Rev. Mr. Day arose and addressed a
few remarks to the attentive circle. He
considerately passed the guitar and horn
to those present for examination, which
disclosed nothing unusual in the mechan-
ism of these instruments. Rev. Mr.
Day then pointed out that there was
no necromancy in these proceedings,
that until spiritualism was proven to be
spurious it should be worthy of eredence.
““A man you know should be believed
until he is proven a liar,” continued the
worthy divine, warming to his subject,
“and in this instance 'we'make an asser-
tion, and until it is discredited by proof,
it demands belief.” Continuing the
speaker impressed upon the devoted
circle the necessity of harmonious under-
standing, and urged upon them- not to
forget to sing when asked to do so in
the course of the proceedings. He him-
self was no singer, and his voice was no
better adapted to the production of mel-
lifluous sounds than that of a frog, but
he would join heartily with others.

The collection was then taken up at
twenty-five cents per capita, although it
is understood that owning to a misappre-
hension and the paucity of available
“change” one of the circle escaped with
somewhat less than the customary fee.
The medium having given one final in-
junction for harmony the lighty were ex-
tinguished, and the circle’ joined hands
and awaited developments.

Ji8everal hymns were sung, and during
the singing it was plainly evident that
Rev. Mr. Day spoke with perfect truth
‘when referring to his vocal powers.

A letter from H. S. Fairall, complain-
ing of the cows of Mr. Kirk and othex:s
of Victoria West trespassing on l}ls
premises, and that the poundkeeper in-
stead of taking them off to the pound
1eturned them to the owner, This was
referred to the Mayor for report.

Nicholles & Renouf asked for the re-
turn of certified cheques which had not
been returned when the pumping station
contracts were awarded. The cheques,
together with others, will be ordered to
be returned.

J. Manton asked for the extemsion of
the water service for three hundred feet
on Lansdown street. Referred to the
water commissioner.

W. BE. Losee, who was awarded the
contract for the removal of old Point
Ellice bridge, wrote saying that since
the contract was awarded, through un-
foreseen circumstances he found himself
unable to make arrangements to fulfil
his contract. Received and filed.

W. Finlay compiained of the bad
stat: of repair of the sidewalk in front
of his house, 52 David street. Refer-
red to city engineer for report.

D. Raussell, of Victoria West, wrote in
regard to the complaint that had been
made of silt water from his sink run-
ning on to neighbor’s lot. TUnless a
drain was constructed to carry off thls
water he was unable to prevent this, Re-
ferred to the sanitary officer acd city
engineer.

Margaret Moore wrote asking for as-
sistance from the council to get her
mate, a young girl of thirteen
years, who was stranded in Newfound-
land, back to Victoria, where she could
cobtain -work. This was referred to the
Mayor.

On going over the locality, I
find that everything is most favorable for
the proposed improvement, and as this
class of work will greatly beautify the
residential’ streets, and be a saving in
maintenance afterwards, I would there-
fore recommend the work be done at once.

John and Oswego streets,. estimated cost,
$60. Belleville ' street, south side, be-
tween Oswego and Menzies streets, esti-
snated cost, $150. Enclosed please find for
your information a copy of the city car-
penter’s report to me regarding the condi-
tion of sidewalks, which, I may say, have
been reported to your honorable body. The
city carpenter reports and recommends
the renewal of sidewalks, and inside hand
rail on the Rock Bay bridge. Total length,
2,342 lineal feet, estimated cost, $450.

Re constructing a surface water drain
through James Bay flats, from MecClure
street westerly, I may say it will be ne-
cessary to construct at least that portion
across where the filling is being carricd
on, in line with Douglas street at an
early date. Estimated eost for portion of
prermanent brick drain, $600.

A petition from the special committee
of the Board of 'T'rade on harbor im-
provements, consisting of Messrs. J. W.
Vincent, F. C. Davidge and Capts. J. D.
Warren and J. G. Cox, then created con-
siderable discussion. The petition asked
the council to make an appropriation for
a limited number of berings on the bar
near the harbor mouth and in the har-
bor. The petitioners pointed out that
there was a petition before the Ottawa
government asking that a channel be
dug through the bar and the whole har-
bor deepened.

Ald. Beckwith moved that the petition
be received and filed and the clerk be
instructed to send a reply to the effeet
that it was the intention of the council
to carry out the borings as requested,
but owing to the determined action on
the part of some of the prominent mem-
bers of the Board of Trade that action
was abandoned.

Ald. Stewart opposed the motion of
Ald. Beckwith. He had opposed ' this
: money being appropriated, but no mem-
ber of the Board of Trade had influenced
him one way or the other. He moved
an amendment that the petition be re-
ceived and filed and the Board of Trade
informed that the couneil had no funds
for this purpose. They should not spend
their money for Dominion government
purposes, he said.

Ald. Kinsman, who seconded the mo-
tion, took occasion to congratulate him-
self on being a mossback, and said “he
was not ashamed of the sixteen inches
of moss on his back.” He had opposed
the harbor scheme from the word go.
It was money thrown away. .

Ald. Beckwith said he had not refer-
red to Ald. Stewart in his motion or to
other aldermen. If the secretary of the
Board of Trade had done as he should
have when asked to do so, and written
to the board, the council would no doubt
have acted differently to what it did.
The work would no doubt have been car-
ried out. As to the gentlemen who wait-
ed on the council they did not represant
anyone, The Board of Trade, he under-
stood, were now dissatisfied with their
action.

Ald. Cameron did not like the motion.

Conviction
Affirmed

Judgm:nt of High Court in the
Ca® Agadinst the Union Col-
liery Company.

Court Equally Divided and Com-
pany Will Have to Pay
the Fine.

e

‘The Full Court this morning delivered
judgment in Regina vs. Unioun Colliery
Company, affirming the convictim.

It will be remembered that on the trial
the company was found guilty of neg-
lecting to take reasonable precaution in
maintaining the Trent river bridze, and
that in consequence an accident nappen-
ed there on 17th August, 1898, whereby
certain persons'were killed. Mr. Justice
Walkem at the trial fined the company
$5,000. :

The question on appeal was whether
an indictment would be against the cor-
poration for such an offence.

The Chief Justice and Mr. Justice
Martin agree that the conviction should
be affirmed, but Justices Drake and Irv-
ing held a contrary view and think the
conviction should be quashed. The re-
sult is that as the Court of Appeal is
evenly divided the judgment given be-
low stands and the company will have
to pay the $5,000 fine.

An appeal is allowable to the Supreme
Court of Canada, and it is not likely
that the case will rest as it is, as the
point involved is rather new in Canada.

King vs. Boultbee was then proceed-
ed with, The appeal was from an order
made by Judge Forin, and also from the
judgment of the same judge made at the
trial. The question was whether or not
a former order should have been appeal-
ed against. Judgment was reserved. I
P. Duff for appellant and A. H. Mae-
Neill, Q. C., for respondent. _

In Dunlop vs. Haney, an appeal was
not proceeded with as it would have
stopped the trial of the action which
has been begun.

REFRACTORY BLUEJACKETS

Object to Arrest and Show Fight—Con-
siderable Excitement on Sunday.

There was a great deal of excitement
on Sunday evening last on Cormorant
and Store streets, and the stirring
scenes that there occurred attracted
fully a thousand people. It appcars
that a couple of bluejackets of H. M.
S. Arethusa, by the names of Casell and
More, had broken leave in the morning
and a corporal’s patrol was dispatched
to the city to locate the delinquents. This
they did on Government street, and
proceeded along the same thoroughfare,
but evidently their prisoners were any-
thing but docile, for it was found neces-
sary to call in the assistance of the
police. Constables Conlin and Handly
responded to the call, and together, with
the corporal and a couple of marines,
encountered their men in front of the
E. & N. railway station. Then the melee
commenced, and a crowd gathered. The
bluejackets refused to be arrested, back-
ing up tHeir refusal most substantially
by kicking, striking and otherwise en-
deavoring to maul the officers, until it
was found necessary in the interests of
self-protection to throw the men down
and handcuff them. ‘Constable Handly,
assisted by a couple of marines, managed
to draw his man through the crowd in
the direction of Johnson street, but en
route the refractor “salt of the sea” sud-
denly grabbed a strap from a.lineman
who was standing near, with the appar-
ent intention of belaboring the constable,
who also grasped the strap. 'So fierce
became the struggle that the constable
was compelled to draw his baton, but at
this juncture he was confronted by
Henderson, a steward from the Virago,
who, it is alleged shook his fist in the
constable’s face and forcibly said that if
the latter clubbed the bluejacket he
{Henderscn) would “elub him” (Hand-
ley). TUltimately the latter succeeded in
bringing his prisoner to the police sta-
tion, after which he returned to the
scene of his exertions ‘and  arrested
Henderson for obstructing a constable in
the performance of his duty.

According to Constable Handly, Hen-
derson was quite prominent among those
who appeared determined that the blue-
jacket shonld not be taken prisoner,

In the meantime Constable Conlin's
caregr with his prisoner was one of

similar vicissitudes, and the route to the |

police station was a rather devious ‘che.
In order that some idea of the nature
of the bluejackets’ opposition to capture
can be conceived it might be mentioned

that the assistance of the police was re-.

quested at about 5.30 p.m., and the time
occupied in bringing the struggling men
not more than a block to the police sta-
tion, was over an hour. Even at the
police station the trouble had not end-
ed, as- both men continued to fight and
cause pandemonium to reign. One of
the marines who assisted the police was
fiercely bitten by one of the incensed
bluejackets, while several of those pres-
ent received sundry kicks. Both the re-
fractory sailors were taken to Bsquimalt
yesterday morning, where they will be
dealt with by the ship authorities,

How the Holders of Poisoned
Bullets Fared on Spion
Kop.

Buller “A Fine 0ld Fellow,” and
Men Ready to Go Any-
where With Him.

Mr. Armstrong, of 43 Stanley avenue,
received the following letter from a
nephew, who was wounded in the Lady-
smith operations, He is serving in the
2nd Royal Lancastar Regiment:

“Field Hospital,
“Pietermaritzburg, Natal,
“March 18, 1900.

“Dear Aunt and Uncle,—Just afew
lines, hoping they may find you both
well. I was very glad to get your letter
yesterday. I have not got the parcel
and papers yet; I expect they have been
sent on to Ladysmith, but I suppose
they will be sent back to me soon. Well,
we have had an awful cutting up here,
the casualties in my regiment are over
500. I was wounded on the 22nd of
February in the Ladysmith relief oper-
ations, 'We belong to Sir Charles War-
1en’s division, and were the unfortunate
regiment on Spion Kop, and were sup-
ported by the Lancashire Fusiliers and
two companies of the South Lancashire
Regiment, We lost 204 men that day
(January 24). I suppose you have seen
the account of it before now. We had
a warm time of it up there, but we did
not mind that so much as we did having
to come down again,

“I am going to bring a Boer rifle home
if I can get hold of one, but I am afraid
my fighting is over for this war, as the
doctor says I will not be able to go to
the front again. I had two rifles, but
when I was wounded I lost everything
I had, including my Queen’s chocolate
box. I got shot through the right
shoulder, and my right arm is almost
useless at present. I have to hold my
pen between my forefinger and thumb.
The wound has healed up all right, and
I think I can say I am improving a lit-
tle. I am going down to Durban on to
one of the hospital ships in a few days.

“We have had a rough time of it since
we arrived in South Africa, but I think
it is nearly over now. I think we have
upheld the honor of the British army ail
right, The last scuffle that we were in
we had two officers left to lead the regi-
ment. We were given two positions to
take, and almost as soon as we com-
menced to move both officers fell, and
‘' we took it into our heads to go by our-
selves, and instead of taking two posi-
tions we took five.

“It would have done you good to see
the gallant 4th King’s clearing the Boers
out of their trenches. We took over fifty
prisoners. ' There were more, but we
found some poisoned bullets on them
and they had to suffer for it. .There
were about twenty bayoneted béfore you
could say ‘Jack = Robinson.’ After a
party took the remaining prisoners back
we saw some of the Irish brigade being
driven back, and that was enough for
the 2nd Lancasters, so off we went again
and gave them a hand to stop the Boers.
They can’t stand the steel.

“lI was taken prisoner after being
wounded, and when they were .taking
me off I must have fainted from loss of
blood, and they most likely thought 1
was dead and dropped me. How long I
lay on the hill I don’t know. I remem-
ber nothing after they got hold of me till
I awoke in the field hospital.

‘“We had just finished the fourth
charge that afternoon, and just got laid
down for a rest when I stopped my bul-
let. There are some awful cases in the
phospital here. The Boers are using
poisoned, and two kinds of explosive
and soft-nosed bullets on us. We de-
stroyed thousand of rounds which we
captured in the trenches at Colenso,

“Our men say it was a pleasant sight
to see Sir R. Buller when the first of
the troops entered Ladysmith. He al-
most jumped from his saddle with ex-
citement. He is a fine old fellow and all
the men are ready to go anywhere with
him. The positions ‘which he has had to
take are awful, nothing else but death
traps, and if any other country had un-
dertaken the job I think they would
have fared worse than we did. Buller,
with his column could have hel that posi-
tion against any odds. Fifteen miles of
entrenchments and each hill commands
the other for about five miles, besides
tke Tugela running' along the bottom,
which was full of wire entanglements,
