THE INCRIMINATED MINISTERS,

What is to Le the penalty for the men
who have by their crimival neglect and
incapacity produced these sad results? I
have told them that in older days they
would have becn impeached as traitors to
their trust. (Cheers,) These are not our
modern ways, The penalty is milder;
forsuch an offence as theirs, too mild.
It is but a withdrawal of the power they
have abused—of the confidence they have
betrayed,  “This mild penalty we call on
the people to inflict, and 1 will not so far
despair of my country as to doubt the an-
swer to that call. (Cheers.)

THE FATE OF LOUIS RIEL.

Since the close of the outbreak an
event growing out of it has to a great de-
gree engrossed the public attention, and
to that I now turn. Imean the fate of
Riel.

Au effort has becen made, for obvious
political purposes, to color the character
and exaggerate the import of the agitation
on this subject. Some Quebec supporters
ot the Government have, in common
with some of its Quebec, oppouents, de-
nounced its action in very strong lan-
guage, and words have been used, sug-
gestions have been made, things bave
Leen done, which do not commerd them-
stlves to my judgment. On the other
hand, the most violent language has been
used in the Ontario Ministerial organ; the
movement as a whole has, in my view,
becn misrepresented, and a deliberate
design is apparent on the part of
the Ontario Tories to create and intensify

A WAR OF RACE AND CREED,

and to obscure by -this meuns all the real
1ssues between parties in order to raise
an issue false in itself, and which, handled
as prop sed by the Ministerial press,
would umperil the future of our country.
(Hear.)

It is quite certain that this question
must, and most desirable that it should,
be shortly debated in Parliament ; and
that those who challenge the conduct of
the Government should tender a definite
issue,. This I hold, though I entertain
very strong opinions as-to the reserve
which should attend criticisms on the
exercise in ordinary cases of

THE PREROGATIVE OF MERCY,

As Minister of Justice I have had to
advise in many capital cases ; and I de
not forget the heavy responsibility which
rests en those in whose hands are the
issues of life and death, and whose task is
rendered all the more difficult by reason
of the large measure of discretion vested
i them, and expressed in the word
‘“clemency.” Iknow how much these
difficulties are enhanced by heated parti-
san and popular discussion, in which dis-
torted views and an imperfect apprecia-
tion of facts are likely to prevail. I have
been falsely and wactonly accused of
sclling the prerogative for personal and
for political gain. I deprecated then, as I
woul.  deprecate now, such attacks on
Ministers unless made with good and suffi-
cient reason.  So delicate in my opinion is
the exercise of this prerogative that, while
I have somectimes been unable to recon-
cile my judgment to that of the present
Ministers in capital cases, I have felt it
the lesser evil on the whole to be silent
than to raise a debate; and I can readily
concetve, in fact [ have known of cases in
which, though I might differ from the
conclusion of the Ministers, I should yet
refuse to censure them for honestly taking
a line whieh I could not follow.
AN UNQUESTIONABLE RIGHT.

But we must be guided in each case by
its own circumstauces, The right of dis-
cussion, of advice, of censure, has been
denied by a leading Ministerial organ.
Yet it is unquestionable, (Hear,) Min-
isters are responsible in this as in all other
cases. I was myself instrumentalin pro-
curing the reform which made this sure ;
and the rights which I helped to secure
for my country I will help to maintain,
(Hear.) ButI declare that the occasion
must be grave which renders discussion
opportune, and the case clear which ren-
ders censure expedient. Why then do I
hold that this is plainly a case for Parlia-
mentary discussion ? For several reasons.

Because the trial is for an extraordinary
political offence, a great agitation has
supervened, aud various questiens have
been raised which cannot be disposed of
save after full debate in Parliament.—
(Hear,)

Because some prominent supporters of
the Governmeut have declared that they
have been mislead, deceived, and betray-
ed by the Government ;and this charge
must be investigated. (Hear.)

Because these men also declare that
Government acted, uot on priuciple, but
on party considerations, to puuish an old
offeuce, and to gratify the hate of a sec-
tion of their supporters; a statemeut which
demands enquiry, (Hear.)

Because unhappily at an carly day, and
Lefore the trigl, the Government, decliu-
ing the high position of neutrality and in-
ditference, which, as the representatives
of public justice, public mercy, and pub-
lic policy they 'should have maintained,
declared that the charge which I preferred
against them, of neglect, delay, and mis-
management in Nortn-west affairs was the
defence of their prisoners ; thus making
themselves substantially private partics to
the cause, and 1 effect resting their de-
fence on the others’ condcmnation, (Hear)

I have always held that Loth parties
might be deeply guilty —Government for
neglect, delay. and mismanagement; and
the insurgents for rising in rebellion—
always a grave offence against the State,
and in this case aggravated by the incite-.
ments to the Indians to revolt. But Gov.
crunment identitied their acquittal « ith
the prisoners’ conviction, and thus dis-
qualified themselves for just judgment.
(Hear.)

For these and otier reasous I deprecate
any attempt to evade or delay the Parlia-
mentary discussion, and am ready to
fucilitate so far as I can the veatilation of
the whole question, including the sen-
tences of imprisonment, as to which I
may be allowed to express the hope that
Government will without delay deal with
those sentences iu a large and merciful
spirit.  (Cheers.)

CHARACTER OF THE DISCUSSION.
3ut while I am of this opinion, I hold
strong views as to the character of the dis-
cussion.  Much has been said of the con-
duct of the I"ench Canadians in ‘raising
this question, and a wicked attempt has
been made, taking advantage of some too

| het and intempcrate phrases, to arouse
| prejudices of race and creed against them
| because they have shown specially warm

feelings in this matter.

It is true that we Canadiaus are, in a
political sense, one people. I could wish
that, without obliterating race predilec-
tions, there were among us greater unity
and love as  fellow-Canadians. To  that
end I have laboured in my humble way |
and not long since. when defending those |
of another race and crecd than mine
against what I believed to be unjust as- |
perations, I pointed out the true path of |
duty in a community of vivers races and
ereeds like ours; where we must combineg |
firmness in the assertion of our own
rights with fuluess in the recounition of
the rights of others, we mu.t cultivate
moderation and forbearance, we must
hold to the ample acknowledgment of
each mau’s individual rights of conscience
in religious matters, and~ to the common
citizenship of all in civil atfairs if we
would make of Canada a great and free
country inhabited by a happy and united

people. (Cheers,)

RACE AND RELIGIOUS FEELINGS,
however, exist, and will have thuir cfivet.
It is natural that those of us who are of
one Province or of one biood should feel
more warmly than the rest in the cause
of men of our own Province or origin.

principles of justice, mercy, and policy
applicable to all alike, aud should demand

Those of us who belong to other races
or Provinces have our duty too,—1o winke
ample allowance for warmth of utterauce
and hasty phrase; to calm rather than to
excite race piejudice, aod to decuie on
broad and general, just and gencious
views, suchas we wouid wish appied 10
ourselves. Let us do unto otuers as we
would they should do unto us, (Cheers ) |

RACE AND CREED IN POLITICS, |
« As to the union for puiitical “purposes
of one race or creed, irrespective of puiiti-
cal principles, I am not now to speak for |
the first time my mind, In 1871, when |
expressing the stroug, views I felt and feel
ou the subject of the murder of Scott, I
deprecated any attempt to decide the |
question on the ground of nationality or |
religon. In 1877, when protesting
against some 1ll-advised retensions on |
the subject of uudue inHuence, I de-
clared that 1 should struggle to preserve,
so far as my feeble powers might pernut,
to each of my fellow-countrymen, what-
ever his creed, the same full and ample
measure of civil freedom which be now
enjoys under those laws which c¢nable
him and me, though we may be of diverse
faiths, to meet on the same platform, and
to differ or agree according to our own
political convictfons and not according to
our religious faith, or the dictation oi any
other man, lay or clerical.  (Chears.)
And during the last few years I have
more than once warued my feilow coun-
trymen of an insidious attempt which hae
been made to effect a so-called political
union of all the Frenchmen throughout |
Canada in the iuterest of

THE QUEBEC TORY LEADERS,
I have pointed out that this was an un-
patriotic step, fraught with danger to the
Dominion, and with special danger to
those who, being the miunority, were asked
to work together asa unit, apart frem
questions of opinion. But no encourage-
ment was given by the T'ories of the oth.r
Provinces to these views, It was ail
right for Messrs. Langevin & Co. to coun
sel such a union, substantially in the
Tory interest. But when *here is a
breach in the Quebee Tory ranks
the cry of dauger to the State
at  once fills the air! (Laughtir.)
A united French population, united in the
Tory interest, would be a publi: blessing!
(Laughter.) A more equally divided
French population, since it would weaken
the Tory interest, 18 a public danger !
(Loud laughter.) I say a mure cqually
divided French population, for it is not
my judgment that the French Canadians
are a unit on this question. (Hear.) For
the same base party purpose of promoting
race prejudice, and giving ground for the
ery of Euglish agaiust French, they are so
represented by the Ministerial press. But
I believe this to be but a docge, and that
there is amongst them, as there is among
| the other races, some division of opinion.
So may it be. Let us unite and divide,
I say once more, on grounds of reason,
argument and opinion, and not of race or
creed. (Cheers.)
THE COMING DEBATE IN PARLIAMENT.

I hope and trust that, the excitement
having somewhat abated, the further dis-
cussion in the press and among the people
may be more tranquil, that rash and hasty
language may he avoided, and that when
we meet in Parhament we may engage in
debate in & temper and after a fashion
suitable to our national dignity and regard-
ful of our national unity. (Hear.)

Now, on what lines are we to deal with
this question in Pailiament ? Those of us
who have not engaged in the preliminary
discussion—who are free and unfettered,
to whom it is open, unembarrassed by
any prior and premature declarations to
reach unbiassed conclusions—have, I oou-
ceive, very special duties.

We are to help to obtain information on
all points now obacure; we are to listen
to the arguments of those who bave taken
sides; we are to consider of the whole
case when presented; and we are to strive
for the formation of a just and statesman-
like judgment by the House of Commons.
(Hear.)

We must endeavor to eliminate, as fac-
tors in the decision, race and creed ; and
cause the Commons of Canada to speak
with a voice and in a sense which poster-
ity, after these heats have cooled and
these mists have cleared, shall ratify and
confirm, (Hear.)

NOT A PARTY QUESTION,

I believe we canno, if we would, make
of this a party question. (Hear.) After
full reflection, I do not entertain that
desire; but were it otherwise I doubt that
the result could be accomplished. T ex-
ercise no compulsive or constraining force
over the opinions of the Liberal party on
this or any other question; and I enter-
tain the impression that with-us, as with
the Tories, there are aifferences of opinion
in the rauzs not likely to be composed,
and which I, at any rate, shall make no
endeavor to control te a party end. IFuor
after all, though at tirst blush one may
regret party divisious, yet am I glad in
this case of this condition,

For the reasons I have given, I do not
desire a party conflict on the Regina
tragedy; I do not propose to construct a
political platform out of the Regina scaf-
fold; or to create or cement party ties
with the hlood of the condemued. To
apply words I have already quoted else-
where, in another case, I donot care
““To attempt the Future's portals with the Past’s

blood-rusted key.”
(Cheers.) Now, as you know, I have
been absent from Canada for sme months;
but, since my rcturn, I have read ~1h
care such papers as I could find,  While
these have produced impressious on my
mind on the materials 1 s.ues, I have be:n
clearly led to the conclusion that
THE INFORMATION REQUIRED FOR A JUST

on some points is not before us.  (Hear,)
I think we regnite an authentic copy ot
the evidence and proceedings at the trial,
and also of the papers found at Batoche,
the production of wlhich was retused by
Government, but which Parliament should
see, the rather that a minister has lately
made public one of these papers of greut
imp irtance as affeeting Riel’s position. and
teuding to contradict the allegation that
he had himself procured the invitation to
come into the North-west, (Hear.) |
think we require explanations as to why,
if it was intended to ex2cute the sentence,
Riel was not put on trial for murder in-
stead of for high treason. (Hear.) Wus
it because 1t was thodght iucousistent
with General Middleton’s letter to try
Lhim for anything save for a political
offteuce ? (Hear.) And it is proper also
that we should know more of the circum-
stances connected with that letter so as
to judge of the weight to be attached to
it. (Hear.)
AS TO THR TRIAL ITSELF,
it must be confessed that the arrangements
for the administration of justice, origin-
ally of necessity rude and primitive, had
become by time less applicable to the
circumstances of the country; and were
pot well suited to the trial of such a case
as Riel’s, (Hear,) The independence of
the judiciary and its high standing in fact
and in public estimation are of the tirst
importance ; and in a political casein
which the Government has taken sides,
this is brought home to the meanest com-
prehension.  But the judges of the North-
west hold office not like the superior
judges of the older Provinces, during go.d
behaviour, but at the pleasure of the
Gévernment, on which they are thus in |
some sort dependent. (Hear.) Desides, |
they are also political personrages as mom- |
bers of the North-west Council, and thus
Jess titted for p.litical trials, ([lear.) 1
regret that the course of legislation has
been rather in the direction of reducing
than of increasing the _securities in these
cases. By the Act of 1880 the presence
of two magistrates besides the stipendiary
in capital cases, theretofore wecessary,
was dispensed with, ane only being nalt

The choice of the judge is another
matier.

Besides jus icein fact, the creation of a
toehing ot public corlidence, of a general
unpression that all was fair, and that
every security was taken for f:nrnes.-s,_ls
important, and in that view of the duties
of the authorities I think these questions
should be examined.  (Hear)
THE WITHIELD AND SUPPRESSED

MENTS WANTED.

Again, we should have before us all
the withhe!d and suppressed documents
as to the neglect, deluy und mismanage-
ment of the Guvernment; not, I repeat,
as justifying rebellion. but as added
proots that Government gave the occasion
and opportunity to raise rebellion by
meaus of the teelings evoked and the
materials and chances afforded through
thewr misconduct.  (Hear)

Look at Bishop Grandiu’s letters, lately
published. - Look at Colonel Houghton's
report, still suppressed. Look at the
mass of papers still coufessedly withheld.
(Hear.)

The Government, in its Memorandum,
says that it will not now enter into this
part of the case—it is reserved for Par-
liament. Be it so; the issue 18 then de-
feried.  But we must have the evidence.
And these papers may have an important
bearing ou the propricty of the decision,
and on the question whether these were
the men who should have reached that
decision,

I think we should lm\'v,ﬁ\e evidence on
which Government Liax charged the whites
of Prince Albert with be ny gu'lty—more
wuilty than the Metis.  1f 89, they should
be expesed. Indians and Halfbreeds
should not bear the bruut while guiltier
whites go tree; and the relation of these
whites to Ricl may have a serious bear-
ing on his case. (Hear.)

We should have further information as
to Riel's demands for money, As Gov-
ernment states the case, his attitude was
base and venal; and a strong impression
has naturally been produced. But the
statement 18 involved in coutradictions,
for I tind in the Memorandum the tol-
iowing extract from the cvidence:—

He (Riel) said also if he got the money he would
wo to the United States and start a paper, and
1 the other nationalities in the Stutes He
1, “Betore the grass is  that high in this
utry you will sce foreizn armies in this coun-
try.” e gaid, *1 will commence by destroying
Munitoba, und then I will come and  destroy the
North-west und take possession of the North.
west,"”

Now, however wicked, absurd, or in-
dicative of a disordered mind may have
been these words addressed to the man he
was soliciting, they are inconsistent with
venality, More light is wanted here,
(Hear.)

OTHER PARTS OF THE CASE.

I now come tosome of the most inter-
esting parts of the case, The question
of Riel’s mental conditionis one to which
I am at prescut disposed to attach greater
importance than, as 1 judge, does the gen-
eral publie. (Hear.) But I think all
will agree that we are clearly entitled to
have before us, besides the papers, the in-
structions te aud reports ot the so-called
Medical Commission, which is referred to
by the Government.  You will remember
vhie contlicting rumors as to the character
and results ot the enquiry. Though there
is much on which we can and ought to
reach conclusions independent of the med-
ical testimony, yet this 18 a part of the
cuse withiout which we sould not  decide,
(Hear. )

1 think also that we should have a
statement of the grounds on which Gov-
ernment decided agmnst the recommenda-
tion to mercy, & course which may have
been perlectly corcect, but which ought
to be explained, (Hear,) And here I
may say that I regret that we do net
know the ground ot that recommendatisr,

Weshould aiso learn something of the:
rcasons for the last rexpite, of which sev-
cral accounts have been given, one of an
extraordinary nature. (Hear,)

Fuller mtormation seems to be required
as to the ground on which Government
thought the execution necessary as a det-
errent. (tlear.)

Warm supporters of the Government
have alleged that it shamefully betrayed
and deceived them. \We want the evi-
dence of this.  (Hear,) They also
allege that  Goverument acted to
gratify  the thist  for  vengeance,
mespect of the Scott murder, of one
section of the supporters of Government,
and ona cold-blouded calculation of poli-
tical guins aud losses in the couuties,
rather than on gencral considerations of
public justice; mercy and policy. On
this grave charge we want light.  (Hear.

A SUSPENDED FINAL JUDGMENT.

I will go no further. 1 have come to
the conclusion that on this complicated
case, where each of several branclies may
affect the general result, it is fitting that
the materials for decision on every branch
shiould be available before tinally forming
aml announcing a general judgment; and,
iciefore, much as [ should have person-
ally wished to communicate to you my
individual impressiens, I believe I shall
best discharge my duty, which, as you
will have seen, | consider to be as much
judicial as political, by abstaiving from
the expression of opinions which would
be at best but partial, prima fucie, hy po-
thetical, and subject to correction and
review.  (lear.)

It is with ali the facts and arguments
hetore us, aud I the presence of the
Government  whose  action  has  been
wssatled, and of their accusers, that our
deliverance may best be made,  (Hear.)

To some partisans on cither side, who
think nothiug is tobe said on the other,
my view that we should have more
Light, may be, wiil be, unsatisfactory.
But those who are willing to seek for
the light and, casting aside prejudice,
to stiive for just conclusions, will, 1 hope,
recoguize its propricty. (Cheers.)

THE OUTLOOK AHEAD.

Much has been said ~about political
alliances and compacts in this connection,
I know of none.  T'o none am I a party,
1 have had no commuuication, dircet or
indirect, with any one outside of my
own party. I have never wished for
office.  On the contrary, 1 dislike it; nor”
was there ever a time at which it pre-
sented, in my view, o little to attract, so
much to deter,  Beyond this, I belicve it
to be, from a mere narty point of view,
the mtorest of the Libeial party that the
preseant Government  should remain in
oflige for a little longer, till the public
ha@ scen gtill more clenly the results of
their past volicy; results which, if devel-
oped inoour reym, would be, as m the
post times, attributed to us and not
ther real authors,  (Hear.)
